A ithotough'| investigation into the |
cause of the failure- of the filtexsi has
been undertaken by the city engineer
under jmstruytions from the ‘commis- |
sioners. withfthe result that the cause |
has been distovered. and remedied and |
the future success of the plant guar- |
anteed by actudl experiment.

To Add to Filtration Plant.

Arrangements ' are also_being made |
to add tq the filttation plant so, that |
during -the next season of turbidity it |
will be foun@l to have an ample Teserve |
Before the end of the present year |
the pumping capacity of the plant will |
be increased by .the installation of an
additiona¥ unit of three million gaT-+
lons eapacity. Other 7work contem-
plated_includes a change in the level |
of the intake, which at the present |
time .is too near the surface of the |
river in:Ppériods when the water is |
lIow.

The whole plant has been constantly
under the observation of the commis- |
sioners during the last few months,
apd they have expressed their deter- |
mma.uon to place it in such a state |
that a repetition of the troubles &% |
last season will be impossible.

Question ‘of Control.

The control of ‘the, department may
come up for discussion at the meeting’|
of the city council this evening, when
Alderman Bellamy will revive ‘the.no-
tice passed by the council on Septem- |
ber 1st, ordering that the entire water |
works system be placed under the con-
trol of Superintendent McLean. At |
the time when~the motion was passed |
it was pointed Qut that the city char-
ter givess+the ‘cOdmmissioners absolute |
control of -the public utilities and that
the couneil ‘had not the power to en-
force compliance with ‘these instruc-
tions. It was allowed therefore to
stand as a suggestion to the ecommis-
sioners. The commissioners, having
determined to make .a thorough in-
vestigation of the department and to
direct such changes as wpuld assure
its successful operation next year,
have not acted upon' the suggestion of
the council.

Alderman  Bellamy, who is of the
opinion that, @esplte the provisions of
the charker, the commissioners should
act li‘pon the instructions of the coun- !
cil in ' this matter, will ‘bring the |
thole question before the council-at |
ténight’s meeting. It is considered |
unlikely that the council  will make |
any attempt to interfere with the|
commissioners. |

Would Involve Other Changes. |

Ong of the difficulties in_the way of |
placing the pumping pl under  the
control of the superintendent of water-
works, instead of the superintendent
of the power plant as at present, would
be that any argument in favor of this
change would .apply equally to a pro-
posal to place a portion of the power
plant under the control of the super-
intendent of, street railway.

One of the proposals of the commis-
sioners-to ensSure the efficiency of the
plant is ‘to engage an engineer, ex-
pert in the operation of pumping ma-
chinery to act under Superintgndent
Huffman in charge of the pumping
plant.

Construction of 1,000 Mile Line.

Ottawa, Nov. T—According to ad-
viges received by the department of
trade andi«eommerce the government
of the Commonwealth of Australia has
under ccnsideration the constructioa
of a transcontinmental railroad which
will connect Southern Australia with
Western aAustralia, the bill for which
is at the present time before the
Ccmmonwealth parliament.
