Truly, judging
by the numbér of
people who write
to ask me about the rules of this
game, I doubt it.

“What class of - work do editors
want the most?”

“How should the manuscripts be
arranged?”’

“What are the best magazines to
gend work to?”

“What is the remuneration?”

“Do you have to haye a story
copyrighted before you semd it?”

“When do magazines pay for work
—on acceptance or publication?”

These are some of the mrost com-
mon of the forty-leven questions that
the rising crop of would-be authors
ask me, and since there seems to be
such a general interest in the subject,
I am going to answer them to the
best of my ability in my space to-
day, instead of replying to each:
querry personally. :

The largest literary demand of the
present day, 1 am told, is for clever
short stories of from 1,000 to 5,000
words, especially love stories. In-
teresting articles on any #topic of
timely interest comes next in sala-
bility. Poetry, especially by unknown
authors, is extremely difficult— al-
mogt impossible to sell. Some maga-
zinies actually have their poetry sup-
plied gratis by people who consider
the joy of seeing it actually printed
sufficient remuneration.

The conventional methods of ar-
ranging manuscript is something
everyone who is trying to “break in-
to” this game ought to understand.
In the first place, haye your work
typewritten if you possibly cau. That
makes it that much the clcarer, and
anything which is clear and doesn’t
have to be puzzled over, ‘i§ much
more apt to be appreciated and ac-
cepted. If you haven't’ ye@r work
typewritten, write it as legibly as pos-
sible. Never write on both sides of
the paper. If witten have the lines
wide apart; if typewritten, use

double spacing.

Write the title on the middle of the|| |
first page a few inches from the tep.
Above it on the right band cornmer,
your full name and addréss—im the

left hand corner, it is well to put the

number of words. If you want thej,

manuscript returned, eénclose stamps.
It you write a letter to the editor,
make it very ‘short, simply stating
that you offer the enclosed manu-
script to him and that ¥ it is not
accepted you would ilke it returned.

Write on small sheets of paper.
Never roll your manuscript, but fold
the sheets once or lay flat on card-
board and send in a large envelope.

As to what are the best magazines
to which to send your work; I can-
not be definite as circumstances alter
cases. That depends wholly on the
style of your work. Read all the
magazines you can get hold of and
try to decide \Which style your own
work approximates the most cloge-
ly.

Some people send their work to
story brokers, who, understanding the
demands of the various magazines,
try to dispose of the work for them
and also criticise it.

Remuneration is a subject on which
volumes could be written. Rudyard
Kipling, they say, gets a dollar a
word. Some small magazines and
city newspapers pay three or four dol-
lars a thousand words, and country
uewspapers sometimes pay a dollar or
.wo for the same amwount. Some-
where, between these two extremes,
is the remuneration for the rest of
ue. Fifteem or twemty dollars a
thousand words is a resonable price
{or a story by an unknown author,
while writers of reputation, such as
Elinor Hallowell Abbot, get $500 o1
$1,000 for a story of ordimary length.

You do not have to have a story
copyrighted before you semd it.

As to the time of pay—a few maga-
zines pay on aceéptance, many more
when the article is published. Inei-
dentally, you must remember that
most magazines are’ made up a year
ahead, and the story aktcepted to-day
may not appear for a year or two.
Other magazineés have stated times,
such as once a month or once =2
quarter when jthey setttle all their
literary bills. *

There, 1 hope these few suggestions
will smooth the path to fame and
fortune of many rising authors and
authoresses.

If it browns, much
of its value is lost, for browned
crumbs will not- brown again when
used for rotling crogquettes or cutlets.

Mutton drippings will not set hard
and suety, as it usually does, if
directly the fat is poured from the
baking tin, the vessel containing it is
put at the back of the stove and al-
lowed to stay there until the stove
itself cools.

An attractive luncheon dish is made
of left-over strawberries, pieces of
pineapple, bits of apricot or cherries
in a marmalade, served in puff pastry
pate cases.

If potatoes for baking are greased
thoroughly before being put into the
oven they will have a rich, satiny
look and the outer skin will peel off
as thin as tissue, leaving -the rich nu-
tritious part next the skin to be eaten
instead of wasted.

To remove a scorch spot - from
serge treat it as you would any other
stain. Sponge with a compound of
gasoline and alcohol in equal parts,
with the addition of a tablespoonful of
household ammeonia to the pint. Then
sponge with pure ether.

Drain off the coffee left from break-
fast or dinmner, and place it in a cold
place until the next day, when it may
be converted into coffee jelly, to be
served with whipped cream or used as
a foundation for old-fashiomed coffee
cake or coffee cream.

To whiten handkerchiefs which
have become a bad color through
careless washing, soak them for a
night in a solution of pipeclay and
warm water. Wash and boil thém
next day in the usual way, and they
will come out looking beautifully
white. ; !

By
the wording of the contract, approved
of by them, and sanctioned by the
cachet of the Attorney General, as
expressing their intent, the Contract-
or may decline to follow any route
decided upon by them, on the ground
that he considers it impracticable.
The Government has established the
Contractor in this position, and but-
tressed it by the contract which the
Government and Contractor have ex-
€cuted.

And now that a dispute has arisen,
the Government and the party or-
gans keep silence and refuse to take
the people into their confidence.

*What a contrast between their
deeds and their professions, and what
a light it throws on their success in
eaining more unpopularity than any
Government has earned for the past
guarter of a century. The assump-
ticn of the name People’s Party is a
clear usurpation.

Reciprocity.

There appears to be a similar dis-
inclination to take the people into
their confidence as to their attitude
on Reciprocity. Why is it that the
people can find abroad a statement of
the intention of their government,
which is denied to them at home? On
Friday last after the rejection of the
Reciprocity Pact by the Canadian

clectorate was known, a despatch
from Washington was published in
the Canadian papers, which announc-
ed that Newfoundland may now take
up Reciprocity with the United
States. It may be read in another
part of this issue.

The part of the despatch that af-
fects Newfoundland is contained in
the last paragraph. We quote here
for ease of reference:—

“It was suggested to-day that the
only chance for the continuance of
Reciprocity as an open issue might be
found in an attempt by Newfoundland
to secure a treaty of agreement with
the United States. It has been known.
that the Newfoundlanders were, only
waiting the disposition of the pact
between the United States and Can-
ada to open negotiations with Wash-
ington for a Reciprocity arrangement
on their own account, and State De-
partment officials said it- has been
difficult to keep them from pressing
the matter while the Canadian agree-
ment was pending.”

We are not in a position to affirm
or deny the truth of the declaration
of the officials of the Washington
State Department that they had found
it difficult to keep Newfoundland
Trom pressing for Reciprocity while
the Canadian Agreement was pend
ing.

This despatch did not reach us in
the Postal Telegraph message, but
either it or the substance of it was
evidently brought to the attention of
the Government for in Saturday even-
ing's Sydney Record, we find what
is an inspired reply.

Here it is:

(Canadian Press Despatch.)

“St. John's, Nfid., Sept. 23. — Th¢
suggestion in despatches from Wash-
ington - to-day that Newfoundlanc
night seek a reciprocity agreement
vith the United States, now that thc
proposed pact between Canada and
‘he United States has been disposec
>f, does not seem likely, in the view
of officials, at the present time tc
be received with special interest a-
mong Newfoundlanders, although a.
the time when the Canadian agree-
ment was first arranged tentatively.
the colony would have welcomed a
similar agreement.

The present apparent reversal of
feeling is acounted for by the fact
that a number of fishing firms which
have made Gloucester, Mass., thei:
headquarters in the past, have recent-
ly established extensive branches in
places between Port aux Basques anc
the west coast. These firms are pur-
chasing for the hightest figures ali
the codfish procurable and their oper-
ations have stimulated as seldom be-
fore the fishing business for the stay-
at-home natives of the wost coast.

The American firms hope eventual-
ly it is understood to secure ‘a re-
duction in the tax imposed on New-
foundland fish imported into Ameri-
can markets.” ,

What we ask is why have the peo-
ple to go to a Canadian paper for an
official view of the attitude of thc
Government, when the lntter has ite
own organs here?

Many of the places
visited have been found to be aurif-
erous, and the men brought along as
high as 9 tons of samples of gold
and other precious ~minerals. They
prospected Pond’s Inlet, Salmon Riv-
er, Brefort and other places, and the
result of their labors has been very
encouraging. The samples brought
up will be assayed, and we learn that
the ship will go north again next
year.

Geérmany’s position
is a delicate one, as she is bound by
alliance to Italy, and by friendship to
Turkey.

Nill Attempt lo Fly
Across the Ocean

Janish Airman Has Ambitious Plans
For the Conquest of the Atlantic.

New York, Sept. 22.—The con-
[uest of the Atlantic, the most am-
sitious exploit yet undertaken by an
wiator, is contemplated by a Dan-
sh airman, who destribes his plans
n a letter published to-day in the
Nord Lyset, a Danish newspaper pub-
ished in Brooklyn, This aviator
writes that he has enlisted the ne-
cessary financial aid and made ar-
rangements to fly next spring from
Copenhagen to New York, resting
oly at London and Queenstown and
uppn ships stationed at intervals
across the North Sea and the Atlan-
tic Ocean. At the aviator's request
his name is withheld from publica-
tion at this time. He says that he
has the aid of English and American
capital and will use a biplane of
American manufacture. One steam-
er will be stationed in the middle of
the North Sea and six others will be
strung out across the Atlantic Ocean
at intervals of about 490 miles. He
expects to fly at the rate of 56 miles
an hour. The steamers will be
equipped with landing stages and
apparatus for generating a wireless
current which will supplement gaso-
lene as motor power for his engines,
thus enabling him, he hopes, to make
centinuous flights  of unprecedented
lengths. By, the same means he ex-
pects to communicate with his auxil-
iary ships by wireless telegraphy. In
case of accident the: Danish airman
believes that he can notify the near-
est ship. of his flight and then, hy
means of pontoons with which his
biplane will be equipped, keep afloat
until reseued.

The precise date for starting the
fight has not yet been settled,

GET IN COWS. 2 1

Abandoned at Sea and Set on Fire.

The' Mildred, Capt. Wiltshire, ar-
rived here this morning from Oporto,
bringing the wrecked crew of the
brigt. Lady Napier which was lost.
about 430 miles’ S. E. of Cape Race,
on Sept. 21st. The Lady Napier, Cap-
tain Dean, left here on Sept. the Hth
for Bahia having been chartered from
Croshie & Co. By Job-Bros. & Ce. to
take a load of fish to Brazil. She
had 3,500 drums or 4,000 qtls. on
board. On the I1th of September in a
storm her rudder head was broken
off and the ship drifted about help-
less. The working of the rudder in
the storm made the Napier leaky. The
Capt. got wire and fastened the rud-
der up as well as possible hoping
that he would get the ship along.
This all broke away and the ship
again became unmanageable and more
leaky than ever. The foremast was
smashed and the bulwarks broken;
the crew manned the pumps and
tried them but to keep her free with-
out avail. The vessel drifted about
till the 21st at the merey of the
waves. On the 21st in the morning
the weather. got better, and when
in lat. 45.49N.; 42, 32 W, the Mil-
dred fell in with her. He boarded
f"apt. Dean and was told fhat he
would abandon the Napier. The crew
made trips in a dory which was hand-
led by two Bank fishermen on the
Napier who were used to handling a
dory in big seas. Capt. Dean was the
last to leave the wreck. He set the
vessel on fire in the cabin and fore-
castle and also puts mats saturated
with kero. oil around the butts of the
masts and set fire to them. She was
enveloped in flames when the Mildred
left the place. Both ship and cargo
were covered by insurance.

Monday Diekelman sent a tele-
gram to the authorities, it is said,
declaring emissaries of the defence
were trying to “talk with him.” He
asked what he should do, and was
told to “leave the emissaries alone.”

Newfou’dland May Now
Take Up Reciprocity
With the US.

Washington, Sept. 22.— No official
declaration is expected at the State
Department regarding the demise of
the Reciprocity agregement, on the
ground that the Canadian Government
naturally supposes that the United
States Government is familiar with
the terms of the agreement, especial-
ly the condition that new and reduced

" duties shdll not be effective until aft-

er Canadian ratification. The single
exception was the: wood pulp and
paper schedule which by special pro-
vision went into opetation imme-
diately upon the approval of the Act,
and is now beyond recall, unless Con-
gress should see fit to repeal the en-
tire Reciprocity act.

The opinion expressed at the State
Department was that no effort would
be made to repeal the Reciprocity
Act, and although the duties therein
provided will not become effective, the
Act itself will be permitted to remain
on the statute books, constituting an
sver-open door to Canada, and a con-
stant reminder of the recognition by
the United States of the merits of the

principle of Reciprocity with its

aorthern neighbor.

It was suggested to-day that the!
only chance for the continuance of i
Reciprocity as an open issue might be !
found in an attempt by Newfound- (
land to secure such a treaty of agree- ;

ment with the United States. It has

been known that the Newfoundland- {
ers were only waiting the disposition'

of the pact between the United States
and Canada to open negotitions with
Washington for a Reciprocity ar-
rangement on their own account, and
State Department officials said ' it
has been difficult to keep them from
oressing the matter while the Cana-
dian agreement was pending.

Cattle for Nfid.

Newfoundland is rapidly losing the
reputation of being a country with-
out cattle or horses. There are al-
ways more waiting at North Sydney
than the Invermore can carry. On
Thursday night the lot from which
the selection was made included 200
sheep for the Newfoundland Govern-
ment, which is booming sheep-raising,
18 horses for the Northcliffe concern
at Grand Falls, and a lot of cattle for
Sir Robert Bond.—Sydney Record.

The Hygienic Aspects
of Gas Lighting and
Cooking.

Experiments were made _at the
Lewisham Infirmary -during the
month of November 1910, with the
following in view:—

(1) To compare hygienically the re-
lative values of the open fire and the
Gas Radiator as warming agents.

(2) To ascertain if, and to what ex-
tent, the quality of the atmosphere of
a room is affected by incandescent
gas burners and lamps.

(3) To ascertain the hygienic value
of the gas fire.

The experiments were carried out
by Dr. F. S. Toogoed, M.D., Londom,
D.P.H., the Medical Superintendent of
the Infirmary, and the full report of
the experiments appeared in the Lon-
don Medical Magazine, February 1911.

The general conclusions arrived
were as follows:—

(1( That both large and small
apartments which have normal
means of ventilation gas con-
sumed In modern incandescent
burners can be used for light-
ing without any detriment to
health, being found, in fact, to
assist ventilation by the in-
creased circulation of the air.
That a gas fire, properly con-
structed and fixed, not eonly
does not vitiate the air, but is
a valuable adjunct to the ven-
tilation of the room. Its ad-
vatages in the :-sickroom in re-
spect of its ~reliabilty,. avoid-
ance of noise, freedom from
dust producing propénsities,
and saving of both work and
anxiety, are obvious to every
professional man or womaun.
That in large rooms, adequately
ventilated, flueless gas stoves
can be used for heating with-
out any hygienic disadvantages,
the heated products . of com-
bustion (mainly.C 02 and water
vapour) ascending quickly
above breathing level. This
method of heating by rediation
and convection from flueless
gas stoves, is economical, but
proper ventilation of the build-
ings in which it is adopted i
essential, which, of course, is
also the case whatever means
of heating is adopted. A ward
or other public building in
which gas radiators cannot be
used with'advantage is im-
properly “ventilated.
