The Kaiser Willed It.
This time last year Sir Edward 

Grey was making every effort to 
avoid a great European conflagration. 
iie had endeavoured to get Austria 
to consent to the matter in dispute 
between Austria and Servia referred 
to a conference of the Powers. He 
had invited the good offices of the 
Kaiser to mediate with Austria and 
avoid and conflict between Russia 
and Austria. But the German Em­
peror declined to do anything of the 
sort. It is clear now that the Kaiser 
had willed war and that the assass­
ination of the Austrian Prince was 
hut a pretext for the war. This is 
abundantly evident from the fact 
that Italy a year before the assass­
ination occurred had. been invited to 
co-operate in an aggressive war and 
had declined because the projected 
war was premeditated and aggressive, 
and she declined last year because 
she realized that the war was an ag­
gressive war and carefully arranged 
beforehand. The evidence of this 
premeditation are abundant and con­
clusive. Germany threw the finan­
cial world into convulsions weeks be­
fore the assassination occurred. She 
threw large quantities of debenture 
stocks on the market to realize them 
and have an abundance of money to 
start the war. She had made her 
preparations in the Mediterranean, 
in india, in South Africa, in America, 
in Belgium and the British Isles. 
Her strategic railways ran to the 
confines of Belgium and when war 
took place between her and France, 
she struck immediately through Bel­
gium, although that country was an 
innocent tjiird party and she was un­
der treaty to respect her integrity. 
Her army, her armaments, her am­
munition and everything necessary 
to strike a quick and decisive blow, 
so far as her General Staff could fore­
see, had been brought up to the full 
pitch of efficiency. The Kiel canal 
had been deepened and widened and 
wras available for transferring her

largest dreadnoughts from the Baltic 
to the North Sea or vice-versa. All 
these preparations are conclusive 
evidence of design, or in the phrase­
ology which the German War School 
has taught the world, the Kaiser 
willed it. Her strategy has failed, so 
far as striking a decisive blow 
against France and Russia in a few 
weeks or months. But she has dealt 
severe blows to the Allies, and at 
present the biggest and severest op­
erations of the War against Russia 
are being fought stubbornly. The 
end is not yet in sight. She is still 
on the offensive. She has yet to be 
driven to the defensive and driven to 
her knees. Time, money and blood 
have yet to be spent in profusion to 
do this. But at all costs Civilization 
must be rescued from the German 
Menace, or Freedom will pass out of 
the world and Tyranny will rule ram­
pant in her place.

Trade: —

July 24th—From P. J. Wade (Hr. 
Main)—The total catch is 300 qtis. 
with 100 for last week. Nine traps. 
25 dories and skiffs and 1 boat are 
fishing. Prospects are fair and there 
is a sufficient supply of caplin bait. 
The lobster fishery is i*>t very good. 
The fish taken during the week was 
with traps, hook and liners and trawls 
doing practically nothing. The fish­
ermen are of opinion that if squid 
were plentiful good work would be 
done as schools of cod are frequently 
seen on the bottom.

July 24th—From M. J. White (Aqua- 
forte to Caplin Bay)—Five local bank­
ers have arrived with 214 qtis. They 
report no fish on the Banks and no 
sign of squid. There is a little caplin 
for bait but cod is scarce. Trawlers 
have done nothing the last fortnight 
and the fish seems to have struck^ off 
owing to the hard northeast winds." 
The catch to date is 7,557 qtis., with 
1,065 for last week. Ten whale boats, 
44 traps and 65 dories and skiffs are 
fishing.

How British Trap 
Foe’s Submarines

Gunboats Disguised as Trawlers Hunt 
Down Raiders, Says Letter From 
Scotland.

Johnstown, Penn., July 23.—A let­
ter received here yesterday by An­
drew McAtee, a business man, from a 
relative in Scotland, throws a new 
light on the defensive measures used 
by England in the submarine warfare 
waged by Germany. The letter says 
in part:

“Two enemy submarines were 
cleverly destroyed last week—one at 
Peterhead and the other at Aberdeen. 
At Peterhead, an innocent looking 
trawler, in reality a government gun­
boat, left the harbor and was soon 
spotted and held up by a submarine. 
The gunboat did not give the submar­
ine time to approach, but opened fire 
at once smashing the periscope with 
the first shot, whereupon her crew 
rushed’ out upon the deck. The sec­
ond shot destroyed the conning tower, 
and down she went, like a stone.

“All the officers and crew were res­
cued, and, curiously enough, one of 
the rescued men turned , out to be a 
German who for several years pre­
vious "to #the outbreak of the war had 
been engaged in the fish trade at 
Peterhead. He must have been a 
spy.

“In the Aberdeen fight a British 
submarine submerged followed iq the 
wake of some trawlers as they put to 
sea. When the trawlers were ap­
proached by the German submarine 
they diverted their course a little. The 
British ‘sub’ then came to the sur­
face, and with the first shot the shell 
nearly split the German boat in two. 
All of the crew and officers of the 
German boat, with the exception of 
three, were drowned.”

INDIAN PRINCES GENEROUS 
WITH GIFTS.

London, July 26.—(Through Ren-, 
ter’s Ottawa Agency.)—An official 
despatch from Simula, India, says:

“The Indian Princes are continuing 
their generous assistance in every 
direction. The Maharaja of Gwalior 
has given Right Hon. David Lloyd 
George, through the Viceroy, $32,000 
for munitions. He and two other 
rulers have, offered their workshops 
to the Government for the making 
of munitions. The Premier of Nepal 
has also given $32,000 for the pur­
chase of machine guns. Other chiefs 
have contributed motor ambulances, 
horses, aeroplanes" and tents, while 
one offered a camp for the Turkish 
prisoners. Other gifts include Red 
Cross motor boats for the Basra (a 
river in Southern Arabia) and at 
Mombasa (the seat of British East 
Africa Governlnent.)

ALLAN LINER SCARED GERMAN 
SUBMARINE.

How a German submarine took 
fright at the sight of an Allan Liper, 
thinking it was an armored cruiser, 
and after rising up practically under 
the British ship, submerged again, 
was related at Montreal last week by 
Marconi Operator Atkinson, of the 
Donaldson steamer Ormidale from 
Glasgow. Operator Atkinson was 
formerly on the Allan Liner Cartha­
ginian, and it was on his former ves­
sel’s last homeward voyage to Eng­
land, when nearing the Irish coast, 
that suddenly a German submarine 
arose to the surface, and on seeing 
the liner, immediately sank again. 
Operator Atkinson said the submar­
ine probably thought they were an 
armoured cruiser owing to the Car­
thaginian’s warlike appearance, and 
it is a notorious fact that submarines 
will not linger within range of cruis<- 
ers. He said the submarine came up 
close to them, as if they thought the 
surface of the sea cleaa-, but did not 
linger when they found out their mis­
take.

Shop-Window War.
The Rival .Roberta—Baby’s Death 

and a Libel Action.
(Daily Mail.)

Mr. H. E. Roberts, a master window 
cleaner, and Mr. A. H. Roberts, an 
oil and colour merchant, were next- 
dpor neighbors, living in Cambridge- 
road, New Malden. Their uncompli­
mentary published notices with refer­
ence to each other were said to have 
aroused the town, and they develop­
ed into an action for alleged libel 
and slander, and a counter-claim for 
alleged libel, which were heard yes­
terday in the King’s Bench Division 
by Mr. Justice Coleridge, with a com­
mon jury.

According to the evidence, the 
youngest child of Mr. H. E. Roberts 
died, and the jury at the inquest attri­
buted the death' to maltfutritihn, ow­
ing probably to imperfect cleaning ol' 
the feeding bottle.

Mr. A. H. Roberts, the defendant, 
exhibited in his shop window this 
notice:

Truth stranger than fiction. Ow­
ing to numerous R.S.P.C.C. inquiries, 
I beg to inform my numerous custom­
ers that this establishment has no 
connection with Roberts next door, 
who had a child down with starvation
------ a preventable disease. There is
no starvation in this establishment.

A. H. ROBERTS.
"One of the children of Mr. A. H. 

Roberts, the defendant, caught scar­
let fever and was removed to an isola­
tion hospital. Mr. H. E. Roberts, the 
plaintiff, drew attention to the sub­
ject by exhibiting in his window this 
notice:

Fever case at oil shop. I beg to 
notify my numerous customers that 
this establishment has no connection 
with Roberts next door, who have a 
child down with fever, an infectious 
complaint.

Mr. A. H. Roberts, the defendant, 
replied with the following notice in 
his window :

£10 will be paid to any person 
finding a fever case on these premis­
es. This offer is open to the liar 
next door.

By the time, said counsel, the child 
had been removed to hospital, Mr. A. 
H. Roberts followed up his £10 offer 
with this announcement:

Mr. E. Roberts, of next door, was 
censured by a coroner’s jury and nar­
rowly escaped a charge of man­
slaughter.

The plaintiff said that the defend­
ant called after him in the street, 
"Hullo, baby murderer.”

Cross-examined : Did the coroner 
say that the case of the child was one 
of those very near the border line of 
manslaughter?—Yes.

The defendant, ii^ his evidence, 
complained that the plaintiff’s shop 
had neither name nor number, which 
caused him trouble. He also said his 
business was injured by the other 
Mr. Roberts putting up a notice, 
“Fever case at oil shop.” and accen­
tuating it by a white arrow pointing 
to the shop, which remained week 
after week. He never called the plain­
tiff a baby-killer.

The jury, after hearing the case 
fully, found for Mr. H. E. Roberts, the 
plaintiff, on the issues and awarded 
him £10 damages. Judgment accord­
ingly. Stay of execution with a view 
to appeal, was granted.

WILLIAM PENN died" 1718, aged 

74. The son of a British Admiral. 
After leaving Oxford he became a 
Quaker and wrote some powerful 
pamphlets supporting his new faith, 
suffering imprisonment twice because 
of his opinions. In 1682 he went to 
America and founded Pennsylvania 
which under his enlightened rule be- 
lame a prosperous, colony.

THOMAS GRAY died 1771, aged 55. 
The well known poet whose “Elegy 
written in a Country Churchyard" is 
one of the most beautiful in the 
language. He refused the laureate- 
ship.

RELIEF OF LONDONDERRY 1689. 
In the campaign of James II. in Ire­
land more than 30,000 Protestants of 
Ulster fled to this city for refuge and 
the siege lasted 105 days, the inhabit­
ants being reduced to the last stages 
of starvation when relieved.

PRINCE BISMARCK died 1898, 
aged 83. Educated at the University 
of Gottingen, he there distinguished 
himself chiefly in physical exercises 
and in fighting successfully twenty- 
seven duels. He entered public life 
in 1846. His anti-democratic spirit 
had declared itself from the first and 
he rode rough-shod over the opposi­
tion of the deputies and the press, 
dominating his enemies with uncon­
stitutional severity. His long- 
nourished policy for the humiliation 
of Austria was carried out in 1866 
and at the end of the Franco-Prussian 
war (1870) he was raised to the rank 
of Prince. Though imperious in 
character and sometimes unscrupu­
lous, he was cast in a large mould, 
and as the chief creator of modern 
<ierraany be will hold a conspicuous 
place in history.

LONDON, To-day.

" Frightfulness”
Must End.

Philadelphia Ledger.—The Russians 
and Japanese, the Japanese and the 
Chinese, the Americans and the Span­
ish, all kept their military operations 
within bounds. It has been left for 
the Germans to enunciate the policy 
of "frightfulness.” This is an offense 
against not only the nations with 
which. Germany is at war, but the na­
tions which at this time are peculiar­
ly concerned to uphold the ground, 
won by the growing recognition of in­
ternational rights and duties. To ad­
mit that practices utterly at variance 
both with law and with humanity have 
any shadow of legitimacy would be to 
set back for centuries all the better 
aspirations of mankind. A great war 
invariably influences the development 

-of international law,; it presents new 
questions, er new phases of old ques­
tions, for consideration and settle­
ment. But “frightfulness,” on land 
.or on sea, is a principle which the 
thirteenth century disavowed and 
which the twentieth century cannot 
sanction.

“We are held up, and .as long 
these issues remain hndéclded it 
no good concealing the fact that the 
situation is one of grave anxiety, and 
it is not unfair to speak of the coun­
try as being in grave peril,” said Lord 
Curzon in the House of Lords.

“The country knows we arc fight­
ing fdr our existence, that the war 
will be long and arduous, and that 
will only be by the concentration of 
every enérgy and every resource wé 
possess that we shall win through to 
the end we all desire.”

Not Invasion.
‘ - “Some people may now tie Inclined 
to associate such à phrase as ‘grave 
peril’ with invasion,” says the Glas­
gow Herald. ^“j/Ve; do pot suppose that 
Lord Curzon had that possibility in 
mind. It is contingent upon the de­
feat of our Navy, which has been 
equal to ali-'-thc calls upon it and to 
the strain of prolonged inaction, 
which has increased its preponder­
ance over the German fleet since war 
broke out, and which will continue to 
do so. The peril to which we are 
exposed, chiefly by the necessity of 
being obliged to improvise our mili­
tary supply machinery in the course 
of eleven months of war, against an 
enemy who has been preparing war 
upon Europe for at least as many 
years, lies elsewhere.

“It is true that the German war 
scheme of conquest failed utterly 
more than nine months ago. It was 
shattered in the battle of the Marne. 
But thé fighting of the Aisne, where 
the fortress war first exhibited itself 
to an astonished world, showed that 
denhany had prepared, with charac­
teristic; thoroughness, for the possi­
bility of such failure to reach her im­
mediate goal. We have had nine 
months of fortress warfare in France 
and Belgium. Broadly speaking, as 
Lord Curzon spoke of our national 
awakening, Germany holds now what 
she held fully seven months ago— 
nearly all Belgium and a large part of 
north-eastern France. Within re­
cent months, while holding on to her 
prey in the West, she has been able 
to thrust the Russians back out of 
Galicia, and is apparently intent upon 
Still another attetopt to seize Warsaw.

"That she will fail once again we 
do not doubt, but the fact to keep in 
view is that in spite of its enormous 
losses in men and material, Germany 
is still in a position to attempt the 
invasion of Russia, and evidently of’ 
a mind to make the attempt.

“The ‘grave peril’ for this coun­
try lies in the possibility that the 
struggle may develop into a war of 
exhaustion, military as well as finan­
cial; that Germany may he able to 
protract her resistance until the en­
durance of the Allies is weakened 
sufficiently to render a makeshift 
peace seductive. The peril is that per­
haps a year hence, or two years 
hence, Germany may be permitted to 
claim a draw, by surrendering the 
territory of Belgium and France now- 
occupied, or whatever part of it she 
may still hold.

“That would be disastrous, not only 
,t0 the Allies, but to civilization. 
We should have made all our sacri­
fices, the full extent of which we are 
only now beginning to surmise, for 
nothing. The only way to avoid such 
disaster as the return of an armed 
peace which might last for a genera­
tion of disquiet and anxiety is to re­
gard ourselves now as at the begin­
ning of à war, whose duration no one 
can predict, and into which we must 
hp prepared to throw all our resourc­
es of men, of munitions, of money, of 
courage, of patience, endurance, and 
self-sacrifice.

No Half Measures.
“There can be no half measu.es for 

us. The very facts which establish 
our claim, amply recognised by neu­
tral States, that we went into this 
this war with clean hands, increase 
the burden which we now have to 
■bear, and intensify the demands upon 
our energy and determination. With a 
few exceptions, we were foolish en­
ough and blind enough to believe in 
some kind of providential insurance 
against a European War during all 
the .years that Germany was assidu­
ously preparing to wage war at the 
mmnent of her own choice. We have 
now to turn our whole resources to 
the improvising of war machinery, 
for oup own forces "and for those of 
ôlir Allies who may require " such

The Dotising Department of the 
w orks' had lists of landladies provid­
ing rooms with hoard, , ranging in 
price1 between 14s. and 18s. a week 
per head; . Rooms are at a premium 
just now in the munition areas, but 
on a wage of from £3T to £.7 a week, 
such as many of the munition work­
ers earn, a-little extra for board mon­
ey is not grudged. The tiqùsing De­
partment also bad Ijpts of houses for 
family men ; and wjth such system 
liave the munition firms gone into 
this question that they have bought 
up nit avaifaiile’liouses ini the district 
and are building others as fast as can 
be done.

For mdititioh workers drafted from 
the Army and Nàvÿ there is a special 
camp of wooden military hiits on the 
heath, hot far away, and here the 
mèn, though working to the shops 
during most of the day, become sol­
diers and sàiloTk again when off du­
ty. Nor is their camp, life any the 
less light-hearted because of its touch 
with civil life. The parties of work­
ers trooping down to the works 
morning, afternoon, and night to

5,000 Ruined Butchers.
“The butchers’ business has been 

absolutely ruined by the war,” said a 
prominent member of the trade to a 
Daily Mail representative yesterday.

“The latest estimate of the number 
of shops in England which have had 
to close owing to the high prices of 
meat is 5,000. They include some of 
the oldest-established businesses in 
the country.

“At one time the shopkeeper who 
supplied West End houses was glad 
to allow a discount of 5 per cept. for 
immediate payment of accounts. That 
is impossible to-day. The butcher 
simply cannot obtain the prices which 
would enable him to make a profit.”

German Strategy.
To take the offensive on both fronts 

at the same time was not the German 
plan of campaign of last year.1 It 
would be to violate the Napoleonic 
maxim which warned a commander 
not to seek to he strong at all points 
at once. But the German strategists 
have considered Napoleon obsolete. 
They prefer to follow Clausewitz, 
whose theory of war was to bring 
great masses of troops together, like 
two heaps of gunpowder, and see 
which side would have something like 
over after the conflagration.

Even the women on active service, 
the Red Cross and other nurses, have 
found the benefit of smoking the seda­
tive weed as a relief to their over­
strained nerves. This is pointed out 
by Arthur H. Gleason, writing in the 
Saturday Evening Post. Mr. Gièason 
writes that not only do practically all 
the soldiers smoke, but that most of 
the Red Cross nurses and other wo­
men on service, often under fire, find 
cigarettes indispensable.

Mr. Gleason writes : “Almost all 
our women at the front smoke, anil 
find the same relief from it that the 
men do. Cigarettes are what they 
use. They smoke them at the end of 
a hard day. The sudden lulls of wait­
ing when one is expecting action 
and noise are hard to live through, 
and they find that smoking a cigarette 
quiets the jumping nerves.” Mr. Glea­
son says that in his experiences near 
th# firing line he has frequently seen 
nurses, tired out, sitting on the road­
side, smoking cigarettes, and evident­
ly getting as much comfort from them 
as the Tommies themselves.

DENOUNCES ATTACK IN 
MENT TERMS.

New York, July 19.—The World, in 
commenting on the submarine attack 
on the steamer Orduna, says:

How can we account for this shock­
ing occurrence? For a time there had 
been reason to suppose that the Ger­
man Government had seen a great 
light upon the folly of thus offending 

powerful neutral nation. The evi­
dence of wiser counsels in the Ger­
man naval control had been sufficient 
in recent weeks to Justify the hope 
that this new outbreak of ‘frightful­
ness’ was an error of an over-zealous 
commander.

'If it proves to be a calculated act 
emanating from a naval control which 
submits to no restraint of statesman­
ship or policy, it must gravely increase 
the difficulties of reaching an agree­
ment with Germany upon the question 
at issue between the two Govern­
ments.”

The Tribune says:
“It is not at all unlikely, as Captain 

Taylor suggests, that the Orduna 
owes her escape to a miscalculation 
of her speed on the part of the sub­
marine commander. The conditions 
were extremely favorable for an at­
tack of this kind; the weather was 
clear and there was wind enough to 
ripple the surface of the water.

“The submarine had doubtless been 
lying in wait and probably got within 
range while submerged. From all ac­
counts a very strict lookout was kept, 
yet nothing was seen till the wake of 
the torpedo appeared passing ten feet 
clear of the rudder. The distance 
from which the torpedo was launched 
is, of course, not known exactly, but 
even supposing the submarine was 
pretty close, a miscalculation of two 
knots in the speed of the Orduna 
would be sufficient to account for her 
narrow escape."

Question of Vital Moment
The sun says:
“The question of vital moment is 

whether the Orduna was hailed by her 
for visitation and search before the at­
tack was made. If the challenge was 
given, and the merchantman, seeking 
to escape, disregarded it, the com­
mander of the war vessel may cite 
those facts in explaining and defend­
ing his subsequent conduct.

“The testimony of the Orduna’s cap­
tain is that his ship was not chal­
lenged; that the first evidence given 
of the .presence of an enemy warship 
was the appearance of a torpedo; and 
that thereafter nine shells wrere fired 
at his vessel. If this course was fol­
lowed by the undersea boat, the at­
tack was in violation of the laws of 
marine war.

“It is unnecessary to discuss the 
situation of the Orduna, her cargo, 
her mission, her passenger list. No 
matter how laden or where destined, 
she was entitled, under the law to 
warning, to be hailed; and if she was 
deprived of that right, the attack on 
her was lawless and unjustifiable.”

Unwarranted Attack.
The Times says:
“The unwarranted attack by a Ger­

man submarine on the passenger 
steamship Orduna, obviously carry­
ing no munitions of war or other con­
traband, and having twenty-one Am­
ericans among her 227 passengers, in­
crease the gravity of the situation 
arising from the destruction of the 
Lusitania. The news of this savage 
action, coming at a time when the 
President is preparing his note in re­
ply to the evasive German message 
of July 9, must exert a sinister influ­
ence.

“It is impossible to account for the 
newest outrage, in view of the strain­
ed relations between Germany and 
the United States except on the hy­
pothesis that no matter what compli­
cations may ensue, Germany intends 
to continue her submarine warfare on 
the plans announced last February.

“The international situation created, 
by the latest German note in rela­
tion to the massacre of more than one 
hundred Americans in the destruction 
of the Lusitania was sufficiently 
grave; it is aggravated by this wan­
ton attempt to sink the Orduna.”

Potsdam State Board.
The original state sword of Pots­

dam is among Birmingham cassas­
sions in England. It has been lying 
in a lumber heap at Aston Hall, now 
one of the show places of the Mid­
land ipetropolis. The citizens were 
unaware of its existence till attention 
was called to it recently by a local 
antiquary. It is a mighty two- 
handed weapon with a four-foot blade, 
with allegorical devices dating back 
to remote days of Teutonic chivalry. 
It was probably part of the spoils 
of Napoleon’s invasion of Prussia, 
and is stated to have passed about 40 
years ago from a private collection 
to Aston Hall. Its identity is pro­
claimed by the word "Potsdam” on 
the blade.
