SAYS GERMAN SUB RESPONSIBLE;.
PARIS, Nov. 12.

A wireless despatch from Madrid 
says it was a German submarine that 
sank the American steamer Colum­
bian.

Routeledge Danner, was on board the 
British steamer Arabia, sunk on Nov.

of 1,000 yards. In spite of a heavy 
enemy barrage, the new trench has 
been joined up with the old line, and 
the position secured. Prisoners of two 
regiments were taken. On the re­
mainder of the front there was no 
change.

THE RUSSIAN BOMBARDMENT.
LONtiON, Nov. 12.

The Russian bombardment of the 
Roumanian Black Sea port of Con- 
stanza is said to have inflicted great 
damage on the Bulgarian shore bat­
teries, which were silenced. Heavy 
losses were inflicted on the garrison. 
A German aeroplane which attempted 
to bombard the Rustin squadron was 
brought down and the pilot and ob­
server captured.

GERMANS DROP BOMBS.
PARIS, Nov. 12.

North of the Somme the French 
have retaken the greater part of 
Saillisel village. The fighting con­
tinues, according to the bulletin issued 
by the war office to-day. South of the 
Somme there is chiefly artillery ac­
tion. The Germans dropped bombs 
on Amiens several times during the 
night. «

MORE STEAMERS SUNK.
LONDON, Nov. 12.

The loss of three Norwegian steam­
ers is reported in Reuter despatches. 
The Norwegian steamer Tripet was 
sunk by a submarine while the Bafto 
and Fordalen were torpedoed. Thirty 
six of the crew of thé Tripet are re­
ported saved, and the crews of tRe 
Balto and Fordalen have landed. Con 
firmation of the sinking of the British 
steamer Bogota is made in an an­
nouncement issued by Lloyds to-night. 
The Bogota, the shipping agency said 
last night, is believed to have been 
sunk. The agency now reports that 
seventeen of the crew of the Bogota 
have been picked up. The British 
steamers Marga and Earl of Forfar, 
are also reported lost, and the Danish 
steamer Freja hasi been sunk by a 
German submarine.

COLUMBIAN’S CREW ARRIVE.

Columbian, last night reported sunk, 
have arrived at Corruna, Spain, hi 
lifeboats, says a Reuter despatch from 
Madrid.

REPORT OF SUB. COMMANDER.
BERLIN, Nov. 12.

The report of the commander of the 
German submarine which sank the 
British steamer Rowanmore, on 
which there were several Americans, 
received by the Admiralty, indicates 
that the captain of the steamer was 
responsible for hey being sunk by the 
submarine.

LETTER FROM A CARBONEAR BOY

Carbonear,
Nov. 10, 1916

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—In a letter from my son, 

Edgar, received this morning and 
dated 17th October, he says:—

"I saw the home boys a few days 
ago. They have again been in the 
‘thick’ of things and had done ‘great’ 
work. “They liavdj Indeed, made 
great reputation and are Uvlng up to 
It.’ They suffered heavily more 
through their dash than anything, 
fear. This time they had every op­
portunity of getting ahead and reach­
ed their objective without any hold 
ups. They even took over part of the 
liqe on their left from which another 
Battalion had been driven by Boche 
bombers. Here they held on in spite 
of counter-attacks.”

In a previous letter received a few 
days ago he says:—

"These boys of ours are ’wonders.' 
They have made a wbnderful 'name' 
and its up to those at home to keep 
it up. Dig out all the ‘slackers’ who 
are having other men fighting for 
them and® do not shield them in any 
way. Cut off all the inducements 
whjch tend to keep them in comfort at 
home.”

In writing of the fighting Edgar 
says:—

Incandescent
Gas Lighting.

Possibly, the feature of incandescent 
gas lighting most frequently noted by 
casual observers is the great ease 
with which tasks, ordinarily arduous 
under artificial light may be perform­
ed un(ler the Welsbqch gas mantle. 
The light has a peculiarly “soft” qual­
ity, difficult to describe, but which is 
readily recognized by those who have 
had experience with the gas mantle 
lamp.

In its general effect upon bodily 
health and comfort, the use of incan­
descent gas lighting is decidedly fav­
orable. The currents of air set up by 
the burning gas improves ventilation, 
tending to expel the air vitiated by 
respiration and draw in fresh air to 
replace it. Harmful or dangerouS dis­
ease germs are instantly destroyed in 
the flame. The extent to which this 
effect takes place may be verified by 
placing a gas lamp close to à ceiling 
without any provision for interfering 
with the up-rushing air currents. The 
charred particles which collect imme­
diately above the lamp are the re­
mains of dust particles which before 
passing through the flames were lad­
en with germs and microbes. Actual 
experiments have shown that the 
burning of gas lamps in rooms previ­
ously containing bacteria, resulted in 
absolute sterilization of the air.

Contrary to the popular notion the 
temperature of rooms lighted by in­
candescent gas lamps is seldom mark­
edly greater than under incandescent 
electric light, even under unfavorable 
conditions of ventilation, while in 
rooms provided with the ventilating 
facilities required by the demands of 
hygiene, the temperature in gas-light­
ed rooms is frequently lower.

The above extracts are written by 
one who has now spent 19 months at 
the front and who is proud to be 
known as a Newfoundlander whose 
brave sons have indelibly inscribed 
their names in the history of this 
Great War.

Your Boys and Girls.
Some mothers unfortunately have 

to wean the hgby from birth. For 
sych a child, feeding from the bottle a 
mixture of oatmeal water and milk is 
very nourishing.

IN THE EAST.
The week opens with war 
news that is distinctly 
cheering. Everywhere the 
Allies are on the offen­
sive and almost every­

where successfully. Though sterling 
work is being done in the West, it is 
now to the East that attention is first 
of all directed and there particularly 
to Roumanie. By this time the pur­
pose of Germany in these operations 
is sufficiently clear, and the possibili­
ties of the situation have been suffi­
cient^ exhausted by commentators, 
for us to read the inner meaning of 
events as they take their course. 
Maickensen must hold fast in the Dob- 
ru(Jja and Falkenhayn cut his way 
through to him, or at least overrun 
Waiiachia: anything short of this 
would be valueless to the enemy. The 
mere fact, therefore, that our Allies 
have been able to take the offensive 
on both fronts is encouraging, and 
their gains in Dobrudja are proof 
enough that they have the position 
well in hand.

Simultaneously the Serbian army 
continues to push forward, the plucky 
vanguard of the forces that aim at 
Monastir. Few maps are on a scale 
large enough to show the exact dis­
position of this important front and 
the location of the names that appear 
in the messages, but all will show 
the Ichuna River and the loop inside 
which the present fighting is taking 
place. The Allied forces seqm to be 
pivoted upon Kenali and to be swing­
ing their right wing forward. The 
late successes are the more gratify­
ing in the light of the heavy rein­
forcements the Bulgarians are known 
to have received.

It is of the utmost significance that 
the French Minister of War, General 
Roques, is now visiting Salonika. For 
such success as this campaign achieves 
—and many observers consider It sec­
ond to. none in importance—France 
will obtain the major credit; and if 
the delay in achieving it proves seri­
ous, the blame will be with the hesi­
tation of the other Allies in sharing 
her views and following her firm lead. 
Had Greece been brought into line 
months ago and General Sarrall been 
enabled to give his great army fair 
play, the Balkan situation might now 
wear a very different aspect. On the 
other hand there is a good deal to be 
said for the more temperate policy 
advocated and contrived by England, 
for more drastic action might have 
antagonised even the favourable ele­
ments of the Greek people. There are 
now signs, though they come late in 
the day, that a much closer under­

standing has been reached with the 
whole country, excluding the pro-Ger­
man Court, and that the voluntary 
movement to the Allies’ standards will 
gain momentum rapidly. In any case, 
we may look for vigorous action of 
some sort following the visit of Gen­
eral Roques. If Monastir can be ours 
before winter, or even without it, 
Bulgaria will have much to think 
about in the interval separating them 
from the overwhelming hostilities that 
next spring will usher in.

And our knowledge of the 
men and of what they have already 
done compells us to boast that as long 
as a man remains in the Regiment its 
reputation will be lived up to and 
maintained. Last week’s recruiting 
effort in the city met with a fine and 
unexpected response; and what can be 
done in St John’s can be done every­
where else in the Island. The frequent 
mention of outport men in the casualty 
lists and the many honours they have 
carried off are proof enough of their 
mettle, it is impossible to think they 
are the only ones.

These measures are not connected 
with the war but are dictated solely 
by considerations of a sane policy of 
administration which could not allow 
thousands of able bodied workers to 
remain deliberately unemployed and 
Spend their time unprofitably in cafes. 
Germany’s action is the result of 
humanitarianism which would justify 
even the use of coercion in the cir­
cumstances.

GERMANS DENY REPORT.
BERLIN, To-day.

Accrding to the Overseas News 
Agency an authoritative denial is 
made to statements from Belgian 
sources that Belgian workmen are 
being compelled to labor in a German 
factory where war materials are 
made.

FRENCH NOW HOLD SAILLISEL.
PARIS, To-day.

Official to-night reads: North of the 
Somme we completed the conquest of 
Sailllsel and carried with grenades 
some groups of houses on the eastern 
part of the village where parties of 
Grmans are still holding out. The 
whole village is now in our possession. 
The losses the Germans sustained in 
this fighting are indicated by the num­
ber of bodies which cover the captur­
ed ground. We captured seven of­
ficers and 220 unwounded prisoners, 
together with 8 machine guns.

WAR SUMMARY.
LONDON, To-day.

The Russo-Roumanians on both the 
Dobrudja and Transylvania front in 
the Roumanian theatre are vigorously 
on the offensive against the troops of 
the Teutonic Allies keeping up their 
operations north of Constanza-Tcher- 
navoda railway began last week, the 
Russo-Roumanian forces have been 
enabled to push back Field Marshal 
Von Mackensen’s men, from running 
through the towns of TepeL Inances- 
mene and Taransmuff in the Transyl­
vania zone. The Russians have gradu­
ally reinfored the Roumanian’s north­
ern sector line, until they are now 
fighting side by side with them over 
a front about fifty miles south of the 
Bukewina border. Latest official 
statement from Bucharest and Petro- 
grad, reports the capture of the 
Austro-German positions in Tretus 
and Alt Valleys and repulsed attacks 
at various points near Oituz Pass. 
Austro-Germans have made advances 
according to Berlin, after days of 
sanguinary fighting in the village of 
Sailllsel, lying to the east of Peronne- 
Bapaume road in the Somme region 
in France has fallen entirely to the 
French; they captured the town. The 
French inflicted heavy casualties on 
the Germans and in addition captured 
seven officers, 220 men, 8 machine 
guns. On the remainder of the front 
in France artillery duels are in pro­
gress. Little fighting is going on in 
the Russian Macedonian and Austro- 
Italian theatres along Narayuvka 
River, Galicia attacks by Russians 
have been put down by the Austro- 
Germans in the town of Polog ; and 
Culzg Hill has been captured by th'e 
Serbs from the Bulgare, according to 
Paris. Berlin admits advance by the 
Serbians in this region. No infantry 
engagements on the Austro-Italian 
front have been reported ; unofficial 
advices from Berlin says the com­
mander of the German submarine 
which recently sank the British 
steamer Reanmore on which there 
were several Americans, reports the 
vessel was sunk because she would 
not halt when ordered.

WILSON AT WASHINGTON.
WASHINGTON, To-Day.

Wilson returned to Washington last 
night and is ready to take up the 
waiting public problems and begin 
framing plans for his second term in 
the White House.

THE POPE WILL PROTEST.
PARIS, To-Day.

Despatches from Rome say that the 
Pope is about to send a note to Ger­
many protesting strongly against the 
reported wholesale deportation of Bel­
gians.

SERBIANS PURSUE BULGARS.

Ivern is about 10 
miles within the Serbian border. Its 
capture, if confirmed, also means that 
the Serbians have effected a new 
crossing of the Cerna River.

DUCKWORTH $

100 Centuries of History in a Rubbish 
Heap—New Light on the World’s 
Past from the Island of Venizelos— 
Lady’s Dress 9,000 Years Ago.

The little Mediterranean Island of 
Crete, boasting but three towns iu 
place of the. hundred cities .which 
flourished when Homer knew it, is 
chiefly notable to us, in the hurly- 
burly of war, as the birthplace of 
Venizelos, the man who once saved 
Crete from the tyranny of King Con­
stantine’s brother, and is even now, 
as we go to press, once more in Crete 
to save Greece herself from the tyran­
ny of King Constantine. Should that 
happily come to piss, It will not be the 
first time that Europe has .had reason 
to be thankful to this little isle of 
Greece.

We have had a reminder of this fact 
in Sir Arthur Evans’s address to the 
British Association. '

Sir Arthur Evans is an explorer, 
not of new and barbaric -lands, but of 
lands in whose silent, paseioriless 
heart is buried the secrets of a magi­
cal past, qnd Crete, where his discov­
eries have made hhp world-famous, 
has yielded from its rubbish heaps one 
of the richest harvests of knowledge 
ever garnered. '

Until btit a little while ago we 
looked upon ancient Greece as the 
wonder-child of tjie world’s culture, 
science, poetry, rhetoric, logic, the 
source of the painter’s and sculptor’s 
art) the surgeon’s skill, and the chem­
ist’s learning. We regarded Intellect­
ual Greece as having evolved from 
Intellectual chaos into the richest 
flower of mental and moral elevation 
that the world had known, a sort of 
national Jonah’s gourd come to per­
fection in a night. But these things 
do not happen.

Sir Arthur Evans has dug from the 
mound of Knossos a story of unrivall­
ed romance, a story of laws Mnd learn­
ing and high spiritual life wrought by 
the people of Crete thousands of years

before Greece rose to eminence. He 
shows that the wonderful power and 
exalted standing of ancient Egypt and 
Babylon were no more isolated than 
that of later Greece. It was part of a 
much larger whole than . we had 
imagined. The records of one civil­
ization after another are buried in 
thât hill of wonders at Knossos, just 
as the wonders of Nineveh and Baby­
lon are buried under the sands and 
debris of the Mesopotamian plains. 
We can trace back the history of this 
wonderful island and its people, Its 
kings and priests, its artistic women 
and beautiful children, for nine or 
ten thousand years.

Four thousand years before the 
dawn of Christianity, Crete had a cul­
ture equal to that of Egypt and Baby­
lonia, and.it lasted for 2060 y pars, 
eventually spreading over the Ægean 
and Mediterranean countries. It is 
difficult in a few words to do justice 
to this earliest of European civiliza­
tions; its achievements are too mani­
fold. "The many-storeyed palaces of 
the Minoan priest-kings in their great 
days, by their ingenious planning, 
their successful combination of the 
useful with the beautiful and the 
stately, and last, but not least, by 
their scientific sanitary arrangements, 
far outdid the similar works of Egypt­
ian or Babylonian builders,” says Dr. 
Evans. Think of that high state of 
scientific perfection of physical life

0,000 years ago, and then remember 
that in the time of Elizabeth those 
sea-dogs of ours who scoured the seas 
of all the world used to die from dis­
ease like flies in their little ships, and 
found consolation only in the fact that 
their lives were less unhealthy than 
those of men at home, in the foul and 
filthy little land called England.

They had tl^ir high art, these old- 
time Cretans, and their wonderful 
frescoes remain upon the walls of 
their buried places, paintings which 
tell ufe the daily lives of the people. 
“The modernness of much of the life 
here revealed to us Is astonishing. 
The elaboration of the domestic ar­
rangements, the staircases, storey 
above storey, the front places given 
to the ladies at shows, their fashion­
able, flonneed robes and Jacket!», the 
gloves sometimes seen on hands or 
hanging from their folding chairs, 
their very mannerisms as seen on , the 
frescoes, pointing their conversation 
with animated gestures—how out of 
place it would all appear in a classi­
cal design!” But we find it all at 
least 9000 years ago. There is this 
difference between the art of old Crete 
and that of classical Greece and Rome 
that not one single instance of in­
delicacy has been found in all the re­
mains at Knossos, though nowhere, 
not even at Pompeii, have more pic­
tures from the past been called to 
light. Probably this purity of their 
art was due to the religious control 
exercised by their priest-kings.
