strangely remain some

among our legislators

who agree with the view
which the News takes of this matter
and the absurdity we have pointed out
be permitted to go uncorrected, we
feel compelled to add another word '
to the controversy, trusting it will be
the last. We would have agreed with
that paper that it should require
neither a legal mind nor legal train-
ing to understand the meaning of
plain English if it had not itself pro-
vided the strongest proof of the con-
trary. We invite the News to focus
all its attention, not on the phrase
concerning which it says s&o much,
but on the preceding one, “Or spiritu-
ous liquors containing two per ecent.
or upward of alcohol by volume.”

what is prohibited. Is it not plain to
any child that it covers every con-,
ceivable species of liquor containing i
that amount of alcohol? And that the ;
following phrase, concerning medi-
cinal, toilet and other preparations,
is therefore redundant and gives the
Council power merely to specify cer-
tain liquors already included in the
large’ definition? And that the very
important power of excepting from
the operation-of the Act is nowhere
given it? We will take an example
by way of illustration. We  be-
lieve that Wincarnis contains more
than two per cent. of alcohol. If that
is so, and if the News will show us
how, under the provisions of the Act
as it stands, the sale of Wincarnis
can possibly be legal, or, assuming
that it is a proper medicine to sell,
how it can possibly be made legal, we
ghall not merely recant all the objec-
tions we have raised but pay a hun-
dred dollars to any patriotic fund it
may indicate. But perhaps the News
has objections to betting.

The whole trouble, we think, has
arisen from an endeavour to be too
laconic and precise. It is impossible
to describe the prohibited liquors
generally without inciuding some that
ought not to be included; it is equally
impossible to define them precisely
without leaving out some that ought
to be included. The Governor in
Council should therefore be empow-
ered to publish both exceptions and
additions, where necessary. The pro-
per method is first to define more ex-
actly what it is intended to forbid.

This can be done by adding after!
“gpirituous liquors” some such quali-
fying phrase as “ordinarily used for
human consumption,” at once cutting
out: articles like methylated spirits,
]\whxch no-one ever dreamed of inter-
fering with. Thus narrowed down,
the description would include a few
patent medicines or drugs, co’ncem-
ing which the Council, duly advxsed
should have a discretion: they should
therefore be given the power teo ex-
cept such of these as they thought
suitable. That is all that ought rea-
sonably be necessary. But there is
just a possibility that a regular traf-
fic might spring up in some com-
modity like bay rum, which is not so
_far included, so that a further power
{ should be given the Council to in-
i clude it. Our final section would then
y read somewhat as follows:
‘ “The term ‘Intoxicating Liq-
uors’ shall Dbe construed to
'signit‘y all ales, wines, malt brewed or
spirituous liquors centaining two
per cent. or upward of al¢ohol by
volume and ordinarily used for hu-
man consumption. Provided that the
Governor-in-Council may from time
to time specify various liquors as be-
ing, or not being, signified by the said
term.” We do not pretend that this
is perfect, but it would certainly
meet all the requirements. Concern-
ing doubtful liquors a proclamation
or two would be all that would be
needed, covering at the most some
| half-dozen articles.

Lay In Coal.

We draw our readers’

careful attention to the

public notice of the Ton-

nage Committze which
urges the wisdom of laying .in the
winter's supply of soft coal now. The
reason given is that the tonnage that
is available now will be lacking later,
so that the necessary stocks will have
to be imported with all speed. If this
is so, all who can will do well to fol-
low the advice, since they will both
ensure their own supply and relieve
the dealers from congestion. For very
many, however, it is a counsel of per-
fection, and if the poorer classes in
the community are to escape great
want of fuel in the coming winter, we
think some effort should be made to
increase their purchasing capacity to
meet the sudden demand upon it. Some
suitable credit or easy purchaging sys-
tem should be devised for thei But
whatever else is done, it is to be' hoped
that the tonnage will be usad to the
i;xmost as long as it is available, so
that every possible ton of coal will find
its way into the country. The ex-
;cuse that there is no storage room for
it is a poor answer‘to the seriousness
of the demand: if there is not room it
ought to be made. In this dealer and
consumer must co-operate to the full,
the consumer to lighten the dealers’
task by placing the largest crders he
| can at once and the dealer to bring in
the fullest supply he can obtain. If
nec ry, both should be able to in-

The Anglican
Teachers Meet.

Yesterday morning at 10 o’clock a
goodly number of the Anglican teach-
ers who are attending the Summeér
School met Dr. Blackall in the Synod
Building to comsider with him the
question of religious instruction in
the day school.

Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday of
each week. It was thought that on
Fridays ‘the whole school could and
with advantage be taken together and |
that the teacher could give a talk
or conduct a catechism on some point
of common interest to the school in
relation to the religious or the moral
life—the point possibly being sug-
gested during the week in connection !
with the school life. , Dr. Blackall'
dealt particularly with the importance
and the difficulty of conducting the,
lessons for the little ones and gave a
practical illustration by conducting—
as-for a. class of little ones—the les-
son prescribed in the scheme for re-
ligious instruction in Church of Eng-
land schools for the first week in Sep-
tember.

Under mysterious ‘circumstances a
young man named George Wm. Hol-
land, aged 30 years, met  death by
drowning at Quidi Vidi Lake on Satur-
day night. The unfortunate man, who
resided with his father at 55 Cabot
Street, was seen to approach the
south-side of the lake just west of the
C. L. B. boat house by three Hen,
‘Messrs. Vavasour, Raynes and Earles,
who were sitting down on the bank at
the head of the Lake. Immediately
on reaching the waters edge the
stranger was seen to remove part of
his clothing and made out in the water
to his waist. He was next:seen to re-
turn to the land, remove tho balance

{of his clothes and rush out into the

water and disappear. The three wit-
nesses of the sad affair hurried to the

| scene, shouting in the meantime that

a man was drowning at the place de-
scribed. The shouts of the men were
heard by Sergt. Mackay, who was
rowing up the Lake in a small boat,
and also by Mr. E. Brophy, watchman
at the Government oil store. Reach-
ing the scene the men proceeded to
search for the body but owing to dark-
ness having sent in the search had to
be disc¢ontinued till daylight yesterday
morning. At daybreak the police were
at the scene, assisted by a number of
citizens, and at 6.30 Michael Sheehan,
Angus Goodland and W. Mills suc-
ceeded in bringing the body to the
surface. Previous to this an address-
ed letter found on the clothing of the
drowned man was the means of lo-
cating his relatives, his father and
sister, who identified the body at the
morgue shortly after it was taken
from the water.

The deceased left his home on Sat-
urday afternoon, and not turning up
at tea hour, his relatives thought pos-
sibly he might have gone tc some
friend’s house, but later on wondered
at his not returning home and were
horrified to learn of his tragic death.

SAY GERMAN RAIDER IN
ATLANTIC.

AN ATLANTIC PORT, To-day.
The presence of a strange vessel be-
lieved to be a German raider due from
the Spanish coast and two-thirds of
the way across the Atlantic from Eur-
ope was reported by a British freight
steamship which escaped from the un-
identified craft and arrived here yes-
terday.s The officers of the British
‘vessel déscribed the stranger as a bark
rigged with four masts and a smoke
stack rising between the wmain and
mizzen mast. He was steering north-
west at 7 knots when sighted early on
July 14th and bore down on the
freighter. The latter outdistanced the

supposed raider after a brief chase.

TROUBLE IN RUSSIAN SOUTH.

PETRQGRAD, To-day.

A despatch to the Bourse Gazette
from Nijininovgorod relates that on
July 17 a reginient of troops ordered
to, be disbanded for insubordination,
mutineed and took possession of the
town.

Sunday’s daylight air raid over the
East coast of England lasted barely
two hours. The morning broke bright
and sunny but a thick haze soon ap-
peared. At about 8 o'clock the ene-
my machines were heard and were
seen flying high and fast toward the
coast. They received a hot reception
from the improved defences in the
shape of anti-aircraft gunfire and
were hardly well over the coast be-
fore their formation was broken up.
They dropped bombs hastily before
retreating. Observers say that the
gunfire which followed the section
which went down the Essex coast
reached a pitch of unusual intensity.
It was the movements of this squad
whch caused the firing for the first
time of the new warning signals in
Londen. British.planes pursued the
Germans well out to sea, fighting vig-
orously all the time, but handicapped
by 7 low. visibility. The reports of
heavy firing received from various
quarters indicate that the authorities
fiave made considerable improvement
_4n’the defences since the -last raid
over L.ondon. Thousands of persons
turned out ‘along the coast whe the
British planes went up.

It is said the last quart
of this famous fluid was sold for
$200, and that was thirty-five years
ago. Since then every effort has
bee nmade to analyze the product in
an attempt to reproduce the oil, but
without success. ‘The man who made
it and who alone knew its composition |
died, and, it further appears, not
even his name or the place of his
burial is known. He never revealed
to anyone the details of his process,
and it was not until after his death
that the real value of the oil was ap-
preciated.

Publicity as to
Food Prices.

The Times: What is needed is
such an inquiry as will lay bare the
truth to the public, with no conceal-
ment of names and of other details.
If prices are being artificially inflated,
the exposure would either kill the
practice or enable the Government to
mete out severe justice to the cul-
prits.
