worth while to cofinue in the - lines laid
down. That by far the iream number of
the tests were successful, T know from per-
sonal observation. Thon which were made
at Midland, on the southern edge of the
Liano Estacado, were puticnlc.rly encourag-
ing. Alloﬂhnoountryn and almost
barren; and almost no rain fallen there
for months previous to the advent of the
rainmakers. Immediately following several
of the experiments heavy rains fell within a.
radius of from forty to one hundred miles of
the place where the explosiom were mnde,
and, what was even more important,
rain fell heaviest immediately at the phoe
where the experimenters were.”

Some will be surprised tolearn tmt great
atmospheric disturbances can be produced
by artificial means. But the ‘wonder is not
sogreat after all.

‘Heresy hunters are neither so numerouns
norso fierceas they were not very many years
ago.  The time is not far distant when it
was dlngmus for & member of any religious
denomination to express views on any sab:

The peopla whose sys-
tems have been weakened and disordered by
starvation fall an easy prey to disease. The
weakly and delicate pine and ‘die, and the
strong are stricken down by typhoid and
other fevers. Disease has, it appears, at-
tacked the  cattle, and the animals- which
mightbeluoduiood are cut off by sick-
ness. Troubles, it is said, never come singly,
but the unfortunate Russians have now to
battle with a whole legion of them.

The famine and consequent afflictions do
not appear to be exaggerated. Thpy extend
over a large area and affect millions. The
trouble is aggravated by the want of means
of rapid communication. - There are not
many railways in Russia. There are places
‘Where people are dymg for want of food, to
whom it is impossible to convey relief. It
seems that food enough has been - produced
in Russia this year to supply the whole of
ite population, but for want of railroads and
good highways the plenty in one district
cannot be made to make up for the scarcity
in another.
