mon- FARMING IN SOUTH AUSTRALIA.

The editor of the 11 Australian Star,1» 
Adelaide, South Australia; in an interest­
ing letter to the editor of tho American Ag­
riculturist, writes, “ In your July issue you 
remark, “ The Australian farmer can by 
no means rejoice ever his American bro­
ther : on tbe contrary, the latter may con­
gratulate himself, that he is not the only, 
nor the worst sufferer, from small wheat 
crops.»—It is true that oar average yield 
is small, for in 1875-# it was 11 57-100 
bushels, in 1876-7, 24-100, and only 
about 7 1-2 bushels last season, but our 
farmers are far from poor. A man can 
purchase 1000 acres in South Australia at 
$6 per acre with nine (9) years credit. He 
has to deposit ten per cent of the purchase 
money, which sum is regarded as interest 
in advance for 2 years. With the aid of a 
South Australian invention called a Riddle 
reaper, which takes off the ears and leaves 
the straw standing, his wheat will not cost 
him $6 per acre. The farmer can, there­
fore, count as clear profit the value of 
every bushel in excess of S burhcls to tlie 
acre. Late frosts and red rust spoilt the 
last harvest, and many farmers were oblig­
ed to cut their wheat for hay, while others, 
hoping to reap ten bushels to the acre, 
found the ears only half filled. The high­
est yield was 55 bushels per acre, the low­
est was not worth securing. South Aus­
tralia has secured the Grand Prise at Paris, 
for wheat, and is destined to be one of the 
greatest wheat-producing countries on the 
globe; we never had such good prospects 
of a large yield as we have now. Unfor­
tunately, late frosts or red rust may again 
blight our hopes. ”—American Agriculturist 
for December.

BEST PROTECTION AGAINST RUST­
ING.

For farm Implements of all kinds Lav­
ing metal surfaces exposed, for knives and 
forks, and other household apparatus, in­
deed for all metals likely to be injured by 
oxidation or “ rusting,” we know of no 
simpler, more effective application than 
that furnished to the American Agricultur­
ist by the late Prof. Olmsted, author of 
Olmsted’s Natural Philosophy, etc. He 
used it on air-pumps, telescopes, and va­
rious other apparatus.—Take any quantity 
of good lard, and to every half pound or so, 
add of common resin(“ rosin’’) an amount 
about equal to half the size of an egg or 
less
quencc. Melt them slowly together, stirring 
as they cool. Apply this with a cloth or 
otherwise, just enough to give a thin coat­
ing to the metal surface to be protected. 
It can be wiped off nearly clean from sur­
faces where it will be undesirable,as in the 
case of knives and forks, etc. The resin 
prevents rancidity, and the mixture ex­
cludes the ready access of air and moisture. 
A fresh application may be needed when 
the coating is washed off by the friction of 
beating storms or otherwise. This single 
receipe will be worth many dollars to aur 
one in the long run. There was talk of 
patenting it, at one time, but Prof. Olai- 
sted gave it to us to be published for the 
general public good.—American Agricultur­
ist for Decemby.

Great Britain's dependencies and colo­

nies, scattered over every portion of 
the globe, indicate the greatness of the 
Empire over which Victoria reigns. 
Some of them in both hemispheres are 
embryotic nationalities, and the pro­
cess of their rapid development is 
characteristic of tho energy and enter- 
prize of the Anglo-Saxon race. Oceans 
roll between Australia and Canada $ 
and notwithstanding the antipodean 
situation of these two British depen­
dencies, they are very like each other 
in many respects. Territorially con­
sidered, each covers a considerable por­
tion of the earth’s surface ; and the po­
pulation of each, brightened by civil i 
aation, is rapidly increasing. They 
speak the same language, have the 

o literature, are attached to the 
same principles of civil government, 
and their fealty is given to the same 
throne. Besides these largo colonies, 
Great Britain exercises sovereignty 
over a considerable part of .South Af­
rica and of the Carribean archipelago.

But perhaps the dependency, which 
Great Britain prizes most highly, is ori­
ental India ; and it is no matter of mar 
vel that she uses every available means 
to secure it from internal revolt and 
and from external invasion. She has 
therefore deemed it expedient to 
cure a friendly understanding with the 
people on the northwestern frontîèr of 
this important 'portion of her world- 
girdling empire.

in 18^2. if we remember,aright, Great 
Britain entered into a -Solemn treaty of 
alliance with the Ameer of Afghanistan. 
Till the present year, we believe, the- 
most amicable relations have subsisted 
between these contracting parties. 
Russia, irritated because Great Britain 
had thwarted her designs upon Turkey, 
by intrigue, has prompted the Ameer 
to show signs of refractoriness—or ra­
ther hostility—to the latter. This un­
friendly attitude towards Great Britain 
assumed by the Ameer, has imposed 
the necessity of resorting to physical 
force in subduing the hostility referred 
to. Accordingly, a few regiments, un­
der the direction of the Imperial Gov 
eminent, were sent to the frontier to 
let the Afghanistan people feel and 
know that they cannot ignore ase’emn 
treaty with Great Britain with impu­
nity.

The Afghans and our British forces 
have already met near one of the moun­
tain passes between India and the peo­
ples east of Persia ; and the former, 
with little fighting, have been discom- 
fitted. Of course, the Ameer by this 
time, must be impressed with the humi­
liating conviction that it is not an over- 
safe enterprise to quarrel with Great 
Britain. The probability now is that, 
conscious of his own weakness, he will 
seek to renew his former peaceful rela­
tions with the British Government. It 
is likely he is now aware that Russia 
has been using him as the monkey did 
the cat to pull the chestnuts out of the 
fire. And Russia’s experience of Great 
Britain's;vigilance in detecting the in­
triguing policy and lust of conquest 
which characterizes the Court of St. 
Petersburgh, cannot fail to cloud the 
prospect of extending her territorial 
possessions either in Europe or in 
Asia. The events of the last year make 
it manifest that Russia has rather lost 
than gained by the Invasion of Turkey. 
Although victorious in conflict with 
the followers of the u False Prophet,” 
yet tho Czar lost thousands of that 
mighty invading army, the vaunted in­
vincibility of which was proclaimed 
through the length and breadth of the 
Muscovite Empire ; and a national debt 
has been' incurred which will tax the 
skill of Russian financiers for years to 
come. Russia, too, ate hunible-pie at 
the Berlin Congress. In the presence 
of the other European Powers, she felt 
that it would be impossible to carry out 
her ulterior designs of conquest.

It is to be regretted that a diversity 
of opinion has prevailed among British 
.statesmen respecting the policy that 
has been pursued by Her Majesty’s 
Government in eastern affairs of late. 
—The minority, however, feel that they 
are constitutionally bound to submit 
to the majority on all questions : and 
more especially, those in which the 
honor of the Empire is involved, or in 
which its vital interests and stability 
are concerned. In Great Britain the 
voice of Parliament is omnipotent.

ONE PURPOSE OF THE GRANGE.

From the Canadian Farmer and Grange 
Record.)

Many people imagine that the only 
purpose of the Grange is to benefit the 
farming community in a mere pecuni­
ary manner. Now whilst it is true that 
it does perform this, among its other 
functions, it is by no means the only 
duty it has to preform- And it is just 
by tiis wide spread range of duties that 
the order commends ilsell to the farm­
ers of our country. At the same time 
that through its action farmers are 
enabled to purchase more for the com­
forts of life, they have also placed 
before them the means of better 
mental culture. There is too much 
complaint, amongst the agriculturalists 

/• that their sons, for some reason or other 
too often prefer any other means 
of making a living and compet 
ency, than by farming. Whatever the 
cause, no doubt of the fact remains, 
that farm life presents little attraction 
to many of our young people. Believ­
ing as we do that this is a wrong idea, 
that nowhere can life be made near­
er what we are fond of calling the 
- ideal, ” than on a well conducted farm 
we must seek for the cause of this dis­
satisfaction, and having found it, apply 
the remedy. One cause we are sure 
lies in scanty mental culture. There is 
too mu *h visible labor, with little or no 
mental work, or employment. The 
mistake some make with their boys is 
in trying, apparently, to make thqm 
love work, and blame them when they 
find that this labor seems to them hate­
ful. Now we venture to say that no 
person loves hard labor for its oumsake. 
We just ask our readers to think this 
up a little, for themselves, and see 
whether this is not literally correct. 
True it is, many do in appearance love 
their work, but after all it is not the 
work but the fruts, for which the af­
fection is given. They work to ac­
complish something, they labor to some 
definite end. and this it is which sweet­
ens toil, until one watching the toiler 
would think the work alone was the 
object of affection. It is not the work 
but its result, looked forward to, which 
is the impelling power, and the work 
is merely the connecting link, and did 
we not consider it as the only means, 
we would not use it. Now, boys, as 
a rule, have no such tighteners of labor 
asjias men. They only see toil, not 
toil’s rewards, and how can we wonder 
if we only think for a moment, that it 
should become irksome to them. 
Change is nedéd occasionally for them 
more urgently than for men.

Mental culture, something to occupy 
the mind, something to think over, to 
look forward to, has a wonderful effect 
on the spirit of farm lads. The Grange 
can easily be made the means of ac- 

. complishing much in this direction. 
Grown-up people find the necessity of 
relaxation front labor and young lads 
and girls need it even in a greater de 
gree. vNow, let the members of each 
Grange make it a point of study how 
to keep their growing up youth interest­
ed in farm matterf to such an extent as 
to render them contented, sons at least 
to stay on the farm. Establish dur­
ing the winter mouths, what may be 
termed r. club, and let the Grange hall 
be the place of meeting. Do not confine 
these gatherings, which during thejwin 
ter could be weekly, to those young 
farm people only who belong to the 
-Grange, but let lads and girls too young 
to jom the order, come to them, and 
give them a good evening’s solid enjoy­
ment. Haveshort'debates on interest­
ing subjects, give readings, recitations, 
singing, etc., and show the boys and 
girls too that form work does not ne­
cessarily preclude farmers from rational 
and profitable pleasures. If, as could 
easily be done, a small library of good 
standard works, with the principal 
magazines and agricultural journals, 
Were provided in each Grange, a still 
further means of great benefit would be 
proved, and one which we venture to 
say would do as much as any other to 
keep up the interest in our Oder, at 
the same time that it would of rend­
ering our youth contented with their 
situation. The Grange has this work 
to do and has the opportunity of doing 
a service to the profession of agricul­
ture, which would be inestimable ; and 
that is—to keep the best and brightest 
of its adherents in its ranks. Agricul­
ture needs intellect; it now has it of 
course but “to improve "should be 
our motto, and having now the means 
of co-operation let us use them in ad 
vanning our, mental as well as our ma 
terial development. To keep in view 
mind, as well as matter, is one of the 
functions of the Order, each receiving 
its due share of attention, and neither 
usurping the place which must be 
divided between them.

The Man-Eating Shark. — The warmth 
of the water iu tropical latitudes seem* 
to have the same effect cn the monsters 
of the deep that the climate has on the 
temperament of man. The barracuda is 
savane and aggressive as a tiger, and 
the cruel voracity of the king of the Canni­
bal islands is quite eclipsed by the hor­
rible, treacherous, stealthy nature of that 
sea-pirate, the man-eating shark. It is 
stated, and from what I have L ard I am 
inclined to think it is true, that the 
hhark prefers white men to negroes and 
will only attack and eat the latter on rare 
occasions. An English frigate's crew on 
the edge of the Bahama hank killed sixty 
of these monsters in one day’s sport a few 
years ago, so numerous are they in those 
waters.

AT LOW PRICES, to suit the
If we will go into many a farmer’s 

kitchen, about five o'clock on a cold 
winter morning, we shall too often see 
the woman of the house sitting by the 
stove whittling shavings with a dull 
knife, with which to start the fire. 
Now, as one's happiness for the day 
depends in a great measure on how the 
day is begun, you will easily see what 
an annoyance it is to whittle shavings 
in a tern para tu re down to zero. This 
unpleasant task can be easily avoided 
by two hours’ work in the fall, before 
the ground is covered by snow. Let 
the farmer and his hired man take a 
team, with rakes and baskets, into the 
woods, and rake together fifty bushels 
of pine needles, and haul them home, 
and stow in some dry place undercover. 
These are among the best kindlings 
there are for starting a tire quickly. I 
have used them for' twelve years, and 
should not know how to do without 
them. I adopted the practice, when I 
tirst began using them, of arranging my 
Htove the night previous, so that in 
the morning I had nothing to do but 
to light the tire and get back into bed 
again, all which 1 can accomplish in 
ten seconds. In fifteen minutes the
