Immese From Tuberculosis

A Mew Yor: despatch says:—After
making the statement that three-
fourths of mankird is subject some
time or other to the taint of tuber-
culogis, Dr. Simon Flexner tonight
affirmedl that g preventative had
been discovered which will greatly
lessen the ‘‘white plague.’” This an-
nouncement was made at a meetingi
held in the Museum of Natural His-
tory in connecticn with the interna-'
tional tuberculosis exhitition, and in
the presence of some c¢f the most
eminent experts in bactericlogy in
the United States.

Dr. Flexner, who is dirccter of the
Rockefeller Institute, told cf  the
many experiments which hed bheen
conducted there on previous ocda-
sions, which proved that the newly
found preventative had in many mn-|
stances rendered its subject immune]|
against tuberculosis attacks. The an- |
tidote is called tuberculin and acted
upon the system as a sort of anti-
toxin.

““Fully 75 per cent of all human be-
ings,’”’ said the expert, *are at some
time in their lives subject to tuber-|
culosis lesions of the lungs, of great-!
er or less extent. Most times they
have only to prevent more serious
infection, and g high percentage of
them heal themselves and what is
more, fortify themselves against fur-

FUNGI AND FUNGICIDE.

In discussing R. 8. Eaton’s paper
on ‘‘Summer Sorting’’ Prof. Smith.

This correspondence has largely in-
creased since the advent of the brown
tailed moth. Many take an interest
in diseases affecting plants and he
desired to call attention to the fact
that many cf our trees and plants
are affected by injurious diseases, or
in other words by injurious plants of
lower orders. It is therefore desirable
to have some definite place to which
such affected plants could be sent, in
order to discover remedies. Other-
wise diseases might sweep throush
the fruit belt with disastrous efifects:
and yet they might te brought . under
were carefullv
examined for pests. He then asked
the diseased specimen of plants
shorld be forwarded to him for ex-
amination. Plants are affected. by his-
eases in various parts, some in the
roots, others in stems, branches.
leaves cr flowers. All parts must te
examined before passing judement.
Usually any unnatural growth or anv
exuding juices are bad indications.
Bacteria coze out in such juices. In
Su" cas> juice and bark should be
forwarded for examination. Some
trees depend on fungi for vital sup-
port. A beech must have funei 0
belp feed its roots. Other trees are
killed by them. He directed specimens
to be put up in.a tin or pastetoard
box with a full account of all abnor-
mal appearances. iie was anxious to
procure samples of diseases
plants and ah assortment of all in-
sects.

the orchard. Frequently the great in-
jury may be done to the apples be-
tween the orohard and the railway
car. This must be avoided by looking
carefully to packing, proper barrels.
temperature, and continuous move-
ment. Apples may be safely hauled a
long distance in 30 degrees of frost.
Keep the teams® moving and no
freezing will occur. He discussed first
the shipping of apples directly from
the orchard to the steamer and sec-
ondly, from the orchard to storage.

The box cars are usually good, b’ut
the apples should go direct to Hali-
fax without stopping. He was con-
tent upon the whole with the farm-
ers’ packing of apples. In shipping
Gravensteins early when the weather
is warm it is advisable to loose the
cars on arrival at port of shipment.
The speaker treated 17,000 barrels by
this ‘method this year with best re-
sults. The loosing of the apples in
the hold of the vessel is also ex-
tremely beneficial for rapid evapora-
tion and lowers the temperature. He
believed the rise in temperature in
the steamer’s hold to be at least par-
tially due to the friction of the bar-
rels, caused by the steame#®s motion.
