in order to present the claims of co-operation for
consideration, a judicious discrimination must be
exercised. Thîere are mines and mines. There are
mining districts and mifning districts. There are
mining countries and mining countries. The con
ditions of no two are alike. The requirnîemnts
differ almost as the poles. Physical environ-
ments, geological formations, associations of mite-
fals, and so on, are constantly and widely
varying factors. The relative importance of la-
bour and capital as factors in their developmnent
and operation varies, accordingly. There are all
the gradations that exist between a Treadwell and
Anaconda, a quarry and a mine tlat required a
million dollars and miles of slafting and tunnel-
ling to exploit it profitably. There are mines thlat
from ten to fifty men without other capital thanI
their labour might have owned and made pay from
the start. Tiere are such properties in Britishs
Columbia.

Mr. J. D. Munn, in an interview witlh a Coloni lj

representative some time ago, after a trip to Koot.-
iay, said that the Slocan camp was peculiarly "a

poor man's camp." His explanation of that w-as
that poor men could start in making the develop-
ment work pay for itself. I understand that tle

Slocan Star, one of the richest properties in the
country, recouped the owner as it went along from
ore shipments and left him "the velvet" w-hen his

claim became a mine. From descriptions of num-
erous claims in the Kootenay district it is evident
that many of them would not require the imtroduc-
tion of large capital for the developmnent, if it
were performed by a number of miners associat-
ing themselves and "stocking" tleir companies
with labour.

At the present time there are no end of mining
companies being gazetted, capitalized aIl I le w
from $100,000 to $2,000,000, the treasury stock of
which are being sold from one to fifteen cents per
share. What, it may be asked, is he capital thus
secured to le appied to, if not for labour to place
their caims in a position wiere thteir value nav
be in some measure determined for thie purpose of
financing them?

There are thousands of prospectors, miners and
others witlh one or more claims aIl ovilierme dis-
frict, and all over the province for thiat matter,
who are struggling to do tl eir assessment work,
or paying for it to be done, in t hope of evento
ally floating them in fhie usal way and becoming
rich. They go on prospecting, or hiring thenselves
ont as mincs and labourers to others, or search-
ing for the envied capitalist. Verv many of thesqe
claims are mere records and will remain so. but
many of them are possible mines. By grouping
thenselves into co-operative companies, their avail-
able cash for supplies and material, purchasiflg
stock, and their actual labour, valued at so nulclh

a day purchasing stock, these men could develoP
tieir own property to the point of determing its
value, if indeed the output of the preliminarY work

in many cases did not supply the necessary monleY
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to carry it on to the actual mining stage. Such a
system could be operated on strictly business
methods. If more ready m uoney was required than
iheir limited resources could supply, no great r
inducement could be offered to the capitalist wit b
solid ideas of finance and of 'saîfe" proclivities tIan
the very disposition of lie proprietors and owners
of claiis to invest theilir own labour as capital.
Thus labour and capital would work conjointly on
equal teris and the real wealth producer would
becomie possessor of the profits accruing from his
own labour. li other words, labour and capital
would becoie practically, as fley are theoretic-
ally, one.

Reverting to the question of capital, its incon
ing froui outside sources and in large volume, is
not an unimixed good. Indeed, where capital dous
for people what tlhey could do for thleiiselves, to
that extent tliey aire becoming poorer. The present
position of the LUnited States is a striking example
of thtis. A highi tinancial authority in England las
estimated tliat the total investinent of European
capital in Ihuat country anmounts to the enor-
mous Sili of two billion pounds or tun
billion dollars, upon which a return of
tifty million pounds or two hundred and
lifty million dollirs is annually sent back.
Fractically, the United States, in a monetary sense.
is helplessly in the power of the Europeant money
mtiarkets, against which the free silver movemen't
now rampant is nothing more or less than a revoit.

Interest and dividends on mines represent al
the profits except those made through promotion
or in the way of speculation, which, going out of
the country, leave us practically with only the
price of our labour and all that is not retained,
because in Britishi Columbia we buy our mining
supplies alnost wholly front the east and soutli.
The enormilous u1oV of gold to London and the imiî-
mense accumulation of money there are siiply the
interest on the big blanket mortgage which Great
Britain h(olds on the resources of MothIer Earthi.
No amount of currency legislationi or frue coinage
of silver at any conceivable or possible ratio will
lter or stem tiat flow any more thian water wili

cease to run down hiil, until people of the new
worlds put their ownil clpital inito opei-alion and
cease mîortgaging their futures for ready mîoney.

An example of the result of pursuing a strictly
OPPOsite metiod to this, based upon the principle
of co-operation, is furnisied by the Mormont colony
of Utah, which, with an average population of
112,000, lias, in forty years, spent in improvements
without borrowing a dollar, $542,000,00. in the
r-ecent census of tile United fates they were
shown to have owned itinety-tive per cent. of the
land upoun whichi they lived, as comîipared with, I
think, ten per cent. of the rest of the population
of the United States, and are absolutely without
debt. As shown by a recent writer in tlie Century,
tiat beyond living, these people have realized
nearly $500 annually for a period of fifty years. If it
be assumed that a living equal to that at an ordin-
ary hotel for a family of five is worth $1,000 per year
this and the surplus furnishes an income of $1,500.
That is precisely the income whîich the purchaser
of $50,000 of Governmtent bonds, netting three per
cent., enjoys The results of such a system in a

country like Utah, the very heart of the erid
region of America, are most astonishing. ho

In a subsequent paper I propose to sho ie
co-operative mininlg mav be carried ouit ons
biisiness princip(les anfd be successful.

Trail is a busy place aid
well situated, and as a shipping and smelting point
is destined to grow in importance. From recent
discoveries made in the neighbourhood it is likely
also to become a great mining centre.

T WELVE months ago the spot upon wîich the11

town of Trail is built was covered aluuost el.

tirely with dense forest. There were only three

small buildings erected at that finie, but they

formed the nucleus of what is to-day a town o

several hundred inhabitants and which in the near
future is destined to become a large shipping
manufacturing and commercial centre for te
Trail Creek mining district. Its position on the
Columbia River will make it always an important
shipping port for the mines. For flie samie reason
coinbined with others it is the best point for snelt-
ing purposes in connection with lthe grTeat mines
at Rossland. Not only this, but as will he seen
elsewhere in this issue, there is every prospect of
a number of valuable mines being operated almost
immediately within easy reach of the town.

Trail is deligltfully silated at the bend of the
Columbia River. The site is a good one, having a
gradual siope from the mountain behind to the
river's edge in front. The area suitable for busi-
ness purposes is not large, although it may be ex-

tended up the valley a long the Columbia & West-
ern R.R. so as to accommodate a large number of
buildings. Across the river immediately opposite
Trail is a level plateau, which, if necessary, may
be used in the future as an extension of the origi-
nal townsite. The mountain side will afford beau-
tiful sites for residences, so that there is roou for

the growth of quite a large city.
What future railway development mfay do for

Trail is a matter of conjecture-meantime it is the
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termtinus and headquarters of the only railway
leading into Rossland, the Columbia & Western
R.R,. and it is also the point of connection for the
steamers oun tue Columbia coming from the north
and from the south.

There are several good iotels in Trail and a
number of large stores. Building operations are
going on everywhere, the material used being
wood, but as good bricks are being made near the
town it is to be loped tliat brick structures will
soon begin to be erected. An electrie light and
power plant is about to be provided and before
maniy days Trail will be ligited by electricity.
T'he sanitary condition appears to be better than
that of Rossland and the healthfulness of the place
is all that can be desired.

The same regard for law and order is noticeable
in Trail as is the case of other mining towns of
British Columbia. There is no gamblig and little
drunkenness. Tougl ciaracters are no more toler-
ated in Trail than in Rossland. To carry a gunu is
apt to land the individual in the penitentiary; to
use it is very apt to land imii with a jerk at the end
of a, rope.

Tiere is one newspaper, the Trail Creek News,
a most creditable weekly typographically and ably
conducted in every respect.

Tliat Trail will become an important manufac-
turing point is certain, and a commencement to
that end lias been made by parties who entertain
this view. The Mac Machine Company, of Belle-
ville, Ontario, large manufacturers of mining ma
ciinery, w-il have branch workslops established
in Trail by the 1st of September. The townsite

people have given them land and the contract for
the buildings is being pushed to completion, and
the maclinery for the shops is on the way. The
works at Trail will consist of lathes, planers, drill
presses, boit machines, scrapers. emery wheels, etc..
etc. Thev will be equipped with other machin-
erv of a minor description and it is intended to add
a «foundry later on. The branch of the Mac Ma-
chinerv (o. at Trail -ilI be devoted chiefly to re
pairing of miining tuachinery, whicih will be a boon
to lte mining compaies who hitherto have ex-

perienced some diculty and delay in having to
send a distance for anty repairs to their machinerv.
The Trail shops of the Mac company will be und4r
lthe superintendence of Mr. Wm. McMillan, who is
a master mechanie of large experience, having had
eharge during the past eleveil years of some of the
largest plants in tlie United States.

E. S. Topping- the Father of Trail.

M t. E. . )TOPPINGl is indeed the fathlet of
Trail. But for hlim it is dottbtftil if there

would be a camp of any importance in the district
at the present time. He from the first belleved lu
the richness of the minerai deposits found in the
mountains Of Trail Creek and encouraged others
to do likewise, often assisting thein lu many ways.
A miner iimself of great practical experience in
numerous parts of the United States, le saw where
others remained blind and as a result of his confi-
dence and perseverence we have to-day in Trail
Creek one of the greatest niiniug camps of
America. It is well, then, that Mr. Topping should
be named the "Father of Trail."

Born in Suffolk County, New York, in 1844, hle
now fifty-two years of age. When quite youlg
became a sailor and remained at sea for ele
years, coming West to Wyoming in 1.867, wlere
he obtained a contract in Utah on the Union
cific road then building. The following year Mr
Topping went into mining, his first experience
ing in the Sweetwater mine, Wyoming. For S
time the subject of our sketch lad many uPs
downs until finally in 1870 lie went to Montaný'
He then began prospecting in the Yellowstolle
Park, in the course of which lie discovered 0 e
the great geyser basins in that now famous lo
ity.

Although Rossland is not yet incorporated it
can boast of a fine systemu of water works, a good
fire protection and an excellent electric lighting
plant. The great trouble now is that the whole
towin is built of wood, there being not a single
brick or stone structure in it. But a comneit-'-
ment is to be made this suniiuer in a brick extension

to the Ilotel Allan, and following that it is to be
expected other brick buildings will be erected
There are two banks already established, the Bank
of Montreal and Bank of Brilisht North Aierii.

Not a dance
hall or rowdy place in thle whole town,
and altbough the streets are crowded front
morning to niglt with minters,, prospectors
and others there is not ihe least sign of lawless-
ness. The writer, during his few days' stay,
saw less drunkenness on the streets of Rossland
ithan is to be seen on the streets of good, old-fasli-
ioned Victoria. lie was told that there were two
policeiien somiewhere around who were paid by
the Provincial Government, but lie never cast eyes
on them. There is also a night policeman, who is
employed by the residents of the town, but he does
not appear to have mun ch of a contract on his hîands
to keep order. There a1r'e sone disreputable wo-
men in the place but evidently they know enough
to behave themselves n111(d seldomu slow their faces
on the street. Saloons are pîlentiful; so are eating
houses, and there is a large bowling allev, but all
these places are kept in a mtost orderly mnnet.
Yes, Rossland is a wonder as a law abiding place.
There are three newspapers published in the townl
-good ones so far as giving iiming news, reliable
or otherwise, and creditable from a typographical
standpoint. Parties outside the camp and inter-
ested in it cannot do better than subscribe for one
of these three local papers. They are named the

iner, the Rosslander, and te Record, the latter of
which issues a daily edition. Tliere are a number
of good hotels, Rossland being well provided in
this respect. -The one of our experience is named
the Hotel Allan, a most coifortable iouse, kept
by Mrs. E. Allan. It is without doubt one of lite
best kept hotels in British Columbia, and is a
pleasant surprise to all who visit it.

The War Eagle mine
being on flc samue level as the Le Roi is easily able
to convey its ore to the cars of the railroad on the

The peregrination of Red Mountain bas occupid

so much of the space at our disposal that a sinilar
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voyage of discovery over the workings on Monte
Christo and Columbia Mountain vill have to be
reserved for description on a future occasion, in
order to leave roont for a few notes on recent oc.
currences here.

The stock market, generally speaking, has with
some exceptions, been somewhat dull for the last

as is well-knownii to vour readers, almost invari-

ably of a refractorv nature. needing treating by
smelting.

value of $1,600 in gold were obtained froui some

west and Columbia Moutain to the east, pro-
nounced litai 3ofte Christo would be found to be
a barren area. This renarkable prophecy i, evi-
dently deslined to be blid on the shelf in companv
witl similar glooiy forecasts that vere made ai
an earlier date by tile experts sat in judgment
on Red Moiintain.

Believers and investors i claims in thie South
1ot have been given good cause for fresli contl-

delce bv thte relIrkablv rpid developmneni of thte
Crown Point Claim. This company are now ship.
ping ore regularlv to the Trail smelter at the rate
of a car load a das and have advanced their trea-
sury stock from twenty to twenty-five cents. The
quantity of ore in sight is very large, enabling the
company to make an output of at least ilirty-five
tons a day if required, wbich, considering the
vouth of the minle, is a really surriing result. It
