Funeral Sermon of Bishop MacQuaid and
Trjbutes from the Clergy of Toronto.

Expresslons of Regrot from Far and Near~A Natlonal Loss Has Been Sustained
—I'he English Cathiotie Papers Confirm the Report that the Archhishop Was

Soon to be Cardlual.

A bLeautiful cathedral with arched
walls and vaulted dome, its brilllant
colouring all subdued by the mourning
drapings that droop sadly from pil-
ar to plllar, its chancel all enveloped
in sable symbols of woe, its altar wear-
Ing its whito crosses standing out
frem their night-like setting, its taber-
nacle crowned with the significant
sign, o bishop's mitre, its bells in the
velfry swinging slowly to and tro,
while from thelr throats comes sonor-
ously the cry, mourn ! mourn ! mourn!
and throughout the land the ery re-
gounds, and vibrates, and every heart
cchoes it, and mourning is over the
people.

And, behold! a living, moving sca
surges in. The great cathedral is fill-
ed Tho people Sitently. expectantly
await. A fecling of reli,ious awe is
over the whole, and the pate faces
rige tier upon tier, all teliing the story
of unlversal woe And why should
they not mourn and weep ? Are they
not now shepherdless, their pastor
gone from amongsi them ? Are they
not now alone upon the mountains
knowing not whither to turn? Has
not Qod's angel, death, just passed
through their midst ?  His noiseless
wings no notice gave of his descent.
Stlently he came, and with touch soft
and light he closed the tired eyes of
the watching shepherd, and folding in
Kindly pinions the spirit of him they
mourn, he has lald it gently at the
feet of God.

And the bells toli, slowly, sadly, and
the organ sends forth its funeral dirge,
that soul-stirring  melody,  which
speaks as words and tells that another
Yamson is slaln And as the people
watch, the portals open and down the
vast aisles a procession comes, solemn-
ly, majestically, knights in sable garb
with waving plumes and flashing
gwords lead the way, thelr ranks open
and through the path thus made there
comes one bearing aloft the allem-
bracing sign, then comes o train un-
ending; row after row of youths in
snowy white, rank after vank of
brothers sombrely clad, endless lines of
cassocked and surpliced prlests; the
‘black-robed son of Loyola, the white-
hooded Carmelite, the ascetic follower
of Alphonsuy; dignitaries highest in
the camp of the militant church; dea-
cons, canons, bishops, archbishops, all
are here, Signs of thelr office are with
them. Crimson and purple fall grace-
fully around them; pectoral  crosses
gleam, princely mitres tower, pastoral
rings are worn, grief 18 borne by all,
and cach soldler, each
mourns one taken from thelr ranks.

From out the mighty host which has
ow surrounded his bler goes forth o
ory for mercy and rest. “Kyrie
Elelson,” pleads the mitred priest
Requiem Aeternam,” sing the plead-
ing volces, while from bowed and
humble forms come *dfea Culpa, Mca
Culpa.” Then like flash of grace from
heaven, comes the gleam of the myriad
lights, and banks ot white clad, torch-
penrers carry thousands of lighted
tapers, professing to carth and heaven
the falth of him for whom they pray.
And he the vallant soldier, the kindly
shephend Is dead.

In his bed oft princely purple, with
all his insignia gurrounding him, with
quiet hands holding cross and chalice,
credentinis of his Christian priésts
hood, he lics, The stalwart frame 18
prostrate. The massive brow, so late
the seat of wisdom, is majestically
calm. The eyes that flashed bhut to
command, or softencd but to soothe
{he sheathed beneath thelr folded lids.
their fires quenched forever; those 1ips,
of cloquence so oft the fount are now
mutely closzd, the feet so often “ beau-
titul® as the bearera of him “who
brirgeth good tldings,” are now at
rest: those hands of perfect mould, 80
offen ralsed to bless, are prone upon
\l{? pulseless breast. A vast pity fills
ard overflows the watchers, and ant
Jed\nsls‘g_querxed, save that of sor-
row and love. If the sheep have ¢'et’
felt the embrace of the shepherd less
thar loving, it the grasp of his crozler
has cer Leen less than kind, this is
now forgotten, only his loving Celtic
heart Is remembered, only his virtues,
white as the shimmering radiance of
the summep moon, are revered; only
his talénts, scintiilating as the frosty
stars, shine forth.

Great was the soul of John ‘Walsh,
archbishop of Toronto, great was his
lite, and great shall be his memory.

THE EUNERAL PROCESSION.

The firat part of the olscqules, the
funeral processlon from 8t John's
grave, Sherbourne street, to St
Michael's cathedral, on Tuesday even
ing, brougkt forth most ample evideuce
of the public sorrow felt on account of
thé death of the Archbishop. The sim-
ple nct of translating the remains to
the cathedral, where the Oflice of the
Dead was to be performed, was wite
nesgel by many thousands of cltizens
of all classes. The procession of Ca-
tholls Socteties and Catholie cltizens
that followed the bier stretched more
than halt the distance between the
points of devarture and arrival, The
streets were Jined by people, whose de
smeanour wos most reverent and Im-
pregslve.

might, ard dwelling upon the wrongs
inMcted upon Innocent people through
le” of law. How in his very soul
he must have been tortured when he
thought that because a man stood true
to his Gullef fn the good God above,
because 2 man stodd trne to his crucl-
fied Jesug, and held to the retigion of
his fathers and his ancestors away
bach, that the law fn a land that had
enjoyed civilized laws for so many cen=
turles, shotld come down upon him
and hinder the practice and the works
of his religion. And those days were
followed by other days equally tmpor-
tant in the forriation of the character
of John Walsh. In those first days

It was
a Ubel fipon the clvilization of the 19th
ventury, that in a cultivaled country,
in a cquntry professing to have the ad-
vantage over all others ir regard to the
machinery of government—a govern-
ment the most complets in the world—
that it was yossible under siuch-con-
altlons for the people to become the
4 wlctims of.0 dispensation of divine Pro-
vidence over which they had ‘no con-

the barbarian and others mnot much
better were lo be found And 8o when
he heartlly turned towards the minlstry
and would b+ a follower of the Lord
Jesus Christ, he had taken fully to
heart the teachings of the Holy Scrip-
ture: how the Lord sent His Son to
make known the Divine Truth, and
that the men who would perpetuate the
teaching of this truth would be held
to the truth and the right to the end.
He heard the promise of divine assist-
ance to this work He had seen his
countrymen clinging to the starving
land. he had seen them when stricken
with fever, toru from the unhappy land
and driven across the ocean oun
those dreadful fever ships that strew-
ed the broad Atlantic with the bones
at those pour emigrants. They had
gone to America, and he would go
where they had gone to give his life to
their care. His life for his countrymen,
the light and the glow of thelr religlon
for them in the new land. And he
wotild see that their honour and the
glory of their jand were upheld in the
new country. Their honour!—at that
time men raised the finger of scorn at
them because they came into this new
country in crowds, many dying on the
way. because they came in poveriy
and might disturb the conditions of
employing labour. And he would go
with them. he would go. hoiding up his
head as & mMAn amongst mel, 10 up-
lift them, his fellow-countrymen, and
glve them on this continent the ad-
vantages of their saving religion. His
life in Canada you know well. He did
well to come to Canada. I think in
some respects he was better adapted
for Canada than the nelghbouring Re-
public. He had those qualities of mind
and heart that needed free play and
actton. He canle among his own, and
his life you know. You know all s
incidents, one after another: ordalned
priest, sent out jntv the wild, rough
country dlstricts, & beginning that
suited him, who was a robust, strong
wen himself. Strong of frame, and not
sfrald of hardship, he went among the
people scattered through the country
ronnd, a few here, 8 few there; and his
wissionary labours among them iwere
by day and by night. 1his was a use-
tul school of discipline for preparing
him for his after life. Then he was
brought Into the large c'ty. Your onn
ity of Toronto; and here, where his
life was entirely difterent to that of
the country dlstricts, he learned many
more useful lessons. In the country
places there was no thought of pov-
erty or the sufferings of starvation.
Thaere It was the constant manual la-
bour of the settler, labour that brought
bodlly exhaustion to alt who shared it.
And ho was out travelling by day and
night In the cold of the winter, when
storms were ragiug. and In the heat of
summer. But in thé elty, with its
. <rowded quarters, he saw the places of
roverty and of avercrowding, those
places where the priest Indeed enters
as a father, where his ministry de-
mands that he shali be father to the
tfamily that ls wretched and poverty-
stricken. He knew what this work de-
manded of him, the sympathetic word,
the kindly smile, the helping hand, the
unvarying gentleness that attracts zhe
young children and tells them they
can always come #o the priest, because
they have a ptace in his heart. In the
family which the priest visits in these
overcrowded spots he may find not only
poverty and sickness, but contagious
diseage. There 1s danger for the priest
in visting these familics; bot oh, there
1s alzo more attraction for him than
thers would be in the homes of softie-of
your milliona re families, even here In
Woronto. And often the priest Xiows
that there I» more reward for him In
some house of povefty than there
would be- at the other house, because
he onen-meets there the falth that is
simply divine, because he sees In the
pocrest dying face the virtue of hope;
and this.enkindles in hiny the charity
of love o8 Ged that ever hopes for the
best, and -sometimes, too, Impresses
upon his soul the lessons of the Goa-
pel, makes hime ashamed of his own

This is a position that re-
quires a man of experience as well as
sound judgment and judicial mind, one
that never acts hastily, But takes up
his position, the one he intends to oc-
cupy in the future after mature
thought. What John Walsh was as
Archbishop of Toronto it is not neces-
sary for me to say. As he had been a
priest, beloved by h s people; as he had
‘been when Blshop of Lendon, so he was,
as Archbishop of Torunto; he was not
only loved by his own people, they
were proud of him. It i3 a great thing
for o man to have his fellow-citizens
proud of him, glorying in him, because
he is uch a noble, upright man; be-
canse he can be depended upon, a man
whom the people can follow implicitly.

I had one
plece of advice to glive him always. It
was this:—Be the best of friends with
the United States, but have nothing
more to do with them, keep your own
country. remain an independent Cad-
ada. And 1 said it with truth and upen
principte. You have ne reason why you
should joip us. You have many rea-
sons why you should maintaln your
independence. He agreed with me, but
he thought the same way before. 1
found him not only loyal to his ©hurch
put loyal to his cuuntry. and thuugh at
times 1 might chaff him a bit about
what we would do when your country
came into our union, he understood
how to take it and replied in kind. But
ever was Archbishop Wwalsh loyal to
his own country; he appreciated its
tiberties, he appreclated #ts advantages;
e held that the less Canada had to do
with the United States the better it
will be for her. I give you this state-
ment of fact because now he is
lying there and %ias no janguage in
which to speak for himself. And some
might think as he often spoke SO
thoroughly and so loyally for his own
country, that it might be for eftect.
