A few dIays ago a
clespatch inforîneci us that the Boxers had k'illed ivany
Chiristians under the wval1s of Pekzin said to be in the power
of the civ'ilizcd nations. At the preseut writing the Chinese
question seeius to be very umuich of a puzzle, and -what the
outeoine wvill be God alone kznows. Anyway we hope soon
to see e:stab!ished ini Cinma a permîanient groverniment able to
control thie action of its owni subjects, and proteet the citizens
of foreigul powvers.

The annexa'tion of die Transvaal by Lord Roberts prac-
tical.ly finislies tHe Boer wvar. aithougli nowv and then we liear
of a slighit seriniimge. The Boersliave been, driven back to
the Fristnesses of the mnouîîtains, and are there îuaîntaining a
sort or' guerrilla warfare. In a v'ery short tiîue they wvill be
tlîorouighly crilshed, and South Africa once more freed froin
the horrors of w'ar.

The colliugc elections ili Canada and tlhe Unitcd States keep
the people of both countries in a state of uucertaiiitv, and
business is sonîewhat duller than usital. Across the liue ouir
ueighbors bave taken up a very important issule as the para-
mouint oîîe for this caxupaign. ()ne side clainîs to be fighiting
for the constitution, while tlit: other ini their expansiouist
policy say thiey have xîever donc anything contrary to tha,,t
fundamiental la-xx'. Si-nce thie tiine of Lincoln stich an iii-
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portant issuie lias tiot been before the people, a1îd ont-siiers
await witli interest the resits of tuîe eleclions whichi ire to
take place iii Noveiber.
