COURT ON CONTESTED SEATS.

The Clerical Secretary thon announced the Court as appointed by his
Lordship the Bishop as follows : S B. larnian, B.C.L., D. B. Read,
Q C., G. M. Evans, M.A., Esquires ; Rev. Canon Baldwin, M.A., Rev.

BISIIOP'S ADDRESS.

.The Bishop then delivered his Annual Address, as follows

REVEREND BRETIREN, AND BRETHREN Or THE LAAITY,-I have once more to
welcoine your presence here for mutual deliberation upon the interests of the
Church in this Diocese.

One only of the clerical nembers of this Synod bas been removed from us by
death during the past year, namely, the Reverend Septimus F. Bansay, former)y
incumbent of Newinarket. This gentleman camlle to this Diocese in the sumnier of
1818; his interest in its condition and prospects hnving been awiakened through his
connection with the " Upper Canada Clergy Society," in England, which worked for
some tine ns an auxiliary to the Society for the Propagation of the Gospel in Foreign
Parts, and wqs afterwards merged into it. Newnarket having becone vacant soon
aifter his arrival, he was nppointed its minister, and continued there until bis death
-his retirement froin active vork haing taken place about uight inuiths before bis
decense. For many years Mr. Ransay proved hinscf an indefiatigable missionary,
taking charge of several surrounding stations, two of which becaie afterwards the
centres of ne w parishes. Ile possessed very considerable theological attainments, and
had more than average pulpit powers. u consideration of his carlier missiouary
wrk, through anu extensive range of country, he was appointed by the lato Bishop
of Toronto, an Ilonorary Canon of the Cathedral Church of St. James, in the vinter
of 18t7.

Onîe of our- clergy removed from- this Diocese to the United States in July of last
year hi consequence of delicate health ; and another, in the autumn, to the Diocese
of Montrcal. We have had, during the past twelve ionths, an accession of four
clergymen from other Diocesns: two fron Nova Scotia, and two froni the United
states. An ordination vas held in the town of Dundas on Sunday, the lithi October
lasit, when five were adnitted Deacons, and five were advanced to the Priesthood.
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This, nith our accessions froi uther Dioceses, nCailed me to Èupply all existing
vacancies, and to Open two iew missions.

During the past year 1 have held confirmations at eighty-five places, and
admitted to that rite 671 males, and 1,122 females; in ail 1,793. Tb vhole
xrnmber coifirned since my entrance upon the Episcopal office, is 13,301. 'Hie
general witerest in this Apostolic ordinance I have found to bc unabated ; drawing
on mny occabionsm even on week days large congregations. In many places persons
proviously attached to otier religious budies have presented themselves for this
rite. Two churches have been consecrated during the past year, and I htve atteided
at the opeiiig or enlargenient of several others.

The separationî of six counties from us to form the new Diocese of Niagara lias
been effected stince I last addressed you. Al] the particulars connected with its
formation are sufficientiy familiar to you, and do not require recapitulation.
Tirougli this arrangement we part with nearly 50,000 niemabers of our communion,
and iith fifty six clergymen. Amongst the latter are many who will be long
missed in this S3 nod, fi oin the value of their couisel and the energy and activity
they evincel in its deliberations and work ; but whiat we so much regret to 1ose
vill be a coiresp, nding gain t the Church in the newly organized Diocese. We
have still left to us a Church population of nearly 100,000 souls, and 105 clergy-
men By the separation from us last year of the Diocese of Algoma, our number
ivas reduced by seven. The benefit of the recent division will be the opportunity
of mure frequent Episcopal visits to the several parishes, and a closer, and, we trust,
more effectual supervision.

Apprchensions have been entertainei of some check to the progress of Our
missionary work in this Diocese, and even to the efficient support of our present
staff of labourers, tlrou.i the organization of wlat will naturally be considered a
rival Institution for the sustentation of the clergy. I confess to blaring very
deeply these apprehenisions, reasonable as at first sight we may consider it to be that
agencies should be cmployed for educating and sustaining clergymen of a different
phase of religious tlought fron that which generally prevails. Precedents exist in
the inother country for such a course, and viewing them in their general aspect and
purpose, it would seem rcasonable to concede a privilege hera which has been
recognized and acted upon there.

Such were my own first impressions ;but, on further consideration of the sub-
ject, reaisons4 presented thems8elves for regarding the two cases as essentially different.
In the mother country, societies o associations independent of the direct control of
the Church in lier corporate capacity, are voluntary institutions for training and
ciiply3ing men who shall become missionaries in foreigi parts; and for effecting
tins purpoe Iunids are voluntarily bestowed. But here the missionary branch of
our work is incorporated vith other designs of the Synod of the Diocese, and is
neant to be a means, not for the propagation of the Gospel beyond our own bounds,
but fur sustaining to a considerable extent our ordinary and necessary parochial
work.

Agair., when the scieme of a separate organization for supporting ministers in
thi Diocese waQ first comnunicnted to me, i had not the opportunity of exaining
the printed report which set forth the plan in detail, and consequently I ias
igmirrant af the alleged grounds. in their full extent, for the adoption of that
organization. lia the startling declaration contained in the appeal to the Diocese
appearing in that repcrt bcen then known to me, it is easy to understand how very
maurially it would have changed in my view the whole complexion of the case. An
acceptance or npprobation of the scieme vould have implied on my part concurrence
in the afirmation thîat the young men wlo have offered and are offcring themselves
for the miinistry in this Diocese, 'xare carefully trained to ilk ivith aversion on
our Chiurch as a Ciurcli of the Refornmation, ard abhor the naine Protestant," and
that - the prcsnt iission funds of this Diocese go to support teaching at variance
with that of the Church, and which, while building up the Ohurch of Rome and
filling the churches of other denominations, disgusts and alienates the vast majority
of the members of our Church."

Declarations so rash and unsupported as these must, from their natural influ-
ence, uniless recalled, seriously affect the peace and prosperity of the Church in
this Diocese. They are calculated to lessen the means of providiug for the ade-



quate support of a considerable number of our clergy, and they serve te throw a
groundless suspicion upon many hard-working, conscientious, and estimable clergy-
men, which may seriously impair the success of their work, and even mar their
future prospects. Such infringement of the order and constituted arrangements of
the Church, suchi enforced parti ion of its ordinary and establislhed operations, based
upon an alleged unsoundness in the great administrative body is, I believe, without
a precedent in all the past history of our Colonial Clurcl. And I am persuaded
that not a single religious body of the nany around us would regard such a course
as otherwise than revolutionary and schisiatic.

If such issues bad been fairly contemplated, more caution, I am persuaded,
uld hanve been exercised The thou-ht would naiturally have resented itself

that, if rival institutions are to be started by individuals wi
should first be made to its governing body, the Synod, an
clearly set forth on whicl the sanction of such institutions

pthin the Diocese, appeal
d the grounds fully and
is desired.

Every respect for conscientious opinions differing from those entertained by a
large majority of at lcast the clergy of this Diocese ought to be, and I beliere is,
entertained ; nor, I am persuaded, is any desire felt to exilude those who lold such
opinions froi their fair share in the ministrations and genteral work of the Church.
but I trust a way may be found for effecting this withiout disturbing its settled
organizations, or creating rivalry and dissension in parishes wlere there ouglit to
be oneness and concord. Rivalry and strife of this character, if made to operate
systeinatically, must issue in separation; and better this, perhaps, than a perpetua-
tion of internal conflicts.

But I have a confidence that the good sense, and sound principles, and loyal
attachment of the vast majority of Churchmen in this Diocese would shrink froi
the very possibility of such an issue. They would not, I am persuaded, tolerate
the idea of sucli a calamity. For surely it is quite possible to uplhold our combina-
tions for God's work, without doing violence to individual convictions Meanus, we
must believe, can be devised for the application of generous offerings for the
support of the ministers of the Churclh in such rumanner as will ncet those convic-
tions, without the presentation of organized rivalry or division. The Synod, througl
its constituted agencies, can be made to diffuse and apply those contributions in
accord with the conscientious wishes of those wlio supply them, without the
exhibition of such injurious schism as any other, and independent, agency would
present. At all events, their calm judgment upon the vhole matter ivould be inust
desirable.

Much of the prejudices that exist as to peculiar religious tenets arise from
misconception of the teaching of the Church, and views much too restricted in the
interpretation of its Articles of Faith. This is particularly the case in reference to
a leading subject of controversy-the presence of our Lord in the Eucharist. Those
who repudiute such a presence consider that its assertion indicates a propensity to
adopt the Romish doctrine of Transubstantiation, and the evils which are believed
practically to flow from that tenet While repudiating that gross and untenable
opinion, a presence of Christ in that holy sacrament is undeniably affirmed by the
Church. And with this belief some, net unnaturally, go further than others iii the
endeavour to define the nature of that presence. The great mistake and danger is
in the naking such attempt; for whden good and earnest men enter upoi suchi au
undertaking they usually get beyond their depth, and mistify rather than edify.
In the noble words of Hooker, "men should give thiemuselves to meditate with
silence what we have by the sacrament, and less to dispute of the inanner how.''
Such should be their discretion ; to meditate profoundly upon the wonders of this
inybtery, but to torbear froi trying to explain thein ; to hold fast te their opinions,
if these are conscientiously adopted, but not to bewilder others by attempted eluci-
dations. It is enough for the comfort and strengtlieing of believers to feel
assurance that Christ in lisHoly Supper is present "after a ieavenly and spiritual
mauner."

The assertion of opinions believed to be in excess of this view lias, in the
Mother Country, been made the ground of impeachment : but Sir Robert I'hillimore,
in his memorable judgment in the case of Shepherd v. Bennett, lias clearly shewn,
through citations from the Articles and formularies of the Church, and from the
writings of many of ber greatest divines, the extent of liberty whilch the Chiurcli of
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England permits in the interpretation of that controverted point. This judgment
vas confirmed by the Judicial Comnittee of the Privy Council.

I adduce this fact simply to show how unreasonable and unjust it is to say that
persons, nsserting a real presence of Christ in lis lioly Supper, are thinking and
tenching what the Church of England condenns ; and how unjustifiable it is to try
to wrest from any a hherty wvhiclh the Citrchi so wisely and charitably concedes.
Whero the Church is thus tolerant in her judgments, it becomes ber individual
memibers to ndopt her fair and impartial example.

This is, to no sniall extent, overlooked, an persuaded, froni the inisunder-
standing amonîgst Churchnen of the reail and honest opinions of one aniother on
important points of dactrine By comparing and discussing such opinions in a tei-
perate and reverential nianner, more substantial agreement is often found to exist
than had previously becai thouglt possible. Lt would bu wise and useful, then, te
provide opportunities, if possible, for friendly conference on Church topics, in
which both the Latity and Clergy could juin. It has occurred to me to remaork
that, in copntracting the extent of this Diocese, there must be some correspondîîg
diminution of the fiscal and mere secular operations of its Synod. And, in con-
templation of this, the idea has strougly presented itself to my mind that everything
the Synod lias to do in that capacity could b accomiplished at biennial meetings.
Comminittees appointel for two years could just as satisfactorily perforni their work
as when noninated for one year; and nothiig really essential to the financial and
secular interest of Uhe Diocese could suffer through holding the Synod in alternate
years onily. And it tppears to nie that if there were, in the intervening year, a
gatherit.g of the mebiners of the Synod onily for the more special consideration of
subjects of practical interest of a bpiritual complexion, incalculable benefits would
ensuie. These~ seings would have much the character of the Church Conîgresses
in the Mother Country. Papers might be prepared and read on subjects of practi.
cal :and spiritual interest, avoiding as ni tell as possible the salieut and sharper
points of controversy ; and on these papers short, friendly discussions might follow.

'T'le Clergy and Laity would thus have an opportunityof a fraternal and kindly
interchange of opinion ; and, through suich amicable Christian conference, mnany mis-
conceptions and prejumdices would be reioved. and mary valuable counsels and sug-
gestions offered-on tmis-ionary vork. on Sunday-swool extension, and on the
mnîctus of enkîndhing and maintaining in individuals a spiritual life and holiness.
This woul lead to a better understanding, and, we may trust, better appreciation
one of another. Diiferlnce of opinion on doctrine and ritual wotld thus comie to be
1I ,re charitably CodeleAdCcd; a mure tulerant spirit ivould be begotten; and the

re3stlt. we nay hope, would ho a more hearty concert iu the real work of the Church
-a More united effort for the welfire of souis.

It wmld be a calining of ieedless agitations, as well as a provoking to love and
gond wyorks; it would le an effectual he!p. ie maust believe, to the maintenance of
religiois peace and a spiritual growth. People no doubt are often stirred to action
by exciteiient-, and the lethargic roused to energy; but this is not a healthy pro-
cess for a genuine growth of the spiritual lite. For a truc edification, for a stable
building tp, thiere muitit b pence. If war at any timte be necessary, it is tiat peace
on a stronuger nud more durable basis may follow. This lias been for some tine
%with mue a chlrished thonght, though it is expressed with diffidence. Althouggh
sudlenly ohtruded, it miy nevertheless meet with consideration fron te Synod.
My belief is, tliat the plan proposed wvould, to some exent at least, restrain, if not
entirely suppress, thei mode nowr ton generally adpted for giving utterancê to criti-
ciîsmns, iningle-1 toc often vith repronation of sontiments to whiclh objections are felt
-1 meanu tlirouh the public press. Valuiale as this is, and powerful as its agency
has p.rove i for the crrectioun of vrong and hurtful opinions and practices, it is lit
jut the medimn through which to express differing convictions on the sacred and
delicate points of theology In resortinig to this Channel for the discussion of sub-
lime anid hly topies. thitere is likelyI tbe less care and discretion in the use of
mrds , h -à desire t% rVpect the liontest persuasions and sensibilities of othmers. In

t Very i-uilatioi of the litiguits there is a temuptation tho be rinonious ; and ln-
guage is too frequently indluged in wliich guads, it mamy b to unseeinly recrimina-
tion, those whio are constitutionally averse to other than a gentle and courteous
expostullation.
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I doubt not very nany regret the hard words and unkind insinuations which their

participation in controversies of this character has induced thein to use. As far as
tieso have borne upon myself, feeling that they are not deserved, I frecly for-
give those who, I doubt not, rashly and without due thought havo employed them.
And if, in the recent agitations. I have myself said or written aught that has
wounded the feelings of others, and is thouglit to.be unnerited, 1 gladly recall the
offensive words, and asc to be forgiven.

If the past year has been a period of unusual and unseemly agitation within our
ranks, let it not be thought a degradation of self to acknowledge that there may
have been undue heat and unjustifiable acrimony on both sides. Let this admission
inpress upon the whole of the members of the Synod tie solemu obligation to
exert a universal effort to quell, and have donc with, such hurtful agitations. Let
it arouse the desire in our whole body to be one and unanimous in the prosecution
of the interests of God's Church ; one in the glorious effort to win souls to Christ,
and to render all, as Ile was, forbearing and forgiving, self.denying, holy, and
unblamable.

M.A., then read the following Vale-
dictory Address to His Lordship the Bishop of Toronto, fron the Synod
of the Diocese of Niagara :-

MAY rI PLPASE Youa Loitnsur,-We the, Bishop, Clorgy, and Lay Delegates
Of the newly-created Diocese of Niagara, being for the first time in Synod assembled,
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cannot refrain froin the pleasing duty of expressing ta your Lordship the very cor-
dial feelings of veneration and regard which we entertain for your Lordship person-
ally, and also our grateful reieimîbrance of the nild. considerato, and paternal
nanner in which you have exercised your Episcopal office amîîong us.

Wh it is a subject of deep gratitude to Almighty God that the rapid growth of
the Chutrehi in thte Diocese of Toronto called for the extension of the Episcopate and
the erection of a new Diocese; and while it must be gratifyiifg ta your Lordship, as
it is ta ourselves, to witness thte success which has crowned your Episcopal labours,
iwe are not insensible ta the loss we sustain in being officially severed from your
Lordslhip, and fron our brethren of the clcrgy, with whou we have enjoyed frater-
mal intercourse for imany years.

This feeling of regret is also somewhat deepened by the reflection that we parted
at a timie when the hands of ic Bishop required aIl die strengthening and encourage-
ment viicli a loyal, faidiful, and affectionate clergy could impart.

Our earnest prayer is, that wliatever may have recently cast a shadow on tbe
Dicese m fy now for ever pass away, and that the deelining years of your long,
laborians and valu:able life may be clieered by the happy spectacle of a united body
of ch rgy and liity, forgetful of past dissensious, and ail ready and desirous ta labour
together in harmony for the Church's good.

We rejoice ini the en-ideration that the Diocese we represent is so closely united
geograplhically, to the Dibcese of Toronto, that we are not beyond the reich of per-
t-onaîl intercourse and the interchange of acts of Christian syimpathiy - that the parent
may witness the daugliter's future happiness and prosperity, and the dauglter feel
that 4he cati revisit tite pirental roof, and renew those feelings of attachment and
veneration whiclh i ni ere earthly claims can ever entirely exclude.

With earnest prayers for your Lordship's continuei health and hîappines, we
rellini your Lordshi ip's faiîithiful and affectionate servants.

'lig Dear Brethren,-I receive witlî great pleasure the kind address whiclh at
your first meeting in Synod you decided upon preciting ta me. The warinest
words from me would fail ta convey ta you the sentiments of gratitude by whicl I
nia affected in receiviig froin you so affectionate a testimiony ta the happy relation-
ship which subsisted betweeu us for se nany years.

"Ilt is with deep regret thit I have become separated froni so many that have
proved thîemi'lves wise counisellors and faitlifuil friends ; and I shall always remem-
ber withi tlankfuliess their cordial sympathy withi ny efforts ta pronote the exten-
Sion and prospierity of Gol's Churclh in the Diocese, the oversight of which, by Iis
providence, was assigned ta ne.

"You allude, with a regret in which the Churclh at large will share, ta the
shalov upon Our prospects which recent agitations have induced. I an reluctant
to impute wilfu blane to aiy ; but believe it to be part of God's way ta keep the
Cliureh on the one hand froc from error and irregularity, and on the other ta pre-
serve it froin letharîgy antd inaction. It is wise ta accept and profit by admonition;
and sn, witl a firmîî adherence to what we believe ta be the gencral principles and
incontrovertible claims of our beloved Chirch, let us endeavour ta think charitably
and speakl kindly of those who may differ fron us. This will best ensure the unity
in puîrpose andt concert ini work which is the desire and prayer of us all.

"In regard ta the ordinary dispensations of God's providence. I cannot expect
ta be sl)arel iany years longer for the exercise of au oversight which i have desired
should bejust as well as gentle and naternal ; but declining years shall never, I
trust, be allowed ta impair my firm defence of the great truths which the Chiurch of
England mainîtains, nor restrain me from the honest proclamation of what I believe
ta be its spirit and its teaching.

"Nor shiall tho veakness or weariness consequent upon advancing age ever
wilfully dimu or diminislh the ardour of the love I bear to the whole flock of Christ in
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your diocese as well as in my own, and especially to thosse who are Io feed theimi with
the bread of life, and lead them to the green pas'.tures and still waters of the hîeavenily
country.

"Tiat God's abundant blessing may rest upon you, and take you fils in tite
i aind through eternity, shall be ny constant prayer."

ANNUAT DIOCESAN MISSIONART MEETING.

The Annual Missionary Meeting, in connection with the Synod of
the Diocese of Toronto, vas held in the St. James's School-house, the
Lord Bishop of Toronto in the chair. Prayers having been offered up
by Very Rev. Dean Grasett, B.D., the hymn "O Spirit of the Living
God," was sung.

Rev. Rural Dean Wilson addressed the meeting in reference to the duties and
responsibilities of members of the Church in relation to mission work.
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Rev. Mr. VicAns alluded to the importance of mission work, and to the slight
recognition which the work of labourers in this direction met with from the world at
large, and referred to the difficulties which beset the path of the missionaries of this
Diocese.

Rev. Provost WIIITACI4a said h1e would give a brief sketch of the missionary
work accomplisled by the Church of Engiand in the Eist Iniies. He lad received
a review in a paper entitled " Moral and Natural Progress of India during the vear
1871-2," issued by the Indian Government, and printed by order of the British

louse of Commons. The paper bore the nost thrilling testimony to the work
whici missionaries iad been prosecuting in India. The review stated that d proba.
bly no sucli utterance on the subject of Christian missions ever before proceeded
from our Government " The Protestant missionaries had often been spoken of as
indolent and self-indulgent, but the Indian Governinent referred to their Il blameless
exaimnple and self-denying labours." The report vas entitled to the greatest weight,
for the retson that it was founded upon statistics, and not upon personal imtpres.
sions. The work effected by the Protestants in India may be divided into two ieads
-educational and congregational. The educatioual work was an evident means of
ineu'cating Christian principles. Five rude languages that existed in Iidia, hitherto
unvritten, and almost unknown except to those who spoke then, had been mastered
by Indian inissionarics, reduced to form and vriting. and Christian literature circu.
lated through their agency. Mission presses had beei employed, and froin them,
within the last ten years, 16,000 publications had issued. Every possible expedient
hîad been devisi dJ for approaching the natives. English ladies in India hald estab.
lislhed Zenana missions, and 1,300 Zenata cla-ses were carried on by thein. Then
there were the Anîglo-Veriaîculatr schools, in whiclh the English language couli be
acquired, and vhich were of a Most important character, as they prepared tie native
youth for a more advanced education than they could receive elsewhere, and at ithe
sane time brin! them within Christian influences. The number of pupils, at lie
tne the report vas issued, in the Anglo-Vernacular ScIools. was 40,000. With
regard to the congregational work, the nunber of converts to Ciristianity in 1871
was 317,36.3, an4d of comimunicants 78,494. There were no fewer than 381 native
inimisters. Vernacular schools had been established, and were attended by the

Christian children of the poorer clssses. The nuinber reported in 1871 as attending
the schools was 66.000. lu the district of 'tnnevelly the numober of converts te tle
Churh of England alone was 58.851 ceomnu'icanmtts, i9,151 ; native ininisters, «'.
'lie W.mnser Reecw aditttted that the lndiant inîssionîs constituted the inust

briilhant pige in the history of missionary enterprise.
Ater t few remarks froin the Rev T. J. Iodgkinî, M.D.,a collection was then taken

up, and the Lord Bishop prononnced the benediction.

to labour in a laissionary Diocese, should be deprived of the privileges wyhich they
previously enjnyed, I feel it te o ny duty to request that their case May be taken
under consideration, and their actual position with reference to these funds clearly

2. But as the said uew Diocese is peculiarly a Missionary Diocese, and has not
yet any synodical organization for the management of its fends, or any corporate
powers enabling it to receive and hold such portion of thu Trust Fund of this
Diocese as might bu transferred te it, and as the number of the clergy of the said
newly created Diocese is yet small, tbey, (the clergy of said Diocese of Algoma),
sinild, in regard to their claim upon the two aforementioned funds, till further
action in the matter be taken by this Synod, renamn in the position in wrhich they
were prior to the creation of the said Dioce,e, subject, liowever, to ill the regula-
tions, by-laws, and canons of this Synod for tic administration of these Funds:
Provided aiso, that in the transference of any portion of the Trust Funds of this
Diocese to the Diocese of Niagara, the Commisoiers for effecting such transference
shall take into consideration whether tho ciergy of the Diocese uf Algona have, or
have not, a ciminu upon the Diocese of Niagara for a participation in the benefits of
the two aforementioned Funds proportionate to the ameount of saime transferred to
the said Diocese of Niagara.

The resolution of Synod uider which your Coi iittee was appointed will be
found on page 66 of Journal, and reads as follows:

176
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"That a Committee be appointed to consider and report to the next Synod a
schemne for assisting to raise money for Church building, and particularly as;to the
feasibility of aiding in procuring loans on favourable terms by the guarantee of the
Synod in cases where the Synod can bo duly secured."

Your Com mittee would report that the present funds of the Synod being trust
funds, the mode of whoue expeuditure and investment is rigidly prescribed, they do
not think that those funds could bo madt available for any such purpose.

Your Committeo would recommend, however, the formation of a distinct Fund,
to be called a ' "Churcli Building and Loan Fund," by means of which loans might
be obtained for Church building purposes, to be raised and administered as follows:

I.-OBJECTS OF FUND.

1. To assist congregations in effecting loans upon favourable terns on approved
security, for the erecting, enlarging, or repairing of buildings dedicated to Church
purposes, such as Churches, Mission Chapels, School Houses, Parsonages, and the
like, or for the purchase of sites and of buildings for Church purposes; also to
effect insurance on Church buildings; also to look out for and purchase or secure
the refusal of desirable Church sites, to be held ad internt by the Committee or
Society to be hereafter constituted and incorporated for the purposes above named.

I.-IIOW FOIMED.

1. By collections, subscriptions, legacies, loans-with or without interest-by
interest on mortgages, investments, rents, &c., insurance premiums, guarantee
notes, profits on sales, &c.

2. All the congregations of the Diocese shall be requested to subscribe to this
Fund.

3. It is believed that many liberal friends of the Church would be induced to give
small sume, or to lend larger amounts with or without interest, for the purpose of
Church extension, especially when they know that such sums, instead of being dis-
sipated in trifling free grants, would be re-employed year after year in helping
those who were trying to help themselves.

III.--IIOw ADMINISTELED.

1. By a certain number of trustees, not exceeding nine, to be elected annually by
the Synod, one-third of whom shall retire in rotation each year, but be eligible for
re-election. They shall, at their first meeting, elect their Chairman, and have
power to appoint or to remove any officers -who may be required to carry out the
work of the Society, and fix the terms of their remuneration.

2. In affording loans, preference, other things being equal, shall be given to those
applicants who have beon regular annual subscribers to the fund.

3. A certain proportion of the amounts previously subscribed by any congrega-
tion may, according as the circumustances of the fund shall permit, be applied to
the reduction of interest on any loan made by the Society to that congregation.

They therefore recommend that a Committee be appointed with power to carry
out the plan sugg'-ged in the report and to procure their incorporation as a Society
under the naime of " The Incorporated Church Building and Loan Society of the
Diocese of Toronto."

bc authorized te carry this recommendation into effect.-Carred.

Moved by Captain Blain, seconded by Dr. Hodgins,
Tiat in view of thealarming prevalence of evils arising from the use of spirit-

uous liquors as a beverage, this Synod would respectfully invite his Lord2hip the
Bishop of the Diocese te urge on his clergy the propriety of influencing all our
Suiday School children to a strict observance of total abstinence.-Carned.

The Provost of Trinity College subnitted the following resolution,
but as the Constitution required that sucth matters should be first sub-
mitted to the Executive Comnittee, he withdrew it with a view to refer
it tO that Comiittee:

That in aecordance with the suggestion of His Lordship the Bishop in bis
nddress te the S;rnod, it be resolved, that for the future the meetings of this Synod
be lield biennially, the interveniug years being appropriated for the meetings of a
Dioce-an Congress.

APPOINTMENT AND DUTIES OF THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE.

Section 19. There shall be appointed annually, as the first business in the
afternoon of the second day, an Executive Committee,to consist of the Bishop of the
Diocese, the Hlonorary Clerical and Lay Secretaries, and ton Clerical and ten Lay
menbers of the Synod (one half of each order of whom shall be appointed by the
Bishop, and the other half by a vote of the Synod), of whom seven shall forma a
quorum, and vho shall continue in office until their successors are appointed and
shall be called together by the Chairman [Secretary-Treasurer, section 24 (2)] or
any three members of the Committee.

In addition to the duties devolving on the Executive Committee, «frder the 20th,
21st, 22nd sections of the Constitution, the Committee shall also

(A ) Make an annual estimate of the probable expenses of Synod, and any
charges authorized by it (including contributions te Provincial Synod, when held)
and ansy balance due fron former Synods, and impose an assessment on the
several parishes and missions in the Diocese, at least equal in amount to said
estinate, so as net to allow such expenses and charges to encroach upon any
other funds of the Synod.

It shall also he the duty of the Coinnttee to assess the several Parishes and
Missions of the Diccese for all expenses authorized by the Synod. and for all other
purposes for vhich an assessment may bo ordered by the Synod.

(B.) Examine into the condition of all funds, moneys, and securities belonging te,
and under the control of the Syxiod: and to lay before the Synod annually, a detailed
statement of the results of their audit and examination of each separate fund-the
Com:,ittee tohave power te employ and pay an auditor or auditors, for the purpose
of naking the regular audit.

(C.> Exercise a strict supervision over the printing expenses of Synod, and vith
that view the Committee

1. Shall be responsible for the printing of all notices, documents, reports and
other matters, and shall see that the printing expenses of Synod be kept within
reasonable bounds. .

2. That no printing of Synod shall be done except by the order of the Synod,
or of one of the Ilonorary Secretaries, or of the Chairman of the Committee ; nor
shall any printing account be paid until passed by the Committee or by the Synod.

3. Thnt all printing for the Synod, its Officers and Committees, shall be by
tender, addressel to and accepted by the Committee, such tender te be publicly
invited wlhenever it mnay seeni expedient to the Committee, and in any case, as often
at least as once in every five years.

4. That all the printing of Synod, its Officers and Committees, shall be exe-
cuted by a Ier.oi chosen by the Committee from among those thus tendering,
subject to a scalo of charges te be adopted by the Committee ; and that the person
se to be appointed shall provide a surety or sureties for the due performance of his
work, acc ording to the terms of the contract with him and the prescribed regulations
of such Committee.

6. That a stated sun shall each year be voted by the Synod for defraying its
printing expenses ; and it shall be the duty of the Committec to stato in their annual
report the sum which they would recommend te bo so appropriated.

6. That the Committee shall have power to frame any furthier rules which
they may deem expedient for-the more effectuai carrying out of the above regulations,
provided always that nothing be dor.e contrary to any enactment or regulation of
the Synod.

(D.) Provide means for the collection of, and to colleet the -Goenral Purposes
Fund so far as they can in pursuanne of the By-lavs of the late Church Society, and
to manage the said Fund of the Synod on the same trusts upon which it wîas held at
the time of the incorporation of the said Church Society with the Synod, or in
accordance vith any By-law which mny hereafter bo adopted by the Synod, and
also to prepare in tabular forn the answers received froin the Clergymen having
cure of souls to the questions put to thein by the Bishop of the Diocese relating to
the statistics and condition of their several Cures, which shall afford (ainongst other
uses) a basis of an equitable Assessmenit for the expenses of the Diocese, and lay
such Table before the Synod in a conveniont forin for being printed as an Appendix
te the Annual Report.

(E.) Appoint a Committec of two members of Synod te ineet at the Synod Office
at least two days before the meeting of Synod, and examine the Certificates of the
Lay Representatives sent in to the Secretary-Treasurer by the respective Clergymen
in the Dincese, and prepare a Report thureon, to be placed in the hands of the
lonorary Lay Secretary on the opening of the Synod.

CLERGY COMMUTATION TRUST COMMITTEE AND ITS DUTIES.

Section 25. The Clergy Commutation Trust Committee of the Synod for the
management of the Clergy Commutation Trust Fund of the Diocese, shall consist
of ten members, one half of whom shall be Clergymen. of the Diocese who are on the
Commutation Fund, and the other lialf shall be uomiiated from among the Lay
-Representatives. The said Comi acttee shall manage, &c.

Section 26. The Committee on the Endowment of the See, the Rectory Laidlq,
and Land and Investment, shall consist-of five Clergymen, threo of wlhom shall be
Rectors of the original Governînent Rectories, and of five Laymen, nienbers of the
Synod whose duties shall be, &c.

MISSION BOARD AND THEOLOGICAL STUDENTS' FUND.

Section 27. The Mission Board shall consist of the Bishop, the Archideacons,
nine Clergymen, and nine Laymen, members of the Synod, one at least of each
order froi aci Rural Deanerr of the Diocese, &c.

Section 29. The Committee shall also have charge of, and administer, the
Theological Students' Fund, for the saine objects and upon the same trusts, for and
upon which it was hîeld and administered by the lite Church Society, or according
toany Dy-laws whichi may be adopted by the Synod for the administration of the
same, and shall report annually to the Synod the condition-of the said Fund and the
mode in which it bas been administered.

and some good as well might arise from those discussions. He thanked them for
the patience with which they had discharged their several duties, and expressed
great satisfaction at the results of the same.

The Minutes of the Synod were then read and adopted, and the Synod closed
vith the Benediction pronounced by his Lordship.

Report of the Executive Committee for the year ending 30th
April, 1875.

At the last meeting of Synod the following resolutions were referred to your
Coinmittee. with power to act upon them if approved tby the Committee:-

That twoà Civieal and two Lay members of the Synod bc appointed on motion
to take the votes of the members of the Synod.

"Tint a ballot box or boxes shall he provided to receive the votes. That upon
eaci neiber of ic Synod depositing his vote, a mark shall be placed opposite his
naine on the roll of tie order to which ie belongs. and that upon the requisition of
any thlree niembers uf the Synud, the numnber·of votes deposited shall he comipared
vith the rumiibei of thouse who have voted upon tc occasion. The scritineers shall

liand .î.ir trae votes tu the Secretaries of the Synod, wihose duty it shall be to pro-
serve tI.en until the election shall bc couipleted, aud then destroy them it the end
of the session.

- That in urder to secure greater urder and despatch in receiving and scrutinizing
the balluts required by the Constitution of Synod, a Committee bc appointed to frame,
under tIre approval of the Executive Committee, instructions for the guidance of
Scrutineers, and also suchr ruled and printed forns as they may deem expedient,-
the Coimmrittee to con-ist of the Ilonorary Secretaries and Rev Septiius Jones,
M.A.

Thîat in future meetings of the Synod of this Diocese, or so long as any
miembers of flic Executive Committee are elected by ballot, the ballot for election
of said .membere, and also that for the election of Delegates to the Provincial Synod,
bc taken at the saine time.

That the Executive Committec be requested to insert in the Annual Order of
Proceedings of Synod such rules and regulations for tire better observance of quiet
and general orderas they shall deem expedient."

Your Conmittee liaving given the above resolutions their careful consideration
have adopted tire following regulations, and beg leave to recommend them for adop-
tion by tire Synod, viz.:-

1. " That the election of delegates to the Provincial Synod, and of the clective
nemnbersq of the Executive Comnittee, shall take place at one ine ; that suci time
shall bc at one o'clock in the afternoon of the second day ; that the Synod shall
adjourn on tait day fron 1 to 3, during which adjourument the election shall
take place; and that the ballot shall clo'e at 3 o'clock.

lThat the Bishop bc requested to announce his nominations to the Executive
Comiittee immrrediately after the anouncement of tire Court on Coutested Seats.

2. " Thuat there shall be two Assessors. One ClericRl. (one of the Archdeacons),
the other a Laymran, to bc elected by tire Synod immediately after the election of the
Secretary-Treasurer. Their duty shall be to sec that the rules of order are pre-
servel, and that rder is kept during the Session.

3. " That all the seats bc numbered. Tiat aci meiber select a number, and
occupy thrat seat during the -ession, and not asldress the Synod, except from that
seat."

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APPENDIX B.

Report of the Clergy Commutation Trust Committee for the year

ending April 30th, 1875.

The Clergy Trust Committee beg leave te report as follows:-
Schedule A exhibits ail the first-class securities beld by the Trust.

Schedule B gives an approximate estimate of the present condition of the Fund.
Schedule C gives on approximate estimate of the charges on the Fund.

The annual interest on the first-class securities set forth in Schedule A amounts
te $28,870.75.

On account of the Fariner and deBlaquiere loan, we have been able te realize
in full the Laycock mortgage, amounting to $6,614.40 (which includes $1,000 of
the $2,000 referred to in our last report for timber cut), and a further sun of
$500 on the sane account ; in ail, $7,114.40, which bas been invested in debentures
aud added te the list of our first-class securities.

The Macqueen mortgage bas been foreclosed, and wo have been offered $5,000
for the promises, which have been valued at from $6,000 to $7,500, and we are
proceeding to effect a sale thereof.

This property, certain other lands valued at about $3,000, and $500 (being
the balance of the $2,000 for timber cut) are all that ve now hold to answer the
Farmer and deBlaquiere debt, the ainount of which the solicitors are settling, but
nothing definite bas, as yet, been arrived at in respect thereo".

Tihe land in rear of the Yonge Street block was sold for $1,500, which sale was
not carried out on account of a difficulty in obtaining possession of a smnall portion
of the lot. The premises have, however, been again sold for the sane sum, and
this sale is about te be completed at once.

Tihe property covered by one of the 'Hamilton mortgages bas been sold for
$1,000, and the purchase money will shortly be received. Endeavours are being
made to dispose of the other lots at such prices as will probably produce about
$2,000.

No portion of Mr. Caneron's debt has been paid during the past year, and the
prenionis on his life policies are unpaid te the extent of $940.52 for last year and
$337.76 for the year before. There is nQw overdue on his debt for principal money
to the first of last January, $6,000, and for interest to the samte date, .5,283.20,
independently of the ainount due for premiuns.

Mr. Grierson and Mr. Cameron faied in arranging the difficulties between
Mr. Caneron and the Committee, and the matter bas been since referred te the
solicitors of the Trust, with instructions te them to inake a settlement of ail
matters in dispute between the Trust and Mr. Cameron.

A bill las, since the failure of Mr. Grierson and Mr. Cameron te arrange the
claims in question, been filed by Mr. Grierson te compel the rendering of an account
of ail the dealings of the Conuittee vith the funds of the Trust.

The first-class securities reported by the Committee of 1869-1870, as received
an 1 elld by theni, amounted te $388,017.62, whiieh yielded for that year an actual
incomie of $21,130.60; and the expenditure for that year was $27,776.30. It is
ivith mnuch pleasure that we bave te report that the first-class securities beld by the
Trust at the present date anount te $492,196.96, showing in the past six years an
increase of $104,179.34 in the permanent and unexceptionable securities of the
Trust, which now yield an income of $28,870.75.

The Committee had the pleasure of reporting te the Bisiop during the past
jear that the Fund was in a position te pay the stipends of five additional clergy-
men at 8400 each per annum, whose names were accordingly added to the pay-list.

The death of the Rev. Canon Ramsay removed a charge of $1300 on the fund
and after the first of next July, when the last phyment under the by-law is made
to bis widow, the claims on the fund wili amount to $26,396.92; adding to this the
share of Synod expenses to be borne by this Trust, $1,000, and a sum for probable
legal expenses, $500, making in all $27,896.92, there remains a sum of $973.83
applicable to the purposes of the Trust. The whole of this amount cannot, however,
safely be applied towards the clainis of clergymen, as there are contingencies con,
nected vitb the realization of so large a fund as that in question, and provision ha-
at times to be made for the payment of the before mentioned preiniums. Durins
the past yenr these premiums to the extent of $940.52 have been advanced by thg
Trust, which with the .337.70 unpaid last year, make $1278.28, and would leave
$304.45 the actual sum short in the Income Account, in place of the apparent bale
ance of 8973 83 at the credit of tlis account. We expect that before long this suai-
for wbich Mr. Cameron has given his acceptance payable in a fev days, vill be
refunded, and thus this amount vill be available for the purposes of the trust.

It will be necessary at the ensuing meeting of Synod to naine a conmmittee on
belhalf of this Diocese to meet one appointed by the Diocese of Niagara to consider
the adjustnent of the Commutation Fund between the two Dioceses.

Report of the Mission Boaxd, for the year ending 30th April, 1875.
Duiring the past year the receipts fron the July, Jannuary, and Thanksgiving

collections, and from c-iections at Missionary meetings and-sevices, aountej te
S3895.79, being $128.31 less than the previous year's receipts ($4024.10) fron the
same sources. The receipts froi Parochial collections amounted to $5577.11, being
$2752.76 less Than the previous ,year's receipts from the saine source. The chief
cause of this deficiency, althougli other causes have operated to produoe it, bas
been the stringency of the times and the unusual scarcity of money. Yet it is hoped
that a special appeal in the early autumn, especially if it follows a satisfactory
harvest, will te a large extent, if not fully, supply this ý'ficiency. We shall enter-
tain the confidence that our Mlissionary operations will not be allowed to be crippled
or retarded, much less that a necessity should arise for diminishing the annual
grants to our Missionaries.

The expenditure during the past year embraces .12,995.90 granted to sixty- 1
three missions; $553 paid ta missionaries in tie Diocese of Algonia up ta lst July,
1874 ; $144.30 for Diagrais from England to be used at Missionnry Meetings, $530
on account of the liion House at Sheguaindah, Nlanitoulin Island ; and $2.81
on account of the stipend of the Bishop of Algona; and in order to meet the
demands upon the Mission Fund, it becan necessary to overdraw the account at
the Bank ta the extent of (on the 30th April, 1875,) $2875.31.

In June, 1874, the Synod Resolved-
" That, referring ta the passage in the Lord Bishop's address at the opening of

the Synod, recommending an assessment upon the varions parishes on behfalf cf the
Diocese of Algonia, the matter be placed in the hauds of the Mission Board of
vhich his Lordship is Chairman."

Pursuant to that resolution, the 'lission Board, at its meeting in August, 1874,
Resolved-" That. this Board, in accordance with the resolution cf Synod in reference
te the grant to the Diocese of Algoma, liereby request bis Lordship the Bishop ta
issue an appeal to the parishes of the Diocese of Toronto ta raise the anoutt of

2,.400." Also, "That the Secretary-Treasure- be instructed to advance one
quarter's salary due ta the iissionaries in Algona on the 1t of October next, in
accordance ivith the quota allotted to this Dioce.e, and charge the sane ta the
special fund to be raised for that purpose."

Since 1st July. 1871, the missionaries in the Diocese of Algoma have been paid
at the rate of $l,600 per annum up to lst April, 1875; but inasnuch as the receipts
fron the parochial colicetions. in answer to the Lord Bishop's appeal, and from the
collection on the Day of Intercession, have not sulliced to mieet this expenditure,
(the Algoma Mission Funîd accountt being overdrawn to the aiount of 8.502.91), the
paynents to those niissio)naries must be discontinuel unless further special provision
is made to meet that expenditure. Every effort, however, nust be made to meet
this engagement, inconvenient as it may prove: anl as it was assuned by the Dio-
cese of Toronto. as itstood a year ago, it is but a juist conclusion that the Diocese
of Niagara, recently separi.ted fron us, shotild assume its proportionate share of it.

li June, 1874, the Cominittee nppointed ta consider in what manner we nay
evince our duty as Churchimen, to aid. to sonie extent, in furnishing the ininistra-
tions of religion te our brethîren vlin have made the Province of Maiitoba their
bome, reconmended that tlis Diocesan Synod mnake a grant of $500 for this object,
with an earnest prayer that the Great lead of the Churcli nay bless this humble
effort to advance the spread of the Church in the Province of Manitoba.

'l bat recommendation hiaving been ndopted by the Synod, one-balf of the callee-
tion on the Day of Intercession wns, by the Lord Biishop's direction, applimd ce this
object.

The receipts froin that collection were only sufficieit to allow a paynent Of
$250 in nid of thoise nissions,and of the balance at credit of that accouint, ($129.2 8 )
ote-ialf is available for the same purpose, 84.64. leaving $185.36 still due on
account of the grant of -500. It ivill be iecessary for thie Synod ta iake provision
for the paynent of this balance.

200
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The Diocese of Niagara having been organized on the lst May last, it became
necessary to arrange for a division of the Mission Fund between the Dioceses of
Toronto and Niagara, se that the Diocese of Niagara might at once assume the
management of its ow.n Mission Rund.

This was effected by the Mission Board at its meeting on the 21st May, when
the following report was laid before the Board:-

" The Sub-Committee appointed to investigate the state of the Mission Fund, and
the mode of dividing the same between the Diocese of Toronto and the Niagara
Diocese, beg to report-:

"That the setting off of certain counties hitherto enbraced in the Diocese of
Toronto, as the Diocese of Niagara, took effect on the 1st May, current, and the
Committee have adopted the accounts of the Mission Fund, as elosed on 30th April,
as the basis of the calculation for the division of the Fund.

" On that date the Fend was in debt to the extent of $2,875.31, to which have to
be added sundry payments and obligations on last year's account, amounting to
$4,381.95. Against this there remained unpaid the Parachial and other Collections
from various Parishes to the amount of-for Toronto Diocese, $833.35, and Niagara
Diocese, $905.83, together, $1,789.18, leaving a balance of $5,518.08 at debit of
the Fund.

" The total charges on the Fund per annumx as per last pay-sheet, and including ex-
penses, are $15,776, being for Toronto Diocese $9,015, and for Ningara Diocese,
$6,761, or in the proportion of four-sevenths for the former, and three-seventlhs for
the latter; and this proportion, it is subnitted, is the correct basis for division.

"The invested Funds of the Mission Board amount to $11,755, independent of the
Niagara District Mission Fund, which belongs to the new Diocese.

" By the accompanying stateinent it will be seen that the amount now held by the
Synod in trust for the Niagara Diocese is $5037.43, besides the Niagara District
.lission Fund, amounting to $4,000, vhilst the sui to be made up by that Diocese,
as its share of the overdrawn balance, is $3,270.72. Should it be decided not to
credit the account with the unpaid collections, the amount payable by Niagara
Diocese will be $3,110.24 only, and by Toronto $4,147.02.

"The Committee inay add that it will be necessary for the Toronto Synod to c'n-
tinue in the position of Trustees for the Niagart Diocese in respect of the amount
of invested capital coming to them, until such time as they arc in a position to take
over the securities and discharge the Toronto Synod fromn the Trust.

amount to be charged to the Niagara Diocese on account of their share of the debt
is acknowiledged to be $3,110.24, and the amount of invested capital, independent
of the Niagara District Mision Fund belonging to the Niagara Diocese, is $5,087.43.
The Niagara Diocese to assume the payment of their Missionaries from1st April last."

During the past year sixty-three Missions have received ail from the Mission
Fund. Twenty-seven of these arc now einbraced within the Diocese of Niagara,
and there are now thirty-four missions on the Mission Board Pay-List of this Diocese.

Appended hereto is a statement of the receipts and expenditure of the Mission
Fund, Indian Mission Fund, and Algona Mission Fund; also, a comparative etate-
ment of the Parochial Collections for the last two years; also a list of the Missions
now receiving aid from the Mission Fund.

Report of the Widows and Orphans' Fund and Theological Students'
Fund Committee, for the year ending 30th April, 1875.

Tie productive capital of the Widows and Orphians' Fund stood in the Iast annual
Report at $19,506.29. Dy tihe addition of a legacy of $200 frou the late Mrs,
Wiceler, of Toronto, id oi $98 16 from the Special Appeal Fund, )with a small un-
invested balance of $68.38, the vhole amount is now $19,872 88.

Tie incone account siews receipts of $5259,93 against an expenditure of $4721.81,
wiici ivotld have left a balance to credit of $538.18, had it not been absorbed by
an overdrawn balance of$6i82.49, on the 30th April, 1874, now reduced to $144.81.

The general collection of last October anuunted to $3001.93, being $681.76 more
than that of the previous year. Your Committee, therefore, deened themselves
jurstitied in re-placing on their former scale those annuities vhich had been reduced
on the 1st April, 1874 ; the paynents in full conrrcncing on the 1st January last.

Tire number of widows on the pension list remains the sane as in the last Report,
nanmely, twenty ; one widow. AMrs. Phillips, having died in October Int, at the
ndranced age of 90 years and 5 months ; and another, the widow of the late Canon
Ranmsay, having since been placed on the list, her pension commencing on the 1st
October next. Tie number of Orphans on the list is nineteen.

No correct estimate of the probable income and receipts of the current year can
be made till the proportion of the Fund and of its liabilities to be transferred to the
new Diocese of Niagara shall have been ascertained.

Your Committee report, in accordance vith the requirement of the Widows and
Orpians' Funtd By-law (section 3), that the following Clergymen have omitted to
make the October (1874) collection for the Widows and Orphans' Fund, viz : Revds.
Wl S. Westney (Streetsville), T. S. Cartwright (Ancaster), E. J. 14ssenden (Fergus ,

Report of General Purposes, Statistics, and Assessment Commaittee
fic General Purposes, Statistics, and Assessnent Committee beg leave ta

Report as follows:-

I. INco.e, EXPN)ITUISE, ANn GRANTS TO CnuncusS AND PARSONAGES.

The fusnds at the dipusail f your committee during last year amounted to
5,912.s3 <nscludissg a balance from the precedinsg year of $30t), and the expendi.

turc te -5,8i2,88, leaving a balance to next year's account of 899.80.
The 'um of $400 has been expended during the year in grants to churches and

parsonnges, particulars of which will be ascertained on reference to the detailed
statement of receipts and expenditure appended hereto.

Il. STA.TISTIcs.

Tise diocese, at the commencement of this year, comprised 134 parishes and
missions, froni 9t of which returns have been received, whici are, however, in seve-
ral instances exceedinsgly incomplete. As the committee are required to msake an
equitable assessinent for the expenses of the diocese, they are placed in very great
difficulty in consequence of the non-compliance by so many parishes with the
requirement of tIse Constitution of the Synod, that ' every clergyman having cure
of souls should ansswer the questions put to them by the Bishop of the diocese,
relating to the statistics and condition of their several cures." Objections were
made in former years to the number and supposed inquisitorial character of the
questions proposed, and to their having been proposed entirely to the incumbents.
To meet those objections the committee revised and simplified the questions, refer-
ring to the churcnivardens sueh as hlad reference chiefly to the financial condition of
the parisies or missions; and they hoped that by so doing there could have been no
hebitatitons in >ending suitable replies, but they regret to state thsat their hoves have
not becns renized. Statistics, to be of any advanstage to the diocese, should be, as
far as posible, full and comipikte, and when nearly one-Iailf of the parisies or
missions uf the dilcee,--and somne of these the most important anmosg themn-
neglect to disciarge tisir duty in this respect, nny tabular returns of the condi-
tion of the diocebe mssust preesnt a very nperfect assd inadequate idea nf the state of
the Church withiin isi, lourtd2. Tise commntsittee append to this report the naimes of
the parises and rs-Qions that have nieglected to imake their returns.

From the returns now made the comnittee are enabled to glean the following
particulas-, vhich they think will be interesting to the Synod:

Cuiiecus. There are in the parishecs and missions fromt whi'ýh reports have
beei received 15 lrick cinircisc, 1 nud-brick, 16 stone, 1 concrete, 93 franie, 5 log,
and .5 naterial nsots peified. Total 16G, of the estimated value of 3526,883.
Four new clsurscshes bîase been ereeted nithin the year, at a cost of $7,5u(). One
hsuitred and ten eiurcit s are altogether frece, and a large sunber have their sents
iree lurinsg tise eveinsg srices. Prce-lings of vestry meetings are in general
properly recrrded, anl the churchwardens' accounts correctly kept; but in the
greater numiber of tIse parises and minusions the requirement of the Church Temspo-
ralities Act witlh regard to tIse citsrciwardiess' accounts being sworn to by the out-
going wardens does lat seei to be coimplied with ; tIse tsuai practice being to pro.
sent thswe accounasts to auditors pbrevitus to the vestries, or to pass tieta without
beinei audited. ls vie-w ft tisS :snlll othIer anonalies of, and difliculties in carrying
out, the provisios- of the t lsurci Tessmporalties Act (whsicl was passed upwards of
30o vears agn, before Synois were consstituted). the comnittee would respectfully
suggest tiat a nissmorial be p)resenited to the Provincial Parliaient et its next ses-
siot, praying tiat the pover ennterred by the Act 29, 200 Vic., ci. 15, on the Pro-
nvial Synod be conferred upon the ierorporated Synod of the Diocese of Torounto.

bNiNîTA S'.Rcvle-. Divine ervice w-as ield in the !it parisies and
missss reptrting 14,1,7 tusses; 12,773 timues on Sundays and iolidays, and
2,203 on weekdays: in tIse diîcharge of these duties devolving on the Ciergy, they
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have travelled upwards of 53,775 miles. The number of communicants reported
in 79 of those parishes and missions is 6,809, witl an average attendance of 2,581 ;
there were 865 new communicants, and 497 died or removed from the parishes;
2.762 were admitted into the Church by baptism, 137 of whom were adulte, and
2,625 infants: 1,120 ratified their baptismal vows in the rite of Confirmation;
641 marriages were solemnized ; 1,510 persons were consigned te their last resting-
places according to the iites of our Church ; and 30,169 ministerial visits were
paid.

Fi-ANcss. From the incompleteness of many of the returns on the subject of
finance, it is impossible to gain a correct idea of the actual financial condition of the
parnbes or missions, or of the aggregate suin paid towards ministerial stipends, or
even to arrive at an approximation thereto: it is satisfactory, however, to see that
in the large majority of the parishes reported the minister's stipend is fully paid;
some few appear to be defaulters, and several are heavily in arrears to their Incum-
bents. The amount of revenue received in the reporting parishes from Endow-
ments, Pewrents, Offertory, and Subscriptions to Ministers' Stipend was $80,-
049.46, from which was paid for ministerial services the sum of $50,920.83. The
Christmas Offertory, whicb, by vote of Synod, is paid to the Incumbent, reached, in
those parishes, the suam of $2,965.7G.

PARsoNAGEs. In 45 parishes or missions there have been parsonages er2cted
or purchased: of these 16 are brick edifices, 4 stone, 21 frame, 3 log, and 1 con-
crete, of an aggregate value of 379,400. In 4 parishes, in which are no parsonages,
the parishioners pay the rent of the Inicumbents' residences. As the stipends of
the Clergy are in general very small, the committee venture to express the hope
that the Christian liberality of meimbers of the Church may be largely put forth in
the erection or purchase of parsonages as provided in the Canon passed by the
Synod on this subject.*

111. ASSESs1ENT.

As the assessuents of previous years were based on no fixed principle, and
struck froi the real or supposed knowledge of the parishes o missions by members
of the commnittee, many anomalies occurred, through the overcharge of feeble par-
ishes, or the insufficient assessment of parishes that were capable of paying a much
larger sum than was laid upon thei, and numerous objections ivere consequently
made by sucl parishes as thouglt that they were too heavily assessed; the commit-
tee therefore took the matter into consideration, nnd after mature reflection, arrived
at wliat they thought an equitable principle on which te strike an assessment. This
principle is that of a graduated scale of the several parishes and missions, based on
the total income arising fron Endowments, Pewrent, Offertory, Subscriptions to
Ministers' Stipend, Clerical Commutation, and the Mission Fund grant As a great
nuuber of the returna sent in last year gave no information on these points, the
ceiniittee issued a circular requesting such information, and on the reccipt of
replies from 96 out of the 134 parishes in the Diocese, proceeded to strike the
:Isessmeint, grounding their conclusions vith regard to those that snade no returns
on zuci information as they could prccure froi other sources. As only two par-
i ohs, one of which is in the Diocese of Niagara, have made any objections te the
amaount fer which tbey were assessed, the committee consider that the principle on
which the assessment was struck has met with the gencral approval of the
pasishes (f the Diocese.

As upwards of 40 of the parishes that vere thus assessed have, since the strik-
ing of the assessment, been set apart as the Diocese of Niagara, the committee con-
sider that those parishes should not be liable te the full year's assessment, but only
to suchi a proportion as shall cuver the period from the commencement of the Synod
year tu the consecration of the Bishop of that ]iocese, together with their share of
the arrearage of former years; they therefore recomncd that, in accordance with
the precedent laid down at the formation of the other Dioceses, the balance of the
assessment for the period betwncs the date of the consecration of their Bishop and

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the closo of the Synod year, shall be handed over to the Synod of the Diocese of
Niagara, and that this committee be authorized to carry this recommnendation into
effect.

The oommittee further suggest that the Lord Bishop bu respectfully requested
to-provido a form of prayer to be used by all commtittees in opening their proceed-
inge.

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APPENDIX G.

Report of the Sunday School and Book and TractlCommittee.

Sunday School Business.

The Committee presented, last year, an amended plan of Sunday School
Lessons for 1875-6, being the first of a series, forming altogether a Four Years'
Scheme of Lessons, which has been completed, and will be brouglit to a close at
the beginning of Advent in the current year. This plan is again submitted this
year, withi a slight change, which will facilitate its use in those schools in which the
paper of Sunday School Lessons has beeu introduced.

The Committee have reason to believe that the Scheme bas been of very great
service not only throughout the Diocese, but beyond its limits, matcrially assisting
the endeavours of those members of our Churcb, who devote theinselves to the
important service of communienting religious instruction to the young.

The plan prepared last year by the Conmmittea for the holding of Sunday
School Conventions bas been acted on since the last meeting of Synod in the Iural
Deaneries of East and West Simcoe. The Convention was attended by the Lord
Bishop of the Diocese (who preached at an evening service held on ilie first day of
the meeting,) and by thirteen of the Clergy.

Papera were read by Rural Dean Stewart on "Rewards and Forfeitures in our
Sunday Schools ;" by Rural Dean Lett, who also gave examples of teaching by the
Black Board; by the Rev. Mr. Murphy, on '<Sunday School Publications for Use
Among Children ;" by J. C. 'Morgan, E sq., on Sunday School Musie, and by the Rev.
A.1H. lBaldivin, who had kindly gone from Toronto to attend the Convention, on

Children's Services."

The Committee venture to express their conviction that these conventions are
calculated to be productive of much good, by furnishing opportunities for an inter-
change of the results of individual experience between those who are engaged in
the care of Sunday Schools, by giving useful information, theoretical or practical, in
the form of papers carefully prepared for the purpose, and by awakening among
all who attend them a more lively and intelligent interest in a great work. ivhich,
witlout sucli encouragement, is but too likely to be neglected, or to be performed
in a feeble and perfunctory manner. The Conmmittee, tlierefure, trust that they may
be enabled to report next year that such mcetings have been held in every Rural
Deanery in the Diocese, and that no local discouragements may deter those, ivithi
whom the inatter rests, from making the attempt, as they are assured that friends
fron a distance would villingly lend their aid, if necessary, to make snch gatherings
profitable and pleasant.

The Comnittee further suggest that if periodical examinations of cliiîdren,
selected fr >n the several classes by the tcalhers, as the best of their respective
clsses, were conducted either by the Clergyman or by some vell-qualificl person
whose services lie nuy be able to secure, such examinations would act as a very
wholesone spur to the studies of the children ; more especially if prizes were given
awarded not only according to the results of the exaninations, but also in recogni-
tion of regular attendance and good conduct. The Conmnitice are of opinion that
each exanmination should cover the lessons whivc have occupied the children in the
Sunday School during the interval between it and the last.

Book and Tract Business.

The number of parishes and schools aided during the year was 41.

APPENDIX I.

Report of Printing Committee, 1875.
Your (cmmittee have spared neither tinie nor labor in vigilantly scrutinizing

every item of expenditure, and examining, by the valuable aid of Mr. Samuel
Tlhonpson (one of their nuimber), thc minutest details of the printer's accounts.

The outlay for printing still continues, however, to be heavy, and in aiming at
the faithiful disclarge of our trust, we have been reluctnntly compelled to demurto
certain items incurred by other Conmittees. In one special case vwe took exception
to the expensive formin wu vhich the printing had been done by order of a (Commsnittec,
at a cost of $47. which amount, however, was very hanisomely refunded, as a
donation, ly onue member of* that Conimtece. lt is obviously undesirable that such
things shtould frequently occur.

We woubl, therefore, rupecftfully recom:end that it be made a standing regulation
of Yllod that no printing be order ed exct thruugh the Secretaries or the Chair-
man oif the Printing Comnitteead that no printing account be paid util pussed
by that Committee.

Experience has also shown that, with a view to econony, it would be well to
confer upon the Printing Comnmittee sone di'cretioinary poivers in regard to con-
densing reports 'of Committees fer publication, afier conference with the Chairmtn
of such Conittees.

Yur Committee would also ak permisior,. whenever it may scen expedient to)
itheu, tio zet aside, for a period nt exeeeding five years, the reguation requiring
themn to ndvertise nmînually for tenders.
ce a .nicacure of economy, the Toronto Diaresa Garette may be regarded as suc-

There were iscued of Nos. I. and I. 1.5110 copies each, with a view to their
circuintion tliroughîout the entireec!îsi;tical province, but of Nos. IlI., IV., and
V. only 750 copies each, as our h.pes <if thus gaiing mny additional subscribers
were not ftulfihled.

No. VI., cnmnpleting the volume. ivill contain a portiou ; the proceedings of
Synod, which. being cnntinued in fullowing uimber-, ivll carr. out the special lesign
contemphtedl last year of naking it n more popular substitute for the fcruier
journal, without inicreased expense.

We w'ould recommenl the appropriat.on %if .550 in order to continue the publica-
tion for ainother year.

Rsolutions, enbuidying the foregoing recommendationp, will in due course be
presented for your upprnva!.

ReMud«'-

1. 'fhat there %hall po a Standing Committeo of Synod appointed at each session thercof, whicn
shall le responsible for the printing of all notices. documents, reports amt other matters, and shail
sec that the printing expeuses of Synod be kept within reasonablc bounnds.

II. That no printing of Synod shall be done except by the orderof the Synod or of one of the
çecretaries, or of the Chairmnan of the Printing I. onniittee ; nor -hall aniy printing account he paid
until p:ased by that Coniittce or by the Synod.

III. t. t It shall b competent for the Printing Committee, tifter conference with the Chair-
man of aniy other Coiiittte, to conlense for publication the reports of such Conunsittee when the
printing of thei at full length N ou d seem to involve an unnecesarily hcavy expense.

IV. That ail printing for the Synod, its Oflicers and Committees, shall be by tender, addrcssed
te and accepted by the Printing Coimmîittec, such tender to he publicly invitedi whenever it nay
seca expelhent to tie Conimiitte. and in auy case, as ofenc at Ieast as once in every five years.

V. That all the printing of Synod, its Officers and Connittecs. shall b excuted by a person
chossn byv the Committec froi amaong those thus tendering, suibject to a seale of charges to be
adopted by the Commnittee; ansd that the person so to be appointeid shall provide a surety or sureties
for the due performance of his work. according tu the ternis of the contract with him and the pre-
scribed reilations of such Commnittee.

VI. Thiat a statedi sumi shall cachtyear beoted by tho Syniod for defraying ils pirinting expeniscs;
.snd it shatlbe the duty of the Printing Cominittec to state in their atmual report the sui which
they wsould recomnend to be su appropriated.

VII. That this Committeo shall have power to frame any further rules whichi they- mliay deem
expecdient for the iore effectuail carrying out of the above regilations. provided always that nothing
lie done cnttrary tu any enactment or regulation of the Synod.
