The subject of one of
our engraving in this
issue, "Thomas Barnett,
Esq.," proprietor of Ni-
agara Falls Museum, was
born near Birmingham,
England, in the year
1799, and emigrated to
Canada in 1824.

Forty years ago he
founded the museum at
Niagara Falls, which is
unsurpassed (as the col-
lection of one indi-
vidual) lu the world, and
Canada should feel proud
of having such a magni-
ficent collection it to
grace any capital of
Europe.

It contains several
galleries of large dimen-
sions, each well filled
with curiosities, animals
fron the smallest to the
most gigantic size, birds
of every known kind, be-
ing espcially rich in
this department; rep-
tiles and tishes of every
description., &c., &c, &.;
but perhaps the most re-
markable and interest-
ing feature in the mil-
seuma is the collection of
Egyptian antiquities,
mummies, &c., some of
which lived over 1,500
years before Christ : one
of these is without doubt
in the most perfect pre-
servation of any ever
braught from Egypt.

Mr. Barnett has done
much for the progress
of knowledge by throw-
ing open bis museum to
all public schools of
Canada and the United
States free; and his pub-
lic spirit and enterprise
bave added important
features to the attrac-
tions of that beautiful
place, Niagara Falls.
