THE BUDGET SPEECH.
Tàe Budget Speech delivered on 2nu inst. is some-

what a curiosity. It contains no defence of the existing
tari, nor any announcement of changes of duties, or
mode of collecting them. Until the Commission on
international affairs has ended its labours the tarif is
to be left severely alone. For this manufacturers, im-
porters, and merchants generally will be thankful. In
tarit! matters they usually, "rather bear those ills" they
have, than "fly to others" that they know not of. The
Finance Minister being precluded from. tarif allusions
had to content himself with rather meagre fare for a
Budget speech. His address was mainly a défence of
the financial operations of the Governinent.in the past
year. There are snch obvions errors in the published
reports of the speech, that ie hesitate to make com-
ments upon it until it appears in Hansard, with the re-
visionary corrections and additions of the Finance
Minister. He claims to have a surplus för 1897-98 of
$1,722,712 left ont of a total revenue of $40,555,238.
This maikes the expenditure on Consolidated Fund ae-
count to have been $38,832,526. An increase over this
was announced as being estimated for next year. The
increase in revenud over i896-7 was 2. millions, being
l inmillions more than was anticipated. For the current
year endiiig 3Oth June next Mr. Fielding stated that
the.reveuue was expected to be $10,63.2,398, and expen-
diture $42,026,028. If these estimates are both realised
the revenue for 1898-99 will exceed that of 1897-98, by

THE GROWTH OF BITISH COLUMBIA.
British Columbia was very coy when first approached

by Canada with proposals for union. Even the suitor
was discouraged from pressing his advances by soine
members of his faiily, who thought the alliance not a
good match. When the iron bond was being projected,
for binding British Columbia with the eastern members
of Confederation, the Pacific Province was souglit to be
belittled by being described by one eminent Canadian
as only " a sea of mountains." Since then the bond bas
been constructed, and not only has British Columbia
proved to be a splendid addition to the Dominion in re-
gard to commerce and maritime wealth, but, the " sea
of mountains' has turned out to be a source of incalcu-
lable riches. The Kootenay hills, the rivers, the splen-
did ports, are pouring ever increasing treasure into the
lap of Canada, while Alaska, which is only an exten-
sion of British Columbia, is producing gold, almost
"beyond the dreams of avarice."

Within the last three years the advance of the Pa-
cifie Province lias been greater, in proportion, than that
of any other part of the Dominion. The following
comparative statement shows how great and rapid this
advance has been

The value of the fisheries of British Columbia has
been increasing rapidly in the last twenty years. In
18906 the total value of the fishing products was esti-
mated at $104,697. In the next ten years, the largest
yield was in 1882, the amount being, $1,842,615, and
lîe yearly average for that period was $1,180,900.

From 1887 to 1897, 11 years, the average was $3,607,-
000. Besides these marketable products of the Fraser
River, B.C., there was an enormous amount consumed
as food by the Indians and others engaged in fishing
and canning, the number of fishermen alone being over
20,000.

Froin 1896 to 1898 the foreign trade of the Province
advanced froni $16,142,789 to $25,609,980, which is an
increase of 52.45 per cent, the increase for the whole
Dominion, in sanie period, being under 28 per cent.
The total registered tonnage of all vessels which en-
tered outiwardsfor seac, with cargoes, at the ports of
British Columbia froin June, 1897, to June, 1898, was
as follo.w:

Considering that the total population of the Province
is only from 150 to 160 thousand, the volume of foreign
trade done through the ports of British Columbia is ex-
traordinary, being, we believe, unparalleled for so smali
a community.

A CHAPTER IN CANADIAN BANKING
HISTORY.

The history of banking in Canada has yet to be
vritten. Contributions towards it have been published,

some considerable interest which have appeared in the
Journal of the Banker's Association. These for the
most part have consisted of compilations from records
more or less of an official, or publie nature. The history
which is needed would embrace not only such materials,
but those which could be furnished by bankers and
others who have in their minds a storehouse of most in-
teresting and historically valuable memories of bank-
ing incidents. The recent inauguration of a Chair in
Queen's University, Kingston, called " The Sir John A.
Macdonald Chair of Political Economy," called out a
narrative by Mr. George Hague, of two very striking
incidents in the history of Canadian banking, which
are so extremely interesting we place them on record
where they will be available for any future historian of
Canada. We give them in Mr. Hague's own words with
slight excisions of immaterial matter. He said :

" The Commercial Bank whose headquarters were at
Kingston was a great bank in its day. But misfortunes
overtook it, and after a gallant struggle it closed its
doors. I was Cashier (Manager) of the Bank of Tor-
onto at the time. Instantly a panic spread over the
country, which was particularly severe in Toronto. For
suecessive days the doors of the Bank of Toronto and
some other banks, were blocked - by an excited crowd.
The panie at length became so severe that it was pro-
posed to suspend specie payments over the whole coun-
try. That course I vigorously opposed. I said to the
Board of the Bank of Toronto, that we should pay out
our last dollar before we would degrade ourselves by
such a course,as ve should have done. Next day a sud-
den relief came. Sir John A. Macdonald was Prime
Minister. Hie intervened personally and declared the
panic must be stopped. To effect this lie ordered by
telegraph ail the offices of the Government ail over the
country, Custom Houses, Post Offices, &c., to accept the
notes of all banks whose doors were open. When this
order became known, the panic rapidly subsided. Within
twenty-four hours after Sir John had intervened ail
disturbance had ceased, hundreds of merchants were
saved from insolvency and the business of the country
went steadily on as usual.

So much for the statesmanlike.courage and prevision
of Sir John A. Macdonald at a grave financial crisis.
Mr. Hague then narrated what he said was, I an even
more important" incident than-the above in the1follow-
ing words

Some years ago the Finance Minister of the day had
determined to alter the whole system of the bank circu-
lation of Cana.da and assimilate it to that of the United
States. At that time the American system.was regarded
as the very aeme of perfection, but some bankers, of
whom I was one, were convineed thatit was highly un-
suitable to the circumstances of Canada, and if carried
into effoct here, would lie mÔst disastrous. I may say,
that time has vindicated this judgment. The bill to
affect the proposed change was read a first and second
time and was sent to comiitte. Meaawhile thebanks
interested were doing everything. possible to aveitthe
calamity that threatened the country. Many miembers
of Parliament on . both sides. the House sympatised
with them. At length Sir John put out his hànd àd
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practically over-ruled his Fidance Minister. An ar-
rangement was ultimatély arrived at of a satisfactory
character. The great evils that would have resulted
were entirely 'prevented, and Canada has since then
enjoyed what is confessedly one of the best systems of
bank circulation in the world.

Such displays of sound judgment in deciding iii one
case upon the wisest course to take for terminating a
financial crisis, and in another case, for preventing a
damaging blow being dealt at the banks and through
them at the general commercial interests of Canada,
render it most appropriate for a Chair of Pohtical
Economy to be associated with the memory of so saga-
cious a statesman as the late Sir John A. Macdonald.

SCOTCH WHISKEY.
Scotch whiskey has become a far more popular bev-

erage in recent years than ever before in Canada. A
similar change in public taste has also been shown in
England, and even in Ireland it is competing hard with
the native product. One consequence has been such an
increased demand that the production of Scotch whis-
key has been developed largely in excess of the con-
sumption and trouble has been caused to some leading
distillers,.

Owing to this spirit having become so popular, the
Canadian public has been made acquainted with a large
variety of brands hitherto unknown, some of which, it
is believed, are better known in Canada than north of
the Tweed. At Hamburg there is a very largó trade
done in preparing and bottling spirits for the foreign
market, chiefly the East Indies. Those engaged in- this
trade in Hamburg, are offering. to supply any brand of
whiskey at prices less than one-half the current prices
at the distillery from whence thèse goods nominally
come. They seem to have the cunning of the great
French conjurer, the late Robt. Houdin, who used,
from the same bottle, to pour out a variety of liquors.
His bottle was, however, "not in it' with Hamburg
casks, out of which. are, drawn thousands of bottIes
daily of any brand of whiskey known to consumers.
The same spiritis run off into bottles of different shapes
all labelled and corked and capsuled in exactly the
same style as the differeut distilleries adopt. The only
treatment given to differentiate bne brand from an-
other is, a few drops of a colouring or flavouring chemi.
cal, the spirit in each bottle being exactly the same
which is nothing more than .a coarse liquor distilled
from potatoes. Whether any of the innumerabli
new brands of Scotch whiskey which have recently ap
peared in the Canadian market have been concocted ai
Hamburg, we do not say.. But it.is.very remarkable to
note the very great variety in the qualities of Scotcl
whiskies bearing the same brand, so far as the labels oi
tLhebottles go.

There is ground for siispecting that an enormoui
amount of Scotch whiskey is retailed in this city which
neyer came from distillers ivhose nanes are on th,
botties from which it is poured out to consumers
There is a large amount-of "blending" dane here
against which no objection can be raised when the aif
ferent spirits are of equally high quality. But it is no
so. as some dealers mix a genuine Scotch whiskey witi
a low qnality.of alcohol, so as to secure the flavour o
Scotch, for.which the blend is sold, of which the mix
ture is a base imitation. It is even alleged,-that with
slight colidring tintuie and a modium of creosote

-horribile dictu-any white whiskey can be made to
pass as.genuine Scotch. Even Canadian distillers have
found their bottles to be continuously re-filled with a
cheap spirit, by which fraud their trade and reputation «
have been injured. If they, who have agents in every
community in Canada, find it almost iipossible to pre-
vent such frauds, we may be sure that the numerous
Scotch distillers are quite powerless in preventing
bottles bearing their label, being continually replen-
ished with a spirit which was concocted in the cellar of
the fraudulent vendor.

The excise law of Canada forbids and prevents the
retailing of native whisky under a certain age. But
there is nothing to prevent Scotch whisky coming out
to Canada fresh from the still, and being retailed when
only a few weeks old. The bottles filled and sent out
by the more reputable and popular Scotch distillers,
state the age of the contents. There are however
others which carry no such guarantee or statement.
The spirit comes out here in bulk, is usually treated to
suit the local taste, by blending or the addition of
chemicals, and then bottled and labelled so as to appear
to have come direct from a Scotch distillery.

Genuine Scotch whisky is made from malt alone, it
is a " malt liquor" .as much as is beeir. The malt is
crushed under cylinders, and the quantity to be mashed
is placed in a pan to which water is added at 170 deg.
Fahrenheit. The whole is then agitated for several
hours and after soine time, the worts are drawn off to
one-third .the quantity of water which was added.
Af ter similar treatment and adding hotter water, more
worts are drawn away. The infusions are then cooled to
about 70 or 80 degrees. After further cooling a portion
of yeast is introduced, and fermentation commences,
and all is ready for distillation, which begins when heat
is applied. The first distillation produces low wines,
which are re-distilled at a lower temperature by which
the product is cleared of part of tho water and fetid
ails held in solution. Farther distilling is needed to
secure whisky-of the great purity and strength which
are characteristics of the best brands of Scotch whisky.
Their extra cost is accounted for by the more expensive
processes to whicli they have been subjected in com-
parison with cheaper blends, and by the retention of
these finer spirits for several years before being placed
with retailers.

The importations of spirits from Great Britain in
1894 amounted to $402,814, in 1896 to $440,204, in 1897
$425,057, and last year to $578,809, an increase since
1894 of $170,995, which equals 42.45 per cent. In 1894
the excise revenue on-Canadian whisky was $4,133,638,
and in 1898, $3,593,980 although the duty was larger
than in 1897. The quantity of spirits produced in

n Canada in 1897 was 2,279,958 proof gallons, andin 1898
1,753,186 pro6f gallens. Tlese statistices seem indica-

s tive of their having been a large decline in the produc-
1 tion and -demand for Canadian whisky and a propor-
e tionate increase in the importation of Scotch.

'A 1E W FIRE PROTECTION MATERIAL.
t The danger ofa fir.e spreadiag from one building to anl-

other through the windows is a familiar one, such an incident
f is of daily occurrénce. Although some windows and doors
- may be protected by iran shutters there are far more tO

a which these shields against the spread of fire. cannot be at-
tached. , Dwelling bouses and oiees are more especiallyex-
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sain t s eet. Tbe work of a fire'brigade is often eb-.
Îtructed by flanes roshing through windows, 'the glass and
'fràmes of which quickly disappear wben exposed to flame and
lieat. A mode of treiting glass has been devised which, it is
claimed, prevents its collapse under fire. It is even said to
'ba more effective in stopping the spread of fire than iron
shutters, whicb, it is well known, of tan are so warped by'
biéat as te lose their usefulness. The new method is to in-
,sert within glass a net work of wire, which is embedded in
the body of the glass. This is donc either by, as it were,
"andwiching wire-work between two sheets of glass, or, by
placing the wire.work in it when in a mnolten state by
which it is se thoroughly incorporated into the sheets
as te b inseparable. It is claimed that glass so treated
vill •esist the action of fire, an] of water thrown upon
it when the glass is so intensely hot that ordinarily it
üvòuld break to pieces. 'Tests have beau made at Pittsburg,
Philadelphia and Brooklyn before the local underder-
:writers which they regarded as demonstrative of the power
'f this kind of glass to stand firm under the most in-
tense beat. Mr. Edward Atkinson, the well-known writer,
who is president of a Boston fire insurance company, bas so
far satisfied hinisalf of the protebtive power of this material
that ha reconmnends its use, "wherever it is desirable to put
In a fire-ratardent material." The obstruction of liglit is
satedl to be only slight; His judg'Rent it stengly endersed
by other presidents and underwriters. Tua danger iiithis
city arising froin some of our narrow lanes and streats,
which flames and lieat have beau known to cross and set
opposite buildings afire, an example of which we had last
wint'r, suggests the desirability of our property owners and
insurance companies investigating this new material and
-adopting it, if found to be as represented.

SPRING FRESHETS IN THE WEST.

London, Brantford and other cities in Ontario, are, like
Montreal, liable te damage froin spring floods, and ice jams
i' the rivers on which they are situated. In London some of.
ficials contend that the floods of the Thames at that point are
as uncontrollable as those of the St. Lawrence at Montreal,
notwithstanding the following fact. An ice jam having car-
ried away part of the permanent dam used to supply power,
for pumping to the city, reservoir, situated on the river four

-miles below, the regular spring freshet did net rise to within
five feet of the high water mark since, and consequently little
or no damage was sustained for the first time during the

* twenty years of the existence of the dam.
It bas been claimed that this hitherto permanent dam, the

crest of which at that point is 18 feet froi the river's bed,
did not, wh1en the river was at flood, raise the baight of the
*water at and.in the neighborbood of the city, particularly in
that part ivhich, until last year was the village of London
West. :The reconstruction of the dam is now under consider-
ation)by the water commissioners, and it is stated that .their
engineer recently visited Montreal.to obtain expert. engineer-
ing assistance in solving the problem of obtaining .power
froin the dam, and at the sane time preventing further dam-
age by floods. This would ba a comparatively easy task by
any engineer exgerienced in the construction of canal locks,
as it does not require expert knowledge to know that a par-
manent dam across a river must necessarily and naturally
raise the .iaight of the water above it in the time of
freshets, by.destroying tie natural fall of the level of the
river, and thus it wil 'naturally sooner or later destroy
the water power by causing the leval of the river, which is
tbereby made.lower than the crest of tise dam, to be fillad up
to the level o the crest. -This happened to the dam .which,
to ba made effective for the pumping macbinery, bas for
several years been supplemented by splasi-boards during
the summer months. The freshets of the Thames river are
practically uncontrollable, but the damage donc by theom at

London canbe avoei]d in a manner which isnot p, tsblà '-àt
Montreal.

In France the universal adoption of moveable *airs
throughout the Seine basin enables the flow of the river o be
left unimpeded during winter floods, and the warnings sent
to the weir keepers of the approach of a sudden flood, seeures
its rapid passage through the weirs. Wherever the height
of the water is raised by artificial obstructions in the riier
the corporations, or persons' suffering damage, have thZi -
selves to blame, and this seems to be the case at Lonàài
whatever may be the facts as to other places in Ontario.

SUMMfER HATS.

The favor which the crash linen bat foun d awaiting its
coming late last season as a friendly rival of the time-
honored straw, bas caused it to be up and .doing this spring
at a rate which plainly shows it intends to gat ahead. The
retailer has found a peculiar individuality attached to the
new-comer which is as tenacious as the fibre of which the bat
is composed. This is shown in the serionsness with whiich
the customer insists on having a linen bat if ha once settles
his mind on it. Nothing on earth eau change him. If. ha
asks te be shown a felt fedora ha may change bis mind and

'docide on a stiff hat. If ha requests a.black bat at first:heis
<uite likely to decide on a- chocolate shade.- Hé mayahave
thought to buy a cap and on afterwards being shown a-nobby
straw salects it instead; but if he comes te purchase a crash
linen bat ha is going te have it if it is in the city.

The styles will b varied this season, being shown in.both
stiff and crush shapes, a popular make being the varying
curved fedora. Prices will range frem $3.50 to $7.00 par
doz. ragular. An inferior line used principally fer "cut
price" advertising is found for $2.25 to $2.50 but these will
net circulate to any extent.

Straw bats are showing an elegance of finish not bitherto
approached. The warm weather of the past week, following
so closely on the continued cold has caused a rush- for straiws
that bas taxed even the eating heurs of 1he shippers.
Travellers to Quebec last week found first stocks of-newsunm-
mer goods in falts scarcely unbroken owing to the extrema
backwardness of the season, and returned to find rush.i6ders
for straws and linens piled bigh before them.

Each year the retail trade are adapting in a more marked
degree the plan of waiting for the season to demand summer
bats, and this in turn bas caused the wholesale trade to be
prepared as much as possible for the rush which is sure to
follow.

Notwithstanding the discrimination of 71 per cent duty in
favor of English-made bats, the importation from the United
States shows an increase for the year 1898, as appears from
the following figures

New. York, May 1.--Thea Nv York Mutual Gas Light

Company to-day gave notice that the price of gas te all ità
consumers had beeri reduéed fronm $1.10 to 65 cents par 1,000
feet. The Consolidated Gas COmpany also announced a
similar readuction. At the office cf the Mutual companymRo
reason was given for the big eut. The reduétion hadbeen
entirely unexpected.

This is not without interest te others ýhan the people of
New York and it will be espeéially. se to the citizenaf-Mont
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r~esloare .now.paying more.for .that- artiel .of prime
necd4ity than any other people in cities of equal size either
in Eiirópe or on this continent. In another important mat-
ter'the'citizeis of New York are now congratulating .them-
selves on the prospect of relief that will. ease the burdan of

-taxation où the.general public. The companies who are now
.'enjoying.the immensely profitable franchises for the use of
the streets of that city, have hitherto paid taxes on the plant
laid in and under the streets as real estate,.but by the Act of

eegislaÉure:just-passed at Albany the actual value of the
franchises of all=thèse: companies. is' also to be taxed, the
value to be established by the market value of the shares of
the different ompanies. It is estimated that the new law
will produce about $25,000,000 annual revenue to the City of
New York, and will mterially reduce the tax on' real estate
'inithagreat city. These results are on the line of what is

going on geneoally in aIl the larger cities of. the United
States in thésé inatters.

AUSPICIOUS FOR BETTER THINGS.
The Kingston & Montreal Forwarding Co. lias been for-

tunate in -one respect at -least-in having a reputed
millionaire .nong its shareholders. This company was in-
corporated a .number of.y.ars ago with acaital of $200,00
of .which $100,0.as paid up., For.some, time, .dividends
have beaen rather intermittent. Last year the company lost,
it was admitted, about $20,000, ànd it was with satisfaction
doubtless that the proposal of the Canada Atlantic Railway
to charter the somewhat over a dozen barges, belonging to
the company, for the season at $15,000, was accepted. The
settlementarranged some few weeks ago was doubtless com-
pleted, to some extent at least, through the influence of the
wealthy shareholders, and it is now sinceraly to ho hoped
that a new ara of prosperity is about to dawn upon- the
labours of these enterprising public carriers, who, though they
may not have roalized much or auy profit themselves, have
been scarcely no less active in promoting the welfare of the
country-especially along Our splendid reach of waterway
between Kingston, Montreal, &c. The shareholders have
meantime-since the adjustment-bean fortunate enough to
discover or arrange for a f urther .economy of. some twenty
per cent, or thereabout.-See'Mark iv, 25.

BRIDGING A DIFFICULTY.
That thore is no love lost between retail grocers and de-

partment stores conducting a grcery brandh, is'wellknown,
and vrious have been the means einployed 'by the former to
checkmate the enterprise of the "Basement" epicier.

Ins thebeginning, the idea of drygoods men selling gro-
ceries was ridiculed; department stores could for ever and a

The department store grocery branch, 'hovever, despite is
disadvantage in the latter respect, did what it'could for eitself
in enlargin margin of profit by purehasing 'from first
handas and for. cash, thus being enabled to seli some .ew

As slik will predominate lu these
they are classed anong the high-class novelties and are among
the last to roceive the buyera' attention. As yet lines are etlll
Incomplete, but euough le ehown ta assure the buyer that there
will be no lack of opportuulty ta select rich and novet styles lu
both stripe and figured effecte. In seasonable gooda for qulck
dellvery mohairs show about the bost results. These run ta
siciliennes, grenadinee and the like, white crepe weaves lu fine
wool and wursted gooda are taken ta sumo extent. Fine Scotch
honespuus in gray and brown mixtures are selected by thé fine
rotail trade for bicycle and outing costumes. The toue of the
market le steady, with a notable absence of offeringo lu the
nature of jobd, which argues well for the success of the new
season.

PRINTS AND GINGHAMs.

The situation in the market for prints has not undergone any
matorial change during the past week. Thore has beau a steady
re-order deujand day by day for reasonable fanty callcoes and
for more staple varieties for qulck delivery, but no transactions
of Individual mouent. The market i, as has beae statéd pre.
vlously, lu au uuusually clean condition In ail linos of fancy
prints. The majority of styles are absolutely cleaned up, and
aveu in those which have not sold with as great freedom as
others supplies arc sceanty. This puts printers utu excellent
shape ta enter upon the fait seaon so far as profits are con-
ce'rned, and with the supporting strength of the print clpth mer.
ket thora la ample justification for the Impression that the
standard lies of fusncies will open for fat on a 5c basis at leat,

It would seen as though prInters expected a higher range of
prices for the staple variaties for fall trade than now ruling, as
they have had occasional bids et prevailing quotations for good-
sîzed quantities, with fall dating in such lines as indigo blues,
mournings, turkey-reds, &c., and turned them down. The Indi-
cations are thus of a hardening tendency just as soo as the trade
comes into the market in a regular way for its fal 'supplies of
calicoes. The business done for fail in prInted flannel effectshas
beau encouraging. The higher prices asked et the opening have
been malntained, and sales thereat have been liberal. Fine
fancy speclalies la printed wash fabrices are generally well
sold up.

The market for ginghams continues very firm. There are no
stocks of eitier staple or dress styles lu leading lines, and the
difliculty of securing ready deliverles la somewhat restricting
business. Dark cotton drees gonds for falt are quieter than of
late, but ha.ve so far sold wal. Dark domet lines are also quiet,
but well situated.

lu foreign white gonds dotted swiss mulle in 47.lnch wlidths
have agalu been accorded a good demand, with stocks inadequate
ta Meet it. Recont advances in prices are fully malntained, and
ln saine instances a further advance of five par cent le reported
whlch bayers pay readily if immediate deliveries are assured.
DImity cords and checks again show fair results on fine sheer
foundations. Piques have beau le active during the week,
whleh is explained by one importer as due ta the large supplies
coming forward recently, whiah have enabled many importera ta
catch up on back orders and oler gooda from stock. Persian and
Victoria lawns and I ndia linens are ordered steadily, aio batiste
swiss mules in long.fold or 47-inch goods. Organdles in 8 4
widths are taken at steady prices.
Broadsilk importera have experlenced a marked improvement in
the demand for seasonable goods. This le particularly noticeable
among Importera handling such goods as foulards In Lyons
prluted styles, sattu lîberties and China and Japanese silke ln
habutals, kai-kai and other descriptions of light-weight goods
coming under the catagory of summer elks. In foulards the
blue ground affecte wlth white figured and secrol designs con-
tinue the most favored, with the new shade of Prussian blue
showing excellent rosults. Lyons prInted China silks are taken
wlth' a degree of freedom not accorded them for many seasons
back, the popularity of soft finishes favoring a frea consumption
of these gouda, In habutais white corde on colored grounds are

most favored, particularly those showing the varions shades of
blues, purplés, heliotropes and ox-blood rade predominating.
The new styles of crystal corde are:partidularly populserthese
showing a high lustrous affect with rased corde of white.. Im-
porters continue to report backward dellverles on these goods,
and claim that sales would show a much greater volume if they
could obtain the goode. Lyons printed dress taffetas are ln wèll-
sustained request, with stocks reported light lu ail directions.
Thé crepe weaves are strong, and there le a free call for crepe de
chines in light colore for immediato consumption. Several im-
porters were met with who had just returned from visite ta the
leading up-town retail houses, and they report the slli depart-
mente as among the mont active of any. The distribution is on a
free scale, and with a continuation of the present favorable
weather conditions available supplies will be inadequate ta meet
the expanded demand for seasonable goods. The priae situation
la firm and on many lines tending upward. As early supplies
are exhausted and new gouda ordered, higher prices, to conforin
wlth the cost of manufacture, are asked.

Business for fall shows a steady development. The market
derives conaliderable support from the position of the raw silk
market, which le hlgher than It has beau for years, or since the
season of 1892. Even the arrival of the new cropis not calculated
ta afford manufacturera any relief as the market le alilbst bare of
old stock; and it I claimed by those in a position to know that
the new crop will be inadaquate ta meet the demand, and the
presentfirmuess will ha fully maintained. Manfacturers are
now planning for the new season, and the situation la more or
lese perplexilng. Raw silk 2hows advances of from 25 ta 8BY
par cent above those ruling a year ago, and a substantiel ad-
vance in prices on the manufactured article muet beobtained to
cover the Increased cost of production. This la sufficiaent ln
itself ta guarantee prices for the balance of the prsenat season,
with the new season openlug up under propitious circumetances.
Buyers are more wIlling ta place orders than sellers are ta ao-
cept them. Jobbers muet have their fall stocks in shape by the
m iddle of June ta open the season at the usual time, and as
agents hesitate about quoting new season's prices the season le
likely ta be much delayed. Taffetas are getting well under
order, and there Is a freer inquiry for amall and fancy affects ln
ja quards on taffeta grounds. Crepe affects lu crepe de chine
weaves are also ordered lu fair quantities, but taffetas have so
far recelved the bulk of the buyers' attention.

Lindsay bas for several
years been making steady advancement in all that raises a place
from a village of only comparative importance to a centre of
commercial and manufacturing greatness with resulting pro-
gression socially in proportion. Lindsay has ta day a population
of 7,500 people, ail of whom are thriftily engaged either in mer-
cantile, mechanical or manufacturing pursuits. It is located on the
river Scugog, at a point which peculiarly marks it as central for
trade and commerce for all that portion of the Midland Counties
lying west of Peterborough and east of Toronto, and north to
Midland, Ont. In a very few years Lindsay has alnost doubled
in population, and a much greater percentage of increase is ap-
parent in the line of industrial development and progress, ail of
which stamps its people ta be superior, and of one mind as to
what is good for themselves and for the municipality. The
local assessment is about $2,000,000, which is conceded ta be
very low ; three million being a fairer figure, and the rate is
24 mills, which coversa everything. The municipal indebtedness
amounts in round numbers ta $215,000, in which is included
sncb objects as debt incurred as follow: for a collegiate institute
$30,000; for public schools, $tS,000; for a market and site, $8,000;
for local improvements, $20,000 ; for a water-works system,
$'70,000; various railroad bonuses, and a recent loan of $20,000,

*to Sylvester Bros., the great farm-implement manufacturing
firm, who are accordingly increasing their plant and em-
ploying a very largely increased, force of vorkmen, ail skilled.
Lindsay has possession of each and ail of the objects for which .
her Indebtedness was incurred, and the general excellence of
every investment is undoubted. The school population amounts
ta quite 2,500, about four-fifths public and the balance separate
school scholars. A complete systen of sewerage is now under
completion, the work being performed by the town itself, by
means of day labor. Lindsay is well and thoroughly protected
from fire, having about seven miles of water mains, and eighty
hydrants. l common with ail other Ontario municipalities,'
this year's council is reduced in number, and the rank of those
serving is raised. Aldermen now reign, not common councilmen,
and the change is much apprecilated by al : by the people in as
much as the new system of electing aldermen by popular and
general vote, instead of as formerly, by wards, has resulted in
getting an improved board as ta personnel, and, by the aldermen
themselves, because ward canvassing l done away with, not ta

speak of the added dlgnity in the matter of title. The Mayor is
Thomas Walters, Esq., a citizen of English birth, and a man
whose Integrity and zeal for the advancement of Lindsay are
well known. No occasion, is ton insigniticant, and no object too
small and obscure for his earnest attention and consideration, If
there is even a slight reason ta hope for accruing gond to Lind'
say in any way. The board of aldermen comprises the following
well-known, intelligent and responsible gentlemen : Geao. Ingle,
Esq., J. I. Lennon, Esq., Alexander Horn, Esq., Alexander
Jacksou, Esq., Captain George Crandall and J. H. Sootheran,
Esq. The clerk, Mr. F. Knowlton, is also treasurer, The Lind-
say Board of Trade has a memberslip of sIxty, headed by the
pride of Lindsay's commercial community, J. 1). Flavelle Esq.,
president, secretary I. 1-. Sootheran Esq., who Is chairman of
the Finance Committee of the Concil, which position specially
fits him for the former position. The marchants and manufac-
turers of Lindsay are thoroughly alive to the advantages
possessed by their town and section, and are cordially bar-
monious in any and every enterprise whicli promises to properly

place these advantages before the commercial public of Canada
and the United States. Lindsay lias a perfect "navigation sys-
tom riglit at Its very doors. Embarking upon the Scugog river
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hore, navigators may enter into the Trent waters, and have be-
fore them an uninterrupted course of fre salling, of not le3s
than, 750 tmiles, enconpassing practically all of the Midland
counties of Ontario. The people here join heartily with other
communities in the Trent valley district, li the effort to have
the Trent Valley Canal speedily conipleted by the Government
of Canada, because they see the onormnîoua benelir whicli
would accrue froi such a water-way being under operation,
not alone as a servant of commerce direct, but also as a
check upon excessive freiglt rates by raliroads. The
claim is put forward by these people that the wood products
of this section-i.e., the Midland counties-are sinply wasting,
because settlers cannot get thei to open markets, owing to the
present high rates of transportation. For example, logs which
are stripped of the bark used in the tannery industry, are par-
force left to decay in the woods, which logs might be floated to
market if the canal were operative fron Midland to the Bay of
Quinte, and other forest products suffer accordingly. Some of
the more venturesonie here assume and say that the polilical
utility of the Trent Valley Canal idea has been exploited by gov-
ernments li the past, in promises to complete it, and in fact mov-
ing in that direction witi great vigor until after election-dty,
when sonehow or other it lias sunk back again loto -innocuous
desuetude" su to speak, and reiainei in that soinnolent condit-
lon until once more revived by the exigencies of political
necessities. This le a rather pointed, not to say a radical view of
the position of the Governments of Canada, but nevertheless it le
entertained here, and resulting frot that state of mind, it is te be
proposed by nemibers of the local board of trade that men of

special capability and acunen in the diffgrent fines of trade, be
sent abroad to interview the inhabitants of the Midland counties
u1pon this and kindred subjects, with the distinct purpose of en-
abling the people to direct tieir servants in parliiment as to fite
real and absolute requilreients of these constituencies. The
railroad facilities or Lindsay are good. The Midtland divisional
olices are hure, and this town is aterminal point for three branch
fines of lie Grand Trunk : the Victoria branci from Lindsay to
llaliburton, soun tu be extended to Mattawa ; the WhiLtby, Port
lerry and Lindsay, fron Whitby te this point, and a line fron
Lindsay to Coboconk, with of course the main passenger line,
frot Toronto te Port Hope, througlh Peterborough. li addition to
this this town will soon have the service of the Canadian Pacific,
tapping it with a line running fron lontypool te Bobcaygeon.
for which, on behalf of the couinty authorities interested, the
Federal Parliament lias granted the sumni of $3,200 par mile.
'lion it nay truthfully be said of Lindsay. that with its water and
rail transport andshipping facilities, calculated withi its contiguity
to ail this magniflicent agricultural, mineral and forest district,
no place li Ontario will be bettersuited to the requirements of
nianiracturers of every description. In particuîlar is this true
now, in relation to woodworking of ail kinds, for wlich supplies
can b iloated to the very doors of the manufacturer liera with.
out a mile or railroat transportation - Lindsay's summer resort
la at Sturgeon-Point, a beautiful natural park, with a frontage on
Sturgeon Lake of about 3 miles. Two hundred and ilfty cottages
adorn this resort, and Its population during the season of sunshine
reacies to 1,000 people. More than a dozen pleasure steamers
ply front this port to all parts, far and near, uipon the waters of
this imiense tract of country, as indicated above. The great
lsurleigli Flles are bing harnessed for the production of electri-

cal power, for transmission ; and Lindsay, being within easy
distance fron Burleigl-only 82 niles-is looking for an early
supply of electric power front that source. In any avent, the
imatter of power frr manufacturing purposes is a simple one
oven with steai, owing te the exneeding cheapness of fuel at
this point.

The
nanufacture of cernent is carried on by it at Napanee mille and
Montreal. One hundred and fifty men are employed by this es.
tablishmtent counting th'se on drives and In the "shanties." The
offices and executive department and warehouses are located In
a large 2 storey brick bleck itere. which is easily communlcated
with fron botht the yards of the company as well as the mille.
The Lindsay establishment was opened in the year 1886, and
under the able management of Mr. Baker, has become one of the
most important industries In this quarter of the country. Every-
body knows of the Rthbun Co., Deseronto, Ont., but, perhaps,
many are ignorant of the wideness of this firm's extension.

This institution was established in Lindsay in 1887 by Mr.
Robert Kennely, the present vice president of the lncorporated
conpirty of Kennedy and Davis Milling Company, Limited. At
the expiration of seven yeara in business, he took as partners
Messrs. J. P. & W. A. Davis, the president and secretary of the
pres3nt company. The partnership beiug known as Kennedy,
Davis & Son. In 1898 the business was translated into a limited
company with a capital stock of $10,0)0. This fin is engaged
in both saw and flour milling. lts sawmill ls located at Pigeon
Lake, producing sawn lumber of ail kinds, shingles and hoiuse
binisltintgs. -The output of this sawnill plant reaches te many
million of feet of lumnber, and many motre million of singles.
The company has sales offices and yards both here and at the
village of Stouffville, Ont. At tihis point the affairs of the com-
pany are ,iirectly tnder the supervision of the vice-president of
the company, Mr. Robert Kennedy, who alio directs the office
and yards at Stoultville. The sawmilli plant le superintended
by Mr. J. P. Davis, and the lour mill Industry at Bobcaygeon le
managed by Mr. W. A. Davis, the secretary of the company.
lit this manner the varied itterests of the company are kept
under the personal and direct control of those most interested,
and the restilts vindicate this policy. The fleur mill of this coin-
pany at Bobcaygeon, has an especially fortunate location, being
directly upon the banks of the canal, which position le secured
by agreement with the government,on behalf of a former owner,
by which this company now enefits by a water-power all the
year round at the expense of the governmnget, whici aise in-
cludes the proviso that the Government shall forever keep the
banks in repair, and see to it that the fiumes are always in proper
condition. The company is building a box-stave and heading
factory, whiclh le te have as an addition, capacity for turning a
line of painted and grained lumber. This le used for cellings,
wainscotting and ail Inside finishings. This process of graining
le performed by nachinery in every kind of pattern. It is far
handsomer when finished than graining done by hand, and the
finlsised product le sold for less money than the cost of a mins
titme in doing the painting and graining. The process le very in-
teresting and ingenious, the planed lumber being riu under a
steel roller, upon whichis l ont the requir ed pattern, which
transfers the pattern to the wood, This firm employ about 75
men at their yards and mille.

TiE SADLER, DUNDM AND FrlAVEI.E MILLING cO., T.TD.

The business of this fiir bas bean closely associated with the
history of this town and Victoria Co. for almost forty years. It
was established in the year 1860, by Needies & Sadler, which
was soon followed by the tirm of Sadler, Dundas & Co , which
in turn, was suoceeded by the iri of the Sadler, Dundas & Fia.
velle Milling Co. In 1892 another change took place, this time
the firm name continuing, but a joint stock charter was obtained,
and now is conducted as a limited company. President W.
Flavelle, Esq., J. D. Flavelle, se2retary-treasurer and general-
manager. Mr. J. D. Flavelle bas been connected with the affair
of this business since 1864, and now with his brother W. Flavelle
practically owns it, together with the largest drygoods depart-
mental store in this district outside Toronto, They.also do an
immense export trade in butter, cheese and egge. In the article
of eggs, these gentlemen are the largeat basyers and exportera ln
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Canada. The milling business exports large quantities of flour
and oatmeal. The company have a capital stock of $150,000 all
paid.

The fiouring
and oatmeal milling business is conducted by Mr. J. D. Flavelle,
while Mr. W. Flavelle superintends the trading and departmen.
tal interests.

Messrs. Alexander and James Horn are proprietors of the
Lindsay Woollen Mille, and these young men have put this en-
terprise well ta the front in the trade of this section. Mr. Alex-
ander Horn le one of the town fathers, and for hie clear incisive
judgment upon aIl public questions, particularly those which are
of special interest, he is generally regarded as a sound reasoner
and thinker.

The demand
was unusual, but the banker feull in with it and granted it, with
this credit Mr. Carew proceeded ta oporate hie plant. Hies busi-
noes grew and prospered and from that day until the present,
progression has been the watchword. The Lindsay Lumber
Mille have been doubled in capacity recently, and now have a
productive capacity of 4,000,000 feet of sawn lumber, 15,000,000
shingles, etc. The output includes all kinds of building timber,
shingles, laths, etc. He operates in the matter of logging and
drives up the waters contiguous ta Lindsay, as far as Horseshoe
Lake, 85 miles from bore. He is part owner of the steamer
" Beaver" and a whole fleet of barges, and his buying operations
in the camps are exceedingly extensive, and the proceeds are
towed direct to hie docks bore. He employe bore all the year
round about 60 men. Mr. Carew is a Canadian, and bas lived in

Lindsay nearly all his life. It is said that this man's choques
pass at par when the notes of some financial institutions are
closely scrutinized.

The Sylvester Bros. business was establilshed in
1808, by Mr. Richard Sylvester, who later on took into partuer-
ship with him his brother, Mr. Robt. H. Sylvester, which part-
nership was mutually dissolved last ) ear, Mr. Richard Sylvester
continuing alone. The foundry and machine shops cover abont
two acres of land. The G.T.R. rune switches through the
yards which very much facilitates shipnent.
