Society Report.

Tam Rev. Abraham Yohannan, of Persis, a
late graduate of the General Theological Semin-
ary, continues bis ministrations during the
summer to the Syrians in New York, under the
auspices of St. Bartholomew's parish, The
class of people placed in his charge from
varions neighboring provinces, and spesking
different dialects, are owing to their business
oceupations, obliged to change their lodgings
often from one locality to snother, At this
time preparations are being made for mission
services to be held in the lower psri of the
city. They are a law-abiding, quiet and exem-
plary people, appreciative, snd showing a real
lave for the Christian privileges they enjoy
under the care of their sympathizing and ablo
missionary.

Tan twenty-fourth annual meeting of the

Association of Lay Helpers for the Diocese of
London, Eng., was held on Thursday evening,
27th June at Sion College. The Bishop of Lor-
don, tho President of the Aesooistion, occupied
the chair, and there was a good attendance of
members. The hon. secretary read the report,
which stated that in pite of considerable losses
the roll of the Association had grown during
the year from b742 to 6136, and that this
growth had been steadily maintained, The
Bishop gave & most interesting address a8 to
the duties of the Christian layman, The first
ensential for the work was that itshould be done
in & religious spirit, the second was careful pro-
paration for it, and lastly there was the frame
of mind in which it should be approached,
which might be summed up in two words—
devotion and simplicity.

I aM convinced on historical grounds that
Episcopacy is the original form of Church
government. I cannot find in the records of
primitive Christisgity a trace of non-episcopal
Churchmanship, At the first (% ;umenical Coun-
cil, representing the Church acattered through-
out the world, we find the Church under the
government of Bishops; and although some ques-

tions bearing on the consiitution of the Church | p

came under disoussion, there was not & whisper

of complaint that a revolution had silently
taken place—namely, the substitution of Iipis-
copacy for Prosbytcrianism or any form of
eoolesiastical polity. Surely that is conolusive
proof that Episcopacy was down to that time
the universally recognised form of the Chris-
tian Ministry. The Counoil of Nicroa had ovi-
dently never heard oither of Presbyterianism,
goggregationa]ism, or Papalism,—Canon Me-
el

Tar Bishops of ‘'Melbourne and Ballarat
(Australia) have acted rightly in prohibiting
their clergy from re-marrying porsons who
have- been divorced under the new Viotorian
Divorce Acot. The Act is not & just one, as it
unequally affects the two soxes. . Cruelty,
drunkenness, and desertion for three yoars are
now adequato to sever the marriage tie in
Viotoria. In these ciroumstances the Bishops
have taken the firm stand which we have
indicated, and there will be no Churchmen, at
any rate, who will doubt the propriety of the
course they have adopted, and which has, we
are glad to say, beon also resolved upon by the
Presbyterian body in Victoria. The violation
of the sanctily of the marriage state, and the
disruption of home life which such a law would
oauso, would tond to demoralise and degrado
domestio life. The Aot is contrary to God's
laws, it despises Christ’'s plain commands on
the subject, It enables a scoundrel or a drunk-
ard to impose his villsiny, or drunkenucss,
upon some innocent woman, The porcentago
of divorce in some of the Ameriocan States
reveals how dangerous it is for the laws of
8 country to permit any loosening of the mar-
riage tie, There, warned by the evils of the
gystem, they are striving to level up; in Vie-
toria they are working in a contrary direotion.
The result will be, if the Aot should not
be rescinded, that the marriage bond in that
colony will resolve iteelf into & temporary con—
tract which can be severed at will; all of
which, it is unneceesary to add, is contrary to
the teaching and spirit of Christianity, as well
an cortainly destructive to the morsl fibre and
social vondition of & people.—Church Beils,

held last week the annual report of the Foreign
Translation Committee was read. There is not
& region in the mission field ¢f the Church of
Eogland where the beneficial influenco of the
gsociety's vernacular work is not felt, Workers
smong the Indians in the romote diooceses of
North-West Amerioa look to the society for a
continual supply of Christian literatare in the
Cres, Blagkfoot, Eskimo, and other languagos ;
while the opening up of the ‘ Dark Continoent”
leads to & constant demand for grammars,
dictionaries, reading books, Catechisms, Prayer
Books, &c., in the numerous languages of the
Africa Mission-field. Egypt and Syria, Iodis,
Burmab; and China, Japsn, and the Islands of
the Pacifie, and even tho distant sand inhos~
itable Tierra del Fuego, depend largely upon
the society for Christian pmblications in the
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various Janguages spoken - throughout their
area. The following abstract will give some
ides of the extent of the society’s work in this
direction, These books are beirg prepared
abroad at its expense-—Burton's ‘Cburch Hie-
tory’ in Marathi; the Prayer Book in Hindi;

CREEDS OR NOTIONS.

In the minds of a large number of people
nowadays, creeds and notions are synonymous
{orms, They epeak of the different oroceds
bolieved among Christian people, when they
mean the different notions that Christian
poople havo about things ; for they are notions
or opiuions that divide Christian people reslly.

For Ohristian people there is only oNX creed;
it has beon formnulated.in three forms known
as the Apostles, the Nicene and the Athanasian,
but eaoh is built on the model of the original
croed whioh is voery short—I bolieve that Jesus
Christ is the Son of God, Every word of each
of the three formulss cailed the Apostles, the
Nicene and the Athanasian, iz hinged on the
daclaration of one’s belief in the fact that Jesus
Cbrist is the Son of God.

But tihere are always to be found somoe who
sro not satisfied to teke ihings as they.are,
These miserable folks are forever nosing into
things, irying to find out whys and whorefores.
Whero it is done for the purpose of improving
acother it is well, but when dome merely for
curiosity or for self advancement or notoriety,

it is an unmitigated evil. From its first days,

- {he Church has been sfflicted with such pests,
The Apostles were iroubled with them, A
Council bad to meet to put down Jewish
Puritans who tried t0 borden the OCbristian
brethren with the rcquirements of the Mosaio
law. Alexandor the copper-smith, Demetrius
and others vexzed the brothren of their day
with their nonesense, Arius of Alexandria, in
tho fourth century, is one of the most noted of
guch pests; ro on down to our own times, an
unbrokon unapostiolic succession of notion-
mongors bas continued, foroing their whims
snd notions on people with more or less zoal
snd ability, *“drawing away disciples after
them,” dividing and oonfusing the bedy of
Christ, His Church,

And tho most of these noticns are not worth
discussing. Tako for instance the notion of
predéetination, 1t is {rne, by stitching together
s fow passages snipped here and there from St.
Paul's epistles, one can picce together a sort of
a predestination craxy quilt. :

But suppese predestination is true, what good

isit ? To count one’s self predestined to be
saved shows not only conoeit and assuranoce,
but aleo places one’s self on the judgment-seat
and makes himself his own judge. It makes
all deliberations about & judgment to come, our
own known responeibility and- free will, makes
all this a farce and nonsense, The fact is the
decrees of foreknowledge of G.d are utterly in-
comprehensible to us, ard thank God, also, have
nothing at sll to do with our duty or salvation
a8 far as we are concerped. So we can drop
predestination as not worth our discussing.

So too what is the sense of diecussing how
many quaris of water shall be used for baptism.
The command is, water in the Holy Name;
how much, not specified. From the custom
among the Jews of ceremonial cleansing by
sprinkling with water, and from the Apostle’s
raying that the Israelites in crossing the Red
Ses were baptized, when they were not im-
merged, a8 well a8 from other sources, the
enormous majority of Christian people are
satisfied with a pint or two of water for bap-
tism. But if some water loving brother wants
two or three hundred gallons, or a whole pond,
there is mot & bit of harm in it, His whim
gbould be gratified if it is stuck so fast in his
gkull that it carnot be got out without splitting
the skull open, But if he withdraws himself
from those who do not esre about having so
much water, and arrogates for himself and his
party & higher, or the only place in the King
dom, he is & post and & puisance; and the hor-
rid joke of it all is, that, in spite ofhis insisting
on having so much water for baptism he will
stultify himself by saying ¢ that baptism is not
necessary for salvation.”

So with all the notions, miscalled oreeds,
which divide Christiaus, they are not worth
discussing ; many . of them are false, or ex-
sggorated, and none necessary to salvation,
Whether they are the notions peculiar to the
Roman Church, such as the papal supremacy
and infallibility, transubstantiation, purgatory,
elc., or the various notions on which modern
sects have been founded, all sare either vain
imaginations or distorted, one sided ideas, mere
buildings of *“wood, hay, stubble,” that will
not stand the test of the judgment day fire.

Bat the Creed, the belief that Jesus Christ is
the Son of God, is the root of the Church, the
Kingdom of God on earth, and its expansion in
the torm oalled Nicene, is acknowledged by all
Uhristians, and is the only base of union as a
belief, the common heritage of the mangled
Body, the schism cursed Church of Chriat.
Along with the Creed, and ingeparably con-
nected therewith, are the two Sscrameants, and
the Old and New Testaments. Baptiem and
the Lord's Supper, and the Holy Scriptures
must go with the Creed to give it life. The
Sacraments a8 beginning and nourishing the
spiritual life, and the Scriptures the written
testimony, handed down by the Churoh to all
ages and people, The Scriptures, it is to be
noted are not given to uphold by the leiter, or
make, patch work fashion, pet notions, nor to
found the Church on. The Church was founded
first; years before a line of the New Testament
was written, Modern Christianity needs, some
of it, to be reminded foreibly, that * the letter
killeth,” Disoussions about texts and opinions
that may be drawn from thew to nphold certain
notions, to the disregsrd of other passages that
may be held to give a different notion, is a
vicions and unlawful use of the Seriptures, and
kills epiritual life or greatly weakens it

The fact of the Scriptures being written after
the Church was established, shows anotnher
point not to be lost sight of, and thst is the liv-
ing organization of the Charch as distinet from
s moere human organization. No matter what
the motive may have beun, nor the glamour of
worldly success, it ‘s self evident that & body
organized by some man or men ¢t nnot long
claim to be a real branch of the Church of the
living God, The members of these different
men, ordained bodies inherit their spiritusl life,

the branch from whence they spruug, and keep
it alive by their belief that Jesus Christ is the
Son of God. Humsan orgsnizations are simply
uselesss confusing machines that do a good deal
more harm than good, in spite of the apparent
success that sometimea sttends their efforts,
All this is what our Bishops had in mind in
General Convention in 1386 when they insisted
that * the Historic Episcopate” should go along
with- the Creed, the Sacraments and and the
Holy Scriptures, An unbroken organization
is necessary, or there is confusion and anarchy,
and these have no place in Heaven. 1t is one
of the sad evidences how divieion dulls the
spiritual sense, that the present wretched
distraoted state of Christianity is upheld, and
suggestions for unity rejected, and that in the
face of the solemn prayer, “ that they all may
be one as we are.”

The Creed, the Sacraments, the Scriptures
snd an unbroken organization are the marks of
the Church which like the glorious City of God
seen by St Jobn in his vision, ‘‘ lieth four-
tquare.—H. H, Ten Broeck in Ohurch News.

SOME PRAYER-BOOK HISTURY.

It is often supposed by persons who are not
acquainted with the facts of the case, that much
of the Prayer Book was iaken from Romish
service-books., Our own people sometimes have
such an impression, and perhaps think the sup-
posed fact & matter of regret, Some of the
prayers and other portions of the Prayer Book
are the same as corresponding parts of the
Romish services, or are more or less similar in
language or substance. But where such is the
oage, it is because both aro in accord with

Holy Soripture, and with the teaching of the
early Church, in the point involved. Or it is
because both date back to a time, when, though
not free from what we should now call Romish
errors, the Church was yet far removed from
acceptance of the modern Romish system. Nor
had it at all snbmitted, as it did later in west-
ern countries, to the claims of supremaocy which
the Bishops of Rome gradually came to meuke.
Both go back, in wauy partioulars, to those
early days of the Charch in which grew up the
firat liturgies, the originals of all that came into
use later, with their many varistions of detail.

The term liturgy. it should ba remembered,
was applied in the first place to the service for
the celebration of the Holy Communion. In
tho early Church this sacrament was celebrated
every Lord's day, at the lesst, and was an
essential part of its weckly worship. This ser-
vice was called the litargy, as mesning the
ministrations, the worship.

There were four parsnt litargies, and to these
all bear & close general resemblance, amid their
differences, The liturgy of St. James, as it was
called, originated at Jorusalem, where James
“the jast,” * the Lord's brother,” was Bishop
for many years, From Alexandria, where St.
Mark ministered, comes the liturgy which
bears his nsme. A third is the Ephesine, or
that of St, John, who raled the Church in the
populous region of which Ephesus was the
metropolis, for & number of his later years, The
fonrth liturgy is the Roman, to which the
name of St. Peter is attached, he havinglabored
ip the world’s cspital for & time, later in his
life. That these liturgies were used or written
out, as we have them, by the Apostles, is not
supposed. They oan be traced, howsver, 83
far back as the middle, or possibly the early
part of the second century; This would bring
them near the olose of the life of St. John, the
latest survivor of the twelve, whose death
occurred before the end of the first century.
The fact that they are alike in certain main
partiorlars, and that they early ocame into
use throughont the Chureh, no place excepted,
is strong evidence that the Apostles farnished

at least the outline common to all of them,
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Justin the Martyr, who wrote about A.D,
140, left us a description of the Lord's day
worship of the Christisns. [t conmsisted of
Scripture reading, a discourse by “him who
presides,” prayer, the offering of bread snd
wine (with wator), followed by prayers and
thanksgivings, to which tbe people said ‘amen.’
Thon ¢ame the administration of the Saora
mental elemerts, 8 portion of which was taken
by the deacons to the absent., Justin also
speaks of ‘solemn rites and hymus.” Add to
these the money offerings which were a feature
of all the liturgies, and we find the ontline of
our own Communion office, This is derived
from two of the primitive liturgics, the
Ephesine and the Roman, The former of theso
was the ¢ Use” of the British Church which
bad existed long before tho Roman missionaries
came to the Anglo Saxons, in the yoar 136, The
British liturgy followed the Gallican, or Frenoh,
ns that had followed tho Epbesine; for Ganl
had been Christianized, apparently, by mis
gionaries from Asia Minor. When the Roman
missionary, Augustine, sought. to provide a
liturgy for the infant charoh in Kent, he acted
on the broad minded advice of Pope Gregory
the Great, who had sent him, to select whatever
soomed best for his purpose, from the various
rituals of the Catholic Church. Had Gregory’s
successors gencrally shown a like spirit, surely
the history of the Church would have been dif.
ferent from what it now is. Anugustine having
become acquainted with the Gallican liturgy on
his way tbhrough France to England, he pre
pared a ritnal which combined in itself the
Roman and the Gallican, This it was that bc-
camo the national English ** Use,” though with
variations,

Much later the British Church, by that time
become the Welsh, was incorporated with the
English. The latter, however, was largaly the
frait of tho old British Christianity, through
the labors of the Irish missionaries. The per-
manent success of the Roman missionaries was
chiefly in Kent, Augustine was the first Arch-
bishop of Canterbury. In three ways, then, the
Gullican element became prominent in the Eng-
lieh liturgies, which form the basis of the boolk
of common prayer. It is helieved that the
daily cffices were adopted by St. Augustine,
from those used in France, while the com-
munion-cffice followed the Roman liturgy.

One important depariure from this Roman-
Eoglish *“ Use,” at the Reformation, consists in
the simple repetition of the inspired account of
the institution of the Sacrament without the
addition of human words, This simple recital
seoms to us most befitting the sacred dignity of
the parrative, and the purpose of its use in tha
prayer of consecration, "I)‘he language of the
Roman liturgy, however, is that or nearly that,
of the liturgies of Jerusalem and Alexandrisa,
also. Whence the change, then ? The question
takes us back onoe more to the Ephesine office,
for it comes from one of the noblest branches of
that stock—the Mczarabio liturgy. This was
used in Spain muoh before the conqueet of that
country by the Moorish Arabs, o.p. 711, Re.
vised by Bishop Isidore of Seville, about the
year 600, it was oalled “ ancient” then,

Liturgical scholars of recent times, English
and American, have known very little about
this treasure house of devotion until of late
years, . It appears, however, that the reformers
were familiar with it, and made use of it in
preparing the service book of the reformed
Charch of England. A recent writer has shown
that the short petitions of our baptismal office,
O mercifol God, grant that the old Adsm,”
etc, are taken bodily from ihis liturgy, The
prayer for the ‘ sanctification of the water” to
_lzs sacramental purposo, is also derived from
it.

Thus, through the two great sacramental
offices did the reformers strengthen the tie that
biads the English and American Churches io
the Church ot Ephesus, founded by St. Panl
and cared for by St. Jobn. None the less we

rejoice in all good inkerited from the Ryman
ochurch of St, Paul and 8t, Peter, through hor
great Gregory, and otherwise _Our contention
with that Church and her Bishops of lator
times, is only that they have brought in now
and erroneous doctrines, contrary to Seriptnre
and to the teaching of the Catholio Church of
primitive days, sud that they wonld have us
and all Christians accept the errors on pain of
}la;e loss of our souls.—S. J. C. in The North

CONFIRMATIUN,

Tee INwasD GRaox, o GIFT OF GubD.

Q. You say that the second reason why you
ought to be Confirmed is bec ause ** through the
Laying cn of Hands the Holy Ghost is given.”
Why do you believe this ?

A, T believe it beoause—

1, In the times of the Apostles we are dis-
tinctly told that it was so, Aocte viii, 18,
xix. 6.

2. This @ift was promised by our Lord, to
abide with His people forover. St Jobn
xiv. 16.

3. Prophecy had foretold that in the last
days the Spirit should be poured out in a

special manner upon all flesh.

4. Wo read of no other way in which The
Spirit wss given to individuals after the Day
of Pentecost except through the Laying on of
Hands.

Q. Was not, then, the Holy Spirit with men
before Christ came into the world, guiding,
teaching, helping ?

A, Yes, He was, in a measure; but our
Lord distinotly fells us that He was to come
after His Ascension, in s manner that He had
pever been in the world before. Indeed, our
Lord’s departure was to be the condition of the
coming of the Comforter (see St. Jobn Xiv 16,
17, 26, xv. 26, xvi. 7) The difference of the
mode of His Presenco is distinotly stated in the
first of these passages, * He dwelleth with you,
and shall be in you,” The expression with you
nignifies the external aid whioh comes from
neighborhood, but the expression in you sig-
nifies the internal habitation and strengthening
(Theopbylact). Dean Alford says, on St
Jobhn xvi. 7, * This is & ocnvincing proof, if
one were needed, that the gift of the Spirit at
and since the Daiy of Pentecost was and is
somothing totally distinct from anything before
that time,”

Q. Is there any expression used by St. Paul
that epeaks of this indwelling Presence of the
Holy Spirit in & manner nover spoken of
before ?

A, Yes, ‘“Know ye not,” he twice asks of
the Corinthians, a8 though it was a well-known
fact ‘¢ that your body is the temple of the Holy
Ghost which is in you, which ye haveof God 7"
and “Enow ye not that ye are the templo of
God, and that the Spirit of God dwelleth in
you ? " (1 Cor. vi. 19 iii. 16.)

Q When, then, was this Promise of Christ
first fulfilled ?

A. On the Day of Pentecost,

Q. How was it afterwards fulfilled to indi-
viduals ?

A. We are told of no other way but through
the Laying on of Hands.

Q. Is there any other reason for our belief
that this special Gift is bestowed through this
Ordinance ?

A. When St. Paul visited Ephesus we are
told that, “ finding certain d:sciples,” he asked
them, “ Have ye received the Holy Ghost gince
ye belleved 7" (Acts zix, 1, 2); or, a8 is more
correctly stated, “ Did ye receive the Holy
Ghost whon ye made a public declaration of
your faith ?""  This is & very remarkable ques:
tion, Ltproves—

1. That miraculous signs did not always fol-
low the reception of the Holy Spirit; othorwise
there would have been no nced for St, Paul to
aek this guestion.

2. That this gift was not bestowed in Bap-
tism, For the word translated here when *‘ yo
believed,” refers to a ¢ definite past aot,” and
s used here, as in many otbor places in the
New Testament, for that “ publio profession of
faith which was required on reception into the
Church by Baptism.” St. Paul immediately
adds: Into what, then were ye baptized? Ho
evidently took their Baptism for grauted.

In the early Churoh persons were not cailed
believers tiil they were baptized. Provious to
Buptism, they were ocalled Catechumeas,

Q. Are thero auy other passagos in the Bible
that refer to the special Gift of this Holy
Ordinance ?

A, There oan be no doubt that the Grace
received through Laying on of Hands is alluded
to in the following passages—

2 Cor. i. 21, 22. * Now He which estadlished
us with you in Christ, and hath anointed us, is
God; Who hath also sealed ms, and given tho
earnest (or pledge) of His Spiritin cur hearts,”

It is very remarkable that we here find, side
by side, what may be oallad tho key words of
Confirmation, The word {ranslaled establisheth
might cqually be translated confirmeth; the
meaning is the samo.  Our namo for the Rito
comes from this.

The other three—the * anointing,’ the * seal,’
the ‘ pledge or ecarncst of the Spirit,’ wore the
titles by which, next to that of Laying on of
Hands"” it was most commonly epoken of in the
oarly Church, Thoy are found perpotually re-
ourring, singly, or in groups, both in the
varions Confirmation services of the East and
West, and in treatises wuponm, or passing
allusions to, Confirmation,

2 Cor. v, 5, “Who hath also given us the
earnest of the Spirit.”

Eph. i, 13, 14. *“In Whom, safter that yo
believed, yo were sealod with that Holy Spirit
of promise, which is the ¢arnest of our inherit
ance,”

‘Eph. iv. 30. * Grieve vot the Holy Spirit of
God whereby ye are sealed to the day of
redemption.”

When we remember what hus bosn said
about the general use of the lerms Seal (which
is still the title for the Rite in the Eastern
Church), and Unction, smong early Christiups,
a8 applied to this Rite, if it is impossible to es-
cape from the conclusion that they at least,
who ought to bave known, considered that
Confirmation was alluded in such passages.

And the Gift that thoy bolioved was given
therain to faithful hearts was—

The Holy Spirtt of promis:, which is the earn.
est of our inheritance.— Our Messenger, Qu' Ap-
pelle.

0. or B. GizLs' Sopoor.~It is by this time
a fact well known to tho majority of our readers,
‘that, following the oxample of the Baptistr,
Maethodists, Presbyterians and Roman Catholics,
our friends of the Church of England are to
ostablish a school here in Windsor, for the
higher education of yoang ladies, under the
guidance and control of their own church. An
effort was made four years ago, at the meeting
of Bynod in Halifax, {o establish such & school,
bat at that time divided counsels prevailed, and
nothing came of it. The present school is es
tablished under the authority of the two church
synods of the Maritime Provinces, and wll
have & much wider saope than the school pre-
posed in 1886, It has been computed th:t
there are, at the very least, sixty-five Church
gitle now sattending other denominational
gchools owing to the want of one helonglog to
their own Church. Tho Church of England
claims 125,000 adberents in the Maritime Pro-
vinces. Surely, with snch a showing, a first
olass sohool for girls ought to be efficiontly
maintained. The wonder is, ibat years ago
sucoessful attempts were not made. Leaving
out the past, bowever, the friends of the school
are now looking hopefully forward to the
future,

The Synoda of the two provinces have deter-
mined that this school shall be located at
Windsor. It wonld naturally be expected
therefore, that Windsorisus would do some
thing towards the accomplishment of this
design. We learn from tho prospeotus before
us that within four days between nine and ten
thousand dollars have been subscribed by tho
vitizens of Windsor. But we are glad to notice
a further step, The provisional committee have
agreed upon a site, which is, without question,
one of the most lovely and advantageous in the
province. Wo refor to the property known as
“ Hdgehill,” the former residence of Mr, George
‘Wilson, the commsnding site and lovely sur-
roundings of which are without a peer, even in
beautiful Windsor. A very largo sum of money
has been exporded in laying out this site, 80
that the school for girls starts out with the
advantage of unsurpassed location, surrouad.
ings, and ornamental grounds than which
nothing better conld be found in Nova Sootia.
The prospectus farther tolls us that all finanoial
mattors copneoted with the corporation which
is to supply funds, are to be controlled by the
sharcholdere. The promoters seek for §560,000.

cessful working promises the expenditure of
large sums within the limits of our town. For
both these reasons we extend to it our cordial
sympathy and hearty co operation, ard shall
watch its development with continued interest.

My Canadian trip was, I think, most satis-
factory. Ifelt, everywhere [ went, in Ottawa,
in Montreal, in Quebec, in New Brunswick and
in Nova Scotia, that there was a kindly snd
growing interest in my work among the Indian
children. The pecuniary results were in round
numbers : Montreal $115; Quebec §147 ; New
Brunswick $337; Nova Nootia $264; Total,
$909.63. Of this amount the two boys’ ex-
Penags and their tickets to England cost $250.

31, My own expenses I paid myself) leaving
a net balanoe of $669.32,

Ovr English Trip.—We spent thres weeks
and three days in Eogland, Daring that timo
I preached six tiraes and addressed twenty-two
meetings, We atso did some sightseeing in
London; saw the Queen at Windsor, and went
down & coal mine at Newoastle, I also had
very favorable interviows wiih the Seoretaries
or Committees of the great Missionary Socie.
ties. The money result of my English trip, in-
oluding receipts on the Ooean, was §1,078.79,
from which c¢xpenses have to be deduoted
$151,48; leaving & net balance of 8927.31,
These balances amount together to §1,686.63,
I am appropriating it as follows: Elkhorn
Maintenance, $350; Shingwauk building, $86 63,
Medicine Hat, 1,150,

Our Present Homes, consiating of the Shing-
wank and Wawanosh, at Sault Ste. Marie, and
the Washakada and Kasote, at Eikhorn, are
going on most satisfactorily, the two former

being more thun full, and the Elkhorn Homes, |

although not yet quife a year in operation,
having an attendance already of 46 pupils, Bat
wo are vory muoh- behind with fands, Our
books show on the Ist of July, taking into
socount all that was doe from all sourocos at that
dato, showod & deficit of 8600 on the Maintenance
Fund, Taking the scconnts of the various
homes separately, we find that it is the Elkhorn
ones that are so far behind. The Elkhorn de-
ficit is 3800 ; so that if this were paid up, the
Sanlt Ste. Marie Homes instead of being behind
would have $200 to the good, as mentioned
above. I am applying $340 of my receipts
while travelling to Eikhorn Maintenance,

Medicine Hat.—Wo have land already pur-
chased for our proposed new Homes at Medicine
Hat, and I hope to ercot three buildings similar
to those at Eilkhorn. I have already plans and
specifications prepared for ¢the Central build-
ing,’ whioh is the one we propose to bogin with;
the walls will be ooncrete, and it willl cost
probably nearly $4,000, Towards which we
have only about $2,10), available for building
purposes, 2o shall be able only to make a start.
My application for & Governmen$ grant this
spring having fuiled has put us back for the
present, but we hope a grant will be made next
year. My brother, Mr, Wilberforce Wilson, &
oivil engineer, who has acted as local Superin-
tendent of my Sanlt Ste, Marie Homessince 1st
January, and was left in oharge daring my
sbsence in England, goes up this week to Medi-
cine Hat and will suporintend the erection of
the new baildings.

Oanr position I think is perhaps scarcely yet
understood, My Homes are connected with
three Dioceses, those of Algoma, Rupert's Land,
and Qu'Appelle. The Bishop of Algoma is
President of my S.S.M, Homes; the Bishop of
Rupert’s Land is visitor of my Xikhorn
Homes, and the Bishop of Qu'Appelle is Presi-
dent of my prospeotive Medicine Hat Homes.
The Bishops of these Dioceses while very
warmly endorsing my efforts and helping me
in every way they can by their porsonal irflu-
ence, undertake no pecuniary respousibilites,
but leave me to raise my own funds and to
carry on the work in my own way. The
Bishop of Algoma has kindly continued a grant
which was originally made to us by the Synod
of Toronto before the Algomsa Diocese was
formed, and within tho Jast few years has very
kindly increased that grant so a8 to somewhat
sugment my own salary; at tho prosent time [
am receiving $200 per annum from the Diocese
of Algoma towards support of my Ssult Sto.
Marie Homes, and $3t0 towards my own galary.
This is the sum total that [ receive from any
Diocesan source, The Board of Domestio and
Foreign Missions gives me nothing, Over and
above the Indian Department grants and an
annual grant of £150 from the C.C.C.8.; £110
of which is personal sslary, and £40t6 Elkhorn,
I am myself responsible for raising all the funds
needed for carrying on my uow extemsive and

fast extending work. I hope that both the
Domestioc and Foreign Missionary Sooiety of
this country and the great societies in Eagland
will seo the import.noe aud necessity of assist-
ing this distinotive work which it hrs pleased
God for me to be the means of raising up from
nothing to its present proportions, and ao relieve
mo in some mesasure of the great anxiety whioh
mu3t neoessavily attend the carryine on of so
large a work withso insuffoient and fl 1otoating
an income with whioch to maintain it, Ishoald
mention perhaps that my own position in re-
gard to these varions Homes is that of Chief
Manager and Secretary Treasurer. All the
funds for their support come through my own
hands, I bave & local Superintindent at each
centre 1o whom I pay the cheques for the
mainteuance, &a., oach quarter.
Thanking you for your kindness in sllowing
me 80 muoch of your valuabla space.

Wheress, the prosent size of the Diocese of
McKenzie River, and espeocially the barrier
whioh the Rooky Mountains interpose bet woeen
the osstern ‘portion in the McKonzie River
basin and the western portion on tho Youoon
snd its tributaries, render any effective super-
vision of the wholo diocese not oaly diffisult
but almost impracticable, and whereas the work
in the westera portiou is growing both in aroa
and importance, and whereas thoe Bishop of
MoKenzie River has been for somo timo past
soxious for a division of his present diocese, in
accordance with this resolution, and whereas
the Church Missionary Society is willing to
make s similar arrangement for tho suppors of
the Bishops of the two dioceses as far the
Bichop of the present Diocese of MeKenzie
River, 8 diocese to be called the Diocese of
' Selkirk ’ bo formed out of the present Diocese
of MoKenzie River, to consist of that portion
of British Territory to the west of tho Rocky
Mountains, boanded on the north by the Arctic
Ocean, on the east by the Rocky Monutains,
on tha south by the 60th parallel of latitude,
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and on the west by 141st meridian of west
longitude, containing an ostimated ares of
200,000 equare miles,

The presence of Bighop Bompas is still doubt-
ful., Bishop Howden is understood to be in o
remote part of his diccese and will not come,
These two dioceses and that of Athabasca will
have only one or two local reprerentatives of
the clergy; geuerally one or two from Winni-
peg assist in representing cach diocese. Those
who are in favor of one huge provinoce will see
that 8 representation from the Northern Dio-
cesen cannot be obtained in this Province ever,
go great are the difficulties and the distances, A
delegation from the Provincial Synod to a gen-
eral Synod would be composed of men from the
accessible dioceses who would be likely to go.
If we bad one Synod for the Dominion dioceso
after diccese in our Province would be totaily
uprepresented. The Consolidation into one
Provinoce as far as we are concerned wounld ve
unfair and impracticable to say nothing of
other important reasona. 'With the formaiion
of the Diocese of Sclkirk we shall have eight
Dioceses in the Province, From their position
Winpipeg i their natural metropolis. But the
time consumed in ihe journeys, the expense,
and the impossibility ot having their flocks
cared for, make a free representation by vlergy
impossible for the northern dioceses The
laity are almost to & man Indians, There has
never been a Liay delegate present in the Synod,
who resided in these dioceses,

OONTEMPORARY CHURCH OPINION.

Ohurch Bells says:

We have always raised our voice against the
secularisation of the Sabbath. There are some
very estimable folk who say that it would be
better to bave the peoplo in mureums, galleries,
and similar places, than in public-houses; but
this is, aftor all, merely begging the question,
and assumes that the people go to public-houses
because the former institutions are closed. Now,
we do not at all see the meocessity for guch an
assumption, a8 & judge once remarked to a
prisoner before him who had pleaded, in
extenuation of bis offence, that he must live,
When it is eaid that closing the gates of public
institutions ‘ againet the magses’ is ¢ immoral,’
sud is & fswelling of the stream that flows
through the doors of our public-houses,’ the
spoakers talk sheer ponsense, and we would
almost venture to say that they know they do.
If we grant that the opening of museums and
similar places on Sunday would do good, it does
rot in the smallest degree prove that the
‘ stream that flows ' wonld be diminished in the
smallest degree. It might even be urged that
it would be inoreased, The masses—we use
the word although we dislike it, because it has
come to have a meaning of its own—on public
holidays find their outing, whether it be to the
70, or whether it be to the British Museum,
or the National Gallery, not unproductive of
thirst, and the ‘stream that flows’' both into
the public houses and down their parched
throats, is considerably greater than on an
ordinary day, when they are engaged at their
rospeclive avocations, Of course there are
some respectable ressons for the opening of
museume and galleries on Sundays, but they
are not thoge of the charactor of the ‘stream
that flows.’ . There are, on the other hand, such
obvions dangers—dangers which we vonture to
think far outweigh the advantages to be gained
—in any movement which tends to lessen
Sunday observance, that the wisest course
seems to be promoting its inorease rather than
its decreese, as the Sunday Society wish to do.

The Irish Ecclesiastical Gazetie says in an
articlo referring to the annual meoting of the
E.C.U,:

Those who enter the lists against the Ritual-
ists muat deal with some very stern faots, Thoy
have to reccgnize this faot among others, that
the present wonderfal advarnce of the Church of
England, its growing strength and importance
in the land, its multiplication of bishops, its
building and restoring of churohes, its sister-
hoods and brotherhoods, its advanced mission-
ary operations, its philantbropic work among
the poor in the large oities—that all these
things aro miXed up with and contemporaneous
with s rituslistic movement that, we are told,
is eapping the very foundations of the Church!
Again, there is to be taken into account the
manifest decrease of dissent in Hngland, and
the increasing number of dissenting ministers
who are yearly taking orders in the Churoh of
England. These are the faots not to be gain-
said, : :

CHURCH PRINGCIPLES.

My reverend brethren, let me ask your
ronewed attention to the duty of grounding the
people in the fandamental principies of Church
order and of Church work. The present genera-
tion is not so well instructed in the Prayer
Book and distinotive teaching of the Church as
were those of a period when we were indeed &
* foeble folk,” and when * first principles,” oon-

etantly assailed by otbers, were, on that ao-
count, more zeslourly inculeated by our clergy.
The caron (Title 1, Can, 21), which requires

the curate of souls to * be diligent in inatract-
ing the children ia the oatechism,” forbids him
to be content with this, ¢ He shall also, by
stated catechetical leotures and instruction, be
diligent in informing the youth snd others in
the doctrine, constitution and litargy of the
Church.,” Let mo solemnly irquire whether &
neglect of this obligation, in too many in-
stances, has not bred the evils of which s0 many
pastors have resson to complain? Are there
not parishes and missions in which there are
no stated cetechetical lectures and instruction ?
None whatever during the week ? None in
the long and otherwise tedious evenings of
winter ? It is said, ‘our pecple aro scattered
and will not come to church.,” Then invite 5
few young men or young girls to the parsonage
and instruet them thore. Or go forth and find
a fami'y that is willing to be instructed and
begin with them. I know that such zoal begats
zoal and such wo ks grow and make increase,
One of my respected brethren of this diocese
invited me to examine & company of young
women whom he had instructed in the history
of the Christian Church, the Anglican Roforma-
tion and the history of our own Church., Their
‘ understanding and answers’surprised me, and
I must own that theological students, when
examined for orders, have often failed to give
replies with the precision and detail that char-
acterized this parochial olass, Fsw are the
parishes in which & number of iads counld not
be gathered for such teaching, and where choir-
boys meet for instruction in musie, I must io-
sist that a little time should, in all cases, bo
given to their education acocording tothe Cinon
I have cited,

Many will come to such instructions who
would not attend s professed  Bible class,” But
the faithful pastor can make this a Bible class
witbout the name, He oan interweave the
most golemn appesls to oonscience, he can ex-
plain conversion and its process, he can * win
gouls,” which is wisdom indeed. And while
thus working he will win what he does not,
primarily, think of, the affection of young and
old in his parish. If all our missionary clergy
would take care to read theservice in an edify-
ing manuer, and would work among the people
in this way. we should bo astonished by the re-
sults, Aund oity pastors must work down to
the masses in like manver, Letus copy tho
noble examples already known and read of all
meu, in the Chburch, and we shall see how
mightily her power can be increased.

I must return to the subject incidentally
mentioned in connection with the case of dis-
oipline aforesuid. How vastly important in
our time, that the clergy should faithfully aud
very strictly attend to ail the Churoh’s provis-
ions, and those of the state as well, which pro-
tect tho sanctity of the family, Never omit the
olosest investigation of strangers seeking t> bo
married by your ministrations, The state
qualifies you as magistrates for the administra.
tion of an oath in such case. Be sure as to ps-
rental consent, where the parties are young,
and never omit inquiries as to the former mar-
riages, if the parties are prinoipslly divorce
persons, one or both, “XKeep thyself purs.”
Take down their answers with pen and paper,
snd make them feel the sacramental nature
of the rite you are asked to administer. So
you will have no part or lot in the sbomina-
tions that defile the land, It is always safe to
decline marrying any divorced party, in all
oiroumstances. You cannot gain the ovidence
to decide that this one is innocent and that
guilty, There may have been collusion, the
times are rife with such wickedness, If you
refute t¢ marry one divorced person, and yet
marry another, you proclsim your j:dgment,
and you do po without evidence that judges
would allow on which to prooeed, Oh! let the
Church, my brethren, be telt by all men ir this
land, to be the gmardian of the family, the
faithfol protector of the Christiun home,—
Bishop Cox's Annual Address.
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To the Editor of the Church Guardian
. Harirax, N.S.
Sie,—Having cleared the way in the former
paper by some preliminary considerations and
tho laying down of two principles, viz. : the
retention of provinces, and the equality of
Provinces, we prooeed to examine the matter

farther in the light of History.

Prosuming that it may bo objected that these
principles are antiquated, and that the Church
in the Dominion should cast aside the teachings
of the past and sirike out a new pathway more
suited to tho needs of the present, let ns glance
for & moment at some of the modern substitutes
which have been made for the Church’s anoient
orgsnizations. The desirability of unifieation
is admitted. There should be, no one will deny,
some ultimate anthority for the desision of suoh
question 88 may gravitate through the inferior
Syncds to a central governing body. Sach
questions will in the nature of the case be fow,
and must be rigidly limited ; but they do exist.
Thore are spheres in which we may seck for
guidance; tho one is that of other Colonial
Churches ; the other is that of the Anglican
Church in the United States.

1. First then, we consider the case of the
Colonial Churches, and of these we will take as
4 typical example the Church in Australia and
Tasmania.

In 1t36 the See of Australia was formed,
which inoluded the whole of Australia, New
Zealand, and Tasmania (formerly a dependency
of the Diooese of Caloutta), New Z2aland was
detached in 1841, and Tasmania in 1842 In
18477, the Diocese of Australia was again
divided, the Sees of Sydney, Newcastle, Ade~
Jaide and Melbourne, being formed; and the
Bishop of Australia being created by letters
patent, Bishop of Sydney and Metropolitan of
Australia, The Province of New South Wales
now consists of the Dicceses of Sydney, Bath-
urst, Goulburn, Grafton and Armidale, New
oastle and Riverina. There are bhesides, not
forming part of the Province of New South
Wales, but inoluded in the General Synod pre-
sided over by the Bishop of Sydney as Primate,
the Dioceses of Adelaide, Ballarat, Brisbane,
Melbourne, North Qaeensland and Tasmania.
Hore then we have & number of Diocoses, regu-
larly constitated a Provincial Syned, under a
Motrepolitan, the Bishop of Sydney, snd a
number of other dioceses not 8o organized, but
the whole meeting in & General Synod under
tho nresidency of & Primate. The General
Synod, which we are seeking an example is
there, but the whole arrangement ie much more
irregular than our own, We have Provinces
regularly constituted, and independent dioceses,
such ag ¢.g. Newfoundland, But we can hardly
be expected to take &3 our example a General
Synod which is in itself an anomaly, It would
gurely be much easier for us to form a General
Synod from our Provinces, after attaching to
ourselves the independent dioceses, than that
we should take for our ezample one Province
united in General Synod with & number of in-
dependent dioceses, The difficulties in the way
would be much less by acknowledging and
presorving intaot the rights and privileges of
our present Metropolitans and their Provinoes,
and the due adjustment of the relations between
the Dioceses, Provinces and General Synod
would be much less hard of accomplishment.
There is not, therefore, mach help in this
direction. It would be better to have the whole
of the Diocese united in one large Provincial
Syrod, as 18 the case with the Church in New
Z.aland, But this solution of the question is

heset with diffioulties of its own, which a con-
sideration of our other exemplar will reveal.

2 The Church of the United States in its
present form had its genesis as to organization
from substantially the same fathers who formed
the politioal constitation of that conatry after
the Revolution, Their eivil establishment was
in many respects unlike any that the world
had scen ; and the republioan President during
his brief tenure of offioe is more of an absolate
Ruler and has more personal power than any
monaroh-of the effete oivilizations of the Qid
World, Having so far wronght out their des
tiny, The Church was organized in & similarly
original manner ; and the resalt is practicslly
a hoge Provinoial Synod, with no Motropolitan,
but only s Presiding Bishop, who has' no funo-
tions exoopt that of presiding over his brethren
in their triennial assombly, and no pretentions
to personal rule. The four olerienl and four
lay representatives from each dioceso to the
House of Deputies, renders the assembly pon-
dorous and unwieldy; and the attempt in con-
travontion of the anoient praotice of the Churoh
Catholic to invent a new and improved logisla-
ture and deliberative organization has boen
found to be a comparative failure, The dis-
tances too between the different portions of the
vast area enter into the quostion; and the time
is not far distant when the Church in the Uaited
States will be resolved into at loast three Prov-
inces, eagch with its Motropolitan, which will
be roprosented againin a roconstituted National
Synod, the form and procedure of which will
certainly be taken from primitive procedent.
It is perhaps not too much to say that the agi-
tation tending towards this step would have
beon by this time begun, but that the frial of
the Bishop of Lincoln, and tho preposterous
and unhistorical claims mado for the Avch
bishop of Canterbury as Motropolitan have
exoited alarm and caused cantious men to wait
the turn of evonts,

But it is time to come to tho positive side of
the question, and to ask what light History
caste upon sach an assembly as the one con-
templated by the resolutions of the Provincial
Synod of Canada. If modern substitntes for
the regularity and efficienoy of the old methods
of Church legislation be found to be wanting,
let us turn to the old paths and searching see
which is the good way.

At presont the ultimate legislative authority
of the Church rests in her Provincial Synods.
There are not meroly in posse, bat in esse. Any
attempt to destroy them now they are hor2 in
existence and in lively existence, will certainly
fail, It will fail, firat because the Synods will
not efface themselves, there being in them too
mach attachment to ancient order and the con-
gtitution of .the Church from the beginning,
to consent to such & revolationary step, It
will fail secondly, beoause the Motropolitans
themsslves neither oan, nor will unless the wri-
ter of this totally mistakes them, give up and
feably allow to ccllapse, what oannot bat be
regarded as a sacred trust, committed 8)lemnly
to their hands, and which thoy are bound to
maintain, It is improper to express bere more
than the proper views of an individnal ; but it
will ba a sore grief and shock to very many of
the Church's noblest and best both of the olergy
and laity, should such a proposition be seriously
entertained.

The power of legislation residing then in the
Provincial Synods, the expression of it in any
more concentrated form can cnly come from
the common consent of those bodies, and is
legitimately arrived at only by their combined
aotioned ; not by their fusion. Fasion is a
canoniocal impossibility. .

The best, and practically the only available
gource of investigation and comparison for one
branch of the Church, lies in the history of the
two Convocations of Canterbury and York.
Here wo have two Provincial Synods whose
jurisdiotion is conterminous with the nation.

‘fhey are entirely independent of each other,

The legialation of the one need not ba ascapted
by the other, Neverthaless thoy hava on var.
ious oconsions jained togather for deliboration
and for fime of the most important legis-
lation which could engage tho attention of the
Churoh. It is from the study of the models -
heraprovided that we shall dearive our bast and

wigest guidanoe in the delioate aund difff 1alt task

whnich lies bafore the C)nference mastiny next

month at Winnipeg.  Taese will ba treated

somewhat in detail in a third aud oonelading -
papor.

THE PROPOSED UNIFICATION OF THE
CHURCH.

To the Editor of the Church Guardian :

Tn following up my previous lettor I dosire
to lay before your readors what appoar to mo to
be gerious objections to forming & number of

Eoclesiastical Provinaes undoer & Genoral Sy-
nod ; —

‘1st. I deprecate the unnecossary multiplying
of mechinery with its unavoidable fristion
with our Diocesan Synods attonding to their

own local affiirs, and a General Synod, to
which shall be trausforred the present powers
and prerogatives of the two Prov, Synods, and—
if thought advisable—additional powors added;
it appoars to me we could have tho desired, and
necessary unifieation and overything working
smoothly. Bat if wo insert Provincial Synods
between those, thore will—I think bo a great
doal of friction without, or at best, vory few,
componeating advautages. Whate. ¢. ave to
be the powers conferrod upon those bodias ? If
thoy retain their present ones, what will the
Gonoral Synod have to do? Theso are quos-
tions which will have to be solved beforo sett-
ing up this multiform legislation. And it will,
I think, be very difficult to provent the Pro.
vincial Synods encroaching upon the Dioceses,
on the one hand ; or the General body on the
other, And thon there will bo the question of
ultra vires constantly oropping up.

2nd, I deprecate tho nnnecessary expendi.
ture of money, At tho present timo we find it
very difficult to find men who oan affard to at.
tond the Provincial Synod of Canada; and so
far we, in Nova Scotia, hav: not s:en our way
clear to assessing the Parishes for the purpose
of defraying the exponses of dologates. Now
if we add another Synod to those already ex-
isting we incresse this difficuity, and one of
three things must rosult from it, Hither tax
the pecple ; leave tho more distant Diocosos
unrepresented ; or leave Church logislation in
tho hands of & few wealthy individuals, And
this leads us 3rdly to suother objeciion, vis:
the indirect representation of the people. At
present the parishes eleot their lay representa.
tives to the Diocesan Synods, which Sy-
nods elect delegates to the Provinoial
ones, Aud, I sappose, in the event of a Ge-
neral Synod being constituted over these,
they—the Provincial Synods—would elect de.
legates to it, Axnd as it is now diffisult to got
the people generally to take any intelligonl in-
terest in the Provincial Synods, the difficnlty
of getting them practioally interested in the
Goneral one would be far greater, Thore may
be those who would not regard this a8 an un.
mixed evil. Bat I think, if we profess to gov-
ern the Church by representation, the repre-
sentation shoul bo real. Against what I have
said, it may bo urged that the work to be por.
formed by the one body would be two muah,
and the experience of the Churoh in the U. B,
muy be quoted, I reply that this would be a
good check to that evil of which we are in
great danger—over logislation.

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A NOTABLE EPISCOPAL CHARGE.

Prior to his clevation to the Hpiscopate the
Rov. Hugh Miller Thompson, presently Bishop
of Mississippi, was woll keown as an aunthor,
for his trenchant and powerfal style, and for
his carnest advooaoy in plain and nunmistakeable
torms of all that which he oonsidered for the
.beuefit of the Church as a whole or of its indi-
vidual members, priests or laity. Many will
romomber with pleasaro his writings on
{ Unity,’ ¢ First Prinoiples,’ &c., issned in tract
form ; and also a volumoe under the name ‘Copy.*
Singe his consecration the arduous duties of his
Episoopal office havo doubtless prevented his
carrying on his former literary work ; but we
find in the oharge delivered by him to the Con-
vention which mot lately in his Diocese, much

of the old style of plain, foreible, outspoken
teaching, Wo quote this week such portions
of the charge as relato espooially to the olergy.
In a former part of his address the Bishop had
in unmistakeable torms affirmed the true posi
tion of the Churoh as a divine institution and its
character as ovidencing oertain definite ideas,
vis.: * Unity,’ * Worship,' * The Eternal Laws
of Gad,’ *An Unchanging Faith,' ‘A Protest
sgainst tho vagaries of any hour or any place,’
&c,, and asserting the duty of the olergy to be
to cducate, enlighton and train men, ‘as The
Church believed * in training in education in a
religion of the oradle, the fireside and Church
ostochising ; but did not believe in muoh of the
so oalled ‘popular Christianity.’ He proceeds
to enlarge upon such duty as follows:

You are to eduoate and enlighten and train,
The means are placed in your hands, It is not
a question of omotion, The business is one of
cuiture aund life. Christianity is concerned

-with Charaoter.
The jgnorance of the plainest and simplest

oontonis of the New Testament among so-called

- ]
intelligent people, will amaze you, How msany

men you meet 0an repeat the Liord's Prayer?
Did you ever investigate ? How many kuow
the Ten Commandments? Is there one in &
hundred who can repeat the simple Apostle’s
Creed ? Graduates of our Common Schools,
sometimes of so called High Schools and Col
leges, many are as ignorant a8 a Chinese of the
first principles of the religion they possess.

Is it to be wondered at that. out of the State
we live in, acores are led by Mormon Elders to
Utah ? - I saw myself, only last fall, & train
load of such deluded viotims—the tribute of
our Sectarianism to this most brutal and etupid
of ]l Yankee seocts,

The priest’s lips must keep knowledge. The
primal duty of a Church clergyman is

To TEA0E.

He may leave rant to those who make of a
business of rant. There are always plenty of
them: And *they have their reward,” He must
InsTRUOT, .

Are the Clergy teaching? That is, after all,
the primal duty. Our Lord was a Teacher.
Are you, brethren of the clergy, aware of the
need, ¢ The hungry sheep look up and arenot
fed’ I fear too often.

It is Dot your eloquence, or your ‘ impassion-
ed declamation,’ or your ‘moving appesals’—
there are scores who cannot spoak their mother
tongue correctly, who can excel you in all that
~have you instruction, wisdom, enlightening
on matters of the Faith for people fast weary-
ing of wind and emptiness!

o you, my brethren of the olergy, catechizo
the ohildren committed to you? Do you leave
them to the well intentioned but poor make
shift of the Sunday school, and its voluntary
and irresponsible instruotions ? Where are the
children of your charge to be instructed ? Do
you know ? Not in our schools, for the Supreme
Courts arc banishing even the two Testaments
as unconstitutional. Not at home, for fireside
instruotion in the Catechism hae ceagsed. Only
you, Pastor and sworn Shepherd remain. Are
you turning this over to the charge of undisoi-
plined boys and girls, who, themselves, ought
to be under regular catechetical diecipline by
you who must answer for their sonls ? )

Lot me ask my brethren of the Clergy if
there is not

Too Mucr PasacHING,

and too little teaching, too little pastoring, too
little catechising, too little house to house
work ?

And let mo suggest that the community in
which we live is not perishing for preaching.
Almost anything that can talk ¢ preaches,” Al
most anything gets itself preached, Religion
is ohoked to death by preaching, It is all
preach and no practice, All talk and no do.

So I am not much concerned so much about
your preaching so called. I am deeply con-
cerned about your instructing and your teach-
ing the first Principles of the Oracles of God,
of which, I am very sure, you will find even
most intelligent congregations, as they imagine

Lot mo suggest that you inguire how many
average people imagine that the Spirit of God
inspired, for instance, the Old and Now Testa-
ments in chapters and verses, and even in the
Eoglish langusge ! Suppose you ask, even your
own best instruoted communicants, by what
authority the Authorised English Version
stands, or how the Version of the Psalms in the
Prayer Book comes to differ from that in the
Bible, How many could tell you?

The people are perishing for

the profound ignorance of the Word of God
and all that concerns it, owing to the incessant
preaching of preachers black and white, male
and female, who preach themselves is appalling,
The Religion of Christ is washed omt of the
lives of thousands by a wide, wishy washy fload
of preaching,

There 18 no book of which the average Sscta.
rian Christian is more profoundly ignorant thay
of his Hnglish Bible, His ignorance leaves
him a ready prey to any fanafical preacher, or
apy infidel leoturer who undertakes to instruot
him, either in the mistakes of M oses or inthose
of Almighty God!l

The religion of the Church iz & religion of
culture, e ducation and fraining. It appeals to
and engages reason and intelligence, It is
strong upon its own lines and on'its own ideas;

The Clergyman who abandons those lines
and ideas for ways foreign to the whole law,
sentiment aud conviction of the body under the
hope of some tomporary success will find sooner
or later & bitter repentance. David conld not
fight in Saunl's armor. The simple weapons to
which he had been trained were alone effective,

The Church forsakes -her vantsge ground,
belies her principles, stultifies her whole roason
for existence where she abondons her own ways
for the methods of the hour, and theinventions
of the day, '

I must charge my . brethren of the Clergy to
be more than ever diligent in their

Orrioss IN TEE CHUROH,

and their pastorsl labor from house to house,

The reading of the Liturgy demands of the
Clergyman study and care. Often its wholo
effect is marred and a divine treasure mado
contemptible by evil reading. Kvil reading, 1
say for which there is no exomse, which is a
sacrilege and no less, - Mannerisms, slovoli-
ness, irreverence, indistinot enunciation are, in
my judgment, sacrilege, on the part of the
perpetrator. If they caunot be cured the man
should decline to slanghter the public service
or render it contemptible any longor, If they
oan bo cured, and they nearly always can be,
ho is without excuse, He should put himgelf
ander training as goon as possible.

Aund o, of preaching, Whosoever has g
mersage to deliver, and is oharged with its
importance, and feels it unless there be somo
physical weakness, can deliver Lis mestago
from the heart, and send it to the hearts of
other men. The man who oan preach asermon
or read the Prayers, as if wero repeating an
auctionecr’s catalogae is strangly out of place
in the chancel. :

To discharge the public offises of our ministry
with such reverence, digrity and fitness of
utterance as they deserve and demand is & plain
duty from which nothing can excuse us, and it
is incumbent upon us to use all diligence and
geek all holps to discharge the duty rightly.

And let me say here, that I think it the duty
of a wise and prudent layman instead of oriti-
cising or finding fault in private, to frankly
explain and advise in stich cases, The Clorgy-
man, if & sensible man, will be obliged to him
if he point out mistakes, mannerisms, or faults,
of which he may be ignorant, and which mar
his nsefulness, .

An ordained man, especially, should remem-
ber that he has ceased ina profound sense tc ho

His Own Man,

His notions, his personalities, his solf opin-
ions, his whimsies, (and we all have more or
less of them) are bound to be put in abeyance.
He represents & Bopy, He stands for the honor
of that Body: By him the Body in msny
onses, will be judged, He is called to measure
his bearing and his life not merely by the effect
upon himself, but by the effect upon the B.dy.

He cannot aot for himself alone or decide, in
many csses for himself alone. He has recoived
a trost and he bears a diguity which are not
his private property or given for his own worth
or deservings. He can dishonor and shamethe
Body or he can make it reverenced and vener-
ated as he will,

Brethren do we think of this always as seri-
ously as we might ? Do we hesitate in a certain
course satisfactory enough to ourselves, lest we
should compromise the Body? Do we consider
that our hands are tied in many ogses because
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we have no right to involve the Body in our
rivate responsibilities ?
And another matter. There is nothing which
other things being the same adds s0 much to
the power of the Ministry in its true ides as

PramanENoY IN PLAcE,

Every year he remains at his post is an added
capital of irflnence to & Clergyman, Every
. Bishop sees it, haa experience of it, and esti-
mates, and cannot help it the value of a Clergy-
man by this measure,

It is pitiful to see the way in which some
men waste themedlves and fritter away their
asefulness by restlessness and ohsnge, and the
gagerness for & new parish, Since the examples
are so many and so sad it is & wonder they are
ropesated 80 often,

And after & ministerial life of this restless-
ness and ohange, & man finds himself left out
of the movement, a8 it were, and writes, lugu-
brious articles to the Churoh Press about the
esgerness of Parishes for young men and the
gad condition of things that & man of sixty gets
no more calls; that ‘boys’ sre preferred to
men of experionce. It is not at all true.

Ho has had too much experienoce, that is the
{ronble. His experience is of the kind parishes
;nstinotively decline, A man at his age even 2
man yoanger, ought not to need  oalls’ or want
¢oalls. Long since he should have mado his
place and gettied his work, and be surrounded
by & people devoted and faithful, with nodesire
or dream of change,

What would be the estimate of a lawyer or
physician who after twenty-five or thirty years
of service was still hunting for some place,
perhaps at the outer side of the continent, in
which to bogin the practice of his profession ?

There needs to be some plain talk on this
subjact, for thore has been & great deal of weak
and sontimental nonsense spoken and written,

One man complains that we are having
Societies for the Incroase of the Ministry when
wo bave hundreds of Clergy unemployed. Ido
not hesitate to say that if Clergy are unem-
ployed, excopt for the cause of physical dies-
bility or by their own choice, they are so
because it is of no use employing them. They
are not fit to be employed. They are our
mistakos, & puzzle and a heart break to all con-
cerned, the bowilderment of Bishops and the
confosion of parishes, Many of them are good
men, sincere men, even devoted men, but whose
career is & long line of failure, and who stand
ready, after years of such oxperience, to make
a newer and more striking failare to-morrow,
if only they get a chance !

These good men are the stumbilng blocks in
tho path of unsophisticated Bishops, and the
torror of Bishops who have acquired experi-
ence.

And the sinfulness of it all is that the cause
of their failure is so visible to every one, and is,
sometimes, s0 small & matter that it might be
casily mended and yet the man concerned alone
doos not see it or will not remedy it.

For it is not always, though it is very often,
from inherent weakness of character, and unfit-
ness for his oslling that a Clergyman's record
becomes one of failure, It is occasionally irom
obstinate persistence in some slovenly or ungra-
cious manner, from negleot of ordinary social
smenities. Even from some stumbling trick of
seading, or some mumbling manner of preach-
ing, or gome uncouthness in his administra-
tions, It is a pitiful pity to see & man’s whole
usofnlness destroyed by some trick out of which
his mother ought to have chastised him or his
firat achool teacher persuaded him with a switch
forty years ago!

I'am not speaking this way, brethren from
auy special feeling or experience, We have
had in Mississippi, & Clergy rather remarkable
for the reverse of all I have been saying. We
have, I am glad to think, and thankiul to feel,
for our numbers, Clergymen who would honor
any Diaoese in the Church.

And we want it 80, The Bishop surely wants

it so. He would be happy if all the olergy were
learned, able, zealous, faithfal and acceptable

beyond what he could pretend to be., A golden
clergy are the glory of the Episcopate.

And I want, and the Diocese wants men stal-
wart, stesdfast and able—~men who ocan ¢ stand
by’ and will ‘stand by,’ assomo have done, and
become ‘ part’ and fgreat part’ of what we
trust to do and suffer in this Diocese,

I am vory stapid and very slow in learning
things, as all my friends have knowa all along,
and I only of late have discovered.

But among the gains of the seven years is
this wisdom, that I will try to discourage ad-
venturers, wanderers, experimenters, gentiemen
who want to ‘see how they liko the Soumth,’ or
‘ how the climate agrees with them,’ or *think
they ought to have s change.’

I am olear it is better our Parishes and Mis-
sions should remein vacant even for a consider-
able time than that they shonld be opon to the
experimental girations of gentlemen who are
here to-dsy and in the hills of Colorado next
weok, and the plains of New Mexico a month
after trying ‘how they like it everywhere,
and never finding their ideal Parish and happy
Eoolesiastical hunting ground this slde the Day
of Judgment | —The Ohurokh News, Miss.

CONFIRMATION,

Among the alterations and additions in the
Book of Common Prayer finally adopted by the
late General Convention, of the P, E, Charch
in the U.S, is & rubric in the Confirmation
Office : ¢t The Minister shall not omit earnestly
to move the persons confirmed to come, without
delay, to the Lord's Supper.” It ie & strange
confradietion to the Confirmation vow when
the confirmed are not glad to come to the

Heavenly feast, and a stranger when their
guide to the rite makes no special exertion to

ring them to the Saorament. The difference
between the person only confirmed and ome
admitted to the Holy Communion, is the differ-
ence between & vow paid and a vow violated,
* Whon thou vowest & vow unto.God, defer not
to pay it; for He hath no pleasure in fools;
psy that which thon hast,” The place whick
this Church has glven to the Holy Communion
in all her standards is sadly ignored when the
line vanishes between the conflrmad porson and
the communicant,

The spirit of the rubric requires what cannot
be too impressively urged, due instruction of
the confirmants in the dootrine and practice of
the Holy Communion, Dean Burgor in his
Treatise on the Pastoral Office says: * I am at
a loss to understand how any can slacken their
offorts after the day of Confirmation ; and
thenceforward, practically, leave the young to
their own devices, Why, it is precisely then
that the struggle begins! Can the enemy
behold such & work as we have been describing
with unconcern ? Are not these young persons
even prizss, who have now, for the second timo,
something to lose? No. We should redouble
our efforts; and labor hard to bring our work
to perfection, When Confirmation is over, tho
day for giving instruetion comcerning Holy
Communion cannot come too 8oon; mor can &
Pastor strive too earnestly to make the work of
preparation for it areality to all."—The Church
Helper,

THE OHINESE AND CHRISTL
ANITY IN HAWAIL

BY THN REV. H. H. GOWXEN,

(Continued ]

Three years ago this Easter, with
a nucleus of two or three Chineso
lads trained jn the Bishop's schaol.
and eevoral Christian brethren from
Hong-XKong and Domerara, we
started a litt'o service in a portioa
of the old pro-Cathedral partitioned
off from tho Sunday-school. Since
ther, little by little, we have en-
Jarged our horders snd strengthened
our stakes, and, though pulled back
by the return of many brethren 1o
China, we now number over thirty-
five communicants, while seven men
are 1o bo confirmed on Sunday next.
Slowly and with diffienlty, amid
other duties, I have gained some
proficiency in the lunguage, and am
now in full charge of the work in
this city, and able to dispense with
tho assistance of a lay reader, As
our numbers increased we have had
to incroaso the number of services
and the ordinary parcchial require-
ments, such as Sunday and day
gohools. Qur great offort during
tho past two yodrs hag been direc’od
towards the ereotion of s church
building, and we are happy to say
that anxiety is now all but removed.
Wo roquired $3,000. At s moeting
of the congregation $1,300 was at
ouce promised. Though nearly all
our men are of the very poorest
olass, there was not one who did not
promise his 10 or 15 dollars, and

weok by . weok these men--yard
sweepers, 0ooks, labourors, duck
raisers—have paid in their contribu-
tions to redeem their promise, The
first question asked whon an appoal
to others is made is, ‘ Have you tried
to help yoursolves ?’ I think we can
honestly anawer, ¢ Weo have,'

It should be remembored that,
with a debt of 5,000 on gur Cathe-
dral, the white residents conld bardly
bo agked to do much I liope in a
wook from now that the foundations
of ovr church will be laid, and that
by thie summor we may be enjoying
tho privilege of worehip within it,

This year our work w0 be carried
on requires 8 much larger oxpendi
ture than we have bitherto been ablo
to afford, as we have now a day-
school which requires paid Chinese
and English ienchors, and on all
sides money is domanded to ensuro
the growth which is tho al'ernative
to stagnation and death.

My Chineso quote to me & saying
of Confucius, that when the head is
lathered you must shavo, meaning
that work onco begun nust be carried
on, It is for the means to do this,
that, with 1the Bishop’s sanotion, I
most oarnestly appoal for help, Wo,
horo, can honoslly say, ‘We have
dono what wo could,’ and, though
wo beliove that God's blessing comes
independently of money, and some-
times that our very poverty iakes
us cling more closely to spiritual
means, yet money is necessary, and
opportunities which will otherwise
pass by unzsed will by its means bo
seizod upon and won for eternity.

Our work thus helped will react
in many direotions. It will help,

Satines and other soft cotton
goods have have a newer look when
gum arabic is used in place of
starch. They should be washed
and rinsed quickly and dried in
a shaded place.

To set the color in black or dark
hosierv, oalicoes, cambrics, ete., put
a large tablespoonful of black pep~
per into a pail of water, and let the
articles lie in soak for a couple of
hours,

Canprers may be greatly bright-
ened by first sweeping thoroughly,
and then goiog over with a clean
cloth and clear salt and water.
Use a cup of coarse ralt to & basin
of water,

Haumyox pillows sre long and
parrow, fifteen by twenty-one in.
ches being & good dimension. Ooe
covered with the plain yellow aw-
ning oloth and finished across the
two ends with yollow cord and tas-
sels, or inred turkey calico with
red cord and taesols, gives a very
gay and Moxican effsct to the ham-
mock, suggostive of tropical coun-
tries and langor.us eage, :

How 1 Coor A CELLAR, — A
great mistako ia sometimes made
in ventilating cellars and milk
houses. The object of ventilation
is to kecp the cellars cool and dry,
but this objeot often fails of being
accomplished by & common mis-
take, and instead the ocellar is
made hoth warm anddamp, A cool
place should rever bo ventilated,
unless tho air admitted is cooler
than the air within, or is at least
& 000l as that, or n very little war-
mer. The warmer the air the
more moisture it holds in suspen-
gion. Nocessarily, the cooler the
gir the moro this moisiure is con
densed and precipilated. When a
oool collar is aired on a warm day,
the entering air, being in motion,
appoars cool, but as it fills tho cel-
lar, the cooler air, with whioh it
hecomes mixed, ohills ii, the mois
turo ia condensed, and the dow is
doposited on the cold walls, and
may often be seen running down
them in sireams,  Thon the celiar
is damp and soon becomes monldy.,
To avoid this, the windows should
only be opened at night, and late,
¢he last thing beforo retiring.

There is no need to fear that the
night air is uohealthful, it is pure
as the air of midday, and is really
dryer. The cool awr enters the
aparimont during the night and
oirculates through it. The windows
should be olosed before sunrise in
the morning, and kept olosed and
ghaded through the day. If the air
of the ocellar is dasmp, it may be
thoroughly dried by piacing in ita
peck of fresh lime in an open box,
A peok of lime will absorb sbount 7
pounds, or more than three quarts
of water, snd in this way & cellar
or milk room may soon be dried
oven in the hottest weather,
