Tue Rev. Chas, Gore has received a unani-

mous invitation from the Church Congress to
visit Australia,

Tae Very Rev. and Hon, Geo. Herbert, who

had been Dean of Hereford for the last 27 years,
died last month in England.

Tue Rev. E. H. Winnington Ingram, the
new rector of Ross, Hercfordshire, has decided
to disconiinue Evening Communions in his
parish.

Tue Rev, R. Brown Borthwick, who bhad
made 2 name for himsclf as a writer of sacred
music and as the musical editor of the S.P.C.K.
1ymnal, died last moxsth,

Tue Rev.J. Stephens Barrass, rector of St,
Michuel, Bassishaw, Basing Hall street, Lon-
den, has consented to act us Secrotary of the
Brotherbood of St, Audvew in England,

Ar St. Paul's Cathedral, London, Eng., six
palm branches, specially sent over from Pales-
tine every year lor this occasion, are carried in
procession from the vestry to the altar on
Pulm Sunday, where they are deposited for the
day.

At last the teachers employed by the London
(Eng.) School Board are compelled to teach
cither Christianity or give no religious instruc
tions at all. The schools had been used for the
dissemination of sociunanism under the guise
of Christian teaching,

It is stated that the number of teachers on-
eaged in Sunday school work throughout the
world in 1893 was 2,239,738, and the tolal num-
ber of scholars 20,268,953, The latest figures

for the United States aro as tollows: Total
number of achools, 123,173; officers and teach-
ers, 1,305,949 ; scholars, 9,715,422,

Tue Bishop of Peterborough, speaking lately
on the subject of Undenominationalism, said that
undenominational teaching had turned out to
be that of & new sect. When it was first talked

about it was supposed there would be a simplo
sort of religion which could be understood by
every one, Far from that being the case, it had
become exceedingly complicated.

U NDENOMINATIONAL religion could not give
that which was necessary for a child. He
maintained that a child was just the creature to
be taught the most dogmatic religion possible.
* # # Speaking from an educational point of
view, it was impossible to teach religion in the
abstract. That had been proved by actual
practice.—Bishop of Peterborough.

Tug S.P.G, reports that its revenues for the
year 1893 fell short of those for the previous

year by £14,070. Twenty-six of the thirty-
three Dioceses of Englund and Wales sont up
diminished amounts, though the collections and
subscriptions for the genoral fund were lar or
by £1,119 than in 1892. The falling off in re-
turns appears under the head of speciul funds,
legaciés and dividends.

ProrLE comfortably off in this world's goods,
who contribute next to nothing towurd the
work of tho Lord, must feel sometimes very
small and mean when they allow others to beur
their burdens for them, and then grumble if the
clergyman is not quite to their tancy, orif a
special sout is not rexerved for them, or it tho
church is not properly warmed und lighted,
and everything about it just as thoy would like,

Tre Bishop of Melbourne, speaking on the
Church and Edueation in regard to Victoria,

" N.S.W,, says: “ He had proved how low tho

morality of Vietorians in particular had sunk
under the ungodly system of education. To
try to teach children to become honest men and
women without the help of the Gospel is im-
possible. The system has been tried in Vie-
toria for 20 years, and to-day it has proved un
uzter failure,”

Tue Rev. George Thomas Dowling, D.I)., has
recently been confirmed by the Bishop of Mas-
sachusetis, and within a year oxpects to enter
the ministry of the Iipiscopal Church. Dr,
Dowling was formerly for twelve years pastor
of the Buclid Avenue Baptist Church, in Cleve-
land, Ohio. Coming to fecl, however, that he
was no longer in accord with certain doginas
which seomed fundamental to the Baptist fuith,
ho quictly resigned his churge and withdrew
from the denomination.

Tuar TuREEPENNY Bir.—* My dear follow,

you cannot get a decent cigar undor sixpence
([ never give less than that) If a fellow of-
fered me ono costing less than that I should
think either that he wished 1o insult me, or
that he was grossly ignorant.”
. The same gentleman said to his wife next day
in church : “ My dear, I have nothing smaller
than sixpence. Just see if you bhave a three.
penny bit you can let mo have."—ZThe Illus-
trated Church News.

Ar the Hobart Church Congress, N.S.W.,
tbe Dean of Adelaide advised the Bishop to ex-
ercise more care as to whom they orduined, and
insisted on the necessity of all clergy being mon
of education. He rather caustically remarked,
1t is well known for many yoars past that it
hus not been very difficult for a man to obtain
Orders in Australia. If a man not tooold is a
failure in business he sccks ordination by com-
mencing a8 a catechist, and soon after he is a
priest.”” We foar that this is not altogether
untrue of Canadian Orders to some extent,

It appears from the Official Year Book of the
Church of England for 1894, that there were in

the years '92-°93 in tho Church Sunday schools
of England 2,205,540 pupils, infants, boys and
girls, being an increaso over the previous yoar
of 144055. Tho attendance on Bible clusses
numbered 410,291, being an incroase of 44,697
over the previous year, The total number of
teachers tor tho past yoar was 188,011, being
an increase of 16,326 ovor the provivus yenr,
Of tho teachers, 55,167 were malos and 132,544
females, cach class xhowing & largoe increase in
nambers over the previous yonr,

Tne Church Review, London, roferring to tho
divirions of Protestantism, says: * When tho
right of private judgment assumes the shape of
143 separate and independent congregations,
and, in addition, 150 separate and independont
congregations which have no denomination,
creed or connection—Protestant Ishmaels us it
wore—shrowd people will begin to usk whut
good it is us n fuctor in religion. 1t must bo
admitted that all these varietios prove that it
might with greater truth be culled the Pro-
testant right of wuigjudgment. The down-
grado is tho Iatost result hore, 1low much
deeper it ean eink it is impossible to say,
although  Undenominationalism opons up im-
menso possibilities in the direction of athejsm,”

A clergyman in the Truro diocese lutely
called attention in his parish magazine to the
fact that there are numbers of c¢hildron who
have been baptized in the Church, but who do
not go to a Church Sunday school. He reminds
his parishionors that tho plain intention of the
Buptismal Service is that all who have beon
baptized should afterwurds bo brought w Con-
firmation.  But if the children of Chureh pooplo
are not sent to u Churchh Sunduy school and
trained in Church priuciples, itscoins o mockery
for the clergyman o say o the Godparrents ut
Buptism that thoy are to seo that tho child is
brought to the Bishop for Contirmution. It iy
only right and congistent that parents who
bring their children o the Church for Baptism
should afterwards send thoem to the Church
Sunday-school, so that they may bo kopt under
good influences und gradually led on 1o Contir-
mution.

TEACH ABOUT THE CHURCLL,

The Church Sunday School Magazine (C.1.S
8.1.) for March, suys :

A Sunday school toacher describes, in the
following extruct from a letter, & state of things
which we fondly hoped could no longer exist
amongst our Church Snnday schools :

 On the strength of having been a subscriber
to the Sunday School Instituto for many years,
though now unfortunately no longer so, I write
to ask if' the Institute can recommend me g
good sentible work on tho real fenets of the
Church of England—explained, and roasons for
belonging to the Cburch, ote. It is for a young
man in this parish, where our worthy Vicar has
for many yeurs preached against the crrors of
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Ritualism, without over giving his people a
single good word for The Churchitself, Hence
the young people on leaving this purish goover
wholosale to Dissent, mostly to tho Plymouth
Brethren, and I tind that hardly any of tho
choir boys huve heen baptized, though attond-
ing the Church Sunday school from infuncy.
The Church Catechism is not allowed to be
tuught, and most of the teachers are DBaptists,

] find these hoys intelligent lads, vory ready
to learn, and severul of them huve asked meo to
commence an ovening class for thom. This iy
an appoul 1 cannot resist, and I should like a
book to LEND, if possible, to one of 1nese luds,
who, I four, will leave the Church definitely
very soon if I eannot find something suitablo to
induce him at loust to wait.” ‘

Our correspondent here directs attention toa
matter which Churchmon of all shados of
opinion must contiler most unsatisfuctory. We
beliove that it will be found that the mere de-
nunciation of error is not conducive either to
individual advancement in spiritual life or to
tho progross of The Church, Certainly, in deal-
ing with tho young, the most effective mathod
is to teach powitively what the Clirvistinn faith
is, and leave to u lurgo extont the negativesido
to tako caro of itselt. Our experienco i, that
when The Church's doctrines and practices are
taught fully, clearly, and discreetly, many even of
those outside the pale of The Church are not slow to
perceive thefr agreement with dloly Seripture ; but
if' room is loft tor doubt vr uucortinty regard-
ing Hor teaching, important differoncos will
arise, and in tho end many of the most rincere
and spiritunlly-mindod will stray from Her
Communion.

ON VISITING IN A PARISIL

Thore are many theories in rogard to the
abovo, and a clorgyman will senreely thank
anyoune for foroing upon his notice auny new
theory. livery clergymun has a constitution of
his own, and his mode of visiling should bo in
accordance with bhis constitutional ability.
But it should bo borne in upon the minds of the
clorgy that though in praciico most of this
clorieal work sooms to huvo no lino of clouvayo
or any fixity todivide it from ordinary social
culls, (for porlm‘)s thuir own consciones will
toll them thut unless thoy sro so constituted us
to be of nn eminontly social nature, they do
muko a ditforonce in the mauner of their call
with this and that parishioner,  This is essen-
tinlly wrong, and it will bring about in its own
time ils own vvil consequences), yot there is a
distinetion, and o very marked one indeed, be-
tweon tho Lwo,

Apart from the religions napeet of tho quos-
tion—if wo can call it n question at all—look at
it from its rosultunt effect, und any one with
ordinury disoretion will suy that if it is impos-
siblo for n clorgyman not to morge his paro-
chial oalls into sovinl eally, he had bottor not
visit nt all until ho lonrns to be able to do xo,

Tho writor of this haas had experionee both in
oity und country visiling, aud he is ablo to say
thut this wtate of ufluivs finds no greator fre-
quonoy than amongst Chureh of England coun-
try clorgy, purdculurly in Canuda, 1 should
try to make my moeaning cloar, howovor, beture
making tho coustruction 1 wish to mako on the
foregoing, A clorgyman is now, fur instance,
visiting one of his humblor peoplo who perhaps
give littlo, if anything, for his support, e
stays u short time, and as i3 the country cus.
tom, his visit as o paroohial call is loat sight of,
and it takes on » socinble phuaso. (Well every
country clergyman knowa what I mean)) In
short he ix nsked to stay and tuke a moal which
is in tho course of being got reudy. The ¥ om-
inontly” sociable purson will stay, but the
dainty or fastidions ono will pload an oxcuse,
and evontually it happous that a good supporter

of tha Cburch will have him for tea or whatever
monl it is. Here too he finds his more in-
telligent society gonerally, and these learn by
succossive oxperiences of this kind to be the
soeiul as well us ecclesiastical tyrants of his
little purish, und woe betide the ¢ independent”
ecclestustic who dares take charge of that
sphere it he does not recognize tothe fullest ex-
tent the dignity of this oligarchy.

We cun quite understand the sufficiently
lonaly lifo of u country clergyman leading him
to seck vome socicty, at any rate the best he
can find in his purish ; but that is not the pur-
pose for which he was appointed, or at least he
should not for any selfish comfort popendize
the standing of his noble Church, nnd make the
succession of incumbents dependont, as it so
often happens, for their comfort upon the
liking of the few who had been always accus-
tomed to be lovked up 1o by their predecessors.
Wero thoso poor and humble parishioners-given
tho attention the others obtained, by foreo us it
wero or mere chanco, they woull do as much,
(God lenows, perhaps more, and with the greator
blosing fullowing their work,

Wo hear of the decadence of the Church of
Englund in the country districts, though she
grows in tho city; the Mixsion Fund growing
lo=n instead of more, Young men newly or-
dained are sent into tho country distriots, and
thero they sorve, one might say, thoir appren-
ticeship, Itis a common thing for an appron-
tico to spoil much of his Master's work, and no
doubt in Canudn it inkes somo time to dis-
tinguish practically between social ard paro-
chiul enlls; and even bofore ho is sometimes so
fortunuto us 1o fnd It out, he is heols over hoad
in love with one of his parishioner's fair
daughters, One umble country mission—eluven
yours Jounded—is in the writers mind now,
whore two of tho missionaries foll victims,
unother brought a nowly married wife, and one
lost his wile by death, and the latter was ‘¢ ox-
truded” Locunso he was not likod, so that the
tradition of the place iy that no single cleryy-
man is allowed to leave it without taking one
ot his fuir parishionoers with him,

As I snid bofore, the rule s new clorgyman
should ndopt is not to visit at all unjess he ean
do so and at the saumeo time clevate the
stundard, It is ubsurd to say that one's con-
grogntion will bo doplated if a visit is mado at
stated intervals, say of four months, Tho
writer finds that his congregution ure not do-
pleted, though thore have beon murmurings in
regard to his not doing what his predecessor
did, und i bus had a your of troublo,

BIBLE STUDY.

While it is true that in recent years there has
heon o marked increase of thestudy and invesii
gation of Goud’s Word among scholars and
theologinnsg, nt tho sanme time, on the othor
hand, there has beon less uttention given to it
by poople in genoral, The rush and burry of
lif., tho insatinble domands of society, and
ospecially tho flood of current superficial litera-
turo, huve allowed the dust to settle on many a
Biblein m. ny a home. It may bo said that a
person who claims to be an intelligont member
of sacioty caunot ‘afford for his own reputation
to be wholly ignorant of the Bible,and also that
tho Bible furnishes informution concerning the
history of tho human race and & knowledge of
human nature not clsewhoro to be fouud, yet
these are not tho grounds upon which the Book
of books cluims our attention. It is the revela.
tion of God's will and ways to men, aud, there-
foro, is thoe firat, the chiefand the hizhest study
that con ongage both the mind and the heart.
There is u fact of aimost universal experienco
that the moro ono reads and studies the Bible
it steadily gmms in profound iuterest, and be-

comes more and more aflame with a divinelight
that lightens that which is best and highest in
us.—The Church News. .

RUBRICAL NON-CONFORMITY.

To the Editor of Tne CHURCH GUARDIAN ;

Sig,—Your issue of Tth March contains an
extract from the charge of the Bishop of An-
tigua on Rubrical Conformity, in which the
Bishop refers to a practice which has crept into
his diocese, by which some clergymen at the
administration of the Holy Communion with-
hold the Cup from the hands of the laity, and
take it upon themeelves to guidé the Cup to the

lips of each communicant ; und your own com-
ment on this vivlation of a plain order is that
the custom is prevalent also in Canada. The
writer was surprised to learn that such a cus-
tom could be suid to be prevalent anywhere,
but is forced now to conclude that the viola-
tion of the rubric is more common than he hud
dreamed of, though his own mind had pre-
vious y been unsettled by a similar disregard of
the rubric regulating the ordinance. The
writer, in the course of a long life, had dimly
heard now and again of this modern fad of
sham reverenco, which occasionally some
drenmy, pretentious cleric was said to practice,
but he bad never met with an instance of that
irregulurity until lnst autumn, when it hap-
poned to himself. He dotermined to call atten-
tion to the matter, and wrote the subjoined
communication in February last, but refrained
from sending it forward for publication for rea-
sons of 4 temporary nature; but now that you
havo shown us that the violation of order is
thought to prevail in Cunadg, the writer thinks
that the soonor tho laymen of the Church are
notified of such an insidions violation of order,
a violation which must have a vicious meaning,
or it would not be attempted, the better chance
it would havo of being corrected. At the meet-
ing of the Synod at Halifax, next summer, L
think some Inyman should bring this and other
claricul irregularities before the Synod.

I'he Missionary Conference at Yarmouth last
autumn affordod several subjects for discussion,

"One incident in the personal experience of the

writer of this communication was at the time,
and has remained since, asource of disquietness
and misgiving, o searching of heurt as to the
meaning of the strange proceeding which was
then forced upon his notice. And this it was,
On the first morning for the assembling of the
Conference the service for the administration of
tho Holy Communion was held in the parish
church. Two archdeacons served the elements,
He who served the Cup, on approaching the
writer, mumbled something in so low 2 toue as
to be indistinguishable, but which the writer
supposed were the usual words of administra-
tion, nnd accordingly reached his hand and took
hold of the Cup, but felt it pulled away from
him by the celebrant, whose Enndu grusped the
Cupuaround the bowl, and at its foot, and putting
it to the lips of the writer, tipped a few drops
over them. It wuas a most slovenly perform-
ance, not 8 true reception, but an involuntary
libation. The character of the rite was changed
from being a voluntary and active participation
to n passive endurance of a parucular treat-
ment. [t was a proceading on the part of the
officiating minister which the writer feels he
cannot designate by any gentler expression than
that of scandalous presumption.

Scandalous presumption on the part of any
individual clergyman of the Church to take
upon himself willfully to set aside the appointed
order of the Church in one of her most solemn
services, and substitute instead his own crunky
opinions and. practices.

If one turns to the rubric one reads that the
officiating minister, after communicating him-
self, is directed ‘‘to deliver in like manner . . to
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the people, in order, into their hands, elc., and
when he delivercth the Cup he shall say . . cte.”
This direction te any one who understands the
vsual meuning attached to the above common
English words would seem plain enongh—tho
Cup is to be delivered into the hands of the com-
municant ; while pluinly enough also the mar-
ginul noto to the prayer of Cousecration directs
that the celebrant shull only use one hand in
taking the Cup. The distinction between singu-
lar und plural, hand and Aands, is readily under-
stood by thote who are acquainled with the
original compilation of the Prayer Book, The
rubric is s0 decluratory that the Cupis to be
delivered into the hands of \he communicunt that
itis beyond excuse for any minister of the
Church, who is derirous of exercising his office
with 4 conscience void of offence, to so wilfully
intrude his own presumptuous acts contyary to
the order expressly laid down for his govern-
ance.

On
the Sunday evenings iu Lent the Rector
preached a special cour-e of Mission sermonsin
St. Andrew's, making direct appeuls to the con-
sciclices of his people to forsake sin, and to live
nearer to their God and Saviour. On Guod
Friday three services were held 1n this church
full service with sermon at 10 a.m.,, whea a
large congregation was present; a shortservice
at 230 p.m., consisting of the Litany ; the
Litany of the Pusrion sung kneeling, and medi-
talions on the Suviour's Pussion ; and the third
service at 7.30 p.an. A special collection was
taken up in behalf of Bishop Blyth's work in
the Holy Land.

Easter day was not very bright as far as the
weather went, but everything was bright and

happy in the house of prayer, St Androw's
lovked very well in her festival colors, and in
the special decorations for the day. Two lurge
vuses of Culla lillies adorned the altar, The
bunidsome rood screen was bedutifully decorated,
a text ran along the top, ** Alleiuia, Christ is
riren, Alleluis,” und over all were plants in their
pots, in the middle being a handsome floral
cross eomposed of beautitul hot-houre flowors,
given for tho occasion by a lady of tho congre-
gation as a “ In Memoriam,” The Lectern had
an I, 11, 8. in green placed upnn a white founda-
tion and brightened up Ly flowers. The joint
service was naturally the Lord's own service,
which commenced at 8,50 a.m,, when the larger
number of the day’s communicants camo to meot
their risen Lord, The second service was at
11 o'clock, connisting of mattins aud a short
sermon, and the usual joyous Easter hymus,
The third service commenced at 12 o’cloek, be-
ing a second and choral celobration of the
Blessed Eucharist,  The service used was
Woolward's in D). The fourth service in this
church commenced ut 6:30 p.m., when tho
church was aguin filled by a large congregation,
In addition to the customury hymus, a special
Magniticat and Nune Dimiuiy, by B, A, Clurein
D. was vung in excellent time and spirit; the
solo in the latter being taken by Miss Bessio
Miller.  Therpecial anthem * He is risen,’” was
sung very heartily and correetly ; the solo being
sung by Miss L. Harley. Groat credit is due
to Mr. Geo. Burchill, jr-, who presided at the
organ, for tho trouble and puins he took in
training the choir for thoe oceasion, and he cer-
tainly must have felt satistied at the way the
chuir scquitted themselves on Baster Day.

DBiocese of Queber.

QUIEBEC.

A grand festival service was held in the Eng-
lish Cathedral on the evening of the Hth April,
in conneetion with the meetidg of The Church
Society of the Diocese. Tho cougregation was
a very largo one and tho musical portion of the
service exceedingly grand. The Lord Bishop
of the Diocese aud Bixhop Hall, of Vermont,
were present, and the clergy occupying places
in the stalls were the Very Rev. the Dean of
Qucbee, the Vencrable Archdenrcon Roe, Rovs,
Cunon Richardson, Canon Von Jtlland, Canon
Foster, Lennox Williams, A, J. Balfour, H, G.
Petry, Norrie, Brooke, and FParroch. The
Cathedral choir oceupied tho now choir stall in
the chancel of the church, and in their singing
acquitted themsclves most creditably. The
first portion of evening prayer was sung by the
Dean, while Canon Foster read the first lesson
and Archdeacon Rve the second. After the
third collect, evening prayer was sung by Rev.,
Mr. Norrie,

The chanting of the special psalms was very
goud and even, and Parry’s Magnificat and
Nune Dimittis were given, The anthem after
the third collect was Sullivan’s “ Sing, O
Heavens.” It was exceedingly effective, both
in the passages for soprano voices only and also
in the chorus parts, A tenor solo was admir-
ably taken by Dr. Hewitt, und the hymns were
very hearty and atforded an opportunity for
good congregational singing. Mr. 1. A, Bishop,
organist, and the members of the choir are 1o

be congratulated upon the successful isswo of
their labors. The sermon was preached by the
newly consecrited Bishop of Vermont, Rt. Rev,
Dr. Hall, and was from the toxt Matthew
xxviii, 10: Josus raid, “Go tell my brothren
that they go into Gulileo; and there shall they
sce me.” 1lis Lordship commenced his sormon
with a referonco to the events of the forty days
that clapsed betwoen the resurrection and as-
cension of the Lord, which were brisfly sumaned
up by St. Luke in tho opening versos of the
Acts of the Apostles, where ho statos that
Christ showed himselfto the Aposties by muny
infallible proofs, and also inatrueted them in the
things pertaining to the Kingdom of God,
When, said the speaker, you read in tho lust
chapter ot St Matthew, St. Mark and St. Luke,
and in the last two of St, John the account of
our Lord's appearancos after His resurrection,
it will bo found that some ten or clevon of them
have beon recorded, Five or six occurred on
Euster Sunday, ln thero appearances to His
Apostles and friends, Christ was weaning thom
from Hix visible prosenco, and using them to
Uis actual though wnseen pronence. His ap-
peiarances betwoen s Rosurrection and Ascon-
sion could be divided into twa groups: those in
which Ho appeared 10 individuals, and those
others when the appeurunce was to the Apostles
nssembled  together. Thus He appesred o
Mary Magdulon to comfory her, to S, Pater to
strengthen liim, to St. Thomas to remove his
doubts, to the two disciples on the way to Fm.

Tho preucher dwelt upon
Christ’s mission to $is Apostles, upon the right-
eousness which He imputes to llis people in de-
livering them from the power of sin, and npun
the Church, which is His body.

but to carry out the will, the designs of its
Heud. The body is the uppointed instrument
for so doing, And its different members aro
dependent one upoun another.

Considering that a vested choir wus
only commenced two years ago, and had to be
built up from its very foundation of such crude
materials as were at band, and frequently
weeded und reweeded, the efficiency which it
has attained already is surprising, and has been
commented on by visitors trom the larger cities
both in Canada and tho U. 8. The services ot
the day commenced with carly Communions,
unchoral, at 7 and 8 a.m,, which were largely
attendeu, The usual hour for mid duy serviee
ushered in the choral purt of the Iaster cele-
brations. Thealtar, reredos, and steps leading
up to the holy table were beautifully decorated
with vases and stands of flowers, crosses of un-
usuul beauty and size, and Bermuda lilies in
protusion, with roses of all tints, mignonette,
white stocks aud ferns, and other products of
tho Kingston nurseries too numerous to re-
capitulato, contributed by the kindness of
Kingston ladies und tastefully arranged by some
of them. The steps leading to the chancel and
the lectoern und tont were also bountifully
adorned. Tho entire service and Communion
were choral, opeung by a Processional from
Hymns A, and M., from which all the Hymns
of the duy were taken, including the old fuvor-
ite, ** Christ the Lord is risen to-day,” with its
appropriate tune. Canticles and Psalms, Atha-
nasian Creed and Benedicite were chanted by
full choir, as well as the rather difficult Te
Deum by Henry Smart in F.; the responses ot
the prayers were from Tullis’ selection, those
ot the Holy Communion Marbeck's, except the
Pater Noster, which was by Hoyte. Notwith-
standing the two early cclebrations, consider-
ably over 200 communicated at the mid-day
service. His Grace Archbishop Lew:s preached
an cloguent sermon from Rev. I, 18. Service
opened in the evening by the same processional
as in the morning, with responses by Tallis as
usual, Magniticat and Nune Dimittis by S. 5.
Wesley. The beautiful solos from the Messiah,
“I know that my Redeemer liveth” and
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© Christ being risen,” were given as an Anthem
by one of the choir boys, whose voice, soft and
mellow as a flute, was yet powerful enough to
fill the cathedral, The Anthem wound up by
two Recitations and Choruses from the same
Qratorio by the full choir;

Rev. Mr. Lowe gave the evening address, and

Tue Caxapian Courcn Usioxheld its first
annual meeting on Tuesday, April 3rd, in the
erypt room of the Church of St, Matthew,
Hamilton. The annual report of the Secretary
shuwed the following : about 1,000 tracts have
been distributed (all tracts being free to mem-
bers) during 1he pust year. There are about
130 communieants in the Society, of these 91
are full members, 6 are associate members, and
«) are enrolled associates, 26 being priests.

The membership extends ovor the whole Do-
minion, and there are besides the Central
Society two branches. Among the pointsinthe
report of the Secretarv specinlly emphasized
were the following: 1. That the moral object of
the socicty was to unite in bonds of mutual love
and inter-communication communicants of the
Anglican Church widely sundered by gongra-
phical distance. 2. That the definite object of
the society is to promote the full use of the
Book of Common Prayer. Considerable amuse-
ment was caused by the report of a member
that someone had thought that by the “full use”
was meant the now happily obsolete custom of
making a three hour's service evory Lord's day
by joiring together the separateservices of Holy
Communion, Matting and Litany. The clause
in the constitution which forbids the formation
of any branch without tho full consent of the
parish priest, in writing, was omphatically en-
dorsed and approved.’

On the important subject of religious educa-
tion it was resolved, * That in the opinion of
this meeting the continued stability of the
Chureh will largely, under God, depend upon
geenring for the children of the Church definite
religious instruciion.”

THE STORY OF THOMAS.

(From the University sermon of the Rev.
Dr. Butler, Vice-Chancellor of Cambridge Uni-
versity): .

¢+ Josus said unto him, Behold thou hast scon
Me, thou hast believed : blessed are they that
havo not seen, yot have beiieved,” St. John
xx, 20,

This passage, suid Dr. Butler, is no pait of
an argument for the resurrection; it is a por-
tion of the records of tho ri=en Lord, of the his-
torical evidence of that ¢ which is tho groatest
ovent of all time,’ an event for which the Gos-
pels in no way prepare us, and on which they
scureely commont.,  This story of Thomas is
the story of a faithful human heart, tried by no
common trial, and of the natural, and, if we may
&0 kuy, characteristic action of a heavenly
Friend. Ot Thomas we indeed know little, but
that littlo is indicative of much. e way pres-
ent when Josus tirst hoard of the death of Laz.
arus, when the disciples learnt that He would
roturn to Judaa, wheroe the people had so lately
sought to sluy 1lim; and whon they would have
dissuadoed [lim, iv was Thomas who suid, ¢ Let
us also go, that we may die with Him.) Those
surely were not the words of a doubter, but of
the * chivalrous soldicr of a beloved Master.

Again, Thomuas wus at the Last Suppar, when
Jesus waw in the clo<est communion” with 1lis
disciples, but whon He uttered also some of Llis
hardest sayings,  He tola them thit le must
loave them, and He assumed that they would
understand 1is purposo.  But they did not, and
Thomas was bold enough Lo say so, ¢ Wo know
not whither Thou goest ; how thenean we know
the way 7' He could bLear neither that Chyist
should go he knew not whither, nor that him-
self should be credited with a knowledge that
was not his,  Thus Thomas stands before us as
a hving man, when wo muy nolice his absence
at Christ's first appoarance to the disciples,
Thoy told him of it, but he could not yet believo,
"Tho truth so passionately yearned for was too
good to be. 1o felt, indeed, that his Master
and Friend must one day como again, but ho
could not believe that it had yot happoned. 1o
required the proof which had been granted to
bis fellows, Then followed a woek of prayer
und anxioty, of which wo might have been
thunkful for a picturo from tho same reverent
hand which has written for us A Death in the
Desert.  But bis brother John would have sym-
puthised with im,

And at last thoe fast-day returns, and tho dis-
ciples, with Thomas, are in the upper room.
Again Jesus comes to them, and after the gontlo
* Peaco Le unto you,' turns to Thomas, and with
the words, * Roach hither thy tinger and seo My
hands ; and reach bither thy hand and put it
into My sido; and bo not faithless, but believ-
ing,” Thomas, too, rets the evidence tor which
he had beon waiting, and “in the full tide of
satisticd and -ovorflowing fuith, he seos per-
chanco wmore cven than they all.’

From the story we may learn much.

L. 1t is the historie evidence of an historic
fact—* Whoso reads and almost hoars the beat-
ing of that noble, anxious heart, feels surely
that ho is breathing the very atmosphere of
truth ;" a trath not only dramatic but literal.

2. But this is wot all. By the suspense of
Thomas wo may measuro our need of a risen
Lord, on the beliot in Whom depends not only
the happiness, but the whole energy of our lite
here, and the hope of work or rest hereafier.

We may think with a dread thankfulness of
that vision of the poet Clough :
¢ Eat, drink, and die, for we are souls bereaved :
Ot all the creatures under heaven's wide cope
We are most hopeless,who had once most hope,
And most belicfless, that had most believed,”

Ashes to ashes, dust to dust;

As of the unjust, also of the just.

Yea, of that Just One too!

This in the one said Gospel that is true—
Christ is not risen.

Words those that may set us wondering
*whother the words, * It is finished,” were the
last, as thoy w.re certainly the dying words of
Christ; whother He spoaks as others, orasa
living king to the world, to the Churches, and
to every faithful soul.

3. We may observe, too, how Christ deals
with the doubt of Thomas, the doubt of ¢ deep
earnestnoss and jealous affection, of intonxe and
agonising love of truth’.  For Thomas was sure-
ly one of those who doubt but to beliove, * to
whom doubt is torrible, but less torrible only
than any tampering with trath. ¢ Christ did
not in a moment brush the doubt away,’ He
gave Thomas no individual manifestation, but
left him to the pain that might discipline and
brace his soul; and then finaily He granted to
him all that ho asked for. To Thomus, too,
also way entrusted a message to the faithful
spirits of the fature, to those ¢ that have not
seen and yet huve believed.’

T HIGIER CRITICISM AND THE
MONUMENTS.

Wo wish in this articlo to present as concise-
ly and clearly as we can Professor Suayce's osti-
mateof the results of the Higher Criticism with
respect to the Pentateuch. The position of the
Higher Crities appears to bo this:—Not only
was the form of the Pentateuch much lnter than
the time of Mo=es, but even the mutorial of the
bouks wus not conternporancous with the events
recorded in them. This latter half of their
position Professor Sayce has most complotely
and thoroughly overthrown, because recent
Orientul research has proved the antiquity of
the material of the Books of Moses to be a fuct.
His third chapter, **'Tho Babylonian Element
in Genesin,” iz oxtremeoly intoresting and etloe-
tive ; the basis of his position is this: Why go
to the time of the Babylonian lxile for material,
which Avchwology now abundantly proves to
have been contemporancous with the events
described in Genests 7 IPor exumple, Cuneiform
inscriptions have been discovered describing the
Creation and the Flood, The late Mr. George
Smith brought to light an Assyrian Epic of the
creation, and pointed out the remarkable cor-
respondence which existed between the ordoer of
the days in Genosis and the order of the tablets
in this poem. “Notwithstanding,” says Pro-
fossor Sayce, “the contrast betwoen the my-
thology, polytheism, and materialism of the As-
syrian aceount and the monotheism of the Bibli-
cal one, there are resomblances between the two
which are two great to be purely accidental,
Instances of this are given, but we have not
space fordetails,  One of his general interences,
indeed the chief one, is, “There is no longer
therefore any need of looking to the Babylonian
exile for an explanation of the Babylonian ideas
which underlie the account ot the creationin the
first chapter of Genesis. On the contrary, these
ideas will have been already prevalent in Ca-
anan betore the Israclites entered the Promised
Land. 'The doctrineof Babylonian Cosmolozxy
must have been alrendy woli known in Palestine
in the nze of Moses, and it the critic can dis-
gover no allusion to thomin the writings o< the
Pre-Exilic prophets, neither can he do so in the

writings of the prophets after the Exile. The
prophets had no occasion to describe how the
world had come into existence ; and theirsilence
is as compatible with an early date for the first
chapter Genesis as it is with a late one.” Pro-
fessor Sayce goes on to trace out parallels not
only for the Creation and the Flood in these
ancient inscribed Assyrian tablots, but also for
the observance of the Sabbath, and for the Fall.
With reference to the Fall he says :— The very
words that are used in the Biblical account of
it betray their Babylonian origin. Thus, Adam
itself is the common Babylonian word for man,
and I bave shown elsewhere that the name Eve
finas its counterpart in. the Babyloniun ivat or
breath, When we read that man was formed
out of the dust [aphar] of the ground, we are
reminded of the letters of Telel-Amarna in
which the writers describe themselves as the
dust [ Epiri] beneath the feet of the King. And
the living coul or nephesh of Gonesis is the
Babylonian napsat life which was bestawed
upon many by the gods.”

The following summary here arrived at by
Professor Suyce is very important, and should
be carcfully noted, We oursclves take the
liberty of inserting the numerals:—[1] “We
now know that not only Babylonian beliefs but
the litorature itself in which these beliets weoro
enshrined had been brought to Palestine hefore
tho age of Moses. (2) We also know that the
belicts which have left their traces on the Bibli-
cal history of tho fall of man had been recorded
in witing at a very early period. [3] And
futhermore there are passages in this history
like the statement that ISden was eastward or
that Adam and Eve clothed themseluwey with
the leaves of the fig-tree,which tend toshow that
the writer of it was a native of a more westerly
country than Babylonia. In this case he could
hardly have been a contemporary of the
Babyloninn Exile, much less one of the Exiles
themselves,”

Towards the very end of this chapter on “ The
Babylonian Elements in Genesis,” the learned
uuthor says :—The literary analysis which has
given us a Johovist and an Elohist and a Priestly
cole must be supplemented or replaced by an
analysis of the Book ot Geenesis into Babylonian,
Canauanite, and other similur eloments, To the
historian the precise date of the narratives of
Genesis in their present form matters butlittle,
So long as bo is assured that they are derived
from anciont documents contemporaneous with
the events they record he is fully satisfied. What
he wants to know is whether he can deal with
4 protessedly historical statement in the Book of
Genesis a8 he would deal with a statement in
Gibbon or Macaulay ? Let him be satistied on
this point, and he asks no more. The critic
had resolved the narratives of Genesis into a
series of myths of idealistic fictions ; the Assy-
rioligist has rescued some at ieast of them for
the bistorian of the past.  With this result let
us be content,”

We may observe here that Chapter iv,, which
deals with * the Canaanitish and Egyptian cle-
ments in the Book of Genesis,” is no less in-
teresting and important than the one wo have
noticed, especially for the proot’ which it con-
tains, grathered from inscriptions discovered at
Tel El-Amarna, of the historical reality of Mel-
thizedeck. But we must conclude, Impertect
a5 we feel our.notice of this important work of
Protessor Sayce may be, we hope it will suffieo
to induce many of our readers to procure it and
study it for themselves, We promisv them they
will not regret such an investment of time and
money. We await with interest the recep.ion
which the Higher Critics will give it; and,
although we muy feel disuppointed to some ex-
tent that it has not answered all our expecta-
tlons iu full ; yet wo must thankfully recognise
that to a large extent it has utterly exploded
the theory of the period of the Exiloin Babylon
33 necesssrily the assignable date for the com-

positiou of many of the books of the Old Testa-
mont ; and for the discovery of the materials
of which they were formed,

Book,” which has alzo reached its thirl edition,
and which from having used it we can confi-
dently recommend,  Both of these wirks will
bo found most usefal by every churchman, and
the Iatter could be used for Lay reading.

“Tue Caronic RELtaron”—A Manual of
instraction for membors of the English Chureh,
by the Rev. Vernon Staley, chapliin priest of
tho lHouse of Mercy, Clower, with a profuce by
the Rev. T. T. Curter.

This little volume has aroused to the utmost
the opposition, the anger it may bo said, of our
extreme Bvangelical friends, and it has led to
the publication over the signature of the Presi-
dent of the Protestant Association in Ontario,
of & special circular which has been widely dis-
tributed, objecting to the placing ot this book in
the Dopository of Quebec.  Whilst there are in
different portions of the work, statements which
it is difficult to accept under the Retormation
settlement as being in accordance with the

" teaching of the Church of Fngland, yet there is

g0 much that is admirable and well stated that
we have preferred to regard the book from that
standpoint rather than the other. [t ¢ontains a
vast amount of information and insiruction,
succinetly und cloarly put, and wo caunot bui
regrot that there should be anything to mur the
full benefit which would otherwise follow from
tho publication and dissemination of the work.
Wo aro not able to agree with muany of the

“statements contained in it, especially those

roguard to the Sacraments, but in this respect
wo fancy that the public mind has beon protiy
well instructed already, and that the effort
which is now made to expand, if one may so
speak, the teaching of the Church of England.
and to bring it a3 is supposed into closer aceord
with true Catholic docerine, will do little harm,
Our peoples are pretty well settlod in their nppo-
sition 1o anything like Romish doctrine or
teaching ; but do need inslruction in the true
Catholic character of the Anglican branch ot the
Church Catholie.

“Living Troveu Oxck Deap,” is the title
of an admirable little tract issued by Thomuas
Whittaker, ot New York, from tue pen of the
Rev. Bdward Gilman, D.D., author of ¢ Before
Easter ” and © From [Baster to Asgension Tide.”
1t is a simple but torcible statement of the doc-
trine of the Resurrection as the dominant fuct
of Apostolic teaching, und inseparably connected
with Christian life and hopo.

Tue REv. Avprew Gray, M.A., of Boston,
has done a service to the Church by his pamph-
let, entitled “The Church of England and
Heary VILL” in which he ably once ugain re-
futes tho oft repeated and cquuily oft refuted
false assertion of Romanists und Sectarians that
the Church of England was founded by Henry
VI He clearly shows that it existed long
prior to Heary ascending the throne, and that

his peculiar marital difficulties were by no
means the cause or origin of the Reformation
movemont. The statemont has beon acknow-
ledged falso by Romanists and loading divinos of
other roligious bodies as the suthor of this book-
lot proves; but it serves a purpose to ronew it
from time to time, and in consequence it is not
without effect to formally gather togother the
evidoneo of its falsity and ropublish it as has
been most admirubly done in this pamphlot.
The booklet bears the imprimatur of Bishop
Seymour, of Springtield, Ll and wo heartily
commend it to our readers.

Wg have received a copy of the Procoedings
connectod with the 25th Anniversary of the
Consocration of the first Bishop of Albuny,
which has Dbeen issued in pamphlot form,
containing a short account of' the servicos, tho
anniversary sermon preached by the Bishop of
Connecticut; copies of the congratulatory ad-
dresses, twelve in number, prosonted to Bishop
Doane, and bis veplies thereto, and that portion
of the Bishop's annual Convention addvoss griv-
ing part of the recolloctions of his twenty-live
years Bpiscopate. Tho anniversary services
must have beon deoply impressive and magutfi-
cent,  "Tho addrosses aro full of affection, rever-
enee and osteem, nmd the Bishop's reply most
touchingly humble and thaukful,

HOW TO FIND A SAFE BELIEF.

There 13 no doubt that among tho denomina-
tions thore is more unsettledness of mind in ro-
gard to truths necessary to bo believed than in
the Church. Speculative and  metaphysical
preaching, thoe tailure 1 emphasizing tho ox-
istence of the visible kingedom of Christ onearth,
and the insistenco of oach sect upon its poculiar
doctrine or theory out of proportion to the
body of truth, have left vagne and indefinite
impressions in the minds of many, and there-
fore questionings, doubts and searchings in all
direetions for a recure basis of faith,  Agninst
this unsettled eondition and one-sided tonching
tho Chiristian Year of the Church is a powerful
and effective safeguard, The traths that o mun
neads for the nourishment of his soul, and for
his practical duily walk are taught “according
to the proportion of fuith,” und wrought into
his lite Ly nystomatic and regular vepetition.
Tuke, for instance, the doctrine of the Atono-
ment.  Volumes have boen writton upon it.
Controveraies have raged about it,  Various at
tem pts have been made to put it into o formula
to be axsented to by those making o profession
of religion.  Yeb to many ilis as vague and
cloudy as u mystical doctrine of' Buddha, and
there arve few who grasp even its pructical mean-
ing with sufficient clenrnoss 0 make it a vital
part of the religious life. But to the child of
the Church the days of 1oly Week give all the
knowledge of the Atonement he noeds, The
gervices in beautiful order, with pathos, nweet
vimplicily, with tender solemaily, unfold the
atocy of the Cross, and  make plain to the mind
such knowledge of the crucitied One as onables
us Lo trust in Lim as our Suviour; and to find
in Him all aeeded light and guidance for a right
and satisfuciory lite,  What more does u man
want ? Speeulations about mysteries do not help
him. Good Friday is 8 sure and safe ba-is ot
fuith when all hum:un theories havo vanished
into the limbo of iHusions,.— The Chureh News.

U For the Lord's sake.'—1 Tot. 11, 13,

I.—The Curistinn in hin risen lifo is no longer
a citizon of Lthis world, His ** etlizenship is in
heavon,” In Buptism ho became u membor of
a now commanwoulth, and vowed allegiance to
a now sovoreign—ihe Lord Jesus Christ. (** Ye
are como,” ote, Heb. xii, 22.) Strangors—
tarrying only for a wnight; pilgrims—oevor
moving onward und homoward, Warinoss,
modoeration, abstinenco from excosses aro wise
rules of conduct for persons in such circum-
stunces.  Tho slandors of the enomios of Chris-
tianity in the first ages of tho Church were
bawed upon & misunderstanding of the doctrine
of Christian “liberty,” Tho malicious used
this word “liberly"” as aclonk or pretence Lo
vover the real motive of their attacks upon the
purity of the Gospel and the doctrine of *“ froe
graco” in Josus Christ.  Somo horotics taught
ovon within the Church that it was not unlaw-
ful for Christinns 1o yield 1o sin, since tho
atonement of Calvary sufficed without the por-
sonul conseerntion ot the individual, to remove
all guilt and to socaro tho full favour of God,
But tho Apostlo tenches quite otherwiso in this
hassngo, and basos his appoul for godliness of
ifo in nll upon the thought of the groat lovo of
Christ, whioh constrains ull who avoe right-
minded—* For tho Lord's sake.” Tho world
has no olaim upon the Christinn, sinco he is “in
it" but not “of” it.  Its muxims, precepts, cus-
toms, mothods, are not to be in any senso taken
as the standurd of' lite for thoso who have bo-
como ctitizony of tho heavenly country, of the
city which hath foundations, solid, lasting, por-
manont, whoso “ builder and maker in God.”
Tho grost Christinn counsol of detachment is
heroe pressod upon all. “Como out from the
midst of thom'—* touch nnt, taste not, handle
not’ tho things of this world, except to use
thom in the sorvice of God and to help forward
tho work of building up the Church, converting
sonls, and for individunl eonsecrntion, Let not
the world ure us as it instrument, but rather
lot us use it as an instrumoent to glorify God
and to manifest the truth of His Word and the
supremacy of His Will,

II.—The conduet of individual Christians &
matter of deep concern inasmuch as it affects
the advance or otherwise of the cause of

righteousness in the world. A solemn respon-
gibility laid upon us so to live in the midst of
the worldly-minded and sinful as to ¢ glorify
God.” By the vicious or unruly lives of pro-
fessed dinciples of Christ the progress of Divine
Truth may be, and salas! often is, greatly
choecked. The enemy is evor roady to take ad-
vantage of even the lesser inconsistencies of
enrnest Christians, und tbus discredit is brought
upon even the best lives and efforts by so-culled
small failures. Nothing short of * perfection,”
a8 God is perfect, should satisfy the soul there-
fore. No tolerance within ourselves of anything
that is contrary to the * mind of Christ.” Here
comes in the exceeding blessedness and power
of tho Bucharist as the strength and stay of
the soul. A careful preparation, and 2 steady
uso of this sovercign meuns of gruco, is the
remedy for the woanlnesses of those who are
striving for the mastery in spiritual things, A
greater * Fuith” m coming to the Lord's Table
as to tho speciul efficucy of' tho Blossed Sucra-
ment in denling with defuets of churacter, as
well ng bodily tomptutions, is what is needed in
our own duy, .

I1T.—The * mind” of tho Christian accepts
the order of things here below as of Divine nu-
thority, Henco loyalty to Governments, even

when heathen, has ever beon a distinctive mark
of true Churchmuunship. All “power” is of
God, Christ paid tribule to *‘Crsar,” St.
Matt. xxii, 17.  An unruly and insubordinate
tempor is ultogother inconsistent with the prin-
cipies of our holy fuith, and any symptoms of
this tomper in persons who profess more than
ordinary enrnestness in their religious duties,
are sure to prove a stumbling block in the way
of othors, and give ' great occasion to the ene
mies of the Lord to blasphome,” II Sam. xii, 14,
How excellent n summary of our dutios is con-
tained in those short Apostolic maxims,
“ Honour all men, Love the Brotherhoud,
Fear God. 1lonour the king,” Humanity is to
bo honoured—all men, races, tongues, pooplo.
Tho Church is to be bound together in charity,
Lovo the Brotherhood. But an enthusiasm for
humanity is not enough. God must bo acknow-
ledged, fenred, adored. Authority is to be
obeyed for tho general well-boing of the race.
“ Honour the king!” Woe sce here set out the
breadth of the ¢reed of Christendom, and how
fuvourably it contrasts with the narrowness of
the platforms of the Sociulist, the Anarchist,
tho Humanitarian, and other schools of modera
socinl reformers, “The old is bettor” in this
a8 in othor things,

1V.—Generally the Epistle teaches: i, That
the Christinn obligation involves the practics
of detachment from material things. ii. Every
soul is precious in God's sight; every fellow

LIBERALITY VERSUS CHARITY.

(From Rev. Dr. Spalding's Confirmation in The
Church and in the Bible.)

Now we hear a good deal said in these days
about liberality in religious matters, and it is
brought to bear heavily upon this question.
Those who object to all this looseness in admin-
istering the things of God are called illiberal,
bigoted and hide-bound, We do not see just
what liberality has to do with a matterlike this,

It is true, or it is not true, that Christ made a
Rovelation from Heaven, in its entirety, of what
is necessury for man to know, and made prov-
ision for applying His Rodemption to fallen

" mau; that He said He would build a Church,

which was & necessary act on His part if He
intended to preserve the Revelation for, and ap-
ply the Redemption to, all people; for indi-
viduals soon die, butl an orgunization may live
from age to age ; that Christ said His orguniza-
tion should survive; [ will build My Church
and the gates of hell [oblivion] shall not pre-
vail agninst it [St. Matt. xvi, 18], and that
He would be with its officers to the end of the
world (St. Matt. xxviii, 20). It is true, or itis
not true, that He did build His Church, as He
said He would, and build it upon the foundation
of the Apostles and prophets (Epb. ii, 20), and
that the Holy Ghost descended upon it on the
Day of Pentecost to abide in it and direct it,
It is true, or it is not true, that this Church,
His Kimgzdom as he calls it, went intoall lunds;
that St. Paul describes it while establishedin
different countries, “There is One Body' [soo
Eph. i, 22, 2,], and one Spirit, even as ye are
culled in one hope of your culling ; one Lord,
one Faith, one Baptism, one God and Father of

“all, who is above all, and through all, and in

you all,” und tells how God, Himself, officared
it, and purposed that His children should keep
to it and be edified init, [Epih. iv, 4, 16].
That this Church mot, in Apostolic times [Acts
xv], and constantly afterwards, as One Body
in Council, and oarly framed Catholic or uni-
vorsal creeds, declaring belief in ** The Holy
Catholic [universal] Church,” and “One Holy
Cutholic, and Apostolic Church.” Itis true, or

tho wholo Church had done the world, just as
every secular government divided its territory
politically ; just as this country is divided into
states and countries,and towns and cities and
villages, It is true, or it is not true, thata
Branch of the old British Chureh wasestablish-
ed in this Country [this Country being a colony
of Great Britain]; tho *“Cburch in America”
being at first undor the care of the Bishop of
London; and the Church in America, the
daughter of the Mother Church of Great Britain
and in communion with her, has its own local
Constitution, laws and officurs. It is true or it
is not truo, that-it is her office and duty to preach
the one Faith, and oxtend the ono Redemption,
as given hy the one Christ, and “ brought to re-
mombrance” by the Spirit [St. John xiv, 26],
and maintained and witnessed to by Catholic
consent through the ages until now to the peo-
ploof this land, according to Apostolic injunc-
tion, * As ye have heard from the beginning, ye
should walkin it” {2 John vij|; Earnestly con
tend for the faith once [for all] delivered to the
saints”’ [Jude 3]. Tbut likeany other Princi-
pality under the General Government of the
Catholic Body, and in harmony with its usages
and legslation, she orders ber services, and
sacraments and exercises her discipline. That
in appointing her Priests she most solomnly
pledges her Priests, practically uander oath, to
“administer the Dootrine and Sacraments and
the Discipline of Christ, as the Lord hath Com-
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manded and a8 this Church hath received the
same,” she intends and expects to direct and
control their official acts. And finally, that it is
as absurd to suppose that she can recognize, or
permit her officers at their individual whim to
recognize, & number of religious organizations
exercising jurisdiction promiscuously over the
same territory, as that the legitimate State

Government should recognizo ard enter into re--

Jations with the same number of professed State
Governments,organized from time to time with-
in her limits, having governors, legislators and
othor officers, and making and executing laws
and laying taxes on the people. * Then was
there war in the gate.”

Now all thisis true of the Church orit is not
true. If it is not true, this Church has no right
tv exist, and her members should get into the
Catholie and legitimate portion of the ono Body
4% soon as passible,

1f it is true [and itis: This is the formal and
logical position and claim of the Church to-day,
as shown by her history, her counstitution, her
laws and her Liturgy], then she must keep to
the old ways and actin harmony with the Body
Catholic, and exercise a little dincipline, und see
to it that her officers do as they agreein this
matter of the Confirmation Rubric as in all other
ceelesiustionl requiremonts,

The Kingdom of God -is no Ropublic, theo
fruit of modern wisdom, which had dethroned
the reigning family, and rebelled agninst the
Catholic Church of the Creeds, thinking to
“changoe times and laws.” She cannot abro-
gate first principles and foundation doctrines,
and establish communion with those who do.
1t she does, she does it at her peril. Modern
voluntary associntions, with eclectic creeds and
seltappointed officers, may make such terms
wilh cach other as they please, but sho must
keep to the traditional authority and traditional
ways or disinherit herself.

We say wo do not seo what part Liberality
has to play in this matter. We cun readily see
what Charity has to do with it., We moan
Charity as the Apostle defines it. In fucing the
opposition and misapprehension of a blind and
self-sufficient world, there is ample room for its
exercise, for * Charity suffereth long and is
kind ; Churity envieth not ; Charity vaunteth
rot itself, is not puffed up, doth not behave itself
unseemly, sceketh not fer own, is not easily
provoked, thinketh no evil; rejoiceth not in
miquity, but rejoiceth in the truth ; beareth all
things, believeth all things, hopeth all things,
endure all things. Charity never faileth” [1
Cor, xili, 48]. There is no greater Charily
than to keep the old faith and old way, and
“teach men s0,"” to consider what will please
God,and not what will please man.

But wo do not see whore Liberality comes in
in a case like this. The Liberality which uses
other people’s property, property which has
been received in trust contrary to the instruc-
tions and purposes of the owner, in worldly
matters is called ‘¢ malfeasance in office,’
“breach of trust,” ‘ embezzlement,” and other
undesirable names ; and there is a place where
such unfaithful stewards are apt to be confined ;
and we do not see that such liberality in the use
of the things of God is any more commendable,
or has the promise of faring any better in the
end, For “[t is required in stewards thata
man be found faithful ” [1Cor. iv, 2], Even
in abuman wmatter it should be an instinct of
honor to keep one’s engagements; much more
anxiously in the things of God, when one cannot
know what harm he may occasion by departing
from directions. And if & priest caunot consci-
entiously keep his official engngements, or is not
dixposed to do so, he should “step down and out
like a gentleman, letting ulono a Christian.

And it will be no insignificant consideration
witha humble and faithful Priest that the *¢ First
I’rinciple " in regard to which this Treatise is
written, concerns the gift of the Holy Ghost,

and so His direct leading, and *“ As many as are
led by the Spirit of God, they are the soms of
God ? [Rom, viii, 14]. And the Church, our
appointed guide, needs to make the Laying on
of Hands more promiment, and more thorough-
ly understod, God grant what we have said may
help serve the purpose.

Certainly, for a Priest to minimise tho value
of Confirmation or to practically abrogate it, as,
alas, most Protestantism has done, i3 to out-
papalise the Roman Pope in the Papal business,
Even he in all bis boasted infallibility would
not dream of dispensing with one of the “ First
Principles of the Doctrine- of Christ;” and a
Foundation Doctrine at that,

THE RESURRECTION OF THE BODY,

Easter, the qucen of Christian festivals,
emphasizes not simply the doctrine of immor-
tality, but still more that of tho Resurroction of
the Body. This doctrine which, from tho first,
formed one of the most attracti.e teachings ot
Christianity to men in general, was also to some
a stumbling block, Always, as at Athons, when
men * heard of the resurrection of the dead,some
mocked,” while * others said, we will hear theo
again of this matter.”

So it has been to this day. While many,
embracing with simple faith this foundation
truth, have found in it consolation, others have
continually denied it,

Some repudiate the resurrection of the body,
because they do no not believe that there can

be any material cloment in that which i3 to be
immortul and glorified. This is & widespread
error, connected with popular teashing on the
subject of spiritual religion. Thoonly true realm
of religion iy conceived to be the realm of spirit.
Mattor, the human body as being material, is
to be as far as possible disregarded in connection
with roligion, and in the world to como is to bo
gotten rid of altogether. Thus outward gostures
and attitudes in which the body is made to take
its fitting part in acts of worship, have been
condemned. This teaching strikes a blow at
the Incarnation, for it implies that matter is
essontially ovil, in which caso it is impossiblo
that God could have becomo man, assuming a
human body as well as a humun soul. The
doctrina of the Resurrection of the Body is a per-
potual wltness against this fundamental Mani-
chean falsehood that matter is essentinlly evil
inits nature and that the spirit of man canonly
become free by escaping from all entanglement
and contract with it.

Again, among those who do not consciously
intend to depart from the Catholic doctrine on
this subject,there has been much misunderstan '
ing of ihe meaning of St. Paul in 1 Cor. xv: 44;
“ Tt is sown a natural body; it is raised a
spiritual body. There is a natural body, and
there is a spiritual body.” This is ofton inter-
preted as if ¢ natural”” meant “ material.” The
passagoe would then menn that the material body
is laid aside at death, und a body which is pure
spirit will beraised in its pluce. Buta glance
at the original Greek will show atonce that
notuing of the kind in asserted. Perhaps the
most lileral transiation would be : “ It is sowa
a soul-body, it is raised a spirit-body.” In both
cases there is a material element, and in both
an immaterial, The materiul clement, is the
same in both, namely, body. But the im-
material is ditferent ; in the first instance it is
soul [psyche], in the second, spirit. Tho most
caretul commentators explain the meaning as
follows : The body under earthly conditions is
dominated by the soul, that is, tho power of force
by which the man lives, feels,und thinks. This,
goparated by the full from the indwelling of the
divine Spirit, and so tending by nature to cor-
ruption and abasement, is, according to St.

Paul, the force which controls the body in this
lifo, 80 that even regencration does not deliver.
the body from death: “1f Christ be in you,
the body is dead because of sin;” but it insuros
the final triumph of the spirit-uature through
the cooperation of the Ioly Spirit: “If the
Spirit of Him that raised up Jesus from the
dead dwell in you, Ho that raised up Christ from
the dead shall nlso quicken your mortal bodies
by His Spirit which dwelleth in you.” The
spiritusl body is not lows & body, n matorial
organism. in the resurrection than before. The
stutoment of St. Paul is simply this, that where-
as the body as it now is, is controlled by a
lower and earthlv life, thon it shull be dominat-
od by a hizhor life from heaven.

Anothor form of error, whilo admitting that
what is to bo raised is o matorial body, donies
that it is in any senvo tho samo body with thac
which wa now have, The tendornoess with
which Christinns trent thoe badies of their doad,
the servicos thoy hold aver thom, the committal
to the earth in the hope of a joytul resurroction,
the roveront eare of their gravns and Lho like,
aro all very amiablle, but superflonous, sincein no
sense is it these badies that shall rise, but othera
nowly created, There is novelstionship botwesn
the mortal form of our lovad ono which wo luy
to rest, and that which sholl riso to heavenly
places to be with Christ, It would be botter
to dissover our thoughts, ny soon a3 possible,
from the bady which wo bary out of our sight,
and turn thom to the eontomplution of the new
and glorious bady of the resurrection morn.

But tho Church huas alwiys insistod that
idontity is to bo proserved between the body
natural and the body spicitaal, that it is * this
mortul ” which is to “put on immortality,”
theso mortal bodies which are to bo quickenad.
And thus we profoss beliof’ in the resurrection
of the bo ly, not of u body,  Thonecessity of in-
sisting upon this preservation of identity is
feon in tho vital connoction of this docirine
with tho oternal rosponsibility of the individ-
ual, The body is most intimately concorned in
a large part of the sins wocommit and the good
wo do,  Many of these sins would be impossible
without the body, But if this body ceased to
bo, all thut part of human respmasibility which
pertnins 1o the body wounld be snnulled,
Another body, not vituliy connected  with
that in which the deeds of lifo wero done,
would have no sharein any responsibility for
them. The truth, therefore, is that tho wholo
man, body and soul, is destined to appoar before
the judgmont sent of Chvist, that all muy ro-
coive in the bady according Lo tho deeds done in
the body, whethor they be gnod or bad. Tho
man that sinved will bo judged, but the man
would no longer be the snme man, if the idontity
of his body us well as his soul woro not
preserved.

Anu objection is mado on the ground of absurd
consequences, The buried body, by « process
of decay, crumblos into dust, Its cloments aro
taken up aguin into forms of vegetables and
animal life, They become, it may bo, consti-
taent paris of other men,  Two bodies or muny
boldies muy have contained some of tha kamo
material particles ; whose, then, shull they bo
at tho Resurrection?

The identity of tho body ia not a question of
materinl particles. Tho sumsnoss of the body,
even during this mortal life, is not miintained
by the retoution of thesame purticles fromn be-
ginning to en:l.  On the eontrary, at oevery
breath and every movoment, wo tuke in now
particles and throw off others, After o tew

" yeours it i4 probable that not an atomn remaing

of that which onco mado up our physical (rame,
Even while wo live, thut waich oncs was a part
of our«elved may have ulrovly outers) in wne
phy sical buinig of othars,  Yei ny one ginstions
the Llentity of the baly of tng geown ey Vi
that whieh ho presessolnd any infant, ‘Lasce
is a continuity from chillksal to old age, by
which the unity of the individual is preserved
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throughout. 1In some analogous wayit is to bo
assumed that the identity of the resurrection
body with that which wad luid aside at deuth
will bo proserved,

Tt is clear that the Resurrection of the Body
is no vain or usoless dogma. 1n the first place,
it refutes the errcr thut mutter is essentiully
ovil, an error which either implies that God is
not Lhe Creator of all things or olwe that He is the
Croeator of that which in its very being is evil.
Next, this doctrine preserves the truth of human
responsibility, and brings it homo to the indivi-
duul with a force that nothing else could effect.
It assuros us that the man who sinned shall
stund before the judgment throne thesame man
that he wae on earth,

Lustly, very much of Christian consolation 18
wrapped up in the great truth of the Resurrce-
tion of thoe Body. It is the ground of the
Apostles’ injunction [1 Thess. iv: 13], * that we
sorrow not us others which have no hope.”
Thus, hosides the assurance that *the souls of
the righteous are in the hands of God,” the
commilting of their bodies to the grave is but
& solemn preparation .for & future glorious
harvent, when, however transfigurod, we shull
agnin recognizo and bo forever united with
thore 1o whom our gouls have been knit in love
horo on carth,—Living Church.

“ At Chota Nagpur, one of the
maont suceossful worles done by -the
Society for the Propagation of the
Gospol was now in full vigor, nnd ax
ho bsppened, during the time he was
in Indin, to have paid a visit, and
reen the Missionaries of the Socioty
for tho Propuagation of tho Gospel at
work, he spoke with somo slight
knowledgo,

# 1o ought tosny something about
the nature of the pepulation, The
ahoriginal tribes wore callod Kols,
una were ~omo of the most lively and
chicery pouplo in the world, Their
hinhit wus 10 meot any functionary
trnvolling Lhrough the country—par-
ticulurly Col, Dalton, the Commis-
siorer, who wia excoedingly popular
—with dancos; the girls, bedecked
with flowers, would go and meot him
with dunces as ho wont through the
villngos. The religion thoy possessed
was oxeecedingly rudimentary, and,
an mort people lnew, missionarios in
Tudin had much fower obstacles in
dealing with the aboriginal tribos
than in dealing with the Hindoos,
anel still more tho Mahomodan popu-
Intion, bocauso thoy had not to com-
bat with tho vory great obstacle
which cunte presontod to o changoof
religion on the part of a Hindoo,
These Missions, both of them, had
most oxcollent schools, wnd in these
schools there were aotuatly at that
timo, in 1874, & considorablo numbor
of young mon training for the mims-
try of the Church, and they had n
most oxcellont oduneation,

# At tho prosont time he belioved
thoro were no less than 14 nativo
Kol ordained clorgymon of the
Church of Iingland who had boen
brought up in the school, and woro
working among thoir follow-country-
men.
