SKETCHES OF IRELAND.

MOYNE ABBEY.

The West of Ireland is remarkable for its
Tively faith, displayed alike in sunshine az in
‘shadow. To-day its archiepiscopal ruler is a
man amongst men, and few they are who love
not the name of John of Tuam, John M‘Hale,
«The Lion of the fold of Judah.” Of the
many religious structurcs of Connaught in
olden times, nonc cxcelled that of Moyne.—
Erected on 2 gentle eminene, laved by the
river Moy, which cmpties itself into the beau-
tiful bay of Killala, it rose from out the ver-
dant plains of Tyrawley; a magnificent tribute
upon earth to the majesty of Heaven. Its
founder was Nechemias O’Donoghue, of the
Franciscan ordar. "In 1460, O'Donoghuc re-
.quested Mac Willlam Burke to grant him a
site whercon to ercct 2 monastery ; O’Donoghue
was famed in Ireland then as an excwplary
friar, and with princely generosity Burke told
him o select any place he considered cligible
within his territory. Near to the Episcopal
See of Killala, O’Donoghue choosed his site,
and then followed by his chieftains and people
Mac William laid the first stone. In two years
after Donatus, Bishop of Killula, consecrated
the new church under the patronage of St.
Franeis. After the completion of the saered
edifice, Burke liberally endowed it with pasture
lands, mills and ponds. The Medicval nobles
were ever noted for their thorough appreeiation
of the Church. Wherever a refractory mem-
ber of their order curisiled the privileges of
the ecelesiastical body they saw that.destitution
.and wrangling usurped the place of plenty and
peace and accordingly their munificent endow-
ments were alike worthy of their nobility and
of the objeets upon which they were bestowed.
To be poor, was not then considered a crime
punishable by forced imprisonment. In the
distressed, the nobles saw the image of Him
who knew not where to lay His Head, and
the Monks, were their almeners to God. The
Abbey of Moyne was a beautiful architeetural
structure. The cdifice was built of a kind of
stoue, composed of petrified sea-shells which
much resembles marble.  Its beautiful propor-
tions, its exquisite tracery and ornamentation
was the general theme, and from the great
tower, nincty fect high, the giant billows of
the western ocean, on the one hand, and the
undulating plains of Tyrawley on the other,
were clearly discernible.

Several distinguished men reverenced Moyne as
their Alne Metfer. Foremnost amongst them we
we may meution Florence Conroy, afterwards
Archbishop of Tuam. Thiscminent divineand
devoted putriot was born in Galway, A.D.
1560. He was of noble family ; his ancestors
being for centuries the chicfs of the territory of
Guoe Mor, lying between Lough Corrit and Gal-
way Bay. o childhood he was noted for
his piety and at an cwrly age he entered the
service of the Church. Prior to his departure
for Spain he took the Franciscan habit in the
Monastery of Moyne. Tlorence Couroy, in
addition to the sanctity of his life, enjoyed n
well-founded reputation for learning. He was
specially devoted to St. Augustine, and his
intimate aequ.intance with the works of that
holy Doctor, rendered his fame Europezn.—
His patriotism was of the highest order and
‘his labors te restore tranquility and seeurity to
Ireland demand a niclie In every Ivishman’s
heart. Honored with the friendship of Philip
of Spain, he labored to infuse practicul sym-
pathy for the Irish Catholics amongst the
Spanish people.  In 1602 he attended Iugh
Roe O’Donnell on his death-bed in Spain, and
in 1609 “ Flaithric O'Muol Conrel” was ap-
pointed Archbishop of Tuum in room of Muol-
muire O’ Higuins, who had expired at Antwerp
whilst returning from Rome. Although Dr.
Qonroy was destined never to visit his archi.
episcopal district, stillhe ccased not his encrgics
in the cause of religion in Irclind. OQwing to
his great excrtions an Irish College was started
at Louvain, and there the pious youths, whose
vocation called them to the labors of the Church
were prepared for their important duties, and
to Louvain, Ircland owes a debt of gratitude,
for within-its scholastic walls hoth Irish pricst
and Irish patriot learned the lessons of truth
and the maxims of Christian honor. In 1629
Florence Conroy died, and we may be sure
‘that his last prayers were for old Ircland and
his dear Moyne. In the erypts of Moyne are
interred many of the families of Connaught.—
The dust of the O’ Dowds, Lynnotts, De Burgos
and Barretts commingle beneath its olden
-shades.  'There let them rest in peace, and
may God have mercy on their soule. In the
reign of Elizabeth the Abbey of Moyne was
despoiled. The monks were treated in a style
worthy of the days of Nero, aud to onc Barrett
was given the monastery and all its rich sur-
roundings. In acts like these the cnemies of
the Faith sought to crush the spirit of Catho-
licity in Ireland. They failed. Tire and
:sword could not succeed in long gone ages.—
Arts, blandishments, and godless systems of
Education cannot succeed now. Patrick pray-
ed that Ireland’s faith might not fail, and it
cannot, for her brightest traditions arc the
‘memories of her devotion to Heaven and with-
in every decade of miles upon her fertile bosom
arise the ruined but enduring monuments of
her ancient relizgious glory, like that of th
“Abbey of Moyne in Catholic Mayo, }

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MAYOR HALL'S LETTER TO J. J. BOND, G.

Executive Department, City Hall,
New York, July 6, 1871.
John J. Bond, Esq., G. M. L. 0. X.:

Dzear Sz : From your letter to the Super-
intendent of Police, from your explanations to
me, and from a letter which you addressed to
the Z'imes, I learn thatan order or association of
‘individuals, over which you are the chief, pro-
pose to celebrate by a strcet procession and
public picnic the victory achicved in 1690 by
William III., one King of Inglund, over
James II, another king. Similar public
celebrations in the country wherein the events
happened have always been attend.d by public
disorders. DBreaches of the peace have several
times occmrred in Canada and in the United
States during celebrations of a like impert.
Laust summer serioas affrays in this city grew
out of the public procession and pienic when
participated in by your order. You scem to
apprehend new disturbances this year on account
of the proposed celebration, and I think I am
justified by your written and published state-
meats in inferring your own opinion to be that
public disorder must necessarily resuls from
your intended action, because of the religious
as well as anciently political opposition to the
event celebrated.

Assemblages of any kind in places ot public
access, and strect processions of every charac-
ter, have never become matters of popularright.
In accordance, however, with the operations of
free institutions, they are generally permitted,
and wusually enjoy, by popular assent, much
freedom of zction, although often submitted to
at considerable sacrifice of public comfort.—
They therefore become subjects for police re-
gulation and supervision, If not i impossible,
it is nevertheless a delicate task for the author-
ities to decide when thir regulation shall begin,
or bow far it shall extend. The approximate
rule scems to be that the greatest good and se-
curity of the greatest number should be con-
sulted in the deeision.

Your proposed celebration appears to be un-
necessary. .And it certainly seems at first
glanee to be singulur that a foreign event, oc-
curring nearly two hundred years ago, and with
which Ameriean eitizens eaunot actively sym.-
pathize, should become on our soil the subject
for extensive commemoration. Morcover, ought
not the feuds and animosities of old countries,
from whenee our adopted citizens come, be en-
tirely merged in our citizenship? There is
another dinger, is there not, that collisions in-
duced by their maintenance here would be taken
advantage of by the dungerous classes, which
always grow formidable by such opportunitics ?
It has been said from the bench that no indi-
viduals ought ever to be permitted to publicly
assemble with banners whose inseriptions would
be caleulated to inflame the pussions of other
men, and in view of what took place last year,
may it not be thought by even your well-wishers
that a vepeated participation by your orzauiza-
tion would seem like n concerted effort to irri-
tate the public peace ? I could suugest many
oceasions for celehrating even Amcrican events
which would result inevitably in producing
public disorder. Suppose, for instanee, that «
considerable number of New York residents of
Southern birth, should purpose to celebrate the
battle of Bull Run that oceurred in this month,
and should by means of banners and music
succeed in arousing the bad temper of the hun-
dreds of thousands who not only could never
sympathize with the event, but under much
personal, sectional, or national feeling, deplore
it; or supposc that, in view of recent cvents
that have oceurred in Kurope, 2 body of Freneh
adopted citizens, furnished with bamers and
music distusteful in sight and sound to eitizens
of Germmn birth, should march through see-
tions of our city thut arc inhabited by the lat-
ter ?

I content wmyself at present with simply sub-
mitting to you these very general considerations,
and with asking you whether it would not he
more politic for you and your friends to forern
any popular ar public demonstration of the
event to which you wnd they attach so much
impertunee ? .

TER TO SUPERINTENDENT KELSO.

James I, Kelso, Esq., Superintendent New York
Police :

My DeAR Sir:—Sceing the dreadful state
of uftairs which have arisen out of the contem-
plated parade of the Orangemen, I have con-
sidered it my duty to advise them to forgo the
prrade on the 12th instant.

I am sorry to say they have not taken my
advice in the matter, being confident of the
safety of their lives in your good protection. I
have pointed out to them the great majority of
opponcnts, and the utter impossibility of your
power in protecting them aftcr the porade was
dismissed [italic by writer]. T am afraid the
Orangemen cannot suceeed (sic) ten thousand
men from all sonrces [italic by writer.] ILam
very positive that their own body will not num-
ber more than five hundred men, for the ma-
jority will not attend so dangerous an under-
taking, :

I write to you therefore in great confidence
that you will cndeavor. to persuade our men
not to appearat all on the 13th, thereby avoid-
ing the least possible chance of 2 riot, There
is no need on (sic) shedding any men’s blood
[italic by writer]. '

I know there will be bad work on both sides.

I think is you could send for ——, No, ——,
Mr. , of No, ——, and , Whom Mr.
—— will find, and openly inform these men of

the great danger of a riot (perhaps unsurpass-

able), (sic) they may be led to prevail upon
the men to forgo the parade. ~ =

‘T cannot attend the parade in any case, as I
have no person to relieve me from duty., How-
ever, this fact will not save my life. * * *

"| cemning the writer).

If this parade is allowed to occur there will
be a fearful loss of life, and I have distmetly
cautioned all those whom I could meet to give
up the parade.

In the name of gverything sacred I would
deplore the shedding of blood, and shall with-
draw from the society upon that account.

I therefore write to you as a son to a father,
in the scnse of counsel and advice, and I he-
seech you to endeavor to persuade my brethren
to forego this ¢vent of much alarm to all en-
gaged therein,

The Mayor wrote me « long letter, advising
us to forego the parade. I have read it to the
brethren, and it seems they do not eare much
about it. I am afraid they depend too much
upon the police, and I fear that they may have
cause to regret too much confidence.

I have done all T could to prevent murder
or riot; having fuiled therein, there my respon-
sibility ceases. I pray you may be more sue-
cessful in persuading our men to forego the
parade. There is no one who regrets the shed-
ding of blood of wny (italic of writer) man
more than I do, and I pray it shall not occur
on account of the Orangemen.

If you are not very surc that the parade can
be effected without the shedding of blood, I
pray you, dear sir, to persuade these gentle-
men, whose names I have given you, to forego
the affair on the part of perce and good will to
all men.

Thanking you very much for the great in-
terest you have taken in the matter, and hoping
that life shall be spared, I beg to remain, very

The Superintendent has been applied to by
the Grand Master of the Orange lodges in the
United States to give poliee support to a cele-
bration by a procession (throueh principal
streets and avenues of the city of New York on
the 12th inst.) in honor of the battle of the
Bogync and the surrender which was its con-
serjuence,

These several commemorative vietorics on
the soil of Ireland by one Eaglish king over
another one, nearly two centuries ago, engen-
dered national differences whieh have descend-
ed from generation to gencration with inereas-
ing acrimony, and large bodies of citizens par-
ticipating in these feclings from parts of our
community,

The Superintendent has been legally advised
he should not aid any street celebrations that
involve feuds and animosities belonging solely to
the history of other countries than our own,
and which experience has proved to cndanger
the public pesce ubroad and at home.

The proposed celebration, as is obvious " to
every ong, belors to the last named elass,
Last yeur, upon ihe sume calendar day, an un-
cxpected public celebration of the foreign event
just named was aceompanied in the streets with
inexcusable and deplorable affrays, by which
four citizens lost their lives, despite the inter-
ference of the police.  This violence was ap-
parently unpremeditated, and resuited from
what may be termed spontaneous exeitement,
This year, however, the procession has been
announced much in advance, aud unusual ar-
rangements have been made to swell the num-
bers of purticipants by accessions from other
parés of this State and from other States.

It is given out that armed preparations for
defence have been made by the members of the
parading lodges. Indeed, the announced pro-
cession nppears to have been especially or-
zanized heyond the mugnitude of any previous
one, aud is emphasized with announcements
that apparently evince a determination to re-
sent, if not te avenge, the events which at-
tended last year’s celebration; and some of
its leaders have stated to the Superintendent
that they considered a collision inevitable, If
this needless eelehration should provoke a gen-
eral disturbanee it would furnish the opportu-
nity always songht for by the lawless and
dangerous classes of the comniunity to partici-
pate in it, and to carry conscquences so far as
to endanger the safety of persons and property.

Reeent disturbances have been announced
from Great Britain by eable despatches s
incident to similur public demonstrations by
the Orange institutions in that country. And
upon a closest survey the Superintendent is
convineed that if the proposed procession forms
or moves with its banners and traditional musie
amid many unthinking, rash and hot-headed
spectators who are not in sympathy with the
foreign feuds which the procession is intended
to glorify, then the whole poliee (and perhaps
much of the military) force of the city might
be required to protect the procession, and large
sections of the city most needing watching
would be left unguarded, "

If any processien (or occupation by marchine
order of the strecty) were a matter of right or
could legally demand protection, then it should
at all hazards, receive eseort and puard; he.
cause the authoritics never should “allow that
which is matter of right to the populace to be
ever lawlessly overawed., But legal decisions
have settled, that oceupation of streets by pro-
cessions is a mere matter of usage or toleration,
and is always subject to police regulation and
supervision. The gurrender of thoroughfares
to large organized hodies of men necessarily in-
terferes with the individual rights of other citj-
zens, and those thus engaged, are, in the lan-

guage of the law, permissible trespussers,  The

| toleration of procession by citizens and author-

ities is perhaps due to the fact that street meet-
ings and parades always represent some senti-
ment or occagion not at ull caleulated to pro-

police discretionary permission the inconve-
nience of the few ought to be surrendered to
the widest security for the property und person
of the greatest number of citizens. And at all
times the police thould prevent occasions for
disorder rather than wait to regulate or sup-
press it. It is very clear that if any one in-
dividual should undertake by himself to pro-
duce an occasion of irritation and excitement
to others in the community he would not be in
such an act entitled to police protection. And
surely what may not be done by one individual
ought not to be attempted by the organized
many, when the aggravation would be so much
the greater. :
Therefore you are ordered (in conformity to
the private directions herewith promulgated,
and which relate merely to detmls of discipline
and arrangements for police action not ex-
pedient to be publicly announced) to prevent
the formation or progression of the public street
procession for the 12th instant alluded to, and
of all processions under pretence of target pur-
poses. You will also on that day impartially
keep all strcets cleared from groups and as-
semblages of every class of citizens, whether
sympathising with or against the proposed pro-
cession, or whether they are lawlessly disposed
or otherwise. You will also promptly arrest
all persons of any deseription who in the
thoroughfares use threatening or disorderly
language, Inciting to breach of the peace, in
contempt of the State statutes upon that sub-

A PROCLAMATION.

Ha¥ing been only this day apprised, while
at the Capitol, of the actual condition of things
here, with reference to proposed processions to-
morrow,*and having, in the belief that my
prescnce was needed, repaired hither imme-
diately, I do make this proclamation.

The order Leretofore issued by the police
authoritics in reference to said processions hav-
ing been duly revoked, I hereby give notice
that any and all bodies of men desiring to
march in peaccable procession in this eity to-
morrow, the 12th inst., will be permitted to do
so. They will be protected to the fullest cx-
tent possible by the military and police au-
thorities, A military and police escort will be
furnished to any body of men desiring it, on
application to me ut my headquarters (which
will be a¢ Police Headquarters in this cisy) at
any time during the day.,

I warn all persons to abstain from interfer-
ence with any such assemblage or proccssion
except by authority from me; and I give no-
tice that all the powers at my commund, eivil
and wilitary, will be used to preserve the pub-
lic peace and to put down at all lazards, every
attempt at disturbance; and I eall upon all
citizens, of every race and religion, to unite
with wme and the local authoritics in this deter-

mination to preserve the peace and honer of
the city and State.

BLOODY COLLISION BETWEEN TIIE PROPLE AND TIE MILI-
TARY—D05 KILLED AND 105 WOPNDED.

The Orangemen persisted in parading on the
12th, end, as every one cxpeected, the result
was &t bloody riot. They were eseorted by six
regiments and about 1,100 policemen. They
nambered about 200. The following particu-
lars we take from the World of the 13th. :

‘The procession wus already in motion. Un-
der the broiling sun the bayonets glistened as
they went, and the sound of the drums beating
inoffensive military marches came up the
avenue, The crowd at the corner hooted and
grouned an secompaniment, and it was evident
from the wuvering of the inncrmost ranks that
missiles were dropping among them from the
Liousctops or the sidewalks. On a sudden,
from the southeast corner of Bight avenue and
Twenty-cighth street, eame a puff of smoke and
a report. It lacked twenty minutes of three
o'clock. '

Tle scattered hootings rose to an immense
roar, and the crowd closed in angrily in the
walke of the procession. This save us 2 chance
to drive mnto the avenue. A pillar of gilded
dust shot through vith points of steel marked
the route of the procession and led on the
surgiag crowd.  Irom Twenty-cighth, Twenty-
seventh, Tweaty-sixth, as the passage of the
silent column made room, the human flood
surged in behind it.  The erowd kept gather-
ing in the rear and pressing the column closer,
when a sheet of white smoke made itself scen
through the dust, and a sharp crackle, like
that of a pack of Chinese erackers, came from
under it. It was a volloy of musketry, Then
u panic scized the crowd. They ran crazily
through the streets they had come in at, and
up the avenue, fur beyond Thirtieth street
until not a man of those who had been jeoring
and blaspheming remained to obstruct the
right of the procession. Horses came tearing
up the avenue, flogged by their frighted mas-
ters. As the procession wended on, in its
track could be discerned black, quiveri;rf spots
which five minutes before had been men.

After a short delay the “order” mareh wag
sounded along the line, and the bund strue
up the “ Red, White, and Blug,” previous to
which all the troops had loaded with ball
cartridge.

Their looks be-
came more full of deadly “animosity, and the
soldiers guarding the procession could sce s
they passed by, the glittering chambers of
revolvers held in the rioters hands. From
company to company along ' the whole line of
march the word was passed, “Be ready for
action, men,” and the command had barely
reached the rear company of the hindermosk
regiment, when bang went the first shot, that
of a rifle fired by a Hibernian from the second
story of a house in the avenue between Twenty
fifth and Twenty-sixth streets, in the middle of
the block.

Nothing sheuld be doncealenlated
to frighten away timid men from the cause of Home
Rule, or to prejudice against the movement the
ninds of the people of England, before whose re-
presentatives the case must at an carly day be
laid. It will be the duty of those who will plead
the cause of Home Rule before the English
Parliament to tell them that what Ircland
demands is not the separation of the two
countries, but simply the transference to Irish-
men of business solely having reference to this
ecountry. In other words, Ireland demands that
business concerning her own interests alone, but
eoncerning those vitally, should not le transacted
by the Imperial Parliament, in & manner necessarily
hurried and imperfect, but should he performed in a
thorough and leisurcly manner by a Parliament
sitting in Dublin and well .acquainted with the
circumstances and requircments of the nation.
This is not 1 matter of passion or sentiment, It is
a hard matter of business, te be argued as such.
For her own sake, England ought accept with de-
light n compromise which would at encesecure the
integrity of the Empire and put an end to Irish
discontent. For our part, we entertain a strong
hope thut English good sense will in this matter be
too strong for English prejudice, and that the
Imperial Parliament will be wise enough to concede
a demand which can bring nothing but increascd
strength and happiness to beth countries. The
eloquent pleas for Home Government delivered at
the Rotundo, and the absence from them of any-
thing calenlated to crente misconception or pre-
judice, cannot but tend to hasten a satisfactory
solution ol the question—Weekly Freeman.

At the Dungarvan Land Sessions, before B. C.
Lloyd, Isq., Q.C., chairman of the county Water-
ford, Richard Power claimed a sum of L2041 16s. 6d.
from his landlord, Mr. James O'Bricn, as compensii-
tion for disturbance, &e. It was made up of five
years' rent under the 3rd section of the Land Act,
and also under the 4th section a sum for improve-
ments. It appeared that the landlord had recently
purchased the property in the Landed Iistates Court,
the ordnance valuation and the tenants’ rent being
stated in the vental on whicli the purchase was
made, from which it appeared thet the rental ex-
cceded the ordinance valuatien by about one-third,
Immediately after the execution of the deed of pur-
chase by the Landed Estates Court the landlord
went down to the lands and sought to raise the
tenants’ rent by about one-thivd. The landlord’s
case was that bie offered to allow the tenunt to re-
main in possession at that increase of rent, or at
the valuation made by two respectable gentlemen
whom lic himself had appeinted, and that the ten-
ant having refused that offer he was deburred by
the 18th section of the act from making any claim
for distwbance, On the otier hand the tenants’
case was—That the rent demanded was an excees-
sive rent; that he objected to the valuation made
only by the landlord’s valuators, but was willing
that cach party should choose his own valuator,
which the landlord refused to permit.  After a num-
ber of witnesses had been examined, the Chairman
zave judgent, and in doing so sald he did not con-
sider the tenant wis debarred, under the 18th see-
tion, from making a claim en account of distur-
bunce, inasmuch ns the terms oftered Ly the Iland-
lord were not © just and reasonable” towards the
tenant. The tenant's rent was one-third above the
ordinance valuation, which was generally considered
to be a fir occupation rent throughout Ircland.
Jut although the landlord’s valuntors had valued
the land at the sum stated, yet they admitted to him
(the chairman) that such au increased rent could
1ot Le paid by the tenaat without a considerable
outlay of capitul on the land. The question
under the 18th :ection was not what was just and
fair indealing with the particular tenant in pos
session.  The tenant had been 23 years in pos-
session, and  during  that time had paid his
rent regularly, aud he (the chairman) could not
conceive any case in which the full compensation
for disturbance allowed by the act should be
given if it were not in this case.  He aceordingly
would allow the full compensation claimed  for
disturbance,  With regard to the claim for im-
provoments, most of them were admitted with
certain  modifications  which the chairman con-
sidered unreasonable, except the cludin for unex-
hausted manure,  With regard to that claim, the
chairman stated he considered there was no  part
of the act in which the country was wmore in-
tevested.  He thought that every encouragement
should be given to induce a preper cultivation
and manuring of the land, inasmuch as the yield
would he thereby greatly imereased and the conn-
try enriched ; whereas by lbad cultivation and  ex-
laustion of the land the soil would gradualiy
become deteriorated, and the country impoverished.
In cvery case in which the claim for unc.\-h:}ustud
manure could Le properly made, he (the chairman
so far as he could, would allow the highest com-
pensation the act permitted ; put he could not
allow that claim in this case, inmsmuth as the
tenant bad taken & grain crop off the land upon
a single manuring, and thus taken ite full value
out of it, ns no second grain crop counld be pro-
perly taken without again manuring, otherwise
the lund would be impoverished, With this ex-
ception he allowed the full claim for disturhance
and the claims for improvement, as madified,
amounting attogether to £117.

FRANCE.

Tue TreNorr BLECTIONS.—PARIS, JULY 5.
—Of the 113 Deputies elected more than S0
are Conscrvative Republicans, having for the
most part adhered to the programme of _M.
Thiers ; 13 are Radical Republicans,—viz,,
MM. Gambetta, Laurent-Pichat, Laurier,
Escarguel, Ferouillet, Naquet, Jean St. Martin,
Pascal Duprat, Pin, Millaud, Breslay, Corbon,
and Scheurer-Kestner; two are Legitimists,
MM. Kerler and Harcourt ; three are Orleun-
ists, M. Tierrot, General de Chabaud-Latour,
and M. Duvergier d'Hauranoe ; onc Bonapar-
tist, M. Magne. In the four most aristocratic
arrondissements of Paris M. Gambetta polled
106,000 votes.

The latest returns confirm the result of the
elections, which give an additional majority of
100 votes to the policy of M. Thicrs, or the
maintenance of the Republican status guo.

Victor Tugo obtained only 57,000 votes.

The votes of the Army have not yct been re-
ceived, aud it is possible that they will change
the last names on the list of successtul candi-
dates for Puris,

The Gazette de Fronee, in an article which
it publishes this evening, regards the Republi-
can succeess at the elections as a real misfortune,
of which the Jovernment of M. Thiers will not
be long in perceiving the effeets. It says the
Lieft in the Assembly will show itself’ during,
and that doubtless M. Gambetta will not long
remain out of the Ministry.

The Liberte docs not share these apprehen-
sions. It makes the following remarks:—

¢« We sinecrely rejoice at the support which
most of the newly-clected Deputies will add to
the Republic. We acknowledge that the in-
tentions of some of them arc not free from sus-

Cpicion, but tliey do not intimiduteus,  We feel
confident that the great majority of” the Cham-
ber will have sufficient good sense to uphold
order, n condition of which we stand so much
in nced.  With that objeet all the national re-
presentatives, without distinction of party, will
make a sacrifiee of their preferences and rally
round the cstablished Government.”

The Bonupartist newspaper L'.Avenir Li-
beral says :—

“The Republicans are now masters of the
ground ; we are woing to sce them at their
work., Tor the last 20 years they have played
the convenient part of eriticizing and blaming
everything,  The Budget is about to furnish
them with an opportunity of applying their
doctrines in matters of taxation. The re-or-
ganization of the army will prove n less fuvor-
able field for these daring innovators. Let
them no longer uaccuse ary one, since they Lave
the ground free, Let them put their demo-
cratic and liberal dectrines iuto practice ; there
will be no excuse left for them if they do not
better than their predecessors, towards whom
they have shown themselves so pitiless,”

VErsAILLES, July 6.—The National As-
sembly passed to-day the second part of Clause
3 of the Newspaper Cuution Money Bill fixing
the mazimmn of the money to be deposited at
12,000f. in towns of 50.000 inhabitapnts and
6,000f. in towns of less populution. All the
other remaining clauses, and subsequently the
whole Bill, were then adopted by 317 votes
against 199.  The Minister of Finanee stated
that all caution money which had been pre-
viously deposited will be returned within a
month from this thue, the position of the Trea-
sury rendering the restitution of the money a
matter of no difficulty.

M. Jaubert withdrew his motion to establish
a tax upon passports and permits of residence
for foreigners in France.

Panis, July 6.—A frightful eatastrophe has
Just oceurred ut Sache, in the Department ot
Tndre-ct-Loire, A man, named Delulande,
known for his dissipated habits, killed 3. de
Vonune, the Mayor of Sache, and as the eure,
an old man of’ T8 years, was bringing the holy
oil to anoint the hody of the decensed, the
murderer shot him, and the cure fell mortally
wounded. The terror caused by this double
murder was so great among the inhabitints
that the body of the rure was suffered to be
deft for three honrs in the public road. The
cause of this evime is said to be revenge, Dela-
lande having been refused by the Mayor the
use of a eertuin document.  Delalande has com-
mitted suicide.

Tur Frexcit AsseMnrLy AND - Roar—
Another petition for a protest in favour of the
Holy See has been received by the Assembly
from the Archbishep of Algiers; and the de-
putics of the departmments forming the ancient
province of Brittany have laid before the
bureau in their own names a warm and elo-
quent address to the ssme cffect.

Yes, women
play a great Christian part in France—a sub-
lime part. Nevertheless I must speak the
truth to Franece. There is a more formidable
evil than the revolution, more formidable than
the Commune, let loose from hell, with its
men who flung fire about Paris, and that is
Catholic liberalism, (Here the Pope. who had
spoken in a solenm tone, adopted a familiar
conversational tone,)  Some time ago a coun-
tryman of yours, who sometimes came
to sec me, said to me that the State
and the law should be Atheists—that
no distinction should be established hetween
Catholic and Protestant.

Bovrouxss, July 6.—Amicns has been de-
ciared in a state'of sicge by the Prussian Coni-
mandant, in consequence of a Prussian soldier
havite been murdered, and the murderer re-
maining undiscovered.

A permanent eamp for two army corps is
about to be estublished at Satory, near Ver-
sailles, to replace the camp at Chalons, The
Fignro publishes a Jong letter from the Comte
de Palikao, the late Minister of the Kmpire, to
the President of the Committee of Inquiry, or-
dered by the National Assembly, into the events
of the 4th September, 1870. The Count de-
fonds himself against the aceusations brought
again-t him by (tencral Trochu in the National
Aszembly on the 13th of Juue, and reprouches
the latter with having brought back with him
from the camp at Chalons 18 battalions of the
Mobile Guards, and having incited them to
breaches of diseipline, stating to them that they
had aright to remain in Paris.  Comte de
Palikao =ays that on the 4th of September he
arrived at 3 a. at the Tuileries, after having
been rescued [rom the insurgent crowd by his
aides-de-camp, the Kmpress having gone no one
knew whither. At -4 am. the revclution was
aceomplished throughout Paris.

The courts-martial for the trial of the in-
surgents opened on the 12th inst,

"Mhe speeial juries instituted by the law of
the 20th of April relating to rents have already
performed their functiens in some of the arron-
dissements in Paris.

The Jonrnul Officiel publishes the following
article :—

¢« The German ceeupation still imposes upon
many of our Departments sacrifices and troubles
with which all Franee sineerely sympathizes,
and which she i daily striving to diminish.
Until that time arrives, moderation, paticnee,
and a sentiment of justice will be the best
nreans of sweetening the bitterness.  The Gov-
ernment does not cease demanding from  the
Grerman authorities the abservance of a severe
discipline, and on its purt the French Admin-
istration neglects no opportunity of soothing
the legitimate fecling ot irritation, and of ve-
calling all citizens to the e fircto observanee
of the law, Count Waldersee, the Charge
d’Affaires of the Germun Fwmpire, has -in.
formed the Minister of Foreign Aftairs that
Count Moltke is ubout to order the German
commumders to inflict henceforth no penalty
which may have been pronounced by the
Courts-Martial.  Fines and other military
mensures are thus absolutely forbidden. The
Grerman Charge d'Affaires complains of the ox-
citement which muy be aroused among the in-
habitants of the Deparfments by the bitter
language of certain journals,  We perfeetly un-
derstand the sentiments which inspire some
writers to make severe recriminations, but, if
it is permitted us to address them some advicee,
we ask thom to abstain, as much as possible,
from cverything caleulated to exusperate pas-
stons which they desire to soothe, secing that
too often the vengeance for their articles takes
the form of an imposition of vexations upon
those persons whom they dosire to protect.
Our duty before everything is to be united in
one thought of pacification—and that duty is
the more needful sinee with a little good muan-
agement we can form a legitimate hope of
speedily ending those evils which are most in-
tolerable to us.”

ITALY.

QurracEs AT Rovy.—The Tomes is good
cnnough to inform us that ¢ the only distur-
bance’” at Rome “was onc purely local and
personal,  Lord Gainsborough and his son,
after a wrangle with casual passengers in a
small byc-street, eolleeted a erowd round the
Hotel d'Angleterre, and cndeavored to drag
the peaceable and judicious M. Gendre” (the
owner of the hotel) “into the struggle, The
flag of Italy was cxhibited there, and these
Englishmen tore it down, as if to show what an
Englishman can do, and what an Ttalian can
hear,” We quote this at length asa curious
example of ingenuity in disterting facts, Lord
Gainsborough and his son were both absent at
church when their window was sclected out of
16 other windows which might have been used
for the purpose for the display of an emblem
which was keown by those who placed
it there to be offensive to them—a display which,
as the Questor himself has stated, was totally

uncalled for. The flag was guietly removed

and hoisted at another window, and the super-
intendent of the hotel forcibly replaced the flag
in Lord Gainsborough’s window, and waved it
to and fro, shouting Viva Vittorio Emanuele!
The Globe, from which we extract these details,
adds:—¢ It must be remarked that there was
no public or regular Festa on Sunday to call
for the exhibition of any flags at all.  J¢ was
simply @ manifestation got up by the Repub-
Licans and others to show antipathy to Pius
IX.; and in point of fact, there was a very
limited display of bunting., It seems only rea-
sonable that strangers going to a foreign hotel
should abstain from taking any part in political
demonstrations, and that their apartments for
the time being should be their castle. The Ca-
tholics abstaiaed on the Pope’s Fegta from
illuminations or processions of any kind. The
Republicans might have followed their exrmple.”
We must zlso observe that the Z¥mes publish-
ed itsown version, guoted above, in tho same
number of the paper which contuined another
statement by an eye-witness, Mgr Capel, whiel:
is substantially the same as our own. But we
have a further cxeeption to take. When the
Times wrote that this was the only disturbance
in Romne, was it aware that a French gentleman
was struck by stones in his carriage as he return-
ed from S. John Lateran ; that two Spunish
noblemen—the Count de Maceda de San  Ro-
man, Senator of Spain, and the Marquis of
Casa Pizarro—were stopped in their carriage
on their way to the audicnee by the agents of
the Questura, and compelled to take off their
decorations of the order of Ysubel Cutolics,
beeause the ribbon is white and yellow ; that
the Prince v. Hohenlohe, the Austrian Ambas-
sador Extraordinary, was insulted, and his
suite ill-treated ; that every single Deputation
was insulted in one way or another; that one
member of & Deputation received a friendly
warning from one of the chicf of the Party of
Aection whom he happened to know, in the
shape of a notc containing these words: “Go
out as little as you ean help, especially in the
evening ;' that three French gentlemen veturn-
from 8. Peter’s were attacked and had to he
escorted to their hotel by some of the real Ito-
nun populace who, when offeved a reward,
would receive nothing, saying : ¢ Only let us
shake hands with you, and Viva Pio Nouo !”
and lastly, that the Deputation of SU0 Roman
ladies, on leaving  the Vatiean, had to pass
through a mob of these imported rufliang, who
seluted them with all the foulest epithets in
the rich voeabulary of Italian blackguardism ?
—London Tublet,

The Romau correspondent of the Tondon
Tablet, writing on June the 24th, suys :—

The extraordinary marks of sympathy and
devotion which the Holy Ifather has reecived
from all sides have naturally excited the anger
of the Revelutionury Socicties and Party of
Action, and they determined, for this reuson,
to get up ¢ counter-demonstration.  On Satur-
day, orders were sent round to all to hang out
their tricolour flags as o protest against the
forcign Deputations, Not only orders, Dbut
threats were likewise used against those who
declined, or who secmed unwilling to insult
the Holy Father. As there was no national
fostival the act could not be considered in any
other light than as a gratuitous insult to the
Pope. Lord Gainsborough and his family had
taken an apartwent in the IHotel d’Angleterre,
on the first floor, and had alveady been staying
there for some days. Lord Gainsborough went
out carly to Mass, and in the memnvhile the
seeretary of the hotel hung 2 flag out of Lis
window. When the Hon, Bdward Noel came
into the xoom a short time afterwards, hie per-
ceived what had been done, und immediately
removed it.  Ile then sent for the waiter, and
told him to take it wway. The scerctary then
came up, and said that this window was the
customary place for the flug when it was hung
out, and that he must put it back again. M.
Noel replied that he could not allow it to be
outside his window, cspeeially as there was no
national festival that day, and if the sccrctary
insisted upon it they would 2ll leave the hotel.
The scerctury then went down stairs to con-
sider, as he said, what he should de. In a
short time u large crowd assembled outside the
hotel, composed of the usual clewents that get
up demonstrations, and that have been kept for
that purpose sinee the 20th September, The
seeretary then refurned with three or four of
the mob, and forcibly replaced the flag anidst
the cheers of the roughs, who insulted the Holy
Father, and shouted out ¢ Down with the
Zouaves,” # Deuth to the linglish,” &e., &e.
It is needless to say, that not only Lord Gains-
horough, but several other familics, imme-
diately left the hotel, and the mob was dis-
persed, partly by sceing the flag replaced, and
purtly by the soldiers.  Mr. Jervoise, the Jing-
lish ~diplomatic agent, acted very kindly
in the matter, in order to protect from
further insult Lord Gainsborough and his fam-
ily. The following day Mr. Jervoise reeeived
information that the liberal party intended to
challenge him and Lord Gainshorough to a
duel, and in fact two men called upon them
both for the purpose, but of course were not
admitted. A long mrticle in one of their papers
gives the public infprmation of this villainous
act. This is the second insult the Knglish
have received since they have been in Rome,
Other Deputations have however reecived the
same, and perhaps none more grossly than the
Spanish, When the Deputation from Spain
was on its way to the Vatican, the carringe of
onc, who was a Senator, and wore the cross
and riband of Isuabella, was stopped, and he was
ordered instantly by some of the police to take
off his decoration, as it happened to be yellow
and white. Iec protested by saying that he
was a Spanish Senator and had on the Qrder
of Isabclla. The police however would not
listen, and said that if he did not do so, they
would pull it off, T need not add that the
police ‘were backed up by the cries of the usual
mob, who scem to be ready at a moment's no-
tice to take advantage of anything that may
occur. A great many other cases of minor im-

port have taken place during the last few days

which shows how impossible the present state
of things is. If it had not been for an immense
display of troops the foreign Deputations would
have suffered more than insults.

Together with this letter I send a list of De-
putations that the Holy Father has received
during the week. The Society of the Inferessi
Cuttolict have been indefatigable in their exer-
tions to help the numerous foreigners in Rome,
Cardinal Borromeo kindly placed his apartment
in the Palazzo Altieri at their disposzl, and it
has been used as o club during the lust week.
Every evening hundreds of Romans besides
those who compose the Dreputations assemble
there. Several important meetings of the heads
of the Foreign Associations have met for the
purposc of drawing up rules for the further
uniting in a common action the various countries
of Burope. France, Germuny, Austrin, Bng-
land, Holland, Spain, and Italy, have agreed to
put themselves in correspondenec with the
Societe Romuna per gli Interessi Cattolici, and
also that the Voce defle Veritis shall be their
official paper. On Tuesday, those who com-
pose the Deputation of the English elergy were
invited by the Rector tospend the day at Monte
Porzio. All have expressed themselves highly
gratified at the cordiality and weleome they have
received at the English College. On Wednes-
day, the Rector of the Ameriean College pre-
sented a mumber of his countrymen to the Toly
Father, and on Friday an Trish Deputation was
presented by Dr, Kirby.

GERMANY.

ANOTHER GERMAN SUBMISSION.— Dr. Ruck-
gabert, of Stuttgard, the uuthor of a pamphlet
cotitled Zhe Question of Honorius and the In-
Jullibility, which has received the censwre of
the Roman Jndex—has written to his Diocesan,
Bishop Iefele of Rottenburg, to say that he
fully submits to the decree of the S. Congrega-
tion of the Index, and asking pardon for the
seandal he may have given by his book in op-
position to the dogma of the Council. —ZLondon
Tablet,

Tunr MoNastic ORDERs IN Bavanria—
The Proviucials of the Capuchins, the Re-
demptorists, and the other Relizgious OQrders
of Bavuaria, have signed a solemn  declaration
in their own name, and in that of the other
wembers of their respeetive orders, that they
fully adhere to the doctrines defined by the
Couneli, and that they will ever be on the
Pope’s side.—dbid.

— We learn from the
Tollshote that on the 22nd June, the 67th
birthday of the Archbishop of Munich-Treiss-
ing, the vencrable prelate reccived a econgra-
tulatory telegram from King Ludwig in which
the Bavarian Sovercign took occasion to express
the warm assurance both of his personal friend-
ship, and also of his firm fidelity as a loyal son
of the Catholic Church.—/74id.
