#His Eminence Cardinal McCloskey received a
telogram from Cardinal Frinchi, Prefect of the
Bucred Coongregation of the Propagands, at noon
to-day, (15th March) informing His Eminence that
he was preconized Cardiual in the Consistory held
this morning in the Vatican, and that the Ablegate
Mgr. Ronceetti, preceded by the noble guard Count
Marefoschi should be the bearers of the official in-
telligence. The  beretta” will be conferred by His
Graco the Archbishop of Baltimore.”

In the address given below an eloquent priest
has linked together the events which intervene
between these two announcements, and which unite
the Chuich of New York today with that of the
city, when its oldest living priest, now its archbighop
and cardinal, was ordained. Locking at the worm-
caten, time-stained and worn book from which we
have copied the first of these announcements, we
are tempted to do that which timo will not permit,
and ¢xamine these records, tosee in what condition
at that dato were the world, the Church in America,
and this diocese of New York. It was a period
when travel was diflicult, when population was
sparse and scattered, when the Catholic missionaries
had indeed Inid out the road for those who were to
follow, but compared with the necessities of the
people, hnd done little more, though they bad done
all that men could do. Dubourg was in New Or-
lenng, Rosati in St. Louis, Fenwick in Roston. Of
living prelates, Purcell was fighting the good fight
in Cincinnati; Turgeon had been appointed coad-
Jutor of Quebec, MncHalo was, in the language of
the time, & “candidate” for Tuam, recciving one
vote less than Dean Burke, of Westport, but being
more popular with thelaity. Dr. Doyle bad just died.
O'Connell wasin the thick of the fight for repeal,
and the London letter writers of the day, told how
Brougham and he was thick asthieves, went to Mass
together, Don Carlos, he of thirty yenrs ago, *was
still maintaining elevated ground” from which he
descended shortly after to land in Portsmouth from
his mnjesty’s ship Donegal, An illustrious Ameri-
can prelate overwhelmed with carsless and im-
pecunious correspondents was compelled to warn
them that the resources of his diocese did not per-
mit him to endure the tax of unpaid postage.—
Moore # the peet of all circles and the idol of bis
own” wag was doing some pretty and touching pa-
triotism into still prettier verse, Dr. Pise was con-
tributing livos to the Amickertocker and complain-
ing that the (ditor was spoiling them by hisemend-
ations. There was the occasional scandal, for “Sam
Smith, late a Popish priest” hawked around the
usual dirty stock in trade.

At the date of his ordination the Cardinal was
twenty-four years of age. He was born in Brooklyn
in 1810, and his family are still remembered by
many of the older Catholic families such as the
Turhers and the Sullivans. Brooklyn at that time
was not a city of 500,000 people, with o bishop, one
hundred priests, lialf as many churches and a Cath-
olic population of 156,000. Xt had mot cven one
Catholic church, and the people had to cross to
New York to hear mass in old St, Peter's. Under
such disadvantages Lish faith does not flicker, and
kis Catholic pnrents brought him up in the way he
should walk, fostering the vocation of the future
Archbishop and Cerdinel. In due time he went to
the Mountain, which its alumni so proudly regard
i the mother of the American episcopate, 5o many
ornaments she has contributed to tbat body. An up-
commonly brilliant course was terminated by & pe-
riod in which he professed somo of the classes of
his alma mater. After his ordination, as lie told the
clergy nssembled nt the consecration of Bishop Cor-
rigan, of Newark, he went to the house of Father
Moran, the patriarch of New Jorsoy, to learn hiow to
81y mas3, and to receive the first instructions, which
overy young brother secks from nn older brother in
the ministry.

Shertly after his ordination, Bishop Dibois, with
a view to the futuee of the Church rather than its
actual needs, determined to send Faiher McCloskey
to Rome, to receive the benefits of two years addi-

There Lo attended lectures at the
Propaganda, besides pursuing those other studies
which ars so readily followed in Rome, and whioh
have made Cardinal McCloskey one of tho most ac-

even stronger thavp theirfavor was the knowledge of
him which Archbishep Hughes had and the high
esteem which it eagendered. - The first Arehbishop
of New York was no mean judge of men, and the
man that he recommended to Rome as his coad-
jutor and whom he desired to have placed at so im-
portant a centre as the State capital was certainly
no ordinary prelate. So the expexience of Arch-
bishop Hughes found the Bishop of Albany to be.
To borrow an intelligible American metaphor, they
were & magnificent team, pulling well in harness,
perhaps not of equal swiftness when both were
tested to their extremity, but one supplying what
the other needed. To those who study the episco-
pate of any country, it will be always a wise thing
not to form an estimate of the ability or work of
auy particular bishop—especially one whose work
is eclatant—without asking what was the character

Particulars of the Investiture in Saint
Patrick’s Yesterday.

(From the N. Y. Daily Telegraph, April 28.)

8t. Patrick’s Cathedral was yesterday the scene of
one of those august and magnificent ceremonials
with which the Catholic Church delights to bonor
her high dignitaries. It was, indecd, & red;letter
day for us Catholics, The occasion was, as all are
aware, the ceremony of conferring the berrctta of
tle Cardinalate upon His Eminence the newly-ap-
pointed, widely venerated, and much-beloved Jokn
McCloskey, D.D., Cardinal Archbishop of New York.

The noble old Cathedral was thronged with mitred
prelates, venerable abbots, hundreds of clergy, in-
vited guests, members of the congregation and other
Catholics, besides many of our uon-Catholic fellow-
citizens. Among the distingunished secular persons
present on this most auspicious nnd joyous occasion
for our Holy BMother Church were Chief Justice
Daly, Judge Donohue, District Attorney Phelps,
Sinelair Tousecy, Collector Arthur, Hon. Thomas
Murphy, Mayor Wickham, Hon. John Kelly, Hon.

4s we gazed upon the interesting and holy scene
our thoughts went lack to the first ages, to the
days of the first bishops and of their terrible trials.
Again we took in the present joyous occasion, and
we felt that, as Catholics, we have many causes of
rejoicing at the state of our holy religion in this
country.

Before us were prelates, theologians, and clergy
worthy of comparison with these of any other age
ar clime, representatives of all classes of men, from
the highest to the lowest in the social sphere, from
the richest to the poorest, and from, until recently,
the almost princely master to the hnmblest slave,
Many nationalities were also reprcsented, but
throngheut all classes and through many contend-
ing and cven rival interests there exists the comrmon

mus.” The floral decorations on the altar irself
were profuse and elegantin the extremme.  On cither
side of the Tubernaclc were floral columns of choice
exotics fully three feet in length and a foot in dia-
meter, composed of roses and cnmelias, surmennted
by a red cross of carnation pinks, while other floal
designs of every description were strewn about with
a lavish hand. The window at the rear of the altar
was draped to exclude the sunlight, so as not tn in.
terfere with the efivet of the largo Sunburst, which
bad been placed in such a position above the altar
as to shed a flood of golden light over all the Sanc-
tuary. The choir gallery, which bad been set apart
for the sole use of the singers and musical perform-
ers, was hurg with crimson cloth, fringed with gilt
and caught up with heavy gold tassels, In the cen-
tre was looped the Papal Banuer, while on either
side bung the Stars and Stripes.

About 10:30 o'clock a.x., the procession entbred
the sanctuary in the following order: 1. A tharifer
bearing censer with incense. 2, Cross-bearer bear-
ing prosessional cross between two acolytes, bear-
ing lighted candles.

HEROIC POLAND.
AWEGL PERSECUTION OF OUR CATHOLIC BAETHREN—FLOG-
QING WOMEN FOR THEIR FAITH.

The Catholic Union of Ireland sup_plies the follow-
ing puinful yet glorious news, showing how the mo-
thers of tuture Leduchowkisare now suffering for the

5 ic fuith: .

Dngclyglrli’ulund still suffers for her faith and her pat-
riotism. The Russian despotism has relaxed nothing
of it fierceness in that portion of unhappy Poland
that writhes in its iron grasp, and the dungeous of
the Germun Empire attest that it fares but slightly
differently with thy Poles that have to bear the ):oke
of Prussian duminstion, Heart rending tidiags
come te us of the sufferings of the faitbful in the
province of Polachia, In this province there isa
considerable number of the population belonging to
the United Greek Church, that is, that Church
which, though using, by consent of the Holy See,
the -Greek rites and the Greek liturgy, and fol.lmy-
ipg in partthe discipline of the Greek Chureh, is in
communion with Rome, and accepts certsin doc-
trines thr rejection of which has to 2’ great extent
constituted the gchism of the East, Russia is strog-
gliog with all tbe remcrselessness of brute force to
coerce the Polachians toabandon their Church, and
become perverts to what is called ¢ orthodox” _Rus—
sian faith, Up to this they have bravely r_csxsted,
and show no symptums of dismay, But their hero-
ism, their constancy, their noble fidelity to their
fraternal traditions, have not availed to soften the
hearts of their brutal masters, but have rather stirred
them into more demonl ke resentment, and more
ruthless barbarities. With an inhumasnity and &
savageness that ave not of recent growthin Russian
sdministration, the bitterest Llows of persecution
are directed sguinst the woman of Polachia, and so
we read of doings by the Russian governers of the
district, that dwart into insignificant infamy the
worst exceeses of the Ncros of Pagan days. For all
this it is impossible not to hold that the Czaris re-
sponsihle before Ged and before the world—for be
knows of it, And could have stopped it if he had
wished. We learn that in Polachia there are apout
threo hundeed thousand United Greek Christians,
and for years past the men amongst them have been
subjected to every atrocity from the hands of the
Cossack soldiery. Hitherto the women were spared
bat now all sense of shame and manliness seems (o
have died out of the Russian ruler, and women have
been decteed as fit subjects fur the lash. At Pare-
zowa the merciless punishment has begnn, We are
told that the women who tefuse the apostacy are
stripped nearly naked, tortured with long coarse
scourges uatil, worn ovut with sgooy au.d covered
with blood, they became senscless and faint uway.
Then their tortures cease, and the almost lifeless
victims are despatched to the hospitals, The num-
ber of the scourged,” says & commaunication publisb-
ed in the Sicilia Cattolica, “ has become so large that
it has been found nccessary to meltiply the ambul-
ances for the conveyance of the sufferers te the
hospitale. Theambulances have neither nurges nor
doctors attached to them, and the poor sufferers
have to linger in their tortures and their blood,
whilst they are being dragged along a rov._lgh r9ad to
the hospital. The treatment in the hospital is nei-
ther skilful por kind, They are often left utterly
without attendance and without nourishment, save
when an adventurous, good-natured ©atholic man-
ages to effect an entrance to the hospital with food
or medicine carefully hidden from official observa-
tion. Nero was not so cruel to the first Christians
ag ig Alexander, of whose civilized humanity we
hear such eulogies, to Lis Polachian aubjects. Nero
wag satisfied with butchering the Christians; Alex-
ander is more exquisite in his cruelty. Men and wo-
men are beaten with whips, and then flung, like dugs,
into ambulances ; if they die, 80 much the hetter;
if they recover, no sooner are their wounds healed
up than the 8courging begins again, tiil they shall
have either died or renounced their faith. Up to
this not one of them' has apostatised. Honor a.n.d
glory to these genernua souls, who have shown their
readiness to die rather than prove faithless toJesus
€huist, and who, in this way, rise victorious above
imperial savagery. Let us pray for them, that God
may confirm their- faith and their courage by His
extraordinary graces, Itis said that the Czar 1s a
Freemason and a Liberal, and’ this is confirmed by
anthentic statements in official journals. We ean
easily believe that it ia go, for “Lileral” Freemasonry
is capable uf ibtenee ‘hatred and of grert atrocitics.
The revolutionary journals show by their silence
that they approve of this bloodthirsty préceduro ; in
their eyes every infamy is, praiseworthy that con-
templates the extinction of Catholicity.” The abave’

TO HIS EMINENCE CARDINAL LEDOCHOWSEI AKD TO THE
ABCHBIEHOPS AND BISHOPS OF GERMANY 1=

Most Reverend Lords and Venerable Brothers in Christ :—

‘We, the Archbishop and bishops of the Province
of Toronto in Canada, taking occasion of our re-
union at the consecration of our venerable brother,
the Bishop of Kingston, beg to address you in the
languuge of the Holy Scripture, * Confortamini et
estole virt’ We admire your apostolic courage, we
reverence the prisons and the chains that witness
your sufferingsfor Christ, Youhave chosen rather
to obey God than man, and for the fulfilment of
your sacred ministry you rely upon powers and
graces given you by our Lord Jesus Christ, the
Eternal Pastor of souls, who governs His kingdom
on earth, the Church, through yonr ministry and
not through the ministry of the princes of this
world. The holy spirit of God bas placed over
His Church bishops and net princes. Bishops are
the judges of true and false doctrine, and judges
of what is right in the discipline of the Church.—
It is the office of the bishops to watch over the
education of youth and especizlly of candidates for
the sncred ministry, to admit the worthy and re-
ject the unworthy, to appoint pastors of souls. It
is to the bishops alone that the priests are amen-
able for all things relating to thelr sacerdotal
functions. Itis the duty of bishops to uphold the
good pastors of souls and to sustain them in their
struggle with the world ; te reprove, exhort and
even to remove from the sacred ministry, inde-
pendently of any civil government, priests who
become unworthy of their position.

Your Lordskips have before your eyes what has
unhappily befalien the Church in England, where
persecutions caused first schism and then heresy
and the degradation of the clergy and profanation
of sacred things. Your faithful people, thank God,
are not prepared to receive an order of things to-
tally at variance with the institutions of Christ.—
We deeply sympathize with them, deprived as
they are, by the iniquity of a tyrannical govern-
ment, of their true and legitimate pastors; but we
glory in the finmness and faith with which they
condemn the cnactments of their despotic rulers,
which having no binding power (because not
founded upon justice and truth), refuse even sacred
things from sacrilegious and polluted hands. We
admire your devoted clergy, who, though their
chief pastors are struck in your sacred persons and
vast numbers of themselves thrown into prisons
for duty and conscience sake arestill neither over-
come nor even dispersed but glory in their suffer-
ings for Christ's sake,

We are delighted te lenrn that our Holy Father,
to merk his appreciation of your heroic sufferings
for the faith, has been pleased to raise to the most
emincnt dignity of Cardinal one of your venerable
body, the illustrious Archbishop of Posen, still in
chains. Courage, then most reverend brothers
and confessors of the faith, the Catholic world be-
holds you with admiration and glories in your
firmness.

(CONTINUED.) -

Modernus.—But the Anabaptists contend, tha
Christ in his great commission to his Apostles—
o teach &c.,” absclutely excluded infants from
baptism since he commanded the Apostles first to
teuch and thea to Boptize—* Go teach all nations;
baptizing them, &c.” Now as infants cannot evi-
dently be taught, they ought not to be baptized.

Antiquus.—~Your Anabaptist friends must not be
guilty of sharp practice in their interpretation of
Sucred Scripture, OQur Saviour.nowhere says Go
teach all nations; baptizing only suck as kave been
taught ; and until he does, their interpretation of
His words must cver be looked upon as forced and
unnatursl,

Modernus—But does not Our Saviour plainly
mention feaching before baplizing.

Antiquus—He does ; but that proves nothing;
since in the very next words he again mentions
teaching efter baptizing, Go teach all nations, dap-
tiring them, &c., teacking them to observe all things,
&c” If you claim an argument from the mere
order of the words, your argument is immediately
destroyed by that same order, There was areason
why Our Saviour speaking to the Apostles at that
particular time should tell them to teack first, be-
ferc laplizing, The nations they were to teach
were all unbelieving ; none had been baptised, at
least as far as Christian baptism was concerned.
The majority of individuals in theso nations, (as
in all nations) would be adults. Now with adults
the teaching must precede the baptism. Again
Jesus Christ was not delivering a theological ex-
position of baptism—but & broad command to
teach, He wasspeaking to men already instructed
in their duty ; and he was speaking to them as to
their particular duty under their particular cir-
cumstances. Now their particular duty &5 Apos-
tles would in the majority of cases be with adults;
hence the necessity of first teaching before bap-
tizing. Again the primary iden in this command’
is evidently the {feaching (of the nations), Christ
was sending His disciples to preach His word ; and
this preaching was to be to the nations, not to fndi-
viduals, What more nafural then, than that he
should mention the teacking first before the dapeizing.

The Home Kule movement is based upon a

rinciple which is universally acknowle@gec_i in
fhis country to be wise and just;.the principle
which lies at the foundation of our confederacy of
States, that the people of each region of country,
are the best judgesof what will promote their local
interests, and the most competent to legislate in
regard to them. And it is patent to all who con-
gider the subjeet without prejudice, that, of all
countries in the world, this principle is most ap-
plicable to Ireland.

If England would sllow a regard for her real
interests to govern her, she would see and act
upon this principle. Its systemalicand persistent
violation has frequently crippled and hampered
her, in her foreign policy, and prcventgd her from
assuming & position towards other nations, which
wisq statesmanship, and aregard both for her dig-
nity and her interests dictated. But religious
bigotry, and the love of England, torule rather by
superior force and fear, than by the inherent power
of just and beneficent legislation, have constaatly
overborne all other considerations. And &ence,
when the emergency demauded prompt and deci-
sive action, and a firm assertion of her position
among European nations, she has felt herself crip-
pled and powerless, by the knowledge, that the
brave hearts of the Irish people, which would have
patriotically responded to her call, had she given
to Ircland but a tithe of what justicerequires, and
would have furnished to her 2 hundred thousand
soldiers to fight in Lier defence, were filled with
bitternces and hate; and that the Irish people, in-
stead of being o  fortress of strength,” were her
cnemies, and a source of weakness. Thus, time
and again, bes England, through her persistent
injusticc, been compelled to act amongst natious,
the part of ¥a craven,” and to take the position of
a fourth-rate Buropcan power, keeping silence, and
adopting a passive and time-serving policy, when
the dictates of national pride and national interest,
and of wise rtatesmanship, would have led her
to speak out openly, and takez positive and decid-
ed position.

The same course she is pursuing to-day. She
not only persistently-tirns a desf ear to thede-
mands of the Irish people for a local Parliament,
but she persistsin insulting them ; and no proposi-
iion looking to the advancement of the interests
of Ireland has the slightest chance of succeeding
in the Parliament of Great Britaln, or of mectiog
anything but sneers and opposition from the Bri-
tish press.

The Lord-Licutenant of Irelaud isa person whose
appointment is a standing insult to the people of
Ireland. Not ouly is he destitute of the slightest
kindred feeling with the people over whom he has
been placed ns the represcntative of the British
Government, but he has accepted the post of the
Grand Master of the Freemasons in Ireland—a post
which binds to deadly hostility to the five millions
of Catholics, who compose the bulk of the people
of Ireland. ~ As Viceroy of the Queen, he should
have some regard, in decency and justice, to the

feelings and wishes of the peaple whom ke has been
appointed to govern. Nor hkas he outraged their
feelings, in accepting the office of Grand Master of
Freemasonry, witheut full knowledge of therela-
tion in which it would placc him to the Irish peo-
ple. He knew well that almost all of them look
upon Freemasonry (and rightly), asa secret so-
ciety, and as a society which warg against their
religion and their faith.,. Cardinal Cullen, tno,
pointed out, in an able pastoral, the outrage of his
acceptance of the position, and expressed the hope,
(not ouly his own, but that of five millions of the
people of Ireland,) that the Lord-Licutenant would
not thus insult them. But these expressions of
Trish-Catholic sentiment were disregarded, and in
definaco of them, the Lord-Lieutanant of Ireland
occupies a post which makes him the official head
of a society, which Ireland has good reason to look
upon as composed of her bitterest enemies.

A weck or two ago o measure of relief to the
TIrish fishcries, which are in s langulshiug condi-
tion, although the seas around her teem with fish,
was propoted. It contemplated nothing more than
simple justice to the poor fishermen of the west of
Ircland ; nothing more than England allows, un-
grudingly, to the fishermen of Scotland. But no
words were too harsh, no scorn teo deep, when it
was asked that the Goverament should do for Irc-
1and, what it freely docs for Scetland and for Eng-

land.

Another recent measure shows, just as clearly,
the gross partiality of English legislation. A Dbill
has been introduced into Parliament for improving
the condition of the dwellings of the working-clas-
g8es in England, Wales and Scotland ; but nothing
is proposed for those of Ireland.

In London, Liverpool, Manchester, Birmingham,
and other cities in England, ; in Edinburg, Glasgow,
and other cities in Scotland measurcs are taken to
remove the plague-spots, and by the opening and
clenning of streets, the improvement of dwellings
and by other sanitary and salutary measures, to
elevate the general condition of the working clas-
ses ang of the peor, But Dublin, Cork and Lime-
rick are entirely passed over in this legislation, and
the [condition of the working-classcs and of the
poor of Ireland, is a8 completely ignored as though
the Irish people formed part of the population of
China or of Siberia, Xf their condition is alluded
to, it is to point a jest or furnish occasien fora
sneer.

The Parliament of Great Britain will neither al-
low the people of Ireland to exercise the right of
Jegialating for their own local interests, nor will it

_ lift A finger itzelf to promote those interests. It
tyrannizes over the people of Ireland, laughs at
thejr misery, and then emcuses iis injustice by
pointing to their discontent and just indigoation.

‘With'an active militic in fair training of 43000
men, and & reserve militia, enrolled, and of which
a large portion has already, passed through three
years' {rnining, Canada will compare well with the
States pearcst to her, of which New York alone
possesses & nomiual force of 20,000 men, not half
of which can be called trained. Tha border States
to the west of New York have little or no militia
atall, and thetotal force of all New England is
not ten thousand men. The northern fronticr
would have to depend for ‘defence, in case of in-
vasion, on the handful of regulars able to be apar-
ed from service on the Plains, backed by some
20,000 men, who would have to be collected from
a radius of about a thousand miles, to concentrate
on the few vulnerable points of the Czpnadian
frontier. In all this little force two regimentsof
cavalry able to do scout and picket duty could not
be raised, for New York has but one, which is al-
most valueless, Mossachusetts can only raise five
companies, and no others exist available for ser-
vice, except a few independent companies of New

York State, In all this militia force
moreover, there arc not six batterics of
artillery fit to be called batterics, and

here again the regulars would be the only
dependence. General Smytb, a regular ofticer, has
been sent to Canadn expressiy to undertake the
reorganization of the Canadian forces, and his re-
port, while not very flattering, still shows that but
little remnins to be done to make a homogeneous
and cficctive atmy out of the Canadian militia.
The only trouble apparent to him is that common
to all militins, apathy and carelessness of officers
and mep in the present time of peace, The with-
drawal of the English regular forces from Canada,
and the consequent failure of the stimulus of com.
petition, has done the militia much harm; but the
proposition to cstablish model corps of the more
scientific arms of the service, in the militia itself,
is relied upon to furnish that stimulus anew, while
the founding ofa military college on the model of
West Point may be now regarded as almost a cer-
tainty within & very few ycars, perhaps months,
The pupils of this college will give their country
one advanfage over thosc of West Point, in that
they are destinod for service in the permanent
military force of the whele nation, instead of being
confined o the dutics of a small mercenary force
which always proves secondary in contests of any
magnitude, The experiment of short terms and
rapid rotation of the whole pogulation through the
training of soldiers, has proved successful in Prus-
sia to a marvellous degree whea directed by edu-
cated officers. The same system in Cannda has
been languishing for the lack of these very persons.
The new regime of Canada proposes to supply this
want, and import the German principles in a modi-
fiod degree on this continent. Of the succoss of
this experiment we can only judge by the event.
As it is, we are inclined to think that the time
may yet come when weshall bave to follow the
same rond, and train our whole population to de-
fend themselves without the aid of mercenaries”

Death of the Rev. P. 8. Mancip, P. P, of
L'Orignal.

We received the following too late for Inst weck’s
issue ;—

It is with regret the most sincere we announce
the "death of the Rev. P. S. Mancip, priest of the
diocese of Ottawn, Canada, which took place at an
early hour on the 15th inst.,, at the presbytery of
the Church of St, John Baptist, The rev. gentle-
man has been ailing for some time past under a
lingering discase, liver complaint, and although it
was certain that there was no hopes of hix re-
covery, still his death Lias taken many Ly surprise.

Father Mancip was anative of old France, of res-
pectablo well to do parents. He was the only son,
and in the carly part of his youth he manifested
an ardent and pure zeal for the pricsthood. He
studied for the diocese of Gap. After two years of
Theological study he volunteered to cross the wide
Atlantic, and landed on the shores of hospitable
Canada.” He was adopted by the late Bishop
Guiges, and having entered the Seminary of St.
Joseph’s, Ottawa, he studied the remainder of his
Theology, and was ordained priest by Bishop
Guiges. After his ordination he was sent as an as-
sistant to Rev. J.J. Collins, the then parish priest
of St. Eugene. After some time he was transfer-
red to the parigh of 1°Orignal as assistant to Rev.
Father Bouvier, whero he 1anifested his zeal in
the Apostolic labours of his daily duties. From
L'Orignal he was transferred as parish priest to the
paiish of St. Philip and Grenville, where he re-
mained forabout ten years administering to the
spiritual wants of his beloved people. He loved
them dearly, and truly they loved him. About
two years ego he succecded the Rev. A. Brunet,
parisi priest of L'Origpal, since which his health
became somewhat more impaired. Month after
month the slow but sure hand of death was
evidently taking possession of its victim, as conld
be seen by the sickly appearance of its prey. Still
to the Iast, be bore his sickness with Christian
resignation. The Rev. 0. Routhier administered
to him the last rites of the Catholic Church, which
hereceived for the love of God and the salvation
of his immortal soul. The funcral took place on
the 19th inst. The Rev. F. Shane sang the solemn
mass' of Requiem. Rev. ¥. Philip was deacon;
Rev. P. Meohan, sub-dencon]; Rev, O. Bouthier,
master of ceremonics.

POLAND.

. We (Catholic Revicw) read the following in a corres-
pondence from Cracow.:—% The nomination of Mgr,
Ledochowski to the Cardinalate has produced & pro-
found impression in all the Polish provinces. There
was & tine when this worthy prelate was somewbat
‘unpopular, because be consideied it to be his duty
to separate the eavse of religion from the cause of
Poland. In a parcly theological point of view un-
doubtedly he was right, but, in giving to Caesar that
which wae Caxsar's, he did not foresee that the Prus-
giun Cacsar would ever become the incarnate enemy
of the Catholic Church, At that time he went to
Versailles to congratulate the King of Prussia on
kaving won the imperial crown bepeath the walls
of Pacis, and this journey of his was a heavy blow to
the pational feeling ot Poland. DBut since Mgr.
Ledochowski has become the first vicsim of the war
declared by Emperor William and his powerful
Chancellor the pastor and his flock are cordially re-
conciled. Mgr, Ledochowski, in his Geneva dun-
geon, has recognized that thereis a close alliance
betweén the two canses equally dear to the Polish
heart, and the Poles have fully appreciated the
evangelical virtues of this pretate. "The dignity of
cardinal bas been out rarely borne by Polish eccles-
instics, because it scarcely accorded with the poli-
tical laws of the country. All the Pelish bishaps
were senators by right. The Archbishop of Gnegen
wag, a8 is Cardinal Leduchowski to day, the primate
of the kindum, with a revenue of a miltion of francs |
and exercised the functions of reyalty during an
interregnum. Next in rank tobim came the Bishop
of Cracow, and so on. A cardinal would have found
hlmself in a somewhat awkward position in presence
of such an order of precedence, and so it has come
that out of the Polish Church only thirteen in all
have been elevated to the cardinalate. The first
Polish cardinal wes created in 1443, and the last
before bhis Eminence, Cardinal Ledochowski, was
the Archbishop of Lemberg, of the Uuited Greck
rite, who died 1n 1858.”

The following is the list of the Polish cnrdinals
since 1443: * Alexander, Prince of Mazovie, who
died in 1443; Zbignen Olesnicki, who fought at the
battle of Vurna, avd died in 1455 ; Priuce Frederic
Jagellon, son of King Cassimir Jagellon, died 1503;
Starislaus Ozius, died 1579; Andrea Batbory, as-
sassinnted in 1559; Prince George Radziwi:l; con-
verted from Proti.stantism, died in 1600 ; Bernard
Macicjowski, died 1608; Prince John Hasa, son of
Eiog Sigismund 1II., died in 1634 ; John Casimir,
who abdicated the Poiish throne and died in France
in 1667 was brother to the last named aud & car-
dinal algo; John Douboff, died in 1697; Michael
Badrichiewski, died 1706; Alexandre Lipski, died
in 1747; Micheal Lewicky, Archbishep of Lemburg,

ATUSTRIA,

An interesting extradition case is just now tak-
ing its prescribed course. The Editor of the Ultra-
wmontane paper Vaterland, named Sigl, hes been
condemned by the Bavarian Courts to cight months’
prison for an article against the new Ecclesiastical
Laws and invectives against Bismarck. He escaped
and bas taken refuge in Salzburg. EHis extradition

-

is now demanded of this Governmentt which bas
laid the case before the Austrian tribupals, to in-
vestigate thé ~ase’and Hee whether it comes . under
the stipulations of the Treaty, According to these,
extradition can only be effected if the crime is
punisbable according to the lawsof the country
where the condemned has taken refuge. Curiously
enough, an analogoas case occurred where an Aue-
trian was condemned by the tribunals for a similar
offence and took refuge in Buvaria, when the Tri-
banal there decided that it wasnot a case which
came under the Treaty of Extradition. There seems
to be ‘a doubt ¢ntertained in the present instanco
by the Bavarian Government itself, for, toguther
with the demaad for extradition, an article was
sent in by the sume writer containing invectives
against the Emperor of Austria which might fur-
nish a case for prosecution here. Pending the decis-
ion of the tribunals, Sigl has buen detained to pre-
vent his escape.
