St. Parriok's OrpBeaN Apyrod, Oork.—The cha-
rities of Gork may be regarded as upon tke whole
most successtul, but there is none of tbese which
bas undergone more conapicuous improvement, by
reason of better and more judicious administiation
than the male and female orpnanages. Those whose
memoty goea back beyond the recent changes can-
not frit 1o recollecy the unaatisfactory positicn in
which the institution was. It maintained but 8
small number of children, and that iediffzrently, and
yet itw's alwaysin pecuniary difficulties. The
asylom was unbealthy, as well as inadegaate, and
the very appearance of the children protested that
there wug something wrong about the whole affair.
The sagacity of the bishop, the Right Revr. Dr De.
laansy, exactly hit the plot. He determined so far 1o
alver the whole arrangemsats as to place the chil-
dren under the care of religious, and to have them
located in buildings adapted to that purpose. The
advantage of the first detsrmination wua obvious
ecough. Itis one of those admirably simple things
which everytody comp:ebends essily after the dis
covery has been made. Of course it would be an
incalculable benefit to the children to have the care
of oraers who had mado the training of youth their
special duty. That ig quite plain. But there re-
wained this other problem ; with small sumbers and
any accommodnation that might be had,rhe Institutioa
vould not be kept free of pecuniary difliculties ; how
then wasit to be when not only were the numbers
to be agumented, but to be provided with buldings
of the best character 7 To a great extent this ap-
parently puzz'ing problem has been happily solved,
and though dificalties many and numerous have
beeu encountered, aed many remain, yeta great
deal has been already achieved, and there is every
reasou to believe the work may rapidly be brought
to gnch a completion s8 will make the Orphan Asy-
lums at once & blessing and a pride to our city.

The buildings have been carried on with the ut-
most ecomomy, consisteat with durability, but as
may ke supposed the cost has been comsiderable.—
The present undertaking has neeed an outlay of no
less than £800, ard when the expense ot providing
tre pecessury furnishiog has been taken into acconat
a aum of probably £100 sdditional will be peeded. —
Towards thia there have been already made soms
contributioos, but much moreis needed.

ney Geoeral and the Solicitor General for freland, -

has been issued amongst the Parliamentary papers.
It is not a voluminous decument. Its provisions
are briefly the following !-—1t repeala certain sections
of the Larded Property Improvement Act of 1860,
.allowing tha rest to remain in force. The term ‘im.
provemant’ i8 defined to mean the building of a man-
sion house and offices upon .the lands of a limited
owner. Itpravides that the previous eanction of
the Lunded Estutes Court shall not bs neces-
sary for landlord’s improvements, :m any case
where the next collateral guccessor does not cb.
jret within & month atter reseiving notive from the
limited owner. Any limited owner who expends
money on landlord's improvements shall be eotitled
to be a creditor upon the estate. If hs intends to
lay cut monsy on such inprovements he must give
notice in wriupg within tbree months to the next
collateral heir, and must annually, wiibin four
mouths after the 313t December, lodge an account uf
the expenditure for the previous year in the Landed
Estates Qourt, where a record will ba kept, with the
proper vouchers, open for ipspection. He shall be
entitled to an snnuity of £7 2s, for every £100 a0
expended. Any person succeeding to the eatate,
subject to such charges, may wilbin #ix months
lodge an objection 1a the court, which shall be em.
powered 1o deal with the objection and the costs of
the proceedings. Charges may be regulated by
lodgivg in the Office of the Registry of Deeds the
record of titles with an aflidavit of the ezpenditure
snd the estates affected  If the court vary or modify
the amount of the ananuity an attested copy of the
order shall be registered, In cese the next collateral
owner objects, the court may inquire into the cir-
cumstanced of the estates, and ssnction or disaliow
the cha~ges. The court may order advertisements
and notices, and shall have tull discretion as o the
costs of all proceedings before it. Suvceessurs shall
be entitled to inspect jmprovements A limited
owuoer shall he empowered to grant agricultural
lenses, improvement leages, building and repairieg
leases, for any term of years, absolute or determin
able, at fixed periods, subject to these restrictions—~
that no lease shall be valid without notice to the
successor, and the terme shall not exceed 31 years
for agricultural lease, 61 Hears for an improvement
lesse, and 99 years for & building lease; but if the
judge of the Lianded Estates Qourt be satisfied that
it would be beneficial for the ipheritauce, he may
grant a longer term for a building lease. Every
agricaltural lease sball contain coveaants to till and
use the 1ands in good busbacdry, and not to injure
or burn the 8oil without the written consent of the
landlord. [Every lease shall tke effect witbin ooe
yesr after the execution, and shall imply covensants
of re eotry for zon-payment of rent, and for the due
payment of the reat. The auccesser, after receiviag
notice, may apply to the court to prevent the making
of the leasge. .
Twenty five sections, comprising two parts of the
bill, are devoled to the subject of landlord’s improve-
ments and leasing powers. The third part treats of
tenants' improvewmeats. It provides that apy tenani
may m-ke such improvements as are mentioned in

_the 371h sectioa of the Act of 1860, and unon the

termination of the tenancy shull be entitled (eubject

to ceriaic exceptions) lo a sum of money for cum-

pensation equivalent to the incremse in the letting

value of the land.

So there must be & new theory, a new word,
or an oid werd in & new aenpse, or some very distine-
tive cuswin ; in fact, something to do, and gnt to
heaven by doiag it. The Free Church of Secotland
has now been a quarter of & century in this tryiag
position, [t split upon a point which probably uine-
tven of it membera out of tweuty now feel 10 have
be<n 8cmething between a very foolish mistake and &
piece of gheer spite ; tor they must know by this time
that they don'v get better preacbers by choosing for
themselves, and that, anyhow, & man does not save
himaself by choosing his owa preacher. But wbat
are they apd their preachers to do, seeing that they
wre effsctually in for it, aod canonot get out of it
without eatiog more humbls pie than suits the
stomsach of Scotchmen ? Iy i3 really & hard case,
and one in which it ia diffionlt to advige. The Free
Church is eitber a tremendous necessity or & tre-
mepdous bumbug.

Then
the subject is inseparably conected.in tbe miod of
the people with the insurrection and the iusurgeuts,

The acts
of which we bad to complain were acts of American
citizens in rebellion againat their Government, seek-
irg o abuse the huspiiality of & friendly power by
waking it a base for military operations againat us.
They bad in Cunada the righta of paiitical refugees
und tooee only. Apd there is no reason to con end
thut the Canadian (Fovernment in any way encour-
aged such an abuse of tbeir hospitnlity. 1t may be
true that a large portion of the people sympsatinzed
with the rebetlion, but this was not a watter with
which we bad any concern, provided that no hostile
acts followed such sympathies.

But unfortunately for the credit of the Catho-
lic name, there is another class of journals on this
Continent, which arrogate to (hemselves the
title of Catholic, and which do reflect infinite
distonor upon that pame. Tkese are primarily
or essentinlly Irish, and ooly aecidentally Ca-
tholic, in that it so happens that, in spite of the
fearfully and rapidiy increasmng apostacy and de-
moralisation of the descendants of the Catholic
immigrants to the Umted States, a large num-
ber, perhaps a majority, of their Irish readers
still profess to be Catholics. With journals of
this stamp, pepularity, and not principle,1s the
one thing regarded. They write and publish

subscription hsts ; they care not to rebuke error §
but prefer rather to pander to the vitiated appe-
tites and morbid tastes of the least reputable
of their supporters. Se¢ 1t comes to pass that,
in journals of this description, you shall find in one
column ‘an edifying report of an Ordination on
such or such an occasion; and on the next
column, the brutal details of a prize-fight betwixt
two rowdies. One page shall be taken up with
an account of the espousals of a virgin bride of
the Lamb, aud of the ceremonies at the recep-
ties of a young Religions; another shally be
wholly devoted to 1he obscene details of somne
filthy divorce case, on the indecent disclosures
before the Police Courts, consequent upor a raid
on a disorderly house. Itis it the so-celled Ca-
tholic papers of this deseripiion, and w these
alone, that are to be found justifications of a
secret society which the Pope, whieh the Bishops
of the United States, bave condemned and apa-
thematized, and all whose members are, #pso
facto, excommunicate. Bat unfortunately Pro-
testant readers, not awars of the distinction be-
tmixt the ¢ essentially” and the * accidentally”
Catholic press, which we bave drawn above,
confound the two ; and thus, unforlunately, 1m-
pute to Calbolics 1n general, the low and de-
grading principles, the disregard for moral ob-
ligations, and contempt for deeency whiel char-
acterize the journals of the seeond class, or jour-
pals only * accidentally” Catholic. Great 1s the
injury, in a spiritual point of view, done by this
class of journals. They often fall mnto the bands
of Protestants not ill-disposed towards Catho-
lieity, and ready to embrace the truth were that
truth fairly presented to them. DBat the rays of
Catholie trutn, reaching them turough such ap
impure medium, are so villamousiy distorted that
they sbriok from it in disgust ; and conclude, not
erroneously if this pe Catholieity, then it is im-
possible for any mam of honor or of common
bonesty to be a Catholic. To this the only re-
reply is, ibat 1t 18 pot Catholicity ; not the Ca

tholic truth which the Church gzuards with jealous
care, which the Pope proclaims, which the
Bishops and Clergy, by word and example,
preach . throughout the world, and which her
foitbful children do their best to reduce to
practice.

As a proof of what we have advanced, we wil|
quote the words of one of our really or essen-
tially Catholic jounals e the United States, the
N. Y. Freeman, on the subject of the late
marauding expedition upon Canada. The writer
tests that expedition by the unbending standard
of Catholic morality, and gives the result as fol-
lows :—

So the adventurous, but sceptical, traveller may
be supposed to penetrate into the depths of a
New Zesland forest, with the purpose of authen-
ticating the rumors of the existence of the Dodo
or Moa Dinormis which some pretend stul to
roam the more unfrequented parts of the island:
and so Dr. Trench, poor credulsus man, went to
Connemara to lock for copveris, and was bam-
boozled aceordingly. For of course he saw what
he weat to see, what he wanted to see, and what
his giides were determined he should see—that is
to say live converts.

From the deluded gentleman’s owa report of
his trip, a8 giwver 1 a letter to the London
Tames, the whole thing was managed very simply.
Our readers all know how, in- Ireland, when a
Protestant Episcopal visitation is expected, to
keep up appearances, the parson ebout to be vi-
sited will borrow a congregation for the day, from
his neighbors—to make a show. Well! some
thing of the same kwnd seems to have been done
1n the ease of Dr. Trencb. A lot of Soupers, super-
numerartes got together for the oceasion from
all parts of Ireland, were made to do daty at the
first place he visited, and on the oscasioa of the
consecration of a Protestant church. The cere-
mony over, the converts were, like our old acquain-
tances the theatrical supernumeraries aforemen-
tioned, quickly marched off to do duty ia the next
ckurch that Ur.

It
was darkly hinted that fun had been poked at
him, that he had been tricked, and made a ‘fool
of by the parties interested, from pecuniary mo-
tives in keeping alive the delusion as to the rapid
progress that the Reformatioa was making in the
West of Ireland.

And so as these doubts gathered force, an -
quiry—or investigation into the truth of the {acts
asserted by Dr. Tresch was determmned upon.
A special commissioger was despaiched by the
Dublic Evening Post to Western Connaught,
to test by personal inquiry amd observation the
statements which were published over Dr.
Trenck’s signature in the London Z%mes of the
10th of May. The first report of this * speeial
commussioner” was made publie on the 4th mst,,
and was 2ecompanied by a letter from the Rev.
Richard Harty, parish priest. Of this Report wa
will allow the Zmes’ Dublin earrespondent a
moat urexceptionable witness, to speak in hiy
ewn langusge :—

$ The drift of their statements is te show.that the
persons whom the Archbishop saw &t Castle-Kirks
were, parily lmported on esrs from other plages,
partly the famiiies of Seripture readers, and others
connected with the mlssron, and senroely &ny of them
Roman Oatholios, or *jumpers’ ss the priest eally
them. In other wozda that” His Grses was imposed
apon. "— London Times.

And in thess simple worde is told the entire
history of the Reformation movemsst v Ireland,
These are but two classes of persess therein cone
cerred ; the wmpostors in the first class: the
“ imposed upon® 1 the second.

Tn view of the speedy realisatior of the Que-
bsc scheme of Union for the British North
American Provinces, our Protestant friends of
Lower Canada are begumning to bestir them-
selves on the school question; and we are told
that Mr. Judge Day 1s: actually at the Seat of
Government, urging on schiool legislation in order
to protect the interests of the Protestant
mrnonty.

Nbo one can object to this. Every legal se-
curity that the Protestaat minority may. require
to ensure to them their rights as parents over
the education of their own children, should cheer-
fully be granted te them ; but at the same time,
and whilst the question is ander discussion, it 13
but reasonable that the Catholic members of the
Legislature should insist upon the mving to the
Catholic munority of Upper Canada the very
same legal guarantees that 1 Lower Canada are
accorded to the Protestant minority. We are sure

that Catholics here, 1 this’ Proviuce, entertain

no desire in any manner to limit the rights of
Protestant parents; and we hope that the Pro-
testants of Upper Cznada will offer po opposition
lo any measures that may be brought torward
tor securing Catholic parents in their Province,
against the interference 1o educational matters of
a Proteetant majority,

The different sections of the Fenian Brother-
hood contiaue their mutual toterchange of invec.

WHAT THE PROTESTANT MINORITY IN
Ié?&ER OANADA WANT AS T0 EDUCA.
(From the Torento Freeman.)

The energy and activity of the Protestast minor-
ity in Lower Canada, in entorcing their educarional
claims, ig an example to be edmized. While ndmit-
ting for some ones statement, and for some unfair-
nest thown to the Hon. Mr Qhavean we cannot bat
feal that they have shown a pattern to the Catholics
of Upper Canada, worthy of their immediate invita—
tion  Not only men in the position of Dr. Dawson
of McGill Coliege, and Dr. Gruheme of St. Francia
Oollege, Richmond, but the teachers of the ordinary
disgentient schools, bave contributed ta swell the
volume of opinion aud influence, on this great ques-
tion.

We have before ug in an Eastern township paper
of last week, a report of the proceedings of the Tea-
cher's Association of the District of Bedford—the
scene of the recent foray of General Speir ard his
gapg, At this meeting Mr. Laing, President of the
Asgociation delivered an address, in which he dis-
cusssd the merits of the clasa-books now in use, of
the preseut standard of examination for teaohers,
and school interests generslly, He thea procesded
to say :— o

Now, briefly, what changea do we desire to see
made in the oficial element of our educational ays-
tem? Is it necermary to our interests as Protestants
that we should insiss upon a Supeciutentdent or De-
puty Superiutendent of Proteatant Schools? It
edéfd to me that the lesa complicated the machinery
~the fewer wheels within wheela~ in our systsm
the batter and the mors harmonjus the aotion. What
we chiefly desire, in this respect, fs our just and
fair praportion of the Superior and Commen School
Funds—that proportion to be determined by our
proportional taxation. With that fully sscured to
us, it seems to me to malter little whether the general
admiaiatration of the echool fund bo entrusted 1o &
Proteatant or to a Ostholic. His responsibility can
be g0 determined by law, in either eass, of to protect
our interests fally. Buot 8 poins upon which I be-
lieve we should strongly insist, is, the abolition of
the present system of School-Inspectorships. and
the substitatiou sherefor of a secretaryship to the
General Board of Education, or rather of two such—
ome for Protestant and the other for Qatholio scho-
Iarg, the inecumbents of whick should devets their
their whole time to the work of wisitiog schools uf
every grade, holding Teachers’ Institutes, and, by
frequent assembling of the pareuts, and delivering
leotures upon educational topica, to creata and pue-
tain a healthy interest ineduchtional matters tarough-
ou: the country. Such a ehanga would grestly sim-
plify our pressmt system- would aimiish the pre-
sent large expense-—would infuse a rew life and
energy not aoly into our weashers and schosl officers,
but aleo into our sehools—and, what we so greatly
need, would create a unity of method arnd of action in
all our schools.

In nddition to these suggestions as te the Adminie-
trative changes gought by the Ministry, (who already
bave their own Normal School,) Mr, Laiag observed
on the geueral qaestion :—

¢ Bat how about Common Schools jn mired com-
munities of Protestante and Oatholics? Sha!l the
majority rale and the minority suffer? Very small
minorijties, whether Catholic or Protesiant, I believe
must suffer. I confess I can see no Zelp for them.—
Bat in case the familien of the minority shall amount
to a number sufficiontly largs to entitle them, reason-
8bly 10 o eeparate school, it would geem juss that
towardd the emppors of such a school they abould
receive a ghare of the Government aic sllotted to
the Diatrist of which they form a part, proportional
to the smount they themselves contribute for eduos-
tional purposes. [ trust that we shall have this vez-
ala guestio fully discussed. 1 did not presume to
offer thfs ag a full solution of the difficulty—I offer
| it merely as an individual opinion.’

We call the earaest at‘ention of our weatern ren-
dera to these views and exertions of the mincrity in
Lower Oanada. Those who composs that minority
see clearly that now is their hour of opportunity,
snd, like seaaible men, they are resoived not to let
it :slip. On tbe eve of the formation of the local
congtitutiona for Upper aud Lower Canrda, the edu-
aation question naturally presents itgelf, as of vital
interest to the whole people, and to nome more so,
than to the denominational majority in both. We
wish our dissenting brethren in Lower Jangda every
success in their landable efforts, and we entreat those
who have most weight among our awn community
to speak their word in season, before {he laeal affairs
of Upper Canada shall be irrevocably committed to
the custody ot the looal majority., Prevention is
better than enre, even if you are sure of the eurs,
which one cannot well be, of anything in the futare
which pepende on politiea: exigencies.

‘P1EDMONT. — Prospecis of lhe Iialian Army.-—~The
organisation of volunteers by the anthority of Go
vernmeat to serve under Garibaldis considered es
tnntamount to a declaration of war, says the Corres-
pondence de Rome. Such is indeea the ery of the de-
mocratic party, who are gincere in their euthusiesm
and in the public demonstrations which it calls
forth ; but the Government are by no means go much
at their eage ag they would appear to be. Thus, a
general who had besen commissioned to treat with
Garibaldi said to him mournfully, we reckon uporn
you, and youn volunteers, for the army has neither
commaunders, hbomogenecusness, nor sufficient train-
ing. It:s indeed ekey to understaud why the Gene-
ral 'was dispitited, when we look alitile into the
organisation of the Italian army, which hag swal-
lowed up the old Piedmontese troops. As for the
G:nerals: Cucchiari, Durando, de Senpaz, Govone
aad tha rest, have been often beaten by the Aus-
triang. La Marmoss is « bad military tactician, and
nearly loat the Kiog at Palestro, in 1859. Cialdini
is unfit for a high command, owiog to hiz impetuos-
ity. The only acldierly quality that Victor Emma-
nuel possesses, 18 personal courage. Fasoti of Mo-
deas, tbe only res! general of which this army could
boast, ie dead.

This was the Convention of Gas-
tein, still ovminsally biading oonthe two Powers,
thbough direcied against the legiumate authority ot
the Bund, As time, however, wore on, Prussis be-
gan 10 intimate her intentions of consummatiug the
buginess in ber own way. Bbe ccarcely disguised
her determination to take and keep boih tbe Duchies
antil at length Austris, enraged at ber demonstra

tions and still more ut the urrogance with which
they were expreseed, resolved ic berturn rather to
fight thanp yield, and began to arm in preparation for
the cooflict, It was only iocidentally, and under
the temptation presented by Austris’s impending
difficulties, that Italy, for purposes of her own, arm-
ed aiso.

Were the German question the only one involved
in the war, every righi-thinking man would be on
the side of Aunstria.
