Preface

Treaties in force for Canada as of January 1, 1988 is presented in two parts. Part 1 lists
Bilateral Agreements alphabetically by country, and alphabetically by subject and dates within
each country listing. Part 2 lists Multilateral Agreements by subject and date, together with
a list of the states or international organizations that are parties thereto.

Included in Part 1 are a number of bilateral agreements, concluded by Britain on behalf of
Canada, to which Canada became a party through State Succession.

Notifications concerning succession to treaty rights and obligations, made by States, on
attaining independence, are reproduced in whole or part in Part 1.

The date on which each agreement has been signed, or in the case of a multilateral, done,
is in bold face type. Notes in every case apply only to the agreement listed immediately
above.

Instruments not of treaty force, such as arrangements, contracts or memoranda of
understanding have been omitted from this publication.

In the case of newly independent countries, the absence of a listing for that country under
a multilateral convention should not be regarded as an absolute determination that the treaty
in question is not in force for that State.

All entries recorded throughout this publication in respect of China refer to actions taken by
the authorities representing China in the United Nations at the time of those actions.

Many cross-references have been included in an effort to assist readers in the use of this
publication.

(1971). It has two main sets of provisions:
substantive ones and administrative ones.
States can be bound at one level for the
substantive provisions and at another
level for the administrative provisions.
Canada is currently bound, as regards the
substantive provisions of the Convention,
at the Rome level (Revised Convention for
the Creation of an International Union for
the Protection of Literary and Artistic
Works, done at Rome on June 2, 1928).
The Rome Convention entered into force
for Canada on August 1, 1931. As regards
the administrative provisions of the Berne
Convention, as revised, Canada is at
present bound at the Stockholm level
(International Convention further revising
the Berne Convention for the Protection of
Literary and Artistic Works, with Protocol
regarding Developing Countries, done at
Stockholm on July 14, 1967). Canada
acceded to the Stockholm Act on March
26, 1970, and it entered into force for
Canada on July 7, 1970. The Canadian
Instrument of Accession reads:

*...with the limitations provided for in
Article 28(1)(b)(i), namely that the
accession by the Government of
Canada shall not apply to Articles 1
to 21 and the Protocol regarding
Developing Countries.”
