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MONEY SITUATION

" POINTS T0 CAUTION

President of Bank of Montreal
_ Shows High Light of
Financial Vista.

MAKE HASTE SLOWLY

Canada Will Gain in the Long
Run by Conservative
Policy.

“The year 1913 may be truly de-
soribed as a memorabie one,” declared
H. V. Meredith, president of the Bank
of Montreal, addressing the directors
in the board room at the bank head-
quarters on the occasion of the ninety-
sixth annual meeting.. “Several factors
have combined to create in London an
ever-increasing difficulty in obtaining
loans. -The Balkan war is one of those
factors; another is the condition of
unrest in England. Public flotations
in London alone totaled not less than
two bundred million pounds to the end
of October, exclusive of special bor-
rowings and treasury bills, of which
fifty-four million pounds were Cana-
dian emissions.

“A world-wide trade activity has re-
sulted in a rise In the price of com-
modities. Serious pelitical disturbs
ances in France and Germany have had
an effect, and the continuous and heavy
gold demands of Argentina, Brazil,
Egypt and India, combined with ac-
cumulations by joint stock ‘companies
in their private vaults, have aggravated
the situation.

“In . France, the economic position
has been Jess favorable than usual. The
severe political shocks I have mention-
ed occasioned a withdrawal of funds
from Germany, and hoarding has been
continuous and constant. A vast aggre-
gation of loans to finance the Balkan
States and for increased home arma-
ments still await flotation. In Germany,
the situation shows a marked better-
ment In the improved condition of the
Reichsbank, and a curtailment of that
country’s excessive trade actlivities.”

In United States.

Mr. Meredith went on to deal with
the financial situation in the United
States. Owing to a general slowing up
in business, also to the action of the
government  in placing _government
funds in the banks of the west and
south, he was able to state that the
usual fall stringency had not as yet
materialized, and there was no undue
strain on business.

The state of affairs in Canada was
next reviewed. Mr. Meredith point-
ed out that imports are falling off
while the export trade ErOwWs propor-
tionately. .The aggregate foreign
trade of Canada for seven months
ending October was $636,004,000 as
against $582,444,000 g year ago, show-
ing a gain of $53,650,000, and in this
period the excess of Imports over
domestic exports had been cut down
from $190,000,000 to $145,000,000. The
recent reduction in the United States
tariff could hardly fail to enlarge the
market in that country to Canadian
products. Already the movement of
such articles as egge, milk and live
stock, now on the free list, had begun.
Seme advance in prices had resulted
therefrom, and there was no reason
to doubt that our sales to the United
States would augument.

Immigration returns were satisfac-
tory. The values of fleld crops was
approximately on a level with those
of & year ago.

No Trade Depression.

“Taking these facts into considera-
tion,” sald Mr. Meredith, “it is not
surprising to find that Jegitimate
business generally in Canada con-
tinues to be in a satisfactory condi-
tion. There are no signs of trade de-
wression, tho a slowing down in many
branches of trade Is in evidence, and
there is a disposition to confine com-
mitments to actual requirements.
More economy is being exercised than
has been the case for some time past.
The flow of money which came in
great volumes in the bast few years
from the British Islands and abroad,
both for investment and for specula-
tive purposes, ang created a somewhat
unhealthy eéxpansion. has met with a
check.

NEW YORK'S RAPID
TRANSIT SYSTEM
Is ExpectedTHandle Eight

Billion Passengers Each
Year.

When the new
transit is completed
1917 »

system of rapia
in New York,
is expected to handle
8 000.000.000 passengers a vear. Ex-
isting lines now handile 800.000,000.
Contracts have been signed for the
new system by representatives of the
city. the Interboroush Rapid Transit
Comvany, and the New York Munfiel-
pal Railway Corporation. It 4s stated
that the estimated total cost of the
new system will be $337,000.000, of
which New York City will supply
about $171,000,000. and the two com-
panies the remainder. The Interbor-
ough’s total expenditure will be about
$105.000,000, of which $58,000,000 will
go toward the construction of city-
owned lines. The New York Municipal
Raflway Corp, will expend about
$61.000.000, of which about $14,000,000
will be applied to the cost of city-
owned lines. The balance of each
company’s expenditures will be de-
voted to the purchase of new equip-
ment and the construction of elevat-
ed railroads and additional tracks
thereon. It is expected that the rapid-
transit facilities will be more than
trebled upon the completion of , the
new system in the vear 1917. The
existing lines cover 296 miles of single
track, whereas the total length of the
new system will be 618 miles of single
track. .

MARKED CASE.

A remarkable case of animal leth-
argy or latent life has -been found
by M. Issel., a scientist. Among the
small crustaceans — harpatticus fu-
lous — 'in sea ponds. The wa'ter of
these ponds, which lie near the shore,
explains a writer in The Scientifie
American, undergoes great variations
in amount of salt, being diluted after
rain and concentrated in dry periods
80 much so, in fact, as to deposit salt
in the bottom.

During high tides, when tiie pools
are filled with a fresh supply of sea
water,' the crustaceans are very ac-
tive and cover long distances by
swimming; but when the salt $0'u-~
tion becomes concentrated their
movements are gradually slower, ~ 244
finally they remain on the bottom. ap-
parently dead.

But this ig, in fact, only -in ap-
pearance, for when he transporied
the inert animals to o less concentrat-
ed water as ordinarily sez water,
they revived in a few minutes, and
began to swim actively,

M. Issel calls this unusual phenom-
enon osmotic lethargy, to distinguish
it from the lethargy producei by
desiccation or cold. As to ‘how long
such latent life would be majntained.
he collected inert specimens and
placed several of them in the gea
water cach day to revive them, and
found that after 17 days this sas still
possible.

 CAUSE TWO DEATH

James Cox Killed WBen He
Touched Starting Lever
Whil_e Cleaning Elevator.

JOHN MASON CRUSHED

Squeezed U;lconscious Be-
tween Heavy Timbers, Then
Fell Fifty Feet.

Two men lost thelr lves ifi elevator
accldents early yesterday morning, both
accidents taking place within three hours
of each other.

While cleaning out an elevator in tha
basement of the Robert Simoson Com-
pany, Charles Cox, 46 years of age, 17
Spruce St., who Is belleved to have accil
dentally pulled the lever starting the car,
had his life crushed out between the ele-
vator floor and the floor of the second
storey. Lack of eye-witncsses leaves the
Cetalls of the man’s death merely conjec-
ture. After the elevator struck the first
floor pinning the man, the body must
have been. fltng out and fallen to thée
bottom of the shaft, where it was found
thortly after by -empioyes. The car con-
tinued its journey to the top, where it
autematically stops.

The second fatality, in which James
Brain, 42 years of age, of 603 Crawford
street lost his life, cceurred at 6 o’clock
yesterday morning in the factory of
Christie, Brown & Co.

According:-to the only ef'e-witnels.
Brain had ascended to the third floor to
bring the elevator dcwn to the second
floor, to lower down some goods. John

Mason of 42-Coxwell avenue awaited the
car on the second floor, and was startled
by a scream. Brain cried out that he was
being squeéezéd, and-for God’s sake to do
something. Feering upward he saw his
fellow worker hanging head downwards,
caught between the floor of the hoist and
the side of the shaft.

Realizing that in' his present ' position
the life was being crushed. out of him,
Mason pulled. the rope to allow the ele-
vator toascend. Rsleased from the pres-
sure,  the now unconscious man toppled
over head first, and fell 50 feet to the
bottom of the shaft, fracturing his skull
A physician was summoned, but death
was iustantaneous. :

Mr. Mason was 80 overcome by the tra-
gedy that he was unable to continue his
work: that day.

Both bodies were taken to the morgue
and inguests opened yesterday. That on
Cox was adjourned by Coroner Bateman,
and on Brain by Dr. Rowe, until Dec. 5.

GET ELECTRICITY
FROM WASTE HEAT

West Hartlepool First Town
to Produce Current by
Such Means.

$ —

In England, at West Hartlepool, is
2 municipality, which, §# is under-
stood. is the first to produge elec-
tricity by means of waste heat. The
two turbo-generators will be  driven
by exhaust steam from the furnace-
blowing engines of the Seaton Carew
Iron Co.; adjacent to whose works the
station is built. In return for their
exhaust steam, which has hitherto
been blowing to waste in the air, the
Seaton Carew-Iron Co. will receive
current free from . the corporation,
comments Power,

Expenditure on coal will practically
be eliminated. The coal bill for the
present electricity station is about
$20,000 a year, and, as it is anticipat-
ed that the consumption of current will
largely increase under the cheaper
rate now possible, the ultimate sav-
ing by the use of waste heat will be
very comnsiderable,

Should the supply of exhaust steam
ndt be available, either thru a break-
down of the blowing engines or thru
the iron works being idle, a supply of
high-pressure steam will be obtain-
able from the Seaton Carew Iron Co.

The - total expenditure involved in
connection with the new scheme is
$188,600, the plant alone having cost
$150,000. The old generating station
will be maintained as a stand-by anhd
as a town sub-station. There the cur-
rent from the new station will be
transformed to the voltage required
for distribution to the town.

RAISING INFRANCE

Scientific Breeding of Birds is
Followed With Consider-

able Interest.

Tne . prevaiing
type is iarge, with long body, head, neck
and beak.

Caretul attention is given to the feed-
Igg of biras aestined for racers. Their
usual diet is wheat, but as o contest ap-
proaches they are fed on small dried
beans and maize, and are given walter
containing iron. Just betore a race some
amateurs give their birds beechnuts ana
buckwheat, which are beifeved to impart
special strength tor the tlight,

The training of the young birtls begins
when they are three or tour months old.
They are pleced in a basket, tuken a mile
or so from hcme, and liberated, : A few
days later they are again transported,
usually in the same direction, but twice
ag far, and so on in successively longer
stages, until they are able to fly home-
ward 100 mileg or more. At the age of
five months they can fly 300 or 350 miles
in ten hours, They are not at their best,
however, until the age of foir or five
years, when they can easily cover 600 or
760 miles.

The average velocity of a good carrier
is twenty-seven to thirty miles an hour,
altho an instance is on record where a
bird attained a speed of sevenvy-five
miles an hour.  The average height in
flying is 450 to 500 feet. The price of a
carrier at Havre varies from $3.80 for an
ordinary subject, to $250 or eéven more
for a prize-winner in a race,

Persons desiring to keep or breed car-
rler pigeofi®s must make z written appli.
cation to the prefect of the department in
which they raside. Persons on whose pro-
perty a carrier pigeon alights or remains
must, within two days, intorm the mayor
of the city in which they reside, indicat-
ing, if possible, the place from which it
came. Serious penaltics are provided for
anyone other than the owner who catches
or kills, or even attempts to eatch or kill,
carrier pigecns. Commercially, wireless
tzlegraphy has compietely superseded the
pPigeon post.

EXCAVATION FOR THE GREAT AR-
ROWROCK DAM.

Th: Arrowrock dam, being built by the
United States Reclamation Service for ir-
rigation storage purpises, is iocated. 20
miles from Boise, and 'will be 350 feet
high. one of the hignest dams in the
From 60 to 80 féeet below the
river bed lies the granite bedrock upon
which the foundation of this huge wall

: of reinforced concrete is to be ereeted.

The width of the canyon at the river
bed is 2bcut 200 feet, and the thickness
of the diim at the bottom will be about
24C feet. Since floods of varying magni-
tude occur at somewhat regular periods
in thc vyear, the building of this dam
prescnted difficulties of momeént. It was
finzlly decided to build diversion works
tc take carc of about 20,000 cubic feet of
flow per second, and build first a section
oI the dam only 100 feet high. Thus it
was not necessary to complete all the
excavation at once, the plan being to
finish the work in sections between flood
periods. Bedrock was firat reached Oct.
1%, 1612, excavation amounting to 170,-
000 cubic yards being completed and con~
crete brought up to its full-heilght Apri
15, 1913, ‘well in advance of the spring
floods. Some five years’ more work re-
masns to be done,

SUN POWER PLANT
ERECTED IN EGYPT

Public Demonstration Given
Recently Near Cairo by
New York Concern.

A public demenstration was given
recently at Meadi, near Cairo, Egypt,
of the workings of the sun-power
plant recently erected by a New York
The principle involved in the
plant is the invention of Frank Shu-
man, an American, who supervised the

erection of the plant and is conducting

the experiments.

The plant covers several acres of
land on the west bank of the Nile. A
series of reflectors and absorbers, a
low-pressure steam engine. a con-
denser and a pump comprise the prin-
cipal independent units of the me-
chanism. .

There are five reflectors, each of
which is 204 feet long and parabolic
in form. They are spaced at intervals
of 20 feet and made up of a series of
one-¢ighth-inch glass inirrors, ‘The
reflectors aggregate a total light ab-
sorption surface of 13,500 square feet;
are placed in iron frames and geared
and interconnected with the engine by
an arrangement of cogwheels. The
mirrors automatically follow the course
of the sun and are regulated by what
is termed a thermostat, the secret of
the invention.

Running exactly down the centre of
each reflector is the boiler or absorber,
a box of three-eighths of an inch me-
tal with a tube at the top. By means
of an automatic feed the box is con-
stantly half full of water. The reflect-
ed sun raye areconcentrated on these
boilers, and the steam generated is led
from the various units to the engine.
The 100 horsepower engine is of the
low-pressure type. The exhaust is
condensed to water anmd-returned to
the boilers.

KEW GARDENS ONE
BIG CONSERVATORY

Information Can Be Obtained
~of Almost Any Plant
Desired.

The famous Kew Gandens were given
to the Bnitish nation by Queen Victo-
nia in 1840. They are described by a
wniter in Pearson's Weekly as being
a sort of huge botanical clearing house.
There it is said that ome can get in-
formation about any plant that may
have been discovered. Letters of en-
quiry from all parts of the world are
received at the Kew - Gardens.

Tho the very centre of the plant
world, strange and rare plants that
arrive there do not always take kindly
to the great conservatories, They
sicken and pine aw:- and would die
were it not for a small, cosy structure
known as “the hospital.’”” There they
rapidly recover their health and return
0 the public life once more,

The great palm house, one of the
principal sights of the gardens, was
budit in 1845, at a cost of £33,000, It
is 362 feet lomg, 100 feet broad and 60
feet high, and contains neanly an acre
of glass. Six huge ovens heat this en-
ormous glass house. Three are kept
going night and-day, summer and win-
ter, and the other three in winter only,
Over 17,000 feet of hot water piping
t8 used in the palm house,

Kew Gardens esses one of the
largest collections of dried plants in
the world—a collection which is con-
stantly being added to by travelers
and scientific institutions in all parts
of the globe. To show how huge this
collection really is, one bequest, that
of 8Sir W. G. Hooker, contained no
fewer than 2,000,000 specimens of diied
mants,

At certain seasons of the year, not-
ably: Christmas time and Easter time,
we cannot fail "to" noticé the great
flower-covered azaleas, whose double
waxen blooms, of rich cream, crim-
| $on, and varying shades of pinks; fiii
many florists’ windows. 3

These are expensive plants to buy.
Also, as a general rule, they are very
unsatisfactory as gifts, for usually,
they are bought as such.

While no one can deny their tropical
beauty, yet many do think they have
a certain dwarfed appearance. And,
certainly these azaleas are most diffi-
cult plants- to keep. i

In a few short weeks—alas, often
not even weeks—their whole beauty
Is gone. The flowers wither and die.
The leaves yellow, crinkle, fade, and
soon fall off. And nothing is left but
a small gnarled and dwarfed tree,

The whole trouble lies in this one
important fact. Azaleas are known
by florists as “cool house plants.” In
excessively hot rooms—and one must
admit that excessively hot rooms are
too general in winter—these plants
simply curl up and die,

It I8 not at al advisable for the
ordinary housekeeper to attempt to
8row an azalea from a small plant to
2 flowering plant. I think I am safe
in saying that under ordinary condi-
tions the thing cannot be done.

Not but that these plants can be
kept for“years in a thrifty condition,
with comparatively little trouble, but
the correct manner of caring for them
can only be learned after considerable
experience—an experienc ‘that is gain-
ed at the cost of several costly plants.

However, one word to those who
have an azalea. As the flowers are
borne on new wood the plant must
have its head sheared, after the first
blooming has taken place. Do not be
teo sparing with the shears, round off
the whole head of the plant in pre-
cisely the same manner that you
rounded off your lilac bushes,

Should the plant need repotting, do
i_t immediately after blooming time,
One word more. While in flower keep
the plant from the sun, and thus pre-
serve the flowers for a longer time.

In comparison with the tenements
of most modern cities, those of Rome
were excessively high. Martial alludes
to & poor man, a neighbor, who had to
mount 200 steps to reach his garret,
That garret must have been perched
nearly 100 feet above the level of the
street.

it is possible that Martial exagger-
ated, but it is certain that Augustus,
to make less frequent the occurrence
of disasters, imited the height of new
houses that opened wupon the streets
to about 68 feet. As this was a re-
medial regulation, and referred only to
new hotises fronting on the: street, it
follows that some houses must have
exceeded that height. This, moreover,
was drrespective of the breadth of the
street. . t

In Berlin the medium width of the

narrowest streets are nearly eight
meters wide, wiile the streets of Rome
extended only five or six meters, and
on these narrow streets the tall houses
were built. - Light and ajr must have

TRIED RECIPES.

Dl;lilh Crullers.

Two e and one half cup sugar
beaten ngﬁily together, one half cup-
ful sour cream, one half teaspoonful
baking soda, a little nutmeg, add two
and one half cupfuls flour, which will
nrake a dough sufficiently stiff to roll
out on a floured board; then cut in
about two and one half inch diamond
shaped wieces, cut a slot In centre and
double one end thru the hole. Drop
into a sklillet of hot lard and let them
turn to a light brown.

Black Chocolate Cake.

Custard portion: Three fourths cup
grated chocolate, half cup cold water,
yolk of one egg, half cup of brown
sugar; boil until thick and then set
aside to cool.

Cake portion: One cup granulated
sugar, half cup of butter, two eggs,
half teaspoon vanilla, half cup cold
water, one teaspoon soda, two cups
flour.

Cream butter and eggs, add fLhe
custard portion, the soda, yolks of
eggs, then gradually the half cup of
water and the flour. Last of all stir
in the whites of the three eggs stiffly
beaten. Bake either in layers or in
loaf and ice with ' chocolate boiled
icing.

Minced Beef on Toast.

Cut the K beef into small pieces.
Brown one quarter of a small onjon in
one tablespoonful of butter and add
the minced meat and a very little
water- or stock. Simmer slowly for
16 minutes, add pepper, salt and onle
cup of milk. . When bolling thicken
and add one teaspoonful of parsley.
Serve over rounds of buttered toast.

Bran Cookies.

Sift together three cups of bran,
one half teaspoon of soda, cne tea-
spoon each of ginger and cinnamon
and half a teaspoon of cloves and
mix thoroly; add one half cup each of
sugar, molasses and milk and one half
cup shortening (melted over hot wa-
ter) and mix all together thoroly.
Drop from a spoon upon a buttered
pan. Bake 15 minutes. If preferred
the 8pices may be omitted.

Viggo Kihl’s Recital.

Viggo Kinl (pronounced Keel) gave
an interesting piano recital in  Con-
servatory Hall Tast night. A consider-
able audience showed keen apprecia-
tion of his performances, and he was
warmly applauded after each suite,
and ‘also after each mnumber. The
program included Beethoven, Bach,
Mogzart, Schubert, Mendelssohn, Cho-
piu and Liszt, a most varied selection.

PLOT TO FLOOD COAST

VANCOUVER, B.C, Dec. 3—(Can.
Press.)—Immigration officials of the
United States awre busy with efforts to
frustrate the plans of a secret or-
ganization with headquarters at Manila
to flood the Pacific coast states with
Hindu laborers., according to Anthony
Caminetti, commissioner-general of
immigration. Mr. Caminetti left here,
tonight for Seattle, after having con-
ferred yesterday with British Colum-
bia officlals on immigration problems.

Advices had reached the immigra-
tion service, Mr. Caminettl said, that
arrangement had been made at Manila
to send the KEast Indians frora the
Philippines with certificates obtained
from the insular government. On the
strength of these certificates a party
of five Hindus gained admission to
the United States at San Francisco,
establighing a precedent, he said. and

HOME RULE IN BRITISH POLITICS.

At the present juncture the political
situation in the United Kingdom is of
exceptional interest and, if some ver-
sions are to be credited, of quite un-
usual gravity. The Unionist sections
of Ulster, unless all reports are belied,
seriously cohtemplate armed resistance
to any government established under
the provisions of the home rule bill,
which, unless withdrawn, will become
law without the assent of the house
of lords dn May of next year. Its course
depends on the wesolution of the As-
quith government, whether to yield fo
the opposition of the Ulster Protes-
tants, to insist on the full mesasure of
the right secured by the Parliament
Act, or to seek a solution that will re-
conclle the extremist views on both
sides.

Much of the anticipated trouble un-
doubtedly arises from the attempt to
make the home rule issue part of the
general political struggle. On the
Unlonlst side are many who recognize
that Irish local government is abso-

Free Press invidiously; on the con-
trary, we refer to it by name because
it is in‘our opinion the leading Lib-
eral newspaper of the west, and for
years fought on the firlng line with
those who demanded that western
Canada be freed from the burden of
extortionate and diseriminatory freight
rates.

CATTLE RAISING,

Australia, which over the decade
showed a' large increase in live stock
both actually and relatively to the in-
crease in population, has been re-
sponding to the influence of higher
prices.

626, of sheep by 9,400,675 and of swine
by 266,408.

The same in-
fluences seem to have affected Eng-
land and Wales, where there wae/s also
a marked decrease in beth cattle,
sheep and Swine in 1913, as cempared
with the previdus year. :

These statistics do not invite an
optimistic forecast of the immediate
future so far as regards the price of
meat. But noa lgss instructively do
they show ‘that the future Hes with
the country that will first and earliest
resume the duty of live stock breeding
for food purposes,

The world 1s' confronted with a
shortage in- its meat supply, and the
first nation to step into the breach
will get the, reward. Right here in
Ontario the ‘chance is offered to fill,
or partially fill, the breach and to
become a profitable meat-exporting
centre. The balance must in some
way or other be redressed, and more
than ever does the Dominion- need a
transportation service that will
in the revival of a fundamental
dustry. Farmers, too, will
ultimate advantage if they recognize
that it will pay better to prepare for
the future than to exploit the present,

WASHINGTON, Dec.. 3.—(Canadian
Press.)—Secretary MeAdoo's. first re-
port to congress, delivered today, is
largely confined to a review of the
achievements of the treasury depart-
ment in matters that have been of
nation-wide interest; to recommenda-
tions for increased appropriations for
bureaus under his authority, or legis-
lation which he declares necessary to
the better conduct of the government
and the protection of the people,

The secretary discusses at some
length the subject of currency legis-
lation, reviewing the activities in his
department related to it. He speaks
of an unrést in business circles fol-
lowing the beginning of the special
sesion of congress in April, refers to
a “propaganda of pessimism which, de-~
signedly. or not, produced a copdition
of extréme nervousness and tension,”
and points to his announcement in
June that the treasury was ready to

f issue  $500,000,000, of emergency cur-

rency under the Aldrich-Vreeland Act
to prevent restriction of credits and to
ease any situation. ;

New Tariff Not Yet Tested.

Mr. McAdoo detajls the treasury’s
offer to loan to banks of the country
money to move the fall crops. The
sum of $46,500,000 out of $50,000,000
estimated to be mneeded was appor-
tioned among the states,

Of the mew tariff act, Secretary Mec-
Adoo says it has not been in force a
sufficient length of time to make pos-
sible an accurate estimate of its ulti-
mate revenue producing powers.

The report refers to the requirement
that banks which hold government de-
posits made April 30, 1913, pay interest
at two per cent., declaring that it
means an annual revenue of $2,000,000
to the government, and showing that
if such a regulation had been made in
1897 the government would now have
received in interest more than $30,-
000,000.

The income tax is not dwelt upon at

length, but the report estimates that

425,000 individuals are subject to it,
and that corporations not heretofore
subject to tax will number about
150,000.

0. W. Hezzlewooci Thinks
They Would Solve the

Transportation Problem.

GIVE BETTER SERVICE

People.Would Use Them in
Preference to Street

Cars.

In addressing the Social Study
Club last evening in the Broadway
Hell, Spadina avenue, Oliver W,
Hezzlewood urged the use 0f the mo-
$6F bus as a means of solving the
transportation problem that at pres-
ent has Toronto in its grip.

Mr. Hezzlewood reviewed the vari-
ous projects presented as a solution
to the problem, pointing out briefly
the good qualities and defects of each.
He thought that the motor bus could
be used to solve th: problem, and
hoped that the officials would consi-
der it before making a decision.

“It would have been much better
if the buses had been introduced
some time ago instead of so much
mcney being spent on the civic car
lines. If this had been done the of-
ficials would know by now whether
the scheme would be feasible. There
is no doubt but that the streets could
be kept open for the motor buses; and
that the transferring of passengers
could be done as rapidly and as com-
fortably from them as rrom the street
cars,” said the speaker.

Mr. Hezzlewood then gave some of
the items which are urgdd in favor
of the use of motor buses, which are:
Greater frequency of service; superi-
or mobility so as to overcome delays
caused by obstacles or breakdgwns;
lower running cost per mile claimed;
adaptability to requirements of the
public by easy changing of routes;
produce less congestion and obstruc-
tion; discharge and pick up passen-
gers at the curb; do not destroy road-
bed, and do not admit water and
frost to such extent as street cars;
adaptability for urgent mjlitary uses:
where useda side by side wigh L‘he
gtreet cars, the motor -bus is the
choice of the public.

Ratio of Accidents.’

He gaid that there was only one
point successfully urged against the
use of the motor bus in Lendon, that
being the excess in fatal accidenis to
those caused by the sireet cars, they
being 127 to 26 caused by the sireet
ears. But the ratio of accidenis is
decreasing by ‘he public becoming ac-
customed to the motor buses. The
reason “for the great excess 11 ac-
cidents is that the motor buses travel
in the congested streets while the
street cars are excluded.

COPPER UTENSILS
IN TURKISH HOMES

S s

Metal is a Very Important

Factor in Mussulman'’s
Housekeeping.

DISHES ARE TINPLATED

This Precaution Necessary as
Preventive of Verdigris
Poisoning.

Copper is a very important factor
i nthe housekeeping of Turkey. Not
only are almost all the kitchen utensils
made of copper, but also big caldrons
to heat water for washing, large pans
in-which to knead dough, pitchers and
washbowls for toilet punposes, jars in
whichi to carry and keep water, chaf-
ing dishes for use with charcoal fires.
lunch boxes  (several dishes fastened
together), pails. teapots, -ecoffeepots,
plates and platters for food and cven
drinking cups are ecpper.
Copper trays of all sizes and shapes,
some circular in form, from three to
four feet in diameter, are used for
sending sweetmeats to the bakery, and
also—when put on a stool—serve as
tables around which the whole family,
sitting on the floor. partake of the food
served in a copper dish in the middle.
Copper utensils constitute a form of
savings banks among the poorer class-
es. What money they can spare is in-
vested in copper utensils as an addi-
! tion to their stock, and when they are
E'in need of money they sell what can
| red of their copper i
to' thizir nceds. ‘ ¢
There are numerous cepper mines in
the vicinity of Trebizond, ten of which
have official imperial “firmans” (con-
cessions), and copper ore is exported,
but as thers are no foundries, all the

A h

copper used in the district must be
imported. Some 300 or 400 tons ars
imported at Trebizond yearly. Up to
threé years ago 95 per cent, of this
copper was Imported from England
and 5 per cent. from Germany, but in
that time Russia has been sending
copper to Trebizond and now 56 per
cent. i8 Ruseianh and § per cent. German,
English copper is considéred the best
and Russian next.

The working of copper forms a spe-

cial trade in Turkey and coppersmiths |-

have their own quarters in every Tuﬂf—
ish .market. These are little shops, in
each of which a master brazier and
three or four apprentices pound cop-
er into the required shapes, The only
ools they use are an anvil and a ham-
mer, the size of which depends on the
kind of work to be done; there is no
forge, no fire and no machinery, vet
it is wonderful to see what they ac-
complish with such simple tools. The
master brazier earns about 80 cents to
$1 a day, while the apprentices earn
very little; but as soon as they learc
the trade they open independent shops.

All copper utensils have to be tin-
plated before they can be vsed, other-
wise the copper, coming in contact
with acids, would be likely to cause
verdigris poisoning. The tinplating is
done in special shops, and also by men
going round with portable forges. The
process is very simpie, consisting mere-
ly in ‘heating the copper over a fire
in a forge and dropping on it a piece
of block tin and some sulphate of am-
mo2aia, which are then rubbed all over
the surface with a piece of cotten, Cop-
per utensils of everyday use have to
be tinplated at least once every three
months.

Twenty-Seven
Lives in Cheap Lodging

House.

Victims in TopStorey Found
Path Barred by
Flames.

BOSTON, Dee. 2.—~Twenty-seven
men were killed in a fire which swept
thru the upper floors of the Arcadia
Hotel, a cheap men’'s lodging house in
the south end, early today. Othersare
missing and scores were taken to hos-
pitals suffering from burns and inju-
ries received in jumping from win-
dows. g
Nearly all of the bodies were terribly
burned and mutilated, making identi-
fication almost impossible. The vie-
timg were men in poor ciroumstances.
Many were negroes. Caught in the
crowded bunks on the top floor of the
five-storey brick building and in the
&mall rooms: on the fourth floor, they
were helpless. When-they were arous-
ed the stairways were in flames and
there was a mad rush for the fire es-
capes at the rear. Practically all the
men were naked. . :
Many Rescued.
Many were rescued by the firemen
and police. Others escaped by walk-.
ing a shaky plank stretched to an ad-
joining ‘building or jumping across a
five-foot alley to neighboring roofs.
The property loss is estimated at
$25.000. :
The Arcadia was located at the cor-
ner of Washington and Laconia
streets. The lower floors were ogcu-
pied by stores. The fire apparently
started, no one knows - how, in the
hallway closet on the ' street floor.
The flames swept up the wooden. stair-
ways and burned thru the roof. ‘Ac-
cording to Willlam Walsh, the night»
clerk, there were 178 lodgers in the
building when the fire was discovered
by a passing newsboy. After turning
in an alarm he rushed into the build-
ing awakening the men with his
shouts. :

Couldn’t Reach Fire F.cap'::oom
The top floor was one large y
filled with cots and bunks. On' the
fourth floor, where the loss of life
was heaviest, there were 30 tiny

Xoms, like cells, with two cots in each.

If the flood of, temperance sentiment
which is now sweeping thru some of
the counties swells to high tide at the
pclls and the Scott Act becomes a
recognized force in Ontario, there will
be a large revenue 1o dispose of. All
the fines for prosecutions and the
different fees in connection with the
irestrictions under this ' enactment
promise to mount into a substantial
figure. What will be done in such case
is now concerning the minds of cer-
tain temperance advocates.

In the opinion of the lcense depart-
ment the new enactment will provide
another source of revenue for the pro-
vince. The Scott Act, which has been
passed in Manitoulin, and which is
meditated in other places, will be
considerably strengthened by the On-
tario Government before it is enforced.
Section 1086 of the Crimina] Code
states that the receipts from penalties
shall be handed over to the magistrate
Wwho presides. The sum then Boes as
& matter of course to the provinecial
treasuréer and enters the government
coffers.

Office of Chief Executive of
Passamaquoddy Indians of
Maine Is a Much-Sought-

For Position.

FEW LEFT OF TRIBE

e

Fought With Americans in

Revolutionary War—Re-
duced in Numbers by

Intermarriage.

EASTPORT, Me., Nov. 15.—The largest
of the only twq tribes of genuine In-
dians ‘in-Maine is the Passamaquoddy of
Pleasant Point reservation on the banks
of the border River St. Croix, five miles
from Eastport.

The ancient pipe of ‘peace has long
since given way to the cigaret, the cigar
and the brier of the white men, the old-
time tom-tom has been supplmented by
brass instruments; paint and feathers
have been put aside, to be brought out
only on gala days. The buckskin leg-
gings, beaded jackets and gaudy trap-
pings of the tribe are seldom worn ex-
cept on important church and state oc-

basket making, . fishing and agriculture
during most of the year.

The Indians of Pleasant Point have
their own government, elect their gov-
ernor, lieutenant governor, overseer of
the poor, constable and representative
to the state legislature, but they have
no political parties like those of their
white brothers. The best men of the
village are chosen for the offices and
no money is disbursed on election day
to buy up votes.

Tribe Has Wandered.

The Passamaquoddies were a branch
of the Etchemin nation of Canada. They
have been a wandering band, with no fix-
ed home, and formerly lived with the
Micmac Indians of Nova Scotia and New
Brunswick. Their total number was set
down as less than thirty, just 220 years
ago; when they settled at Pleasant Point
about 115 years ago their population was
about 130. At the census taking of 1820
they had increased to 379. The popu-
lation now is stated to be 464—332 at this
Settlement and 132 at Peter Oana’'s Point,
near Princeton, fifty miles farther up
the state border. Both settlements are
under the same laws and village govern-
ment, and they visit each other frequent-
'y.” Thru intermarrying there will soon
he few genuine Passamaquoddies left.
Consumption is very prevalent among
*them. Some of the Yyounger Indians have
But the children of
these are growing up with the tribe,
speaking the Indian language and fol-
'owing the usual customs. An Indian girl
or-boy with red hair is not unusual.

During the revolutionary war this tribe
iook sides with the Americans and ren-
dered valuable aid to the border settlers.
for which they were especlally rewarded
by the Continental Government. Dup-
ing the civil war several Passamaquoddies
were in the Union army. The last sur-
vivor of these, Capt. Peter Mitchell
died a few years ago. On Memorial Day
their graves are decorated.

heé ¢Catch in Canada was
unds, bringing $90,000, Last
year the/catch was only 900,000, but
owing to the much higher prices now
received, Xhe value was $113,000.
Enquiries are coming from London
dealérs for caviar from the Canadian
sturgeon. This is an expensive deli-
cacy, made from the roe or egg of the
large fish when caught before spawn-
ing. . The raw material for the caviar
is worth one dollar a pound and 40 or
50 pounds may be secured from one
sturgeon. This, together with the value
of the flesh from the sturgeon, gives
the fish great value and makes con-
servation advisable. It is caught chif-
ly in the St, John River, Lake of the
Woods and Lake Winnipeg, and the
caviar is shipped to Germany and Rus-
sia, as well as Ensgland.

ARGENTINE FLOUR
SUBJECT T0 DUTY

Few Nations of World - Are
Favored by New U. S.
Tariff.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 3.—(Can. Press)
—Hopes that the cost of living might be
reduced by free importations of wheat
flour and other wheat products from.the
great South American grain-producing
country, the Argentine Republic, went
aglimmering today when Assistant Secre-
tary Hamlen sent notice to collectors of
customs that the retaliatory duty on
wheat and its products must be enforced
against Argentina and most of the other
nations of the world, ' Under the new
tariff law wheat and its products are to
be admitted free from countries which

admit such products free from the
United States.

Argentina imposes a duty on semolina,
a product of wheat, and, altho both the
president and congress of that nation are
understood here to favor a repeal of this
provision of their tariff law, such action
has not been taken.

Favored Nations,

On wheat the retaliatory duty will
amount to a few cents per bushel, on
fiour about 45 cents per barrel, and on
other products ten per cent. ad valorem,
Under the treasury department’s deci.
slon, wheat and its prouucts will be ad-
mitted free only from Denmark, Finland,
the Netherlands and Great Britain.

Housewives, however, may find some
comfort in a second order to collectors,
whereby the ten per cent. retaliatory
duty on potatoes and potato products
will not be assessed against fresh, dried
or ground potatoes from Denmark: pota-
toes and potato products, except potato
fiour, from the Netherlands, and potato
flour from New Zealand.
