Redmond’s. Bombshell.

Altho the premier did not put him-
self-on record .as either for or against.
conscription, John Redmond, leader of
the Irish Nationalists. at the close of
Mr, Asquith’s speech, flung 'a bomb-
shell ' by, declaring .that the National-
ists would oppose conscription by
every means in their -power. And

arraignment of the British war leader-
ship,«enquiring, “What 'is the‘use of:
sending out more troops tc be led by
men like those responsible for the
Suvia Bay and Anzac failures?”

The premier’s statement of the need
of the army for “every fit man’ in-
clued a warm tribute to the overseas
soliders, and he took pains to men-
tion particularly “the men eager to be
attested who have made application
trom far distan; piacee — Hongkong,
Rhodesia,” adding: “This has been a
commentary on the lethargy of some
of those here at home. No more
splendid exhibition of patriotism and
self-denial could be conceived, or one
more calculated to carry conviction to
the “earts of all our gallant allies.”’

* Notwithstanding the ‘fact that some’

questions submitted portended ‘just a
Iittle opposition to the hydro radial
scheme, and Toronto's share in that
vndertaking, it was a great reception
which the mémbers of the board “of
trade accorded Sir Adam Beck when
he spoke to them in.the Royal Bank
Puilding yesterday. Sir Adam’s re-
marks were not just as explanatory of
many of the obscure’ details of the pro-
rosi.ion as’'some’ of the members of
the board expected, and he partially
cxplained this in answer to a question
afier-his address, when he told them
he realized the ‘time between now and
voting day was too short for the vot-
ers to gain minute knowledge of the
many details of the proposition.

“I-cannot-beleve’ that all the town-
shipse and villages had any more
krewledge on the hydro power ques-
tion when they carried those bylaws,
than you now have on the radial pro-
position,” he told them. “To a great
extent they depended omr-the commis-
eion, and you must depend on us also.
I am confldent that we have more in-
formation, information of a more re-
liable character in connection with
this scheme,than we ever had on the
rydro scheme. ‘A pig in a poke’ .is
what they called- it, and if you were
justified in carrying that proposition,
vou:- should carry this bylaw.”

Reviewed Movement.

Sir Adam gave the meeting some-
what of a review of the hvdro radial
movement from 1913, when the city,
with other municipalities, asked fon
the radial scheme. He was warmly
applauded "both - before and after his
address; frequently “too “his remarks
were interrupted by applause = when
he :referred to the success of the
hydro, or promised  success for the
hydro-radials. One thing brought out
at the meeting was a clear indication
of- one source of apposition to the
hydro-radials. President J. W. V\'or}ds
referred Sir Adam;to a ruling of Sir
Henry Drayton., chairman of ths Do-
rainion :Railway Board, that where a
railway capitalizes at a certain figure
‘the~public. must-"be expectedsto pey-
rates which would return a reasonable
profit on that capitalization. If Sir
Adam’s hydro-electric parallelel the
steam. railways, could not these rail-
weys go to the rallway board sliuw
a -loss In business, and raise rates
proportionately to make . up the lost
profit?

Build Your Own Roads.

“1f a railway wants to raise rates I
never saw one vet that con'd not go to
the authoritles and show a loss,” re-
plied the speaker. “In that respect
the only protection you have is 1o
build, your own roads. We are not in
a true sense going in‘o competiliin
with the rallroads; we wil’ serve an
entirely different purpose. Thae rail-
wayvs will have to be content with the
thr.u traffic, and leave to us the local
business, After a few years. business
will adjust Itself, and we will become
a feeder for the steam. railway.

Control of Corporations and
Rural Credit Among Sub-
jects Adhered to.

OTTAWA, Deec, 21.—The Liberal
conference was concluded this after-
noon, after being in session for two
days.. Thé extension of the -parlia-
mentary term was diseussed, and while
the attitude is understcod - to have
been on ithe whole, more or less con-
ciliatory, the decision was left to the
Liberal caucus after the opening’ of
parliament.. An official statement is-
sued. tonight would seem to J4ndicate
that the newly formed national ad-
visory committee is to keep the
Liberal members of parliament in
touch with thinking Liberals outside.
A list of “studies” “is also announced.”
There is to be a special committee to
report on each. They include some
new problems created bv the war, and
some 0ld problems, such as control of
corporations and rural credit.

Free Wheat Omitted.

The list of subjects does not include
the tariff nor free wheat. They are
not emphasized, at any rate, if they
are intended to be included under some
of the general heads. Judging from
the statement given out, the coming
session . one may predict that the
house will see some keen discussions
on methods ‘of taxation. to meet the
country’s increased financial burdens,
the need for economy, and the treat-
ment of returning soldiers. Reference
is made to the need of an “Adequate
pension,” The proposal to devote at-
tention to “questions of social reform
and health legislation,” looks like the
voice of an element of Canadian
Liberalism outside of parliament, agd-
may be an indication of a tendehcy
which may develop rapidiy in the next
few years.

The following is the official state-
ment issued this evening, summarizing
the aims and work cf the Liberal con-
ference:

“The conference of Liberals, repre-
senting all parts of the Dominton -and

the leaders of ILiberal thought both in
and out of parliament, was cdlled to-
gether on the invitation of Sir Wilfrid
Laurier. Its atm was not to consider
party organization, but rather to dis-
cuss, from the standpoint of the ya-
tional interest, the problems of
statesmanship now facing the country.
and which are looming up more
largely. atill in . the reconstruction
period following the war,
To Lay Down Principles. |

“The object was not to adopt poli-
cles designed for immediate party ad-
vantage, bhut to lay down as learly
as possible the principles which should
guide Liberalism in dealing with such
vital questions at national finance,
agricultural settlement and develop- ¥
ment,  immigration, trangportation,
social ' legislation, fiscal problems,
technical education, ete.

“The first principle laid down and
unanimously adopted by the confer-
ence was that, in so far as the pro-
secution of the war is concerned, there
should be no deviation from the atti-
tude assumed by the Liberal party at
the outbreak of the war, namely, that
party {interests should he made sub-
servient to the interests of the empire
and of the cause for which the empire
is fighting,

Committees Appointed.

“With a view to defining as con-
cretely as possible Liberal policies on
the more important subjects of public
polity, resolutions were passed em-
bodying a few clear-cut principles of
progressive Liberalism. To work out
further the application of these prin-
ciples aloneg definite legislative
lines. sub-committees were appointed
to make special study of the subjects
#iven to their respective care, and to
report Jater to the committee as . a
wtole at a future meeting. - The mem-
bers of the conference wh) were here
Vesterday and today, together with
some additional members who were
urable to attend on this occasion, will
act as a permanent national advisory
council, representative of al] parts of
the Dominion, co-operating with Sir
Wilfrid Laurier in dealing with the
problems of government as they coma
up from time to time.

Clearing House of Ideas.

“The cunference just concluded and
the counecil just constituted is, in brief,
designed to form a clearing house of
the Dbest ideas of progressive Liberal
thought, fitting the party either for
the function of constructive criticism
in parliament, or of wise, reasoned, and
vrogressive legislation - when called
again to assume the responsibilities
of office.

“The questions embodied in the sub-
Jjoined resolutions took practicailly the
whole time of the conference. The sub-
ject of the extension of the term of
parliament was not recognized as com-
ing within the purview of the confer-
ence. and was only incidentally dis-
cussed. That w#l be left for parlia-
rient iiself to decide.

“The resolutions passed by the con-
ferende, embodving the maijn principles
unanimously adopted as a groundwork
for concrete legislative proposals were
ag folleavs:

The
premier has indicated, however, that
i7 certain conditions are not fulfilled
relative to recruiting, the government
n.ight be forced to ask for additional
powers.”

In conclusivn, he appealed to the
Irish and Labor members to join the
government in these efforts.

Walter Runciman, president of the
board of trade, also participated in the
debate, endeavoring to show that,
however the additional men were
raised, the important industries of the
country would be spared sgerious de-
rangement, especially the export trade,
which is so vital to the maintenance
of exchange with foreign ¢ountries.

‘““Scandal,”” Says Redmond, )

John Redmond, the Irish ° Nationalist
leader, who followed the prinie minister,
said that the house learned with deepest
thankfulness how magnificently the siiu-
ation-had been handled by General Monro,
and the admiral in charge at the Dar-
danelles. He complained, however, that
no details of the Gallipoli operations had
vet been received from General Sir lan
Hamilton (formerly in command), and
characterized it as a ‘‘scandal.”

He added that, unfortunately, he was
in possession of information which point-
ed to the fact that the whole truth could
not be advantageously published.

Mr. Asquith interjected : ‘‘The govern-
ment have only just received General
Hamllton'’s despatch.”

Derby’s Scheme Success.

Mr. Redmond, continuing, said he be-
lieved that the figures in connection with
Lord Derby’s recruiting scheme -would
show an extraordinary demons:ration of
enthusiasm and determination on the
part of practically the whole people of
Great Britain, the moral effect of which
must be felt thruout the world. This
effect, he believed to be due entirely to
the voluntary character of the outburst
of patriotism, and he declared that it
would, therefore, be a pitiable result if
that moral effect was destroyed by any
form of compulsion.

I will stick at nothing calculated to
bring the war to a successful conclusion.”
he said, “and I am certain that that is
the view of the Irish people. That view
has been emphasized on the battlefield
by her sons in every theatre of the war.
But I am not. convinced that compulsion
is necessary or calculated to lead to that
result, and if this is proposed. under the
present conditions and circumstandes. I,
for one, will oppose it by every means in
my power. I am convinced that it would
break up the unity of tha country, and
that it would be fiercely resented and
opposed, while in point of numbers its
regults would he ridiculously small.”

Mr. Redmond, turning in the direction
of Premier Asquith, served formal notice
that the Irish pariy, under existing cir-
cumstances, was opposed to anything of
the kind. and he sincerely hoped that. in
the Interest of the country and of the
epeedy and successful .erm nation of toa
war, the government would make no such
proposal.

Miners’ Leader Outspoken.

C. B. Stantcn, the miners’ leade~, who
succeeded to the late James Keir Hardle's
seat for Merthyr Tydvil, introduced him-
self to the house in a breezy, unceremoni-
ous, but pointed speech, in which he re-
ferred to ““the hypocritical nonsense of
sayving that the people were afraid of con-
scription.”

President Woods of the board of
trade referred to our editorial of vester-
dgy in his opening address at’ Sir
y. 1 Beck’s explanation of the hydro
radial bylaw, and stated that Mr. R. C.
Harris; commissioner of works, had
' been unjustly treated by the article
in question. He haq been struck with
Mr. Harris’' extreme fairness, and he
showed in his presentation of the plans
*that he wanted to approach the matter
fairly and had done so with delicacy.
The city had paid 340,000 for the plans
and the board had a right to see them.

We are exceedingly glad to hear
that Mr. Harris is not opposed to the
radial bylaw, He has been most un-
fortunate in leaving the impression
that he was opposed, not only at the
board of trade meeting but also at the
city council, when he explained the
wansportation plans there last week.

‘| He pointed out that the corspetition,

so-called, in the hydro-electric, was
not the result of a desire to embarrass
competition, but was necessary in or-
der to dispose of the huge profits of
the business: They had to reduce
rates on this account, and he expected
that similar reductions in rates would
be necessary wien the hydro-radials
came into operation.

Sir Henry Drayten, he =aid, had de-
clared, when he was told that the Lon-
don and Port Stanley road was giving
a 48-mile ride for thirty cents, that it
Was impossible. Not only had they
done it, but their success was so great
that they had paid all thelr charges, in-
cluding '$20,000 rent to the city, inter-
est. sinking fund, and with a surplus
of $1000 @ month had reduced fares by
15 per cent. and paid 10 per cent.
higher wages than other rcads. He
expected a similar success for the pro-
vincial hydro-radial roads.

Sir Adam’s address sketched in ¢hn
career of the whole hydro movement
since he addressed the board of trade
twelve years ago on the matter. Ho
shcwed how it was always in the peo-
ple’s hands, for the pevple’s benefir,
and was extended at the people’s de-
sire. They started awith twelve muni-
cipalities and now haq 132, witk many
others applying. The growth in the
demand for power confuted the argu-
ment brought against tho proposed
purchase of the Lonidon and Port Stan-
ley Rallway, when it wes deddared that
Sir Adam merely wanted a customer
for his hydro power. Now tle neces-
sity was to get more power, which he
described as available at Niagara by
the use of a more efficiant head ‘than
the present plants employed, so that
wwch less water with an investment
of ten milMons, would glive 600,000
bersepower, while the corporations,
With an investment of $55,000,000, only
kad 405,000 horsepower.

Hedwelt on the freedom from politi-
cal influence in the Hydro Commission,
and the financial success of the scheme
whereby they had put away $500,000
tu rest account, $130,000 of which was
fo the credit of Toronto, which now
used 40,000 horsepower of the 116,000
u.der contract. He belleved all this
success was due to the principle of
co-operation, and that the radials could
only succeed under the same principle.
Toronto could not operate a radial
railway successfully alone, nor with
rassenger tPaffic alone. He depended
more upon the freight and express
business they would have than upon
the passenger traffic, to sustain the
road. This point is one which is of
inwportance in connection with the
criticism of the alleged non-produc-
tive character of the line between the
Humber and the city. Sir Adam an-
ticipated that the merchants of Toronto
vould route their freight as faras was
convenient and profitable to them over
theilr own publicly-owned line, as he
did in London. If he had a car coming
from Georgia or Alabama, he would
route it over the Lwndon and Port
Stanley road, and that road got its pro -
rortign of the freight rates. Freight
th ame to be a greater factor than
passéngers.

It was evident that this passage
pleased the greater part of the board
v trade audience as much as it dis-
rleased the smaller section, which re-
presented the steam railway interests.
£ir Adam, however, said that tha
steam roads would depend on ‘thru
hauls, while the hydro radials would
depend on local business,

Sir Adam apswered many questions
which had been collated by President
Woods from a number sent. in by
members. There was not the same
Cleposition to question the authority
of the engineers which prevailed in
the discussions twelve years ago, but
there was much seeking for informa-
tion which, in the nature of things,
could not be given except by estimate.
Sir Adam gained favor when he stat-
ed that the custom had been to esti-
mate for a plece of work that it would
cost a milllon, and then to find that
the cost was twuv or ‘three mliilions,
Even transcontinental roads had been
Pudlt in this fashion. In estimating
fcr the radials, they had been careful
to leave a good margin, so that they
expected the cost to be under the esti-
mate, as it was in the case of the
iydro power transmission lines.

Most of the clauses abﬁted to were
shhown to bear upon the other munci -
pelities in the co-partnership, Thea
¢ty would have full control over its
cwn lines, and the Hydro Commission
only controlled the lines it built., Ex-
tension of capital in future would only
be to meet new business, All branch
lines must stand on thelr own feet,
the districts which bullt them being
liable for them.

Burnt Cork Honesty and Fearless
Brass

When a member of the board of ¢on-
trol finds it necessary to come before
the public with an assertion of hon-

‘esty and fearlessness the citizens will

8it up and ask themselves what is in
the wind. Is this the same gentleman
that put his property up at fifty cents
a foot on the assessment roll to pay
taxes on and held it for sale at rates
which suggested boulevard residenqes?
The property was promptly boosted in
value the following year by about 400
per cent.,, and possibly on this score
the reputation for honesty and fear-
lessness has heen increasing.

Citizens will also wonder if this is
the gentleman who is the wealthiest
member of the board of control and
who desired to reduce the wages of
the workingmen by fifteen per cent. a
short time ago and inveigled the mayor
into supporting him. The mayor got
wise, which the controller never does,
and the matter was dropped, but this
wealthy controller, who belfeves in
limiting the amounts payable out of
his own estate in taxes, still regrets
that he could rot effect a fifteen per
cent, reduction on\\the men with small
salaries. Of course it was not intended
to reduce the amount of the control-
ler's salary, He believes, in his fear-
less and honest way, that he is worth
all he gets from the city and that the
citizens rejoice to pay him. Fearless-
ness and honesty are marketable com-
modities in the controller’s philo-
sophy, and he helieves that anything
can be bought, even the reduction of
Ppoor men’s wages.

He did buy acceptance of such views
at one time with an annual picnlic,
which was contributed partly by the
street railway company and partly
from other sources. This method of
purchasing votes was found to be too
costly even for fearless honesty,, and
the method was changed to brass
bands and cork minstrels, which it
seems is regarded as the most effective
and appropriate setting for fearless-
ness and honesty, or at least the brand

They are, of course, more obvious,
but the other parts are done not a whit
less thoroly. .One of his chief concerns
has been to provide recreation and read-
ing rooms for the battalions in reserve,
and to see these furnished with all the
avalilable papers, magazines and games.
The one trouble is that the only accom-
modation to be had is too small. Far
larger space would be all used. The can-
teen he established and carried on in
each place has been so appreciated and
patronized by the troops that his chief
difficulty has been to secure enough of
the goods in demand. f

His Chief Attention.

“As for the distinctively ‘“‘spiritual’”
part of his work, I assure you that it re-
ceives his chief attention, and is carried
on in such a way as to assist, not to rival
or duplicate, my own, He has a capital
memory for names, as well as fackés—I
wish mine were as good—and an easy
manner, born of large experience with
men. The result is that he knows very
many personally, and he never loses 2 {
chance for a personal word that will do
good. Whenever possible, I attend his
evening meetings, impromptu concerts,
and such-like. I hardly ever miss his
Sunday evening “‘sing-songs.” 1 have
never heard men sing sacred SONgs more
heartily and spontaneously than they do
at these gatherings. Sometimes he
speaks; sometimes I do. Whoever speaks
is sure of sympathetic attention. This
informal “sing-song,”’ held every week,
naturally differs somewhat from the
equally devotional church parade. I think
it just what is needed to balance the
parade part of the set services.

“I know several of your Y.M C.A. nren
—excellent fellows they are—but natural-
ly I know Archibald best. Havin been
attached as chaplain to the brigade ever
since it came to France last February, 1
know it more or less, and I wish to thank
you for giving us as your represeniative
in our brigade so true a specimen of vir-
1le Christianity as we have in Capt. E. B.
Archibuld. With all good wishes, yours
faithfully, (Signed) Alex.

PRESIDENT TO DESPATCH

colonel is likely to do, what countries he
will visit and whom he will interview,
but what prompts kis despatch to Eu-
rope at this time.

Col. House expressed then the opin-
lon that, all reports to the contrary
notwitistanding, he was certain from
nis observations and frcm an intimate
knowledge of the feeling and domestio
politics among the belligerents, that
President Wilson wms the one man
who was in a position to mediate for
peace,
