Bloody milk is due either to derange-
ment of the action of the liver, or in
sotme cows is tho abnormal action of the
milk glands. Some cows suffer from 1t
in consoquence of overfeading, by which
an inflammatory condition of the udder
is produced, thus oxciting the action of
the milk glands, which, vn acoount of
the udder being overcharged with blood,
secrote some of this blood, which mixes
with the milk.
