As an {lustration of tihe unwilling-
ness to change the constitution of he
United States, Dr. Abbott mentioned
the electoral college, which was merely
a matter of form.

He traced the growth of industrial
organization in the marvelous Hra.pidity
of railway expansion.- At first cut.
throat competition had been injurious
alike to the public; to the railways and
to the workingman. The railway kings
got together and agreed to unite their
intereste and work for a common pur-
pose. But they did not get together
enough. In sone cases they worked
for the ghareholders, and in some cases
for part of the directors.

How Rebates Worked Evil. .

The highways had become private
property and weére being administersd
as private property. A rebate Was
given omne and withheld from . another.
In its origin Dr. Abbott did not think
this practice was criminal, and he
hardly thought unethical, but it grad-
ually became an instrument for build-
ing up one town and demolishing an-
other. - Pavored rates made one man
rich and another poor. Out of this
grew the monopolies. Coal mines were
only valuable as the railways deter-
mined. The mine owner had to. take
what he was offered or let his coal le
in the ground, The oil monopoly grew
up. A few men carried oil at rates
other men could ot get. Beef, sugar
and tobacco and other trusts less laqe

| | and less famous developed.

Free Silver Agitation,

As a result there arose a great dls-
content, which W. J. Bryan proposed
to remedy by free silver. McKinley
was elected on a promise to try to get
bimetallism. Secondly, Bryan thought
the United States could establish bi-
metallism of itself.

“We are not so excessively vain as
to think we could beat the whole
world,” was Dr. Abbott's comment.
Gold monometallism became the ver-
diet of the nation.

“McKinley died and then came Theo-
dore Roosevelt to take his place.” (Ap-
plause,) Mr. Roosevelt Dr. Abbott re-
garded as the best-known man in Arh-
erica and Canada.

“And he is as much misunderstood
ag well-known n generally are,” he
said. He traced’ career and - his
training in ‘all ranks and classes of
the people, and in almost every de-
partment of civie, political, commer-
cial, military and naval life.

Roosevglt could have survived four
years’ presidency over the sleepy sen-
ate,” was ore of the doctor's comments.

AGAINST FAKE DRAFTING.

New York Sun: The new rule adopted |
1‘)‘3' the Natiopa! Commission to prmni
| “fake.drafting” will result in much good:
it is believed. The rule was prompted by
at least one transaction in which two
American League ‘clubs were involved
last vear, The Cleveland Club drafted a
Dl‘lyer' from ‘the Dallas Clup of the Texas
(Class . () League, apd: turned. him over|
to the Boston Red Sox. President Taylor

the Sacramento Club of the Pacific Coast
(Class A) League, thereby acting merely
as an agent. Under t new rule such
methods are iilegal, agd clubs ghlity of
violations will be fined to the extent of
the drafting price. : R R

The drafting rule, by the way, is vio-
lated in other forms, It {s a well-known
fact that in both major leagues combina-
tions exist for the purpose of making the
drafting of desirable players doubly sure.
When the drawings for players took place
at Cincinnati in September this evil was
disclosed {n -no. uncertain way, both
leagues being about equally to blame. In
the National League, for instance, some
players were draftedsby seven clubs, al-
tho only one club in ‘each {ustance wanted
a certain man.  If a player thus drafted
by Natiopal League. clups was also draft-
ed by one or two American League clubs,
the former organization had a much bet-
.ter chance to keep him in the drawing of
lots. It was owing to this combination of
interésts that the Detroit Club, for in-
stance, falled to' get even one of the men
who were claimed by President Navin,
The commission*is anxious to put an end
to this sharp practice, hut' so far an effec-
tive remedy bas not been decided on.

President Lynch of the Natlonal League
so far has been blocked in his attempt to
get thruo a new rule that will compel ail
players drafted by the American League
.to bhe held for waivers by the National
League before beihg turned back to the
minors. At present a dvafted player goes
thru only one major league before return-
ing to the minors, while both leaguds
must waive claim on putchased players
prior ‘to his return to the classiffed cir-
cuits. The “‘covering up’” of players has
often prompted ineffective legisiation in
the ‘past, but the practice will cont‘lnue‘
just so long as the baseball -governors
continue to wink the other eve.

The Woman Murderer.
