Important Victory for the
British Troops in India

UNDER GENERAL SIR WILLIAM LOGKHART.

The Position of the Enemy Was Very Strong,
i But It Was Carried.

Simla, Oect. 29.—The British forces
under General Sir William TLockhart
captured the Sempagha Pass at 11.15
o'clock this morning.

General Gaselee, in command of the
second brigade, led the advance upon

When Dr. McGlynn was able to think

Henry George, jr., was born in Saera-
mento, California, in 1862. He was edu-
cated in the Public schools of San Fran-
cisco. He was taken from school and
put to work in a printing office, and
helped to set type for “Progress and
Poverty.” He came east with his fa-
ther -in 1880.

In 1883 he went: to- England as his
father's private secretary. After his re-
turn he wgs employed for some * time
on the editorial staff of Truth, a daily
paper then published in this city. When

The Standard was founded by his father
as the recognized exponent of the single
tax movement he became managing edi-
tor of the paper, holding that 'position
until 1891, Then he went to Washing-
ton as special correspondent for a numn-
ber of Western papers. In 1892 he
spent six months in England as a- cor-

respondent for several prominent Ameri-’

can dailies, writing letters on social and
political 'topies.

In 1893 he went to
to assume the editorial management of
The Florida |Citizen. He -held ‘that po-
sition for two years, .and then retiral
to act as his father's secretary and to
assist in the revision of the mew book
on political economy, which was nearly
completed.

4 Large Expert Demand, With Prices the
Mighest of the Season - The Floupy Mar-
ket Execited in Mentreal.

There has been an advance of 4¢ to B¢ per
bushel in wheat at Ontario points within
the week. On the local market red winter
sold at 90c yesterday, the highest price so
tor of the year. The demand for export
Is exceptionally good, but trade is hamper-
ed by the scarcity of cars. Owing to bet-
ter ocean rates, a good deal of wheat has
been shipped to Britain via Boston and Bal-
timore. Some has gone by boat' across
Lake Ontario and thence by rail to United
States ports for export. i %

In Chicago December wheat rose to
yesterday morning, but later there was a
reaction of 1%c. The tome of the market.
however, is bullish, and a further advance
seems to be expected. There is an unusu-
ally large demand from France.

Exeltement in Flour,

The strong tone of the wheat market
and the determined dash on the part of
the bulls to reach the dollar line in Chicago
The Montreal Trade Bulletin says, has in-
duced a firm and somewhat excited feeling
in Montreal in flour. Western millers are
asking 15¢ to 20c per bbl. advance upon
lowest prices, straight rollers being quoted
at $4.40 to $4.50 in car lots laid down there
on track. Manitoba strong bakers are firm
at-$5 for best brands, with an advancing
tendency. Buyers, however, are very loth
to go beyond their hand-to-mouth require-

ments.

Grain freights from Montreal are quoted
at 3s to all ports except Bristol, which is
quoted at 3s 3d. It is said, however, that
2s 94 might be taken for Liverpool; sack
floar, 15s 6d to 16s 3d to Liverpool, Lon-
don and Glasgow, and 17s 6d to Bristol
Butter and cheese steady at old rates.

NOTES ON NEWS.

Hallowe'en will be celebrated to-night.

A week ago I stated in these columns that
Henry George previous to his nomination
had had two strokes of paralysis, and that
his friends had the gravest fears for his
health. No other journal had mentioned
the matter, but to-day every English-speak-
ing newspaper chronicles the death of one
of the brightest minds in the universe.
Henry Georgg was not English born as
many supposed, but he was of English pa-
rentage. Beginning life as a newspaper re-
porter, he thought for himself and acte®
for himself until he became one of the
greatest men of the day. He might not
have succeeded in becoming the first Mayor
of Greater New York, but failure or suc-
cess would neither have detracted nor add-
ed to his reputation as a man of thought,
a man of originality, a man of ideas,
above all & man of chracter. Ande":mw“ﬁ
the age of 58 he has gone, He battled hard
for a living and traveled in many climes
and has left a family who, if heredity
means anything, will keep the name of
George green for generations yet to come.
In the twentieth century the book that gave
Honrg George fame, ‘"Progress and Pov-
erty,” which has been translated into
French, German,’Spanish, Italian, Swedish,
Russian, Japanese and Chinese, will- be

And now the great speculation will be
who will be successful in the candldature
for the mayoralty of New York, KFew ever
imagined that Henry George, who.is great-
er in death, would triumph, and fewer still
will expect to see his son, Henry George,
jr., elected. Richard Croker has lost his
prime enemy. The people who were op-
posed to himi, who were ruthlessly opposed
to bossism, who followed Henry George,
will look for the next best man. And that
next best man is Seth Low. George's
death has, I verily believe, given Seth Low
fifty thousand votes. That simply means
that in addition to the 70,000 which Seth
Low was before assured of from Brook-
1yn, he will get nearly & hundred and twen-
ty thousand from New York, which will
insure his election. In other words Henry
(x’oorge‘s death seems to me to have made
Van Wyck an impossibility and to have
Qlaced Seth Low, ex-president of Columbia
College, Mayor of Brooklyn 31 years of
age and for several years thereafter in the
chair for a certainty. And kis election will
reflect the greatest possible credit upon the
enlarged city.

After a tragedy lesser things appear o
much like comedy that it is difficult to
write of them, and the manner of Henry
George’s death reminds me forcibly of that
of Sir John Thompson at Windsor Castle.

Mr. Lee Wants a Let.

Mr. W. 8. Lee was pot in favor of empor-
1zing. He asked for an issue of from $100.-
000 to $150,000 to meet the needs of a city
growing so fast as Toronto. Retired farm-
ers were bringing their children to the city
to be educated. Refuting Ald. Lamb’s sug-
gestion that a permunent arrangement for
‘the use of the church cellars be made, Mr.
Lee pointed out that the sanitation in these
basements was bad, and, “besides, the pu-
pils gyould not be under direct control of
the ncipals of the schools.

Dr. Ogden recalled the menace to chil-
dren’s health under such conditions, and
the Board before dealing with the mat-
ter will have the facts put in writing be-
fore them at the next meeting.

A Usual Grant.

It was decided to grant §150 towards the
Poultry Show to be held by the Toronto
Poultry, Pigeon and Pet Stock Associa-
tion in December.

Lamb’'s Election Fad.

Ald. Lamb at once anticipated the May-
or's ‘Playground Policy” and made.a busi-
uesslike suggestion by moving:

“hat the City Solicitor be instructed
to apply to the Ontario Legislature for
such legislation as may, where lands have
been oftered for sale for raxes due, and in
case they do not bring the amount charged
ngainst them, vest each such lot or parcel
in the corporation, with a right fo the
owner to redeem within one year atfter the
sale, but that if not so redeemed aL the
end of which time, the title to be abso-
lutely vested in the City of Toronto, with
power to pass bylaws to set aside sucn
property for parks, public squares, play-
grounds, school 'sites or fire halls, or other
lawful uses of the corporation, or to lease
or sell the e by public auction or pri-
vate sale, as the Council may in their wis-
dom afterwards decide.” >

Ald. Leslie concurred, and made a wur-
’her suggestion that the city buy in all
Jands worth the amount of the arrears or
taxes, and three years' taxes, in addlition,
giving the owners two or three years to
vedeem their lands.

Notice of a bill embodying these sugges-
tions. will be given by the City Solicitor,
and the details will be arranged by the
Legislation Committee.

What Mr. Walker Will Take.

Dear Sir,—The Henry George Club aug Sin-
gle Tax Association of Toronto, with other
friends and reformers of this city, offer
their sincere sympathy with you and your
bereaved mother and sisters in the irre-
parable loss you have sustained: in the
death of your beloved father. We trust
that you will not regard it as an intrusion

a good father, your esteemed mother-is be-
reft of a faithful and loving spouse.
Your country has lost a true patriot, re-
formers a counsellor and guide, Canadian
single taxers a beloved leader, oppressed
humanity a doughty champion ~and the
world an honest man. If one note of ‘this
message jars ascribe it to the suddenness
of our joint calamity, that makes our ca-
lamity more sincere than coherent and our
hearts throb with your own in your deep
desolation. Signed on behalf of meedng.

Presldent Exppesaes Sorrow.

President George J. Bryan occupied the
chair, and before introducing Rev. C. A.
