Earthquake Throughoat the Pelopon-
nesus Which Has Made Many
People Homeless.

WHOLE VILLAGES WERE DESTROYED

Inhabitants Camping Out in the
Suburbs and Afraid to Return
to Their Homes.

Athens, Jan. 22,—A strong selsmic dis-
turbance wae felt this morning about half-
pvast 9 o'clock throughout ithe Pelopon-
nesus (the southern portion of the Kingdom
of Greece), especially In the southwestern
departments of the peninsula. All the
houses In the town of Kihatra, in the de-
partment of Messina, on the Ionian coast,
have been damaged, and the inhabitants are
now camping out in the suburbs. Two
caddges ol tee vielnity  of  Filiatra  were
completely destroyed, many people belng
slightly Injured.

The villages of Kyparissia and Stase were
also practically destroyed, though it is not
knoown-as vet whether there were any vio-
1ims. there. Much damage to pi y was
done wt Navarino, a seaport six miles north
of Modon, whose harbor witnessed the vic-
tory of the English, FFrench and Russian
fleets over those of the Turks and Egypt-
fans in 1827: and considerable damage 18 re-
ported trom Calamuia, caplal of the De-
partment of Messina, near the head of the
Guif of Korom.

I'he shock was severely felt in the Dis-
triet of Zante, capital of the Ionian #sland
of that name. but there was no loss of life
or property there. Many sidghter shocks
have oeccurred during the day, and the peo-
ple at numerous towns and villages are
afraid to return to their homes. The au-
thorities are doing all in their power to
furnish tents and supplies.

Siate Railroad Commission Will
Test the Difterent Inventions.
in New York City. :

Albany, Jan. 22-The New York State
Raliroad Commission s making an effort to
secure power brakes for surface eléctric
street cars, This cluss of cars Is at preseat
equipped with the ordinary hand brakoes,
such as were used on the old horge cars.

The reason why the street cars have not
heen fitted with power brakes 18 because
no brake of that character has yet been
found to meet the requirements. Sévers!

'The raflroad com-
panies have been compelled to continne
with the service of an  tmproved hand-
brake. In order to secure, if possible, some
invention which will appronch the standard
required, the State Raflroad Commission
has sent out invitations to all persons in-
terested in power brakes to participate at

A Case of Wide Iiterest to the
Medical Profession Decided
in Montreal.

PLAINTIFF  ASKED FOR DAMAGES|

—

For an Operation to Which She Had
Not Comsented, But She Lost,
., as It Saved Her Life,

Montreal, Jan, 22,—A case of wide interest
to the medical profession Las during the
past two days been proceeding before Mr,
Justice Curran in the Superior Court, The
plaintiff, Madge Parnell, clalmed heavy
damages from Dr, Springle, one of the at-
tending staff of the Western Hospital, ou

the grounds that she bhad entered that hos-
pital as a free patient, under Dr, Springle’s
care, to have one operation performed on
her, and that whilst on tne operating table,
under un amaesthetie, she bad had an en-
tirely different operation performed,

Messrs. MoCormack & Claxion pleaded on
behalf of defendant that it was quire true
that a different operatlon was performed
from that to which plaintiff had given her
consent; that duning the operation It was
found that her condition was rar more
serlous than antleipated, and that in order
to save her life, the six physicians present
decided that it was absolutely necessary to
change the lntended operation and remove
the diseased parts.  ‘The plaintif and a
Mrs. Bome testified as to bher coudition
previous to her entering the hospital, and
as to her admission to a free ward in the
Western Hoepital. For defandant, it is
shown that the operation was perfosned
by Dr, Perrigo, the gynecologist of the hos-
pital, assisted by Drs, Springle, Tutley, Ir-
vine and Mclatyre.

Drs. Perrigo, Springle and Tatley gave
evidence as to the nature aud circumstauces
of the operation, and that if the aiseased
parts had not been removed death would
have resulted. 5

Dr, Willlam Gardner, chief gynecologist
of the Royal Victoria Hespital, corrubo-
rated what the other physicians had sajd—
that it would have almost béen criminal to
have left plaintiff in the condition “onnd,
and that under similar eircumnstances every
physician would do as they had done,

Sir Wiillam Hingston, Dr, Clarence Web-
ster, Dr, F. A, L, Lockhart and several
other eminent gynecologists, were in attend-
ance to give similar expert testimony ,hmt
were not called, as His Honor stated that
he was perfectly satisfled, and requesied
Messrs, St. Plerre and Pelissier to produce
any contradictory medical evidence, If such
they had. As no such evidence was forth-
coming, the count, without cal’'ng on coun-
sel, dismissed the action, saylng that the
physicians had done a humane act and were
perfectly justified.

In Cornwall They Do Not Exactly
Like the State of Affairs.

A despatch from Cornwall to The Mont-
real Gazette says that the prébapility of
Quebec, Sherbrooke 'and other teams belng
adamitied to the Senior League is the sub-
ject of much discussion here. The general
opinion seems to be that new blood Is badly
needed {n the league, and Quebec has well
earned a place in eenlor circles. A tean
from the (Ancient Capital would hbe a re-
freshing change from the rather tame ag-
gregation of kmported men Toronto has been
sending out, says the despatch. "There has
for some yeams past been a feeling that
there were geveral teame debarred from

ng for senior  chi jonship who
could play all.ground some the teams In
the league. The admission of the Natlonals
and their capture of the rchampionshlp,
seems to have proven this conclusively.
There has also been a feeling that the
genuine old eporting spirit has been sup-
planted by diplomacy. These are a few of
the reasons why lacrosse has ceased to be
the popular game that It was a decade ago,
whyv the record-breaking crowd no longer
throng the grand stands, why so many
Canadians are no longer lacrosse enthusiasts
and long for the dgood old days of the chal-
lenge, when the ¢hamplons had to meet all-
comers and every club was eligible to com-
pete for the championship.

Perhaps it would be 11 to go back to
the old system. It would at least do away
with the diplomacy and wire-pulling of the
committee room.%y which the club with
the wull gets everything and a stronger
tem s often shut out of the game
altogether. Something must be done or a
few years hence the grandest athletjc sport
that ever developed a man's m eg wil
pess Into oblivion.

A good suggestion comes from an old
facrosse man, now on the Pacific Coast.
He adviges taking In every team that wants
to mlay senjor and forming two or three
leagues, the serles of which would close
early in the season and give champlons of
each time to play off. MThe Natfonals, Que-
bee, Sherbrookes and Montreal In an east-
ern league; Cornwall, Shamrocks and Capi-
tals In a central league, and Toronto, Te-
cumseh and a couple of western teams In
the western league, could compete with
very fittle trouble- and expense, or to carry
the matter a little further, organize an all-
Canadian assoclation to Include the senlor
leagnes, intenmediate leagues and distriet
leagues, ffor after all without the develop-
ment of junior teams, senior teams must
always be weak.

Cornwall takes an actlve interest in the
situation as it is the home of lacrosse, and
the downfall of the game wonld be keenly
felt here. The Interest in la~~n3se has been
on the wane in this section ~vell as else-
where, and any move to re Im the flame
of enthnsiasm by Improving the present or-
der of things would be heartily welcomed.

For how many patients does the as-
sociation propose to furnish -accoinmoda-
tion? What provision will be made for In-

clation expect from the city and Govern-
ment? In view of the falot that Dr. Play-
ter’s assoclation Is now organized and ready
to establish a sanita.fum that will treat
all ‘indigent cases, it becomes Important
that the National Association should take
the public into its confidence and tell them
just what It proposes to.do. s

Mr. Faulkner’s objections, on the other
hand, seem to be more technical than sub-
stantial, Hip principal complaint Is based
on ‘the fact that Mirw. Macdonell is going
to get more than the city agreed to give
her. He says he has no fault to find with
the Sunnvside arbitratfon, and does not
base his case on the finding of the arbitra-
tors. But he is dissatisfied because Mrw,
Macdonell §s going to get too much. This
fs a mighty vpoor stand for Mr. Faulk-
ner to take. but etill he has the legal right
to take it, and he says he intends to abide
by his present decision to demand am arbi-
tration.

Mr, Fleming §s highly indignant with Mr.
Faulkner, and he advises the abandonment
of the whole project. That is all very well
and many citizens will sympathize with the
Commissioner in his denunciation of Mr,
Faulkner, but Mr, Fleming himself Is not
blameless in {his transaction.

FARMERS AND THE HOG MARK'T.

So much has been written and sald on the
feeding of hogs that we thought by this
time every farmer In Ontario knew how to
produce the standard bacon hog. A glance
at our market reponts from day to day,
however. reveals the fact that large sums
of money are being lost by farmers through
the improper feeding. 7Tast week in the
Toronto Cattle Market ankmals of the right
proportion and- weight brought 8714 cents
oer hundred more than those which were
too fat. A two hundred-pound hog, pro-
perly fed, brought $1.75 more than one
which did not come up to the requirements
of the packers. A considerable percentage
of all the hogs sold last week, well on to
50 per cent., were culls, bringing 8714 cents
per hundred less than they should have
brought. In the aggregate this Is a very
biz logss to the farming community. ' The
drovers claim that the packing houses are
too strict, if not actually unjust, In thelr
rejection of so many of the hogs that are
offered for sale. There may be some truth
in this contention, but it seems to us that
a simple remedy Is avallable to the farmer.
Let him feed his hogs properly and market
them when they are of the right weight
and none of his animals will be rejected.
There Is no difficulty in feeding them and
in mroducing the animals the packers Insist
on. We think, therefore, the farmers havep|

GLADSTONE AND KITCHENER.

The Dead Civilian is at a Discount
Compared With the Live
ing Warrior,

London, Jan. 22.—Great Britain presents a
vivid contrast between the potency of civie
and military fame. To put it baldly, Glad-
stone dead is quoted at £20,000 in the me-

aorjal market, while Kitchener, alive, easi-
ly commnands £120,000,

The promoters of the Gladstone memorial,
who expected to secure £200,000 to establish
libraries in the principal cities through po-
pular contributions, are greatly depressed
at the resuits of the appeals to the people.
After several months these appeals have
only resulted In collecting one-tenth of the
sum desired.

But In the case of Kitchener, who dazzled
the empire with the laurels of a day spent
