Altho Mr. Shaughnessy says the C.P.R. is not in the deal with Mr. Hil, it wtll
be recalled that the first announcement of the Morgan-Rockefeller-Hill consolidation
was coupled with the name of Lord Strathcona, late President of the C.P.R., and an
old ally of Jim Hill. If, then, the big American combine and the big Canadian com-
bine (the C.P.R.) are together, where will their Canadian antagonists be? A Toronto
man told The World last night that, as far as he could gather, Jim Hill was a large
purchaser of Crow's Nest Coal stock, and that he believed that the C.P.R. had refused
to come into the Morgan-Hill-Rockefeller deal, and, therefore, that not only was
there a Canadian opposition, bent on fighting the C.P.R., but that the greatest rail-
way combination ever in the United States was also intending to make a dead set on
the Canadian Pacific, He will be a shrewd man who will guess right, and who wilt
play the stocks of the C.P.R. and the Crow’s Nest accordingly.

The Crow’s Nest Coal Company has no monopoly of the coal measures in that
country. A large section has been reserved by the Dominion, and The World hears
of another big company shortly to be formed. This company will ask for a mining
privilege on a royalty basis, and a wholesale and retail price fixed by Government in
that country, and at once begin operations. 'Prominent Liberafs in Winnipeg, Van-
couver, Toronto and Montreal are to be identified with the company.

There are other coal companies getting ready to exploit the Crow’s Nest country,
and to ship coal to the United States, to the Pacific coast and to the British Columbia
smelters,

But they all may be at the mercy of the rajlways.

s('* BATTERY UNDER MAJOR HUDON

Performed One of the Greatest
Forced Marches Ever Recorded
in History.

The siege and relief of Mafekilng are now
ranked amongst the glorious records of the
! British army, and the names of its brave
deéfenders  and ' gallant commander are
known all over the civilized world, but in
the midst of all these enthusiastic rejolc-
ings, says the Mafeking correspondent of
Tie London ‘Times, we have overlooked one
of the finest forced marches which have ever
been made, and this, 100, by troops whiech
have been sent to help the Mother Country
by her colonies.

On April 13th, C Battery of the Royal
Canadian Artillery, under Major Hudon, re-
ceived orders to proceed to Cape Town and
embark for Beira, where they were to form
part of thé Rhodeslan field force under Gen-
eral Sir Frederick Carrington. The follow-
ing morning they left Stellenbosch and did
a forced march of 30 miles into Cape Town
and sailed on board the Columbia with ther
guns the same evening. .

Arrival at Beira.

Pluck and Perseverance.

In order to appreciate the pluck and per-
severance shown by the Canadian artillery
and Queenslanders on this occasion, one
must consider the obstacles they had to
contend with; many of the men arrived at
Marandellas without coats, as these had
boen burnt off their backs by sparks from
the engines which is fed by wood fuel and
{ does not carry a spark protector ‘on the
funnel. The rolling steck Is absolutely
deficient, and the men sat In open trucks
on their ammunition, baggage, etc., exposed
to the great heat of the day and at night
‘ to 'a" biting -eold and fever:mist, which
makes itself felt soon after sundown; add to
this the constant danger by fire, which had
to he very carefully guarded against on
account of the ammunition.

Every Vehicle Requisitioned,

At Marandellas, when every available

CHIGAGD'S PIONEER  PACKER

Alfred - E. Kent, Who Founded the
Great Industry That Made
the City, Dies.

MADE MILLIONS (N COMMERGCE.

Came of Dhﬂ_ng‘ul-hed Ancestry—
He Forsook Practice
of Law, '~

Chicago, Jan. 9.—Alfred Emmett Kent,
one of Chicago’s oldest and best-Enown
business men, died yesterday morning at
11 o’clock at the home of his niece, Mrs.
E. L. Burk, in Genoa, Neb., where he was
visiting, Thirty years ago Mr. Kent was
one of the leaders in the commercial life
of this city. He was one of the organizers
of the Corn Exchange and old Third Na-
tional Banks, and of the Board of Trade.
He was also the originator of the optional
fystem of trading, without which boards
of trade would be impossible. But his
greatest achievement lay in the founding
of the gyeat packing lndustrées which have
made Chicago famous the world over.

For six ¢ ast Mr. Kent has been
ia Genoa looking after his large cattle im-
terests. In the performance of this work
he contracted the grip, which resulted in
heart failure, of whicn he died.

0f Distinguished Ancestry.

Mr. Keunt was born in Suttelk, Conn.,
Sept. 1, 1880, where had been the home of
the family for 200 years. Among the most
noted of his ancestors was the great Chan-
cellor,James Kent, the famous author of
“Kent's Commentaries.”

Alrred HKmmenr sent graduated from the
classical department o1 Yale University
witn the famous cluss of 53. Among LS
classmates “were Edmund Clarence Sted-
man, the poet-banker; Justice Shiras orf
the Supreme Court of the United States;
Wayne McVeagh, ex-Attorney-General of
the United States; Randall Gibson, ex-
United States Senator from Louisiana;
George W. Smalley, the noted correspons-
ent, and many other men of national re-
pute,

The young graduate was admitted to the
bar at Binghamton, N.Y., in 1859. He had
practised his profession but a -short time
when he became defiected from it by a
cenvbination of circumstances, and took up
in its stead the fur commission business,
and later the packing industry, in which
he made a fortune of several millions,

First of the Great Packers.

Practically he was the first of Chicagd’'s
great packing kings. In 1859 the firm of A.
1. Kent was formed, his partner being his
brother, Sidney A. Kent, who died last
spring. This firm continued in existen:e
until 1872, when, together with his bo-
ther and B. P. Hutchinson, he organized
the Chicago Packing and Provision Com-
pany. ‘I'nis firm became tne Successor 10
the business of the concern of A. K. Kent
& Co., In 1861 this private firm bullt Chi-
cago’s first big packing house at the junc-
tion of 22nd-street with the south branch
of the river.

During the Civil War, and as late as
1872, A. E. Kent was the most promin2nt
packer in the city. Among his employes
was Nelson Morris, a young hog buyer,  who
was destined to become one of the great
paeking giants of the city. A

In 1871 Mr. Kent's health failed and he
removed to California, where he had since
resided. His home was 4 princely country
estate at San Rafael, extending from Gold-
en Bay to the ocean,

A CANADIAN STAFF. :

The time has arrived for Canada to as-
sume control of and responsibility for Its
entire military system. That system must
be consistent with the genius of the people
of the country. The British military ldea
will not mweet the requirements of this
country. We must havea distinectively Cana-

can establish such a system Is by putting
Canadfans in charge of all the responsible
positions, from the G.0.C. down. The at-
tempt to fashion the Canadian system. on
the British plan, thru the medium of Bri-
tish officers, has utterly failed. There Is
no more reason for our importing British
officers than there is for importing British
judges or British statésmen, Canada s
fully able to manage its own affairs. In
fact, we have an idea that we can manage
our own affairs hetter than anyone else
could do the job, éven in the matter of our
military system. We are not only compe-
tent to manage our own military affairs,
but there Is practical unanimity In the
country that we should proceed to do so at
the earliest opportunity. That opportunity
seems to have arrived. The present is an
opportune moment for Instituting the
change. We havé quite a pumber of able
officers who have gained a wide and valu-
able  experience from the South African
campaign. These officers are now In Can-
ada, avallable for the several responsible
positions new held by British military men
in the Canadian militia. We have Canadian
officers quite competent to take supreme
command of the forces, to administer the
affairs of the Royal Military College, to fi'l
the position of quartermaster-general, com-
manding officer of the artillery and similar
appointments. It would not be difficult to
mention Canadian officers who would be
quite competent to succeed the present G.0.
C., or the Quartermaster-General. Canada
has a military problem of her own to solve
and Canadians are better able to work out
the solution’ than are Englishmen. The
former know the peculiarities of the coun-
try and of the people. They can appre-
clate better than Englishmen the dangers
that threaten the Dominion and they are
mwore competent to take precautionary mea-
sures to anticipate those dangers. On all
grounds it is desirable that Canada should
have its military staff composed of Cana-
dians and we trust that no time will be
lost in making the necessary changes.

LOSS OF HALF A MILLION

Caused By Fire in New York
Harbor—Steamers and Docks

The final meeting of the old Council has
been called for Friday, and will not be a
long-drawn-out aﬂnlr,'as the aldermen in-
tend to be all on hand to welcome the re-
turning Toronto members of the second
Canadian contingent later in the afternoon.
The meeting, however, cannot be held with-

out a parting tribute being paid to the al-
dermen who will be missed from the new
Council Board.

N. L. Steiner the Right Man,

What Toronto can do to profit’ by the
Pan-American Exhibition at Buffalo is a
subject that already calls for attention
from the new Council. It is unlikely that
much, if anything, in the way of actual
expenditure will be undertaken. But thou-
sands of Torontonians will be visiting Bufl-
falo, and twenty times as many thousands
of Americans will doubtless cross the lakes
to visit the city. There ought to be some
representative citizen who could pay proper
attention to distinguished American visit-
ors. The Reception Committee cannot meeg
every other day for the purpcse. The
Mayor and officials are very often busy
when strangers meriting clvic courtesy visit
the Hall.

A happy suggestion is being made of a
way of serving the city’s interests with-
out any chance of arousing objection or
opposition. It is that ex-Ald. N. L. Stein-
er be appointed Honorary Commissioner
in connection with’” the Pan-American Ex-
hibition. No better choice could be made.
Mr. Steiner has all the leisure and accom-
plishments that such a position would de-
mand. A cultivated German, who speaks
four or five languages fluently, he has fu¥-
thermore a wide :circle of acquaintances
among eclvic and fraternal leaders in vari-
ous cities across the border. The German
element will probably preponderate at the
Fair, and it would be an excellent thing
for Toronto if an honorary Civic Commis-
sioner ‘of German nationality occasionally
visited Buffalo. _Several gentlemen who
spoke of the- idea yesterday were highly
pleased with it, and Mayor Howland 1s
pretty sure to take the same view. As for
the members of the Council, there is no-
thing, in their oplinion, too good for ex-Ald.
Steiner, especially as he never asks for
anything to which pay, reward or r-
quisite attaches. There are many vbvious
advantages In having this position of a
purely honorary character.

Timber of Board of Control.

One certain
name is that of Ald. Urquhart, His fitness
is acknowledged on every hand.

But only four ean be appoint2d
in addition to the Mayor. i

responsible positions. Ald. Burns, Hub-
bard, Russell, McMurrich, Ward, Cox and
others are being talked about as deserving
of honors.

Of Charlotte he
says: 1 must confess that my first im-
pression: 6f Charlotte Bronte's personal ap-
pearance was that it was interesting rather
than attractive. She was very small and had
a quaint, old-fashioned look. Her head
seemed ton large for her body. She had
fine eyes, but her face was marred by the
shape of the mouth and hy the complexion.
There was but little feminine charm about
her. and of this fact she herself was un-
easlly and perpetually conscious. It may
seem strange that the possession of genius
did not lift her above the weakness of an
excessive anxiety about her personal ap-
pearance.

French Mail Steamer Russie’ Still
Afloat, But People on Board
Are Suffering.

STORM SHOWS SIGNS OF ABATING.

All Sorts of Devices Tried to Get
the People Off, But Without
Success.

Marsedlles, Jan. 9.—Despatches from the
village of Faraman, near which the French
mail steamer Russie, from Oran, Algeria,
stranded Monday in a violent storm with
fifty passengers and a crew of forty on
board, say that all efforts to reach the
steamer have failed, owing-to the tremend-
ous height of the seas which are running.

When night fell yesterday quite a num-
ber of thé crew and passengers were seen
clinging to the fore-rigging and deck ralls,
making despairing signals for guccor,which
those ashore were powerless to afford.

Tugs Could Do Nothing,

The tugs, which made repeated effor:s
to approach the Russie, were themselves
menaced with disaster, and obliged to re-
linquish the attempts. Late in the after-
noon, another expedient was essayed, that
of launching a raft, with a life-line, from
a tug lying off the wreck. The result of
this attempt to reach the endangered crew
and passengers of the Russie is not yet
known. Those on board of her were seen
to launch floats, but they were all earried
ont to sea by the current.

He
urged that immense sums of money could
be saved in improvements on the great
lakes; the navigable depths of the lakes
could be increased by raising the levels of
the lakes by a series of dams. He char-

acterized as ridiculgus the provision au-
thorizing the Presidegnt by diplomatic ne-
gotiation to enter linto agreements with a
view to gsecuring suitable levels in the
great lakes and the connecting waters be-
tween the United States and Canada.

The dams, he
said, would raise the depth of the lakes at
low water two feet. The engineers, he sald,
proved conclusively that the dams wouid
not affect the lake levels at migh water.
This was a proposition to construct a
channel on the Canada side, oppo:ite Wyan-
dotte. He was opposed, hegaid, to expend-
ing further money for the construction, en-
largement and maintenance of a ship canal
on the Canadian border. A miilion and a

Wyandotte, yet not a ton of it was em-
barked at Wyandotte. He subiitted that
facilities should be afforded whereby ihe
freight from Wyandotte could be embarked

there.

ARMY CANTEEN MUST GO.

United States Senate Backed Up
the House of Representatives in
the Matter.

Washington, Jan. 9.—The army canteen
is to be abolished, as the Senate to-day,
by a very decisive vote, concurred in the
House provision relating to the army can-
teen. Only fifteen votes could be muster-
ed in the Senate in favor of the canteen,
while 34 were cast against it. Most of the

time to-day was occupied by Senators Tell-
er of Colorado, Pettigrew of South Dakota
and Cutler of North Carolina, who all op-
posed the adoption of the Senate Commit-
tee’s amendment, which provided for 'a con-
tinuance of the canteen. Beyond disposing
finally of the canteen question, the Senate
accomplished little, 3nd it seems doubtful
whether a final vote upon the measure will
be reached before Friday or Saturday.
The rapld growth of the saloon in Manila
was referred to by several Senators. all
agreeing that something shonld be done
to restriet the traffic. Mr. Lodge said that
while he did not helieve thé canfeen had,
done any particular harm in the Philip-|
pines he was convineed that the saloon |
had done incalculable harm there. He gave |
notice of an amendment prohibiting the
importation ef distilled liquors into the
Philippines except for mgdical purposes.
