fuel could not possibly be sold at any

SLEEP MYSTIFIES DOGIORS

P

For Ten Days a Girl Has Lain
Unconscious and Barely
Breathing.

ELECTRICITY FAILS TO AROUSE HER

Many Specialists Working Over New
York Patient—-Spell Seems
Hypnotic,

New York, Oct. 20.—For ten days
Miss Nellie Corcoran has lain uncon-
geious in St. Vincent’s Hospital, and
the best medical skill in the city has
been unable to revive her or even to
tell what is the cause of her condi-
tion. Bvery treatment known to the
medical science has been resortued to
in vain. The doctors are baffled by
his new mystery, and in their dilem-
mia have suggested that she is in a
hypnotic sleep and are inwestigating
along this line, but with little hope of
reaching a solution.

Neurologists, physiologists, and - diag-
ntosticlans, the most prominent in the
city, have been called in by the hospi-

| tal doctors, but none of them has been

able to explain the nature of the girl's
malady or to bring her back to con-
solousness. They have pierced her
skin with needles and shocked her

with electricity of a voltage up tp the
very Hmit of safety, but still she lies
there peacefully sleeping, S

While the doctors are puzzling their
brains, helpless to aid her, the girl is
wasting away.

Nellie Corcoran was a bright healthy
girl up to the night of Octobgr 18,
when she bade good night to Mirs. G-
Hanse, with whom she lived, at No.
223 Past Fourteenth-street, and went
to her bedroom. It was 6K Saturday
night, and she retired at 10.30 o'clock.
She made no compiaint of fliness, and
in fact all that day had been unuysguale
ty vivacious,

Little Dog’s Stramnge Action,

That anything happened to the girl
during the night is not believed, and
there is nothing to bear out such a
suggestion, but on Sunday morning
Mrs, Hanse says she was awakened
by her little dog scratching at the side
of her bed, .

Thinking that something unusual
had occurred to frighten the dog, Mrs,
Hanse arose and made an invegtiga-
tion, but found everything quiet in the
house and nothing out of the ordinary,
except that Nellie was sleeping later
than usual.

Mrs. Hanse called to her, and when
the girl did not get up, went to her
moom and tried to arouse her. Find-
ing her efforts in vain, Mrs. Hange be-
came alarmed. She felt the girl's
pulse, and could not detect the faint-
est beat. Then ghe gent in haste for
Dr. Brandenberg, who lives in, the
same house, and he worked over the
girl from 7 a.m. til 10 a.m, on Sunday,
Oct. 19, but could not arouse her.

Father Sullivan, of St. Ann’s Ca-
tholic Church, where the girl wae an
attendant, was called, and at. the
priest's suggestion an ambulance was
sumunoned, bringing Dr. Gilbert Doneo-
van, of St. Vipcent's Hospitall, He
worked over the strange case for a
while, with no befter resulte than Dr.
Brandenberg, and then took her to
the hospital, where the whole staff of
physicians tried various methods and
means to revive her, |

Her Breathing Very Falint.

First restoratives of every kind
were tried, but none proved effective.
Powerful stimulants were forced down
her throat, but did not produce the

missionaries, and | slightest change in her condition or

appeanance, Electricity was tried
again and again, the shocks being as
strong as permissible without endan-
gering her life, but’'still she lay on her
cot barely breathing and completely
unconscious.

The hospital doctors worked without
success all day Sunday, and on Mon-
day prominent specialiets were called
in. These tried new experiments. They
pricked her with needles, and she
gave no sign of heeding. They touched
her most sensitive nerves without ef-
fect. Only once did they observe the
slightest evidence of feeling in the
rigid form. While an attendant was
vigorously slapping 'her, her eyes
opened and closed again without the
least sign of recognition or a spoken
word or even sound.

There are no pronounced symptoms,
The girl lies as tho asleep, breathing
faintly, Her pulse i® just a little
faster than normal, and her tempera-
ture shows only a half degree of fe-
ver, Yet her appearance i{s changing
rapidly. During the ten days she has
aged ten years in appeamance, and they
fear she cannot be kept alive if her
coma lasts much longer.

As a last resgort, the dootors have
begun investigating the theory that
some one has put the girl in a hypno-
tic sleep. Yet they say if she i3 the
vietim of a hypnotist, she should have
responded to some of the tests, they
have already tried. ;

The present circumstances of the
Doukhobors are such as to suggest the
possibility of the sect disintegrating, or
at least/dividing into two or more Sep-
arate Mes. Such splits have occurred
in the past and may occur again. At
the present time, besides the question
of vegetarianism and the use of domes-
tic animals, there is great divergence
of practice in the matter of communism.
Some villages are more or less strictly
communistic, other villages are on an
individualistic basis, while some Douk-
hobor families have settled on their own
separate “homesteads,” and a consid-
erable number have established them-
selves in the towns, where they get a
living as carpenters and blacksmiths.
Every Doukhobor knows some handi-
craft, and one possible solution of the
cattle question is that those who believe
it to be wrong to use domestic animals
will move into the towns and remain
there.

It is such an unusual thing nowadays
to come across any considerable body of
men who are willing to risk their ma-
terial prosperity for the sake of their
principles that the interest aroused by
the “mad colony” is natural enough.

The Doukhobors have undoubtedly given

some trouble to the Canadian govigmn-
ment ,and they have at times shown a
cantankerous spirit which has disap-
pointed some of those who took part in
arranging their migration from Russia;
but, looked at all around, and fairly
judged, they are a very worthy folk,
industrious, sober, honest, and taking
their religion seriously as a thing that
should guide their practical life.

GLOBE TO THE RESCUE.
The Ottawa correspondent of The

The reports sent out con-
cerning starving and destitute Dcuk-

thobors are contradicted by the follow-
ling statement on Mounted Police in-

spection of the Doukhobor settlements
in the Duck Lake district: “I found

the Doukhobors everywhere busily em=-
ployed in different occupations, viz,
threshing out their wheat, plowing and
hauling their hay from the fields to
their villages, where they put up very
neat stacks. Their wheat is of first-
class quality, and they have thousands
of bushels of it. They cultivate a large
quantity of flax and are getting at the
resent time $1 a bushel for the seed.”
According to a despatch received by
Mr. Frank Pedley, 1800 Doukhobor plil-
grims have reached JYorkton. They
traveled in two contingents and carried
five sick persons on stretchers. The
death of one child was reported. Before
reaching Yorkton the trekkers were met
by a government official, who took the
necessary steps to provide shelter for
the women and children, of whom there
are a thousand. There is plenly of food
in the villages and none are in danger
of want. It is likely that the charges
of caring for the trekkers will be met
out of the funds realized from the sale
of stock. An effort will be raade to
induce the wanderers to return to their
villages.
PSYCHOLOGICAL STUDY.

Peterboro, Oct. 29.—John Wallis, who
has just returned from the Northwest,
where he lived in close proximity to
the Doukhobor settlers, is of the opinion
that they are a dangerous element and
may some day create trouble. They
fhave shown themselves to be meost
emratic in their behavior, and if one
of them, with power of leading his fel-
lows, should rise up and declare himself
inspired of God, in their fanaticism
they might be excited to do damage.
Nothing would be surprising now after
their peculiar actions of late. They
refuse to conform to the laws of the
Domiinion, and refuse to settle on their
own land, and when the country is set-
tled there is mo telling what they will
do. As workmen, they are suspicious
and scheming. As farmers, they can-
not hope to competé with their neigh-
bors when they decline the use of borse;
and modern implements and depend
solely on their own labor. No cannier
people than the Doukhobors exist, and
the difficulty of approaching them is
one of their chief drawbacks. Mr.
Wallis thinks that the government will
certainly be accomplishing much if they
can improve the country with these
people who will produce barely a suffi-
ciency for their own existence. Com-

Civilization’s Great Task to Wipe
Out South Chinn’s Barbarvity,

Tacoma, Wash.,, Oct. 20=~“It will
.ta,ke 100 years or more of hard work
‘and the expenditure of hundreds of-

thousands of dollars to civilize South-
ern China,” gaid Henry W. Huntzell, a
Methodist Episcopal missionary, sent
out by the Chicago Mission two years
ago. He is now on his way back to
Chicago on account of ill-health.

“In Southern China, murder is as
frequent as your meals, and It is called
custom instead of crime. Natives
have little or no moral law. Theére is
a marriage law, but it is only for the
protection of the male inhabitants.
Southern Chinese women, once married
to a man, can never desert him. A
man can have as many wives as he
likes.

-“Slave traffic is rampant in all parts
of the Southern Provinces. Fathers dis-
pose of their daughters and wives in
the same manner as in this country we
dispose of live stock. Notwithstanding

SIX NATIONS CROWDED.

Their Chiefs Ask the Indian Depart-
ment for More Land.

Pight Indian chiefs, heads of the Six

Nations, were at the Palmer House yester-
day. They were accompanied by Superin-
tendent Cameron, and were returning from
the Indian Department, where they had
been discussing the crowded condifion of
the Indian reserve, and questions relfting
to the securing of more land. Chief P.
Poroters, whose Indian name i3 Lategate-
wato, is one of the most intelligent mem-
bers of the party. He remarked that,

while the conference was of a very friend-
1y character, there were some quesiions in
dispute that ought to be settled. This es-
pecially referred to the crowded condition
of the reserve. The reserve consists of
50,000 acres, and there are 4050 people to
occupy it. The chiefs . think that thev
should have more land. Many of the yonng
men are unable to secure farms of sufficient
size on the reservation. They are anxious
to have more acres added. Ctlef Poroters
said the Indians are very prosperous, and
if they had all the land they conld *ill
they could becoime rich. < He did not ex-
pect this could be arranged, hut he did
think the Indians ought to have about 10,-
000 acres more for their reservation.

YOKOHAMA RATS  KILLED

————

Two Thousar;d Slaughtered as Pre-
caution After First Case
of Plague.

WHOLE DISTRICT WAS ISOLATED

Expense of Quarantine of 1240 Peo-
ple for Twenty Days Amounts
: to $20,000.

Yokohama, Oct. 29.—The efficacy of
the measures taken to stamp out the
plague which was discovered in ibis
port on Oct. 6 is demonstrated by the
fact that up to the present only five
cases have occurred.

After the first case had been authenti-
cated a military cordon was establish-
ed around the whole district involved.
When the residents of that district, sev-
eral blocks in area, awoke the next
morning they found themselves walled
in by a substantial board fence eight
feet high, closely guarded.

A price was set on rats, and up to
the present time some 2000 bdave been
destroyed in the gquarantined quarter.

“AS SOON AS | DRAW A BEAD,”

Young Oarl Benson Said, When He
Shot His Sister Dead.

St. Catharines, Oct. 29.—The awful
fatality of Tuesday nights by which
Miss Muriel Benson lost) her life, thru
the careless handling of a rifle in the
hands of her brother, Carl, aged 14
years, has caused profound grief thru-
out the city. It appears that young
Carl Benson and Earl MoCallum were
in the kitchen of the Benson resi-
dence, when Carl undertook to explain
how the cartridge is withdrawn from
the rifle. He was cautioned by his sis-
ter to be more careful in handling the
weapon, and she told Carl he would kill
someone if he was not careful. To this
Carl replied that he handled guns long
enough to know what he was doing,
and he continued the demonstration.
Several times he placed the cartridge
in the rifie and withdrew it, and, fin-
ally, he laid the rifle down, neglecting
to unload it. He was asked by his
sister to do some little chore. “‘Ail
right,” he said, “I will, just as soon
as I draw a bead on you’” and he
raised the rifle to his shoulder anrd
pressed the trigger as he spoke. The
bullet entered the young lady’s brain,
and she was dead in five minutes. Miss
Benson was 21 years of age, and was
the sole surviving daughter, another
daughter having died a couple of
months ago.
