JUDGHENT DAY AT The AL

0f Score of Cases Before Court of
Appeal, Only Five Were
Successful.

NORTH GREY PROTEST GOES ON

Conviction of John Lewis, Christiin
Scicntist, Stands—Cities Win
in “Serap Iron” Cases,

The Court of Appeal has decided that the
North Grey election protest must g to
trial. The petitioner failed to leave a copy
of the petition with the local registrar at
Owen "Sound on beginning the proceedings,
and the Liberals applied for an oirder d's-
missing the case on account of this gmis-
glon. The application was granted by Mr.
Justice Maclennan, and the Couservatives
appealed. Chief Justice Moss and Justices
Osler, Garrow and Maclareu agreed that
the time for receiving the petit:on should
have Dbeen  extended, so that the matter
could be heard on its wmerits.

Christian Science Appeal Fails,

The conviction of John Henry Lewis, the
Christiau Scientist, has been affirmed by
the Court of Appeai. He was tried in No-
vember, 1901, gn a charge of manslaughter,
on account of having failed to prov.de nec-
essary medical treatment for his son, Roy
Lewis, 9 yeurs of age, and thereby having
contributed to the boy's death. The defen-
dant plcaded that the child had been treat-
ed according to his spiritual belief, and that
the treatment was beneficial, as shown by
the evidence of witnesses who had been
cured. He alsp held that medicines and
wedical attendance were not necessaries,
such as are required to be provided for chil-
dren under 16 years of age by the Criminal
Code. Chief Justice Falconbridge tried the
matter and suspended sentence on Lewis,
his counsel asking for a reserved case to
the Court of Appeal on three points of law.
The full benca of that court yesterday gave
out their opinion, holding that the Chief
Justice was right in deciaing that there was
sufficlent evidence to conviet the prisoner,
that he properly told the jury that the
word necessaries included medical treat-
ment, and that the evidence of Christian
Scientists regarding cures effected by pray-
er was immaterial to this case. The effect
is dmportant, as persons neglecting tueir
children will be liable for manslaughter in
case of death occurring in consequence of
their negleet.

Other Appeals Allowed.

There will be a third trial of the case of
John Witty against the London Street Rail-
way. Plaintiff was injured in a collision
while at the Western Fair, and on the first
trial recovered $5500 damages. On a new
trial being granted, the jury increased the
verdict to $10,000. The Court of Appeal
considered this excessive and assessed the
costs agalnst the pladntiff. 4

The appeal of the Grand Trunk Railway
Compuny against the dec.sion of the County
Judges, holding that the tracks on the Fs-
planade were assessable, has been allowed.
The tracks were assessed =t $35,000, and
the taxes amounted to about $700 yearly,
but the Court of Appeal holds that the Iis-
planade és a public highway, and the rail-
way is, theretore, exempt under the Reve-
nue Act,

The court also allowed the appeal of the
Guelph Paving Company from Chief Justice
Falconbridge's judgment, which held the
company Hahle to the City of Guelph for
$200 for water supplied while the streets
were being paved. 'The court held that the
company was not llable tor the water used,
and in any event was greutly overcharged.

A pew trial was granted in Guuffiths v.
the Hamilton Electric Company. Plaintiff
sued as representative of his son, who was
killed while in the émploy of the company.
The trial judge held that there was not
sufficient evidence to go to the jury, but
the Court of Appeal holds that he was in
error.

“Serap Iron” Appenl Cases,

The appeals by tke Laontd Railway
Company, loronto Electrie Jidght Co. and
Toronto Incandescent Light Co. agalwst the
City of Toronto, and the Ottawa Electrle
Light Co. and the Ottawa as Company
aguinst the City of Ottawa were dismissed
by the Court of Appeal. The sult arose
from the Assessment Act of 1901, common-
ly kpown as the scrap irom act. The com-
panies held that the words “‘plants and ap-
pliances’’ applied to all their property on
or off the streets and accordingly it was
exempt from taxation, except as ‘perkon-
alty. The court holds that only the tars
and rolling stock are affected and upholds
the decision of the judges below, The
City of Toronto galns about $10,000 per
year by this decision, as the assessment
of the three companies on the properiy af-
fected amounts to about half a willion of
doliars.

Many Were Dismissed,

The appeals in the followving cases were
dismissed: Anderson v. Elzle, McLaughlin
v. Mayhew, Banque Provinciale v. Charbon-
neau, Moffatt v. Canada j.umber Coq.,~Bax-
ter v. Jones, Dodge v, Smith, irkbeck
Iean-Co. v. Johnston.

RADIAL RAILWAY SCHEME DELAYED

Mayor's Desire for Conference Not

New York and Vicinity Flooded by
a Great Downpour of
Rain.

New York, June 29.—New York -and
vicinity, as well as this part of the
country, were flooded to-day by a
downpour of rain, during which about
half as much water fell as in the pro-
longed period of wet weather this
month, The storm was accompanied
by thunder and lightning, and several
conspicuous spots were struck by
bolts. Streets in® various sections of
Greater New York were inundated, and
it is expected the damage by water
will be great.

The flood was most serious along the
shore front, on South and West-streets
in Manhattan, and in the Williams~
burg section of Brooklyn, where much
damage was done by floods twelve
years ago. For a good portion of the
day here the water in some of the
streets swas four and five feet deep,
any many families were held prison-
ers in their homes. A NOVEL SIGHT
WAS THAT OF CHILDREN GOING
TO SCHOOL IN ROWBOATS.

The flood extended to the foot of
Broadway, where the ferry houses of
the Brooklyn Ferry Company were
flooded. This was due to the rush
of water descending the decline from
Bedford-avenue., It poured down that
thorofare fully a foot deep and whirl-
ed~ into the ferry houses, making it
impessible for passengers to gain the
boats for over an hour.

One of the houses along Harrison~-
avenue, where the flood was greatest,
became so badly undermined by the
rush of water that it sank several
feet below the level of the street,
and the occupants had to run for their
lives.

PUBLIC WORKS EMPLOYES,

Toronto’s Qunota Have Salaries De-
layed Becamse of Red Tape.

Ottawa, June 29.—Replying to Mr.
Thomson of North Grey in the House
to-day, Mr. Prefontaine stated that
during the past six years the repairs
on the steamer Bayfield amounted to
$6571. The steamer was sold in March
last to John Harrisan of Owen Sound
for $3250.

Mr. Wilson was informed by the
Minister of the Interior that %20,000
was advanced to the Doukhobors in
1899. None of the loan has been re-
paid. Interest at the rate of five per
cent. will be charged, and it is intend~-
ed to make the amount of charge
against the homesteads of the persons
assisted.

Sir Richard Cartwright stated that
the first inspector of binder twins
appointed was Joseph L. Haycock.

His traveling expenses are borne Ly
the government.

E. F. Clarke asked what 1is the
cause of the delay in paying the sal-
aries of the employes in the Public
Works Department, stationed at To-
ronto, and why the salaries are nrot
paid at the same time as the salaries
of the employes of other departments
of the civil service. Mr. Sutherland
replied that the present deiay was
caused by the fact that no funds were
avallable. He said the department
was not aware of the Jate on which
employes of other departmenis are
paid, but the -employes of the Public
Works Department are generally paid
the first week of each month.

Mr. Clarke was algo informed by the
Minister of Public Works that the de-
partment had knowledge of the dam-
age done the southeastern portion of
Toronto Island and the breakwater hy
the recent storms. Fourteen thcu-
sand dollars, Mr. Sutherland said, had
been placed in the main estinates, for
the purpose of the construction of
groynes and protection work for that
portion of Toromnto Island.

Glowing Crop Reports, and Indica-
tions Point to Record Yield
in August.

Twenty thousand men will be none
too many, it is expected, to take off
the crops in the great Northwest next
August, Already letters from Mani-
toba farmers are pouring into the im-
migration office at Winnipeg advis-
ing the authorities of the help requ!'r-
ed by the farmers writing. On June
15 the demand by letter totalled ten
thousand, and not fifty per cent. of
the farmers have sent in their estimate
of the labor required. Conditions so
far are most favorable to a large whent
yield. Rain came at the right time
and seeding was done in proper sea-
son. Prospects wera never so good is
the burden of the Manitoba agricultur~
ist's remarks concerning this year's
crop outlook. In the neighborhood of
ten thcusand homeseekers have this
year broken land in Manitoba. This
flact, together with an abundant yield,
will require many more hands this
year. One advantage over last yeur
the farmers have is the large num-
ber of laborers to be secured from the
10,000 immigrants who have gone
west. Not all these remained ifn Mani-
toba, however, but it is thought a
good percenttge did.

Reckoned in Millions,

Just what the grain production of
Manitoba will be can only be guessed.
By comparison with previous years,
and the average increase, the yield in
all grains this year should be in the
neighborhood - of 150,000,000 bushels.
Last year the total yield of all grains
was 100,052,343 against 41,189,523
bushels in 1891. The acreage under
crop In 1902 was 3,140,144, which in-
cludes the growing of wheat, oats,
barley, flax, rye and peas. This vear
the acreage has increased; the growth
has been excellent, and the prospects
the best. Just what the outlook is
can better be imagined by the re-
marks of some of the farmers them=-
selves. They write from the differ-
ent districts: “Crops were put in in
prime condition. Rain came in abun-
dance just when wanted. "The wea-
ther is warm and growth rapid.” and,
“In 20 years’' residence here I have
not seen the grain go in in better
condition.” And another: ‘“This has
been an ideal spring for the farmer.
Splendid weather, not a shower to
stop work until wheat and oats were
in. Then we had a good rain. Splen-
did growing weather now.” These and
many more such expressions have
been received by the immigration au-
thorities, and only tend’ to show how
confidently the farmers look to a tre-
mendous output this year.

Help Must Have Experience.

James Hartney, in charge of the
Manitoba immigration office here, re-
marked that the western country
would again need thousands to help
in the harvest fields this year. Iie
thought the demamnd in the other parts
of the Northwest would be about equal
on the average to that of his pro-
vince. He said : “Labor will be need-
ed in Manitoba, and the surroundiing
country again this year to lift the
crops. No estimate can be made of
the extent of the crop, but it is bound
to be a good one, and, perhaps, an
extraordipary one. Help in harvest
time is of course at a premium, but
the office man and such like who
have had no experience with anything
like farm work are mot wanted out
there during the busy season of har-
