That the fire is extinguished is the
report of mining experts sent by Gov.
Deneen to investigate the ¢alamity, and
its cause. For more than 30 hours the
prisoners had been cut oft from fresh
air before the shaft was entered to-
night, and undoubtedly have been sub-
jected to smoke and gases.

That life could exist under the ter-
rible condition is doubted by many;
but because no trace of high tempera-
ture was found in the depths of 'the
mine to-night, friends of the miners,

and even officers of the company, res,

gained some of their failing hope.
May Be Some Alive.

- Carelessness Caused It. . ' .

The fire broke out late |on- Saturday
afternoon. The only n te escape
were those near the shaft when
the fire started. They feclared a care-
less miner had thrown a torch 0n a
bundleé of hay. Two miners threw the
burning mass on a cart and started to-
ward the main shaft. |

Before tt was reached ia small ex-
piosion occurred. Those nearest the
cages hurried to them and were noisted
to the surface. After about four trips
the cages ceased moving.

What disaster occurred in
minutes following the escape gf
men near the shaft is unknowrm.

Great heroism was shown by officials
of the mine and the residents of the
town of Cherry. These men, who were
outside the mine’ when the fire origina-
ted, contributed;five to| the list of
twelve known dead.

Alexander Nerberg, a pit man, stand-
ing at the bottom of the shaft, carried
the bodies of four men into the cage,
the only alley of escape. AS the last
was carried in he fell across the body.
He was dead as were all his compan-
ions, when the cage was lifted to the
surface.

Brave Rescuers.
Those who had gone' into the pit with

% © him were John Bundy, the mine sup-

erintendent;, John Filood and Isaac
Lewis, a merchant of Cherry,and Dom-
infc Fonenti. Dr W. Howe, a physl-
clan of the city, who had sought to.go
with the men when they descended in
the ‘cage, had been thrust out by Bun-
dy, who explained:

“ They will need you at the top if we
get anyone out. No use risking your
life down here.” ™

The physician vainly sought to re-
suscitate the men when they were car-
ried to him a few minutes later.

Bundy, Flood, Nerberg, Fonenti, and
a miner named Rubinski entered the
cage and descended. On the next trip
the cage, operated from below, carried
up the bodies of six minégs. Then the
cage again ascended, this time bearing
the unconscious bodies of three of the
rescuing party. Again it was lowered,
and the bodies of the last three of the
six, including Nerberg, were brought
up.

Pitiful Scenes.

At the entrance.of:theé sghaft a scene
was enacted such 4s is ‘'seen only at a
dsaster of _this kind. Hundred of
screaniing women, weeping children and
frantic but helpless men crowded about
the place.
‘Almost of the men imprisoned
were in the third. vein, the. only en-
trance to which was from the isecond
veln, almost 500 feet from the maln
shaft of the ipit.

The fire causing the explosion,
which may prove one of the
greatest tragedies in the list of
mine horrors, had an origin ai-
most trivial. A pile. of hay als.
lowed to smoulder too long
finally ignited the timbers of
the mine, and before the worlk:-
men ' realized their danger, -th
mine was filled with smoke,
gases and flames, and all exit
was impossibile,

The greatest tragedy of min-
ing history is believed to be
that which occurred in Toklo,
Jgpan, in 1907, when 470 persons
were killed. The imaximum loss
of life in a mine disaster in the
United States was reached at
Monongah, W. Va., in 1907,
when 398 minersiwere killed.

““And v@hen even was come, the boat
was in the midst of the sea, and He
was alone upon the land.” (Mark vi.,
47.) | :

“Unless we are persuaded that God

pathetically into our cares and troubles,

lieve in no God at all?” declared Rev.
W. T. Herridge, D.D., of St. Andrew's
Church, Ottawa, preaching in convo-
cation hall on Sunday. morning.

“The urpose of the church,” he
said, “is to show how very near He is
to every one of us, how He writes His
scriptures day by day on the glowing
page of our lives. The incarnation is
the true response to the cry of man
for God, who'shall still be God, and yet
be near Him.

“Christ possessed in a unique measvre
the qualities which make for comrade-
ship, yet the leaders of the Jewish op~
position would have nothing to do with
Him. He stood above the threat of pra-
judice. Unfolding God’s truth, He re-
fused to turn aside from His high pur-
pose.

“What wonder that He was misun-
derstood? | What wonder that He, for-
saken by His own disciples, was hound-
,ed onto Calvary, to suffer alone?
| ‘“Some egolicitude is Inevitable to
lofty souls. An idealist must run the
risk. of being mistaken, by some at
least, for either a madman or a fool.

“Solitude has its fine points. The
irace has been nurtured by those east-
|ern sages, who gazed into the stars,
idoing nothing, people said. : Yet=that
| was the:hest school for action at the
! proper time. They saw the star and
ifollowed it. Cultivate the contempla~
tive, if you wish best to accomplish
what is called the practical.

“There is a mysterious inner shrine
of human life, into which even the
most imtimate of friendships cannot
penetrate, a reminder known only to
God. Yet it is m misfortune not to cul-
tivate human companionship, and ot
wish to sesk it. There would be nd
such thing as world@progress if those
who might help were content to stand
with folded arms on the shore.

‘“The noblest way to break solituda
is by the compassionate service of
others. Obviously the weak need sym-
pathy; the strong are stronger by it.
It was a brave soul that cried in the
garden of Gethsemane, ‘What, could
y2 not watch with Me one brief hour”

“It is never impertinent to help the
helpers, to cheer on the the vanguari,
to make their herolc work easier. Yet,
If Christ had kept His solitude until
iHe could have gathered around Him
{disciples who understood Him, those
toiling fishermen of Galllee would never
‘have disturbed His serene repose, the
world would never have known Its
great Redeemer. !

“I commend this ideal of life to the

fvdress to-day. Christ challenges every-

‘one to be like Him. He bids us prove
the truth,of His great paradox, that
he who loses his life shall find it.

“Of course, we will have confiicts to
wage against passions that assail us
ifrom within and without.: The best
way to break the bond of the baser
passions 18 to come under the fine com-
pulsion of the higher ones. It is im-
possiblemfor any youth to examine the
|seriptures of his own being and not
find something divine written on them.
| Then, having read, it is equally im-
possible to sit still or or make a wretch-
ed scepticism’ over what is not yet
written there,

“If we are convinced that there is

anything to believe, let us believe; if
‘anything to do, do it then.
| “In spite of the paganism of the
itimes, we are being slowly taught to
|shift our definition of greatness. So
{far from Christianity being merely dis-
‘gulsed selfishness, the only way to save
{one’s soul, nay, to keep a soul at all, Is.
| by saving the souls of others, from ig-
| norance, from the paralysis of sorrow,
. from the drag of doubt, from the awful
| burden of, sin,
“We run the risk of pressing the
,utilitarian idea too far in our schenfes
'inf education. Greek and Latin are
{still rightly called the humanitles; but
(kind words, lofty aims, deserve the
|name still more.

“‘Art for art’s sake’ is in its way fine
enough, but art and science and reli-
fgfon for the sake of the world's prob-
ilems is still finer. The best secret of
1the renaissance was a reformation. If
{we rem ber this, perhaps we shall be
{saved from the ruts into which the
iselect cireles of our universities ara
apt to fdll at times,
| “Show that you are not mere think-
Ing machines. It is the-altruistic pas-
{silon in culture ‘that has changed it
{from intellectual attainment into
isplritual grace.

‘“History shows that it is never safe

[to. be more in love with speculative
{theory than with our fellow-man. It
is a mistake to suppose that there is
any necessary antagonism between, for
.‘nstance. capital and labor, or between
the mystic .and the realist.. It_is the
1exclusive emphasis. of the egotistic
{point of view which makes-s0 many
jwrongs to redress, so many problems
ito explain away.
| “‘All legitimate interests are 'har-
{ monious,’ said the great French econo-
| mist. When the spirit of Christ, the

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UNIVERSITY RIOTING.

It is clear that the students in To-
ronto University do not appreciate the
gravity of the situation they have cre-
ated. On previous occasions they pro-
mised, in consideration of lenient treat-
ment, to end the rowdyism which stains
their record.

Attempts have been made to palliate
the behavior of those who ten days ago
terrorized the guests - invited to the
university functions. Boys sometimes
do foolish things and exhibit’ destruc-
tive tendencies, but these offenders
were not boys,

The students’ parliament has passed
some more resolutions of a deprecatory
mature, and it was understood would
dssist the authorities in preserving or-
der. The authorities, without any as-
sistance 'from the students, discoverel
some of the culprits, and sentences of
@ very light description, all things con-
s déred, have been dealt out to them.
The students’' parlidment is now de-
clared to be dissatisfied with this
course, and once more asks for leni-
ency. The caput has already been leni-
ent to a degree, and the time for leni-
ency is past. .

President Falconer has endeavored to

treat the students as gentlemen, but
they have not justified him. It is stat-
ed ‘that they recognize one” of their
number who is penalized as entireiy
innocent, and their remedy for this
-situation is to protest and threaten a
strike. This indicates a lack of ap-
preciation of British spirit and justice
“which could scarcely have been ex-
pected.

The cowardly culprits who shelter
themselves behind «@ professedly inno-
cent vietim, and who are not brave
enough to confess their own share in
the disgraceful disturbances, are evi-
dently influential enough to affect and
control the attitude of the students in
general. The arts faculty seems to
wish to be dissociated from this influ-
ence. But the students have missed
the sense of the whole situation. When
the culprits are manly enough to ¢come
forward and confess their faults it will
be time enough to talk of clemency.
By condoning the offences of the guilty
the protesting students share their
guilt,

The public, who are paying for the
university, have an interest in seeing
this evil put right, and if the students
fail to vespond-to President Falcoper's
very gentle and intentionally conéilia-
tory measures’:’.—a much harsher stand
must be taken. The province will not
tolerate blackguardism in the univer-
sity. /

CITIZENS AND CIVIC SERVICE.

During the revent electoral campaign
In New York City Mrs. H. P. Bel-
mont, president of the Political Equal-
ity Association, issued a very pestin-
ent series of questions., Shé asked:

Why has no man of high standing as
a“moral teacher in either Chnistian
church or Jewish synagogv.e—

Why has no man of financial in-
tegmity in this city-+.

Why ‘has ro capitalist of Bonest re-
cord—

—

Why is it that no able writer or
thinker on the question cf the hour—
Why is it that such men have stood
aside while the battle for the control
of this great inetropolis for the next
four years is being fought?
Where are these
exist? '
What use to their
city or to their fellow
integrity, their brair pow
wealth?

I ask, have they no sense of responsi-.
bility ? ¢ \

These questions, or some & trem,
can quite as justly be asked thruout
Canada, and in Toronto. Here in this
city the community is up against ques-
tions of the most vital importance on
which the prceperity of the city and
the comfort and convenience of the
citizens largely depend and which must
influence its well-being for many vears
to come. . Yet participation in the gov-
ernment of the city, or even active in-
terest in its administration is not
sought or shown to any marked extent
by men of ability and experience in
handling large ‘enterprises and who
might thue.de valuable servic; to. the
corimunity. Public spirit 4¢ not ‘entire-
ly absent is not sufficiently cullivated
nor is the opportunity a city affords
for the exercise of real statesmanship
Properly erpreciated. Mr. Chamber-
lain has openly admitted that his as-
soclation with the administration of
Birmingham was of the greatest ser-
vice“in his rarliamentary -career, and
his work as mayor paved the way for
the greater successes that attended
him in the parliamentary arena.

FEDERAL AND STATE JURISDIC-
TION.

Canada is not the only nation threat-
ened with sharp conflict between fed-
eral and state Jurisdiction, Short as
has besn the life of Australia as a
federation, friction has already de-
veloped and possibly the desire to avoid
simllar trouble was one of the con-
siderations leading the framers of the
constitution of South Africa to deprive
the -state assemblies of independent
Powers and subject them entirely to
parliament. In the United States, the
{oldest of English-speaking federations,
chronic disputation between federal
and state authority has been the lead-
ing feature of its history. The question
of what their respective spheres should
be was long and anxiously debated by
the statesmen engaged in adjusting the
constitution,| one party urging that the
federal government should be supreme,
and the other that except in so far as
the individual states agreed to yield
their sovereign rights, those should re-
main intact and be subject to no fed-
eral. interference,

The irrecon('ili‘bility of these. con-
tradictory views and the stubbornness
with which each was sustained, almost
wrecked the Union. In the end the
problem of differentiating exactly be-
tween federal and state jurisdiction
was evaded, but the constitution, as
originally - adopted by the states, was
amended in 1791, the tenth article pro-
viding ‘explicitly that the powers not
delegated to the United States by the
constitution, nor prohibited by it to the
states, were reserved to the states re-
spectively, or the people. This left dis-
putes between -the federation and the
states to be settled as they arose, and
it took a civil war to decide: whether
the Union was organic and indissoluble
or a compact from which any of the
contracting parties could retire. Wita

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the extraordinary industrial develop-
ment. of the last half century, other
difficult questions have arisen, and
now the wave of temperance legisla-
tion that ha# swept over the republic
has left behind it new and very formid-
able differences, These involve points
of vital importance to the prohibition-
ists, since it depends on the answer 10
be given whether the liquor abolition
acts are to be effective or of no prac-
tical account. Curiously enough, tne
main issue Youches very closely that
now vbecomln‘g live in Ontario—how far
does a federal license go; does it enable
its holder to sell liquor in a state thau
has prohibited the business. |

This, it will b® seen, raises very mucn
the same question as that arising out
of the grant of a Dominion charter
containlng poWers and privileges at
variance with the law -
Those in the United States who favor
federal authority argue that its license
must prevail, and that it must protact
the business carried on under it, while
the upholders of state rights contend

that the federal government has no

right to authorize a business In any
.sta.te in defiance of the law of the state,
Similar arguments can be used for ani
against the validity or propriety of &
federal charter, interfering with pro-
vincial rights or with provincial law,
The issues thus raised are not trivial,
and they must be met fairly if they are
to be arranged in a way that will pre-
serve the proper relationship between
federal and provincial authority. Opi.n-
fon in Canada has been moving steadily
in the direction of complete autonox:ny
for each province in connection with
its own affairs. That is a thoroly sound
principle, which in theory at least has
been repeatedly approved by parlia:
ment and the federal government. But
it is essential for the Dominion that it
be strictly observed, and the provinces
should unite in withstanding any at-
tempt to encroach on the proper pro-

vinclal domain,

PORTS AND GRAIN
EXPORTS. »
According to a recent paragraph ;n
The New York Herald, Monvtr?al 9
getting a lesser share of the grain ex-
port trade than it has had in past
years despite largely increased produc-
tion of the Canadian west. The extra
cost of forwarding the grain to Boston
is more than offset by the cheaper
freight rates from Boston to Liverpool
and by the fact that insurance on the
cargo by that moute is less than one-
third of the rate charged on the Mont-
real route outward bound.

Eggs—Strictly new-laid eggs are very
scarce, altho there was an abundance. of
eggs, being offered and sold as fresh.
Many complaints from customers who had
bought eggs that had been in storage for
weeks and possibly months, and musty at
that, have been related to The World.
These eggs, some of them, would do for
ordinary cooking purposes,” but were no
better, nor as good, in some instances, as
can be bought at the wholesale stores
at 28¢ to 29c¢ per dozen. We know of one
woman who bought eggs at 40c.per dozen
that were musty, altho told that they had
been laid within two weeks. That cus-
tomer has used half of them. but did not
get one egg that was fit to eat.. Farmers
have been getting high prices all summer
and are getting higher prices now, and
should be =atisfied without resorting to
such methods.

There are farmers’ wives and daughters?
who can be depended on to sell you eggs
that are new laid, just'as renresented;
they had no trouble in getting 45c. and in'
some instances 50c ner dozen, but they did
not have several baskets or boxes full,
but just a féew dozen One farmer's wife!
stated that she had 100 hens and was only
getting abomt an average.of 3 or 4 eggs
per day. This woman had about 5 dozen;
and sold them all“.at 45¢c and 50¢. per
dozen.

Kelly must have detected the dan-
ger, because he had crawled out of
the bath tub and had one hand up-
lifted in trying to reach the door
knob. .

Three physiclans were ‘called and
resorted to artificial respiration, but
the vital spark had flad. Coroner
Labelle decided an inguest unneces-
sary.

FEDERNTION OF LABOR.
1TES WO SUFRIGE

Discuss Central Fund te Fight‘In-
texicated Capitallsts Under Black
Banner of Open Shep.”

The big issue before the American
Federation of Labor at its session Sat-
urday morning was the discussion of
the resolution providing for the estab-
lishment of a fund to aid unions in dis-
tress, It whs reported against by the
committee, and finally put to a vote,
the committee’s report was adopted.

On submitting the report on the re-
sclution, Chairman Duncan expressed
the opinion that the present plan was
sufficient and that the establishing of
o central fund would only work to the
detriment of the unions themselves.
The resolution*was supported by the
soctalist delegate, Max Hayes, but was
strongly opposed by John Mitchell, sec-
ond vice-president of the fedeération
and by Delegate Jas. Liynch, president
of the 1. T. U.

Purpose of the Fund.

The purpose of the fund was to.coun-
teract the immense fund, which is be-
ing collected by the employers, and
which, as Max Hayes put it, was in-
temded to break the back of organized
labor. If no provigion of this nat
‘was made it was his opinion that the
time would come when the promo-
ters of the open ship would have things
all their owh way. :

“We must establish such a fund,”
he ;said, ‘‘to counteract the inflated,
intéxicated capitalists marshalled un-
Ger tht black banner of the open shop.”

Delegate Liynch believed that the
state federations and the national or-
ganizations should be dependéd upon
for money, and that the A. F. of L.
ocould never raise a sufficient fund to
defend all strikes. John Mitchell also
believed - that the fund would simply
encourage the last organized and poor-
est trades to go on strike.
