Returned Soldiers ang Dependents of Men
Overseas His First Consideration.

‘I pledge myself to ‘support the Union
government, to Support in every detail
the conscription of both the manhood and
the natural resources and industries of
the empire, to champion the cause of the
families of the British imperialists in
Canada, to do my utmost to have the
Patriotic Fund taken over and adminis-
tered by the government, and to have
alien labor conscripted in the service of
the Dominion, here in Canada.”

In th unequivocal terms, Major R. C.
Cockburn, the candidate of the Soldiers’
Alliance ‘and the G.W_V.A., pledged him-
self to the men and women present last
evening at Armstrong’s Hall, Pape and
Gerrard, The candidate and W, Graham,
one of the speakers of the evening, dwelt
at considerable length upon the needs of
the dependents of British reservists in
Canada. Neither the British nor the late
Dominion Government had yet seen fit
to equalize the pensions of imperial re-
servists and Canadians of.the C.E.F., and
there were mothers of six children in the
city, widows of some of the 240 reservists
who left Toronto in 1914 and 1915, who
were barely existing on thé mere pittance
of at.the most $26 a month pension, as
against at least $40 a month and more
allowed the families of the C.E.F. sol.
diers’ dependents, Mr, Graham was sub.
Jected to considerable heckling at the
hands of several women members of the
audience, who were dissatisfied with pen-
sions- allotted to wives of Canadian sol-
diers killed in action, and also a radical
Laborite, who denounced the speakers on
the platform as tied to the Conservative
party.

PAN-AMERICAN UNION
EXPLAINED BY SPEAKER

Hon. John Barrett Tells Canadian
Club Members Some Facts Con-
cerning This Organization,

Hon. John Barrett, who is direct-
or-general of the Pan-American
Union,” embracing all the countries
on the two American Continents,
south of €anada, addressed the Cana.
dian, Club yesterday in rousing and
eloquent terms. In\ the beautiful
building in Washington which is the
headquarters of the union, there has
been for eight years a chair sitting
with the arms and name ‘of Canada
carved upon it, waiting for ‘the day
when Canada will join, In the decor-
ations of the beautiful edifice, said
by architects to be one of the most
beautiful in the world, the escutcheon
of Canada has its place also,

Mr. Barrett gave an eloquent ac-
count of. the importance, -the wealth
the population, and the size of the
great countries of South America, so
Wholly unknown -in, practice to Cana-
‘dians. In the fiscal-years of 1915-16
when the war had so greatly curtailed
commerce the exports and imports of
these 21 countries had amounted to
$2,900,000,000. These were all Latin
countries, and he admonished his
hearers not to speak of them as
Spanish, while recommending the
study of the Spanish language. They
were as proud of their respective na-
tionalities as we were of being Cana-
dians.

Some people thought of these coun-
tries as being revolutionary. Three-
fourths of them have had no revolu-
tion whatever in 30 years, he . stated,

‘and there had been four times as

many wars in Europe in the last 100
years as among the 20 countries of
Latin America. .

I:Q;\)egking on municipal markets he
rewarked that their. only cause of failure
was either due to a poor location or
100 many restrictiors, but practically all
muricipal markets flourish, especially out-
side markets. “IH you people intend in-
stituting 4 market here you should place
little or no restrictions upon it,_and have
it as a free place of exchange,” he said.
He stated that the high cost of lving
was mostly due to the consumer, thru
lack of co-operation; they shouid become
vrganimed. His advice was for the people
to make a survey of the community and
then gu into the affair in earnest.

“Many differences. of opinion have
been expressed by the farmers regarding
a market.” said R. Stonehouse. For the
past few years the farmens of the district,
who previously carried on gragn and
mixed farming, are now milk producers.
Taere are four-fifths of the ' farmers
within a radius of five miles ucing
milky extensively, which means that the
farmers beyvond this belt would have to
be reached for their produce. He pointed
out that the chief difficulty among the
people was their disorganized ways;
However, he believed this could ve- over-
come. The fect that Toronto is destined
to be a great me is, th a port
for ocean steamers, in the speaker's
€stimation, a great consideration for
Weston as a suburban district, located as
it is.

It is Coming Fast. :

No one with eyes to see can doubt that government
ownership of railways in the United States will soon bé
an accomplished fact. Even The Railway Age Gazette
begins to see not only that government ownership is
bound to come, but that it may come “in short order.”
'The Gazette, by the way, is edited by Mr. S. O. Dunn,
who came as a missionary to Canada a few years ago
lo preach against the evils:of public ownership. He
had been running about the same time some articles in
“his paper to show up the Intercolonial 4s an awful ex-
ample of public ownership. But as sometimes happens
with missionaries, Mr. Dunn, in his anxiety for the 'work
of the foreign field, overlooked what was going on at
home. Now, however, the truth is dawaing upon him,
ard he warns his disciples that the deluge is at hand.

Not long ago Mr. S. Davies Warfield, president of
the Continental Trust Company of Baltimore, in an ad-
‘dress to the Investment Bankers’ Assocjation conven-
tion inveighed against the recommendation of the rail-
way executive’s advisory committee for the compulsory
federal incorporation for railways, and said that:

The railroads would be collectively putting.
their heads into a single noose for the convenience
of the hangman of public ownérship. ' ’

But The Railway Age Gazette in its issue of Novem-
ber 23rd, plainly tells Mr. Warfield’ and the die-hards
in the ranks of private ownership that the will of the
people on this subjeot can no more be averted by legal
technicalities than could the inrushing tide of the. At-
lantic be stemmed by the vigilant Mis. Partingtoi with
her broom and mop, and:we.read: :

If anyone will carefully consider the acts of
congress and of the president, since th® declaration
of war by the United States, and will use sound
common sense in analyzing these acts as reflecting
the attitude of the government and the people, he
will pretty surely be forced to the conclusion that
if the people or the government really decide that
government ownership is desirable, government
ownership we will have in short order. .

Privateé ownership and operation of raﬂways in the
United States has broken down in the most helpless
and abject ‘manner. Transportation service has only
been possible by eo-ordination and co-operation under
government direction and control. The government is
keing asked to run the roads and it will soon be asked
lo supply, directly or indirectly, the enormous sums
required for motive power, equipment, replacement
work, reconstruction, extensions, betterments, - and
terminals. It is estimated that to niake the railways
of the United States into a thoroly efficient transporta-
tion system not less than ten billion dollars should be
expended within the next ten years. But the roads
themselves can raise little or no money and are stagger-
ing under the weight of watered stock and more or less
fraudulent bond issues totalling several billion dollars.
No other recourse seems open but for the government to
acquire all the roads and bring them into one national
undertaking. Then the country wiil cheerfully furnish
the money to make that undertaking the greatest trans-
portation system in the world.

The meeting, which was
called for the purpose of taking ac-
tion in the matter, was called to or-
der by Mayor QGross at 2.20 p-m.
After preliminary remarks by
mayor, calling attention to the neces-
sity of passing 4 resolution of regret
and apology addressed to the prime
minister, a motion Was made by Ald.
Campbell and seconded by Ald. Reid,
to the &ffect that as the matter be-
fore the council was a political
question, in which the counecil could
take no part, the body was not in a
pusition to diseuss it. The resolution
1ead: “That.ths matter before  tho
council being a political question in
which we have no part, we are not
in a position to discuss it” This mo-
tion, after subsequent amendments
were turned down, was finally paszs-
ed, and the moeting adjourned. The
split on the motion to take no action
was as follows: : ;

The question of offering an apol .
cgy to the prime minister in behalf of
the city was brought before the meet-
ing by a letter from the Unionist
associjation. in which was enclosed a
resolution in which the association
requested the courncil to join.

The ‘resolution submitted for adop-
tion, and which ‘' was indéenantly
turned down by the council, follows:

assurances that we .deplore what has
occurred We hope for, your consid-
eration and forbearance, and trust
that you will consider the possibility
of a return to Kitchenér before the
elections ‘are held. Every means will
ce taken to give you a royal and loyal
leception.”

Opposed the Motion.

In placing the resalution beforethe]
couneil, Mayor Gross stated that it
had been framed ‘on Sunday after-
noon at a meeting of the Unionist
association, to which he had been
called as the representative of the
city. He asked the “Gouncil for ad-
vice as to what action-should be tak-
en on the resolution. \Z,

As soom as the resolution was sub-
mitted Ald. H. M. Bowman wanted to
know. who. the citizens were who helid
the meeting and fiamed the motion.
Thelir names were read by the clerk,
and immediately Ald. Bowman declar-
ed that the framers of the resoluifion
were the men who, during the wnti-
the municipal campaign, were
ringleaiders in an endeavor to stifie
free speech in the city, Nothing was
said by them, the '‘aldenman declared,
it thet time to curb the e.ements who
were disturbing meetings and pre-
venting free speech.
