Ottawa, Feb. 20.—(Special-)—Chief 
Whips W. S. Middlebro and J. A. 
Robb, who have for some days been 
arranging the seating to the com­
mons, have pot recognized recent pol­
itical factions, but as far as possible 
kept to the seating system that pre­
vailed to parliament before the de­
struction of the buildings in 1916. 
There is the exception that, owing to 
increased seating capacity, there is 
no overflow from the government to 
t!ie opposition benches. The govern­
ment w.th its various factions is to tne 
right of the Speaker, and there also 
are the new Farmer members, while 
to the left are Hon. W. L. Mackenzie 
King’s supporters.

The left roup is cohesive in its op­
position, but to the right there is con­
siderable variance in the degree of 
support accorded the government.

Those in Front Benches,
Owing to increased s.ze of the 

chamber and the. arrangement of the 
seats lengthwise, instead of crosswise, 
the number of front benches is more 
than doubled. . On the government 
side, next to the' Speaker, are Hon.

This agreement further provldesl 
that in case the ships so retained byi 
any allied or associated government; 
are in excess of the claims of such 
governments for war loss in merchant 
ships such government shall not make 
a claim for a share of other shipsi 
ceded under the treaty of peace. Ships 
so ceded will be distributed among 
the other governments on the basis of 
ton for ton and class for class of 
the ships lost and not replaced by the 
enemy vessels seized or captured by 
them, during the war.

It also provides that since the ships 
to be retained by the United States, 
Brazil. China, Cuba and Siam would 
exceed their claims for merchant ton­
nage lost, the commission shall de­
termine a reasonable value of the 
excess and that those countries shall 
pay such sums to the commission for 
the credit of Germany la making re­
paration for war losses of merchant1 
ships.

The president 'said that -while 'he 
felt confident that congress wouldi 
make the disposal of the funds to 
which he had agreed he had no auth­
ority to bind it to that act, “but must 
depend upon Its taking the same view 
in the matter that is taken by the 
joint signatories of this agreement."

The president’s message was to 
reply to a resolution passed by the 
senate on February 4, requesting Mr. 
Wilson to inform that body "whether 
any, and if so what, agreement, on 
understanding exists between him and 
the officials of Great Britain concern­
ing the disposition by the United) 
States of the German ships which 
the shipping board is proposing to sell, 
or which were acquired by the United 
States after the termination of hos­
tilities between the United States and 
the central European Teutonic powers.”

The proposed agreement was signed 
in May, 1919, by Mr. Lloyd” George 
and Mr. Wilson, but the signature of 
the, president was made conditional ora 
an appended "explanation” that it 
was subject to the approval of con­
gress. In transmitting the document 
the president said he had intended to 
send it to the senate after ratifica­
tion of the peace treaty.

would have been born in Germany be­
tween 1914 and 1918 if the war had not 
occurred, according to a declaration 
made by Professor Emil Abderhalden, 
professor of physiology in Halle Uni­
versity, in a lecture on infant mor­
tality at the university.
Abderhalden declared that malnutri­
tion from which a half million chil­
dren were suffering, threatened the 
lives of- 100,000 of them, owing to the 
extent of tuberculosis and ricketts, 
which diseases were raging thruout 
Germany.

"The stunted and retarded growth 
of our children," saijl Professor Alder- ! 
halden. "no longer suggests itself to 
us. because we are so accustomed to 
it; but a commission of neutral physi­
cians visiting Germany estimated the 
ages of children 12 years old at three 
years younger."

The sojourn of eight weeks in Swit­
zerland of underfed and tubercular 
children had resulted in gains to 
weight to them ranging from 10 to 20 
pounds, the professor declared.

Caillaux Defends Himself 
and Admits He May Have 

Been Too Impulsive.

ForSt.Paris, Feb. 20.—That he had never 
championed a policy of closer rela­
tions with Germany, but one of 
"European conciliation,” and might 
have been guilty of imprudence and 
impulsiveness, but never of intelli­
gence with the enemy, proved to be 
the opening defence of Joseph Cail­
laux, former premier, charged with 
treasonable dealings with the enemy, 
on the resumption of his trial today 
before the senate, sitting as a high 
court.

The examination of M- Caillaux 
covered his trip to South America 
late In 1914 and early in 1916)

"Experts will tell you 1 have not 
profited by this war; I am a poorer 
man now than I was in 1914,’’ he de­
clared, after reading a letter from Ed- 
mundo de Olivera, who was charged* 
by the Brazilian ministry of foreign 
affairs to accompany M. Caillaux thru- 
cut his visit to Brazil. In the letter 
De Olivera stated that M. 
had always been a great patriot and 
hoped for the final victory of France.

With consummate art, M. Caillaux, 
at times accusing himself and then 
pleading for errors which he asserted 
he committed as every human does, 
said he might have sinned too much 
from self-confidence and impulsive­
ness. He declared that he had been 
taken in by clever rascals and spies 
in South America. M. Caillaux show­
ed deep emotion when the so-called 
"Ltpscher affair” was mentioned. He 
explained how he first received Llp- 
scher in 1914, when a press campaign 
was raging against him. 
according to M. Caillaux, brought him 
documents tending to prove that The 
Figaro, which was most prominent 
among his accusers, was In the pay 
of Count Tisza, chief of the Germano­
phile party in Hungary.

On. the other hand goods 
which cost in New York $1,000, are 
estimated for purposes of duty at the 
customs department at $1,000 instead 
of at $1,160.

Thus the duty on British goods is 
artificially increased and the duty on 
American goods is artificially dimin­
ished. The United States treasury de­
partment has adopted the opposite 
rule, and translates Into their market 
vq.lue in American money the invoices 
accompanying goods from foreign 
countries. Our government may have 
some reason''for not following the lead 
of’the United States In this respect as 
a permanent policy.

. “The executive committee of the 
Ontario Society for the Prevention of 
Cruelty to Animals, met yesterday in 
Toronto to discuss the future policy 
of the society. His lordship, the bish­
op of Toronto, as president, occu­
pied the chair.

*to be the chief factor in stopping the 
advance of coin and in the subsequent 
tumble of fiat cereal. A cut of $1.25 a 
hairel in the price of flour was simul­
taneously announced by millers. Late 
selling of corn was also promoted by 
word that country offerings of corn 
were increasing somewhat'and that Ar­
gentine shipments hod' greatly expanded. 
The initial strength of the corn market 
was ascribed to a transient brisk up­
turn In foreign exchange and to reports 
that railroad orders had teen given 
which would facilitate the movement of 
grain eastward from Chicago.

Advices relating to big stocks of oats 
tn country elevators tended to make oats 

weaker than com.
Provisions were governed chiefly by
