TOWNS, VILLAGES, AND POST OFFICES,
IN THE COUNTY OF HURON.

Ainleyville—(Dingle P. O.)
This post village is beautifully situated ou the main branch of the 

Maitland River, and on the gravel and Stage Road leading from Seaforth 
to Wroxeter, distant 15 miles from Seaforth, 10 from Wroxeter, and 
34 from Goderich, the County Town. It was first settled in 1855 
and a post office established the following year—when Mr. William 
Grant was appointed the first postmaster, and still holds that office. 
The Maitland affords extensive Hydraulic power which is taken advan­
tage of here. Several mills have been erected on its banks, that of 
Messrs. Wm. & J. Vanstone’s, Flour & Grist Mill, is a four story builc'- 
ing 40x60 feet, with three run of stones, capable of dressing 75 barrels 
of flour daily, besides gristing, Their large saw mill where 
10 hands are employed, cuts one million feet of lumber annually. 
Messrs. M. & T. Smith’s Steam Saw Mill is north of the village, a large 
frame, 40x50 feet, cuts two millions feet of lumber annually, using a 
15 horse power engine, and employing 5 or 6 hands.

Mr. John Kay’s Woolen Mills are of brick, 40x26 feet, two stories, 
where an engine of 16 horse power, and 6 hands are employed in custom 
carding, fulling, and cloth dressing, it was established in 1862.

Mr. Grower’s Grist Mill, and Kneohtel & Aldridge’s, and Smith’s 
Tanneries, are among the manufacturing establishments.

Engaged in the industrial trades may be found Messrs. Wynn & Crow 
who are extensively engaged in Carriage and Wagon Making, and Gen­
eral Blaoksmithing in all its branches, 6 hands are here employed.

Mr. R. W. Wilson manufactures Carriages, Ploughs, Harrows &c., 
and Blaoksmithing, in capacious buildings where about 8 men are em­
ployed.

Mr. English does a large business in the Carriage and Wagon 
making, and General Blaoksmithing, he has three fires and six hands 
employed.

Messrs. Wm. Jas. McKay and Thomas Watson are each engaged 
doing a large business in Horse Shoeing and General Blaoksmithing.

Mr. John C. Halliday has established the “Excelsior Pump” factory,

Methodist New Connexion. Fifteen years have passed since Rev.
• V™kins> nthe agent of the above named denomination, was ap­

pointed by conference, to establish a mission in this section of the 
country. He was the first minister stationed here by any branch of the 
great methodist family. His zeal prompted him to make almost super­
human efforts, to spread the truth among those, who would otherwise 

ave been without the gospel. Cheerfully submitting to the most 
severe privations, he was kindly permitted to preach in the house of 
Mr. Ainley (now deceased,) after whom the village received its name. 
Alter wards he had appointments in the school ho-:se.

Daring the incumbency of Key. J. Gaddis a beantiful brick church
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wood turner a

was erected, the size being over 30x40 feet. Three windows on each 
side and two beautiful gothic ones in front, the building being capable 
of accomodating three hundred persons. The cost was thirteen hun­
dred dollars.

Service is held every Sabbath evening at 6.30, the congregation is 
large and respectable, having increased greatly during the past few 
months, the minister being Rev. W. Preston. A very neat commodious 
parsonage has been erected on the same lot. The congregation have 
purchased a beautiful site of land for a cemetry, comprizing about two 
acres and a half of land, situated in the southern suburbs of the village.

Melville Church. Ainkyville. In connection with the Canada Pres­
byterian Church, formerly in connection with the Presbyterian Church 
of Canada. First organized in 1856 with a membership of about 
thirty. Frame church 30x40 built in 1867 cost six hundred dollars. 
From the time of organization till the beginning of 1865, services were 
kept up at intervals by the neighbouring ministers and Knox’ College 
Students, during which time stations were formed at Cranbrook, and 
Walton. On the 31st of January 1865, the Rev. John Ferguson was 
ordained pastor of the united congregations of Melville Church, Ainley- 
ville, Walton ,and Cranbrook, where he still continues to labour.

In 1867 a glebe of four and a half acres was bought, and a commo­
dious and well finished manse built thereon, with kitchen, wood shed, 
stables &o. Estimated value of glebe,jnanse, &c., one thousand dollars. 
Present membership 210.

Clinton.
An important pbst village and station on the Buffalo and Lake 

Huron branch of the Grand Trunk Railway,, it is situated 12 miles 
from Goderich, 32 from Stratford, and 48 from London via the stage 
road. The village was laid out by Mr. Rattenbury in 1848, and owes 
its rise and progress principally to the rich agricultural resources of the 
surrounding country, its eligibility of access by rail and gravel loans, 
and salubrity of the section where it is located. The village possess 
no hydraulic power for manufacturing purposes, bnt steam power is em 
ployed very extensivèly in manufacturing establishments. The large 
flour mill of Joseph Whitehead Esq., M. P.. was erected in 1866 of 
bricfc, 40x50 feet, four Stories high, with slated roof, it has five run of 
stone and is capable of dressing and packing one thousand barrels of 
flour per week. Mr. James Fair's flour and grist mill and saw mills 
are also worthy of notice.

The Clinton flour mills, Mr. Charles Charlesworth, proprietor, con- 
tains four run of stone, the building is erected df white brick, three 
stories high, and 48x38 feet, he has a large frame storehouse adjoining, 
with a storage capacity of forty-five thousand busheb, there is also a 
large cooperage in connection with the establishment. On an average 
about eighty barrels of flour are turned out daily, eight hands are em­
ployed, and an engine of thirty five horse power used to propel the 
machinery. The Huron gtist and oatmeal mills, London road, are 
owned and Carried oh by Mr. Wm. Hutton, the building is frame, three 
stories high, 60x20 feet, and contains four run of stone, steam power 
to the extent of thirty horse is employed, about fifty barrels a day can
be turned ont here. „ »

Messrs. Glasgow, McPherson & Co., manufacture all kinds of agri­
cultural implements very extensively.

Mr. Thos. R. Foster employs 15 hands and an engine of 16 horse 
power in cùstom carding, fulling, cloth dressing and manufacturing.

Messrs. M. MoTaggart & Co. employ 15 hands in the manufacturing 
of superior fanning mills, their buildings cover an acre, in area.

Mr. Donald MoTavish manufactures iron and wooden ploughs, 
harrows, employs 4 hands. .... ...

Mr. William Grigg employs five hands in a large brick building, with 
three fires, and is engaged in carriage ironing, and blacksmithiog in all 
its branches.

Mr. Charles Counter’s tannery is a frame 26x30 feet, where he 
manufactures "-3, upper, and harness leathers, kips, and calf skins.

This church was or­
ganized in 1856 through the labours of Rev. John Rennie and others 
and continued to be a mission station until 1859, when the present 
pastor, Rev. A. D. McDonald entered on the charge. Few churches 
have iucreased more rapidly in numbers and influence than this since 
its organization, the present building is quite inadequate to meet the 
wants of the congregation, and must 
greater capacity.

The 11 edeyan Methodist Church is a handsome brick erected in 
1857 at a cost of $3,000 to seat 350. Previous to the erection of 
this church the congregation worshiped in the school house and the 
Bible Christian Church for about three years ; Rev. Wm. Hawke is 
the present minister.

The Bible Christian Church is a neat plain building, it cost $1 000 
and can accommodate two hundred and seventy persons

Mr. R. N. Brett tans sole, harness, and upper leather, kip, calf, 
and sheep skins, in a large frame building, 52 x 40 feet, using an 
8-horse power engine, and employing four hands.

Mr. John Gray manufactures iron and wooden ploughs, (Gray’s steel 
mould board,) cultivators, and all kinds of agricultural implements, 
his shop is 50 x 30 feet with three fires ; he employs about five hands.

Mr. Levi Tenkess’ pump factory is a two-story frame building, 36 
X 24 feet, where three hands are employed in manufacturing improved 
section log pumps.

The foundry and agricultural implement manufactory of Messrs. 
Verity & Ross, consists of five departments, being iu all about 200 feet 
long by 30 feet broad, where twelve hands are employed, and an engine 
of eight horse power, in manufacturing Ball’s Ohio self-raker, and 
Wood’s combined reaping machines, ploughs, and all kinds of agricul­
tural implements.

Mr. Henry Bidder’s flour and grist mill contains three run of stones 
used in dressing merchant flour and gristing, at an average of one hun­
dred and thirty bushels daily.

Mr. George Kilpatrick’s woolen mills were established in 1863, 
employment is here given to ten hands, in custom carding, spinning, 
weaving, and cloth dressing, also in the manufacturing of fancy coverlets.

Mr. James MoNab’s hub morticing, and turning factory, he has an 
eight horse power engine and four hands employed in the business.

Mr. James Pickard’s steam sawmill turns out about one and a half 
millions feet of lumber annually.

Mr. John Trick, carriage maker, and general blacksmith, employs 
ten hands in a brick building 42x24 feet, and a frame 80x22 feet, and 
manufactures carriages, wagons, buggies, sleighs, and cutters, and 
executes general blacksmithing.

Mr. R. Davis is engaged in the same line, employing nine hinds, has 
four forges in full blast, the buildings are frame 60x25 feet.

Mr. Richard Manning’s cheese factory is not excelled by any in the 
county for economy &o., the cow stables are 100x40 feet, sixty 
are here fed and milked, from fourteen to sixteen tons of cheese are 
made annually at this factory.

There are several other manufacturing establishments of note in the 
village. In the mercantile department Mr. J. Pickard, Messrs. A. & 
J. Freeman, and Mr. Isaac Carling, each carry on an extensive business. 
Mr. Fitton, watchmaker, Mr. Wm. Fanson, saddler,. Mr. Southoott, 
pumpmaker, and Mr. Edward Drew, cabinetmaker, are prepared to 
execute all work in their respective callings.

Churches.—There are three churches—Christ’s Church (Episco­
palian,) this is a handsome frame 35x48 feet, thirty feet high, with 
square tower fifty feet high, erected in 1860 at a cost of $2,000, and 
seated for 250, services each Sabbath at 11 A. M., snnday school at 
9 A. M. There is a handsome brick parsonage in connection with this 
church. Rev. George Keys, incumbent, and also of St. Patrick’s 
Church, Biddulph.

The Wesleyan Methodist—This congregation, which had worshipped 
for several years in private houses and otherwise as circumstances per­
mitted, in 1857 erected a brick which has served up to the present time,

A port of Entry, and the county town of Huron, It is beautifully 

situated on Lake Huron, at the mouth of the Maitland river, and at 
the western terminus of the Buffalo and Goderich section of the Grand 
Trunk Railway, 157 miles north west of buffalo, 32 miles west north 
west of London, and 133 miles from Toronto. It is the only shipping 
port for many miles on the Lake, and has a harbor, protected by a 
pier with a light house at the mouth of the Maitland river. The town 
is elevated above the lake 130 feet but there is a good road made to the 
wharf. The banks of the lake are almost perpendicular and are of a 
loose gravelly clay.
i%The Grand Trunk Railway have here erected an extern ive elevator 
foi the purpose of facilitating the transfer of grain, shipped to this place 
ior eastern markets,

Goderich originally commenced settling as early as 1827, being laid 
out, by the late Dr. Dunlop, and its present limits are very extensive.

It made but little progress from the time of its commencement, until, 
the year 1854, when it began to make considerable advancement, and 
now is one of the most important towns in the Province of Ontario. 
It has a spacious market ground, octagonal in form, in the centre of 
which is the court house, a handsome brick building, containing a com­
modious hall for a court room. The County offices are on the ground 
floor. The entire cost of the building has been eighteen thousand 
dollars. It is two stories high, and quite an ornament to the town.

The jail, a very strong and substantial stone building, two stories high 
surrounded by a high stone wall, fourteen feet high, is situated in the

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northern pert of the town, near the banks of the Maitland river. The 
streets diverge from the square, or rather the octagan, and on these 
streets are erected soma very fine bnsiness houses, of which many are 
brick. The town contains many fine churches, a list of which will bo 
found in another page. A large central school building, built of brick, 
two stones high and erected at a cost of ten thousand dollars. There 
are several extensive manufactories of iron, sash, blinds and doors, wool­
en goods, lumber, leather, flour, and several salt wells, The salt well 
companies have lately amalgamated into one company, having Mr. Wm. 
Seymour Lsqr., of Goderich, as agent. The salt manufactured here is 
of the very best description, and the prospect for success in this very 
important trade is c' the most flattering kind.

Mr. Platt of Godorich, lately invented and obtained letters patent for 
a new process of evaporation, realizing a saving of aboit two thirds the 
fuel ordinarily employed, and being thus enabled to supply the demand 
with a cheaper and better article, several hundred barrels of salt are 
turned out at these wells daily, and a large number of hands kept 
employed.

Mr. Wm. M. Savage employs about eight hands in his cooperage, and 
turns out about five hundred barrels weekly.

There are two newspapers published here viz: the Huron Signal, 
one of the oldest newspapers in the Province, and the Goderich Star, 
a conservative journal.

It has branches of two banks here, the Bank of Montreal, and Royal 
Canadian Bank.

There are several good hotels, a number of well filled stores, doing a 
large business in the aggregate.

All the professions, and the various manufacturing and commercial 
pursuits are fully represented. The present population is estimated at 
about four thousand souls.

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The common schools consist of the central school, comprising seven 
departments, and three primary ward schools.

The number of teachers employed is ten. The number of pupils 
enrolled for the year 1868 was 967, 486 boys and 481 girls. The 
average monthly attendance for the same year was 685. The average 
daily attendance, 542.

There is a public school library in connection with the school, con­
sisting of 689 volumes, free to the public as well as the pupils of the 
school.

The schools are entirely free. The cost of sustaining the common 
schools for 1868 was about $5,000.

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Eowick.—(Gorrie Post Office )
This village is pleasantly situated on the Maitland River, distant 

from Goderich 40 miles, from Seaforth 27 miles, and the same from 
Walkerton, the county town of Bruce. It contains 400 inhabitants, 
and has excellent hydraulic power for driving machinery. Its man­
ufacturing establishments are the large flour and grist mill of Messrs. 
Roht. Leech, <fe Co., a four story frame on stone basement, 50x36 
feet, with four run of stones. It is capable of dressing and packing 
150 barrels of flour daily, besides custom work. The same firm has 
a large sawmill and lath machine, where half a million feet of lumber 
and 300 M. feet of lath are cut annually, both mills are propelled by 
water, and ten hands are kept employed. Mr. Richd. James carries 
on business as a founder and agricultural implement manufacturer ; 
he employs six hands, and an eight horse power engine, making 
ploughs, cultivators, stoves and all kinds of castings. There is 
also a shingle factory which cuts 15 M. shingles daily, and a tannery.

Mr. John Stinson’s carriage and wagon shop is a frame 24x36 feet 2 
stories, where everything in the line is turned out. Mr. S. W. Wil­
son’s tin copper, and stove depot. Mr. Jas. Perkins’ boot and shoe 
manufactory. There are also three blacksmiths, one harness, and 
cabinet shops.

There are several stores ; Messrs. Dickson & Gray have a large 
stock of goods, consisting of everything in their line. There are two 
hotels. The Royal Canadian Hotel is kept by Mr. Sami. Gilmore, 
is well fitted up for the accommodation of commercial travellers, and 
the public generally.

Churches. Methodist new Connection Church, Townakip of 
Howick.—The first service by this denomination was held in the 
house of John Gallagher Esq., to INo. 16 con. A, in the year 1857. A 
society of about a dozen members was organized by Revd. J. Follick, and 
a square lot church, the first place of worship in the township, was 
built the same year. It will seat about 150 persons. In 1858, 
Rev. John Walker of Grey commenced preaching, and organized a 
society at Orange Hill, on the 11 concession, In 1859 and 1860, 
Rev. J. Gaddis supplied preaching from the Ayton Mission. In 1861 
Howick was set apart as a mission, and Rev. Thos. Jackson was ap­
pointed minister in charge for two years. Rev. J. Rawson was pas-
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tor in 1863, Rev. John Elliott in 1864, ’65, ’66. At the conference 
of 1867, Rev. W. Tindall, the present pastor was appointed to this 
field, whose charge embraces six congregations 140 communicants 
and six hundred adherents j being an increase of nearly twelve hun­
dred per cent in twelve years. He lives in a frame parsonage in 
Leechville, (Gorrie P. 0.) erected in 1861, and with premises valued 
at $400.

Methodist new Connection Churches in Howick.—Erected in 
1857 on lot No. 16, concession A. hewed log, will seat 150. Valued 
at $450.

Zion.—Erected in 1863, on lot No. 5, 18th con. Frame, will seat

The woolen mills of Messrs, Lees & Douglas, is a two story frame, 
100x35 feet, where ten hands are employed in custom carding, and 
cloth dressing, also in the manufacturing of tweeds, full cloths, and 
flannels of all kinds. „

Mr. James Wilson s improved pump factory, has facility for turning 
out 150 pumps of superior quality annually.

Woftl-CaiThis village is pleasantly situated on the banks of the river Mait­

land, and on the Northern Gravel Road, it is one mile from Goderich 
Court House, and two miles from the wharf. A new and substantial 
bridge was built over the river here in 1856, supported by stone piers, 
and in 1866 it underwent considerable repairs and is now one of the 
finest and strongest bridges spanning the Maitland River. The village 
was first settled by C. Shannon, Esq., in 1853 ; it contains two good 
hotels, the Saline House, close by the bridge, kept by J. 
W. Pharis, Esq. the other, Lasholmes Hotel. There is also one of 
the largest tannera s in the county,turning out sole leather exclusively, 
built by James Watson, Esq., but now owned and carried on by R. 
H. Kirkpatrick, Esq., of Goderich ; there is also in this village three 
salt wells, namely, the Goderich Well, the first one put down in this 
county, it has now been in operation for two years, the building is of 
frame, 120x60 feet, it is at present working under the old system of 
boiling in kettles, but about introducing the pans into works, 
(as it is now) capable of turning out 34,000 barrels per annum, when 
under the the new system they expect to be able to turn out 60,000, 
besides saving in fuel of one-half. J. V. Detlor, President, Robert 
Walker, Manager. Number of horse power, twenty, number of 
hands employed, thirteen, strength of brine, 96 ° 100 ° ; the well is 
1000 feet deep, two and a half inch tube, from which they draw at 
the rate of 10,000 gallons per day.

The next is Platt’s Well, owned and in operation under the per­
sonal supervision of Mr. Platt himself, he is the inventor and patentee 
of Platt’s Evaporator, and commenced to make salt under his 
system on the 1st November 1868, but draws his brine from the old 
well at present, has now under course of erection a new building

Messrs. McNaught <fc Teeple’s carriage factory is of frame, the wood 
shop being 28x70 feet, two stories high, and the blacksmith shop 
22x70 feet, with three forges ; eight to ten hands are emloyed in the 
making of carriages, wagons, velocipedes, &c.

Mr. Wm. Grassie’s wagon making and general blacksmithing 
business are carried on in two frame buildings, each 42x26 feet.

Mr. F. Seegmiller’s oatmeal mill is a frame, 70x26 feet, with kiln, 
and lias three run of stone requiring the use of a sixteen horse power 
engine, oatmeal, Indian-meal, split peas, pot barley, and mill feed, are 
turned out in large quantities.

There are seven hotels. The Carmichael's Hotel in course of erec­
tion, is of white brick, 90x100 feet, three stories high, and covered 
with slated roof, it is situated on the comer of Main and Huron 
streets, and is built on the most approved and modem plan, and when 
fully completed will be one of the best hotels west of Toronto.

Sharpe’s Hotel, a very handsome brick, erected near the Railway 
Station. Mr. Richard Sharpe, proprietor.

Lloyd’s Hotel kept by Mr. Geo. A. Houghton, and the Royal kept 
by Mr. Thomas Foster, are each worthy of commendation, and afford ex­
cellent accommodation for the travelling community,

Messrs. Lumsden, and Hickson & Co., are each extensively engaged 
in dispensing drugs, and in the sale of stationery, fancy goods, &c.

Churches.—There are four churches, the “Trinity” Church of 
England is a handsome frame building with tower and spire, erected 
in 1864, being the first place of public worship built in the village. 
The bell of this church (which is the only one in the place) is rung 
five times a day during the week for public convenience. The Rev. 
C. C. Johnson, T. C. £)., has been incumbent of this church from its 
organization.

The Methodist Episcopal Church is a neat frame building erected 
in 1864 at a cost of $1,000, and seated for 200. This congregation 
was first organized in 1863 under the labors of Rev. 9. Card. There 
is another good frame church on this circuit besides two congregations. 
The Rev. 8. Williams, is the minister in charge.

The W. M. Church is situate on Goderich Street ; is a frame build­
ing, 50x36 with galleries on either side, and at the front end. It 
will seat about three hundred.

The church was erected in 1865, and in the latter part of 1866 
was remodeled, so far as the internal arrangements are concerned, 
being refloored, pewed, painted inside and out, and an elegant pulpit 
with communion was erected, a suitable melodeon furnished, in all an 
outlay of about one thonsand dollars was made, all of which has been 
paid. In 1868 a second lot was purchased adjoining the lot on 
vhich the church stands, and a commodious parsonage has been 
ted, with stable and bam. A neat and substantial fence encloses the 
two lots, which are perhaps the most desirable in the whole villiage 
for church purposes.

In the recent improvements about $1,300 was expended, and the 
property now presents a very fine appearance.

The mercantile business is very extensively carried on by 
Messrs. Price, Jackson, and,Green, each does on a large jjtrade having 
extensive stocks. There are several other merchants and 
doing business in the place.

The regular Baptist Church is a frame, 36x36 feet, erected in 1864, 
at a cost of 8600, having capacity to seat two hundred. This church 
was first organized in 1863, under the labors of the Rev. Messrs. 
Ratoliffeand Dunlop. In 1867, the pro.-ent minister the Rev. Mr. Sin­
clair entered on the charge. There is, in connection with this church, 
a very handsome manse, recently erected by the congregation.

The village is distant from Clinton twenty-three miles, and eighteen 
from Riversdale. The population is about 500. Mails daily.

Churches.--Theorigin of the Canada Presbyterian Chm oh, Wroxeter,
* maybe traced to the suggestion of Mr. John Wylie, who in the spring of 

185G, along with Mr. Tlios, Gibson, went through the neighborhood 
of what is now the village of Wroxeter, to ascertain the feelings of 
the Presbyterian settlers, as to what branch of the church of their 
fathers they would connect themselves with. A majority being in 
fav or of the Free Ch urch, a petition for supply of preaching was in 
Sept. 1856, presented to the T. C. Presby. and a Mr. Rennie was 
sent accordingly, who labored three weeks, preaching in the houses of 
Messrs. Gibson and Wylie. Lacking furthur supply for eighteen 
months, the settlers united themselves with the Morris Bank Station, 
under the U. P. Presbytery, when the Rev. Messrs. Barr, Walker and 
others, preached at regular intervals. In August 1858, the Rev. W. 
C. Young was ordained over the respective stations of Ainleyville, 
Moms Bank, Bluevale, Wroxeter, and Wylie, The Wroxeter school 
house becoming too small, it was resolved to build a church, the 
Hon. J. Paton granting half an acre for a site. Subscriptions 
raised,Trad achurch built, costing about $1,000. The church 
opened for public worship, on the first day of February 1863, sermons 
being preached by the Rev. Messrs. Young and Irvine. Mr. Young’s 
connexion with this congregation was dissolved August 1865. The 
Rev. G. Brown was called, and inducted into the ministerial charge 
of the Wroxeter congregation, and what was then called the Howick 
Station, in April 1866. The congregation prospers, and the church 
will soon need to be enlarged,
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charge is the Lisadel congregation, Town Plot 
of Howick. This congregation was formed in 1866, thirteen mem­
bers being disjoined from Wroxeter, and organized into a separate 
congregation by authority of the Presbytery. The church which is a 
neat building, seated for 220, is situated on a rising ground, on one
