ADMISSIONS.

There were 177 admissions, 17 more than the preceding year,
made by the removal of chronics—of the admissions 16 had been
previously patients—of which (11) were admitted once, (3) twice,
and (2) three times.

DISCHARGES.

Excluding deaths, there were 81 discharged, of which 49 (over GO
per cent.) were discharged as recovered or in their normal condition.

Calculated on admissions, the rate was 44.5 per cent. our general
average being 44. All patients are discharged on trial, as the rule,
and our estimate of recovery is guided by the result after their return
home.

There are always a good many out on trial and but a small per-
centage is returned

DEATHS.

There were 24 deaths, 10 men and 14 women.

There were two very sudden deaths from apoplexy, and it was
considered desirable for the County Coroner to hold an official in-
quiry. This exonerated the officials from any want of care and
satisfied the jury that the deaths were from natural causes,

The principal causes of death were from apoplexy and paralysis and
general debility, or gradual breaking up of the vital forces.

The percentage of deaths is as usual, low, on daily average resident
6.4 per cent, and on whole number under treatment 5.3 per cent.

PATHOLOGICAL REPORT.

We are at present engaged in making an examination of the at-
mosphere of the various wards of the Hospital, for the purpose of
ascertaining the relative freedom of the different wards from bacteria.
Thus far we have been hampered by lack of some necessary apparatus,

and have been unable to make anything like an accurate analysis,
but we trust soon to have these special wants supplied, and look for-
ward to publishing a complete analysis in our next report. A rough
examination of Petri dishes containing gelatine and agar culture
media, which were exposed in a few wards, shews that, considering
the crowded state of the Hospital, the air is tolerably pure. The
more common bacteria and moulds were present, and several colonies
of micrococcus pyogenes aureus were found on an agar plate which
had been exposed in ward M. 4—where we have recently had a number
of cases of Furunculosis. This is of interest from the fact that the
microbe named is considered to be the pathogenetic element in the
production of boils and earbuncles.

It is confidently hoped that a regular system of pathological inves-
tigation such as now characterizes all the leading hospitals, may be
made possible in connection with our institution. It is especially
desirable that more opportunities for post mortem cxaminations be
granted us It is principally towards the autopsies that we must look
for further information respecting the insanities—even more so than
in the case of the ordinary “list” diseases—and we therefore feel
keenly our inability to perform autopsies (unless after much delay in
obtaining the sanction of friends) except in those rare cases when the
body is unclaimed. We trust that this great difficulty in the way of
scientific progress in our knowledge of insanity may speedily be
overcome, and that some provision be made in the regulations by
which we may be permitted to conduct post mortem examinations as
in other institutions. It would then be generally known that it was
the practice of this hospital to perform autopsies, and such being the
case, friends of patients should not express dissatisfaction with the
procedure of the executive of the institution.

In addition to the analysis of the air of the wards already referred
to, considerable attention has been directed to the bacteriology of the
various diseases with which our patients have been affected. This
branch will receive more definite consideration during the coming
year, and will be dealt with in extenso in our next report.

[IMPROVEMENTS.,

Several acres of our extremely rough stony land Lave been broken
up, drained, and fitted for cultivation. The work is going on steadily
every year, and in time we expect to receive the benefit. Though
expensive to break up, yet the returns are generous in hay and root
crops. This work is chiefly done by patients who are anxious to get
out to work, and to them the benefit is of more value than the result
of their labor to the institution.

The grounds fronting the Hospital (on the water front) have been
much improved by terracing, which not only adds greatly to the ap-
pearance, but furnishes walks and airing grounds for the patients.

In cold spells of weather we had great difficulty in properly regu-
lating the temperature of the wards, and have been adding to the in-
direct system a series of coils for direct heating of the large halls and
most of them are now thus supplied.

The difficulty of supplying hot water incident to the corrosion of
the iron pipes, galvanized as well as plain, has been so hard to over-
come that notwithstanding the expense, it was decided to use brass
pipes for the greater part of this service, and we anticipate much less
expense and difficulty in the future.

A number of the old heating coils and chambers in the north end
have been renewed and put in good working condition.

Our drainage system is very imperfect owing to defective plans
when initiated, and is a constant source of trouble that can only be
remedied by being remodelled. We remedied the trouble in the
north end wards by making a new outside drain to the main sewer.

The long existent method of night watching or supervision was so
unsatisfactory that for the past year an extra night attendant was
appointed to each (male and female) division, and on the male side,
where we have so many epileptic and suicidal cases, these were so
grouped that to one man was allotted the duty of spending his whole
time among them and the other has the supervision of the other
wards, to be assisted when necessary. On the female side there has
not so far been the necessity for this change in the distribution of
the patients.

Arrangements have been made such that with little more expense
a steam pump and boiler can be set to work at the “gate house ” at
the lake, to fill our main pipe in case of the water in the lake falling
too low.

REPORT OF THE HOSPITAL

FOR THE INSANE.

THE PAST YEAR.
Our work for the past year has been as usual satisfactory.

The female wards have not been crowded the past year, but the
wards on the men’s side have been much overcrowded.

Colchester (30), Kings (32), and Cumberland Counties (23), make
no provision of such a character as will accommodate the quiet de-
mented class which fill our wards to the exclusion of those who could
receive more benefit by admission here, and in so far this is unjust to
the other counties that enable us to provide room for their recent
cases, and those that demand a maximum of care.

To make room for the many applicants, we discharge on trial all
that may probably be treated or benefited at home, and it is a satis-
faction to be able to say that but few are returned, as the improve-
ment as a rule goes on to recovery.

Dr. Page, at the instance of the executive, made careful examina-
tions of the institution, a duty which he performed in a most gentle-
manly and painstaking manner.

The executive have seen fit to appoint an assistant physician to the
official staff who has been on duty since last June. In Dr. W. H.
Hattie, the appointee, we have a gentleman esteemed personally as well
as professionally, and with his assistance we expect to engage in a
wider area of scientific work than has before been possible. A few
lines from him are included in this report, and we hope in future to
make our work of more interest scientifically—for example—we every
now and then have attacks of disease such as sore throat, fever, &c.,
that appear to be epidemic if not contagious, and we are at an equal
loss in comprehending how they occur,or in what manner to avoid them.
This is a scientific question of great moment in the sanitary con-
dition of the institution, and its only method of solution will be by
bacteriological research, which we are proposing to undertake.

There was a great scarcity of water last summer and the lake was
very low, so much so, that in case of fire, we might not have been
able to get water. In anticipation of such a casualty, a steam pump
was installed at the lake so that if occasion required, water could
have been pumped into our main pipe to supply any possible de-
ficiency. It was not needed.

The Commissioner of Public Works and Mines and the Secretary
pay their regular visits of inspection, and advise in the general
management,

My thanks are due to all our officials for prompt, willing and satis-
factory service, without which oar efforts would fail, and to the
Assistant Superintendent, Assistant Physician and Bursar, for their
valued assistance, and as well for aid in preparing the statistical
tables included in this report.

Whenever the admission of a patient is desired, application should
be made to the Medical Superintendent, who will at once transmit a
blank form (the Statement). This form may be made out by the
Physician, nearest relative, or friend, and the answers to the questions
therein carefully and accurately written out, as it is the chief source
on which reliance can be placed, in so far as the previous history and
present condition of the patient is concerned, and is entered on the
records of the Hospital. It must be sworn to before a magistrate.

On receipt of the statement, an answer will be transmitted. If
the case be one suitable for admission, two blank forms of Medical
Certificate, and a blank Warrant in case of Patient chargeable to the
Municipality, or blank form of Bond for private Patient, will be sent
to the applicant.

The Medical Certificates must be made out by duly qualified
Medical Practitioners (those whose names are annually published in
the “Royal Gazette,”) or they cannot be received. See Clause 21.
(,'lur/»A 38, Revised Statutes, l"«'_/'//« Series

These certificates empower two County Magistrates to make out
the Warrant and commit the Insane person to the Hospital.

N. B—In any county in which the Municipal Council has ap-
pointed Magistrates to commit insane persons to the Hospital for
[nsane, two of those so appointed must sign the warrant.

Upon presentation of proper Medical Certificates and Warrant, or
Bond, at the Office of the Commissioner of Public Works and Mines,
an order of Admission may be furnished, with which order and other
papers accompanying the patient, admission at the Hospital follows

In a crowded state of the Hospital, the commissioner must give the
preference of admission to presumably curable cases.

Two good suits of Clothing, at least, should be sent with every
patient. A third suit for occasional use is very desirable.

Those about to be committed to the Hospital should invariably be
informed of it before leaving home. Everything like deception must
be serupulously avoided. No promises as to the precise time of then
return should ever be made

In order to be benefitted by hospital treatment, patients should be
placed under care at an early stage of their disease.

The following clauses of Chapter 38, of Revised Statutes, Fifth
Series, are appended for the information of those desiring the admis-
sion of a patient :—

CLAUSE 21. In every case where admission is sought for a patient,
a statement in writing in the form of Schedule A shall be filled up
and sworn to before some justice of the peace by a party cognizant of
the facts therein contained, and forwarded to the Medical Superin-
tendent for examination: and his answer and u/;/mwu/ shall be
received before the patient is forwarded. No person shall be received
into the Hospital for the Insane as a patient without a certificate as
in Schedule B, from two qualified medical practitioners in actual
practice in the Province, of whom the one shall not be the son,
brother, partner, or assistant of the other, the examination therefor
having been made not more than 30 days before admission

CLAUSE 22. In case of private paying patients, a bond shall be
given to the Commissioner of Public Works and Mines, with sufficient
sureties for payment of expenses, and a payment of one quarter's
board shall be made in advance. Such bond may be sued on as often
as shall be necessary, and recovery had in the supreme or county
courts, according to the amount sued for and according to the ordi-
nary practice of the court in like cases.

CLAUSE 26. In case such person shall have been certified to be
insane by only one medical practitioner, before his apprehension, he
shall be again examined and certified, as in Schedule B, by two duly
qualified practitioners, to be appointed by the Commissioner of Public
Works and Mines, before he shall be admitted into the Hospital.

CLAUSE 30. The Commissioner of Public Works and Mines, in the
case of patients now in the Hospital for the Insane, or on whose behalf
admissions are sought, and where, in his judgment, there are circum-
stances justifying a departure from the ordinary rates, may make
special agreements for the amount and payment of board ; and where
a patient from violence or otherwise requires a special or extra
attendant, such extra attendance shall be charged and paid for in the
same manner as the ordinary charges.

N. B.—The Superintendent has no power to admit a patient with-
out the order from the Commissioner Public Works and Mines.




AIPENDIX,

DISCHARGE OF PATIENTS

When a patient recovers, the friends are notified, and upon their
application, with the Medical Superintendent’s certificate, the order
for discharge is granted by the Commissioner of Public Works and
Mines.

In cases of doubtful recovery, after six months’ residence, it is now
customary to grant leave of absence “on trial.” If a relapse occur
before final discharge, the patient is at once re-admitted without any
new formalities.
