The caretaker notified Du'ec-
tor Murdoch, who in turn communicated
with Alderman Frink, chairman of the
board, and a hurry-up call was sent to
the members to attend a meeting and
consider what steps should be taken.

/“Auless repairs are made at once the en-

tire Water service of the city may be seri-
ously affected. It is also stated that Mr.
Shillington’s fields are flooded and that
considerable damage has been done to
“hay and other crops. Chairman Frink, in
calling the meeting to order, rela_ted the
condition of affairs to the meeting and
said that in addition to the damage done
bv “the present break, Mr. Shillington
wanted some agreement from the city to
pay him for damage done by a break in

Shillington was entitled to some compen-
sation if damage had been done, and tl}e,
committee on viewing the situation will
arrange with him as to-what amount they
will recommend to be paid him.

The director called attention to the fact
that tonders submitted at the last meet-
ing of the board for repairs to the care-
taker’s house at Little River reservoir
had been refused because they were be-
yond the estimate of $1,200. He had re-
ceived an offer from a contractor named
Graham, this morning, to do the work for
that amount, and he asked the board
what he should do. There was some dis-
cussion as to whether it would be fair to
the other tenderers to accept the offer and
it was finally decided, on motion of Ald.
Sproul, to call for new tenders.

The meeting then adjourned. .

WILL INVESTIGATE
QUEBEC BRIDGE
DISASTER

OTTAWA, Ont., Aug. 30 (Special)--A
thorough investigation into the' Quebec
bridge disaster is to be made by the gov-
ernment. M. J. Butler, deputy minister
of railways, leaves for the scene of the
disaster by the 3.40 train this afternoon.’
He will be joined by Henry Holgate, C.
E., who has been appointed by the gov-
ernment to conduct an official investiga-
tion to ascertain the cause of the col-
 lapse.

8. N. Parent, chairman of the National
Transcontinental Railway leaves for Que-
bec this afternoon. He believes that the
Phoenix Company, of Pennsylvania, which
had the contract for the steel work:on
the bridge, had been. hurrying the con-
struction a little too rapidly.

It may be that in pushing out the
heavy car of steel which was on the
bridge when it went down, some of the
rivets had not been placed or properly
fastened and this may have caused the
collapee.

It is stated that there was an indica-
tion given that this part of the bridge
was under heavy strain, as one of the
heavy chain cables twisted.

Mr. Parent states that the responsibil-
ity for the disaster rests on the Phoenix
Company, and that they will also have to
meet all losses. He estimates the loss of
money through the fallen steel and the
work placed on it at about $1,000,000.
This may be increased by heavy damages
to the relatives of those who lost their
lives. In all, he estimates the money
loss will reach a million and a half. Oth-
ers put the losses as high as $2,000,000.

N. Parent is the president of the Quebec
Bridge Company which undertook the en-
terprise of having the bridge erected. M.
P. Davis, of Ottawa, was the contractor
of the masonry substructure, and the
Phoenix Bridge Company are the contrac-
tors for the steel superstructure.

The marine department has been noti-
fied by their agent in Quebec that the
ship channel will in no way be interfered
with by the collapse of the Quebec
bridge. The bridge fell into one hundred
and forty feet of water on the south

The New Ferry for the Rothe-
say-Clifton Route Started Up
River Today.

The tooting of.a new steamer whistle
in the iinrtng- ﬁ:'t &vening announced the
arrival of a new ship in the port. I§ was
the passenger and ferry steamer Premier,
which has just come from the nion
Iron Co’s wharf, Carleton, where her ma-
chinery was made and installed. Under
heér own steam she made her way quickly
across the harbor.

This afternoon at two o’clock she start-
ed on her trial trip, leaving the ferry slip
at 2 o’clock with the official inspectors,
Messrs. Isaac Olive and Charles Dalton,
on board, as well as several other gentle-
men. :
The Premier proposed to touch at In-
diantown and then go up to her route
upon the Kennebeccasis. If all works well
it is the intention to -start upon the first
regular trip from Rothesay to Clifton,
Gondola and Reed’s Points tomorrow
about two o’clock, after the arrival of the
noon suburban from St. John. The
Premier will lay at Almon’s wharf. A
return trip to meet the evening train at
Rothesay will be made. The boat will be
on the route Sundays and week days for
the accommodation of teams and pae-
sengers to Long Ieland, Moss Glen, Clif-
ton, Gondola Point, Reed’s Point and
Rothesay.

Capt. Herbert S. McCleery will have
charge of the Premier, and the engineer
is William Robinson. The hull was built
at the old Clifton shipyard by William
Cronk, and designed by Harry Gilbert, of
Rothesay. The machinery was built by
the Union Iron Company of Carleton.

The owners are the Clifton 8. 8. Co.,
Ltd, of Gondola Point, of which Harry
Gilbert is president, S. S. Wetmore vice
president, and E.’ S. Carter secretary-
treasurer. The latter has been superin-
tending the fitting out of the new boat.

The Premier is 65 feet long and 31 feet
wide, and can accommodate eight teams
easily. There is a centre cabin house and
engine and boiler room, 32 feet long, and
the pilot house ‘is in the middle, raised
five feet above the roof of the rest of the
structure. This, with its many windows,
sets off the steamer and gives her a
striking apeparance. There is a rudder,
specially built by James Elliott, of this
city, from Mr. Gilbert’s design. The boil-
er was built by Matheson & Co., of New
Glasgow, and is an upright, of about 60
horse power with a test of 190 pounds and
a working pressure of 125 pounds. The
engines are powerful and will drive the
Premier at a good rate of speed.

As soon as pos-
sible a regular time table will be made
out and adhered to.

CANADIANS
WERE LOWER

OTTAWA, Ont.,, Aug. 30 (Special)—
Tenders for steel rails have been accept-
ed by the government from the Dominion
Iron & Steel Co., of Sydney, and the Al-
goma Steel Company of the Soo. The
price of the Algoma Company’s rails,
which is quoted free on board at Fort
William, is about $34 a ton. The Sydney
company undertakes to deliver its rails
at Quebec for about fifty cents a ton less.
The tenders of the two Canadian com-
panies, when duty is taken into consider-
ation, were much lower than the prices
quoted by the American and British
firms which tendered. There are about
thirty-six thousand tons of rails in the
order, about half going to each company.
The rails from Sydney will be laid on the
National Transcontinental to the east and
west of Quebec, and the rails from the
Soo will be laid on the Superior Junction-
Winnipeg section of the road.,

F|REDERICTON, Aug. 30 (Special)—
The supreme court met this morning, with
the Chief Justice and Judge Landry in
attendance, and delivered judgment in the
case of the Empire Cream Separator
Co. vs. the Maritime Dairying Co.. This
was an application to rescind an grder of
Judge McLeod setting aside a writ issued
against the defendant company for two
notes of $1640 each. - The chief justice:
read a lengthy judgment prepared by
Judge McLeod, in which it was held that
under the act relating to extra provincial
corporations, the plaintiff company had
not the right to do business in this prov-
ince without ‘a license, and not having-a
license, they could not maintain an -ae-
tion against the defendants. As the come
pany were doing business in the province
without a license he held that it was im-’
material whether they had an agency here
or not. His judgment was that the ac-

the appeal should be dismissed.

The chief justice said that he had no
hesitation in arriving at the same conclus--
ion as Judge McLeod.

Judge Landry was inclined to think
that the contract had not been made
within the province, but by correspond-
ence. He did not feel that he could dif-
fer from the judgment of the ‘court.
Judge Hanington dissented and Judges
Gregory and Barker took no part. After
delivering the judgment the court ad-
journed sine die.

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QUEBEC, Aug. 20—The great Quebec
bridge collapsed at 5.37 this afternoon,
and now lies a mass of tangled debris ac-
ross the St. Lawrence Channel.
four men out of ninety-two are reported

or crushed by the falling girders.
Nothing is known of the cause of the
disaster. Theére was nothing of an un-

toward nature repprted that could give
the 'slightest indication during the past
few days that the huge structure was in
a dangerous condition. It was built on
such immense lines that it d}'d not seem
possible that it could break down. Wheth-
er it was caused by a defect in the mater-
ials or by an error in the calculations of
the architect, is a mere matter of con-
jecture, The ome certain fact is that
where this afternoon there was almost the
half of a bridge that was to have been
one of the engineering wonders of the
world, with a small army of mechanics

| and workmen there is nothing now but a

mass of fantastically twisted iron and
steel wreckage and a terrible number of
corpses floating down the river or crush-
ed in between the fallen girders.

The bodies rescued so far are in a ter-
rible state, crushed and broken until they
can scarcely be recognized. Only one man
was taken from the bridge alive, and he
was 8o frightfully injured that he died
a few minutes after being taken to his
home.

Work was going on as usual, the men
being employed in placing the immense
girders in position. At this work a track
had been laid on the bridge and an engine
with freight cars and several heavy mov-
ing cranes were employed in getting the
steel into' position.

The engine was seen to start out for the
end of the bridge with a load of steel,
and as it approached the end, the first
premonition of disaster was experienced
by the engine driver who felt his engine
jerk. He at once shut off steam, but the
engine continued to move. The outward
side of the structure literally ducked a
little, and a moment later collapeed.
This much has been gathered from the
engineer who by some marvellous chance
escaped the general destruction. He fell
with his engine as the bridge gave way,
but is not able to say how he escaped.
He was picked up later by a boat, and
became unconscious, and when he recover-
ed his senses knew little beyond the fact
that he felt the bridge go and knew he was
falling. When he returned to consecious-
ness he was on shore. The rest of his
cr®w were still in the river.

It was stated this evening by men
working on the bridge that the trouble
was caused by the anchor pier giving way
under the tremendous strain.

Several of the officials of the Phoehix
Bridge Company of Pennsylvania, which
was constructing the bridge, lost their
lives, amongst these were B. A. Yanser,
general foreman; Mr. Burke, the chief
engineer, who had walked out onto the
bridge just before it collapsed, and two
foremen named John Worley and Jim
Idaho.

REVIEW OF NEWFOUNDLAND
FISHERIES CONTROVERSY

The Dispute Which it is Said May Be Referred to the Hague
Tribunal---The Developments Since the Treaty of 1818.

. (Mail and Empire)

It is said that the governments of
Great Britain and the United States have
agreed to refer their Newfoundland fish-
eries controversy to The Hague tribunal.
By The Hague tribunal is meant a board
of arbitrators constituted and submitted
to in accordance with the terms of The
Hague convention pertaining thereto.

TREATY OF 1818.

If The Hague tribunal delivers a judg-
ment that will finaily close this contro-
versy, it will have taken out of interna-
tional relations almost as prickly a thorn
as that which was removed from Newfound
land affairs by the settlement of the col-
onfal differences between Britain - and
Frangce. We have seen the last of the long-
standiug and vexatious French shore
question. Let us hope that an equally
happy ending will soon be made of the
dispute, scarcely less long-standing and
bitter, over the United States fishing
rights in Newfoundland waters. By the
treaty of 1783, which ended Britain’s first
war with the United States, the latter
power secured fishing rights in Nev;vfound-
land waters practically as unlimited as
those beldnging to British subjects. After
the second war, that of 1812, Great Brit-
tain contended that these rights were for-
feited when the United States ceased to
be a friendly power and began hostilities.
The question was not eettled by the
Treaty of Ghent, which closed the war,
but was disposed of in a subsequent con-
vention that) of 1818. This also gives the
United Statés permanent fishing rights in
Newfoundland waters, though of less ex-
tent fhan those embodied in the Treaty of
1783. The liberty to take fish of every
¥ind in the shore waters, from the Ra-
mea Islands to Cape Ray on the southern
coast, along the whole western coast, and
along the narrow extent of the extreme
northern coast. was conceded, as .well as
the coast of Labrador. The privilege of
drying and curing fish in unsettled bays
and harbors of the southern' section of
the coast above described and on the
coast of Labrador was also conceded. This
later privilege was to cease whenever the
+zcasts of such bays and harbors should
e settled. It is not on the shores de-
fined that Newfoundland’s territorial* wa-
ters are of most value to the fishermen.
The coasts most frequented by herring
and squid, and closest to the_cod-ﬁshmg
grounds, are not open to . United States
fishermen wunder the treaty, except for
the purpose of shelter, repgxi_ring damages,
purchasing wood, and obtaining water.

WASHINGTON TREATY.

By the Treaty of 1854 reciprocity was
established between the United States and
the British provinces. This opened all
the coasts of British North America to
United States fishing = vessels in return
for a like privilege to Canadian fishing
vessels on the coasts of the United _St.,ates.
This reciprocity in fishing ‘prxvxleges
came to an end when the treaty was ter-
minated in 1865. The rights under the’
Treaty of 1818 were then fallen back upon.
Disputes -arose. In 1871 the Treaty of
Washington was concluded. It restored
the reciprocal fishing arrangement of the
Treaty of 1854, and  provided for free
trade between the two countries in sa.!t
water fish. As it was manifest that 'thns
reciprocity would be more to the United
States’ advantage than to Canada’s, an
article wae inserted in the treaty'pr0v1d~
ing for a commission to ascertain how
much Canada should receive in money to
balance the arrangement. The Fisheries
Commission, which sat in Halifax il'l 1877,
fixed this sum at $5,500,000. This the
United States Government paid, but took
the earliest opportunity to give notice for
the abrogation of the fisheries and fish
clauses of the treaty, which, -accordingly,
were terminated in 1885. .

TREATIES THAT CAME TO NAUGT.

This put the question back on the con-
vention of 1818. Again there aroee dif-
ferences over the interpretation of iis
provisions, and aggresive American ﬁ‘s}}er-
men were frequently checked by officials
of the Newfoundland Government. ‘Mpch
irritation was developed over questions
that are not raised in the present dis-
pute. At last another treaty was negotl-
ated, Mr. Chamberdain- being one of the
British plenipotentiaries. This treaty was
rejected by. the United States Senate in
1888, Since then smoother xelations_ob-
tained, licenses being issued to American
fishermen under a modus vivendi. There
might have been no further friction on
the subjectrhad not Sir Robert Bonds
latest attempt to conclude a reciprocal
treaty with the United States also been
thwarted by the American Senate. Th_e
somewhat contemptuous treatment of his
reciprocity scheme by -that body. drove
him to reprisals in the form of Bait Acts,
which the United States holds to be con-
trary to its rights under the Treaty of
1818.

MR. BORDEN
IN QUEBEC

He Opened His Tour in Que-
bec City Last Night and Will
Speak in Three Rivers This
Evening.

MONTREAL, Aug. 29—R. L. Borden,
M. P., the leader of the Conservative
party in the House of Commons, will open
his tour of the province of Quebec by a
meeting this evening in Quebec.

J. G. H. Bergeron, M. P.; T. Chase Cas-
grain, K. C.; Rufus H. Pope, ex-M. P.;

C.; Campbell Lane, K. C.; J. A. Comeau,
K. C., and several others.

'Mr. Borden will Be given a civic recep-
tion at Three Rivers, when F. S. Tour-
igny, K. C., the mayor, will read an ad-
dress. The leader will be escorted to the
skating rink by the Conservative Club.
This is Mr. Borden’s first appearance in
an essentially French-Canadian district,
and he will address the gathering in
French as well as in English.

_A_t Valleyfield, also, there will be a
civie address before the meeting. Ex-
tensive preparatfions are being made by
the l('mﬂ Conservatives of Mr. Bergeron’s
constituency to greet the party leader in
the most hearty fashion.

Mr. Borden will spend Sunday quietly
in Montreal, and on Labor Day, it is al-
together likely that he will visit the La-
bor demonstration to be held at Domin-
ion Park. !

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THE CABINET CHANGES

Dr. Pugsley and Mr. Graham are the
new cabinet ministers. This is not what
Sir Wilfrid desired. The premier’s favor-
ite was the Hon. Clifford Sifton, but the
latter declined to re-enter the cabinet.
The Ottawa correspondent of the Toronto
Globe wrote on Tuesday night:—“Had
Hon. Clifford Sifton accepted the offer to
re-enter the government the matter would
have been speedily and satisfactorily set-
tled, but the ex-minister -of the interior
bas declined. The prime minister and his
colleagues regret that they have been un-
able to persuade Mr. Sifton to join the
administration at the present time.” The
Montreal Herald also states that “Hon.
Mr. Sifton was invited to take the place
made vacant by.Mr. Hyman, but declin-
ed, after giving the matter serious con-
sideration.” The correspondent of the
Toronto News said:—“For the last twelve
months or more the premier has been
sager to have the member for Brandon
rejoin the government, but he has per-
sistently refused to accede to the leader’s
wishes. It is understood that he is still
reluctant to enter the government under
iny circumstances, and particularly to en-
ter the government as now constituted.”

Unable to secure the services of Mr. Sif-
ton, the premier has decided to try out
Mr. Graham, a clever organizer, and the
leader of his party in Ontario provincial
politics. He had already decided to choose
Dr. Puglsey from New Brunswick, and
with Mr. Graham’s prompt acceptance
there remained only the choice of port-
folios for the two.
pews of today’s proccedings at Ottawa
has not been received but the morning pa-
pers state positively that Hon. Dr. Pugs-
ley will be sworn minister of public works
and Hon Mr. Graham minister of rail-
ways and canpals. Maritime province Lib-
erals had hoped that the portfolio of rail-
ways and canals would continue to be held
by a maritime member, but they will no
doubt be quick to see large opportunities
in the public works department, under
control of a politician of expansive—not
to say expensive—views concerning all
such matters. “Speculative procliyitiea.”
we believe, was the term once used by the
St. John Globe in this connection.

Both the Sun and Telegraph correspond-
ents foreshadow a further cabinet shuffle
when Hon. Mr. Fielding returns. Of course
the Ottawa correspondent of the Mail and
Empire may be somewhat prejudiced, but
what he says about Mr. Sifton may have
some bearing on the case. We quote:—

“Mr, Sifton has declined to re-enter
the cabinet unless his conditions were ac-
ceded to, and as Sir Wilirid cannot see
his way clear just now to fall in with the
sx-minister’s stipulation, Mr. Sifton will
remain on the outside, at any rate, for
the present. It is an open secret that
Mr, Sifton, rmh’zmg the weakness of the
present administration, stipulated for a
ctlean eweep. He wanted to have the old
stagers, -Sir Richard Cartwright, Mr.
Beott, and Mr. Patterson, retired, and
new blood infused into the administra-
tion. Mr. Sifton holds that if the prem-
ier appeals to the country next year sim-
ply with the old following, the Liberal
party will go down and out. For this
reason, a complete reorganization, in his
judgment, is essential. The premier, how-
ever, cannot screw up his courage to the
point of breaking with his old colleagues,
and, accordingly, the ultimatum of Mr.
Sifton having been refused, that gentle-
man etands on the outside.”

1t is true that the Montreal Herald at-
tributes Mr. Sifton’s refusal to his re-
luctance to become again the target of
bitter and virulent attack by the opposi-
tion, but whatever else may be said of
that gentleman his fighting qualities have
never been in doubt. Then the corre-
spondent of the Toronto Globe says he
will not join the administration “at the
present time.” Does this suggest that
when Mr. Fielding returns there may be
a general reconstruction, with Mr. Sifton
"in the count, provision being made in the
meantime to shelve some dead timber?

What appears to be definitely known is
that for the purposes of the by-elections
two gentlemen will go to their constitu-
encies with the tempting allurements of
great epending departments. Later there
may be further changes, due to some ex-
tent to the great and unexpected enthus-

“He said that the programme which he
set forth had been pronounced by respect-
able Liberal organs to be Liberal doc-
trine, and though it was denounced by
certain subsidized sheets, the people could
judge what such denunciations were
worth.

There is an interesting question of ver-
acity between. Mr. Bourassa and Premier
Gouin. The former had declared that he
had been offered a place in the Gouin
cabinet. Mr. Gouin flatly denied that any
such offer had been made. Mr. Bourassa
at L’Assomption, replying to Mr. Gauth-
ier, reasserted that “had he wished to se-
cure a seat in the Gouin ministry he could

FOR MILK SUPPLY

(Montreal Star.)

There are many ways of adulterating
milk and Dr. Laberge i\ of opinion that
a novel method has lately come into ex-
istence. At a meeting+of* the Hygiene
Committee yesterday aftarnoon he submit-
ted a report from City Analyist Hersey,
in which it was stated that a compound
consisting of ordinary lime and cane sugar
syrup was being rather extensively used
in the city for the purpose of thickening!
cream. Though not really harmful in|
small quantities, dealers celling cream |
thickened by this preparation were guilty
of adulteration.

Dr. Laberge pointed out that if some
salers in cream were allowed to use the
compound it was unfair to the others.
Those using it had an apparently thick,
rich cream, . which deceived buyers. It
should, therefore, be prohibited. He wish-
ed to have instruction from the committee
to communicate with the government in
the interest of the honest dealers.

The committec gave full instruction in
that regard, and those using the com-
pound in future will have to answer to
the charge of adulterating food.

CUTS DOWN
DEATH RATE

Dr. McCarry Says Inspection of
Miik Cans Has Saved Many
Lives.

(Montreal Star.)

Dr. McCarry, chief food inspector of the
city, states that as a result o fthe careful
inspection of milk cans which has bzen
made this year by the inspectors of this
department, the death rate among child-
ren this summer has been materially de-
creased.

This improvement is especially due to
the placing of men at railway stations
for the purpose of watching the return
of the cans. The appointment of more in-
spectors would still further facilitate the
work, but the improvement already
achieved is a very satisfactory one.

This matter of washing out milk cans
is a very much more important one than
is generally supposed, as unwashed milk
cans, especially in warm weather, afford
splendid bresding grounds for bacteria. It
is when the milk has been recently emp-
tied out of the cans and they have not
had time to dry that the washing must be
done to be efficacious, and the inspection
organized by the department has caused
this to be done.

Dr. McCarry is of the opinion that an
afternoon delivery of milk would be bene-
ficial to the city. Customers would then
get milk on the same day as it was sent
to Montreal. The new milk by-law will
be brought up this fall for consideration.
Among other things it will limit the de-
livery of milk to tewnty-four hours after
milking time, fix the number of bacteria
at 100,000, and raise the standard of but-
ter fat from three to three and a quarter
per cent. i

In a few days Dr. Mc¢Carry will make
a tour of the leading Americah cities to
pick up suggestions that may be of use
in thg work of his department.

SEALING TRADE

Built at Maitland, N. S.---Man
85 Years Oid Stiil at Work.

MAITLAND, Hants, Co., August 27—
Captain John Clarke has built a schooner
of the following dimensions; 100 ft. over
all, 25 ft. beam, 10 ft. hold, she is strongly

built and coppered. She is intended for
the sealing trade about the River Platte
and Falkland Islands. She will be in com-
mand of Capt. Clarke. This vessel was
modelled and built under the supervision
of the veteran shipbuilder Lockhart Law-
rence, who has built upwards of forty ves-
sels, among them the ship W. D. Law-
rence, owned by his brother, one of the
largest vessels ever built in Canada. In
thie shipyard the correspondent met the
oldest resident of the village, Isaac Doug-
las, who is in his 85th year, and is still
quite hearty.

King George Ist of Greece was a son of
Old King Christian of Denmark and was
born on December 24th, 1845. When the
Greeks finally succeeded in throwing off
the Turkish domination and slavery and
looked about for a ruler they called on
this youthful Danish prince to accept the
newly re-crcated throne of Greece. He
was chosen king on March 18th, 1863, and
landed in Greece on November 2nd, in the
same year. On October 27th, 1867, King
George married the Grand Duchess Olga,
daughter of the Russian Grand Duke Con-
stantine and the heir to the Greek throne
is named after his grandfather, Konstan-
tinos. He is called the Duke of Sparta.
The income of the king is about $500,000
annually. He is very popular with all
classes and is considered a representative
king in European diplomatic circles.

Moose Eating Oats and Smash-
ing Hay Rakes on the North
Shore.

CHATHAM, Aug. 28—Moose have been
doing considerable damage of late. One
recent complainant was James Savage, of
Lower Newcastle, who sowed a field of

four acres in extent with oats. The land
lies about a mile away ‘from any settle-
ment and Mr. Savage says that the grain
has mnever grown above six inches in
height as the moose feed there, coming in
small herds and even lying down and eat-
ing in order to crop close to the ground.

May Be Another Change.

Ottawa, Aug. 20—Hon. George P. Gra-
ham, accompanied by Mr. Derbyshire, M.
P.,arrived here this afternoon from Brock-
ville and had an interview with the first
minister in the premier’s office.

After today’s council mezting, Mr. Gra-
ham was offered and accepted a portfolio
in the dominion government. Mr. Derby-
shire handed in his resignation as the sit-
ting member for Brockville, and Mr. Grg-
ham will contest the riding for a seat in
the dominion parliament. It is hoped there
will be not be any opposition to Mr. Gra-

ham. i ;
Mr. Graham and Mr. Derbyshire dined
with the premier. Mr. Graham had noth-
ing to say. He merely added that he was
gpecially pleased with the way in which
his meeting had been received by the

Canadian press.

Beyond that -he was not in a position to
say anything. The only informa-
tion on the subject bafore coming to
Ottawa was what he saw in the press.

Mr. Graham will be sworn in tomorrow
minister of railways and canals, and Hon.
Dr. Pugsley will be sworn in minister of
public works. '

There may be a shuffle in portfolios later
on, after the return of Hon. W. S.
Fielding, and Mr. Brodeur, but for the
present the new ministers will start off in
the manner indicated. Railways and
canals will go for the present to Ontario
and public works will go to the maritime
provinces. These are the two spending
departments. There iz a precedent al-
though none is necessary for this. It was
when Hon. John Haggart, an Ontario
minister held the Intercolonial under Sir
John MecDonald.

Peas are ex-
ceptionally good all over the' province,
while oats, the one crop that has been
vigorously assailed by rust, the green bug
a:md Dessimists, are yielding bumper crops
in some parts. As high as 80 bushels to
the acre are being threshed in certain
parts of Central-Ontario. Yet this crop
has many fields that will not go 25 bush-
els to the acre, which brings the average
vield away down.
On the whole, Ontario farmers have
reason to feel highly jubilant at the re-
turns this year’s Providence has sent
them. There is no farm that has a com-
plete failure of crops.
