Boston Find Causes Sensation in Mineola, N. Y„ Nov. 14—In the face 
of a twenty mile northwest wind, the 
giant Handley-Page bombing plane 
commanded by Vice Admiral Mark 
Kerr started from here at seven o’clock 
this morning in an attempted non-stop 
flight to Chicago. The plane carried 
eight passengers and 500 pounds of wo­
men’s clothing and furs for the Am­
erican Railway Express Company. Ad­
miral Kerr expected the trip to take 
about ten hours.

Major J. Brackley of the British Royal 
Air Force piloted the craft Colonel 
Archie Miller, commanding all army 
aviation fields on Long Island was on 
board as a guest of Admiral Kerr. A 
representative of the express company 
and four mechanics were the other pas­
sengers.

The flight was originally scheduled 
to begin November 6, but was held up 
when the plane was seized by customs 
officials because it had not been “de­
clared” when it crossed the Canadian 
border on its way from Parrsboro, N. 
S„ to Green Port, L. I. (At that time 
it passed over St. John).

Admiral Kerr subsequently paid duty 
on the craft as a “consignment of mer­
chandise,” after appraisers had placed a 
value on it

Admiral Kerr planned to follow the 
New York Central route, passing over 
Binghamton, Buffalo, Cleveland and To­
ledo. The purpose of the flight is to 
demonstrate the possibility of aerial 
transportation for rush express matter.

This increase of 22 per 
cent, follows exactly the same progress 
during the 1918 year, despite the pur­
ported shortage of ears. The 1919 regis­
tration doubles that for 1916.

By the turn of the new year there will 
he a car for every fourteen persons in 
the United States, based on the estim­
ated population of 105,258,400 a year ago. 
In the New England States, with a car 
for every fifteen persons, and in the 
eastern region, with one for every sev­
enteen, the showing is near the average 
rate. However, the distribution through­
out the country is not so uniform, with 
the ratio of one for every twenty-two in 
the south, ten in the mid west, nine in 
the far west, and one for every eight per­
sons along the Pacific slope.

Romance of Wealth in London 

« Revealed Threugh Accident

(Lloyds Sunday News.)

A hidden hoard of more than 6,000 
sovereigns, together with securities 
worth another £54,000, has been revealed 
following a fatal London ’bus accident.

Asher Levy, aged eighty-six, at 
time a dealer in cocoanuts, lived in Suth­
erland road, Bow, with a middle-aged 
housekeeper as his only attendant.

When out purchasing meat for his fav­
orite dog, he was knocked down by a 
motor bus outside the business premises 
of a relative, and the injuries proved 
fatal.

After the accident rumors of conceal­
ed wealth began to grow and the house 
was guarded by the police. Then the 
old man’s life began to be-embellished 
with all kinds of fantastic tales.

It was stated that he would never 
leave the house during air-raids; that 
he had been seen to drive up to his house 
in a taxi-cab laden with bags—of 
course, of gold; that he would never 
partake of outside hospitality for fear 
of being poisoned! Added to these de­
tails is the story of extensive travelling 
in Russia.

The truth is that Levy was a simple- 
minded old man, open and generous to 
neighbors and friends by no means a 
miser, and certainly not a recluse.

Mr. and Mrs. Hargreave, who lived 
next door, told Lloyd’s News of many 
little acts of kindness which the old 
man had extended to them.

Levy was a man of small stature, with 
rounded shoulders and he delighted to 
do all the household shopping. Many 
years ago he had a fairly extensive busi­
ness in Mitre street, and he also possess­
ed a number of freehold houses. He 
had lived in Sutherland road for about 
ten years, and had altogether resided in 
the neighborhood of Bow for many 
years.

In his bedroom, after his death, was 
found a safe, which was removed to the 
Bow road branch of Barclay’s Bank and 
opened. J
