BELGIANS DETAINING ENEMY

The Germans have occupied the French cities of T.<11» Valenci­
ennes and Roubaix, according to a despatch from Ostend, Belgium 
which passed through the hands of the censor at London. All three 
cities are situated within a few miles of the Belgian frontier and Lille 
is strongly fortified. Valenciennes is a military station of less impor­
tance, while Roubaix is known chiefly as a manufacturing centre.

Exact knowledge of the importance of thin movement awaits of­
ficial information.

Earlier despatches from Ostend quoted a Belgian officer as 
authority for the statement that the allies had decided not to defend 
Lill®, and that its evacuation by the French troops was announced by 
the Mayor Thursday.

A wireless despatch from Berlin early today brought the nfflmwl 
announcement that all the forts at Namur had fallen before the Ger­
mans who had captured Longwy. The army of the Grown Prince, 
it was added, had repulsed a French attack and upper Alsace 
free of the enemy except at points westward of Kolmar.

St. Petersburg, Aug. 26 (via London, 

Aug. 27)—A Russian

“I have been talking with British 
officers from the front, who tell of the 
wonderful coolness and daring of the 
British soldiers in the fighting around 
Mons.

“The shooting of the British infantry­
men on the firing line was wonderful. 
Every time a German’s head showed 
above the trench, and every time the 
German infantry attempted to rush a 
position there came a steady withering 
rifle fire from the khaki-clad men lying 
in extended formation along the wide 
battle front. Their firing was not the 
usuul firing of nervous men shooting 
without aiming; rather it was the calm 
and careful marksmanship one sees on 
English rifle ranges when men fire with 
all the artificial aids permitted the match 
expert.

“When quick action was necessary the 
, men showed no nervousness, no excite­

ment; they showed cool, methodical ef­

ficiency for which the British 
noted.

“If the British lost heavily, the Ger­
mans must have lost terribly. One of 
the German prisoners said:—‘We had 
never expected anything like it;

When he W'ent to get his 
pay he was placed under arrest by De­
tective Killen and was taken to Central 
Police Station in one of the automobiles 
of the company.

“What struck me most forcibly during 

my trip,” said Sir Lomer Gouin to a 
Gazette reporter “was the enthusiasm 
displayed for Canada, not only in Eng­
land, but also in France. If I were ask­
ed what was the most remarkable sight 
I witnessed while I was abroad. I should 
have to answer ‘St. Malo, gone mad 
with enthusiasm for England and for 
Canada.’ I thought I had seen a nation 
moved by gratitude to love in its most 
ardent manifestation when the news 
reached England that the Dominion had 
not only enrolled its young men, but had 
pledged an immense gift of flour to meet 
the first needs of the moment. But, when 
I was kept awake the whole of one night 
while St. Malo paraded the streets sing­
ing *God Save the King1 and *G Canada’ 
alternatively in French and in English, 
I began to realize that we had friends in 
countries other than Great Britain.

“In England the news of the gift of 
flour seemed to touch the imagination 
of the average Britisher. Had the dom­
inion government promised an addition­
al grant of money. I do not think it 
would have made anything like the im­
pression. But that Canada, the granary 
of the Empire, should at once offer food 
In the form of flour, struck a note which 
echoed in gratitude wherever a Canadian 
showed himself.

“Tonight I go to Ottawa to attend a 
meeting of the committee of the Patri­
otic Fund of which all the premiers of 
the provinces are ex-officio members. I 
need scarcely say that the desire of the 
government of the province of Quebec 
to help does not end with a gift of 
cheese. I shall do all I can to make plain 
that whatever is asked for in money or 
in service from this province will read­
ily be granted.”

A problem ot great public interest and 
importance, says the London Times of 
August 12th, is, how far and how long 
paper manufacturers and newspaper pro­
prietors will be able to provide the 
amount of paper necessary to satisfy 
the unprecedented demand for war news.

In this country there is ordinarily 
consumed and exported about 15,000 
tons weekly of news and white paper in 
reel made from wood pulp. This includes 
pacer used for magasines and the like. 
The consumption has risen 25 per cent 
owing to the demand for war news, and 
the increase would have been much 
greater but for the fact that the size 
of newspapers has been rigorously cut 
down. A large percentage of this paper 
comes from Newfoundland and the con­
tinent. From Newfoundland we get 
about 900 tons weekly and from the con­
tinent 2,600 tons. The continental sup­
ply comes from Scandinavia, Germany, 
Belgium, and Holland. The colonial 
supplies, though interrupted, have not 
been seriously interfered with and it is 
hoped that this will continue to be the 

But the continental consignments 
have for the moment ceased, so that the 
available supplies are diminished to that 
extent. One immediate result has been 
to raise the price of paper.

of Lemberg, the Galician capital.

An unconfirmed report says that the Russians have also reached

150 miles from Berlin. A military observer gives his opinion that 
the determined stand of the Germans against the Russian advance

More than 5,000 men have now been 
inoculated against typhoid fever, includ­
ing those who were treated after they 
enlisted. About 2,000 men have been 
examined by physicians during the last 
two days, ten per cent, being rejected as 
unfit for active service.

Uhlans Always in Front
Genuine ounbw Signature Just who and what the Uhlan is at 

the present time occupies the minds of 
many persons An erroneous impression 
seems to exist in some quarters that the 
word “Uhlan” indicates a tribe or na­
tionality, similar to the word “Cossack” 
This is not so.

The Cossack is born a Cossack. He 
is of Tartar origin, whose able bodied 
men are enrolled in the armies of the 
Czar. The word “Uhlan” simply denotes 
a certain type of cavalryman in the 
German army. The Uhlan is a lancer. 
There are 26 regiments of Uhlans in the 
German army—19 from Prussia, three 
from Saxony, two from Bavaria and two 
from Wurtemburg—with a total strength 
on a peace footing of approximately 
25,000. These regiments' are ranked as 
heavy cavalry, and are used principally 
as independent cavalry, forming the cav­
alry screen. This was their employment 
in the Franco-Prussian war and from 
the reports coming from Belgium, it 
would seem that the Uhlans are still be­
ing used as the vanguard of the German 
army.

The Uhlan is armed with lance, sabre, 
carbine and pisto.l He is well mounted 
and his equipment is especially designed 
for the purpose for which he is employ­
ed—ready to fight or run, ride down 
outposts or scouting parties of the ene­
my, harass his flanks and screen the 
movements of his own main body.

The word “Uhlan” itself is of Polish 
origin and denotes a lancer. The Uhlans 
in the German army wear the czapka, 
the peculiar fiat topped headdress which 
was worn by the Polish Uhlans and 
which to this day Is the distinguishing 
mark in the uniforms of the lancer regi­
ments of Great Britain and other Eu­
ropean countries.

The Uhlans during the Franco-Prus- 
sian war made a name for themselves 
for their quick dashes and raiding expe­
ditions and the ruthless manner in which

they ravaged the country through whicli 
they went. The patrol of Uhlans who 
tried to gallop into Liege, according to 
reports from Brussels, and capture the 
Belgian general staff, was acting true to 
the Uhlan reputation for daring work.

line army numbers approximately two 
million men, with 6,000 guns. This is the 
army which is most Immediately affect­
ed by the general mobilisation, and we 
must deduct from it such troops as Rus­
sia leaves on guard in East Asia, the 
Caucasus and Turkestan. This army 
will take so long to present itself at the 
front that we need not now examine 
how the remaining two million trained 
men will be distributed into second and 
third line formations, and what part 
they will play in war. They will certain­
ly take an important part in the cam- 
pain if Russia is seriously invaded and 
if the first line fails to hold its own. 
They will form reserve field armies 
which will be drawn upon as they are 
needed, but it is upon the first line that 
the brunt of the fighting will fall It is 
possible that reserve formations will 
strengthen the first line from the outset 
by giving to each army corps one re­
serve division, in which case we must ac­
cordingly raise the totals of the first 
line; but the concentration of this first 
line, without reserve divisions, will take 
so long, and will so completely absorb 
the activities of Russian railways, that 
we should do well to count without 
them until we learn definitely of their 
presence at the front.

How long will it take for this great 
army to concentrate and to begin to 
exercise serious pressure upon the Aus­
tro-Germ an frontiers ? In a month’s 
time, say by August 28, there may be 
all the twenty-four cavalry divisions and 
twelve to sixteen army corps in position. 
The remainder will follow as fast as 
the railways can bring them up, but 
the serious disadvantage of the Franco- 
Russian position is, and has always been 
that there is a hiatus of some weeks be­
tween the day when the French and 
German main forces join issue and the 
day when the Russian masses are 
brought to bear.
The French Army

The French numbers in the first line 
as well as in the aggregate, correspond 
closely with those of Russia. France 
has 4,000,000 trained men, and her first 
line—namely, the active army and Its 
reserves, is about 2,000,000 men in all. 
This first line expects to meet the Ger­
man masses about the 14th to the 21st 
day of mobilization, that is to sny be­
tween August 15 and 22, and there 
should be no failure in the readiness of 
the French army to carry out this its 
supreme mission, covered as it will be 
by a formidable chain of fortresses, and 
flanked as it is by neutral states for 
what their neutrality is worth. But by 
the 14th day of mobilization Russia can 
afford little help and hence German 
plans have usually been supposed to aim 
at crushing France or at least Inflicting 
a formidable blow upon the French army 
in first line, and of dealing with Rus­
sia afterwards.

places at the disposal of the Czar about 
four million trained men for the army 
and 48,000 men for the navy.

These immense numbers can, how­
ever, only be placed In the field gradu­
ally and after considerable delay. The 
peace strength of the army is 1,200,000, 
but of these only 860,000 are quartered 
in Europe, while there are 250,000 in 
East Asia, 70,000 in the Caucasus, and 
80,000 in Turkestan. About 60,000 Cos­
sacks must be added to these numbers.

The active army in peace, excluding 
frontier, guards, and certain independ­
ent brigades of foot and horse, is dis­
tributed among thirty-seven army corps 
and twenty-four cavalry divisions. The 
normal army corps, excluding reserve 
divisions, numbers thirty-two battalions, 
six squadrons, and fourteen batteries, 
with a total war strength of 44,000 men 
and 12,000 horses, and a combatant 
strength of 80,000 rifles, sixty-four ma­
chine guns, 108 field guns, and 1,000 
sabres. The normal cavalry division has 
two cavalry brigades each of two regi­
ments of sit squadrons, eight machine 
guns, and two batteries of horse artil- 

! lery in a;U 4*600 men and 4,800 horses, 
with a combatant strength of 8,500 
sabres, twelve guns, and eight machine 
guns. We must also reckon that ten
