There was some disappointment ovtr 
the part of the emperor’s speech for Which 
the members of the Reichstag were wait­
ing with the utmost eagerness. This was 
in reference to the international situation 
and the expected increase in the army and 
the navy. The emperor merely announced 
the measures in a general way, and did 
not give any details. He said: —

“For the success of our work of peace 
at home and overseas the empire must 
remain powerful enough to defend at all 
times it national honor and its possessions 
as well as its just interests in the world. 
It is therefore my constant duty and care 
to maintain and strengthen, both on land 
and sea, the power of the German people, 
which does not lack young men capable of 
bearing arms. Measures with this end in 
view are in preparation, and will be sub­
mitted to you together with proposals for 
covering the additional cost. In helping 
this important work, gentlemen, you will 
be greatly serving the fatherland.

“In concluding our agreement with 
France we have given new proof of our 
readiness to settle international differences 
amicably, whenever auch a course is con­
sistent with the dignity and interests of 
Germany. Side by side with the mainte­
nance of our alliance with Austria-Hun­
gary and Italy my policy has been stead­
ily directed toward the cultivation of 
friendly relations with all the powers on 
the basis of mutual respect and goodwill.”

Great Increases in Lumber From 
the United States—r-Matter of 
Railway Tariffs Also Discussed 
at Private Session in the Capital

Ransack The Mails And Blow 
Open The Express Safe—Two 
Stop The Train And Run it 
Down to Rendezvous of Com-His Majesty at the castle today.

Lord Ctiarles was one of the English 
parliamentary delegation which recently 
visited St. Petersburg and Moscow. The 
emperor’s entertainment of Lord Charles 
will be particularly piquant because the 
admiral is regarded in Germany as one of 
thé fatherland's most incorrigible English 
foes. He will, moreover, be the war lord’s 
guest a few minutes after His Majesty 
has opened the new reichstag, with the 
speech from the throne. This, according 
to general opinion, will announce that vast 
increases in Germany’s army and navy 
have been made necessary chiefly by last 
summer’s disclosure of the “English peril,” 
which threatened the fatherland.

LATER.
Berlin, Feb. ■ 7 — Emperor William at 

noon today opened the reichstag. As is 
customary, instead of going to the par­
liament the emperor called the members 
to the palace where he made his speech 
from the throne in the great white hall.

Ottawa, Feb. 7—The Canadian Lumber­
men’s Association, yesterday afternoon dis- 

V3 cussed tariffs on certain lumber imported 
from, the United States. The session was 
behind closed doors.

It was decided to memorialize the fed­
eral government to place on the dutiable 
list all lumber which is further manufac­
tured than rough sawn, and to instruct 
all customs officials to exercise increased 
vigi lancé in the inspection of lumber im­
ported into Canada to see that that law 
is fully complied with.

>This action was taken in view of the 
fact that eleven months’ statistics'of last 
year show tremendous increases in the im­
port of covering planks, deals, boards, 
joists and scantliig, all of which came 
fiom the United States.

It was also shown that Canada’s custom 
act permitting importation of lumber plan­
ed or finished on one side has led to gross 
abuses whereby very large quantities of 
lumber finished on more than one side have 
been brought into Canada and evaded the 
customs.

The matter of adopting uniform grading 
rules in the sale of lumber was discussed 
and a committee was appointed to prepare 
a report On the subject.

The hold-up was so cleverly planned and- 

executed with such precision that none of 
the train employes could offer resistence, 
and few of the passengers knew anything 
had happened until they awoke to find 
their train stalled.

The value of plunder the robbers got 
has not been determined. They ransacked 
the postal car, blasted the Wells Fargo 
Express safe, apparently overlooking no­
thing that might add to their profit. This 
was the second hold-up near Hurlbert 
within the last four months.

The train left Memphis about midnight. 
After it cleared the western terminus of 
the Mississippi river bridge it was board­
ed by two masked mdn. They climbed 
over the tender and covered the engine 
crew with guns, then the train was halted. 
The engineer was bound and gagged, then 
kicked off into a ditch. The fireman ran 
the train on several miles until it was 
brought to a halt at a camp-ffre alongside 
the track, where three other bandits 
waited.

Here the baggage and mail cars were de­
tached from the passengW-wMwhes 
before any of the train crew knew what 
was happening, the locomotive with its 
light load, was hurrying farther into the 
country. While one of the bandits .hèld 
a gun over the fireman,.the remaining four 
of the band clambered into the express 
and mail coaches and held up the mes- : 
sengers and clerks.

The engine with the two cars meanwhile 
proceeded to a point a mile east of Hul- 
bert, Ark. Then the robbers ransacked 
the postal car, blew open the safe in the 
Wells Fargo Express car, gathered their 
plunder and made off in the darkness.

Montreal, Que., Feb. 7 — “When there 
has been a marriage against which there 
* ne- objeetie»; exeépt that of religion, 
and the union baa taken place, it 
me it is a horrible degradation of human 
life, for the church to separate those two 
persons and permit the Christian partner 
to marry another,” declared His Lordship 
Bishop Farthing, yesterday at the opening 
session of the Montresd diocesan synod. 
In a fighting speech for one marriage law 
in Canada, Bishop Farthing several times 
was interrupted by the enthusiastic cheers 
of the synod.

"The law which makes our civil courts 
the mere registering machine for the judg­
ments of an ecclesiastical court is one 
that cannot be repealed too soon,” he 
declared, after reviewing the Hebert wed­
ding dissolution.

“I do not say that the courts are 
wrong, but I do say, that the law which 
permits such a thing should be repealed. 
This decree deals with the civil status of 
our citizens and' virtually affects the whole 
country."

IN CANADIAN TRADE

Toronto, Ont., Feb. 7—The first session 
of the thirteenth legislature of Ontario, 
will be opened this afternoon. The cere­
mony will follow the usual course, except 
for the election of W. H. Hoyle of North 
Ontario as speaker. The only indication 
of new policy in the speech from the 
throne will be in the references to co­
operation between the federal and pro­
vincial governments regarding immigration 
and the development of Northern Ontario.

The speech will make reference to the 
departure of Earl Grey, and the coming 
of his Royal Highness, the Duke of Con­
naught to Canada. Among other subjects 
will be the completion of the hydro-elec­
tric undertaking as priginaUy projected 
and the further extensions contemplated. 
The progress made with the new central 
prison at Guelph, and the sucéess of the 
board of parole and the arrangements for 
the Grand Trunk to have running rights 
over the Temiskaming A Northern On­
tario railway.

The people of Cadeton county and those 

of Woodstock in particular are very en­
thusiastic about the outlook for theirLOCAL NEWS town, county and the province feenerally. 
President Dibblee with Secretary
Holyoke and the other members of the 
board of trade are working out an ex­
tensive and ambitious publicity campaign 
for the year including the publication and 
distribution of literature in the old coun­
try, the preparation of a list of vacant 
farms, a list of those who' have too much 
land which, owing to the lack of help, is 
not fully cultivated, with photographs of 
same, and the necessary information 
where land grants can be had for new 
settlers.

It may be necessary also for the board 
of trade td send a representative to Lon­
don, in the interests of the publicity cam­
paign. These things will require a lot of 
ready money but the business men of the 
town are showing their faith by subscrib­
ing to the advertising fund, and it is ex­
pected that the town council, when it is 
preparing the estimates for the year, will 
set apart a substantial sum for advertis­
ing purposes.

Everybody is convinced that Woodstock 
is bound to go ahead rapidly, and every­
body is willing to do his or her share to 
accomplish that object. Never before has 
such an optimistic feeling prevailed in this 
town. This is particularly noticeable in 
the upward price of real estate. Land 
that was on the market a year ago can­
not now be purchased unless at twice the 
figure then prevailing. Many new build­
ings must go up this sommer as our hous­
ing accommodation is inadequate to the 
demand.

Our manufacturing establishments are 
increasing their plants and expect to do 
twice tlie amount of business done last 
year. Other concerns have moved here 
within a few weeks and other industries 
are talked of.

As is well known, early in the spring 
a large number of men will begin the work 
on permanent streets. The apparatus for 
street work, ■ including a roller and crush­
er, has been purchased and a large quant­
ity of stone is already on the ground. This 
work will be in charge of an expert engi­
neer, and it is expected that at least from 
the G. P. R. station to the post office can 
be completed next summer.

The Cobler-Sexton mine will not be ne­
glected during the summer. Several thou­
sands of dollars, chiefly of local capital, 
have been spent in the mine in develop­
ment work, and it is too good a proposi­
tion to abandon. We ^understand that 
$250 will be available duping this iyonth 
as a starter, and it is hoped that outside 
parties can be interested to supply the 
necessary funds so that the owners of 
stock may know whether or not the mine 
is as good a proposition as the out-crop-

“The answer is because the impression 
got about that no member of the Dickens 
family really needed assistance. When it 
is told how one of these granddaughters 
worked for five years as a domestic serv­
ant it will be easy to realize how false that 
impression was. The fact is, the plain 
truth of the case has never been told in 
England or .elsewhere.

*Tt is for these five unmarried daugh­
ters of Charles Dickens, Jr., and for them 
only that assistance is sought. Their fa­
ther, who was a man of artistic tempera­
ment and not the slightest commercial 
sense, died fifteen years ago. His print­
ing business had failed and he left a 
widow and five daughters absolutely pen­
niless. For some time before his death, he 
had been receiving under a family ar­
rangement forty pounds sterling ($206) a 
year from his father’s estate, a sum which 
the novelist left for the benefit of one 
of his sisters. On the death of Charles 
Dickens, Jr., this became the property of 
the widow of Charles to enjoy it as long 
as she lived. On her death, H. F. Dick­
ens took possession of the property.

They 
had the natural shrinking of their class 
from an appeal to chanty so long as they 
could work. Then, a year ago, Sir Frank 
Newnes conceived the idea of a Dickens' 
stamp and a warm appeal was made_ to 
the public to make this the means of com­
ing to the assistance of the needy.

A Check
“At this point, an unfortunate thing 

happened. The barrister, H. F. Dickens, 
informed the public that no members of 
the Dickens family were in necessitous 
circumstances and that much annoyance 
had been caused to all the members of the 
family by the supposition that such was 
the case. At that moment four of the 
five sisters whose ages range' from thirty- 
live to fifty, were making a hare living. 
The attitude of Barrister Dickens towards 
his nieces is hard to understand. It is im­
possible to suppose that he did not know 
of the true situation of his nieces.

“The needs of these five women are even 
urgent today than a year ago. One, 

Dorothy, was forced to go on the sick 
list only last Sunday. The doctor reports 
that she has a strained heart and that a 
long rest is imperative, but that her cir­
cumstances make this impossible. Here 
briefly is the story of her life-long fight 
against adversity and ill-health.

“For four or five years she worked 
with her sister in the typewriting office 
in Wellington street, Strand. Her health 
broke down absolutely and the doctor or­
dered her to take a six months’ rest. This, 
of course, was impossible. She needed open 
air and exercise and in order to obtain 
these she took- a position as a domestic 
servant and as a nurse-maid wheeled a 
perambulator daily on Clopham Common 
for five years. This greatly benefited her 
health. Her next position was a promo­
tion socially and financially, yet it was 
only that of lay helper in the parish of
