REGULATIONS

ADOPTED AT THE ANNUAL GENERAL MEETINGS OF THE SOCIETY
IN 1826 AND 1827.

I. That the fandamental law of the Society, which limits its
operations to the circulation of the Holy Scriptures, be fully and dis
tinctly recognized as excluding the circulation of the Apocrypha.

1f. That in conformity to the preceding resolution, no pecuniary
aid can be granted to any Society circulating the Apocrypha ; nor,
excopt for the purpose of being applied in conformity to the sad
resolution, to any individual whatever.

[II. That in all cases in which grants, whether gratuitous 0
otherwise, of the Holy Scriptures, either in whole or in part, shall bs
made to any Society the books be issued bound, and on the expres
condition that they shall be distributed without alteration or addition

IV. That all grants of the Scriptures to Socicties which circulat
the Apocrypha, be made under the express condition that they
sold or distributed without alteration or addition ; and that the prd
cveds of the sales of any sueh copies of the Scriptures be held at
disposal of the British and Foreign Bible Society.

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Since my engagement with the Ladies’ Bible Association
I have at the end of every three months submitted to its
Committee a quarterly report. I shall now endeavour to
condense into one the substance of these Reports for the
past year.

During this Eeriod I have laboured in the following
(ounties : Cumberland, Colchester, Halifax, and Hants.
In 1860 also I spent considerable time in the first three.
This year it was in different parts of the same Counties. 1T
have not travelled twice over any locality. This I would
deem superfluous while there is so much -unbroken ground
to traverse. '

During the months of March, April, June, and July, I
laboured in Colchester County ; in May, in Hants; in
September and October, in Halifax ; in Auﬁ:st, Novem-
ber, and December, in (Cumberland. Tn the latter County
there was the greatest necessity for my labours ; but, in-
deed with very few exceptions, in almost eve locality
visited there were some families without the -Word of God.
Sometimes cases of destitution occurring where least ex-
pected, where the nearest neighours of those without Bibles
were ignorant of the want. In very many instances the
families supplied have been extremely poor; in some
cases their houses were twenty miles distant from any place
where Bibles are kept for sale, and the great probability is,
that had the Book of God not been taken to their homes
and given them gratuitously, they would have remained
still unsupplied. £

In addition to families who were known to have no Bible,
and who have had one given them, others have - been sup-
plied. Circumstances are frequently occurring which con-
vince me that more families are destitute of a whole Bible
than what are suspected. It is sometimes & very delicate

of the American Bible Society the sum of £2,000. This
kind and generous offer was cordially acknowledged by the
American Bible Society, but declined, as its finances had not
been so depressed by the war as to render needful the prof-
fered help of the Committee. The correspondence which
passed on this subject, and which is very interesting, serves to
show the feeling of mutual good will and brotherly concord
which exists between the two Societies.

In reference to the Home DEpARTMENT of the Society, it is
gratifying to observe that the finances are in 80 prosperous a
state. The ordinary receipts for the year amounted to
£167,684 1s. 4d. For spccial purposes the sum of £75H9
14s. 1d. have been received, making a total of £168,443
15s. 5. The distribution of Bibles and Testaments has
amounted to 1,595,248, and the total issues of the Society
have now reached to 40,910,474 copies.

A reference-is made to the Bible women, who now number
166, and by whom 8,363 copies have been sold, realizing the
sum of £917 18s. 10d. All friends of the Female Bible
Mission, and readers of the ‘‘ Missing Link,” will be gratified
to learn that this organization on behalf of the p‘;)r and out-
casts of the capital and large towns of England, is thus

pruspering and increasing in usefulness.

Frequent enquiries were made in Earltown about Gaelie

Bibles and Testaments. I wrote to Halifax for some, which
were forwarded, and have been almost all sold—only two
given away.

I then proceeded to Meagher's Grant, Lower Musquodobit.
When there, the heavy snow storms about the 20th February

came on, which hindered me much. Some days I could not

travel any ; and when I 'did set out, I had at times to break
a path myself. Often it was utterly impossible to keep the
road, but selecting the places where the snow was least deep,
dlimbingyfences, going through a field, sometimes gn the right
sumctini; on the left side of the road, I managed to get along,
and disposed of a bag-full of books in Meagher's Grant.
When in this place I was told of two exceeding poor families
in the woods, neither of whom had a Bible. My books were
gone, and it was impossible to reach their houses, so I arranged
to send a Bible and Testament to each, which I did
Having supplied Meagher’s Grant, I went to a neighbour
ing place, called *“ Antrim Settlement.”” The weather had
now changed. There had been a partial thaw, and some of
the roads were so flowed that I could only visit part of this
settlement. I disposed, however, of all my books ; but ere
they had gone, walking through the snow and wet roads hurt
my right foot. For nearly a week I could hardly pull on my
boot, and I had to rest a few dz})'s,—which time I wrote the
Annual Report for 1861. \

For example : On the road
from River John to Point Brule, one poor old woman had
lost her spevtacles, and could not read the small print she
had. On the same road, another shewed me her Bible with
small print, which she could only, she said, read in a very
clear day. Awother in Kemptown gshewed me three old
small print and dim Bibles, but she could bhardly read in

either. Similar cases prvsonted themselves. The persons

were all old and poor. I supplied them all grnmitnusly. One
day when standing in a store, an old man came in, looked

earnestly at a Bible, and expressed a wish to be able to pur
chase it. I asked him if he had a Bible. He said be had
one that “ho read in when a boy at school ; but, added he,
« nearly all Genesis is gone.” I made him glad by the gift
of one.

In conclusion, I may state, that during the past three
months I have visited 260 families and nine schools ; walked
960 miles, and rode a still greater distance. I bave supplied
11 families with Bibles who had none, or but part of one. |
have addressed five meetings. These meetings, from causes
already stated, have been fewer than usual. I have neglected
no opportunity that presented itself.

More and more I feel there is a necessity for his work
being carried on. Notwithstanding all the ground gone over,
and I have, as dieeted, marked it all on the map, where it
may be examined, many places yet remain to be visited. In
Nova Scotia, connected with your plan of Colportage, it 18

and the Packet had left a few days ere I reached the city.
In these circumstance I had to take the road through Mus
quodoboit. I staid a day there, but did not attempt to get
up a meeting, as the people were busy with their hay. I
arranged, however, to have a depot opened Zthvrc being no
place in Musquypdoboit where Bibles and Testaments were
kept for sale) ar d at a more favorable opportunity conyene 8
meeting.

At Sherbrooke I wrote to Halifax for another supply of
books. These reached just as the others had gone. I went
with them to Wine Harbor, where I spent some days going
through the Diggings there. Visiting also Indian Harbor
and Indian Harbor Lake.

I re-
gretted much that Miss Newton was not here. She had died
some months before my visit. Few have had the interests of
the Bible Society so much at heart as she had : it was one
of the things for which she lived. Every effort she could put
forth was cheerfully made. Literally she denied herself to
promote the cause of the Bible Society. Her personal con-
tributions, many of them secretly given, were, considering ber
means, very large. She is now beyond the reach of human
praise, and it may not be qut of place to mention, that among

Having finished my work in Guysboro’, a friend, Mr. Hart,
took me in his carriage to Cape Canso. Formerly I bad
sailed down, and when returning had to walk upwards of 30

miles over a very bad road. I returned to Cape (Canso on

the 20th September. Spent several days there, and disposed
of a good many books. I held several meetings. Assisted
by the Baptist and Wesleyan ministers, the Society was re
organized : A. N. Whitman, Esq., was elected President;
Mr. James Hart, V. P.; Mr. Thos. Cook, Secratary, and
Mr. James Tate, Treasurer. About £7 was subseribed—of

which £5 10s. was paid; and arrangements were made to

have a 1]@})«3[ opened there.

From Cape Canso I proceeded in a vessel to Port Muk
grave. No Branch Society bad been ever formed here. I
held a meeting; a Society was formed ; office-bearers were
appointed : W. O. Heffernan, Esq., President; Mr. Geo. B.
Hadley, Secretary, and Mr. Jas. Bruce, Treasurer. Above
£1 was subseribed, of which 19s. 3d. was paid ; and arrange
ments were made to have a depdt opened there.

From Port Mulgrave I crossed to Ship Harbor and Plaister
Cove, C. B. The Branch Society in Strait of Canso had doo¢
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Bibles and Testaments to the value of £19 17s. 4d., and
obtained subscriptions to the amount of £35 1s. 4d.

I have supplied a considerable number of Roman Catholies
with the Scriptures during the past three months. ~One Sab-
bath at one of my meetings, I spoke, as I frequently do, on
the Bible, shewed that it was God’s word, and was * able to
make us wise unto salvation.”” A Roman Catholic happened
to be present, when he returned home he said, * I’ll buy a
Bible from that man to-morrow, just to see if it is such a book
as he says it is.”” On Monday he did purchase one—a Bible

with marginal references.

Accompanied by a Wesleyan minister, I went one day to
an island where a number of Roman Catholic families live.
The owner of the first house at which we called was absent.
His neighbor, an Irish, Roman Catholie, was seated at his
door repairing a net. &Thut's an old occupation you have,”

I

said T. *“ Yes,” he repjied, < the Apostles used to do this.”
“T have got some books here,” said I, *“ which tells us all
about that—would you like to see them ?” I handed him
some. He looked at them, praised the books for their
exceeding cheapness, bought one, and his neighbour returning,
he urged him also to purchase a Testament, which he did.
On that day we visited 10 Roman Catholic families. In
almost every one either sold or gave Testaments. One woman
in answer to my question, ** Would you like to have a Bible ?”
said, “I would like it, and yet I would not like it. You
know,” she added, looking me in the face, ““we are nol
allowed to read these books.” * Well,” said I, * my good
woman, the reading of this book can do you no harm, and
may do you a vast amount of good.” ‘I know that,” she
said, *“I have no Bible, and I have no money to buy one.”
“ Will you promise to read this,” said I, ““if I giveitto
you?” T will,” she replied. T gave her the book, which
she thankfully received.
