Eight Years.
New York, July 31,—The World’s 

Liverpool cablegram says : The steam­
ship “Teutonic” passed several miles out­
side of Fastnet Light in a thick fog and 
reached Liverpool Bar yeeterday 
afternoon. Among the 
was Viscount Boyle. the 
ing heir to the earldom of Shannon. 
He is a small-sized, modest looking 
young man, with decidedly the manners 
of the far West about him. The passen­
gers found him to be an affable fellow. 
He went by the name of Mr, Boyle; and 
no one ever dreamed he was the long- 
missing Viscount Boyle. “I have no 
romantic story to tell,” he said to a 
World correspondent who met him at the 
tender. “I have simply come home to take 
possession of the family estates and to 
assume my duties as a British peer. I 
first learned of my father’s death in an 
old copy of the San Francisco Chronicle, 
which I picked up by chance at a hotel 
in Seattle where i had gone to sell some 
horses. I had been running a small 
stock ranch a hundrd miles from Boise 
City, Idaho, and was surprised to find 
my brother advertising for me. I wrote 
to him in England, but he had gone to 
New York again and the letter 
forwarded to him there. He wired 
as soon as lie could to arrange my affairs 
and come to New York and meet him. 
1 did not remain in New York seven 
hours. “But why did you not write to 
your relatives or make your where­
abouts known through all these years?” 
“Well, there really is no good reason, I 
always was a poor correspondent. I 
intended to write every week, but I al­
ways put it off” In brief, Lord 
Boyle’s story, as he gives it, is 
this: He went to America in 1882 
to start a stock farm in Canada, 
near Fort McLeod. His brother, the 
same one who was advertising for him, 
was there in the same business, and at 
tba same time. Early in 1887, the 
young brother tired of stock raising and 
went home, but Lord Boyle determined 
to try his Jack again in another part of 
the country. He first went, to Tacoma, 
and finally bought a farm and a few 
horses near Boise city. There he went 
under the name of Boyle, always taking 
pains to conceal his title.j From the time 
he settled there, three years ago, he 
never beard from or wrote to any friends 
or relatives and never read any news­
papers. Three times in the three years, 
he jounrneyed to Seattle to sell his 
horses. It was on his last visit that 
he picked up the newspaper advertising 
for him. “My brother showed 
a newspaper clipping,” said Lord 
Boyle, “saying I had been seen 
in Alaska, and that some United States 
marshal claims to have seen me there. 
This is not true. I never was within a 
thousand miles of Alaska. I know noth­
ing of the reports presuming me to be 
murdered. I never dreamed that 
my family was advertising for me.” 
Lord Boyle repeated several times 
that he had no ulterior motive 
cealing his whereabouts; had no quarrel 
with his family, or alliances by marriage 
or otherwise, which made his seclusion 
desirable. He simply took a notion to keep 
quiet for the time and did so. Lora 
Boyle’s brother, who listened to the con­
versation, confirmed this. ‘*If be had 
any serious reason for hiding 
himself,” said his brother, “I have 
not found it out yet and he has not told 
me.” “Why did you omit his title 
when you booked his name for sailing?” 
“To avoid publicity, and being obliged to 
answer questions,” was the answer. 
Lord Boyle said that, though he knew 
nothing about New York or “down east” 
he liked the far west and intended going 
back there sometime.

His body was cold, 
showing that death had taken place 
some hours before. On the table was a 
glass about half full of water, in which 
“rough on rats” had been mixed, while 
near it was a package of the terrible 
poison. All about the room lay the effects 
of the dead man just as he had left them. 
On the table was a letter, evidently writ­
ten by Sellick just before he took the fa­
tal draught The letter told a terrible 
story of suffering from the effects of 
liquor and opium, and was as follows :— 

Rather than have opium and rum kill 
me I prefer to do it myself, 
past redemption, and why should 
useless thing encumber the earth ? I 
have abused and disgusted my best 
friends ; have lost my position with my 
house ; have overdrawn my account 
several hundred dollars, and, in fact, 
cannot see a ray of iight ahead. If I 
thought my friends would put me in an 
asylum somewhere I would not do the 
cowardly thing I am about to ; but they 
have always treated me so kindly, and 
I never ask nor expect any more mercy 
at their hands. You can notify my 
house and they will inform my friends 
where I am, and I think they will 
give me a Chrstian burial.

department Count Tolstoi’s latest 
novel, “The Kreutzer Sonata,” and 
the book cannot hereafter be sent through 
the mails except under seal The post­
master-general condemns the book as 
mailable on the grounds that it contains 
matter whiçh he judges to be obscene. 
He is reinforced in his opinion by Asst- 
Atty.-Gen. Tyner, and all postmasters 
have, therefore, been instructed to refuse 
to accept the book for transmission 
through the mails. Assistant Postmas­
ter Gaylor said today that such an order 
had been received from Washington, but 
he refused to make public the opinion of 
the assistant attorney-general on which it 
was based. It is quite probable that the 
publishers of the novel will receive the 
news of the blacklisting with an equan­
imity boidering upon glee. The novel, 
or rather an English translation of it by 
B. R. Tucker, has been on the market for 
some time, bat the sale of it has not been 
enormous. Itis not a book that is designed 
to appeal to gross taste, after the manner 
of some of the lurid summer novels of 
the day, but it does contain some more 
or less philosophical free love arguments. 
The effect of Mr. Wanamaker’s order 
is to make the book unmaliable at any 
but first-class rates. Technically, the 
book is excluded from the mails 
altogether, but the postoffice de­
partment has no authority to open on 
suspicion a sealed package mailed 
at letter rate. The Society for the Sup­
pression of Vice has done nothing toward 
suppressing the sale of the book in New 
York, but the officers of the rival con­
cern, the society for the enforcement of 
the criminal Law, announce their inten­
tion to seize the book and stop the sale.

The Survivor* of the Suicide of the 
Hay cm Family Is Released.

Paris, July 56.—Mme. Hayem, the 
only survivor of the tragic suicide of the 
family of seven in the Rue Avron, left 
the Jenot Hospital to-day without a 
friend in the world and less than 
$500 in her pocket Of this sum $120 
had been sent to the jailer for her 
relief in small sums from gen­
erous people quite as poor as she.
Baroness Rothschild sent a check for 
$200. One-half this sum had it been 
sent a month earlier, would have pre­
vented the tragedy. The World saw 
Mme. Hayem just before she left the 
hospital. She seems to care very little 
about the decision of the police not to 
prosecute her for murder. She is i 
suffering in a measure from the effects 
of the fumes of charcoal on her 
brain. She says that if her hus­
band and children went through the 
same experiences that she has they 
must have suffered fearful agony. It 
will be remembered that Hayem, who 
bad been earlier in life well to do, had 
been so reduced in circumstances that 
he, his wife and children determined to 
die together, and they took their own 
lives deliberately by sleeping in a room 
vitiated by the gas of burning charcoal.

La prairie is en fete to-day, the occasion 
being the visit of many distinguished 
jrelates and ecclesiastics of the Roman 
Catholic church to take part, first in a 
solemn requiem mass for the dead in the 
old burying ground; second, the blessing 
of the granite monument erected at La 
Tortue over the grave of Catherine Tega- 
houita the first Iroquois Indian girl bap­
tized into the Catholic faith. Amongst 
the prelates present were: His Grace 
Archbishop Fabre, Bishop Gravel, of 
Nieolet ; Bishop McMelvey, of Albany, N.
Y. ; Bishop Cleary, of Kingston ; Father 
Drummond. S. J., Rector of Saint 
Mary’s College ; Father Burtin, of the 
Oblats, and many others. Archbis­
hop Fabre officiated at the ceremony of 
consecrating the new cemetery and at 
the blessing of the new college of the 
Christian Brothers. Then the visitors 
embarked for La Tortue, accompanied 
by a large flotilla of canoes manned by 
Iroquois Indians and hardy Canadian 
voyageurs. La Tortue is beautifully 
situated, directly facing the Lachine 
Rapids, and it is here the Indian girl’s 

is fonml, Catherine Kikinta. The 
first steps towards her canonization have 
been already taken, and the necessary 
investigations into her claims to sancti­
ty are being prosecuted. The pres­
ent tribe of Caughnawaga Indians, a

It is equally for 
tbe preservation of these hopes, that it 
doubts whether the present movement, 
if it shows itself at a premature or inop­
portune period, may not arrive at a 
result opposed to what is looked for, by 
resolving upon the annexation of Can­
ada to the United 
produced in this manner, would seem to 
us, from the national point of view, 
much more to be regretted than the 
maintenance of the tiatu quo. Indeed, 
your absorption by the great American 
Republic would constitute in our eyes 
the complete shipwreck of the national 
idea of Canada. The desire of those 
who wish the creation of an independent 
French state wonld be finally closed, for 
your country would be relegated to the 
rank of a simple unity to a gigantic 
whole. It would run the risk of becom­
ing a second Louisiana, from which tbe 
French element would tend to disappear, 
absorbed and renationalized by the pro­
gressive surroundings of the Anglo-Sax­
on. If one can believe that the Liberal 
movement will bring this sorry result 
about, will it not be better, from the 
French point of view, to maintain in the 
meantime, tbe utata quo and to prepare, 
mote leisurely but surely, the creation of 
an independent state, of which the estab­
lishment would become from day to day 
more easy by the growth of the original 
French population of Canada?

The establish­
ment of a French republic in Quebec 
would be impossible without bloodshed,

Coming upon it with eyes 
looking out of the depths of history and 
sentiment, every object in nature marsh­
alls a host of armored spectres from the 
crowded cloister of a romantic and thrill­
ing past. But there is another and 
an immortal presence here. As the 
husbandry of peace heals the scars 
of bloody battle, as the very flowers 
of the field in precious compensations 
thickest grow where carnage and fury 
leave their deepest stains, there came to 
this wraith-rank region a lustrous soul 
so simple and rugged, sweet and grand, 
tender and majestic, weak and mighty, 
that throughout the weird, wild land in 
which it blossomed, nature seems to 
pause in endless shine and bloom. Out 
of the stain and scar, out of intolerance, 
and bigotry, out of ignorance and serf­
dom out of helotry and hindship, came 
one rustic serf whose hnmble plough­
share turned beneath the furrow of Iris 
brief toil all the hatred, superstition, in­
tolerance, of a thousand warring years. 
One Scottish southland peasant-voice not 
only fused into illimitable tenderness all 
Scotia’s stern and granite soul, but gave 
imperishable songs to the universal hu­
man heart.

To all the people of Scotland so dear 
has the memory of this man become, 
that three of the southwestern shires of 
the kingdom—Ayrshire in which the 
peasant-poet was bom, Kirkcudbright­
shire where he wandered and sang, and 
Dumfriesshire where he lived, loved, 
sang and died—are known only as “ Burns 
Land.” However winsome are the 
memories of his early life besides the 
Doon, in Ayr, however stamped by the 
wonderous coinage of his genius, which 
like some magic alchemy transformed 
all things Burns touched, or named, or 
knew, to gold, the braes and bums of 
Kirkcudbrightshire may be; to my fancy 
fair Dumfriesshire was the imperial pai- 

of his world-wide realm; and this gray 
old town of Dumfries itself his very 
throne. Here flows the wimpling Nitb, 
from its sources in the Lead and Low­
ther hills, down past the little farm of 
Ellisland, where with his faithful wife 
Jean he wrought those brief and happi­
est days of his life. Here still stands 
the house on Bank street, formerly the 
"Wee Vennel,” the three little upper 
rooms of which were his first "City” 
home. The old tavern where he royster- 
ed and sang, is just as he left it." His 
last earthly habitation was the same 
humble cottage you now find along­
side the “Ragged School,” in Bums street 
known as Mill street in the olden days. 
And in the stately mausoleum beneath 
the shadows of ancient St. Michael’s kirk, 
surrounded by the graves and monu­
ments of those who for 700 years went 
before him into the infinite mystery, he 
lies asleep, true and loyal Jean still near 
him, and all their bairns beside them in 
the wakeless rest.

Yon or I pilgriming here to the shrine 
of Bams will first involuntarily recall 
the principle incidents in bis career pre­
vious to his identification with the old 
border city of Dumfries. This can be 
best told, partially in the language of 
others. In the period between May, 
1786, at the age of 27 years, and the end 
of the year 1791, when he came from the 
Ellisland farm to the three rooms in the 
“Wee Vennel,” in Dumfries, a period of 
but four and one half yeare, morç pe 
al hope and disappointment, joy and suff­
ering, anguish from impulsive wrong­
doing and heaven of the purest domestic 
bliss, temptation and victory, agonized 
despair and triumph, had been crowded 
into the poet’s experiences, than fall to 
the lot of most great men in their en­
tire lives. In this brief time, first he was 
disowned and deserted by Jean Armour,

One of the places in Dumfries most in­
teresting from itsassocations with Burns 
is the old Globe Tavern. It is still called 
“liowF’ (hoif, lioff, hufe, houff) Scottish 
for hall, house of retreat, or haunt. It is 
certainly the most noted of all the howfs, 
or haunts, made famous by the freq 
presence and loiterings ofCoila’a unfi 
nate bard
High street, but it is entered 
Bums’ day from a dark and narrow 
‘close’* or alley, which extends past the 
old stone stables of the inn into Shak- 
spear street, which, in turn, leads to the 
right into the present Burns, formerly 
Mill, street, to the Burns Cottage; 
was through this little “close” Bi 
ways made his way home from his too 
frequent bouts with “John Barleycorn” 
at the Globe Tavern. The venerable inn 
is crowded on market-days with farmers, 
and the old stables are packed with 
horses, traps and carts, precisely as it 
was 100 years ago. A solemn Scotch 
dame recalling Mrs. Hyslop, 
lady of Burns’ time, named Smith, is the 
owner of the property, which, while she 
still rigorously presides over the propri­
eties of the place, she rents to her son-in- 
law at £32 per year. Entering the shad­
owy old “howf ’ you pass through a tiny 
public room where now as then a dozen 
or more gawk-eyed rustics are drinking 
while discussing countryside gossip. 
From this room a door, so low you will 
need minding your head-gear in passing, 
leads to the little parlor, which was the 
real haunt of Bums in Dumfries. Of the 
more than 100 songs composed by Burns 
in Dumfries—which, had they compris­
ed the limit of his production would still 
have given him rank as Scotland’s great­
est lyric bard—by far the larger number 
were produced in this little parlor, or in 
the chamber above. Next the fireplace 
of the former was “Bums’ Comer.” The 
veritable chair in which he sat. preserv­
ed from the attacks of relic-hunters by 
cupboard, lock and key, is still here. 
Several other chairs, a table, and even 
many faded pictures upon the low walls, 
are just as he knew them. The window- 

anes are covered with verses he scratch- 
upon them with his diamond. Of 

these perhaps the following three are 
the most famous:

Every one of these inscribed window- 
panes is worth $200 in gold. The old inn is 
quite a museum of relics, and better than 
all they are genuine ones for which fab­
ulous sums are constantly offered. But 
the venality and thrift of the place are 
loathesome. It is a groggery to-day, 
cisely as it was when it stole away 
life of Burns; and one’s presence is quick­
ly made a matter of supererogation, if 
liquor is not purchased|or gratuities be­
stowed. The little wench that looks 
after you in this respect reminds one of 
“Annie wi’ the gowden locks,” the Helen 
Ann Park of Burns’ passionate verse. 
The Globe’s bar-maid of to-day is a “syen- 
sjrvant ” as of old, and another soft­
hearted bard would be likely to meet the 
same ill fortune at her hands.

One is fascinated by the place and its 
memories but leaving, is as grateful a 
thing as reaching 
curse that cursed him !—every true heart 
will pray; particularly if o 
old way through the “close” to the cot­
tage and pauses by the stables where 
poor Burns, bewildered and brain-be­
clouded that bitter January night of 1796 
upon the straw and refuse, just at the 
edge of Shakespear street., and,insensible 
until the morn, received the chill of 
death that never left him, though he 
lingered, conscious of his fate, until the 
21st of J uly following.

The old home of Burns,that is the struct­

since, was given a new sheathing of tiles, 
It is the property of a local school board, 
and was granted to it on condition of 
slight annuities to the poet’s descendents, 
and also in consideration of properly 
caring for the sepulture of the bard and 
his wife and children in the St. Michaels 
kirk-yard mausoleum, quite near at 
hand. It is permanently occupied by 
the master of the National Board Ragged 
School, a Mr. McIntosh, who is not only 
distinguished by his residence in the 
Burns cottage, but as having through 
his disciplining and training the most 
remarkable housing of truant school lads 
in all Scotland. The cottage itself is al­
most a 
cottage
where Egdar Poe, harrassed by poverty 
and fighting hie heroic battle against des­
peration and strong drink, passed the 
last few dreaded years of his life; and 
more than one startling similarity be­
tween the later experinces of these two 
meteors of genius will occur among the 
saddening reflections to which a visit here 
will give rise.

About 100 of his most characteristic po­
ems were already written, and the now 
priceless first edition of the same had 
been issued from the rural press of Kil­
marnock, in the county of Dumbarton. 
Twin children had been bom to him out 
of wedlock by Jean Armour, one of 
whom, Robert, in after years a man of 
rare character and worth, aurvived the 
poet 68 years, his decease occurring at 
Dumfries in 1857, and his body being in­
terred in the Burns vault. Mary Camp­
bell died and was buried at Greenock. 
Burns’ local fame having attracted the 
attention of the literary coterie at Edin­
burgh, he was invited to that city where 
he was “affiliated” at the famous lodge 
of Freemasons (which still meets in the 
veritable room then used) and subsequ­
ently “inaugurated” as its poet laureate, 
the latter event being the subject of a 
celebrated painting; while he was made 
the literary lion of the day, as new and 
enlarged editions of his poems appeared. 
He then made a tour of the border coun­
ties of England and Scotland, and, untar­
nished by fame, returned to Mauchline, 
the old home-spot in Ayr, drawn there 
by his true love for his Jean, who repent­
ed her renunciation, and with whom the 
former intimacy was renewed. The tour 
of the North was then made; Burns re­
turned to greater Edinburgh literary 
triumphs; he was introduced to Mrs. 
Maclehoee, the “Clarinda” of his famous 
correspondence; and again returning to 
his beloved Jean, took her secretly to
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ne follows hisChapter XI.
He passed out of the room, and began 

the ascent, Basil Hallward following 
close behind.

It had 
been settled that the poet, who hated 
the city with a royal hatred, should re­
turn to the plough. The nobility of the 
day never quite forgave this plebian 
longing and love, the source of his grand­
est inspirations. The beautiful farm of 
Ellisland, five miles above Dumfries, 
was taken at a rental of £50 per year.

He toiled manfully until the autumn of 
that year, meantime singing many a 
lusty song to his absent wife, tearing 
down the wretched hovel he found, and 
building the lovely cottage which stands 
there embowered in roses to this day. 
And then was celebrated the simple but 
glorious home-coming, when, with rustic 
rites, and his honnie Jean upon his arm, 
“preceded by a peasant-girl carrying 
the family Bible and a bowl of salt,” he 
marched proudly into his little home- 
heaven besides the winding Nith. All 
evidences agree that in the brief 
of a trifle over two years, between 
Sunday 1788 and
Burns and his good Jean experienced an 
Eden of labor and love, despite 
enforced departure.

and then how, in his short period of ac­
complishment, what a stupendous and 
majestic legacy, absolutely untainted by 
venal diplomacy and reward, he left to 
all mankind.

That the I. C. R- freight yard between 
the receiving sheds of the L C. R. and

Tue New Stables for the corporation 
horses, on the corner of King and Carmar­
then streets are almost completed. The 
building is of wood 80x25 feet,two stories 
high. It is built on a fine solid stone 
foundation, and lias a hard asphalt floor. 
There are 12 stalls along the King 
street side of the building, each stall 
being 7 feet wide and 10 feet long. The 
asphalt floors of the stalls slant towards 
a gutter along their rear ends, and nar­
row hardwood boards are laid over the 
asphalt with half inch spaces between 
them. The stalls can be shut up 
with doors and over each stall door is a 
large window that can be swung open to 
give ventilation. The hay for the horses 
can be pushed down from above into the 
racks. In the west end of the building 
there is a large watering trough and the 
building has a good sewerage and water 
arrangement so that the horses can eas­
ily be kept dean and healthy. The 
upper story will contain the hay loft, a 
large oat and grain bin and a general 
work room, for the use of the men in 
charge of the barn and horses. The build­
ing was built by Thomas Thompson and 
will cost about $2.500
