Folchi had
placed the Peter’s pence money, or a
part of it, in Roman speculations, which
had at first brought in good returns,
and which only lately decreased in
value, the actual losses have not been
great, In fact, at first & profit of about
1,500,000 lire was made.

Summed up briefly, the situation is
about as follows: when Mgr. Folchi took
over the administration of the Vatican
finances he had under his control
about 25,000,000 lire. He left, after eight
years’ administration, abount 31,000,000
lire, of which, however 6,000.000 lire are
still in danger, as it consists of loans
made to Roman princes and of a large
number of depreciated securities.

At the same time Mgr. Folchi has
paid over each year to the Pope the sum
of $12,000 to cover the extraordinary ex-
nses of the Vatican. Consequently,
gr. Folchi's adversaries can only re-
proach him with making imprudent in-
vestments and with the air of the
Catholic banks.

The money, so that his boastful
nature may have full swing, is all
that Chief Clark wants. Where it comes
from, who suffers in consequence, are
matters of indifference to him. He only
gives his moustache another twist and
his braided coat another pull and struts
down King stréet with an air of greater
importance than ever when he learns
that all the poor devils that have been
raked in the night before have paid spot
cash.

THE MILL STRIKE.

BANDS SERENADE THE MILL OWN-
ER WHO WOULD NOT JOIN
THE 10 HOUR COMBINE.

A Great Demonstration at Kingsville—
The Ship Laborers’ Union Will Help
the Mill Men.—The Position of
Afiairs Very Little Changed As Yet.

The strike of the mill men because &
number of the mill owners combined to
force them to return to the ten hour sys-
tem in working in the mills continues.
There is little change in the position of
affairs from the day on which the ten
hour notices were posted in the mills
and the men went out, except that
they have. since . organized and
formed a strong union and better pre-
pared themselves for united action in

ies like the p one. The
combination of mill owners who“struck”
for the ten hour system is also & solid
union and has influences at its control
which keep some of the members who it
is stated would like to break from the
raoks right in place so that they
are slow in making up their minds to
take independent action in regard to the
matter. Lumber isstill so low that it is
probably quite as profitable to the own-
ers of some of the larger mills to keep
them shut down as to run them and
having made the stand and been com-
pelled to close sooner than they expect-
ed, they will likely hold out as long a8
possible before starting their mills again
under either the nine or ten hour sys-
tem.

Around the peninsulaon which stand
the three thriving suburban commun-~
ities of Fairville,. Milford and
Kingsville are situated eight large
saw mills, and in these. three
places the effects of the strike are
most severely felt, for all but
one of these eight mills were in the
ten hour combine and have been shut
downsince a week ago last Monday,
throwing out of employment some seven
hundred men, most of whom live in the
neighborhood. The mill of Messrs. S.
T. King & Sons, at Kingsville, is the
only one of the eight that has ‘not been
shut down, and it has been kept running
in spite of the efforts that were
made to force the firm into
the owner's ten hour combine. Mr.
Charles King told his men he was satis-
fied with the nine hour system and has
kept his mill running under it. Because
of his firm stand and decided action in
this matter Mr. King is today the
most popular mill, owner in the
city. The ‘mill men showed
their appreciation of his action lasteven-
ing by making
A BIG DEMONSTRATION
in his honor, at Kingsville near the mill.
Early in the evening the main street of
Fairville was lined with crowds of mill
hands, and Milford too presented a lively
appearance. At about 8 o’clock Carleton’s
pew cornet band marched up through
the town and the crowd followed it along
down the Spurr Cove road to the Kings-
ville_ band’s grounds at the railway
crossing.
