WILL INSPECT
WIRELESS SITES

C. DOUTRE LEAVING
FOR THE WEST COAST

Visit to Whaling Station at Kyuquot
in View of Station
There.

(From Monday's Daily.) :

Saturday the steamer Quadra with Cecil
Doutre, superintendent of wireless sta-
tions for the Dominion governmcnt, and
Captain Gaudin, who is in charge of the
local offices of the marine -and fisheries
department, on board left pert on her
way up the West Coasl of Vancouver
Island. Mr. Doutre is going to Pachena
Point and Estevan Point to inspect the
sites where the wireless stations of the
Dominion government will be established.

The steamer Maude recently, with
a cargo of lumber and weorkmen, left for
the West Coast, and shortly after her ar-
rival at Esteyvan and Pachena the con-
struction work will commence. It is like-
ly that on the present trip of the Quadra
she will make a call at the new whaling
station at Kyuquot Sound. Some time ago
Captain Balcom, the manager of the Pa-
cific Whaling Company, made representa-
tions to Mr. Dolitre, asking him would it
be possible for the govermment to estab-
lish a station at Narrow Cut Inlet. As
a result of these representations Mr.
Routre will pay a visit to Kyuquot and
will make his report to the Dominifon
government on his return to Ottawa. The
Pacific Whaling Company is r'orwarding
an application to Ottawa for the estab-
lishment of a station at Kyuquot.

In putting forward its plea for a wire-
less station at Kyuquot the whaling com-
pany points out that the steam whaler
St. Lawrence would immedjately on re-
ceipt of a wireless message be able to go
to the succor of any vessel which was in
distress. It is pointed out that already
the steam whaler Orion has salved two
vessels when in distress off . the West
Coast. These were the barques St. James
and the Inveramsay, which were drifting
perilously near the shore when they were
towed to sea by the Orion. It is contend-
ed that the establishment of wireless
telegraphy at' Kyuquot would greatly
Jegsen the danger to life from shipwreek,
and as these features have been pointed
out to Mr. Doutre he is going to inspeet
the site and will report his findings to
the Dominion government.

When Mr., Dontre was asked if the pre-
gent visit of Mr. Marconi to Canada had
apything to do with the wireless war
which originated with the decision of the
government to establish Shoemaker sta-
tiens on the Pacifie Coast; he said that he
thought there was no connection between
the two events. “I see,” he stated, “‘that
Mr. Marconi has said that he will be able
ts establish trans-Atlantic communjea-
tion between the stations at ‘Glace Bay
and the station in the Old Country at
Poldhu Bay, or the new station at Clf-
ton. It is impossible for me to say if his
efforts will be crowned awith success, - The
Marconi company. has never_ taken the
public into its confidence with respect to
its operations from Glace Bay. Although
I“do not know how far the Marconi com-
pany hag arrived towards its goal, it is
only a gquestion of time before there Is
trans-Atlantic communication.”

Questioned as to the statement made
recently by Mareoni when he said that
He @anticipated establishing communica-
tibn between Cape Breton and Vancou-
ver, Mr. Doutre said, “that, having re-
gard to the present development of wire-
lgss telegraphy, there was nothing to In-
d.lcate that such a feat was possible.”

‘Work has already commenced in con-
nection with the Victoria wireless sta-
tion, to be situated at Shotbolt’s Hill. The
clvic authorities are now engaged in lay-
ing water pipes from the terminus of the
system to the road leading to the pro-
perty. 'The work of carrying the water
from that road to the actual site where
the wirelss station will be situated will
be performed by the government.

‘The wireless equipment for all the sia-
tions on the Pacific Coast is now on its
wey from the East and is' expected to ar-

irive any day, This week the construc-
tion work will have commenced at Cape
Lpzo, Pachena Point, Estevan and Shot-
tiolt’s Hill, and shortly afterwards at
Point Gray. By the end of September
the stations will be in operation,

As
they -turned the cornmer at that point
they saw their car coming down the
hill at a terrific rate of speed. Arriving
at the turn the runaway car jumped
the track and plunged into a small tog-
gery store owned by H. Bernstein, com-
pletely wrecking the building.

Sophia Bernstein, a daughter of the
proprietor, Ralph D. Hoff, wife and
child, customers, were painfully cut
and bruised by flying glass and falling
timbers.

An immense crowd immediately ga-
thered and a fire alarm and riot call
were turned in. The police reserves
charged the erowd, which had become
turbulent, and used their clubs freely.
Many heads were cracked and twenty
arresis were made for rioting. Police
Sergeant Lane was struck in the back
of the head by a stone and seriously
hurt. He fired three shots at two men,
one of whom he charges threw the
missile.

DEATH LIKELY
ONE OF SUICIDE

CORONER'S INQUEST
HELD THIS MORNING

Miss Lawley Evidently Took Her Own ,
Life--Verdict Brought in
By Jury.

A verdict of “Found drowned, with
avidence of suicide,” was returned by
the jury after one minute's delibera-
tion at the inquest held this morning
hy ‘City Coroner Hart, touching the
death of Jane Lawley, whose dead body
was found upon the beach at Clover
Point last Friday. From the eviderce
taken it was shown that the deceased,
who was a woman about forty years of
age, while not eccéntric in her manner,
had always been reticent about her do-
mestic affairs and that she was ac-
customed to . spend much of her time
in solitude.

E. A, Harris deposed to seeing a
woman answering to the description of
the deceased and dressed in the i1egu-
lation nurses’ .uniform on the cliffs near
where the body -was discovered on
Thursday evening. He said that he
was not acquainted with the deceased
and could not say. for certain whether
it was her or not.

Phil Smith said that he was driv-
ing along Dallas road about s=ven
o’clock on Thursday evening when he
noticed a nurse climbing over the stile
leading to the rifle range,

William Cox, a city: workman, de-
rosed to finding the body on the beach.
He was cutting broom on Dallas road
with another workman named John
Smith on Friday and at noon the two
went te the beach. The body was ly-
ing a few feet below high water mark.

i A plan of the beach showing the po-

gition of the body ‘when found which
was drawn by Constable Palmer, was
»roduced and the witness confirmed it.

Constable Palmer told of going out
with W. B. Smith, the undertaker, and
bringing the body in. The deccased
was lying behind a log below the high-
water mark and her hat and basket
were lying on the trail leading to the
beach.

A, W. Knight said' that the de-
ceased resided at his house for several
months. She was given to spending
much of her time in her rooms. Beyond
this desire for solitude and a general
reticence ahout her affairs there was
nothing eccentric in her manner.

Miss Davies gave similar testimony.
Deceased had been living with. her for
two weeks and in that time had not
displayed any eccentricity.

Dr, George Hall deposed to making
a post-mortem examination of the de-
ceased. There were no marks of vio-
lence and death was undoubtedly due
to drowning.

The jury, after one minute’'s consid-
eration, returned the wverdict given
above.

IRRIGATION IN B. €.

Professor Carpenter, of Colorado,
Has Been Engaged By.the
Provincial Govemment.

(From Monday's Daily.)

Hon. ¥. J. Fulton, minister of educa-
tion, who has been attending the irri-
gation convention at Calgary, along
with R. M. Pdimer, of the provincial
government ' service, returned to Vic-
toria. this morning by the steamer
Charmer. They make the announce-
ment of the engagement while ‘ia Cal-
gary of Prof. Carpenter, who ‘will make
a thorough report on irrigation mat-
ters in British Columbia.

Prof. Carpenter was formerly state
engineer of Colorado, and at present
holds a very important position in con-
nection with a college in that state, He
is one of the high authorities on irri-
gation in the United States, and was
at Calgary by invitation to speak at
the convention.

His duties in this province will be to
visit the principal irrigable distriets,
and on his report will depend the action
of the government and the formulation
of new legislation bearing on this sub-
ject. Heretofore, the legislation bear-
ing on irrigation has been incomplete.
In the earlier days, it was made aprlic-
able only to mining canals, and has
been amended to apply to conditions
as they have arisen. When Prof. Car-
penter's report is made, it will take
some time to carry it into effect, but
the result will be an up-to-dateness in
irrigation legislation and a forward
step generally in this connection.

Prof. Carpenter will be in Victofia
early in August to confer with the
government officials. One reason of his
appointment was because the irrigation
problems in Colorado are very similar
to those in this province, and for that
reason it i¢ expected that his report
will be particularly applicable to the
question in British Columbia.

gineer Ritchie taking a prominent part
in getting it under control.

The steamer, which was ‘a splendid
one, is now lying in-the bottom of the
river.

days. Under these circumstances it is
felt that commercial fishing properly
eontrolled should be allowed and that
this quantity of fish should not be al-
lowed to go to waste. Those who have
Tooked into the question from a rational
standpoint agree that it would be sin-
ful waste to allow the salmon to_ ascend
the river only to die along the banks,
when it would be impossible to put
them to good purpose in canning.

These fish are of no good whatever
for sport purposes. The sport fish in
the Cowichan are the steelheads and
the spring salmon. The conditions of
the lease are such that these are amply
protected, Steelheads cannot be taken
4t all. They must be liberated. The
soring salmen are also protected until
July, so that ample opportunity Iis
given to protect them in reaching the
spawning grounds,

Moreover, provision is made whereby
the government may make use of the
company’s hatcheries to propogate
steelheads and spring salmon, so as to
keep up the river’s reputation as a
sportsman’s resort.

The company, on the other hand, are
not likely to be inclired to fish the lo-
cation to depletion. They are anxious
to have the fish harvest continue.
Under these circumstances the com-
pany will be interested in. ensuring a

i plentiful supply of salmon reaching the
| spawning ground.

This has proved the
case in the Nimkish river, where a
lease has existed for years. The sup-
ply of fish in that water has continued
to increase under the methods emnloy-
ed by the lessees.

PFCULIAR SITUATION
IN VICTORIA WEST

Tne Lots Present a Peculiar Con-
fusion and a Solution is
Needed.

(From Friday's Daily.)
‘he arbitration which is now proceed-
in connection with the validation
the Ralph map in Victoria West, is
wakening much interest throughout
the city, inasmuch as the adjustment of
street lines and boundaries in that dis- |
triot will pave the way to general im-
provement upon the frontage tax plan,
thereby raising the assessable value of
all improved and unimproved property
to a considerable degree. The district
1as, since its incorporation by the city,
filled up at a rate thoroughly in keep-
ng with its many natural advantages
1s a residential locality, and there is no
doubt that it will very soon constitute
one of the most important if-not the
most important suburb which Viectoria
possesses.

The majority of the property-owners
living in the district have long since re-
alized these facts and have petitioned
each suceessive city council for several
yvears past to take definite steps toward
the straightening of the street lines in
order to allow of the local improvement
system bein® applied to them. Until
the present work of adjustment by the
arbitrator is completed no permanent
sidewalks or other street improvements
can be carried out in consequence of the
vagaries of the lines lald down by the
surveyors who sub-divided the twenty-
four blocks in the district. When the
munieipal authorities decided to take
the matter up and an act was passed
by the legislature authorizing a settle-
ment of the matter by arbitration it
was decided by the city council that, as
the encroachments on the street lines
of the Ralph map made in 1883 were
also encroachments upon the origisal
Jeremiah Nagel street lines, as shown
in the latter’s map, and as the devia-
tions from both maps were, in all prob-
ability, made bona fide under the ad-
vice of private surveyors, the property-
owners should bear the cost of the ad-
justment, the city contributing any pro-
portion of the cost which it was
thou"ht that the residents, in general,
shouill pay. By this plan it is intended
to distribute the cost of the whole com-
pensation equally over the district as it
is considered that every property-hold-
er will receive equal benefits by the
work.

As previously reported in the Times,
a case will be stated to the judge to de-
cide whether compensation for either
land or improvements is equitably pay-
able to those whose property unwitting-
ly encroaches upon the streets. An im-
pression prevails in some quarters that
there is a general feeling of discontent
among residents of the locality over the
arbitration, and that they believe that
the city’s action is a hold-up. The
progress of the arbitration has not
shown that this is the case, however.
Considerable mystery seems to exist as |
to what the effect of the arbitration will l
be. The majority of the propegrty-hold- |
ers are well aware that the eventual |
effect of the straightening up of the
street lines will be removal of con-
fusion now prevailing among them and
the improvement of the whole district.

The history of the district dates back
to 1858, when John Russell purchased
section 31, Esquimalt district, from the
Hudson's Bay Company. The section
is bounded upon the east side by the
Indian reserve, and upon the west side
by the present Russell street. The
boundary. at the porth runs from the
latter street to a point on the harbor,
and the southern boundary is the sea.
A short time after purchasing the land,
Mr. Russell disposed of half of it to
Jeremiah Nagel, who sub-divided his
holding into 24 blocks. Later the west
portion was purchased by George Har-
greaves. Mr. Nagel's property was 919
feet from east to west, and he sub-
divided it into three blocks of 240 feet,
allowing 33 feet for what is now Russell
street, on the west of block B, 60 feet
for Mary street, west of block W, 60
feet for Catherine street, west of block
X, and 60 feet alongside the reserve,
which was intended by Mr. Nagel for a

road, but which was afterwards sold in |

the adjoining blocks. The widths of
the streets and blocks were uniform
throughout the whole subdivision and
the depths of the lots, although vary-
ing, were aiso shown on the map. When
the survey was made by Mr. Nagel it
was commenced at the western boun-
dary where the section bordered upon
Mr. Russell’'s property and the map
was filed showing a straight line be-
tween the two properties. Later, how-
ever, Mr. Russell gave 15 feet of his
land to Russell street near the southern
end of the section, thus throwing the
western line on that street eut of plumb
and the private surveyors who laid out
blocks and lots between that time and
1893, when the Ralph survey was made,
managed to get completely at sea over
locating the ‘true line. The consequence
was that the blocks became at sixes
and sevens, and that the street lines
were defined in every conceivable di-
rection. -

felt among the majority of those inter-
ested that a comparatively small mat-
ter like this should not hold back {he
progress of the whole community.

To give an idea of the variations in
boundaries now being defined, the fol-
lowing facts were secured by a Times
reporter from an examination of plans
and dpcuments showing the lines in
need of adjustment. In block F the
lots encroach eleven feet upon Freder-
ick street at the north and over 30 feet
upon Catherine street at the south. In
this case it has been a mystery to cor-
poration officials to find out where the
surveys for the blocks were commenced
from. The damage was dome before
Victoria West came under the control
of the city and chronology upon the
matter is sadly lacking. In all the lots
taken from the west side of Russell
street where Mr. Russell conceded 15
feet to the thoroughfare there is a con-
siderable encroachment on the part of
each block and the western street lines
are a like distance out of plumb. In
block D the lots on the west side en-
croach several feet upon the street. In
this case the surveyor most likely be-
came confused over the 15 feet conced-
ed to Russell street, and took a line
through the centre of that thoroughfare
as his basis for the map. On the other
hand severad encroachments on Cath-
erine streets are directly attributed to
2 mistake on some surveyor's part in
continuing the boundary line of Mr.
Russell's land to the north of the sec-
tion, thereby throwing several blocks
15 feet to the westward of their proper
boundaries. The most serious encroach-
mests of all are thogse made by blocks
Q and R as, the two divisions being op-
posite, they reduce the width of Cather-
ine street, originally placed at 66 feet
by 30 feet.

Only two complaints were made at
the sittings held by Mr. Harris the ar-
bitrator, One was made by Mr. Har-
greaves, who stated that the Ralph
map was nqt a true one, although he
did not give any reasons for making
this claim. E. M. Johnson also had
some argument to voice about the
method in which the city had proceeded
with the arbitration, and it was on his
account that H. Dallas Helmcken, K.
C., contended before the arbitrator that
the city should have made an offer of
definite compensation ‘to the property-
holders before the arbitration was ar-
ranged. The city solicitor, in reply to
this contention, poimted out that the
object of the provincial act and the ar-
bitration authorized by it, was to dis-
cover how much, if anything, should be
paid by the city to the property-hold-
ers affected, it being the intention of
the city to make this payment before
the adjustment of the street lines and
lot boundaries was made.

It is anticipated that the test case to
secure a basis for compensation which
is to. be submitted by the arbitrator,
will be before the supreme court in less
than a week. Mr. Helmcken’s conten-

tion will also be placed before the judge

for a ruling and, until a decision in
both cases is received no further sit-
tings will be held by the arbitrator.! At
yesterday’s sitting the only evidence
wag that of the city assessor in regard
to the valuation of property in block F,
in the case of both unimproved and im-
proved land.

Vancouver, July 19.—The News-Ad-
vertiser yesterday contained an edi-
torial article on “Judicial Delays,” and
Chief Justice Hunter to-day sent the
following statement which was read
by Mr. Justice Clement from the
bench:

FORTUNE TELLER
SENTENCED TO DEATH

He Poisoned Adolph Vrzal and Five
Children--Mrs. Vrzal Aware
of Crime.

Chicago, July 19th.—Herman Billik
last night was found guilty of killing
Parson Adolph Vrzal and five of his
children. The jury fixed the penalty
at death.

Vrzal and his children all died within
a few weeks of each other under sis-
picious circumstances. Billik had been
a friend of the family for years and
in his capacity of fortune teller has
administered medlicine to the children.
Investigation showed that Vrzal and
the children all suffered from the same
complaint before death. Billik was ar-
rested on suspicion of having been re-
sponsible for the deaths.

The day after his arrest Mrs. Vrzal |

committed suicide by taking poison.
During the trial testimony was ad-
mitted by the state charging Billik
with having disposed of -Vrzal and his
children in order to obtain the life in-
surance they carried. Mrs. Vrzal was
shown to have been under the influence
of Billik, whom she loved, and the evi-
dence showed that she had guilty
knowledge of the murdering of her
husband and children by Billik.

THE HAYWOOD CASE.

Argument of Counsel on Admissability
of Evidence.

Boise, Idaho, July 18.—Argument of
the admissability of certain evidence
followed the announcement from the
defence to-day that it had no f~
witnesses to offer in behalf of Wm. D.
Haywood.

The jury was not brought in court,
Judge Wood having been informed
by counsel of their decision to rest

without offer of sur-rebuttal.

Charles Darrow spoke at the morn-
ing session anhd Senator Borah replied
in the afternoon, followed by E. F.
Richardson.

Judge Wood will probably give his de-
cision to-morrow.

The point argued was the proposal
to exclude from the jury’s considera-
tion the evidence offered by the de-
fence to show that a conspiracy was
formed among the mine owners and
the citizens of Cripple Creek region
to prevest the employment of members
of the Western Federation of Miners.
The position taken by the defence was
that Harry Orchard was employed by’
the Mine Owners Association through
detectives to commit °~ crimes, which
were charged to the federation, to in-
cite public opposition against the
union, and that if conspiracy evidence
for the state was admitted the defence
had the right to show a counter con-
spiracy.

The reply to_the state was that the
defence had failed legally to- connect
their case in particulars, and there-
fore the evidence merely confused the
issue.

In the absence of the jury the argu-
ment gave counsel for the defence an
opportunity to comment freely, and he
bitterly assailed Orchard and the Pink-
ertons, He maintained that Haywood
had not been connected at any point
with any of the acts confessed by Or-
chard except by the discredited testi-
mony of Orchard himself.

Senator -Borah confined himself
largely to the legality of the .question.
He took the position that an alleged
conspiracy can be considered after the
introduction of the’ direct evidence of
a conspirator.

Mr. Richardson argued that a con-
spiracy had been shown by the con-
tributory fact.

J. H. Hawley will open the argu-
ment for the state to-morrow morning.
It is expected that he will take the
entire day. Mr. Richardson, for the
defence, will speak on Saturday.

0. S. Straus Says Tide of Immigra-
tion is Turning Toward
the Dominion.

Seattle, July-18.—That the tide of im-
rpigration toward this continent is turn-
ing toward Canada, was the declara-
tion of Oscar S. Straus, secretary of the
department of commerce and labor. It
is under this department that the bu-
reau of immigration does business so
that the statement of Mr. Straus is
authoritative.

“In the last three months,” said Mr.
Straus, ‘“‘the - number of immigrants
coming into the United States through
all ports has increased 10 per cent. over
the number coming in the correspond-
ing period during 1906. During the same
period the immigration from Japan de-
creased. The kind of Japanese that are
coming to this country are the most de-
sirable class.

“What de I think these flgurés mean?
What deductions do I draw? You can
draw them yourself. It means that the
tide of immigration is turning toward
Canada. They have a wonderful coun-
try up there, and the immigrants are
beginning to find it out. I believe that
Canada’'is the coming country. That
is going to-be one of the big problems
that you men on the Pacific coast will
have to face and will have to solve.
The laborers will leave your country
and flack to Canada. I fell you I have
been through there, and it is magnif-
icent and unlimited in possibilities.”

KOREAN EMPEROR
ABDICATES THRONE

FINAL INTERVIEW
WITH HIS MINISTERS

His Majesty Was Greatly Agitated
When He Signed Document
Announcing Resignation

Seoul, July 19.—It is reported that a
most dramatic scene occurred at the
palace last night when the ministers,
headed by Premier Yi Wngyong, - ap-
peared before His Majesty and max_ie
the cabinet’s final representation in
urging the Emperor’s abdiocation.

His Majesty was in a high state of
excitement but the premier, in most
humble but firm tone, dwelt at length
upon the want of precaution and pru-
dence of the Emperor's policies hith-
erto, especially in diplomatic affairs,
whereby he was endangering the safe-
ty of the nation. The premier enum-
erated the facts of His Majesty’s du-
plicities which culminated in the dis-
patch of a deputation to The Hague
peace conference and forcibly reasoned
the uselessness of the Emperor's dis-
avowal of relation with The Hague af-
fair.

Unable to successfully combat the
logic of the premier’s representations,
the Emperor saught a refuge in the
council. of elder statesmen, doubtless
anticipating their sympathy. The
council immediately convened. Four
elders quickly responded and appeared
before His Majesty at 1 o'clock this
(Friday) morning.

The Emperor’s disappointment and
surprise was boundless when they
unanimously agreed with what the
ministers advocate.

His Majesty’s mind was finally made
up and he consented to the draft of
an Imperial rescript announcing his
abdication which was placed before
him for his signature.

The Emperor’s condition was inde-
scribable. Greatly agitated and per-
turbed, he signed the document and
the seal was-affixed amid impressive
silence. A suppressed sigh from the
Emperor was the only sound which
broke the death-like stillness that
reigned throughout the memorable
scene,

Interviewed Ito.

Tokio, July 18.—A Seoul dispatch says
that the audience of Marquis Ito with
the Emperor of Korea yesterday lasted
one hour. It is reported that the Em-
peror appealed imploringly to the for-
mer to help to save Korea from her
present complication in a manner sat-
isfactory to the Japanese and without
doing ~anything - derogatory te the
Korean court. Marquis Ito, it is said,
carefully avoided making any definite
reply, and retired without committing
himself.

Emperor’s Regrets.

Seoul, July 19.—(Afternoon)—Briefly
the Emperor in an imperial resecript
of abdication expresses regret that 44
yvears of national calamities have fol-
lowed in rapid succession and the peo-
rle’s distress has become |so aggrav-
ated that he deemed it now time to
transfer the crown to the heir apparent
in conformity with ancestral usages.

WILL REMARRY AMERICAN.

Prince Robert de Broglie Informs His
Father That He Intends to
Take Step.

Paris, July 19.—Prince Robert de
Broglie, whose marriage a year ago in
Chicago with Miss Estelle Alexander,
an American, was yesterday declared
void by the French courts, will within
a few days formally notify his father,
at whose instance the marriage was
annulled, of his intention te re-marry
Miss Alexander under the French law.
This notice will be served through a

notary.

Under the law passed during the last
session of the chamber of deputies
modifying marriage procedure in
France, Robert is free to marry at the
end of thirty days, unless his father
interposes an objection. If this step is
taken, however, Robert must person-
ally appear in court and request per-
mission to marry and this the court
must grant him.

SUSPECTED OF MURDER.

Ex-Convict Suspected of Being Im-
plicated in Death of Wealthy
Manufacturer.

New York, July 18.—Announcement
was made to-day that Sheriff Linn, of
West Chester, aided by private detec-
tives, has arrested a man who he be-
lieves is one of the murderers of Ju-
liug T. Rosenheimer, the wealthy man-
ufacturer who was struck down while
walking with his wife in the grounds
of his country estate at Pelham re-
cently. The name of the suspect is
withheld, but he is deseribed as an
ex-convict, 32 years old, who has served
time in the reformatory at Pontias,
I, and in Sing Sing. A, second ar-
rest, that of the pal of the suspect
now detained, is about to be made,
and a speedy solution of the mystery
that has surrounded the crime is prom-
ised.

COLD DOUCHE FOR CHURCHILL.

North America Act which were
previously amended in the House of
Commons, as Mr. Churchill explained
because “they were unusual and un-
suitable to an Act of Parliament.” The
words final and unalterable have not
been inserted by the Lords as they
were in the original. But the address
adopted by the Senate and House of
Commons of Canada has been inserted
in the measure, and this address con-
tains. the .statement that the settle-
ment shall be final and unalterable as
between the Dominion and the prov-
inces. The latest phase of the situa-
tion in respect to this much-discussed
bill appears to leave it practically as it
was in the original draft. The action
of Lord Blgin :also implies a snub 4i-
rect to Mr, Winston Churchill, who nas
been  practically told that his officious
;\cti\r‘{ies are. objectionable to his col-
leagues in the Campbell-Bannerman
government. However, our informa-
tion is that it will net be necessary for
Premier McBride to keep his grip
packed in readiness for another trip
to London. It will be remembered that
Mr. McBride during the course of his
address after his return here assured
his hearers that he was in doubt re-
specting the final.action of the Imperial
Parliament. He said he was ready at
any personal inconvenience or sacri-
fice of his comfort to appear again at
the foot of the throne in order to de-
fend the rights of the province. Lord
Elgin has given an assurance that thers
will be no necessity for Mr. MaSriae
undergoing the discomforts of another
Atlantic voyage.

Yes, they have been known to undo
their own Wwork:, Consequently tha net
result of Premier MecBride's expensive
trip to the foot of the throne is prac-
tically nil. He might have been more
profitably eémployed &t -home. That
bold, . but. indiscreet young man, Mr.
Churchill, has been reminded that Can-
ada is a self-governing section of the
Empire and that the only safe thing
for the Colonial Office to do is to stand
disereetly aloof when questions affect-
ing her domestic concerns arise. The
rebuff will do him good. It would per-
haps be a good thing for him and of
considerable advantage to the Empire
al large if he were to take the hint
and retire from the Imperial govern-
ment. He has already created trouble
for his colleagues, and he will crcate
more of it- if his rsuperiors do not Te-
press him with a firm hand.

Many persons will be surprised to
hear that there is no monument in In-
dia, or.in London; to the memory of
Lord Clive, the founder of the Indian
empire. Lord Curzon, the late viceroy
of India, in a letter to the London
Times deploring this neglect, remarks
that although Clive’'s life was passed
“amid startling vicissitudes of fortune,
and went out in temptestuous gloom, it
was a life of pre-eminent service, of
dazzling achievement, and of eternal
renown, Persecuted and reviled be-
yond almost any other public servant,
(except his even greater successor) in
a century of the coarsest political pas-
sions and the blacKkest political ingrati-
tude, no national celebration followed
his ‘'melancholy demise. Not in- the
great temple of reconciliation, but in a
humble parish chureh, unmarked by
slab or monument, were laid-the re-
mains of the man who at the age of
thirty-one planted the foundations of
an empire more enduring than Alex-
ander’s, more splendid than Caesar’s.”
Lord Curzon then proceeds to say that
he believes a statue to Clive was placed
in the India House during his lifetime,
probably after his first term of office
in Bengal. But it is not now in the
India office, and whdat may have be-
come-of it he. does not know.  A.cen-
tury after Clive's greatest exploit he
was commemmorated by a statue at
Shrewsbury. Neither in the capital of
Great Britain, lewever, nor in that of
India, has any monument been raised
in his honor. Only from the ‘walls of
the council chamber in government
house, Calcutta, the harsh features of
the great captain look down upon the
successors who reap in sunshine where
he sowed in storm. Lord Curzon ar-
gues that a memorial should be erected
in the country where Clive’s triumphs
were achieved, and that the proper site
for it is on the expanse of the Maidan

at Calcutta.

In his last official report as the prac-
tical ruler of Egypt, Lord Cromer
speaks with unconcealed scorn of the
unfitness of the pnatives for self-rule.
The dreams of the Egyptian National
Party, he thinks, are 1mpossib1e of ful-
filment. But, he adds, there is an idea
of his own on the subject which he
has long cherished. “It is, that the
only possible KEgyptian nationality
which can ever be. created must con-
sist of all the dwellers in Egypt; irre-
spective or race, religion or extraction.
So long as the country was well nigh
throttled by impending bankruptey, so
long as the fate of the Soudan was un-
certain, and so long as Anglo-French
rivalry was in a more or less acute
stage, discussions or reflections on this
subject could be nothing more than
academical. These obstacles have now
been removed. Another, however, re-
mains. So long as the regime of the
capitulations, in its present form, ex-
ists, not only must the Egyptians and
the foreigners resident in Egypt al-
ways be divided into separate camps,
but also no thorough solidarity of in-
terest can be established between the
various communities of European ori-
gin. There can be no real cohesion
and no concentrated action. That co-
hesion can only be secured by the crea-
tion of a local International Legislative
Counecil. I dealt with this subject in
my last annual report, and I revert to
it in another portion of this report.
Apart from other grounds upon which
it may be defended as a reform bene-
ficial alike to Huropeans and Egyp-
tians, I maintain that this measure
will tend more than any other to create
a community of interest amongst the
heterogeneous population which in-
habits the valley of ‘the Nile, and that
it will be a first step towards the for-
mation of an Egyptian national spirit.”

For a man well past 60
years he preserves both his intellect
and physical force te an unwonted de-
gree.

Sank is Five Minutes.

San Francisco, July 22.—More than
100 lives were lost last Saturday night
when the steamer Columbia, bound
north from this port for Portland, col-
lided with the Luther steamer San Pe-
dro off Shelter cove, Medocino county.

Eight persons who were on the Co-
lumbia were rescued after being in the
water several hours.

There was a heavy fog at the time
and the San Pedro, heavily laden with
lumber, struck the Columbia on the
port bow with such terrific force that
she was cut down to the water's edge,
and sank in about five minutes.

Of the 180 passengers, many succeed-
ed in reaching the San Pedro, which
remained afloat. Only 80 of them re-
mained, however, when after many
hours the steamer Roanoke came to
their rescue,

Capt. P. A. Doran, of the Columbia,
went down with his vessel.

The San Pedro was picked up by the
steamer Geo. W. Elder, and is now be-
ing towed into Eureka.

Eighty Persons Saved.

San Francisco, July 22.—It is reported
that 80 of the passengers and crew of
the Columbia were saved and that 150
were drowned, including Capt. Doran.

The Columbia sailed from here on
Saturday at 11 a.m. bound for Portland.
She had a passenger list of 189, 168 be-
ing cabin and 21 steerage.

Fog Enveloped Vessels.

San Francisco, July 22.—The collision
between the Columbia and the San
Pedro occurred af midnight when all
on board, save the lookout and officers
on the bridge, were asleep in" their
berths.

The Columbia was steaming north at
an easy rate, having left here at noon
Saturday.

Suddenly out of the fog loomed the
dark hulk of the San Pedro, south-
bound, which was evidently out of her
course. Whistles were blown and fran-
tic efforts made by the helmsmen of
each vessel

To Avoid the Collision,
but they were of no avail. The San Pe-
dro struck the side of the Columbia
through which the water rushed in
gerat volumes,

Alarms were.sounded throughout the
passenger ship, and the terrified pas-
sengers scrambled from their state-
rooms in an effort to escape from the
doomed vessel. But the time was too
ghort. The vessel sank in five minutes
from the time of the collision.

A life-raft was launched with a num-
ber of passengers on board but only a
few were saved. One hundred lives
were lost.

Steamer Roanoke carrying a number
of dead and some of the rescued pas-
sengers reached here this morning,
bringing the sad news of the disaster.
The dead were conveyed to the
morgue.

Shelter Cove, ‘where the collision oc-
curred, is 179 miles up the coast.

A life-raft bearing a number of sur-
vivors is being towed to Eureka by
the steamer Geo. W. Elder.

During the earthquake the Columbia
was lying at the drydock of the Union
Iron Works and the shock Iloosened
some of her blocks with the result that
the vessel was capsized, but she was
entirely refitted and when she left here
Saturday she carried a full list of pas-
sengers, about 300,

Survivors on the Elder,

San Francisco, July 22.—According to
J. C. Flynn, a rescued passenger of the
Columbia, every woman passenger on
board was lost.

The body of Edward Butler, supposed
to be from Portsmouth, Ohio, has been
brought here.

Steamer Roanoke spoke to the steam-
er Geo. W, Elder, and the latter had
on board 88 passengers and crew from
the Columbia.

The San Pedro is in a water-logged
condition. Her steering gear is gone,
her mainmast broken off and her fore-
mast sprung.

The San Pedro’s cargo was lost.
When spoken by the Roanoke the
Elder was trying to tow her to Eureka,
but was making slow progress,

Slder at Eureka.

San Francisco, July 22.—The Mer-
chants’ Exchange of this city has been
anxious relatives and
friends of the Columbia passengers
since early morning. One of the most
distressing features of the accident is
that up to this nour (11 o’clock) there
is complete ignorance of the names of
drewned and names of the survivors.
Miss Florence Thompson, of Johnston,
Ohio, and Miss Eva Brooker, of Frank-
lin, Ky., are among lost.

A telegram from Eureka announced
that the steamer.Geo. W. Elder has
arrived at that port.

DECISION GIVEN BY
THE PRIVY COUNCIL

Original Judgment Under the Statute
Is Upheld By the Highest
Court.

\

A decision has been given by the Privy
Council in the appeal in the celebrated
Settlers’ Rights case, which was argued
before it a few days ago. The decision
by the highest court in the realm gives
the settlers the coal rights, which have
always been the subject of litigation for
so long.

The case was based upon the Vancouver
Island Settlers’ Rights Act, passed in
1904. It was provided by this act that the
cost of all actions should be borne by the
crown.

Crown grants under the act were issued
by the government to the number of
about 50. One of these was to Willilam
McGregor, near Nanaimo. On this an
appeal was taken to the courts by the E.
& N. railway. The trial was before Mr.
Justice Martin in December, 1905.
trial judge-decided in favor of Mr. Mec-
Gregor. He decided that the provincial
parliament was within its rights in pass-
ing the act.

An appeal was taken to the Full court,
consisting of Chief Justice Hunter, Mr.
Justice Duff and Mr. Justice Morrison.
The decision of the Full court reversed
that of the trial judge, and then the case
was taken to the Privy Council, which
has now sustained the original judgment.

The crown was represented in the first
instance by A. E. McPhillips, K. C., who
conducted the case for McGregor, the de-
fendant, at the original trial and before
the Full court. When Mr. McPhillips en-
tered the legislature he no longer con-
tinued to act, the case being then taken

FOR ESTEVAN

CONSTRUCTION 1S
10 BEGIN AT ONCE

Steamer Maude Taking Supplies To-
morrow--Cecl Doulre Will
Leave by the Quadra

(From Friday’s Daily.)

Yet another link in the chain of
lighthouses which the Dominion gov-
ernment is establishing on the West
Coast of Vancouver Island will be
when the steamer Maude
to-morrow and reaches
Estevan Point. To-day the vessel is
loading with a ecargo of lumber for
construction work for the new govern-
ment station to be erected at Estevan
Point.

On the arrival of the vessel a trolley |
roadway will be built from the landing |

to the site of the lighthouse which
was chosen some time ago. This will
be four miles in length and by means
of it the material for building purposes
will be conveyed to the site. When
the trolley roadway is constructed a
dwelling house will be run up at Este-
van Point. The wireless apparatus
will then be installed there, as it will
be remembered it is also one of the
wireless sites chosen by Cecil Doutre
for a government station.
course of a short time a fog alarm will
be installed, but it is not expected that
the light tower will be built during the
present year. b

To-morrow the steamer Quadra will
make a special trip to Estevan Point
with Mr. Doutre, superintendnet of
wireless stations for the Dominion gov-
ernment, and he will inspect the site
on which the Shoemaker system of
telegraphy will. be installed. The
Quadra will also call at Pachena Point,
where another wireless station is to
be erected.

The site chosen for the new light-
house at Estevan Point is an eminent-
ly suitable one. The surrounding coast
line is of an extremely rocky character.
Not eighteen miles from the site of the
new lighthouse the sailing ship King
David went to her destruction a little
over two years ago. The King David
was a vessel of 2.079 tons register,
bound from Salina Cruz to Port Town-
send. Early in December, 1905, she
was driven towards the shores of Van-
couver Island, and to save herself from
shipwreck, she dropped her anchors in
the vicinity of Bajo Point. A boat's
crew with an officer and six men on
board, was dispatched to Cape Beale,
which it was presumed was the nearest
point of communication, to ascertain
the bearings ‘of thervessel. The boat
was never heard of again, and is pre-
sumed to have been lost with all on
board. After waiting in vain, the King
David hauled up her anchors and en-
deavored to make for the open sea. A
wind was blowing on shore at the
time, and she was driven on the reefs
at Bajo Point and totally wrecked. The
captain and crew managed to scramble
ashore to safety. It'is interesting to
note that the village of Nootka was
only nine miles distant from the scene
of the wreck, but the captain and
those on board the King David were
totally unaware of its existence.

The above forcibly illustrates the
need of a lighthouse in that vicinity,
and the action of the Dominion govern-
ment, which is about to establish one,
cannot be too highly commended. Be-
fore many years have passed the en-
tire West Coast will have a chain of
lighthouses and the danger of ship-
wreck will be ameliorated to no small
degree.

The Peruvian delegation has pre-
sented the following amendment to the
American . propesition regarding the
collection’ of contractual debts ‘The
principles established by this proposi-
tien cannot be - applied to cases aris-
ing from contracts between the gov-
ernment of one country and the for-
eign subjects of another when the
contracts previde that differences
must be submitted to the judges of
local tribunals.” The Venezuelan
representative presented a proposition
on the same subject, making the ad-
dition that in case a contract exists
all
understanding must be tried before
recourse is had to the permanent court
of arbitration. The Venezuelan Jde-
claration ends with these words: ‘It
is understood that said differences are
to be settled through peaceful means

implying the employment of military
or naval forces.”

The matter of the collection of debis
occupied the entire meorning session of
the sub-committee.

There is no reason why na-
tions that agree by each other or two
by two should not agree all together
to exactly the same thing.”

Continuing, Mr. Choate referred to
the excellent work done in this direc-
tion by the pan-American conference at
Mexico City and Rio Janeiro.

In concluding his  address, Mr.
Choate made an eloquent appeal to the
nations to enter into a general con-
vention, which ought to be entirely
distinct and independent, for
tlement or discussion of gquestions
arising in arbitration. ‘““At the proper
time,” he said, “we shall ask for an
opportunity to explain our views on
the project we offered for fortifying
| the present permanent court of arbi-
tration and for the crganization there-
from of a tribunal which shall compel
{ the c¢onfidence of nations and neces-
sarily be a sequel to the arbitration
agreement which we now offer.”

CORONER'S JURY
REACH DECISION _

RENDER VERDICT OF
KCCIDENTAL DEATH

Conclusion of Inquest on Death
of H. W. Baynes--Recommen-
dation to Protect Workers

(From Friday’'s Daily.)

“We, the coroner’s jury in the in-
quest touching the death of Henry Wil-
liam Baynes, who fell into the hald
of the steamer Ning Chow, at Victoria,
on Saturday last, the 15ih inst., and
sustained fatal injuries, find that the
said Henry William Baynes met with
accidental death.

“And- we recommend that the mat-
ter be brought before the proper
authorities for the purpose of com=-
pelling the closing of all holds below
the deck on which work is in pro-
gress.” "

The above verdict was returned to-
day by the coroner’s jury in the ad-
journed inquest into the death of H.
W. Baynes, the longshoreman who was
fatally injured on the steamer Ning
Show on Saturday morning last, by be-
ing knocked into one of the vessel's
oil tanks. The jury, at the first hear-
ing, on Tuesday, decided that there
was not enough evidence to enable
them to place the responsibility, if
any, upon the right party. This morn-
ing several additional witnesses were
called but the evidence was of such a
conflicting nature that no censure upon
anyone concerned was imposed in the
verdict.

J. H. Lawson appeared on behaif of
the Vancouver Stevedoring Company,
for which the deceased was working
when he was killed. There was a small
crowd of spectators in court, interest
in ‘the matter running high on account
of the Longshoremen’s union members
taking the matter up.

Joseph Lippit, a stevedore, gave evi-
dence regarding the methods employed
in the removal of cargo. He said that
he had been a stevedore for over twen-
ty-five years and had never known
any ship, where it was the custom to
leave the lower hatches open while
cargo was being taken from between
deck holds. Sometimes when working
on one side of a vessel. half of the
hatch was left upon the hold. Witness
‘was not connected with the case be-
yond being an expert on stevedoring
and was not working on the Ning
Chow when the accident occurred.

Cross-examined by Mr. Lawson, he
said that a man was supposed to keep
dils eyes open when working in a ves-
sel’s hold, especially when two .falls
;were in use.

Simon Legen, who was working with
:Baynes when the accident . oecurred,
was recalled and explained the exact,
situation of the deceased when he was
knocked into the tank. One  of . the
hatches was omn at the time, but that
was on the opposite side to . where
Baynes was working. Witness said
that there were two hatches and. be-
low them -were two large oil tanks. - It
was into one of . these tanks that
Baynes fell. - In his opinion .the man
did not have time to get out of the
way of the sling before he was hurled
to his death. There were two men on
each side of the hold and they were
loading slings with pipes. He and
Baynes were on the starboard side and
the men on the port side warned them
when the sling was hoisted. Baynes,
however, did not have time to stand
clear.

Thomas Sprott, chief officer of the
Ning Chow, said that he was in the
starboard tank when he heard a cry
of “stand clear.” The next instant
Baynes fell into the hold. He went to
the injured man’s assistance and a bas-
ket was lowered in which Baynes was
hoisted to the deck.

Asked whether the responsibility for
covering the holds and tanks was
usually placed- upon the stevedoring
companies, witness said that there was
no hard and fast rule. It depended
solely lupon the terms of the contract.
There was nothing unusual in the fact
that the men were working with the
tank covers off. He was in the tank
when Baynes fell and was examining
it preparatory to loading cargo. There
were only a few sling loads of pipes
to go up and it was the intention of
the ship’s officers to load the tank as
soon as these were out. The top of
the tank inio which the deceased man
fell was protected with a twelve-inch
coping. In answer to questions from
the jurymen, witness said that Baynes
was standing on scantling across the
hatch when the sling struck him. He
was standing between the two hatches
making up loads.

John Anderson- said that he and a
companion were making up loads on
the port side. They hitched the sling
and shouted ‘“‘Stand Clear.”. This was
a signal to the hatch-tender at the
top to give the winch-driver the sig-
nal to ‘“go ahead” as well ag a warn-
ing to the other men in the hold. He
saw the sling lift sideways with one
corner on the deck and then it swung
over and struck Baynes. He called for
assistance and went down into the
tank where he, with two fellow-wark-
men put Baynes into a basket that was
sent down from the top-deck, and had
him hoisted up. Witness did not see
the chief officer or the doctor in the
4ank.

Alex. McDermott, manager of the
Vancouver Stevedoring Company, was
called. He said that the hatch cover
was taken off in Tacoma before the
Ning Chow.camme into, this port. The
foreman did not think there was any
danger in having the men work with
the hatch cover off. If he had domne
so he would have had it placed on.
There was, as far as he knew, no
printed regulations regarding the un-
loading of vessels issued by the Long-
shoreman’s union.

Several other witnesses were exam-
ined, the time occupied between the
hearing of the first witness and the
verdict being nearly three hours. The
jury was composed of the following:

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ENPEROR'S PLANS
WERE FRUSTRATED

INTENDED 10 FLEE TO
RUSSIAN CONSULATE

Japanese Press Points Out Necessity
of Preventing Interference in
Korean Affairs.

Seoul, July 18, via Tokio, July 18.—
The throne, tottering from four years
of misrule, toppled to-night. The peril
to the Emperor began to be realized
yesterday among the Koreans, and
considerable excitement prevailed to-
day, the people feeling that their ruler
might meet an untoward, end. The
police were doubled in the palace at
nightfall on the rumor that The Hague
deputation had committed suicide,
which created the apprehension that
an epidemic of suicide had broken out
in sympathy with the Emperor.

The Koreans are all at sea regarding
the extreme gravity given the situation
by the Japanese, who regard the of-
fence of the Emperor as unpardonable.
Members of the progressive party from
Japan, and others opposing Marquis
Ito’s policy of leniency preceding the
arrival of Foreign Minister Hayashi,
are now holding meetings.

Viseount Hayashi,- who has just ar-
rived from Japan, is believed to have
two missions-to fulfil, the first to as-
sist Marquis Ito to execute the Japan-
ese government’s programme in the
palace, and the second to consult with
him on the Manchurian and American
questions. Able Japanese here do not
believe that the question of The Hague
deputation is of sufficient importance
to annul the trip planned by Marquis
Ito to Tokio and the sending: of Vis-
count Hayashi here instead of Yam-
aza, therefore they think that the pur-
pose of Hayashi was to divert the at-
tention of the people from the ques-
tion of America, where it is claimed
that the govermment is unable to get
satisfaction and to placate the nation
by severity to the Koreans.

Guarding Palace.

Seoul, July 19.—A crowd of five
thousand Koreans has been beaten
back from the palace gates. During
the audience with the cabinet last
night, when the Emperor acquiesced in
the demand for his abdication, a num-
ber of students attempted to present a
petition to the Emperor, but the police
prevented them from doing so, driving
them back east of the palace, where
they remained all night, making
speeches. . At midnight Chief of Police
Maruyama distributed carbines to the
palace police, but the crowd continued
to increase. It remalined orderly.

The elaborate ceremony of transfer-
ring the imperial seal to the crown
prince is in progress this morning.

Some shops are closed because of
the sympathy of their proprietors with
the Emperor, and the streets around
the palace are filled with people.

The Japanese papers have “published
some sensational rumors, but there is
mo indication of a revelt. The Korean
official Gazetie is now circulating on
the street with the first official an-
nouncement of the abdication, which
was signed by the Emperor and his
ministers in favor of the crown prince.

At the Japanese residency,  Marquis
Ito and Viscount Hayashi, in answer
to an inquiry by the correspondent of
the Associated Press regarding the ef-
fect of the Emperor’'s action, its. im-
portance in affecting a settlement of
the whole Japanese-Korean situation,
and whether or not it was in accord-
ance with the plans of Japan, said
they are not prepared at the present
to make a statement. Marquis Ito,
however, stated that before and dur-
ing his audience yesterday, when the
Emperor and cabinet were weighing
the question of abdictation, he re-
fused any participation. The Emperor
repeated his declaration that he was
not responsible for the sending of the
XKorean delegation to The Hague, and
asked Marquis Ito’s opinion of the
cabinet’s representation regarding the
abdication. Marquis Ito replied that
the matter wholly concerned the Em-
peror of Korea, and - not himself as
the representative of ‘the Emperor of
Japan. Furthermore, Marquis Ito de-
clared the cabinet’s whole ‘course of
action was based on- its own initi-
ative.

Former Premler Speaks.

The Hague, July 19.—Yi Sang Sun, at
one time premier of Korea, and now a
member of the Korean delegation,
whose presence at The Hague precipi-
tated the present crisis in Korean af-
fairs, was informed to-day by the As-
sociated Pregs of the abdication of the
Emperor of Korea and the forecasts of
trouble in the hermit kingdom as a
result. Yi Sang Sun said: “I have
heard nothing directly, as the Japan-
ese control in XKorea prevents com-
munications between me and my
friends tl¢re, The Japanese are cap-
able of anything. ‘If they have im-
posed any restriction, which in this
case means dethronement, serious trou-
ble soon will occur.”

The correspondent then spoke with
Keiroku Tsuzuki, head of the Japan-
ese mission to the peace conference, on
this same matter. The Japanese states-
man said: “I did not think the matters
had gone so far. Generally speaking we
are not concerned in the removal of the
Emperor, who, even though he has ab-
dicated, will be responsible so long as
he lives for the mischief he has stirred
up against us. Evidently his remain-
ing on the throne had become A serious
obstacle to carrying out of our pro-
gramme for the regeneration of
Korea.”

London, July 20.—Scarcely a word of
sympathy is uttered by the morning
papers for the deposed Emperor of
Korea, who is regarded as having
brought his fate upon himself by futile
intriguing against Japanese, as the
Dalily Graphic humorously remarked by
“Having taken The Hague conference
too seriously.”

The general opinion is that abdica-
tion of Yi Heui is the best thing that
eould have happened for Korea. The

Dafly Telegraph says: “After  all,
Korea by the very.circumatances. of her
geographical position, was foredoomed
to be a spoil of war and the complete
Japanization of Korea can only be a
matter of time, provided the -verdict
of the last war remains unaltered.”

According to a Shanghai dispatch
Emperor Yi Heui had arranged to fly
to the protection of the Russian- con-
sulate, but was circumvented by the
precautions taken-by the Japanese.

Emperor’s Edict.

Seoul, Korea, July 20.—The abdica-
tion edict of the Emperor of Korea is
the first communication to the world
since repudijation of the convention of
1905. A translation:of the text of the
edict follows:

“I have been in succession to my an-
cestors-on the throne 44 years, and
have met many disturbances. I have
not reached my own desire. While
ministers are frequently improper men
and progress is not controlled by men,
the times - are contrary to natural
events. A crisis extremely urgent in
the life: of the people has arisen, and
the progress of the state is more than
before imperilled. I fear danger like
that that befalls a person crossing the
ice. Fortunately we have a son endow-
ed by nature with virtue, brilliant and
well worthy of being charged with the
plans for the development of the gov-
ernment to whom we transfer our in-
heritance, sanctioned by the customs
of ancient times.

“Therefore be it known, that as soon
asyit ‘is proper to be done, we will hand
the affairs of state to the crown prince
as our representative.”

Court usage is said to make the
meaning of the above an actual abdi-
cation. While insufficient time has
elapsed to show the effects of the Em-
peror’s action upon the situation, ad-
visory opinion at the Japanese resi-
dence-general regards the abdication
as taking away the force of Japan’s
intended blow.

Japanese Views.

Tokio, July 20.—The Japanese press
is this morning generally sympathetic
with the retired Korean Emperor as an
individual, but none, however, regrets
the act of abdication. In absence of
the official text, it is commented that
there is doubt whether the abdication
means a complete non-interference
with the government by the Emperor.
Suggestions are made that there is
necessity of early defining the position
of the retired Emperor in order to pre-
vent even an indirect meddling with
the administration. It is also pointed
out that anyhow the change of govern-
ment was caused by the initiation of
the Korean government, in which Japan
had no concern whatever, and that it
cannot be considered a final solution of
The Hague incident. It is expected
that Foreign Minister “Hayashi will
effect a definite arrangement with
the Korean government regarding that
question.

Telegrams from Seoul, dated mid-
night, say that 2 general calm prevails.
Japanese troops have been called out
and a battalion is guarding the palace.

Will Retaliate.

Tokio, July 20.—(Afternoon)—Reports
for Seoul state that four machine guns
are now at the Taihan gate.

Should the Korean soidiers repeat
vesterday’s behaviour by firing on the
Japanese police, the. Jdpanese troops
will not hesitate to retaliate.

It is noteworthy that despite news of
the abdication of the Emperor the offi-
cial report confirming the same has not
yet been received here.

PASSENGER AND FREIGHT

TRAINS COLLIDE

JBodies of Twenty Two Victims Re--

covered--Others Still Buried
in the Debris.

Salem, Mich., July 20.—A Pere Mar-
quette excursion train from Genia to
Detroit “was wrecked about 10 o’clock
this morning two miles east of here.

It is reported that between thirty
and forty persons were killed.

There were 11 coaches in the train
which collided headon with a freight.

Twenty-Two Bodies Recovered.

Salem, July 20.—At noon there had
been twenty-two bodies taken from the
wreck, and there were probably fifteen
more.

Five cars of the eleven in the train
escaped destruction.

There are scores of injured.

There were about eight hundred per-
sons on the train.

DOCK LABORERS STRIKE.

Ore Carriers Idle and Mining Opera-
tions Are at a Standstill.

Duluth, Minn., July 19.—Mining op-
erations on the Messably and Vermil-
lion Iron ranges are at a standstill.

Steamship Compamy promises to be
tied up as a result of the strike of ore
dock laborers at Duluth, Superior, Wis.,
and Two Harbors, Minn. Nearly 2,-

others are forced into idleness.

The entire mining department of the
United States Steel Corporation is now
idle.

The Great Northern Railway to-day |

laid off many of its train crews on the
ore line, as a result of the strike of the
dockmen. Eighteen ore boats are tied
up at the Allouéz docks at Superior,
Wis.

DEATHS FROM HEAT.
Four Persons Died in Philadelphia—
Many Who Were Prostrated Are
Still in Hospitals.

Philadelphia, July 19.—Of the thou-
sands of persons overcome by heat
while watching the Elks parade yes-
terday about 100 spent the night in
hospitals. Many of them were dis-
charged to-day. Four deaths, due
more or less directly to the heat and
humidity, are reported and there are
about a dozen cases considered serious
by the hospital physicians. The dead
were residents of this city and those
still in serious condition are in private
hospitals.

The big event of Elks’ week being
over, thousands of visitors left town
to-day either for various seaside re-
sorts, the Jamestown exposition or
their homes. /There are still a number
in town, however.

WORK ON GRAND
TRUNK PACIFIC

e —

GREAT ACTIVITY
WEST OF SASKATOON

About Twelve Hundred Men Are Em-
ployed Between That Point
and Edmonton.

The progress made during the past
two months on the Grand Trunk
Pacific road between Saskatoon and
Edmonton, gives more reassuring
prospects’ of early completion than
work has hitherto indicated, says the
Edmonton Bulletin.

About 1,200 men and 900 teams of
horses are employed on the work.
Seventy-fivé miles of the road are
graded from Saskatoon west, and with
the large force employed now it is ex-
pected that over 100 miles west from
Saskatoon will be completed by August
1st. Then the large force of men at
work east of Battle River Crossing will
be moved up between Battle river and
HEdmonton.

This addition to the number of men
already employed on this section of the
road will ensure that the line into Ed-
monton shall be graded during the pres-
ent year.

A great many trustles and culverts
have been built during the past six
weeks, and many more will see comple-
tion before the end of this month. Work
on the larger bridges, of steel construc-
tion, at Saskatoon, Battle river and
Clover Bar, is going ahead expeditions-
Iy.

It is not yet known to any of the men
in charge of that construction just
how far rails will be laid this year west
of Saskatoon. For various reasons it
is expected that most of the track will
be laid early next spring.

The gangs of men at work on the
road are very orderly, and no com-
plaints come in to the authorities either
from contractors or the employed. Of
the latter there are about 1,200 men
now, being an increase of 400 in the past
month. B

The Grand Trunk Pacific right-of-
way through Clover Bar presents a
scene of great actlvity at the. present
time. Peter Dukelow & Sons, who have
the grading contract for ten miles east
of the Saskatchewan river, have about
100 teams at work, and have about four
miles of the earthwork of the road al-
most completed. Their main ecamp is
on the farm of Dr. Collison, and branch
camps are situated on Jamieson’s farm,
East Clover Bar, and on Frank Tuttle’s
farm in West Clover Bar. The gangs
are strung along some six miles of the
road and are making rapid progress.
A steam grader to. he operated by a
traction engine, is expected to arrive
on the scene of action very soon, and it
will facilitate the work greatly.

The contractors expect to complete
this ten miles of the road by the end
of October, but for about one hundred
miles east of their section the grading
gangs have not yet begun work. Two
of the contractors have had their out-
fits on the ground for some time, but
have been unable to proceed on account
of the engineers’ work not being com-
pleted.

“The work will be so well under way
and so much pf it completed this fall
that we cansbe absolutely certain that
the Grand”Trunk Pacific trains will
reach Edmonton in good time next
year,” said one of the men on the
works.

There are about twenty-five farmers’
teams at work on the g8rade at Clover
Bar, the remaining teams belonging to
the contractors.

The work on the bridge over the Sas-
gatchewan is going ahead and it will be
ready for the rails when the grade is
completed. The company is carrying
out its determination to make the
Grand, Trunk Pacific roadbed the finest
on the American continent.

THE GEORGIA DISASTER.

Boston, July 18.—On board tHe Geor-
gia, in Boston harbor, yesterday, Capt.
Henry MecCrea told the Associated
Press the story of the disaster on board
the battleship on Monday, which has
cost the lives of nine men of the United
States navy and probably fatal injury
of others. Capt. McCrea said:

“I was on the bridge making the run
for the practice. I was taking obser-
vations of each shot. As shot after
shot was discharged from the eight-
inch gun, I saw we were beating the
records of other ships of the fleet. On
the bridge I could hear the commnand
from the after turret, so I knew when
the next shot was coming.

“I heard the shout ‘Fire!” but there
was no shot, and then I saw men run-
ning aft for the fire hose that is always
laid out in readiness when there is fir-
ing going on.

“I rushed to the after bridge, near
the turret to see what was the matter.
The water was already being poured
into the turret. The boatswain and
Midshipman Gravescroat led the way
for their men with the hose. No man
knew what had happened, and no man
knew in what danger he might be. The
men never thought of self or danger,
and their brave acts will look well on
their records.

“Then they began to bring out the
men. One of the first was the one in
whose hands the powder was when it
flashed. I could not recognize him. His
hands were burned to the bones and the
flesh was gone. I could hear him whis-
per: ‘Oh, God! Oh. God! Oh, God!
He was breathing in short gasps and
soon died.

“The men were brought out as fast
as they could be taken from the turret.
Their external burns were hideous, but
to breathe that powder gas was fatal.

“One man in that turret was not hurt
—Midshipman Kimball—and I do not
understand how he could have escaped.

“Lieut. Goodrich set an example to
his men that none but a courageous of-
ficer could set, plunging right into the
flame and gases to lead the way to
safety. His example will not be forgot-
ten. After he got to the deck he threw
himself overboard, and if our launch
had not been near he would have
drowned.

‘“Probably one little act, or rather one |

great act of one of the men, prevented
a greater disaster, I don’t know his
name, He'd dead. He and another one
stood by the second gun that had just
been loaded. The last powder bag that
had been put in was protruding a little
from the gun. When he saw the flash,
instead of dashing for the ladder to
save himself, he crowded home the
charge in the gun and with the help of
the other men got the gun closed before
the flame reached the bag.

“Since we went back to-the target
grounds the men have been shooting
better than before the accident.”

INITIAL MEETING
OF NEW BOARD

The Directors of the Jubilee Hos-
pital Met at Institution Last
Evening.

The initial meeting of the new direc-
tors of the Provincial Royal Jubilee
hospital was held last evening at the

The meeting was called to order by
the late president, James Forman, who,
after the confirmation of the minutes
of the previous meeting, called for par-
ticulars of the constitution of the new
board, and read a communication re-
ceived from the provincial government
intimating that the representations
made for aid towards the:hospital ex-
tension had been acceded to; that the
sum of $15,000 will be placed in the esti-
mates of next season, and that that
sum would be available at the begin-
ning of the flscal year, July, 1908.

This was ordered to be laid on the
table.

The election of officers, etc., was next
proceeded with. F. B. Pemberton was
unanimously chosen president, E. A.
Lewis was the unanimousg choice for
vice-president, and in the absence cf
the president-elect occupied the chair.
After thanking the board for the
honors conferred upon him the election
of honorary treasurer was next pro-
ceeded with, and Thomas Shotbolt was
nominated. A letter was then read in
which he asked to be relieved of that
office, and after passing a vote of
thanks for his past services the posi-
tion of honorary treasurer was filled
by the unanimous election of R. S.
Day.

F. Elworthy was chosen for the posi-
tion of secretary, and the hospital staff
was reappointed.

Regular -business then followed, and
the resident medical officer’'s report
was presented, showing that the daily
average of patients treated during the
month of June was 50.21. Sixty-nine
free patients had been treated during
the same month, the total day’s stay
for the month being 1,521 days.

Mrs. J. Bryce, for the donation of a
wheeled chair, and J. J. Cowley, for a
donation of plants, were voted the
thanks of the directors.

The house committee reported a diffi-
culty in filling the position of house-
keeper and were granted further time.

The finance committee reported pay-
ment_of salaries for June, and recom-
mendations for payment of accounts
for the same month were adopted.

The .usual advertisement calling for
sealed tenders for supplies for twelve
months, commencing 1st of August,
was ordered, and the advertisement
will be found in another celumn of this
paper.

The provincial government’s’ letter
was then taken up, and the directors
ordered that their thanks be conveyed
to the provincial government for their
generous treatment,

It was further resolved to appoint a
committee to take up the reports for
hospital extension made a few years
ago, and advise as to what the next
work to be proceeded with should be.

INQUEST TG BE
HELD MONDAY

—

CONCERNING DEATH
OF MISS 1. LAWLEY

Nothing Connected With the Case to
Ind cate That Murder Was
Committed

The inquest into the circumstances
surrounding the death of Miss Jai
Lawley, who, as stated 1

in the Times

vesterday, was found drowned upon thg ,

beach yesterday near the Clover Pof:
rifle range, will be held on Monday
morning at eleven o'clock. The body

i1s now lying at Smith’s undertakiug
parlors, where it was
the beach.

Much indignation is felt in peolize cir-
cles over the account of the death
which appears in this morning’s €ni-
onist and which attributes the causs of
death to strangulation, besides sur-
rounding the case with a mystery quite
out of keeping with the facts. The po-
lice believe that the unfortunate wo-
man took her own life while in a fit of
melancholia. The statement made in
the Colonist that very suspicious cir-
cumstances surrounded the drowning
is without foundation. There were no
signs of a struggle near where the body
was found, while the fact that the de-
ceased had carefully removed her hat,
even replacing the hat-pins in a meth-
odical manner, and had left it together
with her basket and purse on the rocks
near by, coupled with the finding of
torn letters addressed to her, point very
clearly to premeditation.

Very little is known of Miss Lawley's
domestic affairs, but it is believed that
perhaps the receipt of unwelcome news
and other troubles had unseated her
mind. ‘She had lately been in good
health, but a few days ago became in-
disposed. Whether this had anything
to do with her rash act or not it is hard
tossay. Only one relative’s address 1is
known by the friends of the deceased.
It is that of Mrs. Angrewn, 59 Con-
naught road, Kensington, Liverpool.

The body was found lylng a few
yards from the water where the reced-
ing tide had left it, and was lying with
the left side in line with the sea. The
face and hands were black and the
clothes had been disordered by the
washing of the waves. In the Colonist’s
report this morning the cause of death
was stated to be strangulation, this
conclusion being reached on account of
the face being black and the eyes wide
open. The police point out that all
bodies which are washed up and remain
in the sun for an hour or more present
the same appearance and no signifi-
cance is given to this fact. When word
of the drowning was received at police
headquarters Constable Palmer was
dispatched with the undertaker’s con-
veyance. He found a gold watch sus-
pended from a chain about the neck of
the deceased and the hands of the lat-
ter were stopped at twelve o’clock ex-
actly, which points to the drowning
having.occurred at that time. Gravel
and sea-weed were found in the wo-
man’s clothing, and there was ne doubt
that the body had been washed up a
short time before it was discovered.

The deceased had been residing with
Miss Davies, Mason street, since leav-
ing the hospital and yesterday morn-
ing she received a message from Mrs,
Swinerton, living at 8 Harrison street,
to attend her, as she was. indisposed.
Sshe sent a message to Mrs. Swinerton,
saying that she was coming and, after
packing a few articles into a basket-
work hand-bag, left the house. No
word was received from her and the
first notification of her whereabouts
was the finding of her dead body on
the beach.

The deceased came from Blackburn,
Lancashire, graduating from the in-
firmary in that city over eight years
ago. She came to the Dominion upon
theé =olicitati®n of a friend, Miss Cox,
who is a local nurse. For a time she
followed the occupation of private
nurse, but six months ago secured a
position as housekeeper at the Royal
Jubilee hospital. This position she held
until a fortnight ago, when she re-
signed. According to the hospital of-
ficials, Miss Lawley's services had been
thoroughly satisfactory, but she had
expressed dissatisfaction with the re-
muneration she received and intended
to go to Seattle and San Francisco to
follow her profession.

About an hour before the body was
discovered, Patrol-Driver Jones, of the
police force, who resides near the rifle
range, noticed a man in a white skift
rowing into the shore. He landed and
walked up to where the body was found
an hour later. . Mr. Jones observed him
stop and retrace his footsteps to his
skiff, after which he rowed around the
point. No suspicions are entertained
by the police in this conneection. There
is nothing to show that the body had
been washed up when the man landed
and as Mr. Jones observed all his ac-
tions, he cannot be connected with t
death of the woman. It is possible
however, that he came upon the bod:
and, being afraid of having to figure at
the inquest, went away as hurriedly as
possible.

On the trail leading down to the
beach, about thirty yards from whers
the body was found, several pieces of
a letter written in a child’s handwrit
ing, were found. Chief of Police Lang-
ly, upon piecing the fragments, found
that they made a portion of a letter
from a niece of the deceased in which
references were made to affairs “at
home.”
