“STILL ADVANCING

The" Insurgents in Macedonia Con-
+ . tinte to Advance on the
Turkish Position.

Turkey Warns Greece That Furbher
-Advances Will Be Considered
aa Act of War.
Latest ‘'War News from  the Scene
of the Two ‘Contending
Armies.

London, April 14.—The Evening News
this afternodn publishes a dispatch from
its special correspondent at Athens say-
ing that the Turkish government has
formally’ informed thep Greek 'govern-,
ment tHat ‘any further raid by the. ir-
reghlars into Turkish territory will be
regarded by Turkey as a declaration of
war on Turkey by Greece.

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BRITAIN'S  POSITION

The Cretan Question Discussed Very

Fally in the British House
of Commons.

Statement by the Parliamentary Sec-
retary for the Foreign Office, Mr,
@Géorge N. Curzon.

London, April 12.—Discussing - the
Cretan ' questionh in ‘the house to-day,
Sir Charles Dilke said he believed the
majority of the nation supported the
Liberals on the Eastern queéstion. A
blockade of the Piraeus, he contend-
ed, though it might upset the king and
kingdom of -Greece, could not restore
order in Crete. While the government's

policy of granting autonomy to Crete

was houest, it was mnot clear whether
the other powers were equally homest in
this matter. Both the Sultan of Tur-
key and the King of Greece had stated
that they were negotiating in regard to
the future of Crete, when they were
brought to the verge of war by the ac-
tion of the powers. The speaker point-
ed out that the concert of the powers did
not c¢ome into existenea for the purpose
of dealing with Crete, but to deal with
the Armenian question, with which the
powers ‘had beer fruitlessly struggling
for two years past,
stirred out of sluggish action by the
dispatch of Prince George of Greece
with the Greek torpedo flotilla to the

island of Crete and by, the landing of |

Greek troops there. He concluded with
commenting upon the imbecility
helplessness of the concert until
King of Greece forced their hand.

The parliamentary_ secretary for the
foreign, ofice Mr. George N. Curzom,
replied for the government.

one could rightly complain at the-lack
of opportunty to discuss the conduet ‘of
the government. There had" been ‘many
discussions on the subje¢t and on 'the
speeches of the Marquis.’of Salishury,
althcugh it was true that there had not
been a-vote of. censure, the gdvermment
having failed to perSuade the Liberal
leader, -Sir. Williaan' Harcourt, to repeat
in the house th martial oration so much
admired 'at Norwich. while in the de-
bates on Cretan affairs 'in the house
the matter had only been raised twice,
and in the French chamber of deputies
only omnce. :

Continuing, Mr. Curzon said: that. in
Austria, Italy and Germany the state-
ments of their government policy had-
been reiterated so frequently as to be-
come tediods. Sir ‘Charles Dilke com-
plained” that autonomy as proposed for
Crete was not clearly defined, but Mr.
Curzon pointed otit that the proclama-
tion, -stated - that it implied freedom
from sl control of the Turkish' govera-
ment in the imbernal affairs of theé is-

land. - He therefore could truthfully say

there was no ground whatever for. the
suspicion of Sir Charles Dilke that this
autonomy which the gevernient desired
to make simple and clear was regarded
from any other point of view by the
other powvers.: Referring to the negotia-
tions ‘which are said  to havé taken
place between Greece and ‘Lurkey direct
for the settlement of the. Cretan ques-
tion, Mr. Curzon remarked:that the ne-
gotiations 'might have occurred on the
subject between the Sultan and Greece,
but Her Majesty'sgovernment knew noth-
ing about them. Touching wupon the
ques‘ion of the withdrawal of the Greek
troops: from the islamnd of Crete, Mr.
Curzon said that it would open a door
leading to an almost immediate and
pacific settlement of the question.

Since the blockade, Mr. Curzon point-
ed out, muny thousands oHf helpless and
defenceless people have been protected
by the fcrces of the powers, and their
night have been ancther fatality.

Mr. Curzom assurced tie house that from
information which the government had
received, the Greek raid in Mucedonia
was entirely unauthorized by the Greek
government, and wus not participated in
by .the Greek regular troops. Mr. Cur-
zon  denied that the concert of the
powers had been helpless. During the
past few months, he insisted, the com-
cert had saved Europe from a general
war, had prevented greater bloodshed
in -Crete, and had localized the disturo-
ance on the Greco-Turkish frontier. He
thought than no one would deny that
the policy of the government, peace in
Burope and the liberation of Crete, was
4 goed one, but if the opposition had an
terivative let the house hear it.

Movement To Be Pushed With Vigor
+  as Soon as Tarif Bill Is.
‘Disposed of.

Chicago, April | 12.—The Chicago
Chronicle’s Washington City correspoad-
ent sends the following:

The administration is heartily in sym-
pathy with the scheme to annex the Ha-
waiian Islands. The movement will Le
pushed with vigor as soon as the tariff
bill is out of the way. The president |
will send a special message to congress
on the subject, if necessary, but .t is
believed when congress takes the matter !
up it will be speedily setitled to the sat- |
isfaction of the annexationists without
any special interference on the part of
the executive,

Minister Hatch and Attorney-General
Sinith, representing the Hawaiian gov-
ernment, have been actively at work
during the past thirty days- cultivating
annexation sentiment. They have: held
frequent conferences with President:Me-
Kinley,: Secretary | Sherinan, Speaker
Reed and the members’ of the foreign
affairs committees of both houses of.con-
gress. - They urge that annexation . is
necessary to save the island from Jap-
anese domination.

The plan- agreed upon for annexation
is similar to that followed in'thé dise ¢f
Texasl:The imdependence of Texas, like |
that; of Hawaii; -wag: secured " mainly
through -the assistance of citizens of the
United . States. The movement for the
ennexation of Texas first took definite

What he did say
was that the government had' adopted
the wrong course in collecting taxes.

Mr. Macpherson, who was also men-
tioned in the Miner’s. report &s enter-
taining the same views as Mr. Forster,
wished to again state that he had mot
advocated an increased tax on mines.
The Vancouver World had made a simi-
lar false statement.

Fon. Mr. Turner %aid he understood
the two members to advocate the in-
creased tax.

Mr. Kellie, who was absent when
Mr. Helmcken referred to the urtiele in
the Rossland Miniug Review, rose to a
question of privilege and asked the gov-
ernment if they intended to remain sil-
ent under the direct charge that they
were thieves anid’ robbers.

Hom. Mr. Turner said the government
bad the inatter “tuder their serious con-
sideratiom.

Mr. Booth cautioned the government
against advertising the writer of the
article by making a martyr of him.

Hon. Mr. Turner said that personally
he gave the editor of the Mining Re-
view credit for being moce honest than
editors of other papers in the province.
He bluntly charged the government
with being thieves, while others insinu-
ated the same thing.

Whereas by virtue of 58 and 59 Vict.,
ch. 35, s. 6, the Indian custom known as
the Potlateh was prohibited, and where-
as the Indians have thereby become
greatly disaffected, and the enforcement
of such law is likely to cause serious
trouble; Be it therefore resolved that an
humble .address be presented to His
Honor the Lieutenant-Governor re-
questing him to make such representa-
tion to the government of the Dominion
of Canada as will result in the immedi-
ate repeal of so much of the said section
of thie said statute as prohibits the said
custom and will allow the Indians to
enjoy such custom unmolested.”

Mr. Helmcken said every member was
interested in the welfare of the Indians,
and would therefore bear with him
wkile hie went rather fully into the sub-
jeat. Pe read a letter from the Pro-
vince mewspaper which dealt with the
matter. Mr, Helmcken read the law on
the subject. His resolution only dealt with
potlatches, and did mot ask to repeal
the law -dealing with Indian dances.
Last year Mr. Helmcken had a visit
from a deputation of chiefs from the
Naas river and from the Island. They
were very much dissatisfied, but he ad-
vised them to keep within the law. The
Indians were heavily fined by a Rev.
Mr, McCulloch, and ,were greatly dis-
satisfied. White men would strongly
object if a law were enforced prohibit-
ing them from enjoying themselves ‘on
the 24th of May. 1st of July or any
other holiday, and the Indtans had’ the'

in-

passed . prohibiting them "f¥om  enjoying
am dncient and harmless customn.

Fon. Mr. Tuomer  said’ the house
ghould earefully- consider the matter be-
fore’ committing itself, ag. it was one of
those things over which the Dominion
government had full centrol. were
harmless amusements connmected with

Government Called Upon to Grant
Aid to the Coast-Koote-
nay Railway.

They Do Not, Wa.nt ‘the Penticton
Line Bonus Handed Over to
Mr. Heinze.

Mr. Helmcken Falls in Line With
Public Opinion and Favors
the Scheme.

The people of Victoria at the public
meeting held last evening again en-
dorsed the Coast-Kootenay railway
scheme and urged upon the provinciul
government the desirability of assisting
the road: The meeting was unanimous
and consequently harmonious, :

Mayor Redfern was voted to the chair
and read the requisition, alreandy‘.pub-
Hshed, on which the meeting wasesaed
Thé requigition “was Signed” by’ 112 pesi-
dent ratepayers of the city.  Withount
adding anything to -the requisition the
mayor called ow ;

Ald. McCandless, who explained that
he was not interested in the Victoria-
Vancouver -& Eastern railway, nor had
he been asked by amy member of the
company to work for the line. He sup-
ported it because he had been through
the Kootenay country and believed the
road would pay from the start, which
was mcre than could be said of some
roads pow runuing. The line, he be-
lieved, was more npecessary tham other
lines. for which. aid “was being asked.
Some roads proposed to take population
into the country which they were *9o
pass through, while this line had a pop-
wlation at-each end. When Marcus
Smith explained the country through
which the Coast-Kootenay railway
would pass he was looking for a one
per cent. .grade. Things whieh . were
thon thought impossible are now quite
practicable. .- A three or. four per cent.
grade is_not now considered .a great
stumbling  block. The lne would not
be-as: hard to build as had been otheér'
Iines through “ths mountains. - He be-
lieved the problem of British Columb'a’s
prosperity was just about to be salved.
He moved as follows:

That in the opinion of this meeting,

Be it resolved that the continued busingéss
depression and utter lack of value in Pusi- |
ness amd other property are sufficient and |
urgent reasons why the government should
do everything possible to grant to the peo-
ple of the coast cities a chanee to secure
the vast trade of the Kootenay country;

Ex-Mayor John Grant spoke in favor
of the line, believing, he said, that thé
people were convinced that the ‘toad
was pecessary and that the government
should be’ convinced. That the scheme
was a feasible one he had ‘no doubt.
and the governmemnt should assist it.
When the provineial government had
aided the road aid could a’so be de-
manded from the Domimion. (Applanse.)

“The first step the Canadian
Pacific took towards building throuch
the Crow’s Nest was to acquire the
section of the Alberta railway from
Dunmore to Lethbridge, 110 miles, ani
convert it from a narrow to a standard
gauge. Then it started surveying for
a line through the Crow’s Nest Pass
and the Movie Pass to a coanection
with the Columbia & Kootenay railway
at Nelson. ' It has done a considerable
amount of grading between Lethbridge
and the Crow’s Nest, has built from
Nelson to Robson and has pushed the
surveys: westward from Robson towards
Hope. In all, it has spent about
$2,500.000 on the work. Its aim is
not only to buwild from Lethbridge to
Nelson, but to carry the Line ultimately
to Hope, driving branches and mine
spurs into the region to open it vp thor-
oughly to the process of developmen:.
This will cost a heap of money. The
estimate is $35,000.000. The distance
from Dunmore to Hope by the Crow's
Nest will exceed 800 miles, as against
740 by the present main line.”

Here, said Mr. Milis, the surveyors
of the C. P, R. said the line was feas-
ible, and - the company were spending
money on a line to Hope. (Applause.)
