News was received from Formosa by 

the Empress of India of a horrible masr 
sacre, 120 unarmed villagers being ruth­
lessly ,31am and decapitated by a band of 
IFormosan head hunters—Malay savages 
who inhabited the interior of southern 
Formosa.

The horrible event is reported to have 
occurred on April 7th, in the vicinity of 
Taiko town, central district. The vil­
lagers were on their way back to Taiko 
after feasting at the shrine of one of the 
gods, when the savages—who were not 
so strong numerically as the villagers, 
but were all armed—suddenly rose from 
an ambuscade and directed a terriole 
charge against the unarmed villagers. 
Out of the party of 120 only three were 
able to save their lives. The remainder 
were cruelly massacred, every head be­
ing triumphantly carried off by the sav­
age assailants. The news was soon 
brought to the village by the terrified 
survivors and has since been creating a 
tremendous sensation among the Japan­
ese as well as the natives.

Strangely enough the cause of the mas­
sacre is alleged to be a dispute between 
savage tribes over a love affair, says the 
Hongkong Press. A girl oi the assail­
ing tribe became pregnant and after­
wards died. As to the identity of the 
adulterer suspicion fell upon.a man of 
Taiko, and compensation was demand­
ed from him. He denied the allegations 
and peremptorily refuesd to make any 
compensation. Then the alleged violated 
tribe resorted to the head hunting ex­
pedition to obtain revenge.

A Chinese interpreter is reported to 
have paid a visit to the tribe after the 
massacreing party had returned home 
with their ghastly trophies and on his

arrival he found them indulging in a 
feast, with the newly-hunted human 
heads arrayed side by side on rows of 
boards.

A Formosan correspondent, writing 
from Tarpeh, says the authorities will 
send a punitive expedition to the head­
hunters’ village.

Head hunting is a passion with these 
savages, says the correspondent, and 
they will probably never be cured of it 
Each tribesman carries a grass basket 
over his shoulder in which he put» his 
heads when taken. The head is usually 
placed on a tripod at the villages, where 
it is allowed to remain until the flesh 
drops off, when the skull, after being 
treated with a kind of liquor, is placed 
in a skull rookery over the doors of the 
huts. These heads are the most valued 
possessions of the head-hunters and in 
case of fire the first object of solicitude.
