PREMIER REPLIES TO
THE LIBERAL LEADER

Denies That the Government Has'Beenr

Unduly Hasty—Outrages on Sail-
ors and Shipowners.

Londen, Dec. 45.—The House of Comn=
mons was crowded this evening when
{he Venezuelan matter came up for de-
Mr, Schwann, after having ex-
pressed  surprise that the government
wis wnxious for another war, affer Soutn
Afri 1, complained of the paucity of the
inioiation concerning the Venezuelan
i, which had been gaven parlia-
went. He said  lre hoped arbitration
would be accepted, becaus2 although
I'resident Roosevelt is anzious to  act
quickly, the situation is full cf danger,
end the President’s hands might be
forced by politicians.

Lord Cranberne spoke after M
¢chwann. He reproached this member
with a desire to diseredit the governg
ment, and explained sthat papers in the
Veneznelan matter were very wolumin-
ous, and those issued to-day were only
a summary. Il said that Great Brit-
air had to perform police dity ameng
the nations, and had to prevent Vene-
suela from breaking the law of rations.
The United Statés took the sensible
view that Great Britain’s insistance that
Venezuela should meet her engagements
was no infraction of the Monroe:doc-
irine, “No country had been more anx-
icus than Great Britain to assist the
United States in maintaining that dec-
trine.” This remark was greeted with
cheers. Continuing, the uunder foreign
secretary said the British government
hed displayed great forbearance, -and
it was only .after Venezuela had been
tkrice summoned to do right that the
government had been driven to strong
measurves to secure tne safety, liberty
wnd ploperty “of British - subjects —in
Venezueld, and that in the execution:of
these measures the government desired
to pursue the same course of modera-
tion, .

Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman eom-
plained of the lack of information about
‘he German and British claims which,
he said, seemed to be on a different foot-
ing. The speaker said he was an advo-
cute of the best feeling between the two
countries, but in this matter Great Brit-
i seemed to be bound hand and foot
t¢ Germany. We could do nothing with
regard to our claims, continued the Li-
beral leader, unless the Germans are
perfectly satisfied fwith the seitlement
of their claims. Suck an agreement is
contrary to the country’s best interests.

Premier Balfour declared there washo
justification for the assumption that the
ycvernment was prepared te go to war
for the Venezuelan bendholders.  The
cux of the matter wis a serias of out-
rages by Venezuelans on British seamen
and shipowners, for which not only had
compensation been refused, but Great
fritain’s ramonstrances had been entire-
I disregarded. It was an intolerable
sitnation, and the Premier denied that
the government had been unduly hasty.
Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman ap-
peared to desire to operate with® Ger-
many on-his own peculiar terms, but
few allies were preparved to act on such
a basis. Continuing, Mr. Balfour said
tlat in so far as the financial claims
were concerned, the government was
rrepared to agr2e to a tribunal to as-
sess them equitably. He said also that
the United |States government had not
suggested  arbitration. Anglo-German
interests in Venezuela had been entrust-
ed to the United States minister at Car-
acas, Mr. (Bowen, who with admirable
energy had protected the lives of Ger-
man subjects. The Premier said he un-
derstood that it was ‘from Venezuela
through the United States that the sug-
gestion for arbitration had come. On
that point he would only say it was un-
fortunate that arbitration suddenly
commended itself to the minds .of the
Venezuelans. The Premier said he
}\‘«mld say nothing for or against this
idea, and repeated that it had not come
from the government of the United
States,

Sir William Vernon Harcourt and
other members of the House then eriti-
cized the government for its action, and
Pressed for additional information,

Lom'lon, Dec, 15.—A parliamentary pa-
ver igiving - the correspondence relating
to Venezuelan affairs was issued this
afterndon. It ' begins with a memor-
fnnflnm which, after recounting {he ex-
isting eauses of complaint against Vene-
zuela, including the seizures of British
Sl.lps and the protestation against the
Venezuelan consul at Trinidad collecting
customs dues lof which “no notice was
taken by Venezuela,” says: “Besides
these specific outrages and grounds for
ompplaint, there are causes in which
British subjeets and companies have
large claims against Venezuela. The
Venezuelan government declined to ac-
cept the explanations and assurances of
His Majesty’s government in regard to
tke Banrigh as in anyway modifying
the situation. ‘As a result, the position
of His Majesty’s legation ‘at Caracas is

rendered quite impracticable for diplo=
matic purposes, as all representations,

| protests and remonstrances now remain

disregarded and .unacknowledged.”

Correspondence which dates to Decem-
ber 2nd shows that so early as July 23rd
Germaay tentatively menticned the Vene-
zvelan difficulties, and Foreign Secretary
Lansdowne replied that he would be
quite ready to confer with the view of
jcint action. On August 8th Lord Lans-
downe warned the admiralty to prepare
for putting pressure on Venezuela, add-
ing: “The German ambassador, Count
Wolff-Metternich, had suggested that the
two powers concerned should partake in
& joint naval demonstraties.”

On August Ist British Minister Hag-
gurd hotified Lord Lansdowne that he
Lad personally presented te the acting
fcreign minister a note recording uis
fcrmal protest against ‘“‘the intolerable
ccnduct of the Venezuelan government,”
stating that unless prompt compensation
vsere paid the injured persons he should
take the necessary steps to exact repara-
tion. Mr. Haggard concludes: “The
n.nister acceptel the note quiatly. His
final remark was that they were used
to these communications. T said that
might be the case, but not from Eng-
end.”

Mr. Haggard on August 4ith informed-
Lord Lansdowne that the Venezuelan
foreign minister had definitely stated
“That until the Banrigh matter is set-
tled satisfactorily to theé interests of both
nations, the Venezuelan goverment can-
rot entertain any question on a different
subject.”

On September 27Tth Vice-Admiral
Deuglas suggested to the admiralty that
it would be necessary in order to bring
effective pressure ¢n Venezuela to block-
ade the ports La Guayra, Porto Ca-
Lello and Maracaibo towards the end of
November, and seize all Venezuelan gun-
boats, “Until the demands are complied
with.” "N

Lord Lansdowne, under date of Octo-
Ler 22nd, says the blockade is “Open to
some objection,” but he endorsed the
seizure of the vessels. In the next com-
wunication, dated November 11th, he no-
tified Charge d’Affaires Buchanan, at
Berlin, «that Germany was prepared {o

join Great Britain in a final warhing, !

and that it had been agreed that the first
step should be the seizure of Venezuelan
vessels.

“As to the joint execution of measures
of coercion,” says Lord Lansdowne, “the
German government recognized that
there was a sharp distinetion in the char-
acter of the British and German claims,
but . thnt meverthelegs the two claims
cught’to stand or fall together, and that
wé onght to exclude the possibility of a
settlement between Venezuela and one
of the two powers, without an equally
satisfactory settlement with the others.”

After settling with Germany the mode
of precedure and instructions to be sent
to the maval commanders, Lord Lans-
downe cn November 27th informed Mr.
Haggard thereof, and gave instructions
as to his course regarding the presenta-
tion of the ultimatum and the minister’s
departure from Caracas, which- have
Lcén®since followed out. The last com-
munication, ,dated December 2nd, is
from Lord Lansdowne to Mr. Haggard.
1+ instructs him regarding the terms of
tMimatum which already are known.

*  The Blockade.

Washington, ~Dec. 15. — Minister
Bowen, in confirming the press reports
to the effect that the guns of the allied
fleet, which bombarded Porto Cabello,
were directed entirely at the fortifica-
ticps and not at the town, shows there
was no violation of international law in
not giving tweaty-four hours notice, The
requirement as to notice applies to un-
fortified or fortified towns where the fire
must be directed upon the inhabitants,
and this was not the case, so that the
officials here, as yet, have no cause to
protest. But it is probable the United
States will break its attitude of inac-
tivity in the event that an attempt is
made to enforce “the peaceful blockade”
toward an Ameriean ship. When the
aliics were considering -the ways and
means of bringing Venezuela to terms
and a blockade of this character had
be¢n decided upon, the German govern-
ment informed the United States that
when the blockade was made to: seize
the ships, the United States gave no re-
sponse to this statement at the time, ot
feeling called upon to do so before the
presentation of an actval case. But
now that the blockade is sought to be
established, Szcretary Hay informed the
German government that :American ships
could not be interfered with in their
trading except the inhibition which ap-
plies to all shipping; and further the
note intimates a disapproval of steppage
at all. d

Itlay’s Attitude.

Rome, Dec. 15.—In the Chamber of
Deputies to-day, Foreign Minister Prin-
ctti, replying to an interpellation, made
a statement on the subject of Italy’s at-
titude towards Venezuela. He reviewed
the causes leading up‘to the Anglo-Ger-
man action, and said:

“Italy, on her side, claims damages for
her eitizens who sustained losses during
the insurrection, which has disturbed the
republic since Apfil. The Italian min-
ister at Caracas, having exhausted all
resorts to bring about a friendly adjust-
ment, presented a list of claims reduced
to minimum of 2,810,256 bolivars.”

Continuing, the foreign minister said
that further considerable damage to
Ita’ians in Venezuela has been caused
during the last revolution, but the
amount of these damages had not yet
been ascertained. As -soon as he was
informed of the Anglo-German action,
he addressed London and 'Berlin, propos-
ing to participate in' the measures these
countries were about to undertake to col-
lect similar claims, and his proposition

was favorably received. In conclusion,
s Signor Prinetti said: “I think this
statement will assure my countrymen
they will have the same protection that
British and German subjects enjoy.”
The prime minister was followed by
Deputy Santano, who also expressed
and urged aceord with Germany and
Great Britain. The deputy warned the
Italian government to watch the United
States, whose imperialism is a political
and commercial menace to Europe and
to Italy. The weakest powers, continu-
ed Depuaty Santano declared - that
the eneggotie attitude of

docrine successfully high, as the United
States understood it was not dealing
with poor Spain” The speaker recom-
mended further ‘reinforcements be sent
to Venezuelan waters.

London, Dec. 16.—At the foreign of-
fice this morning it was said that no de-
cision had yet been arrived at in regard
te Venezuelan arbitration. Many diffi-
culties have arisen in the way of arriving
at a basis of what can be arbitrated
and what can be otherwise settled. The
outlook for a pacific settlement of
dispute is not particularly bright.

The foreign office points out that the |

Venezuela offer to arbitrate is extremely
vague. President Castro, in the com-
uamication, in which he expressed his
willingness to resort to arbitration, pro-
vides no guarantee that the rights of
British subjects in will be
1espected pending the award. The for-
eign office claims that some matters are
impossible to arbitrate, instancing the

cireles in London.  Nor is there any de-
sire to stir up the position here by con-
tinuing unnecessarily the present armed
cgmpact with Gern:any, but quoting
from the foreign office: “At the same
time there is not the slightest inclination
to let Venezuela go unpunished for hex
repeated insults and injuries. The offer
to arbitrate comes very late. We are
not secking a quarrel, but we must in-
sure ourselves against a recurrence of
acts which led to the present sittation.”
The foreign office appears to be with-
‘out official cognizance of the attitude of
the, “':Jsk‘hingtx:x‘ government, « although
it is convinced Whofficially that Washing-
ton is anxious that further hostilities
be avoided. It is known that the for-
eign office has made fnquiry as to whe-
ther the United States would be willing
to guarantee the fulfiling of Venezuela's
pledges, either at ‘the immediate cessa-
tion of the present European action or
pending the award of arbitration. This
inquiry resulted in a direct negative
from the United States. With the guar-
antee of the United States the foreign
office says arbitration in the Menezuelan
matters would be an immediate probabil-
ity, but with only :the word of a govern-
ment hitherto unreliable, arbitration is
difficult of accomplishing, even upon the
points wlhere international relations ad-
mit of such a method of settlement.

Coercive Measures,

London, Dec. 16.—Replying to a ques-
tion in the House of Lords to-day, Lord
Lansdowne, the foreign secretary, said
that if the seizure of Venezuelan gun-
beats did not produce the desired effect
further coercive measures would be eb-
ployed. The matter ‘had been considered
in consultationy with Germany, and it
had been decided to resort to a blockade
of the ports. ~:It was not intended to
land a British force, and still less to
occupy Venezuelan territory,

‘Washington, Det. 16.—The Venezue-
lan situation was discusfed at the cabi-
net_meeting to-day in all its phases, but
no recession on the part of this govern-
ment, with respeet to questions involv-
ing Venezuela, or any of the other
governments of South or Central
America, as laid down by the President
in his message to Congress, was sug-
gested. :

So far as Secretary Hay’s propesal to
the powers of arbitration is concerned,
it is learned from amn official source that
in view of the fact that the allied pow-
ers have agreed to assist each other in
the pressing of their claims against
Venezuela, there is a feeling that the
reply of Germany, Great Britain and
Italy should be unanimous,

Estimated at between two and three
million bolivars, Italian claims are con-
siderably in  excess of those of Great
Britain, and the course of the Rome
government in not acting hastily in the
matter has commended itself to the
state department.

Before leaving this morning, the Iial-
jan ambassador gave Secretary Hay
every assurance that his government
wished to act strictly in accordance wivh
President Roosevelt's interpretation of
the Monroe®doctrine. Ome of the com-
forting features of the day’s develop-
ments, to the official mind, was the re-
ception of an intimation that so far as
Great Britain -was conceruned, she was
disposed fo accept the view of the state
department here as to the limitations
of a “peaceful blockade,” that is to say,

the disposition is to avoid interferamce

with neutral shipping which, however,
must not give actual aid to the Venezue-
lan government,

There is more reason to believe that
at present there is a difference of opin-
jon between the allies relative to the
blockade, and that Britain with her
great commercial and shipping interests
is reluctant to consent to the imposition
‘of irritating burdens upon it every time
there iss<a serious friction between two

No Reply From Germany.

Berlin, Dec.’ 16.—The German govern-
ment has not replied to President. Cas-
tro’s offer of arbitratioh of the Venezue-
lan dispute, being still in correspondence
with the British government on the sub-
{ Jeet. It is intimated that Germauy’s
reply is not likely to be ready for some
days.

LOST IN IRISH CHANNEL.

Steamer Believed to Have Foundered
With Sixteen Men.

London, Dec. 16.—A dispateh to the
Central News says that 16 men, officers
and crew, of the British steamer Mar-
ley, are believed to have been drowned
as a result of the foundering of their
vessel. The Marley left Liverpool for
Dublin loaded with coal yesterday even-
ing. She experienced heavy weather in
mid-channel. A lifeboat was lowered,
but it was washed away with one man
in it, This sailor was rescued, He de-
clared that he saw the Marley founder.

The British steamer Marley was built
at Belfast in 1900. She was of 780
gross tons. She was owned by Ledcas-
tle, McCormick & Co:, of Dublin.

Tomey Homma appealed to the County
court with the result that the late Chief
Justice- MeColl, who heard the appeal,
ordered his name to be placed on the
register on the ground that the above en-
actment in so far as it purported to af-

fect naturalized Japanese was ultra vires |

This decision raised a storm through-
out the province, and the collector ap-
pealed the case to the Full court of Bri-
tish Cclambia.

As Judre Walkem pointed out in giv-
ing his ruling on the case, and as was
frequently mentioned in diseussions on
the master in the House, the right to the
franchise i3 not really an inherent right
cven to natural born British subjeats,
or.d thas there was really no conflict
with the Naturalization Act, as quoted.
It was pointed out that he franchise is
withheld from certain people in Canada,
and that there are numerous limitations
in conferring it.

Nevertheless the court held that they
were bound to disallow the appeal as the
judicial committee of the Privy Council
had hell that “the legislature of the
Dcminion is  invested with exclusive
authority in all matters which directly
concern the rights, privileges and dis-
atilities of alien residents of Canada,
whether naturdlized or not.”

The above decision by the Full court
was given at Vancouver on the 9th of
Marech, 1901, and on the 21st of the

same month the Deputy Attorney-Gen-|

eral, H. A. McLean, asked leave to take

Ottawa, Dec. 17.~It now turns out
that the Mounted Police department re-

Scranton, Pa., Dec. 16.—The entire
two sessions of the strike cemmission
to-day were consumed in hearing three
witnesses for the men. They, were Jno.
C. Haddock, an individual operator; Rev,
Dr, Peter Roberts, who is assisting the
miners, and President Samuel Gompers,
of the American Federation' of Labor.

The principal point .in Mr. Haddock’s-
testimony was that he favored giving
the mine workers concessions under cer-
tain conditions.

President Gompers"gestiﬁed as an ex-
pert in the trade union movement. He
created a stir when he strongly implied
during his examination that :he coal
companies are responsible for bringing
immigrants to the coal regions.

rogued this afterncon by Royal cominission.

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NORTH NANAIMO AND B
THE GOVERNMENT' S POLICY.

The Provincial Secretary and Minister
of Education has been returned in North
Nanaimo by a very good majority con-
sidering the size of the constituency. In
this instance the expecied happened. The
Socialist candidate was neyer admitted
tn be much of a factor in the¢ coutest.
It Wwould not have been particularly sui-
prising had lie lost his deposit.

The victory of Mr. Melnnes may b
ascribed entirely to his own personal
popularity and his unsurpassed ability
on the platform, coupled with the fact
that owing to his changed attitude he
secured the support of the principal par-
ties who opposed him at the general elec-
tion. Since the last contest thore has
been a complete change of positions, and
unless the electors of North Nanuimo
are differently constituted from the or-
dinary run of humanity they must have
been considerably bewildered by the
latest developments.

It is impossible to believe the policy
of the government was much of a factor
in the fight.

He said the government was
determined to encourage the construction
of railways by grants of land and liberal
bonuses in inscribed stock of 'the prov-
ince. The land gramts will be surround-
ed with such safeguards as will be en-
tirely satisfactory to the people of the
province, the Pxfelxlier ways.

DISALLOWANCE.

The disall®wance by the Dominion
government of the acts passed, ostensibly
for the restriction of Oriental immigra-
tion, :at the last session of the British
Columbia Legislature will not create a
gensation. It was perfectly well known
at the time they were enacted that they
would be disallowed. They infringed
upon the prerogative of the Dominion
and the Dominion government could do
nothing el# but set them aside. At the
timeé tlhey were introduced it was
acknowledged there was no hope of their
being aliowed to come into operation,
but it was claimed there was no better
way of calling the attedftion of the
Dominion government to the sentiment
which exists in this province upon the
subject. At the time we pointed out,
however, that the action was purely
demagogic. There was not a member
of the Legislature who had the courage
to stand up and point out that the con-
ditions had entirely changed since the
time the original restrictive measures
were introduced. Then Japanese were
flocking into British Columbia by the
shipload, and there was occasion for the
gravest alarm. The Japanese govern-
ment, seeing the movement was objec-
tionable to the populace of this province,
took measures to stop it. It did this be-
cause 1t objected most strenuously to the
stigma it assumed the measures proposed
by British Columbia would cast upon a
proud, highly self-respecting race.

ATTACKED BY WOLVES.

An exciting encounter with a hungry
and ferocious pack of timber wolves is
reccinted by a couple of prospectors whe
last week were looking for ore on the
southern end 'of this Island. The story of
the adventure sounds like one that a
wocdsman of long ago might have: tod,
but on this island, where the wo'ves are
krnown te be not very couragedis, s ot-
tack from a pack of them scems a'most
incredible. The news of the encounter,
however, was not told to the preas for
publication, but to the friends of Messrs
Frayne and Allan, the two prospectors re-
ferred to. They were in the city a ccuple
of days ago and brought with them in
evidence the hide of one of the beasts.

The two were in the Jordan Meadows,
about forty miles from Victoria, last
week, and were sleeping in camp when a
big pack came down on them, obviously
looking for any kind of prey-that weuld
present itself. A great deal of snow has
fallen on the ground of late and the ani-
mals, famished and desperate, were doubt-
less attracted to the tent by the smell of
provisions. As they came near at hand
their baying and yelping disturbed the
occupants of the tent. Hurrying outside,
the two prospectors soon discovered the
perilous position they were in. Reaching
for their guns, they began to fire into the
pack of ravenous creatures, knocking over
four of them. The reports of the guns had
the desired effect of scaring the animals,
and they made rather a tardy retreat, but
not until after they had devoured three
of their number killed. The fourth the
prospectors obtained, afterwards taking
the skin to the city. Had they have slept
another two minutes the men say that the
wolves might Lave been upon them and
their chances of escape minimized.

_Gentlemen:—Since our last communica-
tion to you upon this subject we have com-

The department have notified Capt.
Gaudin tbat they never removed or author-
ized the removal of Capt. McIntosh’s boat-
houses, and deny any responsibility what-
ever in the matte

We have to express surprise at the man-

* in which this claim has been received

vy the ecity. It is clear beyond question
that Mr. McIntosh has-been injured,, that
such injury bas been eaused, directly or in-
directly, by the building of the causeway;
that the building of the causeway was un-
dertaken by the city; that the work done
by the, departmnent of marine and fisheries
was done gratuitously for the city, and was
a distinet benefit to the corporation.

When Mr. McIntosh first presented his
<laim we were advised that the matter had
been referred to the ecity solicitor for re-
port. We heard nothing about the matter
nutil writing again, when we were advised
on the 16th of September that the council
did not admit any lability.

The city solicitor never had any confer-
ence with us, nor did any members or
committee of your board, and apparently
no steps had been taken by the council
to ascertain whether Mr. MecIntosh has
suffered any injury or not, and the ques-
tion of the ecity’'s liability l).us been dealt
with without hearing what might be alleged
©on his own behalf. i

At the same time it is a fact that short-
iy after our last communication, the city
took steps to remove some rovk.s which
they had piled upon Mr. McIntosh’s lot.

At the present moment there is a ceonsid-
erable accumulation of mud and planks,
ete., which originally formed a pnrtlnn‘ of
the northerly eand of the cofferdam, piled
upon Mr, McIntosh’s lot, to say nothing
about a certain amount of filth, which has
been carried on to the lot expropriated by
the city and which has tumbled over on
to Mr. McIntosh’s property.

It must be apparent to the most casual

city: |

observer that thé city is responsible at
least for this, and were an action institut-
ed, Mr. McIntosh would recover some dam-
age.

Mr. McIntosh pays $30 a month for the
use of this property, and he has been de-
prived of its use since July last. A string
of scows is stretched across the ffront of
the property making it impossible to ap-
proach the same, and though these scows
were placedl there for the benefit of the
city, apparently the city has taken no
steps whatever, and intends to take none,
to have them remoyed, and allow Mr. Mc-
Intosh to“have the use of his waterfront,
and we respectfully suggest that Mr. Mec-
Intosh’s position as a ratepamer entitles
him to more consideration than'he is re-
ceiving.

Mr. Meclntosh has expressed his willing-
ness to have the amount settled by arbitra-
tion. He is even willing that the matter
should be settled by the city engineer,
Mr. Topp, or- by any local ofticer of the
marine and fisheries department.

He ‘has done everything he possibly could
to. facilitate the ;work undertaken by the
city, and has refrained ffom Dbringing an
action, when it ig quite clear that he would
succeed and would be entitled to recover
some damages. x

In order to have a final disposition of the
matter by the city, Mr. McIntosh is willing
to accept $300 in full satisfaction of his
claims, provided the same is settled before
the end of the present onth. Failing this
or some other satisfactery settlement of
the dispute, we are instructed to institute
legal proceeding for the recovery of such
amount as may be awarded him by the
courts. 7 =

TERMINAL RAI L\VAY‘ BY-LAW.

A Conference Between Trades and Labor
Deputation and the Council.

The Mayor and aldermen met in
special session Monday aftetnoon when
they wefe waited upon by the Trades
and Labor Council, who protested
against the Victoria Terminal Railway
Extension By-law being proceeded with
until a clause was inserted binding- the
company to build their vessels at either
Victoria or Esquimalt.

Before the deputation arrived Ald.
Vincent express2d himself -dissatisfied
with many of the provisions in the agree-
ment. He objected to the clause provid-
ing for only two trips a week to be made
by the freight boat. The steamer should
run six times a week.

Ald. Cameron.thought it would be un-
fair to ask the company to operate its
freight boat when there was no busi-
ness offering, ‘The passenger boat must
have freight accommodation to a certain
extent and the compacy would doubtless
make provision to handle all the business
offering.

The depuation from the labor unions
arrived at this juncture, and were intro-
duced by the Mayor. He explained that|
the labor unions were not satisfied with |
the by-law in its present form as it
wasn’t guaranteed ‘that the steamers
were to be constructed in Vietoria, The
Trades and Labor Council had taken up
the matter in consequence of - the an-
nouncement made by President Woods
at a recent meeting that the company in-
tended expending $225,000 in Victoria
building boats and improving #he road.

David Kelly, president of the Ship
Carpenters’ Union, said that the by-law
in its present form wasn’'tt what the
unions ~wanted. They thought that it
included a ‘clause binding the company
to build its steamers either in Vietoria
or Esquimalt. President ' Woods  had
stated that $225,000 would be expended
in Vietoriz; but there was no provision
to this effect in the by-law. The state-
ment had been attributed to President
Woods that he didn’t desire the com-
pany to be bound to build here because|
the “shipbuilders might combine :mdt
bold the company up,” an excuse that'
the spoaker considered absurd. There |
wus cortainly much rivalry between the
Victoria shipbuilders. The council need
not insist upon Victoria firms building
the ships, but they would insist that the
vessels be buiit here,

In reply to Ald. Vincent’s remark that
the company stated that they could not |
buiid a sixteen-knot-an-hour ‘boat here|
Mr. Kelly replieéd, ‘“I don’t see why it
car’t be done here as well as in other!
parts of the world. If the boat was built |
in the Old Country it would cost a large |
amount of money to bring it out, and’i
the company should be willing to givei'
Victoria builders a preference of ten
p2c cent.”

Another member of the deputation ex-
pressed the opinion that the rutepayers‘
would vete against the by-law unless
a clause was jinserted binding the com-
pany to build their steamers here. If
the company were favcrable to the de-
velopment of Victoria’s industries they
shculd help them,

The question was further discussed,
:ln.d it was finally decided o have a
joint conference between the council, re-
presentatives of the labor unions, and
thesident Woods upon the latter's re-

urn.

T0O GUARD AGAINST PLAGUE.

Warnings Sent Throughout the Pro-
vince by Provincial Health
Authorities.

Although bubonic plague has not made
its insidjously fatal presence felt in this
provinece the health authorities have very
prcperly determined to establish  every
safeguard,; as the following from Dr.
Fagan,.sacretary of the provincial board
of health, to. the various boards and
medical health officers throughout the
proyince will show:

Provincial Board of Health.

Victoria, B. C., Dec. 4th, 1902.
_Dear Doctor:—I beg to enclose regula-
tions re plague. I Go so, because of the
increase of plague in San Francisco, From
March, 1900, to November 15h, 1902, there
have been 89 deaths from plague in San
Francisco—16 of “these have oceurfed sinee
Oth. September of this year. I write this
letter and again send regulations in order
to impress on you the great need to con~
tinue on active guard.

Victoria, Sept. 12th, 1900.
Medical Health Officer:

Sir:—I have the honor to enclose here-
with a set of regulations under the author-
ity of which you are to act.

It is expected you will visit all cases
of sickness among either Chinese or Japan-
ese, unless entirely satisfied as to the cause
of such sickness. If you have reason evem
to suspect the existence of plague, you
will please immediately communicate with
me, and I will visit -the case with you.

AsS you may note in paragraph 4, all cer-
tificates of death of Chinese or Japanese
occurring in your district must be signed
by you. I need hardly ask you to be most
particular about granting such certificates..
Every case should be examined closely,
and unless you are fully satistied as to the
cause of death, you should hold a pest-

In cdses of death from plague; the earlier
the bacteriological examinatlon is made,
the easier it is to recognize the organism.
I saw a case where the organism was easily
found 12 hours after death, and it could
not be discovered 40 hours after, having
no doubt been eaten up and destroyed by
the saprophytes. If it is impossible to get
me to your ‘“post-mortem’ in good time,
take part of the glands, lung, spleen,
heart’s blood, peritoneal fluid and pleural
put each into a separate sterilized
test tube, plug with sterilized cotton, seak
over top with sealing wax, label, and send
to me by quickest possible route.

Regarding expenses—the friends or estate
of the dead party should pay for the certi-
ficate, the municipality for the post-
mortem, and, when needed, I will visit and

| make a baeteriological examination free of

charge.

I hope soon to be able to send you some
recent literature on plague. I am always
ready to give any further information
needed.

COAL GROWING IN FAVOR.

A. Lindsay, who has just returned
frcm San Francisco, regards the coak
trade prospects as much brighter tham
they have besn for some time past. The
explosion of oil on board the steamer
Progresso has attracted the attention ef
the public to the danger which accom-
parics oil as a fuel, and the necessity”
for.grater care with respeet to it.

Hitherwo.there has practically been no
rastrietion  enforced 'with respeet to the
use-of fucl oil on steamérs. "Now there
will be enforead strict rules, which must
be oheyed, Light oils which blazed at
&5 or 100 degrees have even been used.
It is proposed, Mr. Lindsay says, to limit
for steamers oils which blaze at 300 de-
grees.  While he does not expect that
the limit may be placed as high as that
last mentioned, yet it is certain that the
lighter oils will be excluded for steam-
boat use, and will thus be debarred from
entering into competition with coal.
While there is abundance of heavier oils
they are more expensive,

The explosion on the Progresso has
cfitsed a decided feeling in favor of coal
as a fuel among travellers. This pre-
fe':en(",e for coal in public opinion wilk
have 1ts. effect in inducing transportatioms
con;pames to discard oil in favor of
coal.

A Motion to This Effect Discussed at a
Meeting Held Last Night —
Dallas Road Foreshore..

Ay

There was a fairly good attendance at
the last meeting of the Voters’' League
this year held Tuesday at the city
hall. Interesting discussions took place

on the inaction of the city council in re-
gard to the protection of the Dallag road
foreshore, and on a resolution introduced
by A. J. Morley in favor of substituting
civic government by 2 commission pre-
sided over by the Mayor for the present
system.

F. Moore was voted to the chair.
Among those present were Hon, Seere- |
tary Morley, Secretary W. Laird, and
Messrs, Grant, Clements, Bragg, “Peir-
gon, ' Sorby, Seabrook, Moberley, Ker,
YLovell, Laughton, Henderson, Maynard,
Lugrin and Beckwith,

A. J. Morley read a communication
from the council, acknowledging- the re-
ceipt of the league’s recommendation re-
garding Dallas road, and informing them
that owing to lack of funds it was' at
present impossible to undertake the
necessary work.

Senator Macdonald was surprised at
the light way in which members of the
aldermanic board regarded this import-
ant question. Dollars Wwere being lost
every twenty-four hours the bank was al-
lowed to receive the wash of the sea |
anprotected, as the foreshore was break-
ing away more or less every day. T.
€. Sorby endorsed the preceding speak-
er's remarks.

F. Moberley was of the opinion that
a mattress and sand at the bottom of
the bank would be good temporary
safeguard. It would cost:but wery little.

Mr. Sorby said this would hardly an-
swer, as it was not only thp lower por-
tion of the bank that was being washel
away, but the top also was in dagger. |’
A wall was required. N !

¥. Moore, chairman, said he observed
the condition of the Dallas road fore-
shore, and was of the opinion that a
wall was needed. He cited some inci-
dents on the coast of the United King-
dcm where the citizens were confrontad
by the same problem as this city Enor-
mous sums in these cases had buen ex-
pended in erecting a solid concrete wall.
The sum of $20,000 had been spent on
a piece of foreshore slightly shorter than
Dallas road.

Mr. Moberley pointed out that City
Eagineer Topp estimated the cost of a
stone wall on Dallas road at $14,000.

J. Pierson wanted to know whether §
cither the provincial or Dominion gov-
sinments were not responsible for work
in connection with the foreshore,

Senator Macdonald explained that the
question 48 to whether the foreshore
“was vested in the federal or provinc‘ml|
governments was now the subject of ne-!
gotiations between the two governments. &

Mr. Morley held that the attitude of |
either of the governments towards the
foreshore did not alter the condition of |
Dallas road, and that the city should
make some effort, 1f only temporary, to
prevent any further washing away.

Ex-Ald. Bragg said that as this was
a question of the ntmost importance, the
letter ,should be referred back to the
councjl for further consideration.

Mr, Peirson moved:

That the letter be acknowledged and that
the subject matter be referred back and |
the council notified that in the opinion of
the league, owing to the vital urgency of
the matter, their decision be reconsidered.

The league's communication to the
council in reference to the selecting of a
site for the Carnegie library was ac-
knowledged with the reasons (already !
published) why the council was ‘unable
to carry out the recommendations made.
The letter was received and filed.

Mr. Morley then intreduced the fol-
fowing resolution:

That the Voters’ League shall consider
the advisability of the abandonment of
the ward system and the introduction of
a Mayor and two commissioners for the
management of the city, and that the mat-
ter be referred to the voters for an expres-
sion .of opinion before August 31st, 1903.

In making this motion, Mr, Morley ex=
plained that he did not wish to-cast any |
aspersion on the present Mayor and coun-
cil. The question to consider was whe-
ther the present system of civie govern-
ment was the best. It appeared to him
that the ward system was the rvot of
all corruption in aldermanic electivns.
Gwing to this a city was divided agaiust:
itgelf in the transaction of ‘municipal
tosiness, The representatives of the
North Ward were pulling for that dis-
trict, those of the South Ward for their
portion of the city, and so om. As an
iltustration of what this led to he wen-,
tioned ihe difficulty of the council in 42
ciding upon a library site, and slso ike |
centroversy on the sewerage question.

4, The number of trustees who shall
manage the concerns of the company . for
the first three months shall be nve, and
their names are William Harrington Ellis,
Albert George Sargison, James Dunsoiuir,
Cuyier A. Holland and Sydney Aspland,
and in the election and appointment - of

*directors the company - shall be governed

by the provisions of the said agreement of
the fifth day of September, 1892."

On the 17th November, 1902, the.appeal
wa€ allowed with costs in all the courts,
the final order made by Mr. Justice Drake
was set aside, and the action dismissed
with costs. . The notes of reasons for the
judgment - aré as follows:

Taschereau, J.

This is an appeal from a judgment of the
Full courts of British Celumuvia affirming™
an order made Wy Drake, J., at the trial
of tlie cause by which order the election of
the appeliants, James Dunsmuir, Pooley,
sSargison, Iindsay and Hills, as directors
of the defendant company; on the seven-
centh of February last, was held to have
cen illegal and set aside as such. The
company 1s not a part to this appeal.

At the said election, the appellants were
§0 olocted Cirectors.by a4 majority of the
votes of all the shareholders present, each
shareholder casting one vote for each share
held by him. 'the ‘respondents contend
that they have an absolute right to otect
three out of five of the directors of the
‘company, though they have the minority
of tne shares, and that, conseguently, the
said election at -which they were refused
that right was illegal. .

This contention is based upcn an agree-
ment entered into between Kllis & Co. and
James Dunsmuir, prior to the incorpora-
tion of the company, by which it was
agreed that the company, when formed,
snould be managed by five directors, of
whom the stockholders other than Ellis &
Co. or the person entitled to the seyeuty-
five shares to be subscribed for by Ellis &
Co., should elect three, and the other t‘wo
directors should be chosen by Eliis & Co.,
which said ‘agreement, the respondents al-
lege, was incorporated in the memorandumn
of association and_is now binding upon the
company.

I Iluuy) assume, in the view I take of the
case, without passing upon it however,
that, as contended for by the respondents,
it was in fact the company. provided for by
this agreement that was thereafter formed
and that the company did adopt it, or that
part of it relating to the election of di-
rectors, though that is controverted Ly the
appellants,

The only point, therefore, that is neces-
sary for me to consider is whether or not
that agreement is legal, and whether it was
in the power of the company to covenant
that, as contended for by the' respondents,
they, as holders of shares other than those
jssued to Ellis & Co., would have the right
always to. elect three out of the five
directors of the company, whether they
had the majority of shares or not.

I would be of opinion with the learned
Chief Justice, who dissented from the
judgment appealed from, that such agree-
ment was illegal  and ‘ultra vires of - the
company, as being in direct contravention
of both section eleven of the British Col-
umbia Companies Act of 1800 (by which
it is expressly decreed that at the elee-
tion of directors each stockholder is en-
titled to as many vot€és as he owps shares
of stock), and section two of the same act
which enacts that any corporation created
under it shall be subjeet to the conditions
in the act imposed and to none others,
anything contained in the law notwith-
standing, The statute having so prescribed
the mode in_which the company has to
exercise its powers; that mode must be fol-
lowed and no other.

The respondents’ contention  that these
enactments are merely directory cannot
prevail. Town of Trenton Vs. Tuller (24
Can. S. C. R. 476). They are the condi-
tions under which the legislative authority
has authorized the creation of the com-
pany. These statutory conditions are to
be read as if incorporated in express
words In the charter or memorandum of
association, for the very .purpose of re-
stricting the powers that the company or
the shareholders might otherwise have in
the miatter. They cannot be read out of
the statute, as the respondents ask us to
do. The statute means what it says, and
it says it as being exclusively the law that
governs such companies. If not imperative,
the enactment would be futile mand un-
necessary.

Had the legislature intended that the
directors of the companies formed under
the act should should be elected in any
anner that the company or the share-
holders should see fit, it would have
modelled the enactment on the Imperial
Companies Act or on the Federal Act, R.
S. C., Chap. 119, Sec. 33, instead of de-
creeing that the uniform rule'should be
one share one vote, as it is decreed, for
instance, in the Federal Bank Act, R. 8.
(., Chap. 120, Secs. 9 and 10, and in the
Railway Act, R. 8. C., Chap. 190, See. 13,
1t is expressly, we.may well assume, to
differentiate on the subject from the Eng-
lish or the Federal Companies Act, that
this legislation of the British Columbia
legislature was passed. It could not be
contended, 1 presume, that, under the
Banking Act or the Rallway Act, ubl supra,
such an agreement as the one contended
for by the respondents here would be legal.
Now, I fannot see that, simply because
this company is more of a private charac-
ter than those authorized by the said acts,
the same epactment would be merély direc-
tory as to it, though it is imperative as to

question between the Imperial statutory
law and that which governs this litigation,
the cases from England, cited so copiously
ofh both sides; have no practical appliea-
tion to this case. They merely illustrate
rules and principles upon which there is
no reom for coniroversy.

As to the respondents’ contention that
the agreement in question is authorized by
the Amendment-Act of 1891, I do not see
that I can usefully add anything to the re-
marks of the Chief Justice in the British
Columbia ecourt. There is Bo preference
stock in this company, as gSanctioned by
that statute. The memorandum of asso-
ciation does not provide for any. Then
that statute has no retroactive effect and
the requirements of sections five and six
thereof have never been complied with.

I would allow the appeal with costs, set
aside the'final order made by Mr. Justice
Drake und dismiss the action with costs.

Sedgewick, J., concurred in the judgment,
allowing the appeal with costs.

Girouard, J.

I think sectiong two and ecleven of the
British Columbia act dispose of this ap-
peal. Whether the concessions or stipula-
tions in dispute in this matter are consider-
ed as merely private or domestic, or as
affecting the public, I cannot understand
how we can declare them valid and bind-
ing, when the statute under which they
were made prohibits them in most express
terms. Section -two of “the Companies
Act, 1890, says:

Corporations for any lawful purpose may
be formed according to the provisions of
this aet, if the purpose comes within any
of the classes. of subjects in respect of
which the legislature of the province has
power of legislation; and any such corpora-
tion, the members and stockholders there-
of, shall be subject to the conditicns and
Habilities in this aet imposed, and to.none
others, anything contained in any law to
the contrary notwithstanding.

Then section eleven provides that each
stockholder of stock, and the persons re-
celving the greatest number of votes shall
be trustees.

We are now asked to declare that such
persons shall not be such trustees, in pur-
snance, it is alleged, to the memorandum
of association. I look at this clause of the
memotandum of association as contrary to
the express enactment of the statute and,
therefore, null and void.

The English authovities quoted at the
argument bhave no application, as the Brit-
ish Columbia statute is very different from
the English act or acts.

An attempt has been made to show that
the stock held by the respondents is pre-
ferential stock within the meaning of the
Amendment Act of 1891. I cannot agree to
this proposition, and have come to the
conclusion that the appeal must be allowed
with_costs.

Davies. J., concurred in the judgment,
allowing the appeal with costs:

Mills, J.

I am of the same opinion. .The pro-
moters of the company have endeavored to
form the stockholders into groups, two
groups, and to give to the shares of the
one group a greater voting power than to
the other: so that the one group may elect
three trastees and the other but two. Un-
der this agreement, the management of the
affairs of the company may be controlled
by the holders of a-minority of the shares.
This is contrary to the terms of the statute
under which the incorporation of the com-
pany has taken place.

By scetion two of the Companies Act,
1844, -any corporation shall be subject to
the cenditions and iiabilities therein im-
posed and to-none others; and by section
eleven, it ~is enacted that each steck-
holder, cither in person- or by proxy,” shall
be entitled to as many votes as he owns
shares of stock, and' the persons receiving
the greatest number of votes shall be trus-
t¢

There is no authority bestowed to
vary these conditions by any agreement be-
tween the stockholders, -either at the time
of the organization of the company or sub-
sequently.

None of the shares subscribed for here
can be regarded as preference shares, and
so the provisions of the statute passed in
1801, in respeet to preference shares, do
not apply.

I think that the order of Mr. Justice
Drake should be set aside, the appeal al-
lowed with costs, and the action dis-
missed.

STCCESSFUL BLOW-IN,

Tyee Smelter at Ladysmith Has Now

Sufficient Water and Is Work-

fng Steadily.

The Tyee smelter had a second blow-
in Wednesday, which resulted satisfac-
torily. After op2rations had been open-
ed on, Monday it was . found that the
water -supply was insufficient, whicli ne-
cessitatad a suspension of work until the
creek ﬁrom which the water is obtained
had been tappad in another place. With
sufficient wate® for all purposes the
smelter is working very satisfactorily.

Theé works are situated near to the
town of Ladysmith, but with the prevail-
ing winds blowing from the south it is
not expected that any inconvenience will
be caused by the fumes.

Ther: is an abundance of ore on hand
at the smolter, a considerable quantity
of which has been roasted. This, with
the Jargs body at the Tyee mine ensures
a steady run at the smelter.

Henry Collins, of Victoria, has joined
the smelter staff as weigher at the furn-
ace room. The assay office, which is
situated-a short distance nearer the town
than the smelter works, is regarded as a
mcedel in point of arrangement, Special
attention has been devoted to fitting it up
by Manager Thos. Kiddie.

The matte will be shipped to New
Ycik for refining purposes until a con-
verter is ipstalled at the works. Every
arrangement has been made in building
the smelter for the installation of this
addcition to the plant. Provision has also
been niade for inereasing the capacity
of the works by the installing of addi-
tional furnaces and blowers.
