This
statute was enacted by the Presi-
dent, Council, and Assembly because
of the fact that there was reason to
apprehend that the very dangerous
disease from the bite of dogs, or other
animals, had, in several instances, oc-
curred in the province, and was likely
to extend to the imminent danger of
his majesty’s subjects.

From this'action on the partof the

from malady. - All that seemed neces-
sary $o do was to get an act to
prevent the occurrences of all disease
to which flesh was liable—then O!
Nova Scotians live foreverT It was felt
that the poor dogs needed a little
legislation in their favor, In the pass-
ing of the ‘“ dog act” the recognized
friend of man could bitehuman nature
without fear of consequences.

In the very practical sermon of the
Rev. Mr. Dykeman' at the West-End
Baptist Church, last Sunday, on the
subject of the ‘‘meanest thing in the
world,” the worthy pastor described
the different kinds of lie that arein
common use by those who have no re-
gard for the truth. The liar runs the
risk of not being believed even when
he tells the truth, but; it must be borne
inmind that not everything is a lie
that has the ap) ce of an untruth.
In the course of his remarks the pastor
told a story of a woman who gave it to
be understood that she was not at
home, when she was at the time really
within the precincts of her abiding
place. She wasin the yard. Was she
a liar?

There are various understood con-
ventions in society according to which
words spoken or written under pe-
culiar circumstances have a meanin
different from that which the general
laws of language would give them.
“I am your obedient servant” at the
foot of a letter, which, though not
literally true is not to be called a lie.

ZULU KING DEAD.

Son of Cetewaye, who led his
nation against British in
1879.

Oare TowN, Oect. 18,—Diniseulu, the
last of the warrior kings of the former
Zulu nation of South Africa, died to-day.
He was a son of Cetewayo, the king who
led the Zulu nation agnainst the Britlsh
troops in the war of 1879, and who was
eventually defeated after he had inflieted
a crushing blow on the British army at
the battle of Istudhiwana, when_practic-
ally the entire Twenty-Fourth Infantry
Regiment was massaci It was durin
this war that the French Prince Imperial,
Louls Napcleon, was killed while out re-
conaoitering with the British troops,
Diniseula did not become king when his
father died, but was proclaimed later b;
the Boers, and he led two or three rebel-
lions against the British power. On one
occasion, when captured, he was exiled to
the Island of St. Helena, where the Great
Napoleon died. When permitted to re-
turn to his native land he, took part in
anather rebelHon, after which he was
tried and sentenced to four years imprison-
ment, but waa given his liberty and a pen-
sion when the union of South Africa was
tablished in 1910,
