INSTRUCTIONS AS TO ADMISSION OF PATIENTS.

In addition to commitment as a dangerous ' lunate by a Recorder, 
Police Magistrate, or a Justice of the Peace, the law provides two 
methods for the admission of patients.

1st. For public patients, that is, those whose maintenance is at the 
charge of municipalities and the Province, in which cases there must 
be handed to the Medical Superintendent an application for admission, 

history of the case, a certificate from a 
minister, a certificate from the mayor of the patient’s domicile, and a 
certificate from the secretary-treasurer of the municipality from which 
the patient has come.

2nd. For private patients, that is, those patients whose maintenance 
is at their own charge, in which cases there must be handed to the 
Medical Superintendent an application for admission, two Physicians’ 
Certificates, a history of the case, and an agreement as to the rate to 
be paid.

All the above forms are statutory (except the agreement in the case 
of private patients) and, must be filled out completely and 
in every part, SIGNED and SWORN to before the patient is brought to 
the Hospital, otherwise he cannot be received.

Where admission is desired for a patient the Medical Superintend­
ent should be asked for the necessary blank forms. If this request 

# be made by letter the patient’s name, in full, and residence must be 
given, and the statement made whether they are required for a public 
or private patient, as the forms differ in the two cases. Unless the 
case be extremely urgent, when the patient may be brought along 
with the papers properly filled up, they must first be returned to the 
Medical Superintendent, that he may satisfy himself as to their 
correctness and the suitability of the

The rates for private patients vary from foflr to twelve dollars per 
week, to be paid monthly in advance ; four dollars securing admission 
to public wards, six to twelve dollars admission to private wards. This 
includes board, lodging, washing and medical attendance.

In bringing a patient to the Hospital use force if necessary, but

LEGIBLY
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upon the institution with dislike, and those in charge of it as alone 
responsible for his being kept there. Tell the patient frankly that 
physician and friends consider him sick, and that it is proposed to 
take him to a hospital where his chances of being cured are of the 
best, and whence he will be taken out again as soon as well.

Packages for patients sent by express must be prepaid and addressed 
to them, care of the Hospital. •

Friends will only be written to on the occurrence of serious illness 
or other important incidents, but all letters of enquiry,, enclosing 
return postage, will be promptly replied to. Every such letter of 
.inquiry should give the writer’s post-office address and mention the 
patient’s name in full.

< Patients can be seen by their relatives any day except Sunday, 
from 9.30 to 11.30 A.M., and from 2 to 4 P.M., yrith permission from 
the Medical Superintendent. Should any friend, not a relative or 
guardian, wish to see a patient, such friend must have a written order 
from a near relative or guardian.

The general public are admitted to the Hospital on Tuesdays and 
Thursdays, between the hours of 9.30 and 11.30 A.M., and 2 and 4 
P.M.

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EIGHTH ANNUAL REPORT OF THE GOVERNORS OF 

THE PROTESTANT HOSPITAL FOR THE INSANE.

The Board of Governors have the honor to present their Eighth 
Annual Report, giving a condensed account of the condition and 
operations of the Institution for the past year. Data for this 
taken from the very complete and exhaustive reports of the Medical 
Superintendent, General Secretary and Auditor, and the Financial 
Statement.

are

From the Medical Superintendent’s report we find that the total 
admissions for the year were 144, as against 103 last year, and 101 
the year before. The total number under treatment during the year 

338, as against 290 the previous year, and 269 the year before, 
and the percentage of deaths on the number under treatment 
5.32, as against 8.62 last year. The City of Montreal and County of 
Hochelaga supplied nearly one-half of the admissions.

Heredity, the prime factor in the causation of insanity, 
acknowledged in nearly forty-eight percent of the admissions. No 
less than 24 of those received were transfers, 20 of them being sent 
from the Beauport Asylum. ' Not one of these held out any prospect of 
cure, the most recent case having been a resident of Beauport for 
three years, and the oldest over 48 years.

Dr. Burgess says in his report that the reception of these patients 
puts an end to the hope he had entertained, in common with ourselves, 
that the Hospital might be kept solely for the admission of patients 
from outside—patients whom there would be some prospect of 
benefiting beyond ordinary custodial care. The result may be that 
in the near future, owing to our limited capacity, acute, and probably 
curable cases, may have to be refused.

The percentage of discharges,on admissions, exclusive of transfers, 
57.50, as against 68.93 last year. The percentage of recoveries 

on admissions, exclusive of transfers, was 49.16, as against 46.60 
last year.

« a:

It will be seen that while the percentage of discharges is lower 
than for the previous year, the rate of recovery was greater. On the 
wl»ole, this is as satisfactory a statement as any preceding it, and 
which shows the result of the advanced and enlightened treatment 
pursued.
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Dr. Burgess again calls attention to the advisability of early 
hospital treatment, showing by statistics how phenomenally beneficial 
the results were when the disease was promptly taken in hand.

In connection with this I cannot refrain from repeating what was 
said respecting early treatment in the report of last year. In discuss­
ing the treatment of the trouble and the chances for recovery, 
he deplores the apathy or unwillingness of those on whom the 
responsibility would rest, and says :

“ Were it possible to have all the insane receive proper hospital 
u treatment at the first appearance of the symptoms, the results 
** obtained would be far ahead of anything now seen and wards 
“ devised for hospital purposes woulti not become mere asylums for 
u incurables.”

Dr. Burgess believes that, in the absencp of any organic trouble, if 
the cases were promptly and properly treated—say within a month 
of the onset—from seventy to eighty percent would be restored to 
their homes ; whereas, if the treatment be delayed for a year or 
more (which I regret to say is still unfortunately the case) ten 
percent would be a good record of recoveries.

(one of our heaviest items of expenditure) the cost for the 
ending October 1893 was $256.78.

It is again ^xtremely gratifying to be able to report that during 
the past, aâ ill previous years, there has not been a single

In non-restraint it is necessary to provide means for employment 
and amusement, and, in this respect unfortunately, our Institution 
is deficient. ;

Properly equipped workshops, representing a variety of trades, 
with proper instructors in each, is a greatly felt want, but one that 
we hope in the near future will be remedied.
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The total sum received from private patients was $15,266.61 ; 
from Government public patients, $22,215.06; from articles sold, 
$597.29. In addition subscriptions and donations paid direct to the 
Treasurer have been received as per statement, including dividends 
and interest, amounting to $6,062.11, giving a total revenue from all 
sources, including interest on endowments, of $44,141.07. Against 
this there has been expended in connection with the direct working 
of the Hospital the sum of $40,315.50, of which $37,548.05 was for 
maintenance and $2,767.45 for improvements, extraordinary repairs, 
etc., properly chargeable to çapital account.

The Auditor’s statement of assets and liabilities shows ; assets, 
including expenditure on new building, furnishing, grounds and 
embellishments, $330,441.'64 ; liabilities, comprising the issue of the 
$150,000 of bonds, interest, insurairce apd open accounts, $155,917.53; 
leaving a balance to the credit offcapital account of $174,524.11.

The detailed financial statement of revenue and expenditure sub­
mitted by Dr. Burgess is most comprehensive and satisfactory, 
showing in the minutest way the cost, quantity and character of 
every article consumed. All his other statistical tables, twenty in 
number, are equally complete, showing the movements of the popula­
tion, general statement of the operations of the Hospital since its 
opening in 1890, admissions and discharges, civil state, religion, 
nationality, education, occupation, ages, duration, of insanity prior to 
admission, period of residence, and mental condition of those dis­
charged, and other statistics of a similar character.

The report of the farm work is the best yet presented, and 
eminently satisfactory. The total revenue from farm and garden was 
$6,311.97, while the expenditure, including wages and board of farm 
employees, was $3,354.63, showing a net profit from farm and-garden 
of $2,957.34.

It will be seen by the financial statement that the most serious 
charge on the management is the interest on the $150,000 of bonds, 
amounting to $6,750, which taken with the deficiency in revenue 
over expenditure, amounting to $2,201.58, leaves us with a deficit of 
$8,96 f. 58, a slight improvement on the showing of last year. To 
meet this we have to depend upon the graciousness and charity of 
those who are interested in this noble work, a work than which there 
is none that should appeal with greater force to human sym-
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pathies, for of all worthy charities that from time to time 
help to sustain, no one, in my opinion, can exceed that which calls 
for ministration to a mind diseased.

That there

I

those who appreciate the importance of what is 
being done, has already been demonstrated by very substantial 
tokens ; and that the interest still continues is shown by the 
endowment during the past year of the Rev. Frederick Frothingh 
memorial fund, per Mrs. J. H. R. Molson, of $10,000 ; the Matthew 
Campbell endowment fund, per Messrs. James Spier and Robert W. 
Kerr, executors, of $3,000 ; and an endowment of $5,000 from a lady 
resident of the city. The Governors gratefully acknowledge these 
generous bequests, and record their thanks.

It is to be hoped that those who of their great abundance are able 
to do so, will in the, near future follow the example of the generous 
philanthropists already referred to, and establish a fund sufficiently 
great to put the institution—as it should be—in a position perfectly 
independent of Government aid. Were this the case, the Board 
would be free to exercise discretion in the admission, classification, 
and treatment of all applications.

Four official inspections were made by the Government, and two 
by the Grand Jurors; on all occasions the visitors seemed well 
satisfied with the institution and management. Eighteen official 
visits were paid by the Visiting Governors, and the house and other 
committees made frequent inspections.

The only noteworthy change in connection with the staff was the 
resignation of Dr. Anglin, and the appointment of Dr. J. J. Ross in 
his place. Dr. Ross is proving himself a zealous and capable officer. 
He has introduced ward gymnastics with very beneficial Results to 
quite a number. Were the Molson Pavilion fitted up with regular 
gymnastic appliances, the field for Dr. Ross’, work would be much 
extended, and it is not too much to hope that during the ensuing 
summer this will be accomplished.

The new wing is now furnished and occupied, and I think the 
Board may congratulate themselves on having a building that will 
compare favourably with any similar institution in America. Its 
private wards are not to be excelled, while its public halls leave no 
reasonable comfort to be desired.

f the 
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building, and the ward formerly occupied by the female private 
patients has been completely re-decdrated and re-furnished, and 
provides accommpdation for a superior class of male patients.

Much progress in roadmaking and improvement of the grounds has 
been made during the season, under the direction of Mr. Roy, Super­
intendent of Mount Royal Cemetery, who has kindly given the 
Board the benefit of his experience in this work.

On the 24th of last month, their Excellencies the Governor 
General and the Countess of Aberdeen made an official visit to the 
Hospital, and expressed themselves as being quite impressed with 
the importance of the work in hand, and favourably CQmmented on 
the system and management.

To the many friends who havp'aided by their generous contribu­
tions, in kind and otherwise, the Governors tender their warmest 30
thanks. The Montreal Witness, Montreal Star, Montreal Herald, 
and other publications have cqptinued a generous supply of their 
several issues, and with the Montreal Gazette, have from time to 
time rendered valuable services which the Governors gratefully 
acknowledge.

The relationship between the medical superintendent and the 
employees continues to be harmonious, and it is gratifying to be abl 
to record the faithfuj^erformance of their duties by all.

Ontario, 1 from Nova Scotia, 1 from Newfoundland, and 1 from the 
United States.

Heredity, the prime factor in the causation of insanity, was 
acknowledged in nearly 48 percent of the admissions, and denied in 
about 38 percent, while in 18 percent no information on this point 
was obtaimible.

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The per capitâ cost per annum for maintenance was $174.85, as 

against $176.32 in 1893, while the total per capita expenditure, that 
is inclusive of the sum spent on capital account, was $187.74, as 
against $184.32 the previous year. This increase in the gross per 
capita expenditure was chiefly due to the cost of taking out, packing 
and properly refitting all the windows throughout the original 
buildings, a work which occupied nearly the entire summer.

RESTRAINT, EMPLOYMENT AND AMUSEMENT.

To avoid the use of restraint, of which, I am thankful to be able 
to say, there has not been a case since the opening of the Hospital in 
1890, it is absolutely necessary to provide employment and 
ment for all who are capable in any degree of engaging therein.
