The Star gives up a good deal of 
space today to a fuller account than It 
had before publt ted of the extraor­
dinary conduct of the Doukhobor fana­
tics, whose insane pilgrimage Is with­
out a parallel In history. There have 
been strange pilgrimages In past cen­
turies, but none exactly like this 
twentieth century movement of Mr.
Sifton's pet immigrants.

From what one reads In some of the 
papers the government Is extremely 
anxious lest some person or persons 
should apply the doctrine of physical 
force In dealing with these disciples of 
non-resistance. It may nevertheless 
be questioned whether the application 
of a restraining Influence by the 
mounted police would be any more of 
a crime than the deliberate starvation 
of an Infant or the imperilling of the 
health of a whole community such as 
that of Yorkton. These amiable 
people, who are so impressed by the 
sacrednees of all life that they will not 
even destroy the vermin on their own 
filthy hides, and yet would rather see 
an Infant die than permit It to drink 
the milk of an animal, are not fit to 
be at large. There is probably not a 
sane man in the Northwest who does 
not at this moment have a deeper feel­
ing of respect for that hitherto ab­
horred instrument the Russian knout 
than be ever had in his life before the 
Doukhobora landed on these shores.

Caj>ada cannot rid herself of these 
people. They are here, and no other 
country would have them. They must 
simply be rounded up and compelled to 
change their ways. Their leaders 
should have been arrested at the out­
set. It is simply outrageous that the 
government has permitted these peo­
ple to leave their homes and tramp 
over the country terrorizing the In­
habitants.

When asked where 
his boots, he held up his naked foot 
and cried: "Jesus’ boots."

Mr. Speers succeeded In getting the 
sick, the women and children housed 
In immigration sheds and other build­
ings, much against their will. Mothers 
deserted their babes, and allowed them 
to be taken into the shelter, refusing 
to follow them, until forced along.

of curious citizens lined the sidewalks 
on either side. The Northwest Mount­
ed policemen and special constables 
spurred and backed their horses in 
amongst them, but the sea of Doukho- 
bors opend and swallowed them 
up. The plunging, rearing horses mov­
ed themselves, but not an Inch further 
moved the crowd.

At this point the citizens remonstrat­
ed against the manner in which the 
Doukhobora were being treated and the 
five hundred male nomads that com­
prised the party seized the opportun­
ity and bolted once more and at last 
reports were well along their way to 
Winnipeg. Over a thousand women 
and children have been locked up in 
the Immigration hall and warehouse 
of Yorkton.

Winnipeg train has just passed the 
main body of the Doukhobor pilgrims 
who were marching beside the railway 
track, and will reach Saltcoats In an 
hour. The Russians looked miserably 
wet and cold after a night spent with­
out covering on the prairie, but they 
trudged sturdily along and paid no heed 
to the cries of passengers. Many of 
the pilgrims were without coats, and 
although the morning was bitterly cold 
some were in their bare feet. Their 
progress appeared slow and they all 
looked as though they were In the last 
stages of exhaustion.

The smiles of bystanders 

swered by the recitation In Russian of 
the 22nd Psalm: “They that see me, 
laugh me to scorn." A long, lean ad6 
cetlc, with unkempt beard, disheveled 
hair and bloodshot eyes, stood at the 
head of the halted procession and pray­
ed. He was protected from the wind by 
a long cape reaching from his should­
ers to the ground, while many of his 
followers had not sufficient clothing to 
prevent their perishing in a snowstorm.

A sympathetic citizen offered a glass 
of milk to a blue and pallid baby, whose 
mother split the milk to prevent the 
child’s drinking It. Biscuits offered to 
children were forbidden to be used.

This morning a party tramped from 
Yorkton to their last night’s camping 
ground in the bush, about three miles 
from town, with no shelter except the 
bush, and warmed by camp fires. Men, 
women and children, young and old, 
aged and Infirm, had bivouacked. All 
night parties had strayed through the 
scrub, picking the God-given and 
"greaseless" fruit of the rosebush to 
satisfy the craving of their hunger. No 
labor of animals had helped to produce 
this fruit, and they could eat it without 
Bln.

Their prophet had prophesied that on 
their arrival at Yorkton their babies 
would be taken from them, and they 
give them up willingly, for was not the 
voice of their prophet the voice of God?

Mayor Hopkins, of Yorkton. is be­
coming alarmed for the sanitary 
dition of the town. Last year Yorkton 
suffered from a typhoid epidemic, due 
to the sanitary conditions caused by 
the Doukhobors’ camp in town at the 
time. Now the deserted women and 
children In the Immigration shed, and 
the hundreds huddled in the halls and 
warehouses, threaten to convert the 
streets into one immense latrine.

Captain Rykard’s farm, three miles 
down the railway line, has been looted 
of turnips, potatoes and cabbage, which 
have beeen converted into Doukhobors’ 
energy. When they first invaded York- 
town they refused food of all kinds, and 
their looting of vegetables, ‘which have 
been hauled by horses,’ Is some evid­
ence that general hunger Is getting the 
better of them.

The people of the territories hope the 
Doukhobors will cross the Manitoba 
boundary before the weather gets too 
cold, as the Territories have no desire 
to be saddled with the cost of main­
taining such a large and Indigent out­
fit. Pestilence threatens to complicate 
the situation among the women and 
children, unless prompt measures are 
taken for their relief. The supply of 
bread at Yorkton was exhausted last 
night, and the wall of hungry children 
was wafted In the wind.

THE MEN MARCH OUT.
YORKTOWN, N. W. T., Oct 28.-The 

first round in the fight between the Im­
migration officials and the Doukhobors 
occured at three o’clock this evening 
and resulted in a victory for the dis­
ciples of passive resistance, 
wrestled with the spirit all night 
the cemetery and all forenoon, it 
revealed to these spirit wrestlers that 
they should march on Winnipeg, and 
about two o’clock they took up their 
straggling line of march down the rail­
way track, leaving their women and 
children behind them.

“They have broken out,” sang out 
General Immigration Agent Speers, and 
he forthwith Issued orders to round 
them up. A party of mounted police 
and several special mounted constables 
rounded them up and marched them 
back to town. All went well until they 
turned up the street leading northwards 
toward their villages, and when they 
realized that they were being driven 
back to their villages they came to a 
full atop.

Bull, bought a quantity of food for the 
women and children confined In these 
buildings. It was with difficulty that 
we got them to take food, but being 
absolutely famished, after they had 
made a start, It was very difficult to 
restrain their appetites, 
taken here by the government are in­
adequate.
that they are holding $2,000 of Doukho­
bor money, yet we saw women and 
children with starvation written on 
their faces, children tugging at their 
mother’s breasts without obtaining any 
nourishment whatever. There has been 
neglect In feeing the whole situation. 
I hope something will be done to arouse 
the public attention to this fact.

"Words cannot picture the situation 
which is feeing us. We are facing 
positive starvation on the part of great 
numbers of these people. There is not 
•uffldmit food in sight at the present 
time to feed them for two days, and 
should they remain with as the situa­
tion would be frightful. If It were pos­
sible to avoid sending- out alanelo* 
reporte I would suppress this telegram, 
but there seems to be Indifference In 
regard to the situation, which Is liable 
to lead to dreadful results.

W. J. Emerson, of Boston, acorn pan­
ted by E. Carter, of Springfield, Mass., 
arrived in the city today, and will be 
heard before the board of health to­
morrow and the cWy council board later 
In the week.

Mr. Carter Is with the Springfield 
Provision & Rendering Co., and has 
built abattoirs from Frisco to Bangor. 
He told the Star today that there are 
abattoirs In Springfield, Cambridge, 
Somerville and Brighton, Mass., In the 
heart of the city and causing no of­
fence. Others are now under construc­
tion In Worcester, Syracuse, Albany 
and Jersey City, also within the city.

Mr. Carter states that In every case 
all the by-products are used, and used 
up while fresh, so that there is no 
disagreeable odor. He is here with Mr. 
Emerson to discuss the subject from 
the standpoint of an expert.

The company, which has secured a 
site in the old Dunlap shipyard, pro­
poses to expend from $60,000 to $75,000 
In a plant that will employ from fifty 
to one hundred men, according to the 
amount of business that can be se­
cured. The company with which Mr, 
Carter is connected in Springfield ■ 
ploys three hundred hands In that city 
alone. The St. John company ask no 
bonus, but simply the privilege of go­
ing on with the work. The gentlemen 
say that they ane prepared to con­
struct a modem abattoir, of the very 
best type, and ask no special favors at 
all from the city.

LOTS OF CORD WOOD.

More hardwood Is now piled at In- 
diantown than for years previous. One 
or two of the river schooners have 
been constantly engaged in bringing 
down the supply and already It has run 
Into pretty big figures. According to 
the natural order there are only three 
or four more weeks of navigation on 
the river, so there will not be 
many more trips made. The average 
price paid at the boats is six dollars 
a cord, although first class rock maple 
has brought as high as eight. There Is 
some little difficulty in getting all the 
supply down, and one owner figures a 
loss up In the hundreds if his wood is 
not brought in before the close of navi­
gation. After coal begins to come in 
anything Like large quantities It Is ex­
pected that the price of wood will drop 
down to the normal rate.
