Flynn, and Valentine Sealander, hoard 
her cries and running to the 
water’s edge, they sought the 
source of the appeals for 
help. They could see no one and 
were about to leap blindly into , the 
river trusting to chance to direct them, 
when the searchlight of a passing 
steamer revealed the struggling woman. 
They dived in the direction of the light. 
Lazarus reached the girl first and wqs 
nearly throttled by the would-be sui­
cide, whose desire to die had returned 
v/ith the prospect of rescue. His com­
panions reached them Just in time to 
save the pair from drowning and the 
girl was borne ashore and removed to 
a hospital. She will recover.

The strikers show the 
same determination as the companies 
do to fight it out and the prophecy in 
some quarters that they would be 
starved into Submission has not mater­
ialized. The men generally are orderly. 
A number of them who were congregat­
ed on the river front- last night await­
ing developments, helped to save thou­
sands of dollars worth of freight dur­
ing the big fire on the Southern Pacific 
pier, which caused the loss of half a 
million dollars. They are receiving 
much praise for this action.

Many people in St. 'John will remem­
ber the visit of Jack the steeple climb­
er, who'fell from a church spire in Chi­
cago some two years ago. St. John is 
again visited by a professional climber, 
known as the "Irishman” climber, Mr. 
Haldane Crosbie. This week he has been 
working on the spire of St. Luke’s 
church replacing several sheets of 
copper, which had blown off during the 
big storm last March. Unlike his 
predecessor, the Irishman climbed up 
.the inside of the spire to the height re­
quired, cut a hole through the side and 
pushed out a plank, securely fastened it 
inside, then quietly lit his pipe, crawled 
through the hole and sat on the end 
of the plank smoking and working 
without a strap or rope, as much at 
home as if he was not over one hun­
dred feet in the air. By a very unique 
method the Irishman drove nails and 
made them watertight 16 feet in all 
directions from where he stood or sat, 
while numbers of people watched from 
the street below. When through with his 
work tie pulled in the plank and by 
an original scheme brought in the hole 
with him.

After the storm of Thursday evening 
no leaks showed, and the Irishman 
climber received congratulations from 
local tinsmiths and metal workers. Mr. 
Crosbie, who is 50 years of age, and 
unmarried, has travelled round the 
world, worked on many spires, bridges 
and steel structural work. He has fal­
len from heights on three occasions, 
once thirty-five feet, alighting on the 
back of a very fat man without much 
injury to either. On another occasion 
he had a broken arm and leg. W. A.

To pay eighteen dollars for a ticket 

from Halifax to St. John and three dol^^ 
lars for an ordinary I. C. R. time- 
table, was the1 fate of George Calecas, tk, 
a Greek, in Halifax, a few days ago, ▼ 
and he did not know that he had been 
the victim of a bunco game util yes­
terday when he visited the railway 
offices and immigration bureaus here. 
Calecas when seen by a Star repre­
sentative, told a funny story, which 
shows that in Halifax, threre are men 
making lots of money by robbing thoh* 
own countrymen. Calecas says that he 
came to Halifax and worked in a fruit 
store. He could not speak English and 
was not able to count Canadian money.
He worked for some weeks, and a few 
days ago told his employer that he' 
wanted to go to Boston, where he had 
a brother. His boss, who was also a,
Greek, told him he could go. but re­
fused to pay him anything for his Ser­
vices. Calecas sent to his brother for 
money which arrived a few days later.
John Keceryeos, who runs a fruit store, 
pretended to take a deep interest in the 
young man and offered to purchase for 
him his ticket to this city. Calecas 
handed over to Keceryeos, a roll of 
money and the latter went to the rail­
way ticket office. On returning, he 
handed Calecas his ticket and an 
I. C. R. timetable, which he 
said was a necessary document 
while travelling.

Kecrycos told Calecas that the 
tickets cost $18 and the timetable $3.
The fruit dealer therefore made about 
$12 out of his countryman. When Gal- 
ecas arrived here, he was told that 
he had been the victim of a bunco 
game, and he then visited the police 
court to find out if anything could be 
done toward getting back his $12. The 
police could, take no stanj in the mat­
ter, however.

Peter Petropolts, of the local shoe 
shining parlors looked after Calecas,an4 
when he found that the latter had-not 
money enough to buy a ticket to Bos­
ton,he raised the required amount from 
the Greeks of this city. Calecas left for 
Boston last night.

Cases of this kind are reported to the 
railway authorities nearly every day.
It seems that certain foreigners who 
have béen in this country for some 
years, meet their countrymen as they 
arrive on the steamers and bunco them 
out of money right along.

The victims have no chance of get­
ting their money back, as they never - 
know they have been robbed until 
they arrive at some other place. Then 
they cannot afford to go back to the 
place where they fell victims to the 
game. -

A local railway official said yester­
day that he thought these foreigners 
should have some protection when 
they first arrived in Canada, either by 
the immigration authorities, or by the 
police.

who persecuted the Loyalists.
The first frâmed building of conse­

quence was used by the Loyalists for 
a variety of public purposes. Its di­
mensions were 36 by 28 feet and it 
stood on Germain street. In it were 
held the meetings of the common 
council. There, too, met the courts of 
justice. On Sundays it was the meet­
ing place for public worship.

The Rev. Dr. Samuel Cooke, former­
ly of Shrewsbury, Jlew Jersey, was 
the first officiating Clergyman. On his 
arrival at St. John, September 2, 
1786, he set to work to improve the 
building which he found in a very un­
finished statè. He “called a vestry” 
and in three days he collected £90 by 
means of which galleries were erected 
and the seating capacity doubled. “Af­
ter all,” he observes In one of his let­
ters, “this is only a temporary affair, 
till the people’s circumstances shall 
enable them to build a proper church, 
which may be a credit and ornament 
to the place.’’ In this primitive place 
of worship Dr. Cooke officiated for 
nearly a year when he removed, at 
Governor Carleton’s desire, to Freder­
icton, which had been fixed upon as 
the capital of the new province. At the 
Loyalist anniversary service in Trin­
ity Church tomorrow evening the 
preacher will be Dr. Samuel Watson, 
of Akron, Ohio, who Is a lineal 
descendant of Rev. Dr. Cooke, and a 
clergyman of much eloquence and 
ability.

One hundred and twenty-four years 
age today thé Loyalists landed in Si. 
John, and today the “City of the Loy­
alists’’ celebrates the anniversary 
The school children of the city always 
have the 18th of May as a holiday, but 
this year the day comes on Saturday 
and the children are cheated out of 
their day of recreation. To make up 
for this oversight on the part of the 
man that makes the calendar the 
school board decided at its last meet­
ing that Monday, the 27th of May, 
would be observed as a holiday, in ac­
cordance with the section of the school 
law that provides for no Increase in 
the number of days in the school year 
If a public holiday fall upon Saturday 
or Sunday.

By the general public the day Is being 
observed in the usual way. A de­

The 18th of May, though not com­
monly observed with any great dis­
play of enthusiasm In this community, 
is nevertheless a day to be held In last­
ing remembrance. The circumstances 
that led to the coming hither of the 
founders of our city and province are 
familiar to all who have any knowl­
edge of Canadian history. The period 
of French occupation lasted for a cen­
tury and a half, or to speak more pre­
cisely, from the time of the discovery 
of the port of St. John by Champlain, 
in 1604, to the occupation of the old 
fort In Carleton by Col. Monckton on 
the 20th September, 1758. Under the 
protection of Fort Frederick and Its 
garrison came the men of Massachu­
setts a few years later—the Peabodys,
Parleys, Leavitts, Slmonds, Whites and 
Hazens—and a little hamlet grew at 
Portland Point near the site of the I.
C. R. grain elevator. A quarter of a 
century after th i British flag had been 
first raised over the ramparts of the 
old fort in Carleton, St. John may be 
said to have had Its birth. On the 
memorable 18th of May, 1783, Daniel 
Leavitt as pilot led up to the anchor­
age n^ar the Market slip—then called 
the “Upper Cove"—the most notable 
fleet that has in all the lapse of years 
ever entered the port of St. John.
There were more than twenty trans­
port ships under convoy of British war 
frigates, and on board were 3,00» souls.
They pitched their tents on the shore 
and the wearied exiles were once more 
on British soil. The outlook was un­
promising. Many of the newcomers 
had been born and bred to luxury and 
ease. They were not the type of men 
and women usually found among the 
adventurers w ho go forth as the van­
guard of civilization.

One of our local historians has ob­
served ; Had the victors in the revolu­
tionary struggle been wise they would 
have tempered their triumph with 
moderation. They would have encour­
aged those who espoused to the Royal 
cause to remain and assist In building 
up the new nation which they had 
founded. Instead of this they commit­
ted one of the most stupendous acts 
or shortsighted folly ever perpetrated 
by a civilized people. They passed 
edicts of banishment against the per­
sons and acts of confiscation against 
the estates of the Loyalists. They 
drove them out poor In purse indeed, 
but rich In experience, determination, 
energy, education and other qualities 
which build up states, and with hearts ness,

CALCUTTA, May 18—The Mullahs of 
Afghanistan have started a boycott of 
British goods.

At a meeting of Mullahs, held at Ka­
bul, the Ameer was denounced for his 
liberal tendencies, and especially for 
bringing foreign innovations Into the 
country.

The Mullahs resolved that it was un­
lawful for Mahometans to purchase 
foreign goods, as being against the in­
terests of Afghanistan. They especially 
condemned the use of British sugar, in 
consequence of objections to the pro­
cesses of manufacture.

Violent speeches were made by sev­
ere.! of the Mullahs, and their language 
was so threatening that the Ameer’s 
eldest son, the Sirdar Inayatulla Khan, 
dispersed other similar gatherings, and 
a number of the ringleaders were ar­
rested.

According to advices from the other 
side of the border, the anti-foreign 
movement is spreading throughout the 
Country, and the Ameer has given or­
ders for it to be sternly repressed. 
Mullahs who. preach against the Brit­
ish are to be punished severely.

Amongst 
the various objects of the new coun­
cil are the establishment of a benevo­
lent fund'upon lines far larger than 
anything at present existing: the car­
rying on all of the work of a trade 
protection society; the establishment 
of arbitration tribunals to deal with 
the disputes between members, and 
thus dispense with litigation; provid­
ing members with legal advice and 
assistance in non-litigous matters to a 
certain extent free of cost, and other­
wise on terms they would not be able 
individually to obtain; and the supply­
ing to each member a trade paper 
with a limited number of advertise­
ments therein gratis.

Unanimous support was given to 
these objects and many new members 
are being honstantly added.

The latter day prophets who hold 
conferences in Exeter Hall have jusf 
issued a remarkable prediction in 
which it is stated that “King Edward 
is in God's Providence helping to ful­
fill Daniel VII, 7,- and Revelations 
XIII., 1, by allying together the Med­
iterranean powers pre-figured by a ten­
horned monster. These countries for­
merly comprised Caesar’s Roman em­
pire to which paramount supremacy 
over the whole earth is predestined."

The Rev. Mr. Baxter who founded 
the society thirty-five years ago and 
then predicted the speedy end of the 
world, has arranged the meeting. He 
takes a very gloomy view of the fu-

Mahan, the distinguished naval expert, 
Mr. Wanamaker, the well known pub­
lic man, Mr. William J. Schiefflin, Mr.

“Meetings will probably be held at 
the Guildhall, the Mansion House and 
Exeter Hall and later in all of the 
principal towns of the country," he 
said. “It is going to be a very big 
mislonary movement indeed.

“Our ■ missionary societies have al­
ways courted investigation from bus­
iness men, but unfortunately the lat­
ter frequently criticise from afar with­
out interesting themselves in the Im­
mense world-xvork which the mission­
aries arc accomplishing. The American 
laymen are more pushing; they want 
to see for themselves what is going on 
and how the work is being done.

“In a British laymen’s movement I 
would suggest a minimum of minis­
ters and a maximum of business men.”

The American Laymen’s Missionary 
Movement which is inter-denomina­
tional, is not confining its energies to 
the conversion of business men. A 
party of about fifty American business 
men. according to advices received 
here, will sail from tho Pacific Coast 
in August to visit Japan, China. Corea, 
the Philippine Islands, India, Arabia, 
Africa and Turkey.

Post Master General Again Explains Agricultural Position ot Five Eastern 
His Position and Criticises Attitude

CROWDS YESTERDAY, BIGGER ONES Provinces to be Ascertained—
TODAY, MORE NEXT WEEK. Canada’s Trade Statistic*

...Clothing and Furnishings... OTTAWA, May 17.—'The trade of Can- 
ada during the first month of this fiscal 
year, April, resulted In a decline of 
exports and an Increase of Imports. For 
the month the Imports amounted to 
$28,335,287, which Is greater than during 
the previous April by $5,192,114. Ex­
ports were valued at $10,104,305, which 
Is $3,504,455 less than the April pre­
vious.

The aggregate trade Increased $1,687,- 
659. Export of forest produce fell oft 
four,hundred thousand dollars; exports 
of animals and dairy products a million 
and a half decrease In agricultural pro­
ducts, and a half million decline la 
manufactured exports.

A census of the agricultural position 
of the five eastern provinces of Canadai 
is to be taken this spring. It will be 
taken by mall, forms will be sent to 
each farmer In Nova Scotia, Prince Ed­
ward Island, New Brunswick, Quebec, 
and to all those in Ontario who do not 
now furnish Information annually to 
the provincial department of agricul­
ture. Farmers are required within a 
week of the time of receiving the card 
to fill It out and mall It to the census 
bureau, where the Information will be 
treated as confidential and not disclosed 
for assessment or for any other pur- 

Bach farmer will be required

OTTAWA, May 17,—Postmaster Gen­
eral Lemieux this afternoon made a 
statement regarding reports in the 
press that he had asked the United 
States postal authorities to postpone 
until January first the new convention 
by which rates are increased on news­
papers passing between Canada and 
the United States. From Washington 
press despatches announce that the 
American Postmaster General would 
be willing to have such a postpone­
ment.

Mr. Lemieux denied that he had 
suggested such a delay. He said the 
press “is wrong in stating that the 
Postmaster General of Canada or this 
department is responsible for the state­
ment going abroad that the United 
States post office department refused 
to grant a delay of six months. The 
only statements Issued by the Post­
master General or by the department 
are the statement made by the Can­
adian Postmaster General on the 15th 
April, 1907, to the house of commons 
and the circular Issued by the depart­
ment to publishers. In neither of these 
Is reference made to such a postpone­
ment, nor has any official statement 
been made attributing the responsibil­
ity for this to the Postmaster General 
of the United States. The Postmaster 
General, of the United States, In view 
of the great advantage which the 
United States has-been and had been 
reaping ever since the Inception of the 

j old convention, was naturally In favor 
і of continuing It permanently If pos­

sible, otherwise for as long a period as 
they could retain the advantage. It 
was because of this one-sldedz.ess of 
the old arrangement that Canada ab­
rogated the treaty, and the same rea­
sons that led her to abrogate the 
treaty also led her to wish the new 
convention to go into immediate effect.

The contention on the part of some 
newspapers that a postponement 
should have been made until January 
first to cover the period of subscrip-, 
tion Is based on the assumption that all 
subscriptions run from January to 
January, which, of course, Is quite un­
warranted. Thbusands ot subscriptions 
date from all the other months. The 
abrogation of the treaty In January 
would be equally hard on those whose 
subscriptions ended in other months, 
as would the present arrangement to 
those whose subscriptions ended in 
January.

The inconvenience of abrogating of 
any convention that has existed for 
years is that privileges grew up under 
such conventions the withdrawal which 
necessitates hardships on certain Indi­
viduals, and no fixed future date, no 
matter how long put off, for such 
change to go Into effect would do away 
with the inconvenience. The change 
of date would simply mean a change 
In the personnel of thqse inconveni­
enced. This is similarly the case when 
tariff changes are made, yet the date 
of the change must be fixed.

I must say that In refusing to post­
pone the date of the convention taking 
effect this department considers that 
it has acted in accordance with the 
spirit as well as the letter of a con­
vention which had existed for a num­
ber of years between the two countries. 
When this convention was signed It 
was agreed that six months’ notice 
should be accepted by either country 
for its abrogation, such time being 
considered as not too long to postpone 
the desirable changes, and as giving 
sufficient notice to those who might be 
regarded as having secured certain 
rights under the convention.'

SHERBROOKE, Que., May 17.—The 
Eastern Townships Press Association 
has adopted resolutions protesting 
against the new postal regulations.
