SENATOR FORGET
BALKS AT PROPOSAL

Ottawa, Feb. 9.—Before the Senate
banking committee this afternoon Mr.
Laidlaw in discussing the -insurance
bill from the peint of view of the Can-
adian fire insurance companies, said
the clause which was designed to let
New England mutuals into Canada
would facilitate the operations of
swindlers. The insurance association
wanted this struck out, and licensed
brokers required to handle unlicensed
business after any Canadian risk had
been offered to four-fifths of the Can-
adian compaunies.

Senator Forget.

Senator Forgét—"“You propose that

ore I can insure with an unlicensed
company I must offer that insurance
to four-fifths of the Cunadian licensed
companies in the district. Suppose I
am not satisfied with the rate, will I
have to accept that rate or can I go
outside ang insure under the amend-
ment which you propose?”

Mr. Laidlaw—“The Canada offer
would have to be accepted under our
proposal. However there is competi-
tien between line mutual and non tar-
iff companies.”

Senator Forget—“That
seem fo be fair to me.”

Mr, Laidlaw pointed out that a com-
bine law existed in Canrada and there
was not much danger of the fire com-
pahles runuing the risk of being pun-
ished undér it. 1If - further control
were desired there could be a govern-
ment inspection of rates. The 15 per
cent clause would keep good and
sound mutual companies out of Can-
ada as no company that intended to
pay oould safely make such a cut.

The claise would not deter fraudu-
lent companies from coming in as
they never intended to pay and only
wanted the premiums.

Senator Jones declared he could see
no reason why the Insurance Com-
panies should ask for a law denying
the individual the right to do what the
company could—go out of Canada and
get insurance.

Mr. Laldlaw stated that if rates
were high in Canada it was because
losses had been high.

FOUR ABANDONED SHIPS

Quest For Derelicts Entails
More Work Upon United
States Marine Department
This Year Than Ever Before.

Washington, D. C.,, Feb. 9.—Four
wrecked or abandoned vessels in the
ocean are now claiming the attention
of the revenue cutter service. The ser-
vice has been called upon in an unus-
ually large number of instances this
season both to hunt for ships report-
ed missing and to blow. up those
which have been wrecked and consid-
ered a menace to navigation.

Waters of Seine Rose Three Feet Yesterday and With Them Fell the Spirits
of Parisians~-Streets Collapse Along the Quays and Avenue de I'Opera
Is Again in Darkness--Situation in Rhone Valley Alarming and Resi-
dents Are Forced To Flee For Their Lives. '

Paris, Feb. 9.—Almost continual
rain and constantly'mounting tempera~
ture have again raised fears in the
minds of Parisians. The Seine, which
had fallen below the level of the sew-
er mouths today is rising with a ra-
pidity which threatens to reflood the
cellars and .may, unless there is a
decided change in the weather, cause
a repetition of the recent disaster.

Reports of the hydrographic, service
state that the affluents of the Seine,
the Marne and the Yonne, are carry-
ing a continually increased flow, all
of which must eventually reach Paris
and its enviro g liready at Alfort-
ville, Charen euil and other
suburban towns, Which were nearly
free of the original rise, the water is
creeping up.

While the maximum flood at the
Pont d’Austerlitz, reached on the
night of January 29, was eight metres
sixty-two centimetres, its present level
is only five metres. It is expected that
this will be increased a full metre,
which will equal the high water mark
of 1882 and 1883, both of which until
1910, were ranked as disastrous floods.

That the rising of the waters is al-
ready having its effect is indicated
from the fact that the Avenue de I-
Opera was dark all Monday night, the
electricity having been cut off.

Streets Collapse. 3

Water is also rising again on the

Quai d’Auteuil, The whole street be-

tween the rue Wilhelm and the Pont
due Jour collapsed. On the Qual
d’Austerlitz, oppesite the Gare d’Or-
leans & large section of the street and
sidewalk collapsed on Monday,

Not only is the situation about Par-
is bécoming more alarming, bBat the
country districts are also being over-

whelmed. The northern section of the|

Rhome valley is invaded by water,
while messages frem Il.’'Isle-sur-Doubs
state that the river is rising twenty
centimetres an hoyr and neighboring
flat lands are inundated. A hot south
wind is -blowing, with its accompani-
ment of rain, melting large deposits
of snow.

Besancon reports that the Doubs at
that point is five metres above the
summer level and that the flood is al-
ready assuming greater proportions
than the one just passed.

Despatches from Lyons state that
the Rhone is rising continually, an
increase of one metre forty centimet-
res being the height of the water re-
ported by the bridge engineers.

In the east rain has fallen since
Sunday. The thermometer stands at
11 degrees cemtigrade at Nancy, and
the snew blanket in the Vosges Moun-
tains is melting, causing a sudden rise
in the level of the rivers. Already the
Moselle has risen more htan fifty cen-
timetres and the Meurthe at Nancy,
one metre oighty centimetres. Water
is beginning to Invade the gardens
and the residence section of the city.

Police and town criers are warning
the inhabitants to quit their homes.

Repair Work Suspended.

The third commission of the Munici-
pal Council, headed by Mons. Cher-
ioux, accompanied by Mons. Boreaux,
inspector * general, and Mons. - Perr,
chief engineer, visited the section of
Paris where the thoroughfare had
been most severely damaged by the
flood. ' In some sections work was or<
dered to proceed, while in
where the pavement has already been
replaced six times and has fallen anew
the bands of workmen were ordered
to suspend their labors.

Chalons-sur-Marne reported to the
hydrographic service on Monday af-
ternoon that the snow on the Plateau
de Laugres, where it has rained heav-
ily, had now melted and that the
Marne promises to rise two metres
more. The situation is causing a lit-
tle worry.

The Saone is also rising rapidly.
The river Albanne, in the Department
of the Haute-Savoie, converted into a
torrent, has innundated the plain be-
low Chambery.

The usual Mardi Gras procession
and fetes, which were to have been
held yesterday, were eancelled owing
to the wish of the authorities to pre-
vent a public merry-making and so
avoid the danger of the sewers being
further choked with quantities of con-
fetti washed into them from the
streets.

Well Known Parliamentarian|
Collapses While Dining In
Edinburgh Cafe And Suc-
cumbs To Death.

Montreal, Feb. 9.—Han. George Bar-
nard Baker, M.A,, K.C,, a member of
the senate at Ottawa, died suddenly
shortly after noon today while dining
at the Edinburgh Cafe on St. Cather-
ine street West.

Senator Baker had ordereéd lunch
when he was taken suddenly ill. Sev-
eral persons near at hand rushed to
his assistance, and it was at once
seen that he was seriously ill.

The ambulance of the Royal Victor-
ia Hospital was called and rushed to
the spot, but when it arrived the sur-
geon pronounced lifé extinct. The
tragedy created a sensation in the
cafe, which was crowded at the time
with prominent business men taking
lunch,

Senator Baker was in the habit of
dining at the Edinburg Cafe, when
in the city, and was well known here,

Immediately after the occurrence,
Senator Baker's son, who is in the
city, arrived at the cafe, and was
stricken with grief on learning of his
father’s tragic demise.

Mr. Borden’s Tribute.

Ottawa, Feb. 9—When apprised of
the sudden death of Senator Baker,
R. L. Borden made the following state-
ment:

“The news of Senator Baker's death
came as a great shock to all his col-
leagues in Parliament. He was a man
of great abllity, an excellent speaker
and from his earliest advent to pub-
lic life he took a keen interest in all
matters affecting the welfare of the
country, and was especially well in-
formed upon all public questions. His
death is a distinct loss to the public
life of Canada and his family may be
assured of the heartfelt sympathy of
his colleagues in Parliament.’t

The Programme as Qut-
lined by United States
Congress Yesterday ---
Goats’ Flesh For Lamb.

Washington, D. C., Feb. 9.—As
finally determined today, the investi-
gation into the increase .of the prices
of food and other necessaries of life,
which the senate is about to enter up-
on, will cover a broad field. The
measure providing for such investiga-
tion was passed today with compara-
tively little discussion,

It authorizes an inquiry by a special
committee of seven senators into the
general enhancement of values, cov-
ering not only food and clothing, but
many other articles used in every-day
life. The investigation also will cover
the question of salary earnings and
the tariff. Not only will prices in the
markets be included, but also those
at the farm and the factory,

At the instance of Senator Burton,
the resolution was made to cover all
commodities, while Semator Warren
procured the inclusion of prices of
hides, leather and boots and shoes;
Senator Johnston obtained the inclu.
sion of prices of beef, sheep and hogs,
and Senator Beacon the inclusion of
prices of steel. The inquiry is ex-
pected to begin shortly and will be
conducted with the greatest despatch.

Senator Lodge is slated for the
chairmanship of the select committee.

In the event Mr. Lodge is selected,
the other Republican members of ths
committee will be Senators Elkins,
Smoot, McCumber and Crawford.

1t will continue to beé an active issue
until the existing one-sided free trade policy gives
place to dnother system For nearly two-thirds of a
century Great Britain has tested the systemi of free
imports, with a few reservations. For at least a third
of a century this doctrine was practically the unques-
tioned creed of the nation. There were a few dissent
ers, as there are from the doctrine of gravitation or the
circulation’ of the blood, or the revolution of the earth.
But these were the excepiions proving the rule. A
restoration of the corh laws or a protective system
was considered to be as far from practical politics as
of the Heptarchy.

Today it is not a question whether a bellever in
free trade, or tariff preference, ot tariff retaliation, ot
even straight protection, may be held by a serious
publi¢ man, The question is whether those who con-
demn the free important system and who desire a
c¢h e, are not & majority in the nation. The election
i held has sent to parllament between two hundred
and fifty and three hundred members who demand a
general tariff on imports. They may have different
vlews ag to. the .rates and incidence of this tariff,
but they insist upon @& departure from the system that
been called orthodox. When the House meets

¢ & vote on the question. Then, for the first
time within the memory of most public men, & Sll'u(xhli
fssue will be joined on the old guestion that was fondly
supposed to have been settled before the middle of the
last century.

e foreign country has from 1846 to the present
day given Britain the slightest tariff concession on ac-
count of the free market she offers. On the contrary

foreign nations use their tariffs to negotiate with each
other for concessions, while they offer nothing to Eng-
land since fthey get for nothing the best she has to
give. As the late Lord Salisbury himself, an ardent
free trader the greater part of his life, said in one
of bis Jater specches, this attitude of Britain is gen-
erous but it is uot business.

While tarift reformers may he abstract free traders,
there are among the fiercest professed free traders cer-
tain protectionist praetices which sHow that their heart
Is not guite sound on the question, It is hardly ques-
tioned, for example, that the cattle embargo i8 economic
protection under the pretence of protection against dis-
ease, English interests demand protection against
competition, and for a quarter of a century they have
hud it, disguised as a precaution against infection. Scot-
tish farmers, who have even more interest than
the English in the proteetion of their herds from in-
fection, are opposed to the embargo because they wish
to buy Canadisn stock ecattle: They tell the truth
#bout the matter and resent in vain the hypocrisy with
which the system is presewved. This deception is un-

THE LATE SENATOR BAKER,

Following close upon the death of Bir George Drum-
mond comes the ann it of the sud departure
of another prominent senator, Hon. G. B. Baker. Sena.
tor Baker was appointed to the Upper House in 1896,
having sat five terms in the Commons, and one in the
Legislature of Quebec. He was solicitor general of
his own province thirty years ago, In the Commons
he was chairman of important committees, and in the
Senate one of the men exerting the strongest personal
influence. Mr. Baker was seventy-six years of age. He
was a graduate, and for many years a member of the
governing board of Bishops (‘o)lege, Lennoxville, Sen-
ator Baker was one of the leaders of the bar in the
Bastern Townships.

Within less than a year four prominent and active
Conservative senators have passed away, Senators Fer-
guson, Perley, Drummond and Baker. There are now,
we believe, only twenty-two opposition members in the
chamber. The Quebec Conservative contingent is re-
duced to five, of whom one is eighty-eight years of age,
and quite infirm,  8ir Wilfrid Laurier will continue to
make his annual lamentation that the senate is almost
wholly composed of one party, but he will go on ap:
pointing his own supporters, and probably choosing the
least capable and independent out of these ranks,

THE NEXT STEP.

The Valley Rallway Company is probanly ‘expécted
to read Sir Wilfrid Laurier's letter to Mr. Carvell as
the answer of the government to the delegation. Mr.

Eggs from Russia,

Montreal Feb. 9.~—Montrealers will
have an opportunity of judging what
kind of hen fruit the poultry yards of
Russia can produce as a consignment
of 6,000 dozen eggs have just been re-
celved here from Riga. Strange as it
may seem these eggs can be byought
approximately 5,000 miles at a price
to compete with local hens, It is
belleved to be the first time a com-
mercial transaction of this nature has
taken place, but there have been pre-
vious fihstances of foodstuffs being
brought from abroad at a time when
the local prices were extremely high.

Royal Bank Named.

New York, Feb. 9.—According to the
official schedules filed in bankruptey
in the office of the United States Reg-
istrar in Bankruptcy, southern district
of New York, iu the matter of the ap-
pointment of a receiver in an invol
untary bankruptey petition filed by
the creditors of the United States
Paper Export Asgoclation, the Royal
Bank of Canada s named creditor to
the amount of fifteen thousand dol-
lars in notes of the concern and ap-
parently - unsecured. Visible assets
are nominal. There are about nine-
teen thousmd dollars, three thousand
being cash, flve thousand merchandise
and the rest accounts*on books.

London, Feb, 9.—Hindo terrorism to-
day is a mere two-year-old institu-
tion; but aiready it8 dread shadow is
Inspiring awe in the hearts of the
maniiest English and native officials
concerned with the governing of India.
As shown by the recent anarchistic
outrages in Hindustan, disaffection
not only is on the increase, but actu-
ally is. assuming an alarming phase.
During the last year or two Great
Britain has made a tremendous effort
to quell the spirit of revolt among
educated Indians, both by conciliation
and coercion; but this dual policy. has
failed to solve England’'s problem in
Indias, which, indeed, day by day, is
becoming harder of solution.

There are many points about Hindu
terrorism that render it the dread in-

indla. To begin with, the East Indian
nihilist has arrived in the Indian poll-
tical arena absolutely unheralded, In-
deed, who ever would have dreamed
that the Hindu, whose one distinguish-
ing characteristic was to protect life,
would, in 1908, begin to hurl human
beings into eternity with infernal ma-
chines? Such a contingency was al-
together unthought of. The sudden-
ness with which Nihilism has been
ushered into India, and the compara-
tive darkness developing its introduc-
ton, make its annihilation extremely
difficult, if not well nigh impossible,
How are the officials to know just
who has come under the sway of this
frightful doctrine, or just where the
next tragedy will take place, or which
officer of the government is to foffeit
his life to pay the next toll to the in-
satiable Hindu terrorist?

A Police Officer Shot Dead.

On January 24 the: highest court of
judicature in India was the stage
where nihilism was enacted. Shams-
ul-Alam, the police officer who played
a large part in unearthing the Midna-
pore conspiracy, was shot dead in the
High Court at Calcutta, the winter
capital of India, while listening to the
evidence In the Alipore case. The of-
ficer, who was a Mohammedan, and
held the rank of inspector, was in
charge of the records during the Ali-
pore bomb case, and was considered
by Mr. Norton, the prosecuting attor-
ney in that famous case, to be his
right-hand man. Alam was specially
commended by the chief justice for
his work in connection with this case,
really the most important of the bomb
trials so far conducted, and the gov-
ernment of India acknowledged his
services by conferring on him the title
of Khan Bahadur. In addition to this,
he was made the recipient of the
King's police medal. The assassin in
this case was a Bengali youth barely
eighteen years old.

Used an Automatic Pistol.

Just about a month prior to the kill-
ing of Shams-ul-Alamin Bengal, on
December 21, 1909, the Hindu terrorist
played his role in Nasik, Bombay,
more than a thousand miles removed
from Bombay as the crow flies. In
this instance, Mr. Jackson, the deputy
magistrate, was shot dead. Mr, Jack-
son, who was a keen student at Sans-
krit and Marathi, visited the Vijayan-
ama theatre to witness a Marthi play.
The pessage through which he had
to go in order to reach the orchestra
was narrow and admitted of only one
person walking along it Several
rows of seats reserved for the pit are
in an elevated position, and those go-
ing %o the seats in front have to des-
cend two or three steps after passing
them. As soon as Mr. Jackson got
down the steps the assassin came up
at close quarters, facing him, pointed
an automatic pistol against his chest,
and fired. Seven shots were discharg-
ed in rapid succession, but, owing to
the construction of the weapon, the
sound of the shot was more subdued
than that of an ordinary revolver, and
people in the theatre thought it was
merely the noise of fireworks in hon-
or of the distinguished guest. Mr.
Jackson stepped back and fell without
uttering & word. The killing was
done by a Mahratta Brahmin, eigh-
teen or twenty years of age,

Far-Flung Bases.

About six months previous to this,
on the night of July 1st,  the scene
of Hindu terrorism was located nel-
ther in Calcuttar nor in Nasik, nor
even in India, but in London, almost
at the steps of the throne one might
say. In this case the aide-de-camp
and political adviser of the Secretary
of State for India was done to death.
Lieut.Col. Sir William Hutt Curzon-
Wyllie, the victim was mortally shot
while attending a social function at
Caxton: Hall, and Dr. Lalcaca, an in-
nocent bystander, was also killed in
attempting to gave the life of the Bri-
tish official. The murderer halled
from Amritsar, the Punjah, and was
a Hindu youth,

These three latest outbursts of Hin-
du terrorism not only show that the
gcenes of the tragedies are located
far distant ftom one another, but they
also emphasize the fact that the as-
sassins belong to three different pro-
vinces of India—-Bengal, Bombay, and
the Punjab--forming almost a triangle
with Calcutta and Bengal for its base:

Religion of Anarchism.

As yet the government has not been
able to prove any concerted conspir-
acy reaching out its tentaces to dif-
ferent parts of Hindustan to carry on
the terroristic propaganda; but the
fact of the assassins figuring in the
last three fatal nihilistic outbursts
coming from three different corners
of the land is significant of the magni-
tude of the problem that England is
called upon to face.

What really adds to the seriousness
of the situation is the temperament
of the Indian terrorist.

New York, Feb. 9.—When prices of
stocks started upwards this morning
from two to over three points for the
majority of the active speculative
issues, it was read as a reversal of
policy on the part of the great con-
trolling financial powers rather than
as reflecting any sudden change in the
condition of affairs. It served notice
at the same time, that the operations
of the bear party would not be allow-
ed to go unopposed.

Practical suspension of efforts to
support the market has been its mark-
ed characteristic throughout the sever-
est portion of the recent depression.
The efféect of this withdrawal of sup-
port has caused the impression that
inside interests in the great corpor-
ations and financial institutions were
acutely apprehensive of their own fu-
ture on account of the rigor of the
laws both those in force and those
in contemplation. There has grown up
a spirit of eriticism of the policy of
leaving the securities market open to
factors of depression without attempts
to contest them. The suspicion that
this policy was prompted partly by
the fact that distribution had been
effected on large accumulations of
stocks held by the important financial
powers, leaving it to their advantage
to have- prices recede and thus afford
opportunity for re-purchases at an ‘ad-
vantage has added ‘force to the erit-
icism whatever the inspiration the
stock market gave clear evidence
from the outset that the downward
drift of prices was to be no longer
unopposed. The late drive at the mar-
ket yesterday had to be made at the
rebound.. The effect of the recovery on
sentiment was abvious. More cheerful
views were expressed of business, in-
dustrial and political prospects.

The December earnings of the New
York Central lines gave material for
a summing up of the year's results
and were made the text for compari-
sons of conditions and of prices.
